WR. GOSCLIEN RESUMES THE DEBATE.
Mr. George J. Goschen, Liberal M.P. for
Edinturgh, resumed the debato on the Home
1ule bill and v7as listened to uttentively. He
waid the bill was snid to beo messsge of
peace to Ireland. The Premicr said it would
be torn to pieces forthwith after its gecond
reading, but the sovereignty of the Imperial
Parliament depended on clauses to which it
wos highly probable the majority of the house
would never consent. If the bill passed &
tremendous struggle would be inaugurated by
the Catholic clergy of Ireland for the coatrol
of education in that cuuntry.

The writer, M. Albert Duruy,
demonatrates with force and lucidity what
must indecd be evident to every one who
gives this important eubject o moment’sin-
telligent consideratinn-—tnat in edvcation, as
in morality, it is utterly imyogsible to he neu-
tral. © A neutral school,” he declares, “'must
of neces*ity be an irruliglous schocl,” No
amount of legislative decrecs con chunge the
aature and order of things that havo been
establiahed by the Creator, There is not one
system of morulity in the world, bot many—
as many, in fact, a3 there are modea of
concetving the idea o God.

‘THE LATE JOHN KELLY.

* The death of John Kelly, the famous leader
of the Tammany Hall demociacy of New
York, bas been universally mourned by the
American preas. Even Lis most bitter polit-
ical opponents say that his death i a
publiv lozs.  For more than thirty
years John Kelly was a commandiag
figare in civie, atate and national
politice. He was a man of great mora]
character and of powerful brain. Study and
work had nothing but charm for him, Ky
his own indomitable will, plock and brajns
he built himself up from & poor and friend.
Ices boy to a position of power and wealth i
the great metropoks of the Republic, Infact
there have been tew men who ever attained
the prominence or wielded the power he dig,
and fower stilt who bore themselves with
such honor, dignity and honeaty as John
Kelly always did. He was in muny respects
a remarkable man. By instinct he waa com-
bative, and in his political combats proved
himself & neatural born leader and a great
organizer. There was no American politi-
cian more feared or courted by the greatest
statesmen of the land., As a representative
Irish American, Mr, Kelly reflected Justre on
the race of which he was so true a type ; as an
American citizen, no one could ever accuse
him of a lack of attachmont for the comntry
he served 20 well in publia life, where his
name was a rallying cry, and in private life,
where his virtues adorned his circle and edi-
fied the community.

John Kelly waa born in New York City in
1822, of poor, hard-working, Irish parents.
The poverty of his nurroundings prevented
him from receiving more than a brief term at
the public schools, and when only eight years
of age he began to earn a livelihood in a rope-
maker's shop. He afterwards learned the

trade of wsoapstone cutting and grate
setting, at which he made a large
fortune, fn] the Know-Nothing riots

Kelly came to the front as a champion of the
lrish Catholice, and defended old St. Pat-
rick's Cathedral at the head of an armed
force against a mob who attempted to burn
it down. Later on he tested the right of
the Irish American to the ballet in voting in
the presence of a large crowé. His first ven-
ture in politics was when he ran as a candidate
for Ward Assessor against the Tammapy Hall
candidate., He wa= defeated, and ran ogain
for Assiatant Alderman, being again defeated.
In 1853, however, he was elected a membe,
of the Board of Aldermen. In 185¢ he
wag elected t¢ Congress. He resigned
his seat betore his last term was com-
pleted to take the office of Sheriff of hi,
county, to which he had been elected,
It was while in Congrees that Gen. Cass
President Buchanan's Seoretary of State,
spoke of him as ¢ Honest John Kelly.”

HIS SYMPATHY FOR ULSTER
PROTESTANTS

And Distrnst of Roman Catholic Proedoml-

nance—He Advocates a Federation Like
That of Canada—Bexton’s Severe Castl-
gotion of the Radieal Leader—
A Speech for Ireland to
Remember,

b L,.xpor, June 1.—The debate on the Home

Rule bill in the House of Commons was
esumed thin afterncon by Mr. Joseph Cham-
b erlain, who was greeted with derisive cheers
and howle from the Irish members. He
d enied the assertion made by E. Dwyer Gray
that he (Mr, Chamberlain) was the author
of the article on National councils, pablished
in the Fortnightly Review, and said the details
of the article were supplied from Irish sources.
**1 myself possess,” said the speaker,
¢ ¢ incontrovertible and incontestible proof that
e minent Nationalist leaders have approved
t he principle of Natiopal councils.” Here the
P arnellites uttered loud howls and cried out
~ *Names, names,” and the Conservatives
- 'nd Whigs cheered Mr. Chamberlain. The
. d enunciation of the cheering quickly became
an uproar which lasted several minutes. Mr.
. Chambaerlain calmly folded his arms and
waited for the tumult to subside, but he re.
fused to mention the names called for. Re-
,suming, Mr. Chambarlain at great length
» explained why he thought Mr. Gladstone’s
concession’s inadequate. He did not, he con-
tinued, propose to reply to any of the perso-
nal references made towards himself during
the course ot the debate. They were perhaps
amusing, but they were below the level of a
great conatitutional discnssion of (uestiors
fraught with the most momentous conss-
quence, Those who oppose the Home
Rule measure believe that it wounld
prove moat mischevious in its effect
apon Ireland, &sod postpome for a
long time a =otisfactory settlement of the
Iriah question. (Cries of *‘ Hear, hear.”)
There had beun in some Liberal quarters a
degire to minimize the importance of a divi-
sion on tha second reading of the bill
Members had been told that the bill was
already dead. The speaker did not believe
that Mr. Gladstone would accept a vote on
the second reading on the understanding that
it would be received only as an approval of
the abstract resolution that Ireland ought to
have a parliament of her own. Had the
Government sabmitted a mere resolution
affirming.

for Ireland, he ()r, Chamberlain) could have
voted for it, becaure it would have been con-
sistent either with the creation of a chamber
like the Grattan Parlisment or with the
estaklishment of a legislative council, such as
the speaker had suggested, and which had
ere now received the suppert of Nationalists.

The Government proposal, however, had a

not in the relations between Carada and
England. The relations between the prov-
inces of Canada and the Dominion Parlin-
ment were those he would establish between
England und Ireland. As to Ulstar he re-
minded them that the constitution of 1540
which united the two provinces ot Canada
was found not to snswer and the result was
that the two provinces separated and each ie
naw enjoying & separate autonomy under the
Dominion Parliament, That Parliament had-
representatives according to the numbers ot
the people and had a right to vote, a right
which was wmuch used. Ancther important
feature of the Canadian administation was
the fact that the judges in Canada were ap-
pointed by the Governor-General, although
paid by the Dominion Parliament. They
were, therefore, independent and were not
likely to beinfluenced by local bodies. (Hear,
hear.) On these lines would he legislate for
Ireland. Nothing he had heard trom Mr.
(Gladstone altered his determination to vote
againat the second reading of the bill, They
were threatened with dissolution. ({Cheers
and counter cheers.)

DISFOLUTION HAD NO TERRORS

for him. (Cheers.) Of one thing he was
confident, namely, that the unionist msjority
in Parlisment wonld be strengthened,
(Cbeers and criesof **Oh! ch!”) He re-
jeiced that this great issue would saon be
submitted to the only tribunal whose decision
they could accept. (Parnellite cheers.}
He trusted in tho ultimate good aense
patriotism of the British democracy. No
doubt the British democracy had a passionate
devotion to M¢, Gladstone (cheers), who had
esrned and deserved it by fifty years of public
sorvice. (Cheera.) 'The democracy was
practically unadimous in favor of giving the
Irish peopla greater control ot their own
aflairs, hut it was not unanimousupnn the
method of carrying out the priaciple of the
bill, It was

and not upon the principle of the bill that
they were now going to the country.
(Cheere.) He hoped the election contesta
would be marked by a fairer temper
than that lately displayed. He had been
accused of showing animated personal spite
and spleen.

At last they
had bim in the open, and knew him asa
deserter and as an ally of a party that was
seeking to give over the workiog clasases of
England to champions of class privileges and
to'cu;:nisn- Ireland to a government that
advocated twenty years’ coircion, Unlike
Mr, - Chamberlain, Lord " Hartington de-
served and would receive, the respect of
thoee apposing him. - Lord Hartington
had no injured vanity to redent, and
had ‘thioughout refussd to' enter “the Cabi-

s beggar for alms, tut demanded '‘what it
asked for as a right. He (Mr. Sexton) had
never heard that tha meagre charity bestowed
upon the beggar at the gate had in any way
affeated the ultimate deatination of the rich
man, (Laughter.) There were two policies
ocontained in ,the opposition to the bill—a
negative policy to throw ont Mr.

Asto Mr, Chamberlain’as federation acheme
there was nothing in the bill to hinder fed-
eration if it wes fouud desirable in the future.
Regarding the retention of the Irish members,
they all felt that for a long-time they v_vonld
have enough to do te put their own affaira in
order, though they had no objection to conaider
any proposal to assist the British legislature
in the considerstion of Imperial sffairs.
Whatever should be the fate of tbe bill the
lrish peopls would cherish, with lasting
ratitade, the memory of Mr, Gladstone.
gir Vernon Harcourt and others also spoke.
Mr. Gladstone announced that the debate
might be terminated on Friday.

HARCOURT'S LOGICAL SPEECH IN
FAVOR OF THE PREMIER'S BILL.

Loxpox, June 2.—In the Commons last
night Harcourt said those who took the view
that & separate parliament in Ireland meant
separation must have forgotten that Ireland
had once her own parliament, He qrated
Grattan's declaration of rights us recoguizing
the supremacy of the Crown, and reminded
tho House of the reception of that declaration
by the English Parlinment. He referred to
Fox’s warning to the Housc at the time tne
Lord Lieutenant notitied Lord North it
wae impossible to lonmer enlnrce Eog-
lish laws, that the time had arrived
to give Irelund her own Government.
Fox said the Irish were unwilling subjects;
they were little better then enemies, and if a
foreign war occurred the Government would
be obliged to garrison Lreland in order to keep
her quiet, instead of expecting her assistance.
This, Sir William continued, had been the
condition of Ireland ever siuce, nithough
under tte Grattan ’arliament i had been
esaid Ireland became more & source of strength
than of wenkness to the Impire. 1t had
been possible to remove troops frum Ireland to
aidthe English fightiog abroad. The urgument
regarding disintegration was cxtraordinary
in view of the unity of the Empire under ‘thal
independent system granted to the colonies.
It Chamberlain believed the Lill weuld de-
stroy the supremacy of the Imperinl Parlia-
mepnt it was remarkable he was willing to
support the priociple of the bill. The Lamn-
dian system which Chamberlain favored gave
much wider powers than Gladstone’s hill. He
ridiculed the talk of civil war ss non-commit-
tant with the passage of the bill. Could not
CLurchill’a argument that Ulster would offer
resistance be equally applied by the Nation-
ulists against the Act of Union? The gavern-
ment’s plan had the merit of definiteness.
‘The country must judge between Gladstune's
policy of canfidence in the Irish people ard
Salisbury’s policy of defiance and distrust.
It was insolence such =as characterized
Salisbury's speech that rendered British rule
a0 intolerable to Ireland and engendered
hatred.

COERCION HAS DEEN TRIED

twice in twenty years without succrss, He
reminded the House that Hartiogton had
offered no disclaimer of Salisbury's principles.
How far were Hartington, Goschen and
Chamberlain prepared to support those prin-
ciples? Salisbury has fully defined the posi-
tion of the Conservatives. He would accept
the assistance of seceders, but his own party
being stronger, he must rely upon his own
right arm., Chamberlain and Hartington
would, therefore, he put m the posi-
tion of proverbial catspaws; they would
have none of the chestnuts which they might
take out of the fire for Salishury, In
conclusion, the speaker said whether the bill
passed or not the principle invotved hnd been
adopted by the Liberal party and must finally
triumph, (Loud cheera.)

I am in recollection of
every one, and I will show where saverance did
follow. In the case ot Belgium and Holland
30 attempt to make the Belgians conformn to
e ways, conditions and iastitutions of Hol-
land led to severance. In the case of Den-
mark and the Duchies an attempt to do what
gentlemen opposite wish to do 1n Ireland, viz.,
to force Danish institutions and ideas upon the
Duchies together with insutiicient acknowledg-
ment of theic ancient institations, ended in
the total loss of the Duchies to Denmark.
They are now severed and incorporaied in
another pelit.cal connection, But let us not
lock simply at the negative mde; where local
independence has been acknowledged and
iegslative severapce given in & number of cases,
1t has been made practicable to hold countries
together which would nut have been so held.
An honorable member opposite has imprudently
interrupted me by calling out * Turkey.” I
will tell him that in case of Turkey with its
imperfect orgaunization, where there has not
been violent intsrference and the matter has not
been given to the point of foreign interference,
local autonomy has been tried with the best
effects. In the case of Crete, which nearly 20
years ago appeared lost to Turkey, the lessening
of the ties at Constantinople hias immensely im-
proved the relations between the two, There is
