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CONDITION AND PROSPECTS OF THE
CATHOLIC CHAUTAUQUA.

The New President. Rev. Dr. Conaty,
Tells What Has Been Done and
WIll Be Done.

Rev. Dr. Thomax J. Conaty, who was
recently elected president of the Catho-
le Summer Schonl at Plattsburg, N.Y,,
in crinversation with & Spy reporter, yes-
tetduy, gave 4 graphic aud interesting
description af what the sthool has done
and will do in the future. Although he
iy nlready o very busy man, Rev. Dr.
Comaty manifests a lively interest in this
Lust nalertaking, and under his skiliful
direetion the school bids fair to prosper.

The senool has been attended by sev-
ernl «f Worcester’s prominent Catholics
dguring the past two terms, and for their
henetit and that of others who are in-
terested, the statement of the school’s
condiiion as given by Rev. Dr. Conaty is
published.  He said that in spite of the
attractions of the World’s Fair, the diffi-
culties arising from the great financial
dist-ess and the disadvantages of a new
liw: tiem, the second term, just closed,
h s been wonderfully succesaful, show-
ing how deep-rooted is the feeling in
fav..r of the school,

The attendance was ss good .at New
L ndon and the office receipts were bet-
ter. Over 700 pupils registered during
the s-ssion. They cume from ull parts of
the country. Some from Virginia, South
Caroiina and Alabama in the south and
some from Chicago and even as far West
ar Seattle in Washinglon. Pennsylvania,
New York and New Eugland contribnted
the largest numbers, Boston sent more
than 50 students. A noteworthy feature
Ot tisis yesr's session was the large num-
ber of men who attended, representing
the professions of law and medicine and
terching, as well ag the various ranks of
bugimess life. Nearly one half of those
who made the full course were pupils of
the New London session of 1892, thus
showing marked loyalty to the school.

The 1dea of this, as of rll summer
schools, I8 to give an opportunity to
tl:ose who wish to attend special courses
ol study in science, literature, bistory,
philosophy and art as developed by the
lectures of eminent men and women. It
is a practical application of the univer-
sity extension which is now engaging
the altention of all seekers for higher
education. It enables busy men and
women who cannot attend advanced
classes in a university course to reach
in & certain way the same end by attend-
ing theee summer courses. It cannot be
expected to take the place of the univer-
sity, but it can circulate something of
the university life in the world about it.
It can give a taste for home study upon
some of the important subjects that oc-
cupy men’s minds, and stimulate an in-
terest in the intellectnal movements of
the age. The iden itself 18 not a novel
one, Chiautanqua, with all its marvelous
successes, has unly repeated what Oxford
and Cambridge and Paris did in the
middle ages, when their free schools
gnve to the children of the poor
something of the riches of learn-
ing dispensed by the teachers, who at-
tiacted to them the minds of the world.
The Catholic church, which gave inspira-
tion to the schoolmen in the days of the
universities of old, gives us our inspira-
tion, and under her protection our move-
ment has begun and is tostered. }

The school, while primarily intended
for Catholics, opens its doors to any one
secking for the knowledge which it
presents. Among our regular attendants
at Plattsburg were many non-Catholic
men and business circles. A notable
and a mosat interested visitor was a. Jow-
igh rabbi from Montreal, who, in an in-
terview for the New York Sun, has given
his impressions of the school.

Qur work is & vast one, but it has the
sympathy of all who love learning, and
it has reasons to be proud of the earnest
co-operation which it has found on all
sides.

This property did not cost the Summer
School & single penny, and the only con-
dition imposed is that the corporation
spend at Ieast $30,000 in three years in
improvements on the land, which is
simply & test of good faith on the part of
the school. The land fronts on the lake
for nearly half a mile and has a sandy
beach, which will offer splendid facilities
for bathing. There is a strip of wooded
land 80 acres in area, forming a part of

.the romantic bluff which, rising 150 feet

from the lake, gives & place to one of the
finest summer hotels on this continent,
the Hotel Champlain, the resting place
of the thousande who make & yearly pil-
grimage to the Adirondacks. Before us
iz Lake Chnmplain, in all the beauty of
its many historic islanda, with the Green
Mountaing beyond, while behind us rige
the far-famed and health-giving Adiron-
dacks, with Marcy and White Face near-
ing the clouds, in the distance. The whole
scene i8 a picture never to be forgotten,
Truly,all who have visited our permanent
gite unite in saying that it is an ideal
spot for a summer schoaol.

We hold our charter under the laws of
the State of New York, having received
from the regents of the Uuiversity ot
New York an absolute charter Feb 9,
1893, by virtue of which our schoo! is
classified within the system of public in-
struction devoted to university exten-
sion, thus sharing in all educational ad-
vantages granted to achools in the great
empire state.

We bave had surveys made of our
land, and have offered cottage sites for
sale, and before we left Plattaburg op-
tions had been taken by nineteen differ-
ent persons. These lots contain from
9,000 to 15,000 square feet and are sold
subject to long term leases, and to such
conditions as will ﬁrotect the school in
its purpozes and the cottagers ip their
exclusiveness. By the sale of land we
hope to obtain money enough to erect
an auditorinm for the next session of
the achool.

We are governed by a board of
trustees, 25 in number, who annuaily
elect a board of officers consisting of
president, two vice-presidents, & secre-
tary and treasurer. Under the New
York state laws we elect an executive
committes of seven, who, with the presi-
dent ex-officio, have control of all mat-
ters connected with the school, subject
of course to the approval of the board.
The president annually appoints a board
of studies, which has control of the edu-
cational work and has charge of the sum-
mer sessions. The board of trustees has
as membera such business men a8 Hon.

Any sub-
stance that is dry, but of a non metallic
nature, is & good ipbsulator, as compared
with the substance wet ; therefore, keep
in dry surroundings. All metals are good
conductors of electricity, and lighining
always seeks such substances in its path
to the ground. Therefore, get as far away

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THE TRUTH A BOUT GLSTER
Somo Facts Woi-l:l; Kt{rt.‘)w.lng at the PPre-

A friend bas kindly seat us the follow-
ing clipping from the New York Sun of
Thursday, July 20th, 1803. We repto-
duce it with great pleasure and thanks.

There is a belief current on both sides
of the Atlantic, a belief fostered by the
opronents of Home Rule, that Ulster is
inenmparably superior to the other three
provinges of Treland in all the elements
of civilization. It is asserted by the
Unionists, and hitherto, the assertion has
generally been allowed to paes uncon-
tradicted, that Ulster is distinguished for
education, for sexual purity, for pros-
perity and wealth. That not one of
these statements is well founded is prov-
ed, with the help of official statistics, by
Mr. J. G. Colclough in the Contemporary
Review, .

If Ulster’s prosperity were phenomenal,
a8 compared with that of the rest of Ire-
land, her inhabitants would be less enger
to emigrate. As a matter of fact, her
population by the last cenzns was 1,616.-
814, showing a decrease ol over 750,000
in the last fifty years. This decrease
has been as decided and persisient as
that which hes tanken place within the
seme period in the centre and south of
Ireland. The city of Belfast has un-
questionably grown. Nevertheless, the
total population of the two counties in
which it is eituated is smaller by nearly
thirty thousand than it was balf a cen-
tury ago. Some of the counties of Ulster
which shows the most striking decline
in the number of inhabitants are those
in which Protestants are most numerocus.
Protestant Down, for instance, has de-
creased in populaticon Inster than Catho-
lic Donegal. .

Then again, as regards the housing of
her people, Mr. Colclough shows that
Ulster is behind Leinster, and only on a
par with Muanster with respect to the per-
centage of [irst-class houses; behind
both Leinster and Munster as to second-
class ; while she has a larger proportion
of third-class dwellings than the two
provinces just named. She is ahend ofthe
other provinces in only the small percent-
age of the lowest. or fourth-class Lene-
‘ments. If all the Irish eountics are ret
down in the order of their tirst-class
house accommodations, it will be found
that six connties outside of Ulster head
the list. Upon the whole, it is indisput-
able that the people of Ulster are less
comfortably housed than those of Lein-
ster and Munster.

With a view to ascertain the distribo-
tion of agricultural weath, Mr. Colclough

_ examints the official statistics on which
the rates or locnl taxes are based, and
demonstrates that, while the ratable
value of Leinster is $21.70 per head of
nopulation, and that of Munster is
$14.87%, the ratable value of Ulster is
only $13.84. If the provinces are disre-
garded, and the thirty-two counties of
Ireland are arranged in the order of their
rating per head of population, Meath
will be observed to head tbe list, while
Down, the first Ulster county, comes in
only the thirteenth place. The valua-
tion of the city of Dublin is a dollar
more per head of population than is
that of Belfast. But surely it will be said
Ulster must be superior to the other pro-
vinees in respect of the incomes derived
from trade. This, also, is & misconcep-
tion of the facts, If we consider the
amount of income returned from trade,
per head of population, we find it to be
i Leinster $52.44 ; in Munster $34.62%,
while in Ulster it is only $30.58, Thus,
as regards incomes from trade, as well

- as agricultural wealth, the utmost that
can be said for Ulster is that it is more
prosperous than Connaught.

Let us glance now at the diffusion of
education. The official returns show
that the proportion of inhabitants who
can read and write is_in Leinster 74.6;
in Munster 717, while in Ulster it is
70.7. Here again, Ulster comes out
third, With respect to sexual purity,
we note that while the percentage of
illegitimate births in Ulster is 4, in
Leineter it is ouly 2.5, in Munster 2.2,
and 1 Connaught but 0.8. It seems,
then, that, as & matter of incontrover-
tible figures, Ulster is neither richer,
better eduented, nor more moral than
the rest of Ireland.

As to the further sssertion that Ulster
is Protestant and Univnist, & few words
will suffice. Of her total population 46
per cent. are Catholics, and in five out
of the nine counties Catholics are in
the majority. It is true that,inthe pre-

sent Parliament, out of the thirby-three
Ulster representatives nineteen are Un—
iopiste. But a change of gix huadred
votes from one eide to the other at the
last election would bhave placed the
Home Rulers in & majority. As a mat
ter of fact, Ulster did return seventeen
Nationalists t7 Parliament at the general
elections in 1885 and 1886, and would
have so again last year but for the split
in the Nationalist party.

Mr. Norman Murray has issued his
Illustrated Guide and Pocket Business
Directory for 1893.

Mount St. Louis Institute, Sherbrooke
street, narrowly escaped destruction by
fire Sunday night ; as it isabout $12,000
will be required to put the building in
the condition'it wae just previous to 10
o'clock thataight. - -

At- that hour about 250 students from
10 to 20 years of age weresleeping or pre-
paring for sleep; principals, teachers
and servents had done their day’s work
and the immense structure was quiet
and undisturbed.

Away up, five stories high, the larger
dormitory issituated, Ii is a room near-
ly 800 feetlong ; immediately above its
ceiling is an attic and in the centre of
this the fire was started. Quickly it
worked its way upwards and downwards
until blinding smoke shot into the room
where the boys were sleeping. The
bxother in charge rushed to the *“ awaken-
ing ” bell, and amid its clanging and the
start]ing cry of fire, the boys jumped
from iheir beds amd as quickly made
their way down stairs.

In the meantime the fire broke through
the roof snd an alarm was sent in, This
.was followed by a second and third, and
up to the top of the great building long
lines of hose was carried. Just how to
get at the blaze was a hard matter, but
good generalship and ready response
saved the building. While more diffi-
cult fires bave been fought and con-
quered, seldom has the brigade been so
handicapped in the matter of bursting
hose; on the stairs, in the corridors,
everywhere the water poured from big
holes in the hose and to this fact alone
:}everal thousand dollars of damage is
ue.

THE ORIGIN.

There is very little doubt as to the
origin of the fire. This is the fifth time
within about one year that the building
has been threatened, and in every case
there have been evidences of incendiar-
iem. Never was this so plain as last
pight. The only access to the atiic
where the fire started was by a trap door
reached by a ladder, This door was ob-
gerved to bave been tampered with, yet
no one in ihe building had any business
in the attic on Sunday, and very seldom
at any time. The man suspected of
having caused Lhe other fires will again
be looked for and an effort made to con-
nect him with last night’s dastardly
work,

THE LOSS,

The brotbers place the loss at about
$£12,0 60, of which fully $7,000 is caused
by water. The building is worth $350,-
000 and ie only half insured; in what
companies the Rev. Father did not eay.

It i1s not likely that the fire will in-
terfere with the studies of the school.

'THE SCENE IN THE DORMITORY.

That & number of lives were not lost
inthe dormitory is only owing to the
promptitude with which the fire was dis-
covered, and the quickness with which
‘alarm was given. Five minutes later
and the snaoke would have filled the huge
room with its 150 beds, and the slum-
being boye would either have awoke
only to suffocate in the choking atmo-
aphere, or else have perished painlessly
1n their sleep. Fortunately, the moment
the smoke commenced to pour into the
rooma the barsh clanging of the alarm
hell roused the sleeping lads and with
the alacrity born of their four previous
experiences of fire they hastily struggled
into a portion of their apparel and form-
ed a line of escape. A few mirutes
later the scene was one of the wildest
confugion. The firemen punched holes
in the ceiling for their hose. Through
these aperiures the smoke descended in
blinding clouds amidst the roar of
the hose jets and the hiss of
sleam. Sometimes the streams struck
the apertures, and sometimes mnot.
When they did not the powerful jets
were hurled back into the room, drench-
ing the beds and covering the floor with
pools of water. Then the hose began to
burst and the miniature geysers thus

formed overturned the furniture and

bhoxes and made confusion worse con-
founded, The Brothers and the older
boys endesvored to save the bedding by
throwing it from the windows. As they
came stoggering along under the weight
of bed-clothes they collided with each
other and with the firemen and tripped
over the lines of hose trailing like huge
serpents across the floor, Some got in

in the pools of water, and these unfortu-
nates, entangled in the wet bed ¢Jothing
and drenched to the skin, rolled about
the floor amid the roar and crackle of
the flames, forming a scene that it is im-
possible to describe. How it was that
no one was injured is & mystery, but. be-
yond a tewbruises and a thorough duck-
ing no casualtiee are reported. Most of
the bedding .was got out'in-a woefully
bedraggled condition; but the-losses to
the boys’ wardrobes must be very consi-
dexable, and it. is safe tosay that none of
the participants will- not forget last
night’s experiemce for a long time to

come.

THE MANIFESTO CONDEMNED.

Ottawa Irishmen Exprees thelr Views
on the Subject.

O1rAWA, Sept. 11.—The Irish National

League of America manifesto does not
meet with much favor from leading
Irishmen here. :
" Mr. John D. Grace, president of the St.
Patrick’s Literary Associstion, said-the
manifesto in bis opinion only reflected
the views of the three men signing.it.
As a'matter of fact there ‘was no such
organization as -the “Irish National
League.” With regard to the sentiments
contsined in the manifesto they were
simply nonsense. * I was spesking with
a good many Irishmen this morning,’”
said Mr. Grace, ‘ and the question of
calling & meeting of the Irish citizens of
Ottawa to protest and repudiate the
ridiculous views contained in the mani-
festo was discussed. Perhaps, however.
it might be just as well to treat the whole
thing with silent contempt.”

Ald. Starrs said the manifesto, as it
was called, was simply outrageous.
These three men who signed it had no
voice or weight with the Irishmen of
Americe. As for Mr. Gladstone’s sin-
cerity it was simply scandalous to ques-
tion it. For his part he thought there
should not only be a meeting of local
Irishmen to repudiate the manifesto, but
the Irishmen throughout Canada should
meel and protest against it. It was per-
the way these
three men, “three tallors of Tooley
street,” had done,

“The manifesto,” said Mr. M. J. Gor-
man, barrister, “is buncombe and it is
not worth paying any eltention to. 1
don’t think any Irishman of sense will
rotice it.”

‘““ Rubbish, and rubbish of the worst
kind,” is the way Ald. McGuire charac-
terized the manifeato.

Several other equally tepresentative
and prominent Irishmen spoken to
voiced the same opinion as the above.

The manifeato as far as can be learned
has not a friend in the city.

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ACT OF THE UNION,
IRELAND'S HOPE IN HER TRADE AND
INDUSTRIES.

Adam Smith’s Opinion—Are the Ooccu-
piers ot the L.and Falrly Remuner-
ated—Mr. ratrick Morris on the
sitnation—Evidence of Dr. Dovle, the
¥amous ‘¢ J. XK. L*»—Dr. Parley’s
statement — Testimonv Betore the
Commlilttee—Absence of Sympathy on
Part of Landlords— After Dinner
Speeches ot Viceroys—The Inevitable
Future.

If Ireland is ever to emerge trom the
state of degradation to which she has
been reduced by the folly and wicked-
ness of man, and to assume that station
in the great family of nations for which
nature intended her, the foundation of
her improvement must be laid on the
solid basis of agriculture; it is from this
fruit{ul source that commerce, trade and
manufactures must flow. * Let it be re-
menibered,” says A dam Smith, the father
of the science of political economy,
“that agriculture is the immediate
sonrce of human provision; that irade
conduces to the production of provisions,
only as it promotes agriculture ; that the
whole system of commerce, vast and
varions as it is, hath no other public im-
portance tban its subserviency to this
end. The capital, however, that is ac-
quired to any country by commerce and
manufactures is all of a very precarious
and uncertain possession; the ordinary
revolutions of war and governments
wasily dry up the sources of that wealih
which arises from commerce only.”

Our object in the present paperis to
enquire whether the agriculture of Ire-
land is in that improving, flourishing
state, which the committe on the ‘‘ state
of the Irish poor’—1830, has taken so
much trouble to make ug believe. The
vast quantity of rude Irish produce ex-
ported is & most false and delusive guide,
1o point out theincressing prosperity of
Irish agriculture, 88 we shall presently
show. The questions to be asked,
to enable us to come to a right
nnderstanding on this point, are these:
Are the occupiers and tillers ot land
{airly remunerated for their capital and
Jabor, 50 a8 to enable them to increase
and multiply their improvements? Are
they enabled to convert to their own use
u sufficient quantity of the produce of
their farms—to feed, clothe, and lodge
1hemselves and their families, in plenty
and comfort ? 1f these questions cannot
he answered in the affirmative, and that
the produce of their labor goes to feed,
clothe and lodge the people of another
country, the amount of export of these
ar-icles, instead of being a proof of
prosperity, is the sirongest and most un-
Jeniable evidence of the low state of
agricnlture, aud of the wretched condi-
tion of the people. This line of argu-
ment is as applicable to the penple of
Ireland to-day, as in 1830, the year of the
report just mentioned.

It is to us & most melancholy reflec-
tion, how easilv we can prove the miser-
able state of the industrious classes of
freland in 1830. The proofe are at hand
—everything we see, everything we hear,
everything we read, atfords them to us.
“ While writing in my own parlor,” 1830,
(says Mr. Patrick Morris, addressing Sir
John Newport, Bart., M.P.,on the Repeal
of the Act of Union,) “situated not many
handred yarde from your beautiful seat,
Newport, I am: interrupted by the cries of
people ssking for food, and who look
more like shadows raised from the grave,
~ than beings living in a country overflow-

ing with every necessary for the comfort
and ‘maintenance of man. What is the
state of the agricultural labolers in this
parish—of those employed by you and
others? This will saffice for mny present
purpose, without réferring to that mase
of human misery which meets the eye
aud effects the lLeart of every man in
this country, nut calious 1o the dictates
of humanity.” - ’
“ The pay of an sgricultural Iaborer in
your parish is ten-pence per day. At a
moderate calculation, he does not get
more than nine months’ constunt em-
ployment, which will reduce his wages to
- the average of eix-pence per day for the
year round, Out of this pittance he has
to support himself, and often a mother,
wife, and larie farmly of two, three, four,
or up to eight children. According to
the evidence given before the commitiee
on the state of the Irish poor, a working
man, living entirely on potatoes, would

‘require one stone and a half per day,!

which, at three-pence per stone, would
smount to four-pence-balf-penny per
day ; be has then left three half-pence
per day, lo pay his rent, buy fuel, and
clothe and feed his family. Some of
them may get liberty tostick a fow pota-
toes in the ground, for which they pay
extravagantly. The state of the farmer
who employs the laborer is very little
better; he is continually harassed for
rent, tithes, conunty rates, and other local
exactions. He brings to the market all
his corn, pork, beef and butter; and
happy and contented will he be, if, after
meeting all the demands on him, & suffi-
cient quantity of potatoes and milk
be left him for the mainten-
ance of his family. In the face
of these facts, which are as notorious
as the sun at noonday, the Irish Poor
Committee declare to the Empire, that
the Agriculture of Ireland is in a state
of rapidly progressive Improvement !
The cpinion of the Committee must be
of great value, for I understand it cost
the Empire some thousands of pounds ;
however, I shall venture to place other
opinions in oppesition, which I have no
doubt will clsim a (ue share of weight.”

Mr. Morris proceeds with the following
apt quotation :~—

“The great misfortune of a country,”
says Archdeacon Paley, “is an indigent
tenaniry. Whatever be the natural ad-
vantages of the soil, or even the skill
and induetry of the occupier, the want
of sufficient capital confines every plan,
as well a8 cripples and weakness every
operation of industry.” “Itisthe extrame
of folly,” continues Mr. Morris, “for any
man, or any authority, to assert, that ag-
riculture is improving,tif the state of the
tenantry and of the agricultural laborers
is getting worse and worse every day. 1t
is a statement that carries with 1t its
own refutation. That they Are getting
worae and worse every day, appears from
the evidencegiven before the Committee
by Doctor Doyle, if there was not pre-
viously sufficient evidence of the melan-
choly fact.”

“T think,” said this revered prelate,
“there i8 N0 man, who has lived in Ire-
land during my time, who will not say,
that, in that respect, the character of the
pessanlry is very much altered for the

‘worge—and how can it be otherwise ? A

laborer, when I was & boy—1I could refer
to individual cases, if it were proper to
do so—but, I know that, when I wasa
boy, farmers employed their men, and fed
them at their own tables, for the greater
part of the year, on stirabout made of
oatmeal;’and on bread. They gave them
flesh meat two, three, and four times in
the week ; and potatoes were not in gen-
eral use, except from the beginning of
September—that was in the year 1793.”
Thus the fact of the wretched state of
the farmers and peasantry is fully proved
by their own evidence.—Vide Irish Poor
Committee Report, 1830. In opposition
to the committee's opinions. that Ireland
8 improving in agriculture, we shall
quote that of Adam Smith :—

“No society can surely be flouriehing,
of whigh the greater part of the members
18 poor and miserable. It is but equity,
besides, that those who teed, clothe, and
lodge the whole body of the people,
should have a share of their produce of
their own labor, 80 as to be themselves
tolerably well fed, clothed and lodged.”

Every man who knows anything of
Ireland, must know that the people em-
ployed in agriculture are xot well fed,
clothed, or lodged ; then, according to
Adam Smith, the society of which they
form the greater portion cannot be
flourishing. It is equally clear, that the
style of agriculture throughout the
country i8 of the lowest description ;
that the people have neither agricuitural
knowledge nor agricultural stock; that
the land is not half cultivated, while at
the same bime the people are not half
employved. Thua, land and labor, the real
sources of the wealth of Ireland, and of
every other country, by the blundering,
mysterious movements of the political
machine, lie in a state of worse than use-
lessness—-inasmuch as they could be made
conducive to the happiness and comfort
of the people. Under an improved
systemm of agriculture, vhe soil of 1reland
would produce ten-fold what it produces
now. it is the opinion of an eminent
judge, that the land of England could be
made to yield five time as much as it

produced when he wrote

Sir,—If you allow criticisms of your

editorials to appear in your colnmus, I
wish to raake a few comments on au ar-
ticle in your issue of August 28, headed
“The Supernatural.” A large portion of
said article is devoted remarks about
bypnotism, spiritualism, and kindred
subjects, in which I take a deep interest.
I take exception to some of your state
ments, knowing as I do that they are
erroneous and misleading. For instance,
you say that *epiritualism, hypnotism,
mesnterism, necromancy, and all those
thousand extravagances are looked upon
as most sensible, and merely the legiti-
mate avenues of supetnatural attain-
ments.”
Now, sir, I object to the wurd “ super-
natural,” as used in the above quotation.
I have read many of the standard worke
on mesmerism and spiritnalism ; I have
also beard many of the best lecturers,
professors, and exponents of those sys-
tems, and I have never yet met with one
that advanced a claim of snpernatural-
ism for those manifestations. Qun the
contrary, they all proclaim and reiterate
continually their conviction that psyehi-
cal vphenomena of all classes
take place in accordance with natural
laws which are as yet bui imperfectly
understood, Nothing issupernatural for
which a natural or scientitic explanation
can be given, and as scientific men have
at last taken hold of psychical pheno-
mena with a determination to sift the
whole subject to the bottom, we may
reasonably bope that in the near future
we shall havescientific explanations of
al! known pbenomena, and tbat the term
supernatural if used at all will in future
be restricted to denote that of which
man has no knowledge. Many occur-
rences that would be termad super-
-natural five hundred or even one hundred
years ago arenow looked upon as natural
phenomena, Spiritualists claim that
under certain conditions they can hold
intercourse with their depurted friends,
but they do not claim that there is any-
thing supernatural about such inter-
course. On the contrary, they claim
that it is just as natural as the use of the
telephone, the phonograph, the telanto-
graph or the trolley car. Whether the
Spiritualist clrim is valid or not isa
question that must be settled, not by
theologians, but by psychical science.
There are now several Psychical Research
societies in existence, and las. week a
Paychical Science Congress was held at
the World's Fair at Chicago composed of
eminent scientists from all parts of the
oivilized world. Paychical science has
thus at last been recognised ns & genuive
branch of Universal Science, and great
things muy be expected from it in the
near future. _

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THE LLBOR QUESTION.

THE ENCYCLICAL ‘RERUM NOVARUM’

A Splendid Anslysis of the Famous Do-
cument, by Rev. J. J. Fillatre, D.D ,
0. M. L., Vice-Reotor of Ottawa
University.

We take the following powerful letter
from last Wednesday’s Star. Sandwiched
in between two other communications on
the same subject, it is easy to perceive
that the real substantial meat is in it,
while the others serve to accentuate its
soundness and richness-by way of con-
trast. Dr. Fillatre is only too little known
in Canada, but socon, we trust, his great
abilities will shine forth despite the cloak
of religious humility that covers them
from the world :—

“Many were the Catbolic writers who
in the past attempted to solve the Iabor

uestion, and, although they agreed on

the main points at issue, they often
fought among themselves on the hun-
dred side views which may be taken of
this momentous problem. Hence it
happened that while one was accused of
holding somewhat socialistic iders, auo-
ther was looked upon as retrograde and
reactionary. In keeping with the Catho-
lic faith all of them turned their eyes to-
wards the Vatican and unanimously
asked the Vicar of Christ to say the
word that would teach them to discern
truth and justice and urge them on to
the love of both.

Pope Leo XIIL, in the year 1881,
answered this request of his faithful chil-
dren and issued his famous Encyclical
Letter Rerum Novarum, which was wel-
comed not only by Catholics, but also
by very many others, and especi-
ally by the press of all countries.
This letter is full of swlutary lessons and
of stringent principles based both onthe
Gospel-and on sound reason. Buch a
document may be given by Roman Pon-
1iffs alone. It is written so clearly that
any man can undestand it, and so ma-
jestically that one feels at once that it
has been dictated by the Vicar of Christ,
“who was teaching them as one having
power.” As a French paper, the Pays,
wisely remarked : This Encyclical letter
is the beginning of the twentieth cen
tury.

Kindly requested to set forth the
Catholic views of the labor guestion, [
think that I could not do anything bet-
ter than give a brief nnalysis of this
wonderful philosophical and economical
document, and I dare gay that the read-
ers of the Star, whatever may be their
religious persuasions, will most earnestly
corcur in this liberal and generous ex-
position of the principles of natural law,

Willingly dues the Pope recognize the
poor condition into which the laboring
classes have fallen, and assign the rea-
sons thereof, viz.: The suppression of
the ancient T'rades Uunions, an unbridied
and seltisb competition, thé prevailing
low morality, the godlessness of the laws,
aund the veracious usury which nowadays
reigos supreme under the name of capi-
talism and credit. A prompt and eflica
cious remedy ie necded. But what must
it be? The sccialists propose the aboli-
tion of all private property end its trans-
formation into a colective property of
all and each of the citizens, administered
by either the municipal corporations or
the State. Thisis the ¢apital and common
ides on-which all socialists agree, what-
ever may be the different forms social-
ism in its andacity assumes. .

The Pupe refutes in detail this system
and vigorously shows how the right of
private property is necessary for the
goud of the laboring classes themselves,
18 granted and protected by the Divine
and human laws, is indispensable to the
welfare of families, to the treedom of
citizens arnd to the public perce and
prosperity of nations. Socialism is like
the storm which sweeps away every-
thing and reduces all into & chaotic
gtate. Private property being the prin-
ciple and foundation of the social order,
the Pope was but wise when he, before
all, firmly established its lawfulness. As
a wire architect, I have laid the founda-
tion (1 Cor, III. 10).

We could not, in a short article, give
in full all the arguments adduced to
erush the heads of the socialistic hydrn ;

_moreover, thanks be to God, it is useless
in this Canada of ours, where all onr
workmen sre jaw-sabiding and peaceful
citizens. Buta day may come, here as
elsewhere, when Lhese strong arguments
of the Pope will be eftectively resorted

to and used to save the people from the
mirage Socialism causes in the wilder-
ness of poverly. . o
Socialism once rejected, Catholics are
warned to seek in religion the true solu-
tion of the labor problem. They must
not indeed refuse the help of govern-
ments, of wealthy people, and of work-
men themselves. No,in a work of this
nature, all the members of society have
their share, but the efforts of all would
be vain without the all-pervading intu-
ence of the Church. "It is the Church
that proclaims from the Gospel those
teachings by which the conflict can be
brought to an end, or at the least made
fax less bitter; the Church improves and
ameliorates the condition of the work-
ingman by numerous useful organi-
zations, does its best to enlist the ser-
vices of all ranks in discussing and
endeavoring to meet, in the most prac-
tical way, the nlaims of the working

-clagses, and acts on the course should be

had, in due mesasure and decided view
that for these purposes redegree, to the
help of the law and of State authority.”

In one word, the labor question is es-
sentially moral, but no moral question
may be solved outside of the influence
of the Church, because morality consists
in the conformity of the outer life with
the Divine law, of which the Church is
the infallible exponent.

Two great errors stand as atumbling
blocks on the road thus opened before us:
the one, that perfect equality among
men may be accomplished, and the other,
that man here below may be free from
suffering. The Pope recalls the teach-
ings of reason and faith on these points
and immediately proceeds to treat of the
question by proving that, far from being
naturally opposed, capital and labor de-
pend upon each other and cunnot live
one witnout the other: * The rich and
poor have met one another, the Lord is
the maker of them both.” (Prov.
xxii, 2.

What are,therefore, the mutual duties
of the employee and of the employer ?
The employee is bound in justice to
faithfully perform the work he freely
and according to the laws of equity
agreed to do; to injure in no way, either
the person or the goods of his employer;
to avoid,in the defence of bis own rights,
violence or sedition ; to keep away from
those dangerous men who raise foolish
hopes and afterwards lead him away to
disaster. Asto the rich, they must re-
member that their work-people are not
their slaves ; that they must respect in
every man his dignity as a man and as a
Christian ; that labor is nothing to be
asbamed of, and that it is a shame to
treat men like chatiels to make money
by, or to look upon them merely as« so
much muscle or physical power. Re-
ligion teaches also that among the work-
man’s concerns are religion herself and
things sepiritual and mental. The em-
ployee is bound to see that he has time
for the duties of piety ; that he be not
exposed to corrupting influences and
dangerous occasions, and that he be not
led away to neglect his home and family
or to squander his wages. Then again,
the employer must never tax his work:
penple beyond their strength, nor em-
ploy them in work unsuited to their sex
or age.”

Is not this programme grounded on
the principles otf natural eguity and
anited Lo the most genuine aspirations of
both employers and employees? As to
the vexed question of wages, we will
quote again the wise statement of the
Pope, ¢ Doubtless, before we can decitle
whether wages are adequate many things
have to be considered ; but rich men and
masters should remember this—that to
exercise pressure for the sake of gain
upon the indigent and the destitute, and
to make one’s profit out of the need of
another, is condemned by =all laws,
human and divine. To defraud any one
of wuges which are his due is a crime

which cries to the avenging anger of |

hesven. Fipally, the rich must reli-
gionsly refrain. frem cutting down the
workman’s earnings, either by force, by
frand, or by usurious dealing ; and with
the more reason because the poor man
is weak and unprotected, and because
Lis slender means should be sacred in
proportion to their scantiness.”

. But, if those principles of justice some-
times fail to meet the wants of the work-

ing classes, the Church, with the Gospel
in her hands, and the words of Christ on
ber lips, comes to the rich and reminds
them of the strict obligation of charity
imposed upon every Christian: “ That
which remaineth, give in alms.” *1It is
more blessed to give than to receive.”

It would be & pleasure for me to ex-
pound in full the principles of the
Catholic Church on the duties of the
Government in respect to the labor ques-
tion, and on the workmen’s rights to
associate and protect themselves. There
is no doubt tgat. they would command
not oniy the approval, but thesincere ad-
miration of all broad-minded readers.
But I like better to finish with this fruit-
ful ides : Justice and charity, &3 taught
by Christ and as practised by good
Christians, are the two hinges on which
the labor question moves and the two
virtues by which it will be irrevocably
snd for ever settled.

CHATEAU DE RAMEZAY.

1t W1ll Probably Become a Museum For
Antiquities.

The Chateau de Ramezay Committee
met Tuesday afternoon with Mr. Rouer
Roy in the chair and the following mem-
bers present : Hon. Senator Murphy,
Messrs. K. R. W. McLachlan, W, D.
Lifh tbali, H. T. Tiffin, DeLery Macdon-
ald and L. Huot. The purpose of the
meeting was to receive the report of the
recently appointed delegation which
waited on the Government. The report
said that the Governmen{ had expressed
its wiillingness to do its share in preserv-
ing the building from destruction. The
sub-committee also reported on the pre-
sentation. The sub-committee also re-
ported on the presentation of the petition
which has been signed by many promin-
ent citizens to the City Council asking
the corporation to take steps towarde se-
curing the chateau. The guestion of
ways and means, feasibility of schemes,
difficulties, etc., took up some time. Mr.
DeLery Macdonald went into interesting
details regarding the plans for perpetus-
tion of Canadian relics in this museam
of the Chateau. To a Hexald reporter he
said : “If the Government cannot donate
the obateau to the Antiquarian Society,
I would ask : Would it be possible to sell
it to some society, say the Antiquarian
Society, who would pay either a nominal
interest or the capital in 10 years? We
only want the chateau, and I believe the
whole question is whether the Govern-
ment, though even 8o wiiling, are able to
sell us the chatean because of that act
passed so many vesrs ago, stipulating
that it must be sold for the stated sum
of $97,000. If we can get the public in-
terested popular subscriptions with aid
from the corporation would support the
museum.”

Mr. Macdonald was very sanguine
over the possibility of getting together a
fine museum if the building - was set
apart for this purpose. He said that
msny vaiuable portraits and relics now
in the possession of private families
would be given to such a museum.

A sub-committe, comprising Rouer
Roy, Hon. Judge Baby and Hon.Senator
Murphy, has been appointed to wait on
Sir John Thompson, and interest him in
the matter.

The committee are very hopeful of
their efforls being crowned with suc-

FEAsT OF THE NATIVITY OF THE B. V,
M., Sept. 8.—On this day, the Church
celebrates the birth of our Blessed
Mother Mary, among the children of the
world.

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HIGH SCHOOIL HISTORY.

The week before Iast we gave a few ex-
tracts from the Public School Histories
of England and Oanada, that are used in
the Ontario public schools, and used by
uthorization of the suthorities in that
Province. The bigotry and prejudice
manifested in that elementary wvolume.
:nre considerably enlarged in the larger
‘histories of the High School. As we in-
itend referring to the geographies,
‘““readers” and other t&xt-books that ac-
.company these histories we find it diffi*
cult to express all we would like fo say
in the space at an editor’s disposal. For
this week we will confine ourselves to
quotations leaving comment to another
issue. However, we beg of our readers to
bear in mind that what we are about to
quole are merely a few, and not the
moset injurious and false, of the perver-
sions of history with which the Catholic
cuild is fod when heattends the undenom-
inational or godless public achools. Also,
we agk the parents who read these ar-
11cles to remember that it is by means
such as these that the faith of their chil-
dren ie stifled and their Catholicity is
effaced in the next generation. We have
very much to say upon this- question
apd we must go about the task with
wome kind of method. Therefore, as a
foundation whereon to build our super-
structure of argument, we will place a
few strata of quotations from the “High
School History of England.”

At pages 50 and 51, Having told how
Thomas & Becket became Archbishop of
Canterbury, the text runs as follows:
“ When he was Chancellor he was the
King's servant, and served him well;
when he becamie Axchbishop he was a
servant of the Church, and he put off his
gay clothing, wore a hair shirt, and de-
termined to uphold the clergy.”” As i
that were not the duty of Becket ; what
other course would you have a con-
scientions prelate follow? The days of
Church and State combined in one had
not dawned ; there were as yet. no Pro-
testant established church, with its
bishope devoid of all sense uf mpiritual
duty, and obeying the State first and God
afterwards—provided the law of God
comes not in cqnflict with the supremacy
of the State. But we said we would not
comment! The text continues thus:
*“It will be remembered that William I
gave the clergy courts of their own.
Tbis had worked badly, fur nesrly all

. -educated men in those days were clerks

or clergy, though they held msny lay
offices; and whatever crimes.these men
committed, even ‘thefts snd murders,

. they got off easily, for these courts had
. no heavy punishments, and the ordinary
_‘judges  had no power over them.” Else-
_ where wefind these same unprejudioed (7)
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educators orying out against the crnelties
‘and tortures inflicted by ecclesinatioal
tribunals, They change their song to.
suit the circumstances. But to close
with the Becket question, we read:
¢ Henry was right in altering the law,
and Becket djd omly what he thought
his duty i Opposing him."... But jt wes
revenge foi his persecution which: mssled.

‘Henry-tlie murderer of his friend.” How
‘neatly the mean insinuation of revenge-
ful motives on the part of the Arch-
bishop is made. Could not the writer be
bonest for once and give credit to whom
credit is due? No. That would not
suit ; some Catholic child might, perhaps,
get a faint ides that the Archbishop of
Canterbury was really a good man. _

On page 52 we have the following most
amusing uccount of the conquest of
Leinster; since the historian does not
give the cause, the reason that should
accompany bis statement in order to
maake it exact, neither will we make any
comment., He says: “Quite early in
his reign Henry had gained the Pope's
permission to go overand conquor Ireland,
but he did nothing till, in 1166, one of
the Irish kings, Dermot of Leinster, asked
for help againat his neighborxs.” Part of
of the truth is worse than a lie. But we
must burry on. He dismisses Richard
Ceur de Lion, one of the most wonderful
and most Catholic monarchs of the mid-
dle ages, with the remark that, “in
everything except being a good soldier
Richard, who succeeded to the throne,
was the very opposite to his father.” To
the false remarks in the Public School
Bistory about Wicliff, we find the follow-
ing addition in the larger volume: * At
this time, John Wicliff, Master of Baliol,
Oxford, the first English religious re-
former, began to write againat the
wickedness of the clergy, and especially
of the friars, many of whom bad grown
hypoeritical and greedy.” Not so bad
for a fair-minded historian!

On page 83, referring to thie statute of
Kilkenny, 136, we have the following:
“ The Irish and Irish-Epglish were, no
doubt, wild, half barbarous people.”
Imagine the Irish wild and half barbrous
at the very time they were astonishing
and educating all Europe; but thisis
used as an excuse for the tyranny prac-
tised against themy. Why, the Irish were
civilized and their island was *‘ the quiet
bome of sancitity and learning,” when
the Saxon ancestorsof the historian were
painted savages in the woods of Britain.
At page 94, we read :

“This was a step towards freedom,
but another messure passed, chiefly to
please the church, was a cruel tyranny
which lasted for more than a bundred
years. By the advice of Archbishop
Arundel, the first convocation (or assem-
bly of the clergy), after Henry was
crowned, sent him a petition, begging
him to put down the Lollards; and in
the next Parliament a law was passed
by which a heretic, if he continued in
his opinions after the first warning, was
to be given over to the officers of justice
and burné alive.” The italics are in the
text. But we must burryon. Page 120,
in a long attempt at excuses for the
murdering adulterer, Henxy VIII., we
have this piece of rank nonsense—on a
par with the rest of the chapter: “The.
secret of all this was that Henry wanted
to balance the power of one monarch
against the other, while Wolsey, who
wished to be Pope, wanted io side with
the one who would help him the best.”
Pray, what kind ol trune knowledge
about the Papacy will a child possess
who has been stuffed with that kind of
unsavory dressing ? On the very next
page comes the following lie, or *ather
one-third fact and two-thirds falsehcod.

It would require & very large volume
to contain the comments that might be
made upon nearly every pageof that
most unhistorical historical text book.
However, wc cannot dismiss the reign of
Hemy without drawing attention to
page 124. Just read this, Catholic parents,
and remember that your children are fed
upon . this kind of mental food in the
public schools. “But as the monasteries
grew wealthy, and thexre was less real
work to be done, indolencs and self
indulgence had crept in among
them. Many of the monks and nuns
were very ignorani and immoral, and
Wolsey had already, with the Fope's
sanction, suppressed some monasteries
and built colleges instead.” This sup-
posed sanction of the Pope to Wolsey
is an excuse for the fact that Trinity
College, Cambridge, was founded with
the funds stolen from the monks and
was built upon the ruins of monasteries.

THE HOME RULE BILL.

As was geperally anticipated, the
House of Lords has rejected Gladstone’s
Home Rule Bill, by a vote of 419 to 41.
It is well that the Irish people, the sub-
jeots of the British Empire, and the true
friends of justice and liberty the world
over, should know positively who the
enemies of popular and national rights
really are. It isalso a matter of impor-
tance to be aware that the forty-one of
Lords are men of principle and con-
science. They are few in number, but
their namee will go down to posterity,
surrounded by a very different atmos-
phere from that in which the four bun-
dred and nineteen shail be embalmed.
The ships and men of Xerxes were al-
most countless, and for & time were all
powerful by land and sea; but not one
of them survived the brief span aliotted
tto human individuals in this world.
Leonidas and his Spartan band of herces
shall live in history unptil time shall be
no more. Even in the full flusb of the
nineteenth century, with ages of heroces
and potentates to inspire his muse, the
bard could find no sublimer example in
the story of the past, and he appealed
to the heroic band :

* Of thy three hundred, gn.nn but- three,
To make & new Themopyls.'

The members of that small band stood
bravely up for the liberty of a peopls;
the crowd of their opponents have long
sges been forgotten.

It i» true the members of the auto-
cratic party, the bloated representatives
of their own interests, have rejected the
measgure, but in so doing they have con-
secrated it and rendered etill more odious
their own tyrannical class. They have
shown to the world that it is not Eng-
land, nor Englishmen, alone, that are
opposed to Ireland’s autonomy; it is
evident now that the contest is between
the titled aristocracy and the liberty-
loving democracy. Had the bill been
rejected, like any other measure, in the
ordinary course, there might be less
room for comment ; but in presence of the
fearful animus manifested toward it, the
cool determination -of these gentlemen,
the presrranged action on their parts, the
coming back from summer resorts and
from all points on the continent, and
finally theinsolent, undignified and even
ungentlemanly demeanor of some of
these lords on the accasion of the vote,
we perceive the fira# breach openly made
between the peers and the people, &
breach that must  forever more go on
widening until it has engulfed thz: one
party or the other. Thers was a certain
disdain abount these lords, spiritual and
temporal that . too clearly said : “We
are the privileged classes, the soil t.o
earth, the sky, the air, werealle . ,.ou

whom these extravagant - manifestoes !

for us; you s.tQ lihe people, t,hg serxs, the

no sérious  man, no patriot—devoid of

hewam of wood, the nllera of the Iand
created by a wise Providence to obey our
commands and to minister to 0ur wants.’

These pampered creatures look down
from their high seats upon the rest of

the human race as so many foot-stools

whereon to rest their gout-attacked feet.

But it has ever been remarked in -
history that the “lofty are cast

down. from their ‘seats snd the

humble are exalted.” Even to-day the

hand of political fate has written their

condemnation upon the wall, and in the

busy banquet of their triumiph, the

voices of the people are calling at their

gates and the great engine of franchise

is ‘being prepared to batter down the

golden portals.

Tt is only a matter of & very short time
when the tide of popular rights will rush
over the lofty places ocoupied by the
lords, and rush over to deluge them—
nor will their remain one rmountain-top
for the ark of autocracy to rest upon.
The grand principle of Home Rule, after
& century of struggle sgainst countless
orlds, has been established; it haa been
recugnize by the British representatives
in £ae Commons, and no rejection of the
measure, on the part of the Lords, can’
poseibly wipe out that fact. They may
oheck the onward march for a time, but
that check will only serve as a double
impetus to the movement. Had the

Lords chosen, the measure might
bave passed, their position be se-
cuxed, the consolidation of the em-

pire established and a true union
be created: but they did not so choose,
and the result must simply be that the
Home Rule {ide will rise despite all
obstacles, but in rising it will shake the
foundations of autocratic power and
sweep over the ruins of tyranny. By
their vote and by the manner in which
they gave it, the Lords have chanted
their own political death song. No one
expected that they would allow the
measure to psss through, but no one
imagined that they were insane enough
to act in the manner in which they have
done. The very contempt which they
showed for all popular rights is in itaelf
an evidence of an imbecility that goes
beyond ell comprehension.

There is above all one institution that
has sealed its own fate : we refer to the
Lords Bpiritual. Those prid servants of
the State—calling therselves Christian
Bishops—to tbe number of twenty-two,
gave t.hemselves' extra paine to prove
their detestation ot the Irish and their
anxiety to orush the aspirations of
that people. They came to the
House, clad in all the gorgeous-
ness of their semi-religious ingignia,
and voted blindly aghinst a mensure
that, as Christians, they are in duty
bound to support. But comment is now
superfluous, We know what is to be in
future expected from these titled and
privileged representatives of a class.
We can but look forward with hope to
the enlargement of the popular fran-
chige, and to the great day when it will
be made use of by the people to tell, in
words of no uncertain sound, the doom
of that power that has neither coun-
science nor sense of justice.

There is one grand consolation left, in
the midst of all these giant obataclcs,
and it is in the fact that the British
House of Commons has actually passed
a meesure recognizing the right of the -
Irish people to legislative autonomy,
Fifty, yes, five and twenty years ago
that wonld have been considered an im-
possibility to obtain. 1t has been .ob-
tained, however, and there is d
hopes for the future. We are confident
that the Providence that guides the des-
tinies of nations will yet conduct the
Trish people, despite the Lords and the.
sristocrats, safely through ‘the desert of

THE WEEK'S DOINQ IN THE LORDS.

Strangers’ GalleryPacked ; Earl Spencer
Explains the Government’s Polioy;

Salisbury’s Plans; Conservative
Whips Lashing; the Firast and
~ 8econd Reading.

LoxooN, September 5—The House of

Lords was filled to-day with members’

and visitors eager to hear the debate on
the Home Rule Bill opened. Although
the Conservative whips will not muster
their full force befare the evening of the
fina! division, - the Opposition bad in at-
tendance to-day five membexs to one on
the Liberal side, The galleries were filled
with peeresses. The Strangers’ gallery
wos packed to suffocation. A peculiar
fenture of the crowd was the conspicu-
ousness of the clerical element. Earl
engmer, firat lord of the Admiraly, mov-
the second reading of the Home Rule
Bill. He clsimed for the Government
all honesty in its work for the bill and
oredited the Opposition with being
equally comscientious. Hes viewed at
some length the history of union. All
the so-called remedial measures of the
suscessive governments, he said, had
come taoo lats to help the country, even
had they not contained radical defects
which would haverendered them useless
early or late. His own personal exper-
ience satisfied him that Home Rule was
the only possible solution of the Irish
question. After dwelling upon the bene-
ficial results expected from seversl pro-
visions of the bill, Earl Spencer cloaed
with the declaration that the Gladstonian
plan of Home Rule was calculated to
satisfly all the aspirations of Ireland to
self-government. .
The Duke of Devonshire, Liberal-
Unionist, moved the rejection of the bill.

A BIG MAJORITY TO BE PILED UP AGAINST
HOME RULE.

The Herald’s London cable letter says :
“The Marquis of Salisbury plans to
make the decisive division upon the
Home Rule bill in the House of Lords
the ocoasion of & great Tory rally. Not
content with the normal majority of the
Lords against the Government, he will
insist that every Tory peer who can be
reached by the whip shall be present to
record hia-opposition to the Gladstonian

Jlioy. -At his instance the Tory whips

ave sent exceptionally urgent notices
to all members of their party in the
Upper House, The prospect i8 that, de-
spite the unfavorableness of the season,
almost the full strength of the Opposi-
tion will be bronght out for the vote.

Most of the peers, who usaally bolt ali
parlinmentary duties at this timeof the
year, are showing obedience to the party
whips which they never evinced befors,
and dozens are preparing to leave the
race courses, the moor and the simmer
resorts of the Continent to join in the
demonstration against Home Rule. Some
of them will return to take part in the
first division of their parliamentary
careers, . '

More than 400 Lords have already pro-
mised to support the Marquis of Salis-
bury in throwing out the bill. The Earl
of Kimberly, leader of the Government’s
forlorn hope in the House of Lords, can
muster at most forty-two votes. For
evexy peersupporting the bill, therefore,

there will be ten opposing it. "There
will be little debate on the bill among
the Lords. - :

__For three nights they will devote most
of their time to dividing against it. The
peers have nat shown any appreciation
of fine oratory in recent years. They
would not tolerate speeches of the claes
delivered by Mr. Chamberlain, Mr. Bul-
four and Mr. Morley in the House of
Commons in the last twodays. They
do not care for any new view of Home
Rule, and in fact there are among them
but two or three wha are able to eluci-
date further any subject already debated
in the lower House.

On Tuesday Exrl Spencer, First Lord
of the Admiralty, will move the second
reading. The Duke of Devonshirs, Lib-
eral Unionist, will respond with a mation
for the rejection of the bill. Both are
dull, ponderous speakers, and little gene-
ral interest is felt in what they may say.
The Duke of Argyle, a Liberal Unioniat,
and Lord Herschell, Gladstonian, and
Lord Halsbury, Conservative, wha will
speak to the motions, are fairly effective,
but incapable of adding vivid interest to

“tha discussion,
Whatever freshness and vigor muy be

shown in treating the well worn theme
will come from the Marquis of Salisbury
and the Earl of Rosebery, secretary of
state for foreign affairs., It is .said that
fifty rather inexperienced Unionist peers
have intimated theirdesire to make brief
speeches against the bill, but, in defer-
ence to the wish of the great Unionist
masjority, have agreed to hold their peace.
The Unionist whips feared that these
gentlemen would expose themselves and
their party to ridicule by their unaccus-
tomed efforts to express in public their
ideas on a great gquestion. :

Not all Unionists look with favor on
the Salisbury plan of rallying an over-
whelming majority of Lords to vote
against the bill. Such a course, they
feel, must direct general attention to the
broadening chasm between the Lordsand
the Commons, and tend to precipitate
the fight of British democracy against
the upper House. For many years the
British people have watched with in-
creasing jealousy the interference of the
peers with the work of the popular re-
presentatives in the lower House. :

The assembling of the aristocrats to
defeat a measurs approved by the Com-
mons after the most exhaustive debate
in parliamentary history will not. only
aggravate this jealousy, but will also ex-
olte more intevest in the passage of the
bill than has been felt before in the
United Kingdom. There is no doubt
that the great mass of Liberal voters in
Great Britain have felt only lukewarm
favor toward home rule. They have
supported the policy more for the sake of
Mr. Gladstone than from any deep con-
viction,

Upon this mood, however, the courze
of the Tory and Liﬁe:al Unionists lords
is likely to react in & way not desired by
them. A keen sense of antsgonism will
be felt generally against the opponents
of the Government, As if to hasten this
joining of the issue the House of Lords
this week placed itself in direct opposi-
tion to the popular demands by rejecting

House of Commons in_the London Im-
provements bill, The Labouchere Radi-
cals prophesy that their demonstrative
rejection of the Home Rule bill may be
the final act of their suicidal folly. -

The present-prospect is that the House
of Comxmons wiil not adjourn before Sep-
tember 27. The leaders of the Unionists
are busily plotting trouble for Mr. Glad-
stone. Mr. Balfour, Mr. Chamberlain
and Sir Henry James decided in a con-
ference yestéxday to defer as long as
possible the adjournment and thus defeat
the Government’s plans for an autumn
session. .

Mr., Chamberlain has cancelled his
order for passage to New York. His
family will sail on Sept:mber 16, while he
will remain in London to obstruct the
progress of Government business. He
and Mr, Balfour think that by means of
n system of relays they can keep the
House sitting until all opportunity of
holding an autumn session will be gone.
The Ministers, however, declare that even
if the House be obliged to sit until Qcto-
ber 31 it willbe called to resume business
on November 2. e

ROSEBERY’S ROUSING SPEECI.

A Vigorous Attack on the House of
: Lords.

Lo~poN, Sept. 7.—~The House of Lords
was crowded this evening with people
eager to hear Earl Rosebery, Secretary
of State for Foreign Affairs,speak on the
Home Rule Bill. o

The first speaker was the Earl of Bel-
borne, Liberal-Unionist, who made & bit-
ter attack upon the bill.

Lord Rossbery followed Lord Selborne.
He said that the argument 1n which
phrases about “ capitulation ” and “ rash
and uncertain experiment” had been
used by opporents of Home Rule, were
exactly thesort that bad been applied
against the great retorm of the present
century. The-arguments had been used
against the Catholic Emancipation Bili,
and the Bill for the Repeal of the Corn
Laws. Members of the Opposition had
said that the present bill ought to be
cerefully considered because it waa legis-
lation not for to-day but for an uncer-
tain to-morrow. The House of Lords
having decided before the debate opened
to reject the Home Rule Bill, could not
be called a dissecting room so justly asit
could be called & Chamber of Death. The
debate therefore was unreal aud acade-
mie. Thers was no equal division of the-
parties in the House of Lords. 1t was

"only one party with a slight percentage

of another. He was perfectly cerian

‘that if the Unionists had frankly accept-

the betterment clauses inserted by the:

ed the princig_le of a local legislature for
Ireland and had offered fn faith to pro-
ceed on that line with the view of spply-
ing the principle in & manner consiatent
with the safety and integrity of the Em-
ire, the Liberals would have held out
goth hands to welcome the Unionist pro-
posals. The House of Commons had lin-
gered over the Home BRule Bill with so-
joitude. The House of Lords gave the
bill short shrift.

: AN ANOMALY.

Thexe were 118 Irish peerssitting in the
House of Lords, and he wanted to know,
for it was an important factor in fight-
ing five-sixths of the popular represent-
atives of Ireland, how many of those
peers in any sense of the word whatever
represented any part of Ireland except
U'ster.

It was a large and generous
experiment, [t was not a leap in the
dark but a leap in the light. It was a
leap towards the reconciliation of two
nationa too long divided. It was a stride
towards the adjustment of local business,
enabling the British people to vast and
varied burdens of the Empire.

Lord Rosebery was heartily cheered at
the olose of his speech.

TEN TO ONE AGAINST IT.
The Lords ect the Home Rule Blll by
Releg R L. ¥

LowpoN, Sept. 8,—The House of Lords
to-night rejected the Home Rule Bill by
a vote of 419 to 41.

Lord Salisbury eaid be felt some satis-
faction in being the last person to spesk
against Home Rule in the present ses-
sion. But slthough it was a position of
much distinction 1t had many inconve-
niences, In particular the ground of de-
bate had been so fully occupied that
there was little now left him to say.
Throughout the debate one question con-
stantly present in his mind was why bhad
the Government introduced snch a bill ?
On thia point the Honse had received no
sufficient enlightment. Some Peers who
had defended the - bill had meade able
speeches without much reference to the
real nature of the bill. The Lord Chan-
cellor, Lord Herschell, had virtually told
them that be did not'quite believe with
the Government on ore subject. In deal
ing with the retention of -Irish members
at Westminster whick was an outrage
on England 8o enormous and gro-
tesque that it was a surprise
that it ever found a- place in pro-
posal eminating from a responsible gov-
ernment. The Lord Chancellor bhad de-
clared that he was not inclined to asse-
oiate himeelf with so desperate a clause,
but would prefer some other arrange-
ment. Then, in dealing the abandon-
ments of the landlords the Lord Chan-
cellor had sdmitted that their fate would
be terrible, but said they had brought it
on themeelves. Finally the Loxd Chan-
cellor had finiehed his own account of
his own intelectual position by protest-
ing with a vigor. thoroughly aincere
against- 8 body desiring to know the re
obpinion of any Cabinet member upon a
Cabinet bill. The Becretary of Foreigo
Affairs (Lord Rosebery), also had avoided

idg it to the House of Commons where,

ment policy. The problem which the
Foreign Secretary seemed to have set
himself to solve, was how in an hour's
speech to avoid giving pledges that
might be inconvenient in future, and he
had solved the problem with abaollue
success. (Laughter.)

AR ATMOSPHERE OF LEGEND.

The Foreign Secretary had surrounded
the dawn of the history of Gladstone’s
Home Rule in 1885 with a brilliant at-
mosphere of legend that would delight
poet critics in future. He had implied
that in 1885 the Conservatives had sud-
denly interrupted the current of coer-
ceive legislation and had out the
ground from under tbe feet of the
Liberal, rendering it 1mposalple for
them to assume that policy In-
the future. But in June, 1885, when the
division was taken that terminated the
existence of the then Liberal govern-
ment they had not produced & single
clause reviving or perpetusling coercion.
During the short subsequent period in
which the Conservatives had beld off
their intention was announced to
strengthen the Irish criminallaw. Those,
therefore, who hud professed a change of
opinion becanse the Conservatives had
not been sufficiently prompt in enforcing
the criminal law had made most miser-
sble excuses. Much bad been said of
the benefits of a autonomous govern-
ment, but bad there been for a century
o statesman bold enough to propose that
an sautonomous colony shoald send
eighty members to the Imperial Parlia-
ment representing no interest in_Xng-
land, and bouuc% by no responsibility
with respect to the possible application
of laws that parliament had pagsed. The
absurdity of such s position was enongh
to send o man to Bedlam. How could
they get rid of Irish questions in the
presence of eighty members seeking to
make themselves marketable wares in
negotiations with ministers? Would
these men, sent by Archbishop Walsh,
be quiet on questions of religion and
education 7

A POLICY OF DESPAIR.

What appeared to shine visibly through
all arpuments was thaf Home Rule was
s policy of despair. Tho Liberals had
sald “ You have failed. Wedo not know
how to succeed. But we will try some-
thing that nobody has tried hefare.”
What moral or polltical right had any
Government to embark on such an ex-
perimental policy in Ireland, divided to
her base by party conflicts which during
geven centuries English rule had rather
increased than diminished.

Lord Salisbury reminded the House of
the opinion of the country hell before
this terrible changc occurred, when the
Liberal party was solely in the hands of
deserters. Tlien, he said, however much
they might have disagrecd on local and
international questions he felt sure that
upon Imperial questions their hearts had
beaten true to the Empire, as had the
hearts of the Conservalives. Muacauluy
when he sat with the Iiberals, and
Gladstone when he sat with the Con-
servatives, (Laughter.) had said that
they would regard the repeal of the
Union as fatal to the Empire, and would
never consent to it.

If England had told their lordships
that they wanted this horror the cose
might have been. different, but he be-
liaved that to be impostible. Aslong as
Englanod was true to hewself she would
never allow this atrocious, this mean,
this treacherons revolution. ‘Their lord-
ships would be unirue to the duty de-
volving upon them from a splendid an-
cestry and untrue to their highest tra-
ditions ii they failed to reject the bill,

LORD KIMBERLEY'S REPLY.

The Eurl of Kimberley, Lord Presidéut
of the Council und Secretary of State for
India replyed briefly to Lord Salisbury.
The Lord Chancellor then put the mo-
tion for the second reading of the bill.
He caused some merrimeént by crying,
“I think the ‘Contents’ have it.” Very
loud and dotermined was the rival cry :
“The non-Contents have it.”

The House divided at mid-night and
the result was the rejection of the motion
by a vote of 419 to 41.

The Marquis of Waterford voted sitting
and Earl of Galloway voted while lyinyg
at full length on a bench.

INTERESTING AND FORCIBLE LET-
TER TO A SWiSS CATHOLIC.

A Puplio Testimony of His Good Will to
. the Cause of Labor--The Church ls
the Mother and  Nurse of Peoples—~In
Her Precepts Workingmen Can Find
a Gentle and Stronz Rule of Conduct,

Below we give a letter which the Holy
Father has addressed to .M. Gaspard
Decurtius, a distinguished Swiss Catho-
lic, on the subject of labor. This letter
probably gave rise to the rumor that Leo
XIII. was engaged on an encyciical on
labor, and -also to the bogus encyolical
which was recently printed in many
Americen papers. The Pope's leiter was
as follows : :

-Dear Son—Greeting and apostolic
benediction. ' We have no more earnest
desire than to get the opportunity of
fully expressing. our sgympathy and our
nolicitude for the working classes, for we
are anxious 10 ameliorate their unhappy
condition, render it worthy of civilized
nations, and place it under the protec-
tion of justice and charity, the beneficent
reign of which Christianity has estab-
lished on earth and will extend more
and more. For one of the objects of our
ministry induces us to make our pre-
sence and our aid felt whatever the
afflicted expect consolation, the weak
support, and the unfortunate solace for
theilr troubles. Penetrated with the con-
sciousness of this sublime miesion, and
remembering the teachings of our
Divine Saviour to the human race, we
addressed to the Catholic world in our
encyclical, “Rerum Novarum,'’ words of
love and peace. In studying the condi-
tion of the workers we have sought to
put an end to that sad confiict which
tormentes and menaces human society,
over which hangs, like & mass of dark
clouds, the fury of popular passions, an-
nouncing by alarming discharges of
lightning the unchaining of a tempest
fraught with shipwrecks. We have uot
failed to deml with the cause of the
working classes before the leading au-
thorities of civil society, wishful that a
multitude so great and of such import-
ance should not be abandoned without
defence to.an exploitation which con-
verts into fortunes for some the misery
of a large number, Accordingly wehave
learned with satisfaction, dear.son, that
at the recent congress of Bienue in Swit-
zerland delegates representing countries
sepaéated by their opinions and religious
creeds

and received it with acclamation;
they recognized of themselves that
it contains the most precious ele-
ments for the defence of their le-
gitimate rights and for the preparation
so much desired of solid foundations on
which may be elevatedan order of things
which will insure pesce in human society
by destroying the old distrust between
emyployers and employed.

that the rules ana regulations imposed
on the workmen in one place would tend-
to results favorable to-one nation and
detrimental {o another,

These difficulties, and others of the
same kind, cannot be surmounted solely
by the power of human legislntion. They
can only be if the rule of conduct laid
down by Christianity is understood and
held in honor, and if men conform their
conduct to the teaching of the church,
On these conditions the general good will
find & powerful auxilliary in the con-
cilinting wisdom of the laws and in the

concurrence of all the forces at the dis-

posal of each nation.

We have wished to give you, dear son,
who devote with such ardent zeal all the
resources of your mind and your intelli-
gent activity to such & noble end, a pnb-
lic testimony of our good will. We are
quite confident that you will courage-
ously advance in the wiy upon which
you have entered ; you will strive to daily
disseminate more, and cause to be stil}
better understood, the ductrines unfolded
in the letters which have emanated from
the Apostolic See for the soluce of the
unfortunate and the strengthening of
social order.

The conduct of Lord
Headly, cerlainly, had the charm of
novelty to recommend it; beyond the
singularity in Ireland of & landlord act-
ing on the judicious and human
principles adopted by Lord Headly,
there was nothing very wonderful in it.
Still, the noble Lord’s action was an ob-
ject lesson worthy of a practical trial by
the Honorable Spring Rice, and his as-
sociate landlords of the committee. We
shall here state the substance of the
evidence, as given before the committee :

“The estate of Lord ITeadly, situaled
in the Barony of Iveragh, County Kerry,
containing about 15,000 English acres.—
Population extremely wild andeavage, in
1807 and 1808. There was a mountain
road which passed at the side of an ex-
traordinary cliff, like Penmaunmaur, 1n
North Wales, and it was the only road
in the district. Lord Headly gave his
tenants manure at his  own expense,
The original road was connected by a new
line with a fine mail coach road. Lord
Headly made twelve miles of the other
road at his own expense, for the purposes
of the people. This was done with very
little sacrifice of rent, or money, but a
constant and searnest attention to the
object of improving the estate by the in-
dustry of the people.

“Q.—Are thecommittee to understand
that the improvements you have hither-
to mentioned have been effected chiefly
by the people themselves, under & dne
system of encouragement from the land-
lord? DPrecieely so.” (Vide report on
the state of the Irish poor, 183C.)

We are not much astonished that the
committee should express much surprise
at this singular cccurrence tuking place
in Ireland ; but it is only in Irelund that
it conld appenr either singniar or extra-
ordinary. Ireland among all the nations
of the earth has been cursed and blight-
ed by landlordism. The Shah of Persia,
the Sultans of Turkey and Moroceo, and
the Dey of Algiers, never tramped under
foot their subjects more remorselessly
than did the ascendency garrison of Irish
In other countries, in less
time than this small estate of Lord
Headly took to be improved, the deer
and the wolf have had to fly before the
approaches of man—forests have been
felled, towns and cities have grown up,
and districts have been settled more ex-
tensive than the whole kingdom of
Kerry, without its being considered
either wonderful or extraordinary. But
in making this comparison we are far
from wishing to lessen the maerit due to
Lord Headly. Let his humane conduct
be placed in juxta-position with that of
the Irish rackrent and absentee landlords,
who extract from their misersble, half-
starved tenantry the utmost farthing,
which they expend in other countries,
generally on gambling, wine, wemen,
and all the vices of the age; with that of
the unjuet and unfeeling laudlord, who,
mstead of making roads at his own ex-
pense, obliges the poor people to make
rords for his accommodation; who, in-
stead of paying labor to cultivate und
harvest his own holding, wrings it out of
his pour tenantry; who, instesd of
dining, himself and friends, on his own
poultry, beef, pork and mutton, wrests it
‘out of his tenantry in part payment of

that fres lubor which he demand at alljp

times and all seasuns, even if his poor
glave’s laust shook of grain should be
scattered tu the fuur poinis of the com-
pass; with that of the oppressive and
tyrannigpl landlord, who, instend of sym-
pathizing with, advising, and kindly en-
couraging hie tenante, is continnally ap-
pealing to government for insurrection
acts, coercion acts, and a military police,
to maintain his tyranny over them;
with these forces at his bark, e can call
for lis puppets —the Bashi-Bazouks, or
bloodhounds of the Orange kennel,.to
maintain hiv ascendenoy over them—in
fine, let the example of Lord Headly be
compared with that of 99 per cent, of the
Irish landlords, aud what & contrast will
itform! Thelatter, unfurtunately, ia the
role—-the illnstrions exmmple of Lnrd
Headly the excuption. T1f usli the Irish
land!erls were like Lord Headly, Parlia-
ments and their commitiees would have
little trouble with the people. Were
they su, which we are sorry to say they

are not, we should be inclined to adopt
the political heresy of the poet, and
say—

* For forms of government let tools contest;
. That which {8 best admlnister’d 18 best.

We have endesvored to prove in op-
position to the express opinion of the
committee on the state of the Irish poor,
that the agriculture of Ireland is not 1n &
state of progressive improvement, bhut
that, on the contrary, it has been reced-
ing, and what chiefly supports our argu-
ments is the frightful state of the lobor-
ing peasantry of the country, and the
uncultivated, unimproved state of the
land. Inour former articles we endea-
vored to prove the depressed state of
Irish manufactures and commerce, If
they are declining and sinking it isin
itself a sufficient cause for the low state
of agriculture. No great interest In &
country can fall intn decay without
bringing ruin on every other. The trade,
agricuitare and manufactures of a coun-
try must, to a certain extent, advance
together—the proaperity of the one leads
to the prosperily of the other. It is
agriculture that giveslife and animation
to trade—it is trade that gives value and
exteusion to agriculture. Agriculture
could never advance beyond the pastoral
and first stage, were it not for trade ; for
the want of trade tha agriculture of Ire-
Iend is reduced to the pastoral slats, or
to & state very little advanced beyond it.
We endeavored, also, to demonstrate
that the monopoly which the Irish land-
lords nuw snjny, In common with those
of England, was the primary cause of the
extinction of Irish manufactures and of
thie low state of her trade; the condition
of her agriculture we attribute to the
same cause, The corn monopoly is the
incubus that preases upou every intcrest
in the country, We have found some
difficulty in explaining our viewa on this
subject. Weknow we have not sufficient
knowledge or sufficicut Lalent to do any-
thing like justice to it; but the crude
remarks we have made may induce some
une more competent to treat it more
aruply, We have not ventured any
opinion of our own on a subject of such
vast importence, until we found that
opinion sanctioned by higher and un-
fuestionable authority. ]

That the monopoly or the landed in-
terest is the cause of the low state of
agriculture, mapufactures and commerce
in Ireland, we are as fully convinced as
we are of our own existence. As a fur-
ther illustration let the state of the
Polish farmer and the Palish agricul-
tural laborer be compared with the Irish
farmer and lahorer. The former are
abundantly supplied with bread, flour,
meat, and the other products of their
farms ; they are comfortably clad in tue
coarse Jomestic manufactnre of their
country. Let the value of the flouas,
bread, meat, and other articles, which
the Polish laborer and bis family con-
sume, be calgulated at the price in Ire-
Iand and Eogland, and it will clearly
appear that if he does not get it In
money, he gets it in what is as goud—
nawoly, ten times as much for his labor,
per day, as the Lrish laborer. It is of
little consequence to the farmer how low
the price is if he gets as much of the
produce as be requires for his comfort-
ahle subsistence; and,on theother hund,
it is not of the slightest consequence to
the wretohed farmer or laborer in Ire-
Jand, how high the money price of the
produce of his labor is, if he is nnt
allowed (o taste of that produce.

Until the state of the agricultural
population ahall be improved, 1t is worse
than ridiculous to talk of the agricul-
tural improvement of Ireland. In the
st decaden this twaddle of agricultural
improveraent has heen the annual theme
of Viceroye’ after dinner speeches at all
shows, fairs and oxhibitions, as a make-
believe to the world that England’s gov-
ernment of Ireland has been fair, just
and beneficient. It has also furnished
pabulum for Tory aud mountebank
Orange.landlords annual stump speeches
to the lambs of Sandy Row and the
greany weavers of Derry, the cowardly
toughs of the Nurth,whose onslaughts on
helpless women and children is WOI‘H’]K
of & niéhe in the shtine of Nana' Sahi
and his S8epoy followers,

Thelr Herolc Labors in the Woods of
Chambariand.

The follbwing are extracts from & letter |

written by a Frenchman to a friend in

this country : Walking along the ridge |

o° « hill, we entered the immense woods
of Chambarland, about six and a quarier
miles in width and three times a8 much
in lengtb. But the land beipg extremely
dry, the trees are not high, and what 1
called wonds are really only copses
Some twenty years ago there came here
some Trappists from the Abbey of Sept
Fontz, in the Department de UAllier.
They began to grub the land, and, after
taking out the stones that were in it,
they sowed it with wheat, and in course
of time a good crop was obtained.

In former days this land was Hourigh-
- ing and wall enltivated, but after the re-

ligious wars and that with Italy in the
time of Henry 1V., there were no work-
men thexe; all had been taken away
hy the war, and the population which
remained, being incapable of cultivat-
jng it, found it convenient and desir
able 1o change their work The
region is compozed of small, alawost im
perceptible undulations without any
high monntaing, or any well delineated
valley. Dykes and dams were congtruct-
ed, and the water thusstopped, and find
ing no mieans of penetration into the
ground owing to its clayish natuore,
formied a muititnde of ponds, whieb
covered nearly all the district.

There was soon nothing to he seen but
sheets of water of no «reat depth and
separated by dykes auid clus’ers ol trees
where the soil remuined Ary. Tish was
bought and multiplied rapidly ; fishing
became the main resonce of tha in-
Mabitants for two centuries, Unhappily
ahey had mot foregseen a t.rrible gunse
quence of this state ol aflairs. The - nls
not being deep, a powerful aquatic vege
tation sprang up and transformed them
1nto swan1ps.

Fever spread inte the country, aund
then two things happened; n prrt of
the population—which, by the way, was
becommg less and less—retired into the
neighboring districls, into the Jura to
the East, and to the Beaujolais to the
‘West, to be in w dry country. But the
families who, either through poveity «x
affection tor their native land, were di-
terred from leaving it were underminet!
by fever; and the disoase beivg trans-
mitted byv father to son wronght degen-
eration, both physical and moral.

This encouraged the countlry peopie,
and now the vast part of the land which
had becu for such » long time of no
utility, is being attacked trom all sides,
and will soon aflved sustennnce to a large
nuinber of people. Such is the utility of
Trappisis. I know another plice wiere
their self-denial and Inbor tave restored
a whole population. It isinthe Depart-
ment de ’Ain, in that district northeust
of Lyous which iz called La Dombe, and
extends between thierivers Rlione, Snone
and Ain. :

Thus a vast region was to be recon-
quered and cultivated ouce more. Some
lundownera asked for men in the neigh-
boring districts, but did not succeed.  So
anather means was to be tried. Trap-
pists were asked from the Abbey of
Aiguebelie in the drome, and forly of
Lhem came, They placed themselves in
s hall-tinished buiiding, and began 1o
empty the ponds. The dykes were open-
ed to let the water {low away, and atter-
wards the ground was dug very deep.
About 1} yards beneath the soil way a
thin layer of clay.

This was broken up, and the wnier en-
tered farther into the earth. The land
was dried, and magnificent crops of
wheat were gathered. But when they
saw that it wans compurately so easy, the
people in the villages around there
shook off their torpidness, and those of
neighboring distriets. flocked together.
The same operation was repeated in
many places, and the Iland is now pro-
ductive again—Catholic News.
