Asbrey de Vere's Estimate of the Character of
he Breat Prince of the Church.

Some of the Distingnishing Featmres of
His Work Graphiecally Portrayed.

Aunbrey de Ver2, in his" “ Rrcollee
tions,” in the Ave Maria, gives the fol-
lowing estimate of Cardinal Newman:—

To men who were acquainted with
Newman only through his booke it was
rather as & mind than as & man that he
presented himeelfl ; but the sunverse win
f’h‘". case with thoag who enjoyed hia
ictimacy.

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STODYING MODERN IRISH.

A council meeting of the Society for
the Preservation of the Irish Languarge
was held recently when the following
letter from Mr. Charles Sataww, of Co
penbagen University, was read ; he has
been sindying modern Irish for the past
ten weeks in Kerry :—

“As [ pronsiced, I will wrilea few lines
to you about my atay at Ballyferriter. [
found the place very well euited for my
purposes, and feel very thankful to my
Dublin friends who advised me to go
there. Irish ixstillthe prevailing language
being neurly always used in every-day
conversation. although most of the people
buve mome knowledge of English from
school or otherwise. There is no deny-
ing that English woras are creeping in
1o anme extent, but that could bardly be
otherwise, and is, prubably, the case
every where in [reland. I was told that
aboul 200 persons in the neighbourhond
know no English, but I will not be
answerable for the accuracy of that
statement, baving met myselt only three
or faur pcrsons who were unable to speak
Euplish s all I tock down stories and
pruverbs in as scientific a spelling as [
was nble. I found that the easiest and
surest way to get some knowledge of the
diatect, the wayin which I could, beat
please myeelf, and as I hepe, be of svme
use to others. Story tellers can be had
easily at the place; proverbs and rings
siem to be sbundant. My collections
are very far from exhausating the
material, he who had more time at hie
dispesal than I bad might casily gather
much more. [ mav add that I lived
with very nice people, aud got very good
help. Of one of 1wy assistants I may
even say that, though he never had any
teaching in Irish, wus unable to write it
except in a spelling of bis own making,
and read it ouly with the very greatest
difliculty, he had remarkable natural
gitts, an uncommonly good ear, a keen
teeling of the correctuess of the languayge
that is the dialect, and even some idea
of criticising a text, *If I waus a scholar,”
he would say to me—well, it be had been
a echelar, [ could not have uscd him,
but he might certainly bave done good
work for himself.’

THE CAPUCHINS
* IN SOMALILAXND.

Among the races which have been
brought within the sphere of British in-
Auence, consequent upon our assuraption
of the Protectorate of Egypt, are the
Somali, the inhabitants of Somal or
Beer-ua-Somal, commonly called Somali-
‘land, & country on the east..cosst of
Africa lying to the south of Cape Guar-
da'ui and eeparated on the weat from the
Galla tribes or nations by the Jub, a
large river rising in the mountains of
Southern Abyasinia and debouching in
the Indian Ocean. Captain Speke says
the Somali arethe descendants of a band
of Mahommedans who were driven from
Mecca in 1413, and crossed over to their
present location; from which the Galla
and Abyasinians were subsequently dis-
possrssed. The Somali are pastoral
nomads, bul have settled villnges on the
corst-line with a pawriarchal government.
They trade at Berber, nearly opposite
Aden, and several places on the coaat,
or sail to Aden auring the north-eastern
monsoon, bringing gum, myrrh, ostrich
teathers, ivory, etc  They are described
as a good-lenmipered, though indolent,
people, eamily excited to anger but
capable of enduring great privation and
fatigne. It is trae they bear a bad char-
acter at Aden as thieves and gamblers,
bnt as these vices are to be found among
civilized racea, it is little to be wondered
at that a nomadiec people in a semi
savage condition, Jike the Somali. should
be found to have faults from which

SUPERIOR RACES ARE NOT EXEMPT.

They are tall, weil-favored and long-
limbed, and are ausceptible of being
moulded and trained into a tine people.
Such is the opinion of the Rev. Yere
Evangelist de Laragasse, a French Ca-
puchin, who went there five years ago to
lay, single-handed, the fcundations of the
first and only Christian mission in the
country. He has come to London for
the double purpose of interviewing the
Under Secretary for India in connection
with the work of civilization in which
he has been actively engaged, and bring-
ing out, through Mesars. Keegan, Paul &
Cu., publishers, a grammar and diction
ary of the Somali language, which he
hias compiled withmuch care. When he
wenti to Somaliland there was no writing
or book to teach with except a small ele-
mentary treatise of 120 pages and 1,200
words, compiled by Mnjur Hanter. Fr,
Evangelist hag succeeded in compiling a
dictionary in Euglish and Somali, con-
sisting ot over 6,000 words, and construct-
ing & grammar of the native language,
which resemblits Tamil and contains
several Arabic words. He is & typical
Capuchin, with a long flowing beard, and
speaks English, which he learnt at Aden,
where he spent three years, having been

reviously sixteen years on the mission
in France. JIe was forty-four years o.
age when he went to Somaliland, which
is included in the Vicariate of Arabia,
the Vicar Apostolic. Mgr, Lasserre, hav
ing his beadquarters at Aden. For the
first year he was all alone, until Brother
Cyprian was sent out to be his com-
panion and helperin

THE STERILE SANDY REGION

on the shores of the Gulf of Aden, where
the English Government assigned them
a piece of ground and built a mission
house, and afterwards another house to
serve as a convent for three Franciscan
nuns from Calais. At first they tound
the natives dubious and distrustful, and
they could gatber from them by degrees
that they had vague fears of the object
of the English in coming to the Dark
Continent; but by numerous acts of
kindness, giving food and medicipe to
the poor and sick, they gained their

goodwill. This reminds one of the
coming of the Franciscan Friars
to Englund, in the thirteenth cen-

tury, when they gained a reputation
among the people for theirskill 1n medi-
cine. They opened & school at Somali-
land forteaching English and Catechism,
and bave got thirty-five native boys in
it. Two of these have been baptised
after spending four years in the house.
TFr. Evangelist, who praises their intelli
gence, says if they could be changed
they would become the best people in
Africa. Four boys, three of whom are
Catholics, are employed in the telegraph
service. He is of opinion that the
Somali came originally {rom the Deccan,
near Madras. Two years azo I'r. Eus-
tache, from Lyons, was sent to assist him
in his arduous missionary work prose-
cuted under muck difficulty.

CLOSING THE GAP.

What Steps Are Being Taken l'o Bridg
thv Old Dificulty. '

In 1884, the Ancient Order of Hiberni-
ans of America aplit ; one section formed
the Board of Erin Branch of the A. Q. H.,
the others, calling themselves the Amer-
ican Branch of the A. Q. H. Lately,
steps have been taken on both sides
looking toward a consolidation, and it is
now announced that, on Aug. 3, a com-
pact was signed st Atlantic City, by
representatives of the two factions,
whereby the Order is once more in
unity.

An advisory committee of members
from different States met at Atlantic
City on the above date, and agreed upon
terms suggested by Bishop MeFaul, of
Trenton. who has been acting as arbiter.
Under the plan adopted the National
officers and National directory of what
is known as the Board of Erin Branch
will resign and formally transfer to the’
National officers and” National directory
of the American Branch abaolute juris-
diction over the members in the Boaard

transfer all the members of the latter
branch ahall become affiliated with and
entitled to all the rights and privileges
of members of the American branch.

The united organization will then, un-
der the title of Ancient Order of Hiber
nisne of Awmerica, resume affiliarions
with the Board of Erin, which is the
parent branch of the organization all
over the world. In the several States
and Territories, where both factions
exist, they will unite under the juriedie-
tion of the State or Territorial otlicers of
the taction baving the largest member-
ship, and the same rule will apply in the
union of county organizations. This
gives the control of the general organi-
zation to the National oflicers ot the
American branch and also ail of the
State organizativns except New York,
where the Board of Erin Branch is very
strong. New oflicers will be elected at
the national convention in May, 1808.

A Pennsylvania grocer received the
following letter:

“ Dear Sir.—Ifaving beérr aceustomed
to spending 20 cents a day for whiskey,
I find by saving it I can order from you
during one year, 3 barrels of flour, 100
pounda granulated gugar, 25 pounds corn
starch, 125 pounds macaroni, 60 pounds
white beans, 6 pounds ground pepper, 1
dozen scrub brushes, 50 pounda salsoda,
20 pounds roasted coffee, 25 cans toma-
toee, 24 cans mackerel, 50 pounds best
raieins, 1dozen packages herbs, 40 pounds
codfish, 110 pounds buckwheat {lour, 100
pounds oatmeal, 20 pounds rice, 1 barrel
crackers, 100 pounds hominy, 18 pounds
mince-meat, 1 dozen brooms, 12 bottles
machine oil, 20 pounds Oolong tea, 24
cans green peas, 20 pounds dried apples,
25 pounds pruanes, 40 pouunda laundry
starch. 28 pounds table salt, 25 pounds
lard, 12 bottles maple syrup, 100 hars
soap, 2 gallons chow chow, 1 ream note
paper, 500 envelopes, 2 newspapers for a
vear. Ihad no idea my drinking had
been costing me s0 much, and believe
now I can live better and buy more for
my family.”

The grocer stated that the money
gaved would be ample to provide all the
goods enumerated. There are, no doubt,
many men who spend 20 cents a day or
more, for liquor, whose families would
feel that the milleninm was near il they
could only have cne-half of this bill of
necessaries stored in their kitchen or
cellars. Many a merchant who, with a
moderate profit on gaods enough to pro-
perly supply those who wonld naturally
buy of him, does & dull business and is
obliged to credit where he knows there
is danger of loss, while the saloon near
by gathers in the dollars of the heads of
families.—Exchange.

He reviewed
the lreresies which afilicted the Church
in the early ages; then the great revolt
of the sixteenth century in Germany and
England. 'We must have pity, he said,
on the poor peaple who were robbed of
their faith, but not of the uaworthy
bishops and:priesia who were mgonn_ble
for the spoilation of the flock of Chriat.
‘The people were often igmorant; hence
when negleoted by their spiritusl leaders
or assailed by false prophets, they were
An easy prey to error.

The Bishop alao spoke of the French
Revoliion and the havoc no less great
wrought since in France through the
poison of atheism working io literature.

‘But what of the Church in America—
shall it ever add one more to the Jeru-
ealems over which Christ weeps? Here,
at least, the people are educated, culli-
vated, free; here there is no fear that
bisbops and priests will ever lead their
flocks astray. What American Catholics
fieed to realizeis theirindividual respon-
aibility.” “I do not counsel,” said the
Bishop, “aggressive religious tactica,
which,often do more harm than good.”
The humblest woman in a little farming
village can be an apostle among the peo-
ple abont her if she will but live up to
the teachings of her religion. As we rise
in the social scale, cur responsibilities
become greater. The Catholic who
actively shares.in the government of his
State or city, the profeasional man, the
sceinl leader, all cun do great things for
their fuith. Tbe Bishop spoke severely
of the Catholic political life, who betrays
the cause of religion by his disloyalty to
the principles of his Faith. He also re-
minded his hearers of our numbers in
America. If every one of our ten mil-
lions worthily represented the Church,
what an iniluence for good we would be
upon the time and country.

“ Bound Together ” iz the name of &
neat little book from the priss of John
Murpby & Co., Baltimore. Itis A series
of six miniature plays, designed to meet
the capucity of very young actors, now
collected and *“bound togetber’’ in this
maanner for the firat time. They are the
work of Rosa Mulholland (Mrs. J. T.
Gilbert) and Miss Clara 3ulbolland.
They consist of :—Pat, a miniature farce
in five scenes, six characters; Aunt
Maxwell's Return, a comedy in three
acts, eight characters; Mrs Carnduil's
Next-of-kin, & comedietta in three acts.
nine characters; Our Boycotting, a
miniature comedy in five acenes, sixteen
characters; The Duchess Pepita, a
miniature extravaganza in siX _scenes,
six characters; The Irish Heiress, a
miniature comedy in two acts, nine
characters. All of the plays are exceed-

WINNIPEG NEWS.

A SEVERE STORM WIHICH CAUSED GREAT
DAMAGE AT SEVERAL POINTS —A MINERS'
STRIKE.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 16. —A very destructive
storm, sccompanied by wind, hail and
lightning, passed over western Msnitoba
Inst evening. At Rapid City crops were
badly damaged, the path of the storm
being about one mile wide and six or
eight miles long. Among those who
anilered are Messrs. Georze Grant, Peter
McConnell, M. A. Sibbald and J. 3. Mec
Kay. The amount of damage cannot be
clearly estimated. At Douglas the atorm
assumed cyclonic proportions, houses
and barns being damaged, and the hail
threshed ocut many wheat fields, The
chief sulferers are Messrs. J. Nichol,
Rubert Wray, J. Black and Wm, Black.
At Brandon hail swept the whole coun-
try from northwest of that city to
Douglas, about six miles wide, It was
the worat storm ever koown in Brandon,
The City Hall roof was badly damaged
and in other places brick chimneys were
blown down.

Co.'s warehouse shifted. In Winnipeg
the lightning struck the tower of the
court bouse.

CATHOLIC HIGH SCHOOLS,

‘“Catholic Secondury Education” and
ihe best methods to pursue in improving
ita status s:ill continues to abaorb the
attention of the Catholic Press of the
United States. What applies to the

schools of the United States to a great
extentlisapplicuble toCanada, Thus with
the exception of the Catholic High
sSchool of Philadelphia and Creighton
Cullige of Omaba, there are no free
secondary schools for Catholics in all the
Stater, and free secondary education is
almost equally circumscribed in the
Dominion. To a grent extent a boy,
sbhould he desire to climb higher in the
path of education tban afforded by the
facilities accorded by the regular day
schools, has either to pay or else depend
on charity for the privilege. That in the
truth of the matter, and it is just as well
that it should be known. Thrre are sufli-
cient provisions for university education,
but the present puzzle is how to bridge
the gulf between the common achool and
the final educational course. Fatber
Murphy, President of the Holy Ghost
College of Pittsburg, has the following to
say in regsrd to the subject in the
columns of the Sacred Heart Review :—

“ Every Catholic who owns a dollar
has the power and the duly of putting
higher education within the reach of
our pecple, in the only way in wiich it
can be doue, that is, by endowing direct-
ly or indirectly institutions of learning.
Here comes tbe qnestion: How enduw
eatablishments of secondary education in
tho present atate of things, seeing that
‘they are nearly all in the hands of relig-
ious orders? To this it may be replied
that no religious order could expect to
receive endowments without giving sat-
isfacvory guacantees that they would be
properly used ; but, with such guaran-
teen, there is no reason why & religious
order would not be trusted as well as any
other board of trustecs, Permonally, we
would like to see established amongst us
what have made the greatnees of othcr
countries and Peoples, and whal are

The alliance has proposed formally

applied in all the financial laws.” A
year ago, when the nliiance proposed for
the firat time this project to.the Budyet
Committee, it was received with & sort
of benevolent pity, but sipce then the
Finance Minister haa put himaself on the
side of the alliance, and has publicly
usserted that the results of the last cen-
sus have contirmed the Government in
the opinion that every projert and re-
form 1n the aesessment of Laxes ought to
include, now more than ever, a consider-
able reduction in favor of large families.
The allinnce, however, has now gone a
step further,and haa come to the conclu-
sion that the reduction of taxation on
behulf of large families, referred to by
M. Cucherie, 18 not enough, and they ac-
cordiugly demand that an exceptional
surtax shall be levied on families where
the number of eervants ex :eeds that of
the children. The present Government
scheme proposes to lay a surtax on all
fumilies who have servants, but this, it
is ¢laimed, wonld not attain the object
aimed nt, {or if people have numerous
children it ia natural and even necessary
that they should have servants to take
care of them. This injustice migh? be
overcome if the surtax were laideonty on
tamilies where the number of servants
exceeds that of the children, for in that
case it wonld really be the rich who
would have to pay the impost. Accord-
ing to the National Allirnce, all tamilies
having more than three children should
be completely exempt from the tax. Dr,
Bertilion, who has recently  issued a
manifesto upon the subject, concludes as
follows :—“ Some people cry out, ‘Oh,
that is not much,” and say that such a
measure would constitute a pecuniary
advantage suflicient to pay for the educa-
tion of o child. This may be so, but it
would at least have the advantage of be-
ing fair; above =all, it would have the
merit of spreading among the people the
warning that the country is perishing
for want of birtbs, and respect, gratitude
and protection are due to large families
—twopoints which thei v mense majority
of our fellow-countrymen appear -to
ignore profoundly.” It is suggested also
that in caleilating the minimum value
of habitations liable to this tax account
must not only be takea of the rent of
house or rcoms, but also of the number
of peopie living in them. For example,
in Paris, if a lodging of 500 fancs per an-
num, th.t is to say, some two or three
rooms, is occupied by aix persons—
father, mother and four children—it is a
proof of puverty and misery. If, on the
contrary, an apartment of the same
yearly value is occupied by one person
only, it is a proof that this occupant is
in eesy circumstances, and, therefore,
should not share in any reduction of
taxes. Of nearly 650040 lodgings of lesa
than 500 francs rent in Paris, which are
thus exempt from all taxation, mare
than half are occupied by people who
can in no way claim to be poverty-
stricken, It would be, therefore, unfuir
and unjust to grant them any reduction
of taxation. .

THE KLONDIKE AGAIN.

The Government Jasue Naw Regniations
Governing Ooperations in the Distriet

OTTAWA, Aug. 14.—Following are the
amended regulations governing gold min-
ing in the Yukon;—
“ That the rewulations governing the
dispnsal of placer mining clarms rlong
the Yukon River and its tributaries in
the Northwest Territories, established
by order-in-Council, be amended by pro-
vided that entry can only be granted for
alternate claims, bar diggings and dry
diggings, and that the other alternate
claima be reserved for the Crown, to be
cispceed of by public anction, or in such
manner as may be decided by the Min-
ister of the Interior.
* That the penalty for tresnassing upon
aclaim reserved for the Crown be the
immediate cancellation by the Gold
Comniiseioner of any entry or entries
which the person trrapassing may have
(btained, whether by original entry or
purchase, for & mining claim, and the
refusal by the Gold Commiseioner of the
acceptance of any application which the
person trespassing may at any tine
make for claimum; and that in addition
to such penadty the Mounted Police
upon u r=quisition from the Gold Com-
miesiontr Lo thar cffect, may take Lhe
necersary steps 1o eicet the tieapusser

“ That upon all wold mined on the
claima referred to in the regulation for
the yovernment of placer mining along
tbe Yukon River and its tributaries, n
royalty of 10 per cent. sball be levied
and collected by clicers, to be appointed
fur the purpose, provided that the amount
mined and takern from s single claim
does not exceed ¥500 per week, and in
case the amount mined and taken from
any single claim exceeds #5300 per week
tbere ehail be levied and collected a
royalty of 10 per cent. upon the amount
so taken out up to 310, nod upou the ex-
cess ¢r amount taken from any single
claim over #3500 per week there ahiall be
levied and collected a royalty of 20 per
cent. such royalty to furm part of tae
consolidated revenue, and to be account
ed for by the ofticers who collect the
same in due couree.
“ That the times and manner in which
auch royalty shinll be collected, nnd the
persons who sball collect the same,
shail be provided for by regulations to
be made by the Gold Commissiouer, and
that the (fold Cummissioner be and ia
hereby given suthority to make such
regulations and rules nccordingly.
“That defwult in payment of such
royalty, if continued for ten daysalter
notice has b: en posted upon the claim
in respect of which it is demanded, orin
the vicinity of such claim by the Gold
Commissioner or his ugent, shall Le
followed by the cancellation of the
claim,
“That any sattempt to defraud the
Crown by witholding any psrt of the
revenue thus provided for by making
false statements of the amount taken out
may be punished by canceliation of the
claim in respect of which fraud or false
statements have been committed or
made ; and that in respect of tacts as to
such traud or false statement or non-pay-
ment of royalty, the declsion of the Gold
Commisgioner shall be final.”

Another order in Council reads as fol-
lows :— N

“ Whereas clause 7 of the regulations
governing the disposal of placer mines
on the Yukon River and its tributaries
in the Northwest Territories, established
by order in Council of the 21st of May,
1897, provides that if any person shall
diacover a new mine, and ruch discovery
shall be established 1o the satisfaction of
tbe Gold Commissioner, & claim for ‘ bar
diggings,” 750 feet in length, may be
granted ; and whereas the intention was
to grant a claim 750 feet 1n length tothe
discoverer of the new mine upun & creek
and not to grant a claim of that

" HINTS ON FRUIT CANNING.
Canned fruit must look as well as taste
delicious, and, in order to do this, it
must retain its natural flavor and ap-
pearance, snd be aweetened with granu-
lated sugar. FruitJor ‘canning must be
freshly picked, and a little under than
over ripe. All berries except siraw-
berries should be large and firm. With
these the smaller the betfer. Black
berries, no matter how fine or of what
kind, are never_satisfactory and palat-
able, Cherry pits add much to the
flavor, and when removed from the frui}
& handful should be tied in a piece of
net and put in the centre of 2ach jar.
Pear seede should be used in the same
way if the core is removed. Cherries
are richer and handsomer colored if the
syrup is made of half currant juice.
The skins of green gage plums should be
left on and pierced with a fork before
they are cooked. The skins of all other
common varieties should be removed.
If plums and peaches are immersed in
boiling water to loosen the skine, only a
few should be treated at once, and these

sieve. After remaining two minutes or
80, dip in cold water and gently rub off
the skins. A silver knife should be used
to shred pineapple and to pare pears and
quinces. Peachies should be put in
syrup as soon as_pared, and pears and
quinces into cold water, to prevent dis-
coloration. Peaches are firmer and
richer if allowed to remain over night

Five or six pits should be -distributed
through each quart jar. The most deli-

cate and natural flavor is obtained by

cooking the fruit in -the jars, This

method also does away with the break-

age from handling, and adds greatly to
its appesrance. -Pears and quinces are

no exception to this rule, but as bothare
more quickly cooked tender In clear
water, it is more cenvenient to do 8o be-

fore they are put in syrup.

"All .old jars should’ be _thoroughly

cleansed with soda and boiling: water,

and the airtightness . of every jar 8hould

be tested with watér before they are
filled with the fruit, which should be
placed in the jar as fast as it is prepared,
aad the jar:filled to the neck with syrap.

ounces ; Bartlett pears, 6 ounces; sour
pears, § ounces; plums, 8 ounces;
quinces, 8 ounces. )

FOR COVEKING JELLIES,

In these days of many duties any sug-
gestion for saving time and labor is
welcome, especially to the csreworn
housekeeper. An excellent plan has been
fournd for putting up jellies by which
the tedious task o! pasting papers over
each glass is obviated. Tne process not
only saves a deal of time, but is more
thorough than the old way. Get half
# pound of paraffin, shave it into a
small pitcher or vessel from which it
can be poured, and melt it by setting the
pitcher into hot water or on' the stove.
While the jelly is warm pour over the
top a thin covering of the paraflin. This
sealn it thoroughly and prevenis all
mould. It canthen be covered with the
tin covers, or need not be covered at all,
and set awayin a cool place. When
needed fcr the table alip off the paraffin
and put it away to be used again. The
covering of the jellv, which, with paper
and paste, requires considerable time,
often failiog to keep mould from the
jelly, is done in a few miuvutes, and
when it is cold the finished product is
ready’ to be set away without further
care. If one is in the country where
the paraffin is not easy to obtain, par-
affin candles will answer the purpose
as well. The covering gives no taste to
the jelly,

FOR THE NERVOUS WOMAN,

* The nervous woman’s breakfast hever-
age shculd be cocoa or chocolate rather
than tea or coftfee, Coffee stimwulates
the brain and is a splendid filip to =
sleepy mind or flagging energies, while
tea braces one up for tbe moment but
in time wears out one’s nervea. Curious
as it may seem, black coffee is considered
by the physicians who make feminine
nerves and woes a special study, less
injurious than the café-au-lait with
which mdst women begin the day. When
chocolate is taken—{and it is far more
soothing and sustaining than either tea
or coffee for a delicate girl or woman)—
great care should be exercised in its se-
lection, not alone because it is often
adulterated with whesat dour, arrowroot
or animal fat, but because many kinds
are shown to contain a soluble alkili
that should never be taken into ihe
stomach. Good chocol -te does not thick:
en in the cooking, as does that mixed
with flour. Chocolate should never be
boiled much, however, as that destroys
the aroma. When pure and properly
prepared it contains a great deal of
nourishment, and is more wholesome
than tex or coflee. To make it in per-
fection cook together until smooth and
shiny, two rquares chocolate broken, two
tablespoonfuls sugar and two tablespoon:
fuls of hot water or milk., Add one level
salt spoon of aalt. When smooth and
shiny stir in gradually a scant two pinte
of milk. Flavor with half a teaspoonful
of vanilla or one quarter teaspoonful cin-
namon extract, To obtain the froth
without which no connoisseur thinksa
cup of chocolate complete whip lightly
with & Dover egg beater, or pour from
boiler to pitcher two or three times.

In bequeathing it, on
her death-bed, to the cburch, she re-
quested that each viritor thereto should
sy A8 many orisons as there were gems
juthe carcanet. The cutoms of repeating
Puters and Aves was an_anclent one
among the Anglo-Saxons who spread the
devotion to other lands. They who
clsim for Benedict the honor of intro
ducing Our Lady’s Pealter (so called)
represent it ae propagated by Bode in
the eigbth century. In England its
practice was attended by, numberless
miraclcs, also by glorious victorles over
¢ Danes. ]
thA reproduction, architecturally, of the
Holy House of Loreto. and perbaps the
mogt venerated of Saxon sancinaries,
was the celebrated church of Walsing-
ham, in Norfoik, founded in 1061 by the
widow of Ricoldis de Faverches, and
subscquently largely endowed by her
won. ToOQur Lady of Walsingham Ed
ward 1. attributed his deliverance from
sudden death, just before starting on his
crusade. Playing chess one day at
Windsor, witbout apparent reason be
ose from his seat by the window and
crossed the room. An instant later a
beavy stone fell upon the king's vacated
cnair, crushing it to fragments. There
may still be seen the ** {air green way
across the fields from Weeting, made
. for the accommodation of everarriving
pilgrims ; also some ruins of the monas-
tery and of the noted ** wishing - wells of
Walsingham *’; but of OQur Lady’s Church
not a stone remains. It was destroyed
under Henry VIIL,and the image which
stood in the original wooden chapel pub-
licly burned.
The exquisite Lady-chapel at Canter-
bury now known as the Dean’s Chapel,
replacing that wherein St. Dunstan be-
held his celestial visions, was built by
Trior Goldstone in 1400, On the spot
called the “ Martyrdom”—the scene of
the supplice of St. Thomas of Cantexrbury
—an altar was erected to the Queec of
Marlyrs; and thereon was p;eserved the
aword point which brokeoff in the execu-
tioner’s hand. From thence is the de-
«scent into the Norman crypt, where stood
the Chapel of QOur Lady Undercrolt,
now in ruins, with gleams of pristine
splendor shining here and there. Especi-
ally besutiful are the vaultings of brxil-
lisnt blue coloring, studded with convex
mirrors and gilded quatrefoils, in the
<entre of which may be seen the royal
arms, There, too, repose the ashes of
Mary’s faithful servant. St. Dunstan,
Chatham, Norwich, Evesham, Gilling-
m, Ipswich, and scores of others, are
pessed by in silence; their histories
partaking of too much similarity to per-
mit separale mention in this faint out-
line sketch—all beautiful in themselves,
these ancient Saxon shrines; and like
acattered beads of that pearly rosary of
devotion to Our Lady which once hung
sbout the bowed neck of old England,
each shining through the dusk of cen-
turies with the added lustre of unknown
generations of prayer offered and an-
awered within them.

CONSECRATION UF DR. DWYER,

First Bishop to Receive That
Honor in Australia.

His Lo:dship’s Elogquent Reply to the
Addresses of Ccongratniatious.

Dr. Dwycr, the first Auatralian-born
ever consecrated bishop, was consgecrated
on Puntecost Sunday by Cardinal Moran.,
Australians of all creeds showed their
pleasure at the bishop’s elevation.

The new bishop, in receiving the ad
drees of the laily of Maitland, said:—
“ Thesentiment of Australian patriotism
is quickly growing nowndays, and will
no aoubt nerve Australia’s sous todo and
dare great and noble deeds for their
country’s good. I nced scarcely say that
it is part of my idenl of a Bisbop of the
Catholic Church to be among the first in
action and in sacrifice in any cause that
unites good men in the service of their
country, and 1 hope to live up to that
ideal. Butit may not be out ol place on
thie oceasion to advert to the fuct that
with the vast majority of Catholics in
Australis—and Matland is no exception
—the mention of patrin (fatherland}
takes them awny In memory over many
leagues of ocean to that

“ EMERALDGEM OF THE WESTERN SEA,”

from which their fathers, if not them-
selves, bad come. It is of the very
essence of patriotism to turn men’s
aflections back tothe cradle of their race,
to the land through whose history and
traditions they feel themselves connected
with a glorious past. Now, if this is
true in general it is capecially true in
the crse of the Australinn Catholies ; for
when we ask ourselves whence have we
received the priceless heritage of the
Catholic taith, whence has come that
grand, living and active organism among
us known as the Catholic Church, the
voices of our tathers answer, ‘ From lre-
land.” The vast majority of our priests
give anawer, the nuns in the convents
answer, the bishops and the archbishops
and the Cardinals all answer, * From Ire-
land. Through the administration of
faithful men and holy women, who have
repeated in the nineteenth century the
history of Apostolic Irelund in the sev-
enth, we are made sharers in the graces
of the Christiap dispensation. There.
forsa we do well to cherish the luve of
that fatherland ; and sad indeed will be
the day when Auatralian Catholics come
to forget the debt they owe to Catholic
Ireland.” Dr. Dwyer pazsed a portion
of his student life at Holy Cross College,
Clonlitfe, where he studied philosopby
and theology. Among the congratula-
tory mesaages received was a cablegram
from his old'college. He begins a his-
toric line in the succession of the Cath-
olic Episcopate in Australia.

Mr. W. D. Boott, the Ontario sgent for
the Manitoba Government, has received
from his Government a telegram which
stated that five thousand men are re-
quired immediately to help harvest the
wheat crop in the Prairie Province. The

helvis one of the most significant proofs

and the yarious reports received go lo
show that theys ;5 every possibility of a
~douptiful barvest,

The Manitobd Goverhment buve over
450 crop correspondents, situsisd 1D
every township of the province, and »
few days ago a circular was sent to
every one of these correspondents asking
how many men would be required in bia
township. On Wednesday Mr. Scolt
wired, asking what the returns were from
these men, and yesterday the answer
came that the definite requirement in
townships already heard from was four
thiusand six hundred men, so that the
even figures of five thousand will be well
+within the mark. As an illustration of

be mentioned ibat last year only 2,350
men Wwere sent up; out of these only
2000 were apxi- us to work, and this
number proved sufficient. In 1895, when
a phenomenally large crop was harvest-
ed, 7000 men were sent up. From these
figures therefore it can readily be seen
that this is one of Manitoba's best years.

A CHEAI' EXCURSION,

To meet this demand the milways are |
quoting a $14 rate from 4tations In
Qotario toany point in Manitgba. Those
who go will be given cerilicaies, and
when these bave been properly filled out
to the effect that the holder has done one
month s iarm work, he will be returned
tn his starting point at the same rale,
$14.

AN ADMIRABLE SYSTEM.

The proper transportation by the rail- l
ways of these larm laborers in under the
aontrol of & very admirable system,
managed to a great extent by the Mani-
toba Government. On ench train will
be a map of Manitoba, divided into
townships, and on every township mark-
ed in plain figures the number of men
required 1n that particular section. Thus
the agent who accompanies every train
in enabled very easily to direct laborers
Jjust to where they will be nble to obtain
work. Ifa man expresscs a preference
for any particular place, he will, wnen
possible, be sent there, and if work can-
n.t be obtained there, he is told an.
This aystem prevents any congestion in
any one place or in the large centres.

On August 18th five or six special
trains wiil leave t.e Union Station, the
first one atarting at noon.

A FAVORALLE SEASON.

Mr. Scott has just returned from an
extended trip through Manitoba, and re-
ports all the crops fully up to the aver-
age, and in many cases heavier. As in
other years, the yield has largely been
according 10 the amount of work put on
the ground. Some of the farmers allll
cling to the delusion that the rich prairie
lund does not need the sam« care in cul-
tivation as they were wont to put on
Ontario s0il. The consequence 1s that
one farmer is showing a big yield, the
result of intelligent labor, whbile his
neighbor has but & poor crup, the result
of careless work. Otber farmers, again,
have tried to work too much with the
sume resuit, The farmers wiro have the
best crops and a yield of the highest
grade of wheat are those who have not
tried to wurk too much and have worked
well. The seasun has, on the whole, been
a very favorable oue for the development
of the crope, wnd from present estimates
the average for the province will be 18
t0 20 bushels to the ncre.

A Yousyg Erishman Has a Notable Ex.
perience in Am. ricd.

John George Crooks, the son of Major
Jopn J. Crooks, retired, of Her Majesty’s
army, who lives at No. 35 Grosvenor road,
Dubiin, has had some notable experi-
ences in Canads and the States which
has ot enhanced bis opinion of the
chances for 2 young an in them.
Crooks, who is 2 years old, came to
Amerion [ast, 1o landed at Monttenl
Jane 14 with his father, . They Went to
Manitoba, where Major Crooks lefi his
son with money enough %o live on for a
while. The young iwan had been edu-
cated for the priesthood, but weakness
of hia eycaight led him tq seek a more
activelife, .

Falling in Lus expectation of obtain:
ing employment in Munitoba, Crooks
made hia way to Elora, Ont., where a
friend of his father, Rev. Philip Cos-
grove, provided him with funds. The
young man went to Dubuque, Ir., where
his money gave out. Then he walked to
Rockford, 1il., where he was arrested for
vagrancy. The magistrate believed his
story and obtained employment for him
as a dishwasher in a reataurant.

Getting on bis feet again, fin, qofally,
he returned to Canada. Feiner Qosgrove
found bim a plage on & farm. Underthe
good facner’s tuielage Crooks decided to
enter the Abbey of Gethsemane, in Nel-
son County, Ky. He wasreceived there,
took & religivus name and donned the
habit of the ordéxr, Iilness decided him
to leave the abbey, and on Juiy 1 he
started on foot for Pittsburg. No more
successful there then he had been else:
where, he “ Ireighted” it to Philadel-
phin, and was arrested there July 29 for
Vagrancy.

Toree monthe in the Holmesburg Re-
formatory was hi« sentence. (Ine week
after he was locked up there he received
a post oflice order tor £5 direct {rom his
fatner and a cheque for #63 on the Mer-
chant’s Bink of Canada, No. 52 William
street, New York city, through W. W,
Farrar on the Elora (Ontario) branch of
the nank.

Satisficd that Crooks was not a vagrant
by the evidence of the wealth of hia
relatives, the Holmesburg officials dis-
charged him and he started for New
York. Ina freight car in which he had
secreted himselt he made the acquaint-
ance of a man whose sole worldly pos-
seasinn was Hc.  Crooks had the cheque
for ¥63 and the <£5 moaey crder but no
ready cash,

Crook’s new acquaintance bought two
ferry tickets with his last nickel, and
they landed at the foot of Liberty street,
New York, Friday night. They slept on
a truck in West street.

Exrly next morning Crooks went to
the general post office and presented the
money oxder. But both post oflice an
thorities and bank refused to pay unleas
he was identitied, and the youug man
was an utter stranger. He had not eaten
anythiog for three days, he said. A big
hearted policeman gave him some money
to get something to eat, and several of
them helped him. Tney will bave the
cheques and money order cashed, and
Crooks will go home by the next steamer,
thoroughly exhausted with his search
for work, and with a vivid recollection
of the sutferines be endured when he bad
¥$88 in his pocket.

Man,
therefore, waa only a steward, occupying
the same poeition as the person men-
tioned in that day’s Gospel. That stew
ard who has acted so dishonestly, who
had been false to his trust, was not com-
mended by his lord because he had done
well, but because hehad done wisely, for
as Our Lord bad pointed out, the chil-
dren of this world were wiser regarding
earthly things than they were in spirit-
ual affairs. It h:d indeed been said with
truth  that in  question of tem-
poral concern they were as that
great asge Suvlon, but in apiritual
interests they were indeed arrant
fools. The man who was faithful in
small things would be found to be true
to his trust in great things. The man
of wealth had in this world great respon-
sibilities, but how rarely were those re
sponsibilities and duties fullilled. In
the present nge many of those who had
acquired wealth had obtained it by
methcds which could not be commended.
Wenlth was often nccumulated st the
expense of others, as witness the ill puid
wages of the workman, the inflation of
prices in our markets, nnd the restric-
tion of owput. By these and muny
olber means the rich man increused his
wealth at the expense of others, and that
wealth wns undoubtedly obtained by
great injustice. St. Jerome told them
that every rich man was either a thief
or the beir of & thief, and when & man’
realized a great fortune they might well
ask from whence he had coome by it
8t. Gregory had said

they were but the goods which we had
to use -whilst on earth, St. Chrysostom
pointed out what they were to do with
riches when he aaid that if they wished
10 know how to use their wealth they.
-sbould give it. to the poor. How. often
bad it been pointed out in the press and
on the platform that wealth had its obli-
gations as well a&'its privileges, but the
world could not- bring-itself to realize.
