Large sections of the United States
would secem to be adapted to the cul-
tivation of the sugar beet.

Results
are fully known and the field is open
for individual enterprise.

RAILROAD FAlLURES.

The year now drawing to its close
wIll be a memorable one ln railway clr.
eles on this continent, for during its
periodi ao less than 73 raliroads, with
a nileage of 81,878 miles ai track and

issuing stock to the extent of $1,611,-
284,000ýhave been declared Insolvent.

This le a formidable shaowing. It
means that nearly ane-fifth of ail the
'railroade on the con.tinent of North

Amerlea are hopelessly bankrupt, and
that a volume of stocks and bonds

whose par value is $636,035,000 and

a funded debt of $975,249,000 have
been u'bjected to severe depreciation, if
not rendered practically valueless. The

mere shrinkage thus involved-even If
the 'oads should -be able to pay ten per
cent of thei-r liabilities ontau average-

forms a total of loss tllat It Is dif.

ficult Vto grasp ln its total significance,
but whose effct on the national pros-
perity it ls Impossible to, overestlimate.

Out of this total of 73 lisolvent rail-
roads only a ew eanu ascribe their pre-
sent condition to dishonesty or mis-
Management Thegreat majority have
been aot only honestly directed, but
have 'been controlled by men of unusual
-business sagaclty and administrative
power. 'And yet the result lias been the

same. : They have sunk under the
-eigLht of steadily icreasing delbt and
constantly diminishing freiglit rates.
The volume of trafftie lauled lias shown
very. little falling off; buti it ias been
carried at rates that have rendePpd it
unremunerative. The depression that
hias f illed the larger cibles with starv-
hig poor, that lias silenced the 9lyusy
lium of madhinery and stilled the sound
ofi toll, lias rcacted upon them with a
severity al the more startling be-
cause it was unexpected. At the con-
mencement of 1893 their prospects were
considered, inusually brigit. It was
believed bat the opening of the
World's Pair at Ohicago would inaugu-
rato -a reign of prosperlty for the rail-
roads. The Influx of visitors was ex-

pected to increase tlheir passenger, re-
ceipt, whlile It was hoped that the re-
suit of the exhibition wouId be an aug-
anbutation ln the volume of importe
and exporte that'would materialy be.
nefWit teir traff le arn lse. Neither be-

ile! tùrned out iùe.. Tli feilnley
tarlif effectually kept importe witin
the inarroavest limite, and also detari*ed
iany forelgn visitors from coning io
a country wlth- whom theygwere:un-
able to trade. The tariff wall shut out
a clase of men whose attendance miglit
have meant a striking lncrease, inbth
the -import ktid export trade of .tlie
United Stateu and confined the attend-
nce at ti great exposi.tion practically
to their own eltizens. Ail this reac ted on
the wallroads. Traffle fell off rather
than increased, except In just the last
few weeks oif the fair or on certal
speelal elays. Competition became
keener. Rates were cut, elther open ly
o0t iby meanus ot secret rebates and the
allowancel of clahns. Freiglit earniugs
came 'down to the lowest notch, and
finally the burden becaie too great to
carry any longer and the road went
into the hands of a receiver. This is
practically the history of cach of the
73 companles who have gone to 'the
wail in 1893. It is truc of all of them
from the glant porporations like the
Philadelphia and >eading, Atelison-,
Topeka and Sauta Fe, and the Union
and Northîern Pacifies, down to. the
smallest little struggling iine. Ini every
case the causes of failire are the saine,
and the prospecte of eventual Imecess
equally;renote and iu<nproiising.

THE DEPRESSION IN ]3READSTUFFS.

Tho retur¯ns of the British Board of
Agriculture show the effect of unprofit-
able prices on farming pursuits la Great
Britain. The acreagé uifder-wheat, this
year, was 1,897,488 acres, agalnst 2,307,-
277 in 1891; barley 2,076,097 as against,
2,112,708 ; oats 3,171,756, as against 2,-
899,129 ; potatoes 527,821 as against
582,794 uand hops 57,576, as against 56,-
142.

The sullen_ Markets of November, just
closel, are likely to be remembered as
whaat tell below the lowest level ever
knowii. English buiyers were reserved bo-
cause thore was enough wheat and fleur
in the granaaries to last for the thrce
most trying winter months. Then as to
spring contracta it was feared by the
trade that Il an advance of 2s on the cx-
tremely low prices could b established.
it would attract an unmanag'eable bulk of
offers. The gathering of a fine new bar-
vest in 'Argentina promises a considera.-
bie surplus for February-March ship-
Mont 'at about 25s par quarter and the
crops are ready for the sickle in Austra-
lin, where 40 million bushels of wheat
sire expected to b seeired. Fros trade
hbu 'open water ail through the year, and;
Iussian 'arbers and American canals may
be frozea, and yet India and other sources
of 'supply nlay be actively shipping. A
lecadiig English authority, comparing the

present position with Decemnber last year
aii the ycar previously, is inclined sto.ex-

press some encouraging views. That
India, 'with a good crop can hold mchli
0 it back, ia proved ; Itussia may do the
saine. Tihe year 1891 dirove down prices
li 1892-93 to a lavel that may be re-
garded as abiormal, and therefore un-
substainat4jl. The great mistake was to
aillow glonom to b cet over the world by
the Rtussiani famine, whan the disaster;
was sinply confinit to Russia which is
mi ovaer-produeng country that, aven in its
distress, did net ned to import grain. The
deficieacy of the French harvest that ne-
cessitated a vhlea, import of 104 mil-
lion busliei5, was tho chie avent of 1891.
Matters are now settiinîg down. There
is plenty of wheat in sight but no more
than ehotild warrant a material advance on
present prices, if oily Eurapeuan wheat
imports do not overload thlemeolves witIf
a heavier supply than the market can
carry.

The figures o! the yei.r's United Sta.tes
trop by the departmnat of agriculture arc
ai interesting study.. Prices at the
farme, 'averageo for the wliole couatry,
certainly 'record remarkable fluctuations.
From 1870 te 1879 iwheat averagei 104.9
cents par bushel and fromt 1880 to 1889,
82.7 'cents . The year 1890 saw it 88.8 ;
1891, 83.0; 1892, 02.4 and 1893, 52.1
enti. Cornî was 42.6 cents from 1870
te 1879, 89.8 frot 1880 to 1889, 50.6 in
1890, 40.6 in 1891, 80.4 in '1892 and 87.0
in 1898. Prollucers of corn are not su!-
foring te the samte extent as the wheat
gr'owers. Tlîoir raturas -were large in
1891 and 1892 and about even -with~ ex-
penses li 1893. A fewo fears ago 'the:
Illinois Board of Agriculture made a
ctireful computation by countries of the
cest 'àf growing corn.and- wheat. Cost-
o1working for oprn .voraged $5.50 per,

acre and for wbeat $0.50. Adding $2.50
for iental of land this gives a total of $8
for boin and $9 for wheat. • The grosa re-
ceipte per acre. iù Illinois were '$11.22
in 1890, $15.50 in 1891, $11.01 in 1892 and
,$it.61 iw 1893. North Dakota,which la
winter ivheat State, fared as rollows: Groos
receipts per acre l 1890 S4.83, in 1891
$15.26, in 1892 $7.49 and In 1898 $4.80.
The occupation of the wheat grower
seems to havoeone; but re May bope
that botter times are coning. Taking
$9 as cost par acre thiera was a round.
ýrofit 'of $6 par acre in 1891. A farmer
who hald. 100 acres lin wheat would clea,
$600, 'over ail expanens and interest from
that crop alone. Al the wheat States,
winter and spring, shared in this great
profit. l the following year roceipte
did little more than pay expenes. eBut-
trade with the farmers was brisk in 1892
because the large profits of the preceding
year -were net yet ail spant. There 'as
enough li 1891 to pay off some of the
muortgages 'and indulge in a lewI luxu-
ries and things did not look at ail gloomy
in 1892.

The present year has brought disaster,
as the receipte par acre did not ment the
cost 'o! production. Four sample States
laîve the following record:. Gross rer-
ceipts par acre in Illinois $5.61, Mies-
ouri <$4.70, Minnesota $4.59, North Da-
kota $4.80. 'Be it rememberei that the
cost ni production par acre was ($9, in-
cluding an average charge for intere'ti
and rental. The fariner enters upon the
new crop year with his resources at a
low.ebb. ie bat been floored by the un-
sual combination of low price's and a

:poor yield. . Two years before ha wvas
most fortunate in having heavy crops and,
high priens. Latterly he bas ben nom-
palled te sell below coast te meet his store
bills. It Il not likely that this state of
thinga wili continue, but the supplies in
sight are se large that an immediate im-
provement is improbable . Low pricem
should keep tthe consusmptiou e! whet
flour at its .maximum.

SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS.
The number of petitions and letters b-

fore the Government at Quebec la over-
whi'elmiing, and especially uneasy lies the
4h'ad that now bears the honore of, the
Provincial Treasury. Thera is every ex-
paetation that the burdens imposed on
city properties contiguous to the large
numbey of streets openei or widenied lat-
terly, may be distributed more equitably.
The so-called iimproveme'nts--which we0
owe to the recent " peopl's " favor-
ites-are no more benelit to citizens two
or three or four blocks distant than. to,
those who own or reside hall a mile or
a mile away. ladeed in th case of buai-
noss tlioroughfares the affect of widen-
ing a street close by is rather injurious
than bènelicial, as tanding to.divert trade
and traffic. 'When Napoleon III Hauss-
manizod Paris, the needed properties were
bought by the city at large and the im-
provei portioils resold on its aéccunte
Those in business or livin; on-the boule-
vards thus opened out are evidently bat-
ter satisfied- than the citizens of-Mont#-
rea ,alongor contignopsa te auck-;agg4as
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as thdral, Palace or Inaspector streete.
If thg City muet lb l rntlfed or improv-
ed for business or coneniene, it is .surely
but fair to ash the people to p:y for the
neesary ¯hanges proportionate to their
interests.

NOVEMBER,14 EXPORTS.
The statement of exporte for November,

complied at .Ottawa, indiente that the fig-
arcs of the present fiscal year may pos-
sibly exceed those of its predecessor. Dur-
ing the month the mavemenit ai exports
amounted :ta $14,904,502, of which $13,-
085,358 was the produce of Canada and

,1,270,140 the produce of other countries.
omnpared with the saie month last year

this shows an increase of $3,134,578,, of
îwhich $2,775,G24 is in the produce ai Can-
ada aend $358,05- in the produce of other
countrical. Taking the filet five moathis
of the fiscal year the total exporte
auounted to $07,700,056, as compared
with .5,000,437'for sane period last year,
or on increse of $2,015,019.

This increasa is represented principally
by"'tIe growth it the export o! fish pro-

-ducte and manufactured goods. ln flil the
emerease i neanly ..$2,000,000, while in mau-

ufactured artilcii thrae is a graitifying
increment of $300,000. The falling off in

1e cattle trade, owing to the echeduling
of Canadian cattle i Great Britain, ap-
pears to have beu offset by au ineaeuse il
the export af butt'drv and cheese, while tha
shipments of jumber are practically sta-
tionary. lu agricultural products the're
il an apparent decline of nearly ten par
cent.; but this is due to the low priceA,
aow ruling for vheat and not to any de-
eline in tUe volume of cereaIs exported. In
fact, taken as a whole, the report shows
that Canada's export trade le on a sound
and substantial basin.

Ia¯îepr^esents hinself as a law-
yer, and the tiusted solicitor of a revered
old lady, reccnily deceased, who; bas left
a large sumn of moey to divide amongel
various charities, oa of which je the par-
ticuar charity in which hie victimu is in-
terested. But unfortunately, wlen the old
lady died ele left no money with whichtd
probate the will, and this will cosotfron
$50 to .100. 'Will the victim advance tiat
suai and enable hlim to distribute their leg-
noies ta thce deserving institutions ? l
two instances, at least, he lins got the
money. Ri1 fervor, eutlusiasm and plaus-
ible mannor have carried conviction ea far
na the- pocket-books of hie heareis, and
they have give: up the moiey with whielh
to probate the vill. But they are still
waiting for the thousand dollar legacies
for which hllat interesling iloc ument pro-
vido, and aie likely toq do so for a long
while to coml.

THE CURIANT TRADE.
Thinga look very blue in the currant ship-

piag business, and four impor:tant houses at
Patras have gone inte insolveney, although

irices on the lower grades of fruit have
advauced somewhat of late. [n order to
lelp the yrrant growers the Grock gov-
ernment bas 'Ien off the excise duty on
spirit mlaing, and a large quantity of the
currants will bu used for distilling. This,
with a projoct for levying an export duty
on hem, 'i s z ,-engthened the position of
holdera, but it has coma too late to help
lnterior producers who, this year, have not
received thg price of cultivation for their
11ruit. Canuaca' coisumption of currante
continues to fall off, This year it was only
1,079 tons, a aagainst 1,328 tons during
the same petiod of 1892.

The ifuance companies of England have

SUL1NG THE C,0MPANY.

A. Lefebvre, formarly. a merchant at La-
prairie, lias intituted a suit againsi tha
Roya Canadian Inurance Co. fo .$i7,0o
for dainages and interest arising ont , of
their refusai to pay certain losses to hlin
it ronptly. In 1889 bis hay barn, on whicih
there was insurance to the extent of $,-
000. was burned down'. The compny con-
tested hie claim and lie was forced to as-
sign. The curator to his estate continued
the suit and eventually won it, and tUe
money was paid into court. Leebvre ngw
sues on his owin account for damages fron
Ions of business, lau costs eand interest to
date, and places hie datunages nt the figure
claimed.

TUE COMMERCIAL TAXES.
The changts in the commercial taxes pro-

posed by Hion. John S. Hall, provincial
treasurer, May bei summed up briefly as' fol-
lows. The tax on real estate transfére a
reduc flom ane and a hall to oua par

entit. Estatcs in the direct lino will b ex-,
empt frou taxation up to $3,000. From
$3,000 to $5,000 they will pay a balf per
cent, and from that up ta $10,000,'oue an
cent'. Up to $50,000 the tax will ba 11

uper cent., over that and up to $100,000 Lt
%vill be 1 1-2 per cent. Estates over $100,-
000, but under $200,000, will pay two poi
cent; estates over $200,000, three par
cent. As regarde collateral estates anu
etrangers the law remains as it is.

The distinction hitherta existing het veeu
imanufacturers, traders aul professionali
men lias beenl swept away. lu future 1ti
wili pay six per cuit. on thoir rental in ad-
vance in the citice of Montreal and Quebech
In other places the existing rates vill ruie.
Members of the civil service and public e-

ployes, drawing over $400 yearly, will ba
tiu:ed 2 1-2 per cent., and thi tax will ha
deducted'fion their salaries.

21. That any sum that imay become due
to the Crown. in virtue of the net to be
based on these resolutions, shall constit-
ute a privileged debt, ranking concur-
rently with any other privilege of the
Crown, immediately alter 'law coste.

That the collector of provincial rev-
enue, who collecte any sum, i virtue of
the act ta be based on these resolutions,
shall be entitIed to such remuneration 'as
the Lt. Governor-i&Cpuncil may deter-
mine.

28. That the Lt. Governor-no-qouncil
may make, ainend, replace and repeal ail
regulations and forms that he may con-
Aider necessary for the exccution of the
provisions of the act to be based on these
resolutiois, and that such regulations and
forme shall come into force filteen days
after the date of their publication in the
Quebec Official Gazette.

24. That the license fees and taxes duo,
nder the aet to bc based oin thiese resolu-
tiens, for the year ending on the thirtieth
day of September, eighteen lhundred and
ninety-four, are payable and sha lie paid
on or before the first day Of March, eight-
cen hundred and ninety-four.

FREE LUMBER AND PULP.
Prominent in the discussion over tariff

reform in the United States is the ques-
tion of frac lumber and pulp .from Can-.
ada. As our ncighbors are likely to de-,
vote a good portion of half a year to the
i!hole of the issues, each item being, up
fordiscussion on its own particular me-
rits,0and likely to be considerably modi-
flied by the influence of those particularly
interested, eva may look for a thorough
and final treatment of thisiquestion as
bearing upon the fiscal and international
palicy of the country foi! years to corne.
The lollowing article communiated to
the New York " Journal of Commerce,"
ovidently by sorne one thorogughly con-
versant with the subjeet, enters so f ully
inta the present aspect of the hunber
question that we necd net apologize for
placinig it in full before our readers. It
will be seen that the views enunciated by
Mr. Charles Magea, preildent ai the Bank
of Ottawa, at the recent annual meeting
of that bauk are fuJly concurred la by
the writer

The "Mays and Means Committea has
donc well iIn putting lumber on the irae
list, but it was hoped that it put ail Jum-
ber and wood pulp on the free list. We
are brought to a consideration o! this
stibject from the remarks made by the
Hon. Mr. Foster, Finance Minister of the
Canadian Government, in whichi he intin-
t'tes that the existing conditions of the
interchange of forest products between
this country and Canada cannot any
longer Ue permitted ta remain in their
present usactisfactory state. The threat
made by Our Western lumbeymen that
they will make the waters 0f the Lake
smooth towing over Canadian loge to
stock their mille in Michigan now that
they have used up their own timber, bas
forced the Canadian Government to in-
quire into the conditions ; and although
Mr. Foster docs not appear to distinctly
state that it is . the. inten
tion o! his Gavernment to. re-impose the
export duties, lie leaves no question tht
this must lie the outcome in case we etili
persilit in exacting hceavy duties on Canadi
in ilumber and pulp Hi risemarts are suffi-
ciently clent on this point to leave little
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.doubi'tht esult. When hie says :."1!
Conditioi renminu ar hey aire, whein Par-
liamenat meeL'ts it will bicomeit .a subJjecLt
four vlry graIfe cOnsider'ation wlhetieir the
interests Canadt and hier lumber and

rpulp productions generally, both preseut
an prospect'ive, will not require a strong
remuuy," lind. litimates that .reinedy to
bu " the imposition of an equivalent ex-
port duty un logu exportei ta any coun-
2tryv which imposes hettvy dutics on' Cann,'
diun lumber and pulp."

I1t le weil kuown that there is li Canadt
IL very fitr-oig leeilig, amXîoing thoseo at
leUSt whiose uillS have been forceUd tu
close down, ironm what they c ima ta be
ant uniair discrimiinntion in favor' of the
manuiacturers.ai this cuunti:y by the (an-
atilan 'Goveriinet ; und soie go ua fr as
tu ask or at export iluty higher than the
United htaîtes imnport duties on CJanadian
lumnber anit puilp, as'our lunbermen have
always iuise that r2 I thousand bet
.was oniy a fair rate a! iuty ta protect
the saw-milling inutistry ai the United
States, su long as they had timber ; and
the Cana.dians think, now. that the lichi-
gan amillmen muust (ipend on canadiain
timber far the luture, that it k bat
just 'their ou'n arigumint shioulti apply
ta protect the Canauian nilling lindustry,
but this idea Alr. l'ester does not appear
ta entertain, loa he speaks only of
" an equivalent rate o export duty," and
leuves it optional with us ta have free
loge and pulp wood in exchange for fiee
lumîber and pulp.

Mainy of our best infüormed peuple be-
ieve, irrespective of protesetive or ffree
trade principles, that the tie lias ar-
rived -when the conditions of our forests,
especially those contaiuing white pine
and spruce, roquire most ctrefuXl consid-
eration to try to extend their usefulnesu
ii long ne possible, so. as not ta louve us

in a position o? having ta depentd on the
generosity of others for our own require-
ients of such indispensable matorial as
white pine and spruce luniber und pulp.
Eveinnpw the aspect is by no mens:re-
asuring, for we get from the Extra Cen-

sus Bulletin of 1890, relating ta the saw-
milling industry o! otir great white pine
iroducing StateS-Michîigan, Wisconsin Und
.lIinnesota-an insight into their condi-
tioi, at that time, when it IVould appeir
that out4ide of that owned by the Fed-
eral aId-State Govornments, the quant-
ity a! wlite pine barcly reached 50,000,-
000,000 feut, while the amount eut dur-
ing the census year reached the enormous
total of 10,070,000,000 leet, or over one-
lifth as niUclh-the rOnarkS madie ou this
point being : " The manufacturers' hold-
ings of such timber are only sufficient to
supply thei for about live years at thO
present rate o? cutting. The quantity
in reserve l believed to bu priicipaly
that standing on lauds ownod by the Fed-
oral and State Governments." Since thon
the three years' cutting o· pine in Michi-
gan hau about gleamed the lower penin-
sula of this timber beld by the nillmen.
The largest anount now beld by any one
party is that of Mr. David Ward, of Det-
roit, wiich he is withholding from the
market at present. And, while the Sag-
inaw 'River is largely depeident on Can-
adian loge ta stock its millu, the Musk-
egon, the next largest producing river, is
styled in a recent issue o! the Chicago
" Timîbernîui," " A Worii Out Stream-
A sud picture ta those 'who remembeg
what the Muskegon River wna in its car-
lier days ; and Muskegon-itself bas drop-
poil fron one of .the grentest lumber pro-
ducing contres of the aorld, to a position
of uniinportance. Froi over 750,000,000
feet, o! annual production only a lew
years ago, it bas fallen to about 100,000,ý
000 feet at-the present time, of poor aver-
age quality-the more clearings up of the
great. lumbering operations of the past."
And.the samne iay h said o! the groat
tribtitary- of the Saginaw, the Tittabau-
nissec; av in 1882 turned Out over
000,000,000 foot of log. l fact, the lower
pen.hisula of Michigan, .wyhich'up ta lust
year gay .e the largest production of sawn

pine -lumber ai an>y State'in the Union,
may be Maid to bc now out'o! the fieldfor
the future au- a pine lumber producer.
There tiei remains, outuide of Wisconsin
und Minnesota, but the limited tracts o!
wbite pine stil cinent, in the Alleghaiy
Mountains south of -Penusylvania,
which, like ber sister States, bas now
parted witlh its white pine o! commercial
importance, wvliile Wisconsin and Minne-
sotoa are int using up the limited quant-
ity left tice. Su tLiat li so far as re-
gards white pine, it would appeair that
the caçte is even n1ow past repair.

Antd wliatever may besaid about the
white pinle will apply with-fully as great
force ta spruce, for this beinga pectli-
arly Northern wood, we must, whether
we like it ai' not, depend .on Canada for lu-
tlre supplies of thiu timber, thot for luin-
ber and pulp. An examination of the reports
of Professor Sargent erespectiig the
amount of spruce remaining-uncut in 1880,
showving at that time barely a suppfly
for ten years in the New Eugland- States,
whicl -would have been pretty wt'ell har-
vesteîl by this time if the sanie quality,
and amount had been eut continuou>s'y
since bis report %vas made, and the almest
iathomatical accuracy of his estimate

of the white pinle of Michigan, when caro-
fully considered, should cnuse uis ta re-
gard his other estimttes with confidence.
For when we consider ls estimates of the
white pinle of Michigan were ta iclfude
only trees of 12 inches li dinmeter, 20
feet fromi the grouid, whercali nost of
the tinber tut for the past liai! dozon
yea'rus his been fron Lices that were not
ta bo taken inîto consideration, and which
should have been allowed to grow ta sup-
ply timber for the future, and,not leave
the State, as now, wholly gleamed o! pine
timber. Pine and spruce lumber and pulp
should be audmitted free.

BIRITAIN AS A CONSUMER.
It goes almout without saying that

,Canidat find the United States would ho
in p sorry pliglit j£ they did not have
Grelat (Britain as a conaumer, always
ready o absorb their surplus produce.
It as one thing ta raise crops, and breed
cattle, [but it :would' not b quite so: easy
ta ,Lur them into money, if thre people
of the British isles obtai:ned thueir sup-
plies 'ùlsewhere.

ll !both countries agricultural exporte
casily take first rank and are likely ta
continue fio do so, judging by their pre-
sent ipreponderance. The Secretary of
'Agriculture ýor the United States tells us
that ithe exports of agricultural products
fron ithe United tSates for the fiscal yea'r
ended 'June 80, 1802, attained the enorm-
oua figure of eight hundred million dol-
lars in round numbers, boing 78.7 per
cent. '! the total exports, In the fiscal
year following, this aggregate wais great-
ly :roduced, but nevertheless attained the
respectable lfigure of six hundred and fil-
teen finillions, being 74.1 par cent. of all
Americal éommodities exported. le al-
most every lino the United Kingdom ab-
sorbed 'the largest proportion. Of cat-
tic, 'the total United States exports ag-
grega;tod 'in value, for 1892, thirty-ive
'million 'dallare, of which Great Britain
(took 'thirty-four millions, ald ni 1893,
(twenty-six millions, of whi'ch the home
aountry £ook over twenty-five millions,
Of 'ieef products of 0l' kinds, the total
exports for 1892.exceedod iuvaue thirty-
ane million dollaxs, of which.25 mlliion
went ýo Great Britain'; aiid in 1808, 28
million ulollars, o! which' England took 24
millions. Of pork products, the total
exporte lier 1892 agreg'ttdifi value 85

inillion 'dollars, of which Britain took
it7 .'illiops, a.nd in 1893 84 millions, of
which ishe took 53 niillion. * j :-
