“1 have just come,” said the pre-
micr, “ from witnessiong a spectacle to
which 1 suppose there hds never been
A -parallel in the - history of the
wor'd—the great British fleet.which is
now assembled under the eyes and in
the pre-ence of the King at Weymouth.
There never has heen, I believe, in the
same space of water such an aggrega-
tion'of the implements of destruction,
and as I went around the fleet and
inspected at close’ quarters some of
these  muagnificent, if  monstrous,
echlev’ments of modern science, 1hei
thought cou'd not but occur to me whe-
the time might not some day arrive,
petrhaps within the lifetime of the
vounger of those who are sitting ‘at
these tables, when this gigantic ex-
penditure would be diverted into more
fruitful and fertilizing channels and
the world be saved from the incubus
which at present rests upon. some of
fts best aspirations,

“So far as we are concerned and so
far as the fleet of Great Britain is con-
rerned, we know it to be and the world
knows it to be an Instrument not of
aggreseion, but of defence. and with the
coun'‘lass and ever multiplying inter-
ests of which we are the trustees and
guardians we cannot afford, so long as
