The government may also appoint 
any superior or county Judge to en­
quire summarily into complaints as to 
the existence of such a trust or com­
bine and upon receiving such report 
may put the article on the free list or 
reduce the protection extended by stat­
ute.

For example, the present government 
might have In its possession a report 
from some judge as to the vague 
charges floating around about a cement 
trust or the like, and' be able, under 
the law, to summarily reduce or .abolish 
the duty on cement.
