The new regulations of Dr. H. A. 
Gertteld, the American fuel controller, 
forbidding the export of fuel to Can­
ada except for war purposes, will not 
affect Canada’s supply for at least 
three months, as the allotments for 
that period have already been made. 
At Whe expiry of the present allotment 
period, however, Canada may be 
seriously affected if the new order is 
rigidly enforced In relation to this 
country's supply.

Even the allotment for the present 
three months nas been cut down to an 
extent to cause considerable worry 
among Toronto coal dealers. It was 
generally expected that the allotment 
for the first three months of 1918 
tirciuld be ait least equal to the allot­
ment for the same period In 1917, but 
a prominent coal dealer informed The 
World last night that it would be only 
forty .per cent, as great. This will 
mean that about 326.000 tons of an­
thracite coal and 1,750,000 tons of 
bituminous coal will be all that Ame­
rican mines will tie .permitted to ex­
port to this country In the next three 
months.

Canada is not even stire of getting 
this amount of coal. The sixty mines 
which are licensed to export anthracite 
coal and the thirty licensed to ship 
bituminous coal are not bound to ship 
the coal unless they want to.

. Dr. Garfield reserves the right, in 
addition, to direct shipments to any 
poitolt, and If he should transfer some 
of Canada’s share to another port of 
Hie continent to peed of coal this 
country would tie even more seriously 
affected than at the present time.

As It is, the reduction of sixtv per 
cent. in Canada allotment for the, first 
three months of this year Is causing 
considerable wjjrry among Toronto 
coal men.

A'Contention of Machinists’ Union Up­
held By Mr. Justice Duff in Case 

of Four Skilled Men.

LONDON DELEGATION

The contention of the 1,700 mem­
bers of the local branch of the Inter­
national Union of Machinists that a 
machinist or a toolmaker, as such, Is 
too necessary to the industrial de­
mands of Canada In the war to be 
drafted into the home or' overseas 
army, has been practically upheld by 
Chief Justice Duff of Ottawa.

Thos. Leonard Miller had 
granted exemption only until January^ 
18, 1918, by Toronto tribunal 366f 
Clarence Skelley and Gordon Potter 
had been refused exemption by tri­
bunals 849 and 359 respectively, and 
the military representative of tribunal 
364 had appealed against the exemp­
tion granted to Harry Walker by that 
tribunal.

Mr. Justice Duff has ruled that all 
these men are competent toolmakers, 
and has deemed dt advisable to avoid 
drafting qualified toolmakers into the 
army so long as they arc continuously 
employed as machinists or toolmakers, 
and has therefore ruled that in ail 
such cases exemption should, be grant­
ed up to June 1, 1918, the question of 
extending this period of exemption to 
he thén considered In the light of the 
then existing circumstances.

ANSWER —We think coffee, properly 
made, is a "grand and glorious beverage, 
with lots of cream and sugar in. Normal 
Individuals may take a cup or two at 
breakfast, provided they use It as a bev­
erage, and do not wash down half-masti­
cated morsel» with It. The nurse was 
right—caffiene is what makes coffee so 
stimulating. We do not see what meat 
has to do with Joint disease.

Since then the Board (with a capital B) has been about the busiest 
thing we ever had in Canada. It sent a man post haste to Washington 
with peremptory instructions to bring hack to Canada, dead or alive-, six 
thousand expatriated box cars. Orders were issued fast and furious, until 
one was reminded of the hero in Stephen Leacock’s nonsense novel who 
threw himself In the saddle and “galloped furiously away In all directions.’’

Yesterday the board announced that It Intended to tear up two thou­
sand miles of railways. We only have about thirty thousand miles all 
told In Canada, so scrapping two thousand of it Is no small undertaking. 
The ties and rails are to be carried by coolies from the north country and 

the far west and go into construction for thë roads in more thickly con­
gested portions of Canada. Thus the Canadian Northern between Sud­
bury and Port Arthur and the National Transcontinental between Cochrane 
and Levis might be done away with, and the rails utilized to double-track 
the Canadian Pacific between Montreal and Toronto and the Grand Trunk 
between Toronto and the Detroit and Niagara frontiers!

Besides Buenz, who Is more than 
seventy years old and who is a former 
German consul-general in thftl city, 
the defendants were Adolph Hach- 
meister, purchasing agent of the 
Hamburg-American Line, who died 
after his conviction In district court; 
George Kotter, superintending engin- f 
eer, and Joseph Poppenhouee, a sec­
ond officer. Buenz, Hachmëieter and 
Kotter had been sentenced to eight­
een months each in the federal prison 
at Atlanta, Ga., and Poppenhouee to a 
year and a day in the same Institu­
tion.

Thru a system of false manifests?’ 
the government contended, the steam­
ship officials concealed the destina­
tions of outgoing ships which they 
had chartered, under an agreement 
with the German Government in the 
winter of 1914 to see that German 
warships In the North and South At­
lantic were provided with coal and 
provisions.
