The General, when first he arrived 
in the country, conferred with the two 
officers concerned, in the hope that, as 
reasonable men, they would be able to 
come to a satisfactory agreement.

In the natural course of events Lieut.-

Berlin, Nov. 26.—A despatch to The 
Frankfort Zeitung from Rome reports 
that a sanguinary conflict has taken 
place between the French and British 
ait Nikki, in the Lagos Hinterland.

A conflict between the French and 
British forces in the Lagos Hinterland 
has been anticipated for some time past. 
Both countries have been hurrying 
troops into the disputed territory. The 
trouble is of about 30 years’ standing, 
dating from 1868. In 1870 France and 
Great Britain opened negotiations tor 
■the settlement of their respective fron­
tiers in West Africa, and it was derid'd 
in substance that French influence and 
authority should be confined to the north 
of a certain line, and that Great Britain 
should have a free hand south, of this 
line. The outbreak of the Franco-Pris- 
sian war interrupted the negotiations. 
Finally it was resolved to appoint com­
missioners to consider the whole matte”, 
a meeting in Paris was arranged, and 
as a result, during the course of the 
next ten years, four separate agreements 
were concluded. One dealt with the 
territorial limits of Sierra Leone, the 
second arranged a number of disputed 
points regarding Gambia, Sierra Leone, 
the Gold Coast and Lagos. The third 
agreement drew a line between the 
spheres of the two countries in the 
Niger region, running from Say, on the 
Niger, to Barua, on Lake Tchad, and 
making a detour so as to include the 
Kingdom of Sokoto in the British 
sphere.

The fourth of these agreements set­
tled the interior frontier of Sierra 
Iveane, relinquishing the Hinterland to 
France.

A Grand Trank Fireman Whose Heme Was 
In Toronto Cat Hls Threat 

With a Penknife. for
Queen's CounselNiagara Falls, Ont., Nov. 26—Ken­

neth Campbell, a Grand Trunk Railway 
locomotive firem-an, committed suicide 
this noon by cutting his throat with a 
pocket knife. Campbell, who was about 
25 years of age, ran between Toronto 
-and Niagara Falls on the ' Toronto- 
Buffalo flyer, with Engineer George 
Jackson on engine 290, and made Tor­
onto bis home, where it is said he has 
a mother and a married sister.

Campbell had complained of being un­
well, and had laid off work for a few 
days. He got a sick certificate from 
Dr. Ernes, the railway physician, and 
a pass to return to Toronto. He then 
went to the Town Hall and secured 
permission to go into the lockup. In 
conversation with the caretaker he spoke 
like a man whose mind was unbalanced. 
Caretaker Baldry locked the door when 
he went to dinner, leaving Campbell 
apparently cheerful. As Baldry came 
back he met Officer Mains of the On­
tario police and told him about the 
matter. The two went to the lockup 
and found the man had cut his throat 
and was bleeding to death. Drs. Ernes 
and Killsm were summoned, but could 
not save his Hfe, and Campbell died at 
3 40 p.m. An inquest was deemed un­
necessary. as the man was considered 
temporarily insane. The body will be 
taken to Toronto by the morning tram.

In Hamilton there is 
a smouldering whisper that the Tigers had 
the worst of the rulings, but they do not 
say it out loud. Tommy Church returned 
yesterday, and Capt. Counsell could have 
felt no more dowycast Hum did Osgoode's 
manager over the result. He does not think 
that the Tigers were outplayed.

Hamilton came out of the contest with 
honor. During two-thirds of the whole 
game they had the ball in Ottawa's ground, 
frequently close upon the line, requiring the 
full strength of the College and their de­
structive massed plays to relieve the siege, 
and only a couple of successful runs by 
the Ottawa men gained for them the vic­
tory. It was iv running that the Colle­
gians excelled.—Hamilton Times.

A strange thing about crossing the line 
was that Hamilton got over twice as often 
as College, but It was only for minor points. 
This was another point in generalship. Both 
sides developed the Interference game in 
about equal proportions, but was o£ a mild 
form, alter the first call down ; both sides 
scragged a little bit, but not enough to hurt; 
and as everybody was good-natured there 
was no trouble. Getting the matter closely 
down, it was generalship and careful play 
supporting a strong line that won the 
game.—Montreal Gazette.

It seems strange that all the officials be­
long in the east. The "west should have 
had some consideration. The officials, no 
doubt, were fair and square, but they fail­
ed to call down Clancy’s dishonest scrim­
mage and the College mass play, and to 
penalise for interference. It may be that 
they didn’t see some of the infractions of 
the rules, but had R. G. Fitzgibbons or 
Eddie Bayly officiated Hamilton would 
have had a better show; but the Tigers 
take their defeat like true sports, and give 
the College all credit.—Hamilton Spectator.

It was unfortunate for the Tigers that 
Eddie Murphy made his try, and while the 
players were probably led astray by the 
blowing of the umpire’s whistle, the half­
backs were too close to the line and gave 
Murphy a clear field. It was one of the 
best runs ever seen on a football field. The 
Tigers claim that the try should not have 
been allowed on account of interference, 
and they roasted the umpire for bis fatal 
mistake in blowing his whistle. While the 
Collegians deserve their victory and played 
a clever and scientific game, It must be ad­
mitted that some of their points were 
rather flukey.—Hamilton Spectator.

Words of cheer came from the lips of 
Capt. Counsell as he called the Tigers to­
gether at the Queen’s after returning from 
the field: “Remember, boys, you are from 
Hamilton; be a credit to yonr city, as you 
always have been; you have learnt some 
points to day—so have I. Stick together. 
Next year we will beat them—we will be 
champions of Canada as well as of On­
tario.’’ Mr. Counsell repeated the state­
ment he made in The Times ten days ago: 
“If it is at all possible I will be with you 
again next year: if not I will not play foot­
ball. If I play at all It will be with Ham­
ilton.Hamilton Times.

Counsel 1 was blamed by the critics for 
kicking over for rouges when the ball was 
near the College goal-line, instead of work­
ing hard for tries, but it must be remem- 
Ikered’that when their goal was endangered 
by scrimmages near the line, the students, 
under the skilful generalship of Captain 
Gleeson, seemed able to mass their whole 
team on the forwards, and the Tigers were 
usually pushed back. CounseM’s play was 
to score a sure point rather than to take 
a chance of being forced down the field in 
the push.—Hamilton Herald.

Sir Louis Davies’ Address.
Mr. Parker sang “There’ll Be a Hot Time 

in the Outre That Night,’’ after which Sir 
Louis Davies took the platform. He said 
this was the twenty-fourth bye-election in 
sixteen months, and the Government had 
won twenty-one, and then he proceeded to 
review the work done. The Manitoba 
school question had been settled, and a 
tariff wiiich met the views of the manu­
facturers had been framed on lines best 
adapted to' the needs of the Country. He 
was a theoretical free trader, but the condi­
tions of trade here, the Invested capital and 
established industries required protection. 
The tariff was a good one. It had given 
British products a preferential treatment In 
Canadian markets, and had given Cana­
dians a preferential treatment in British 
hearts, wnich was a great point "gained. It 
had further led to the denunciation of the 
German treaties.

Sir Louis Davies denied that the Govern­
ment had rejected an opportunity of secur­
ing a preference in British markets, and 
quoted from Hon. Joseph Chamberlain’s 
speeches to prove that this country and 
the other colonies could only gain it by the 
establishment of free trade throughout the 
Empire, accompanied by an import duty 
against the rest of the world. What would 
become of Canadian' Industries under free 
acLmission of British goods?

“If Billy Maclean was here you would 
learn something different,” shouted a voice.

The Drummond County Railway deal was 
defended on the ground that it gave the In­
tercolonial Railway an entrance into Mont­
real, the commercial centre of Canada, that 
it gave Canada communtcatioh with the 
sea by an all-Canadian route. If the Am­
ericans abrogated the bonding privileges 
the people would see the value of the road.

As to corruption when the investigation 
took place. It would be shown that the 
Bowell and Tupper Governments had subsi­
dized the road with public money and milk­
ed it for political purposes. More than 
that, it would be proved that the late Gov­
ernment had attempted and failed to pur­
chase the road on the basis of an annual 
rental of $100,000 per annum. He chal­
lenged Mr. Foster to deny the statement, 
and yet the Liberals were called thieves for 
getting control on the basis of a rental of 
$64.000 per annum.

Sir Louis Davies defended the loan made 
In England on the ground that the-Govem- 
inent had to meet debts left by the late 
Government of $10,000,000. He took up the 
Washington trip and said that no Cana­
dian rights had suffered. Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier told the American representatives that 
the seal question could not be settled with­
out settling all the questions which causée* 
fi.ction between tbe countries, sur-h as the 
Atlantic and Pacific fishery troubles, the 
Alaskan boundary, the alien labor laws. The 
result of their mission was a better under­
standing between the two Governments, 
which was a great point gained.

as to whether the right bank of the 
Niger, below Say, is prot>erly included in 
the British sphere, under the Say-Bar la 
treaty, and to settle these questions 
commissioners representing Great Brit­
ain and France are now tardily begin­
ning to deliberate.

It 
is most satisfactory to note that the grain 
trade of this season has been the largest 
in Ontario for many years. Occasionally 
there have been dull days, but a recession of 
%c per bushel will almost invariably entice 
a buyer. The stock of wlieitf is diminish­
ing and the surplus remaining at the end 
of the season will be small. Still higher 
prices are confidently expected in the near 
future. Money is easptwith 4 per cent, the 
general rate for call loans, while prime 
commercial paper is discounted at (5 
cent. Speculation quiet on the Stock 
change, but prices have ruled tirm for good 
securities. ^

Montreal advices indicate somewhat of a 
lull In the business activity that has of late 
prevailed, but an interim of comparative 
quiet Is noly natural and reasonable after 
the rush of getting off goods by last river 
boats before winter rail freights went into 
effect. Retail dry goods business in the 
country seems relatively better than in the 
city, and mall sorting orders are still com­
ing in in fair number. It is gratifying to 
learn that woolen manufacturing interests 
are showing some improvement, the mills 
as a rule being better employed in orders 
and rather more disposed to buy raw stocky 
of which supplies are momentarily very 
limited on spot, but a cargo of Cape wool 
for this market via New York is ujst about 
due. Failures in this district are very few, 
and collections as a^whole are very fair; 
from the west they are generally good. 
But there are some districts In this pro­
vince where sales of hay and grain have 
been light, owing to low prices, etc., and 
where money does not seem to be over plen­
tiful.
