POLICEMAN

URDERED

Michael Twohey of th

e Lobfdon Force Lost

His Life While Malﬁqﬁ an Arrest. :

THE ASSASSIN MADE 080D HIS ESCAPE

London, Ont., June 24.—(Special to The
World,)—Policeman Michael Twohey was
murdered while in the gxecution of - his

duty shortly after 9 o'clock to-night, and
the perpetrator of the awful deed Is still
at liberty. The murder was committed At
the corner of Ontario and Elias-streets,
East London, where (;PR Watchman
Murray had - trouble with two tramps
whom he had ejected from a car. The
‘tramps, one of whom had only -one leg,
set upon Murray and were beatitig him,
when Policeman Twohey was called. He
attempted to” place the tramps under ur-
resf, and while he was |attending to one
of them the other fired two shots at bim
from & revolver.

' The first bullet entered the - policeman’s
left hand, passing through it and becoming
embedded in “his’ watch, The second en-
tered the officer’s forehead just over the
right “eye, cutting into - the ‘brain and
causing Instantaneous death.

In the confusion which (followed the
murderer and his companion successfully
eluded - capture, and lltkough a thoroush
gsearch of the vicinity- ‘was made they are
not yet caught. It is surmised” that they
boarded a C.P.R. freight train bound ‘tast-
ward shortly after the tragedy.

Montreal, June 20.—(Special.)—S8ir Wiillam
Van Horne arrived here to-day from Eng-
land, and, being Interviewed, said he was
not over on fast line business.

NEW FRUIT MARKET REQUIRED.

The friction between the fruit dealers
and’ the Grand Trunk Railway is'another
forcible argument in favor of the estab-
lishment of a suitable fruit market. The
fruit trade is expanding very rapidly.
Fruit growers in every section of the
province regard Toronto as their natural
market. It will be folly, if we do not
facilitate in every way we can  the
centralization of the fruit trade in To-
ronto. Whether the St. Lawrence market
would be a satisfactory site is perhaps
debateable: A site in Lakeside Park
would certainly be more commodious
and more centrally situated both for.the
receiving of goods by cars and steam-
boats and for distribution throughout
the city. The fact that the Grand
Trunk collected in the neighborhood of
$8000 in tolls last year from the fruit
that was sold in its building at the foot
of Yonge-street is proof emough that a
well-equipped fruit market would be a
paying venture for the city to undertake,
It is rather late in the season to get a
new structure ready for this year, but
the project should be discussed now
when the necessity for better accommo-
dation is so apparent.

A TRANSPORTATION SCANDAL.

If the war hetween the United States
and Spain were being carried on in the Pa-
cific Ocean alone, the Western American
railways would not need to worry ibout
their losses in the rate war. Nin® weeks
ago the United States Congress voted the
sum of six million dollars for the trans-
portation of troops and supplies, but this
amount proved insufficient, as fiftzen
million dollars have already been expend-
ed for this purpose. The General De-
ficiency bill which has just gone through
the House of Congress provides for an
expenditure of $53,000,000 for transporta-
tion. Of this amount nine million dol-
lars is to go to mike up the difference
bétween the six million dollars votegd-be-
fore and the fifteen millions expended.
The remaining $44,000,000 is for transpor-
tation during the next six months, and
the various railways are already striving
to see how much théy can gét of it.
A considerable portion .of this vast sum
will go to pay the owners of transport
ships, but the railways expect to get a
large part of it as they did of the fiftcen
million dollars already expended.

The western American railways have
been trying to arrange with the eastern
lines to make a cut rate of five dollars
from New York to San Francisco in
order to bring the Canadian Pacific to
terms, but-cut rates do not prevail in
the transportation of troops. A ¢harge
of $58.45 for each man was made to
move a regiment from Pennsylvania to
San Franeisco. A railway company re-
cently demianded $2900 to move an empty
hospital train from Washington to
Tampa.

Unfortunately for the western roads
the great mwmjority of the soldiers are
going south instead of west. <General
Merritt’s Philippine army will number
about 20,000 men, but the great body of
troops are destined for Cuba and Porto
Rico, and the railways running in the
direction of Florida will get most of the
money. However, as the army concen-
trating in the south is made up of men
from every state, nearly all the railways
will be benefited to some extent.

A Congressman who objects to voting
so large a sum of money says that at a
high estimate the average railway
journey of each soldier will not exceea
2000 miles, going and returning, and he
has figured out that at ordinary railway
rates the cost of transporting 275,000 men
with horses, mules, provisions and
accoutrements of war for that distance
ought not to exceed twelve million dol-
lars, while he estimates that the cost of
ocean transportation te Cuba, Porto
Rico, the Philippines and return should
not be as much as five million dollars.
This makes less than seventeén million
dollars, and he wonders how the remain-
ing $42,000,000 is to be accounted for.

Canadians know how easily a few rail-
way companies can swallow a good many
millions of public money, and it will not
be difficult for them to imagine that
weys and means will be {rund of spend-
ing all this vast sum, when all the rail-
way managers in a great country like
the United States are devoting their
energies to devising schemes to get their
share of it, but the McKinley Govern-
ment should remember that the railway
companies are not at all popular in the
United Stafes, and it will not pay io
buy the favor of the railways at the
expense of losing the good will of the
electqrs.

A CAPE BRETON PORT OF CALL.

A great deal of attention is being
paid in England to a bill now under con-
sideration of a committee of the British
House of Commons, which authorizes
the construction of a little railroad in
Wales to be known as the Fishguard
and Rosslare railway. The railway will
run along the southwest coast of Wales
to Kishguard Bay from which connection
will be made by fast steamships with
Rosslare Point on the extreme southeast
coast of Ireland. It will be operated in
connection with the Great Western of
England and the Great Southern and
Western of Ireland. The reason why
such a small railway is making such a
big sensation is because it is expected
that the arrival of the American mails
in London will be accelerated from three
to four hours. ,

If a saving of three or four hours is
such an imporfant matter on the other
side of the Atlantic why should it not
be equally important on this side? Can-
ada lies much nearer to England than
the United States and if mail steam-
ships as fast as those on the New York

geographical miles longer than to Hali-
fax it is mearly 400 miles. shorter than
to New York, nearly 200 miles shorter
.than to Boston and about 156 miles
shorter than to Portland, Me. St. John
has the advantage of being 277 miles
nearer to Montreal than Halifax, and
it would therefore be. a more favorabl§
point for landing freight, but it will bé
at a disadvantage in the deliyery of
mails so long asithe railway train can
make faster time than the steamship.
But Canada has a winter port much
nearer to England than either Halifax
or St. John. Louisburg, Cape Breton,
which is about 750 miles neares to ' Liver-
pool than New York, has a fine harbor
open throughout the year. According to
a survey made a few years ago, a direct
line of railway between Louisburg and
Canso Strait need not exceed eighty
miles in length. From OCanso to Mone-
ton, N. B., by the Intercolonial is 248
miles. The distance from Halifax 'to
Moncton is 187 miles, so that the railway
journey to Montreal would only be about
141 miles longer from Louisburg than
from Halifax, while the ocean voyage
would be about 156 miles shorter. The
harbor of Louisburg is frequented
throughout the year by vessels ‘seeking
refuge from Atlantic storms. The ap-
proach is bold and free from outlying
shoals, the entrance being about half a
mile wide with a depth of from nine to
eleven fathoms of water, and fogs rarely
occur in the vicinity. A fast steam-
ship line might make Louisburg a port
of call, Janding mails there, and then
proceed to St. John in winter and to
Montreal in summer. Passengers could
have the choice of taking the train at
Louisburg or remaining on the steamship
until it arrived at St. John or Montreal.
North Sydney, C.B., has also been pro-
posed as a port of call, but its harbor
has sometimes been closed to navigation
in winter,

MILITIA CALLED TO THE SCENE,

Rioting of the Strikers at Oshkosh
a2 —One Man Killed.

Oshkosh, Wis., June 24.—This city Is In
a fever of execitement. Militla have ar-
rived from Milwaukee, and their presence
has added to the tension. The strikers bad
planned an attack on the factory uf the
Palne Lumber Company to-day, but when
they reached the grounds soldiers stood
ready to recefve them and the mob faded
away.

TORONTO'S FRUIT MARKET.

Editor World: With reference to the re-
port in your issue of to-day of a murder
ccmmitted by a Barnardo boy .at Austin,
Manitoba, followed by his own suicide, will
you in justice to the memory of the litt}é
lad-whe has been charged with this n%ﬁ?ﬁ
ling crime, and those whose reputati is
affected by this event, allow me to state
that to-day the coroner at Austin has pro-
neunced it unnecessary to hold an inquest
upon the remains, on the ground that there
is no evidence to show that the catastrophe
was caused by anything else than misad-
venture, which he himself believes to be

deaths ‘were the result of ‘accident is
shared by the.parents of .the younger boy,
and the people with whom little Johnnie
Powell has lived since he came to Manitoba
in June of last year. . It appears that he
has ‘been in the habit of taking the same
revolver and firing shots for his own amuse-
ment, probably at gophers, a very common
ferm of sport with youngsters on _ the
prairie farms. I have received these par-
ticulars by felegraph from our Winnipeg
agent, who was on the spot at an early
hour this morning.

I may add that Johnnie Powell has been
under the care of the Homes since he was
4 years of age.

From first to last there
has not been a word of complaint against
him, and I venture to.think that to any im-
partial person it Is utterly inconceivable
that achild of 13—even 4f he be a ‘“Barn-
ardo. boy’’—who has never shown the
slightest indication of violent or vicious
tendencies, should suddenly develop the
desperate characteristics of a murderer
and a suicide.

But the Official Who Sprang That
Bomh May Find It a Boomerang.

Tax Collector’s Afiair Not Regarded
as a Scandal, But Simply as an
Incident in the Coady-Patterson

| War, and as an Oft-Recurring
Bookkeeping Mistake. i

There is not now neither was there
ever any suspicion on the part of eny
one having the responsibility for the
city’s finances or bookkeeping respecting
the honesty or integrity of the three tax-
collectors upon_whom circumstances and

sensafion mongers have breathed the
breath of scandal. The City Treasurer
believes with City Auditors Anderson
and Jones that Mr. Matson’s $2600
shortage will be satisfactorily explained
away when his challenge is accepted and
his books examined. Mr, Coady says
that such shortages have occurred at
frequent intervals in_past years. He
says they always will- occur, and in-
genuity has not yet devised a system
whereby it can be prevented. It is only
a year ago since Collector Woods, now
concerned in the present case, was under
a cloud for two weeks, he himself not
being able to account for $2200, which
a clerical error in the city books seemed
to show that he had not returned. Upon
investigation it transpired that the books
and not Mr. Woods were in error. The
latter had paid out the amount by order
of the Treasurer, but had received no
credit for it in the books. Ex-Mayor
Fleming in campaigning upon the plat-
form of a consolidated system of kez2p-
ing the tax collectors’ books, and for a
responsible chief to this department fre-
quently had occasion to point to similar
mistakes. The shortages, if they exitted,
were always adjusted and the matter be-
ing regarded simply as a departmental
d:ﬁlcp[ty connected with the accounts, no
publicity was made of them. Then_ us
riow the collectors were presumed tol be
honest as \any man must be, regarded in
a business way, who can get sureties for
$200,000 such as Messrs. Matson, Woods
and Vance each have at their bask.
1t is generally agreed that the collectors
are woful failures in keeping books,
but then they do not pull salaries large
enough to tenmipt a man of the double
qualification of collector and bookkeeper.
Wh»n Found It First ?

The present shortages were discovered
by Mr. Fleming of the Treasurer’'s De-
partment, who had examined the returns
of arrears for 1895 of the various collee-
tors, and had discovered that while re-
ceipts were produced by ratepayers to
prove that they had paid their taxes,
their property was nevertheless enteced
among the returns of arrears. Memo-
randa were made of such cases and the
attention of the City Auditors was there-
by drawn to the case. They immediately
called the Treasurer's attention to them,
in the following communication :

May ©, 1898,
R. T. Coady, Esq., City Treasurer.

Dear Sir,—In auditing the arrears of
taxes registers or sub-ledgers, we have
found a Jarge number of accounts in
Wards 1, 5 and 6 with such memoranda
as the following, written in peneil
across the face of each: “paid collector,”
“claims to hold a recéipt,” “‘receipt pro-
dueed,” “collector to pay,” ete, On enquiry
we have found that in thesé and similar
cases the amounts due have been paid
to the collector, but not returned to you
ag Treasurer. We have reason to be.ieve
there are many other open accounts
which have really been paid, but which
bear no explanation whatever to thaf
effect, and we have therefore no meuans
of knowing from the hooks to what &x-
tent payments have been made without
the corresponding credits having been
given. We are sure you will agree with
us that this is a matter requiring im-
mediate attention, for if the collectors
have received the money and have not
accounted for is as appears to be the
case, necessary steps should be taken to
protect the city’s interest. When
digcussing the matter with you
some time ago you seemed to be
under the impression that it would be
satisfactorily adjusted. Please let us
knoy if anything has been done in that
direction.

Auditors Didn’t Spring the Bomb.

They
claim that the collectors’ returns for
1895 have only now reached their hands.
They ‘informed Mr. Coady by letter as
above immediately upon making the dis-
covery. They received a reply as pub-
lished yesterday. They desire to silence
the innuendo that they held the card up
their sleeve until the time was opportune
to play into the hands either of Mr.
Coady or of Mr. Patterson. They agree
that the affair should not have gained
publicity. The suspicion s therefore
growing that somebody interested in the
welfare of one of the quarrelling officials
let the thing out as a trump card to a
friendly newspaper.

—~Closed at Lowest Prices of the
_Day—Spot Wheat Weak in Liver=

° pool, But Futures Higher Than
Yesterday There.

Friday Evening, June 23,

Notwithstanding encouraging cables from
Liverpool and tne Coatinent, this mora-
ing wheat on this side of the water lost its
strength ot yesterday. All American mar-
kets showed recessions and all delivenies
declined, On the Chicago board, cash
wheat dropped 2%ec per bushel, July 1%c,
Scptember 13c and December 13ge. There
was no demand for the cash article, and
the fact that St. Louis reports new wheat
already threshed In the Southwest weak-
ens the position of the July line. The cir-
cumstance that a lot of Leiter wheat is
being rushed to Paris to anticipate the re-
imposition of the French import duty,
seems to have no effect on the market, The
general outlook for the growing’ crop is so
bright that damage scares have so far had
little effect, hence the weakness of the
late options.

Wheat futures openad higher in Liver-
‘pocl this morning, and, though weaker late
in the day, closed at an advance of %d to
5%d over yesterday, Spot wheat declined
1d to 3d. On the Paris market to-day,
June wheat went off 25 centimes and Sep-
tember wheat rose 20 centimes, At the
same place, June flour fell off 1f 35¢, while
September tlour rose 1f 30c,

There is no export demand at Toronto,
but a little trade is being done with mill-
ers at unchanged prices.

Corn was off %c to ¢ per bushel to-day
at Chicago. Maize declined 3§d to 3%d in
Liverpool.

Flour declined 6d in Liverpool to-day.

Peas dropped 1%d in Liverpool.

Lard is 3d lower in Liverpool.

London Markets Continue Quiet.

New York, June 24.—The Evening Post’s
financial cable from London says :

The stock markets here continue quiet,
the only feature to-day being a sharp rise
in Spanish fours and a heavy fall in Grand
Trunks, the latter due to the poor traffic
report. Americans were lifeless. Balti-
more & Ohlo common stock was sold heav-
ily, but closed about the worst, Quota-
tions for the new Baltimore & Ohio bonds
are 96 for the 314 per cents, 881, for the
fours and.56% for the-preferred stock, The
Paris and Berlin markets were dull.

R. G. Dun’s Weekly Review.

In the Montreal district erops are looking
well, grass beins particularly promising.
Cheese shipments are behind the heavy fig-
ures of last year, and no doubt the low
prices have caused factorymen in the coun-
try to turn their attention more to butter,
exports of which are very considerably
larger than last year. The telegraphic ad-
vices regarding the London June sales of
raw furs, held last week, do not indicate
any radical changes in American furs since
the spring sales. The tendency was if
anything to easiness, marten being about
the 'only line showing a little advance;
skunk, muskrat, ved f0X and a few other
lines showed some decline. Dry goods
wholesalers say that fall orders are coming
in satisfactorily Plain weolen dress goods
of French manufacture are reported ten
per cent. dearer. Boot and shoe manufac-
tfurers report good fall business, but it
would gseem as if they had not yet got fully
into the cutting of fall stock, as leather men
are not particuiarly busy with local orders,
but the Knglish demand is well sustained.
Vides continue steady at the strong ad-
vance of a fortnight ago, and all offerings
are readily absorbed. Grocery men report
an improved movement in sugars, usual to
the fruit season, but the market is an easy
one. (f teas at the moment there is ac-
tual scareity, and authorities in the trade
state that not for years have local stocks
becn at o low an ebb.

Busipess in wholesale circles at Toronto
is reported as satisfactory. There Is a good
demand for all classes of seasonable goods
and merchants are anticipating increased
activity in leading staples for autumn and
winter goods. In fact orders are being
placed for such lines, and heavy gbhipments
will be made in July and August. Owing to
anticipated large ylelds prices of both
wheat and hay are lower. There is little
change in the prices of general merchan-
dise, Sugare are steady, with metals firm
and ropes higher. Cheese Is firmer this
week apd the market a little more encour-
aging. Hlides continue very firm.
