FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE IN THE U.3.

‘Ports of Great Britain Shut Out Animals From the New England States —Dominion
' Government Orders That U.S. Cattle Cars Be Disinfected—Cattle Men
Want More Rigorous Regulations Put Into Force.

fThe “foot and mouth” disease is a
highly contagious disease of cattle,
gheep and swine, characterized by
vesicles and ulcers in the mouth
and about the hoofs. Tt practically
rots the hoofs and lips of the ani-
mals, and also affects such small
prey as rabbits, rats, etc. That
js why the United States govern-
ment has included all ruminants in
its quarantine of the New Eng-
land States. The World is inform-
ed that tuberculosis among cattle
" 4s not half so dreaded a malady.

The news that the foot and mouth
disease had dbroken out in the cattle
herds of the Ncw England States
capsed much anxiety at the Cattle
Market yesterday, especially ameongst
those who are feeding a large num-
per - of cattle. The general consensus
of opinion amongst the caitlemen was
that our government should at once
take steps, in every legal manner, to
protect the Canadian cattle trade. A
meeting of the Dominion Cattle Breed-
ars’ Association may be called, to take
gction in this matter.

DISINFECT THE CARS.

Ottawa, Nov. 28.—The serious
situation in the Eastern States,
caused by the outbreak of foot
and mouth disease, and the
order of the Aesriculture De-
partment, Washington, prohibit-
ing the exportation of cattle,
sheep and hogs from Boston,
has been taken note of by the
Agricultural Department here.

MOST SERIOUS MATTER.

Thomas Crawford, M.L.A.: A most
serious thing, indeed.

loaded and empty.  The disease is so
contagious that it can be carried in the
clothes of 2 man who has been attend-
ing affected cattle. If the government
acts wisely and quickly 1t can take
advantage of the embargo by having
more Canadian cattle shipped to Great
Britain than otherwise would have
been the case; whereas, if it fails in
doing so, there is danger of the disease
taking in Canada, a thing that would
mean ruin to a great many of our Cana-
dian people.”

BOTH SHOULD ACT.

William Harris, being seen by The
World in regard to the despatch, said:
“Both the Dominion and the provincial
governments should act promptly in the
matter, so as to prevent any American

cattle coming thru Canada in transit
from the west to the New England sen
ports. The disease is a most infectious
one, and it would be a very serious
thing for our Canadian trade if our
cattle should become affected.

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FIRE RAGED INE HOURS
OVER: LOMBER DISTRIGI

Twenty-Five Million Feet of Lumber
and Six Steamers Among
the Loss.

"Rat Portage, Nov. 28.—The most
disastrous conflagration that has ever
visited this district for years started
about 3.30 this morning in the Rat
Portage Lumber Co.’s lumber yard,
No. 4, Norman, and has been raging
now for mine hours, aided by a stiff
wind, from the southeast.

The fire started from a spark being
blown into a pile of cedar behind the
planing mil, and, fanned by the
wind, sooif got into the lumber piles,
and beyond the control of the fire
appliances.

At the present wiring there have
been burnt 25 million feet of lumber.

Chicago, Nov. 28.<It is motebelieved
#hat the steamer Bannockburn is
ashore on the mainland north of
Michipicoton Island, despite rumors to
the contrary. It is reported from Sault
Ste. Marie that during the week the
weather has been fine and there .was
nothing to prevent a sailing boat from
making the trip from the island to the
Suult, to say nothing of the trip to
Michipicoton harbor, which is about 50
miles in an air line from the mainland
north of the west end of the island.

Camel’s Back Broken.

The last straw which broke the
camel's back, say Mr. Willison’s friends,
is the proposed Grand Trunk Pacific
scheme, which seems to be on its face
nothing but the most gigantic exploita-
tion that was ever attempted in Can-
ada. In a word it will be a scheine
to incorporate a company with a hun-
dred millions of capital, seventy-five
millions of bonds and immense land
grants. The promoters will keep all the
stock to themeelves. They will sell the
bonds do themselves or 'take them
themselves as contractors and clean up
£10,000 a mile in this respect, and
they will ‘=o' handle the 'lands that they
will sell them to themselves and make
an immense sum. In other words, they
will have one hundred millions cf
stock: they will have thirty millions in
cold cash out of the bonds; they will
have a lot out of the lands, and the
road will be built and maintained by
the public who use it for traffic pur-
poses. True, they say that the govern-
ment will only be asked to guarantee
the bonds, and that they will never be
called upon to pay the interest. That
may be, but the traffic will have to
pay the cost of the road and pay In-
terest on the stock, or in other words
the people will pay the shot. while the

exploiters will have a large share of

IN STATEMENT ISSUED LAST NIGHT

Editor Wiilison into independent journal-
ism! He says so himself in a statement
fssued last night. fhe new move in news-
paperdom will be backed solely by J. W.

The announcement of Mr. Willison’s resig-
nation, made exclusively thru The World
Friday morning, startled the city. Presi-
dent Jaffray of the Board of Directors of
The ‘Globe received the letter of resigna-
tion on Thursday morning, and yesterday
afternoon conferred with Premier Ross, a
brother director. The Board of Directors
met yesterday afternoon and decided to ask
Mr. Willison to reconsider, but he will not.
&ir Wilfrid Laurier was seen by Mr, Willi-
son in Ottawa prior to the Premier’s de-
parture for Hot Springs, Va., and was told
of the cantemplated abdication of his able
supporter. It is even stated that Hon. Mr.
Sifton was cognizant of the situation. At
any rate, it is well known that Mr. Sifton
i a strong friend of J. W. Flavelle. Hence
toa certain few the new move Is not new.

As to the new paper, there was an active
rumor abroad last night to the effect that
Mr. Willison and Mr, Flavelle were about
to take hold of The Mail newspaper. Ww.
1. Douglas was spoken toabout it by The
World, and he replied that be knew noth-
ing at all about it. He had not been ap-
proached in regard to the sale of the paper,
and there was no truth at all in the rumor.
He had no opinion to express as to the
newspaper situation.

Then from another quarter it was said
that perhaps The News would be acquired
and run as a morning paper. No confirma-
tlon of this could be ebtaincd yesterday.

Bremner élls His Story

Denies Tale of Shooting

Avers That He Was in League

With Three Others to Fleece

Junction Crap Shooters, But That the Game Failed—

Poiice Will Look Up His

Toronto Junction, Nov. 28.—The

It was neawly a repetition of
The World’s report the morning after
the affray. J. M. Godfrey, who ap-

peared® for the prisoner, endeavered |

to_go a little behind the scenes by in-
quiring of Mr. Shaw where he had
been that night, and whether he had
been playing craps; but the magis-
trate did not think these matters rele-
vant to the ghooting, and Mr. Shaw
made no answer to the questions. Mu-
tart’s testimony was taken in the sick
man's room, and was substantially
the same as previously reported, Con-
stable Harper recited the story of the
capture and the resistance he met
with, and there were no new features
brought out in this connection.
Prisoner’'s Own Story,

Four were playing
craps, and the other two were dealing.
Bremner decided that, with so ' few
around the tabie, it would be danger-
ous to use the loaded dice, Had there
been a big crowd, Freeman.would have
gone up later to assist Bremner in.the
game.' He came downstairs,.and teld:
Freeman how matters stood., Free-
man accused Bremuer of cowardice in
not using the dice, . and said, “T'm
barred from all these games; but give
me your coaf. hat and muffler, and
I'll go upstairs.” He took Bremner's
coat, muffler and hat, and was half-
way across the street when ‘two men
came out. Bremmner says he stcpped,
and heard nothing more until two
shots were fired. Then he started ‘o
run down Ieele-street, When he had
gone down some distance, Freeman
and Willlams caught up to him. and
he gave Freeman his coat. hat and
muffler back. Freeman and Williams
ran in one direction. He took an-
other. Freeman. he says, was 5 feet
8 inches, and Williams about 6 feet.

Asked a Question.

When he got to Bloor-street, he saw
Constable Harper, and said “Good
evening.”

Harper said. “You shot a man at
Toronte Junction!” and he replied, in
a query, “I've ghot a man?”

Six Hundred Tons of the Welsh Pro-
duct Ordered Yesterday From
Civic Fuel Yards.

SOME CUSTOMERS MUST WAIT

Orders Taken To-Day Will He for
Delivery About Next Thursday,
—Situation Annoying.

The outlook is hardly comforting to
the citizen who is without coal. The
arrival of the Welsh coal for the muni-
cipal fuel yard was hailed with satis-

difficulty, but now the city has the coal
but has not the means of delivering jt.
The city has Welsh coal, Scotch coal
and Hocking Valley coal in abundance,
but is unable to get enough carts to
deliver the orders taken yesterday
within the next few days.

About 600 tons of Welsh coal were
sold yesterday, and there are less than
fifty wagons at present available to
take it to the purchasers. Street Com-
missioner Jones has placed all of his
wagons in the coal business, but at
the very outside hecannot deliver inore
than 200 tons a day. This will put
some of the orders taken yesterday on
the delivery list for next Tuesday or
Wednesday, and the worst of it is the
pecple want it right away. Some of
themn have no fuel, and they had count-
ed upon immediate delivery. City
Treasurer Coady announced last night
that he could take no more orders and
promise delivery before next Friday.

All Were Paying Money.

The rush for the coal came at a
rather inconvenient time for the Treas-
urer, and the otfices where the mon2y
is handled at the City Hall were crowd-
ed all day yesterday. The water rates
for the last half of the year were being
pzid, and the crush was great, as it is
nearing the last day. The third instal-
ment of general taxes was also heing
paid, and so was the special schuol.
tax. Added to this was the throng of
anxious citizens with money in their
hands to buy Welsh coal. The Treas-
urer could not refuse money, and ne
put all the available clerks at coliect-
ing wickets. It was a record day in
his experience. The offices were open
after hours, simply because the people
were still there to pay money.

Satistied the Union.

In the Street Commissioner’s Depart-
ment there was also a busy state of
affairs. Commissioner Jones wus kept
alert between the coal docks and the
Hall. He arranged with Mr. Tracy of
the Longshoremen’s Union to put on
three or four extira gangs of wmen to
help the union mep unload the hoats.
The union was agreable to this ar- |
rangement; providing that they had the |
overseeing of the men, whether \heyf
were union or otherwise. Mr. Jones |
agreed to this.

About half of the Welsh coal is lere,
and it is being unloaded at the Bay-
street wharf and at the waterworks.
The steamer Aberdeen will be here
with 260 tons more to-day, and it will
be unloaded at Dufferin-street wharf to
shorten the distance of cartage to west |
end houses. Some of the Scotch coal |
has arrived and the city is certainly |
in the coal business in earnest, as far
as supply goes. g

Can Only Order a Ton.

All the orders taken yesterday were
for ton loads—no mors and no less. |
This is to give everyone a chance to
get some of it as soon as possible. Mr.
Jones =says he will hire all the carts
that he can get. The coal sells at $8,
delivered.

The ecitizen who sends a cart him:
self can get the coal at $7.50 a ton, |
and it will be delivered at once on an |
order from the City Treasurer. This |
is the only way to get it if you must |
have it at once.

Many are the tales of woe exchanged
between the people waiting at the wick-
els for their turn to pay for their ton
of coal, and many of them who expect
the coal to-day or Monday will be dis- |
appointed, unless an army of carters |
turns up from somewhere in the mean- |
time. Fortunately, the probs say |
“milder.”

How to Use the Coal,

Hundreds of enquiries are made as
to what kind of coal the Welsh coal is.
This will be answered with certainty
during the next week.

lbu case some people may form a poor
opinion of the Welsh coal, because trey
do not use it properly, the City Engi-
neer has been instructed to experiment
with it in heaters, ranges and furn-
aces, and to embody the results of his
experiences in a pamphlet, which will
be sent to the citizens who are using
the coal.

Hard Coal Very Searce,
. The local dealers have ceased book-
ing orders for hard cecal, for the stock
is practically exhausted, and the supply
cannot be depended upon. ‘There is a
little egg coal and a little pea «o0al in
Some yards, but most of the dealers
can only promise to fill orders when
the coal comes in. No particular prices
are quoted for hard coal, for what is |
the use when the coal is not available.

There s, however, plenty of soft
coal in the city, and there is no danger
of a fre{=zo-out unless it {s thru l)-n‘i'ng
too particular as to what kind of fuel
you prefer.

SAYS PRINGIPLE HAS BEEN DODGED

Have to Fight Ghost of a M-jor[ty
Four Years Dead and the
Stay-at-Home.

ilon. George E. Foster made his first
publie speech in the present referecndum
ampaign at a meeting in Bathurst-
street Methodist Church last night. The
church was half filled, and the ex-Fin-
ance Minister was received with much
applause. He said that in the
past, temperance people had
fought for the cause on a moral
suasion plan, but now they desired the
aid of legal restriction. This was not
a fight that could arouse much enthusi-
asm, for it was not a simon pure xtef-
erendum. After giving a quasi act life,
close watch would have to be kept on
the politicians of both parties to see
that its living entity was retaimed. “I
don’t like this referendum. T wish it
never had been. I hope that, as it is
the first, it will be the last thing of
the kind in this or any other province.
I like manly legislation with the re-
sponsibility on the legislature behind it.
You have this referendum to-day, be-
cause this manly, straightforward prin-
ciple of responsible legislation has been
dodged. It is as dead as the letters
that compose it until you, the people,
call it into life, and the man who wrote
the letters can say, if it doesn’t abolish
the traffic, it was not my fault, but
the people who did it. That is why 1
don’t like the referendum. I don’t like
to have my hands tied behind me. We
have to fight the ghost of a majority
that is four years dead, ahd we have
to fight the stay-at-home. I like a vote ;
which will say by a majority, it doesn’t |
matter how large, to which side the vic-
tory belongs.”

Mr. Foster could find not a single
element of good in the bar room as
compared with the happiness and pros-
perity of the home life and appealad
to all men to vote to “close the bar.”
If but one-thousandth of the present
destruction could be saved by the refer-
endum, much good will have been done.
John A. Patterson, K.C., spoke first.
The man at home was a craven in the
fight. Let everyone vote. The liquor
traffic was privileged and dangerous.
This was a campaign not for prohibi-
tion but simply to close the bars. This
fight must, can, should and will be
won.

portation of Argentine cattle into
Great Britain. The disease is so in-
fectious, so readily communicated that
animals grazing on the sea shore are
said to have contracted it from the
animals on passing cattle ships. It
this is true, it is apparent that herds |
may be inoculated by germs carried
for miles on the wings of the wind.
In view of these facts it is no won-
der that the Canadian cattle industry
{s aroused at the state of affairs in
Connecticut, Rhode Island, Massa-
chusetis gnd Vermont, where the dis-
ease has become widespread. The ser-
_jousness of the outbreak is indicated
ﬁy the announcement that United
States Secretary of Agriculture Wilson
has established a quarantine of cattle,
sheep and other ruminants and swine
in the New England States, has noti-
fied the railroads of such quarantine
and has prohibited the exportation of |
cattle from the port of Boston. Mr.
‘Wilson, moreover, is quoted as declar-
ing that if the disease spread west
of the Hudson River it would result in
nothing short of a national calamity.
The. outbreak seriously threatens
the United States export trade. At
present the British government permits
United States as well as Canadian
., cattle to be landed at certain ports,
buti subject to the restriction that
they must be slaughtered at the port
' of entry within ten days after such
landing. But in the light of the pre-
- gent situation in the northeastern
. States the British government may
' gbsolutely close its ports against Unit-
ed States cattle. And of course if
. the disease should spread to this coun-
try the Canadian export cattle trade
would likewise stand in danger of be-
ing absolutely cut off. As it is, the
New England outbreak will doubtless
lead Mr. Hanbury, the British Minis-
ter of Agriculture, to refuse a mea-
sure he has been considering in favor
of Canadian cattle, viz. : The extension
of the compulsory slaughter period
from ten to twenty or thirty days.
Farmers, drovers and cattle
dealers of all classes will re-
cognize the danger that threatens
them. The foot and mouth disease
has tied up the livestock industry of
the New England States, and it might
easily be brought across the line into
this country. United States cattle
might bring it in or our herds might
be infected from empty cattle cars
passing thru Ontario omni their way
back from the Atlantic seaboard to;

From such information
as he has obtained, he believes that
the disease has existed in that sectign
‘for some time, but has been conceal-
ed.

The quarantine measures taken
yesterday, it is thought, will prove ef-
fective to prevent the spread of the
disease to other states. Dr. Salmon,
chief of the Bureau of Animal Industry,
will be sent to New England at once.

QUARANTINE IN NEW| ENGLAND.

Boston, Nov. 28.—The cattle bureau
of the State Board of Agriculture has
received about 100 individual Teports
up to to-day of the presence of the foot
and mouth contagion which has caused
the Secretary of Agriculture to pre-
hibit the exportation of cattle from
Boston, and to establish a quarantine
of cattle, sheep and swine in New Eng-
land.

It is admitted that the action of Sec-
retary Wilson in closing the port of
Boston to cattle shipments is a matter
of great importance to transportation
companies, but in view of the serious
nature of the infection and the diffi-
culty in exterminating it, the step is
considered the only safe one. Concern-
ing the highly contagious character of
the disease, Dr. Austin Peters, chair-
man of the State Cattle Bureau, says:

“Catitle passing over the same road
traversed by infected animals will con-
trzct the disease. Only the most string-
ent quarantine will prevent a scourge
kitherto unknown in this country.”

TENDER REPAIR WORK GOES ON

Hespecting Their Traditions, La-

borers Carefully Strengthen
Rcelies of Anclent Glory.

London, Nov. 28.—A vast number of
sensational statements are appearing
about “Venice in peril,” “The fouunda-
tions of all Venice giving way” and

the like, and all are equally false, ac-
cording to Commendatore Boni, who is
in charge of ail public buildings unul
trustworthy men can be found and new
public offices be reformed. The cam-
panile fell because it was too old and
neglected to stand the surgical opera-
tion performed on it. But its founda-
| tiong are, Cocmmendatore Boni says, ui-
| less something extaordinary has hap-
| pened during the last eight years, as
| firm and strong as ever. He is in a
position to know this, for he himsgelf

The origin of this game, llke
place of Homer, or tghe p'roblo’xum‘;fhlrrtk?e
Sphinx, bas ever been a contes.ed polat
Hence its antiguity—its cx;.cn'"gegconl
tinues to be invoived in considerable doubt
Some historians suppose 1t to have bieu
imported from the I’ersians during the
Consulship of the Roman vucuilus. Others
contend that the honor of introducing the
game into Europe from the KEast is as-
signed to the Kmperor Caligula, The most
reliable, at least the most plausible, ac-
count of the origin and antiquity of ‘he
game of billiards, is i1aken from certain
p:n'(-l}mvn: manuseripts, once the property
of Sir Reginald Moriimer, who was con-
temporary with Peter the Hermit, and who
ficured in the eleventh century, somewhere
about the year 1085. Sir .ginald was
smong the Knights Templars who returned
in satety from the first crusade to the Holy
Land, and afterwards joined the second
crusade, led by Richard Cocur de Lion.
It {s known that on the return of the
Templar Knizhts from Palestine the game,
now called billlards, was introduced by
them, and was at that time considered not
only an amusement, but a means of pre-
serving health, and to which the cloistered
monks of that period were permitted by
their superiors to have recourse. At this
time it was not considered among the
ecarnal amusem¢nts by the fountain heads
and only sources of the Christian faith.
Anterior to this, if known at all by the
Momens, as is generally -supposed, a
mnust have perished, together with many
other mnoble arts, on the overthrow of
their empire. Thougb cradled in the mon-
asterieg, having been introduced into Eu-
rope by the Knights Templars, the game
is supposed to have shared their fate, and
died out when the order was overthrown
by the cupidity of FEuropean monarchs.
We next hear of the game in ibe reign of
Loyls XI. of France, who preferfed this
innocent pastime to the bloody tourna-
ments that were then o popular with the
court.

It is said that the game, when intro,
duced into France, became very much im-
proved upon the original crude game im-
! ported from the East, and that during the
roign of ome of the Henrys an artisan of
Paris named Henri de Vigne was commis-
sioned by the King to desgn and manu-
facture a billiard table, with a bed of
stone, covered with c¢loth, having a hole
and hazard pocket in the centre, into
which the balls were driven; this table
was to be appropriated to the use of the
Dauphin, at that time a Junatic at the
I'nlace of Versailles.

The game was much patronized during
the reign of Henry IIl., at which time it
recelved its appellation of ‘‘the noble
game.”’

SPEAKER LEFT THE CHAIR FOR QUIET

Suggested Compromise in the Tariff
Bill Raises Duty on Maiting
Barley,

Berlin, Nov. 28.—There were stormy
times again to-day in the Reichstag.
After a quiet afternoon Dr. Bachem,
Centre Party, took the tribune and
threatened the Socialists {with more
Strenuous parliamentary measures,
whereupon the Socialist members rush-
ed forward as if intending to storm the
tribune, and President Von Ballestrom
put on his hat and left the chair, sus-
pending the sitting, The session was
resumed later.

tlI is an unprecedented occurrence for
the Reichstag to suspend a sitting ow=-
ing to disorder. The House wasadis-
cussing the motion of the majority
parties ,to vote the second reading of
the tariff bill as a whole, without a
paragraph discussion, as contemplated
by the rules, The minority would thus
be unable to long delay the final vote,
and were furiously indignant at what

they called the complete suppression of
the rights of the minority.

Berlin, Nov. 28.—The compromise on
the tariff bill is, according to the Ger-
mania, generally accepted as correct,
and is as follows: Minimum duty on
malting barley is raised to $1. The
minimum duty on cattle and meat is
ahandoned under conditions to be here-
after announced, and certain duties on
manufactures are reduced. The motion
of the members of the Centre Party,
applying the surpluses derived from
the duties on foodstuffs to the insur-
ance fund for widows and orphans,
and the abolition of the urban Oectrol
duties were agreed to. Apart from
}hese_ the most noteworthy point is that
the increases in duties decided on by
the Tariff Committee shali be the basis
of the next general tariff.

CONTROL OF NEW HEBRIDES,

Return to France ~f #Hovernor of
New Caledonia Starts Rumors,

Vancouver, 8.C., Nov. ¥8,—The steam-
ship Aorangi arrives to-day from Aus-
tralia with the folowing mall advices:

M. Feillet, Guvernor of New Cale-
donia, has bpeen hurriedly called to
France, and .it ® Dbelieved that the

French government desires to consuit
M. Feillet in reference to the reported
British claims in New Hebrides.

On M. Feillet being interviewed he
said that his mission to France was to
consult with the Minister for the Col-
onies on important matters. When
asked if the sudden call had anything
to do with the strained relations Le-
tween England and France regarding
New Hebrides, M. Feillet said he would
talk about anything but the New Heb-
rides and the negotiations between
Epgland and France respecting these
islands.

On being pressed for an answer, he
said that there was a strong feeling in
the New Hebrides and in Caledonia
that the New Hebrides should be an-
nexed to France, considering that they
were the natural appendage to Cale-
donia,

The telegram received from Paris by
M. Feillet read: *“Necessary I should
confer with you immediately about an
important question. Come at once.”

In Caledonia those professing to
know say that England and France
are now actively negotiating, both with
a view of strengthening their hold on
Caledpnia. England is pressing for
more equitable control or to take the
iNew Hebrides under her wing entirely.

Lorenz Sees Lolita.

SIX THOUSAND LAND GRANTS.

Applieations From Vets Still Pour-
ing Into Crown Lands Department.

“There were sent out from the Crown
Lands Department yesterday after-
noon over six thousand certificates 1o
veterans entitled to land grants' un-

der the act passed for that purpose in
the season of 1900. Accompanying
jeach certificate is a circular giving
| full infornration’ as to the mode of
procedure for the selection of lots, as
well as a statement showing the town-
ships in which locations can be made,
with the name of the Crown Lands
agent, under whose direction each of
these townships is. In reality, how-
ever, the area from which selections
can be made, will be even larger than
the list of townships named as, by
i Order-in-Council, under authority of
the act, all unlocated lands that are
now open for settlement anywhere in
the province will be available for the
vetérans to select from.

! - The six thousand certificates sent out
vesterday do not comprise all who will
| be entitled to land, as a good many
{ cases in connection with which there
ymay be some question as to whether
| they come within the provisions of the
act have yet to be dealt with.

| Then new applications are still com-
ing in, sometimes as many as 15 or
20 a day being received. The time
specified by the act in which applica-
tion can be made expires on Dec. 31.
next.

At the request of a number of veter-
ans in Toronto and vicinity the Muni-
cipal Committee Room at the Parlia-
ment Buildings has been set apart and
hung with maps of the province, and
where literature dealing with New On-
tario will be provided under the general
charge of Mr. Southworth, director cf
colonization, who will have some one
there during the day, as wefl as in the
evenings from 8 to 10 o’clock, for ihe
purpose of giving information to those
who may desire it. This special ar-
rangement will continue for
weeks, which will probabfly be
enough to give ample opportunity to
those who wish to obtain information
in this way.
