“Andrew Knapp came to his death
or. the morning of Dec. 25, /1907, from
hemeorrhage of the brain, the result of a
street car accident In Church-street,
just south of Shuter-street, between 6
and 7 o'clock Tuesday, Dec. 24, and we
are of the opinion that cases of this
nature are treated too Ii_ghtly and do
not recelve proper consideration, and
would recommend that & thoro diag-
nosis of all injured persons be made as
soon as possible after arrival at the
hospital.”
This was the verdict delivered last
night by a jury under Coroner R. J.
Wilson, after hearing a great mass of
evidence. Immediately after the acci-
dent, Knapp was taken to the hospital.
There it was decided that he was mere-
ly drunk, and he was removed to the
Agnes-street police station. He was
taken back to the hospital early Christ-
mas morning, where he died about 8
o’clock. A

PADEREWSKI'S ESCAPE.

His Throat Almost Cut When Private
Car Was Bumped.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 6.—Ignace Pad-
erewski, the famous pianist, had a
narrow escape from death last night.

He was being shaved by his valet in
his private car, which had been de-
tached from the train in the raiiroad
yards here, when a switch engine
bumped up against the car. The jolt
sent the razor into the musician’s
throat.

Fortunately the, valet turned the
blade sufficiently ‘to avold any’ vital
spot, altho a considerable gash was
inflicted.

The narrow escape so unnerved him
that it was an hour before he could
regain his composure sufficiently to go
to the hall, which he did with his
throat in_ bandages.

He would not permit- his attendant
to complete the shave, so he appeared
half shaved, one side of his face hav-
ing been shaved before the accident.

Astigmatism From Reading in Bed.

Astigmatism, which is %a condition
where the refractive powers differ in
the different meridians of the eye, is in
most cases hereditary, but it is often
acquired. The error of acquired astig-
matism often takes place during and
after a severe illness and can be avoid-
ed by proper precautions. The whole
system is in a weakened condition, and
the person so afflicted, being confined
to the house, will resort to reading to
pass away the time, and this is often
practiced while in a reclining position.
There cah be nothing more injurious
than this practice.

Reading under these conditio~s over-
burdens the muscles, and the action of
these muscles upon the form of the eye
causes an irregularity in th» curvature
of the cornea, which§ls known as astig-
matism. This is detrimpntal to distant
vision, and makes reafding and near
work difficult.

. CULBRA CUT.

Great Battle With "Nature . on the
Panama Canal.

Says The New York Sun:

There are those who have wondered
whether, apart from the tropical wea-
ther, the difficulties of overcoming the
engineering obstacles of Culebra cut
were not over-estimated.

But when it is remembered that this
nine mile strip, varying from 260 feet
to the top of Gold Hill, west of Cule-
bra, is composed of rock, slime, gra.vel
and tropical dirt; when it is borne in
mind that the existing prism of this
canal is subject to frequent landslides,
and when it is considered that this re-
gion is washed by a torrentiai rainfail
wnich exceeds 1z 1eet yearly, some re-
alization of the difficulties presented

will be possible.

It is one thing' to blast and shovel a
million cubic yards out of Culebra,
but it is another problem, says a writ-
er in Out West, so to place the excava-
tion that it will be out of the way for
all time or to so place it that it will
protect the canal channel on tne low-

All of us have intelligent friends who
seem to think that it is only necessary
to excavate and throw the dirt along
the banks of the waterway. But as
the tourist obtains his first view of
the cut at Empire he observes that the
rapidity with which the dirt trains are
enabled to move out is the measure of
‘the day’s achievement.

Thru this -region, in order to assurg¢
a prism of definite width, it has been
found necessary to increase the pro-
posed width from time to time as one
landslide followed another; and while
that increases the total amount of the |
excavation it renders possible the plac- |
ing of tracks one above another to ac-
commodate the dirt trains.

During the month of July, 1904, 31,000
cubic yards of dirt were excavated at
Culebra cut; one year later the month-
ly excavation was upward of 80.000
cubic yards, dand during the month of
July, 1906, 157,000 cubic yards were re-
moved from':the nine mile strips.

It is worthy of notice that on March
14. 1907, the daily excavation was |
greater than the amount shoveled out '
| during the first month of July cited.
The present monthly excavation va-|
ried between six and eight bundred
| thousand cubic yards; and with the|
passing of the rainy season 1,600,000 |
cubic vards a month will be the as- |
sured excavation record of the Ct!Iebra‘

L army.

Rut back of this record of monthly |
excavation and as a preliminary con-
dition essential to the present efficiency
of the Culebra army is the storv of |
the conquest of the Isthmian jungle. |

division. In many instances onutlets
for drainage are impracticable and the
water supply can only be ditched in
one pool. The progress of each steam
shovel leaves in its train new and va-
ried drainage ‘problems,

. This has necessitated constructing
pools by filling in, deepening ditches,
confining the water by rough stone
walls, and ditching the large side pools,
thus turning all the water into the
main ditech, where it forms a swift run-
ning stream unfavorable to mosquito
breeding. Drip barrels of oil have been
placed “at points where  the current
slowed down, and this, combine&@ with
the rapidity of the current, has reduc-
ed mosquito breeding in the canal cut
to a minimum.

The malarial reports of the district
physicians being tabulated, the num-
ber of cases in the different camps is
compared with that of the previous
three weeks. If there is a decided in-
crease of malaria at any camp the in-
spector of that district is telephoned
to look for the peint of infection.

The mosquito inspector take the:list
and goes over the whole ground in
order of greatest increase, locating or
confirming the point of infection, and
reports upon the measures best adapt-
‘ed for the removal of the same. All
the laborers of the district who can be
spared from the daily routine work
are at once concentrated at that point
to make a swift and effective end to
the mosquito breeding places.

Toronto and its suburbs must . have
that cheap ®power, and no franchises
must be granted, directly or indirectly,
and nothing done otherwise to ham-
per or restrict the absolute freedom
of the citizens to re-arrange the urban
and radial transportation service in'
the public interest. ;

One may
not justify the other; neither does an
eye for only one side make up for
a blind peeper. As a matter of fact
The News has not proved any re-
pudiation and it has proved its blind
eye.

NEEDN'T GIVE PARTICULARS

Master in Chambers Rules In Favor|

of Frank Arnoldl.

The master-in-chambers yestefday
issued judgment that Frank Arnoldi,
K.C., need not furnish further par-
ticulars in his suit against G R R,
Cockburn for $7500 for services ren-
dered.

“It was argued,” he says, “that the
defendant should be allowed to ex-

amine the plaintiff's dockets and blot-
ters during the whole period of his
services: to the defendant This was
put on two grounds: (1) That such an
examination would show how far the
plaintiff’s whole time was given to
the defendant; (2) What value plain-
tiff put on his time and services when
acting for other clients. But I can-
not think this should be allowed.

“Such an examination would disclose
the affairs of other clients and would
not be possible without their consent.
Even if allowed by them it would niot
furnish any guide as to what plain-
tiff is entitled to in this action.

“The present case i{s unique in the
history of our counts so far as I am
aware, nor is the plaintiff usually oc-
cupied as are some of the other legd-
ing counsel in cases of this kind which
are so full of possible results ~f the
most serious character to defendants
Cases which incvolve a merely pecun-
tary lability, however large (such for
instance as the action brought by the
Ontario Bank against the defendant,
and his co-directors) are on a totally
different plane from those in which
Tcharacter and liberty, and indirectly
it may be, even life itself, are at
stake.”

WHEAT AND GOLD.

That the phenomenally high com-
modity prices in recént years have
been due in part, at least, to the en@r-
mous . increase in the volume of gold
in the world’s money circulation, we
helieve is pretty generally agreed to by
eronomists.  Such, indeed, is one fun-
damental law of price-making; and the
‘vs0f that the production of gold has
Heen more than twice doubled in the
past’ twenty years—notably increased
by leaps and bounds in the past ten
years—Iis undoubtedly the secret of the
tremendous business expansion all
around the world since 1900.

To trace the effect of gold deprecifu
tion on the prices of a single com-
modity, like wheat, for example, Is
rather difficult, however. With wheat
at 75 cents last January, $1.12 for-May
delivery on October 14, below $1 in No-
vember and back above a dollar now
and rising, the Jlaw cited does not
seem to apply to- this commodity. But
it must not be forgotten that the high
prices at harvest caused an unnatural
gsushing of grain to market, which was
checked only by the inability of the
carriers to deliver it. at the terminals
and later by the impossibility of pay-
ing for it in cash. Naturally, a slump
came, in defiance of all other laws,
from which ‘the market has now re-
covered; and the recent rise may g0
on until even the predicted §1.26 per
bushel may be realized in Chicago.

But coming back to:the law and the
effect of depreciating gold, one is in-
clined to believe with: the commercial

+“Men who devote their lives to liter-
ary work,” he said, “are usually fluent
writers, but they discover their limi-
tations when they come ;to speak in
public. One literary man, recently our
guest, spoke for six minutes; another
tor 15 minutes. We are fortunate in
having to-day Mr, Warman, who has
promised to speak for 30 minutes.”

“I promised to 'speak 30 minutes it
the. police did not interfere,” explain-
ed Mr. Warman. ‘“Speaking is not
my long suit—(laughter)—my Prince
Albert, as they would say in the Bow-
ery.”

Mr., Warman gave figures to show
that deer shooting was a most profit-
able amusement for the country.

Circulated False Reports.

Councillor Irwin attributes his defeat
in great measure to the strong ‘second
term sentiment which bxisted. Tho dis-
appointed at the result %o took his defeat
manfully and extends thanks to thosf:\
who supported him. «I understand;
sald he, ‘‘that the local option pecple cir-
culated a report that I was the liquor
candidate,, which is a lie. I am sOrry
for the people, not foy myself. Consider
the record of the bungling way in which
business has been carried on during the
past year, especially with regard to theA
street railways and the power bylaw. I
didn’t organize at all and must abide by
the result. I have notgdecided’as to
whether I will again be a candidate for
the mayoralty.” ‘e >

Did Not Canvas.

J. G. Wright attributed his defeat to
not canvassing. ‘I never asked for a
single vote,”’ said he, “gand many of my
supporters gave their votes to othe_rs,
thinking I was sure of election. 'l‘hey'ye
told me that already—dozens of them.

S. Ryding took his defeat in a good-
ratured way, and declared he would be
a candidate for the mayoralty next year,
no matter who was in the field. -

There were no meetings of any kind to-
right and all the candidates disappeared
quietly. when the results were known.

The total vote cast to-day was not |

equal to last year. This is probably due
to ‘the fact that additional interest was
taken in last year’s election on account
of the bylaw submitted to repeal local
option.

The Toronto Railway has tiled with the
Ontario Raijlway 13oard its reply to the
application by Toronto Junction for an
order compelling the ¢company to continue
the service from Humberside to Keele-
street.

The company claﬂl\s that the Junction
gave the Suburban Street Railway sole
running rights over that part of Dundas-
street within the bounds of the munici-
paiity for 23 years from 1898. In 1599 there
was a triple compact, as a result of which
certain rights over the suburban tracks
were given to the Toronto Railway, and
to which the Junction.assented.

It 'is asserted that the company never
agreed to continue to exercise the sald
running rights during the whole period
of the grant to the Suburban Company
or any specific portion thereof.

Chief Justice Falconbridge decided that
the court has no jurlsdiction to interfere
in the dispute between the Toronto Sub-
urban Rdilway Company and Toronto
Junction, and referred the matter to the
Ontario Railway and Municipal Board at
their meeting on Wednesday at 11 a.m.
