Thoniaston,” Me., Nov. 14—Minot St. Clair

A telephone message was received
by Wardén Norton from the prison at Wool-
wich, and the warden said that he had no
doubt that the man.scen in Woolwich was
the escaped prisoner. g

It was known that Irancis: was in. Wis-
casset early this morning, and that he got
breakfast at a farm house in the outskirts
of the town. -Later he was seen- walking
along the road, leading from Wiscasset| to
the Bath_ferry at Woelwich, by’ a rural free
delivery carrier. At that time he was about
a mile from Woolwich town line. The letter
carrier -had in his pocket a newspaper con-
taining a picture of Krancis, and was posi-
tivé in: ‘his identification of the man. lle
notified the Woolwich authorities as soon as
possible, and & posse was organized to search
for the negro, while at the same time the
Bath police were notifled to keep a strict
watch along the river front tonight. ’

It was learned this evening that late this
afternoon a colored man who is believed to
Lave been Francis, went to the house of
Mrs, George Merrill, in the outskirts of the
town, and demanded food.  Mrs. Merrill was
alone in the house, and complied with the
demand. After receiving the food, the negro
hurried away. 7

given- him by some of Francis' fellow pris-
oners that the escaped man will try to leave
th:t state by shipping on a veszel at some

port.
