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THE BURGLAR

Post Office--Was Seen
and Fled.

Moncton, Dec.  21:—(Special)—
Another burglary was reported this
morning. This time it was the post
office, but the burglar was detected
getting away. with his plunder /and
was forced to drop the mail bags
and run.

About two o’clock this morning ias
a citizen was, wending his way home
along Queen, street, he savz a man
skulking in the vicinity of the post
officc with a large bundle over his
shoulder. The individual’s actions
being of a suspicious nature the cit-
izen started to investigate, but the
party was on the alert, and finding
he was caught dropped the bundle
and succeeded in escaping.

When the citizen came up he found
that the bundle consisted of two
mail bags. The police were notified
and the bags taken charge of.

There it was learned
that the office had been burglarized.

The burglar had effected ad en-
trance by boring through the panels
of twn doors leading into the back

St. John, N. B., paperS are just
now discussing whether the jail there,
is really a jail or a club. This has
arisen from the discovery, that the
prisoners confined in it are allowed
to spend most of their time in smok-
ing, conversing and card-playing. It
is feared this may lead to the
gravitation towards Saint John,
of the idle and dissolute who may
be fascinated by the attractions of
free shelter, food, fire, cards,tobacco
and the joys of conversation a limit-
ation of such privileges and luxuries
for those who tarry in the strong
house as temporary wards of the law
18 strongly urged. As one of our
Bluenose contemporaries aptly re-
marks, during the winter especially,
vagrants or law-breakers the value of
whose usual freedom is lessened by
the rigors of the climate, might wel-
come a term in jail as an escape from
the vexations necessity attendant up-
on facing a chill world and seeking
there the necessities denied to all who
will not labor. The comforts, not
to say attractions of a jail may not
be great. They are probably exag-
gerated. But they may be so great
as to destroy the wusefulness of a
rlace intended for the®purposes of de-
tention and warning, and this may
apply to other jails as well as to
that at St. John, N. B.
