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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

OF THE

PROVINCE OF QUEBEC RIFLE ASSOCIATION.

CONSTITUTION.

As Revised 14th August, 1889.

1. That this Association be called the * PrRovINCE OF QUEBEC RIFLE
AssocIATION,” and shall have for its object the encouragement of rifle
shooting in the Province.

2. Any person subscribing Two dollars to the funds of the Associa-
tion shall be a member thereof for the year in which such subscription
shall be made.

3. A donation of Twenty dollars in cash, at any one time, for that
express purpose, or of a prize of not less value than Forty Dollars, to
be competed for at the Annual Prize Meeting, shall make the donor
eligible for election as a Life Member at next Annual Meeting of

Council.

4. Any regularly constituted Rifle Association or Corps subscribing
Ten dollars or upwards, per annum, to the Funds of the Association
shall be considered as being in connection with it, and shall be entitled
to a number of memberships, for competition only, in proportion of
one for every dollar so subscribed. The Association thus affiliating is
to select from its members the persons to hold such memberships.

5. There shall be a Patron and Vice-Patrons, named by the Council.
(The Lieutenant-Governor of the Province of Quebec for the time
being, shall be respectfully requested to become * Patron.”
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6. There shall be a President, to be elected at the Annual Business
Meeting of the Association.

7- There shall be four Vice-Presidents—one for each Brigade
Major’s Division—to be elected in the same manner as the President.

8. There shall be a Council composed as follows, viz:

1st. Eight members to be elected annually at the Business
Meeting,

2nd. One representative member from each Affiliated Asso-
ciation or Corps in this Province.

9. The President, Vice-Presidents, the District Deputy Adjutants-
General of Militia and Brigade-Majors of the Province of Quebec,
shall be members ex-officio of the Council.
shall form a quorum ; and in the

Five members of Council
event of vacancies occurring in the
ause whatever, the rcmaining members of
the Council shall have the power of filling such vacancies. All mem-
bers of Council, excepting representatives of Affiliated Associations,
must be Individual members of the Association,

10. Representatives to the Council shall be chosen by the Associa-
tions they represent, and the names of delegates, when changed, shall

be sent to the Secretary at least one month prior to the Annual
Meeting.

11. The Council shall, at its first meeting, choose from its members
a Chairman.

12. There shall be a Secretary and a Treasurer, both to be appointed
annually by the Council, and holding office during pleasure.

13. The Council shall have the sole management of (he income
and funds of the Association, rendering an account to the yearly
meeting, such account having been previously audited by a person or
Persons, not members of the Council, who shall be annually named by
the Council for that purpose. The Council shall also have the entire
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management and superintendence of the affairs and concerns of the
Association, and shall or may do all such acts or deeds as shall appear
to them necessary or essential to be done for the purpose of ¢ wrrying
into effect the object and views of the Association,

4. The Council shall be regulated in their proccedings by such
By-laws as may from time to time be enacted by them ; no By-law
being in any case altered, or new one proposed, without at least one
month’s notice of such intention being given to each member of

Council.

15. The Annual Prize Meeting shall be heid at such time and place
as may be determined on by the Council ; and the prizes shall be
competed for in accordance with such regulations as may be passed

from time to time by the Council.

16. An Annual Report, embracing an audited account of the
finances, shall be drawn up by the Secretary, and shall (having been
previously submitted to the Council), be published as soon after the
Prize Meeting as may be found practicable.

17. An Annual Business Meeting of the members of the Associa-
tion, for the election of Officers and Council, who shall assume office
on the first day of succeeding January, and the transaction of other
business, shall be held at such time and place as may be determined

on by the By-laws.

18. No alteration in the Constitution siall be made except by a reso-
lution duly passed at the Annual Business Meeting, or some adjourn-
ment thereof, and no such resolution shall be proposed unless a no-
tice in writing of the terms of such resolution, signed by two members
as proposer and seconder thereof, shall have been given to the Secre-
tary one month at least, previous to the Annual Business Meeting at
which the same is to be proposed ; and it shall be the duty of the
Secretary to immediately notify all members of the Association of
such proposed amendments, and also to post them on the bulletin
board at the opening of the Annual Matches.
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THE TWENTY-FOURTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

PROVINCE OF QUEBEC RIFLE ASSOCIATIUN.

Your Council, in rendering an account of the working of the
Association for the past year, regret that they cannot congratulate you
on the state of the Finances.

In the first place, the donations and subscriptions were not as
large as was expected. The collecting for the Sufferers by the fire in
St. John, Newfoundland, interfered considerably with the subscrip-
tions to the Association. In the second place, the weather during
the week of the Matches was so extremely wet, that it interfered
materially with the shooting of the regular Matches, and very seriously
with the selling of Extra Series Tickets, from which source special
returns were expected this year, as extra time had been arranged for,
in the time-table to allow of a good lot of Extra Series shooting.

Another serious loss to the Association was the dropping of the
Annual grant of $300 by the Provincial Government. This item having
been omitted in the estimates and naturally overlooked by the Honor-
able Treasurer.

The indebtedness of the Association from last year, to the mem-
bers of the Executive Commiitee, was wiped off early in the season,
but has had to be resewed, in part, to enable the Treasurer to pay off
all the existing liabilities. His statements will give vou full details of
this matter.

RANGES.

The Ranges at Cote St. Luc are now in very good order, and the
targets work most satisfactorily. Two first class targets were opened
for practice for the first time this year, and will prove a great boon to
members of City Corps who have won, or wish to win, a place on the
Bisley Team.



A telephone line from 800 and goo yards firing points to the first
class butt was strung at the expense of the Association, making the
telephone service on the Ranges most complete,

A house for the Caretaker of the Ranges, and Armoury for the
competitors is stjll wanting, but we trust the incoming Council will
make a strong effort to induce the Department to buijld one this coming
year.

PRrizg MEETING.

In accordance with the suggestions in last year's report the pro-
gramme was again drawn up for a meeting to last four days, with a
time-table to accommodate 180 competitors. The valye and number of
the prizes were on the same lines as last vear,

A Long Range Match was added to the programme, 7 shots each
at 800 and goo yards, open only to the Twelve first aggregates in
Matches Nos. 5, 7, and 8.

There was a slight increase in the Entries over last year, the total
being 1756 Entries, as against 1636 last year,and 2021 for 1890, The
Team Entries were 43 aygainst 28 |ast year, and 47 in 18go,

The largest number of Entries in any oae regular Match was 149

in the Frontier, as against 129 last year and 174 in 189o0.

The largest number of entries in Extra Series, was in the 600 yards
474 entries.  The time for Extra Series Shooting was much increased,
though on the other hand the incessant rain during the Matches was
a great drawback, and prevented a large number of competitors frem

shooting a much larger number of Extra Series Tickers than they
otherwise would have done.

The heavy €xpenses attendant on the carrying out of the pro-
gramme, as at present drawn out, has engaged the serious attention of
the Executive Committee and your Council, and in view of the fact
that the average number of competitors which can be expected to
attend the Matches is aboyt 50, the question arises, should not ap
attempt be made to reduce the Programme so that it can be carried out
in three days, and at 3 much less expense than at present,

The new Council should take this matter up early in the season,
and give it their earnest consideration,
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A suggestion has been made that the P. Q. R. A. should encour-
rage the riflemen of the Province, by closing some of the Matches to
outside competitors residing in other Provinces

Your Council would strongly protest against any such action. The
Matches of this Association have been open to the competitors from
all parts of the Dominion ever since its organization in 1869, and it
would be a step backwards, instead of forwards, to commence closing
our Matches to the other Provinces.

The suggestion from last year’s report, that the Matches should
be held the first week in July, instead of the second week in August,
did not seem to meet with the approval of the competitors.

There was no presentation of Prizes this year, nor any At Home ;
the Finances of the Association not warranting the expense.

\ general invitation, was, however, sent through the daily papers
to the friends of the Association to visit the Ranges at any time during
the Matches, especially on Tuesday.

FINANCES.

The Treasurer’s Statement will show you a balance of $40.87, with
a few small accounts still unpaid, and a liability to the members of the
Executive Committee of $400.00.

A list of the property owned by the Association will be found at
the end of the Report, and we would suggest that a Comnittee be
appointed to place a valuation on the articles contained therein.

MEMBERSHIP.

Individual membership, $2.00.

Affiliating Associations are entitled to ten (10) member’s tickets and one badge
on payment of $10.

The abova subscription must be paid on or before the 4th of August. Twenty
per cent. additional will be charged after that date,

Firing shall commence each day at g o'clock precisely.

All firing shall be conducted under officers or persons appointed for the duty
by the Executive Committee, and all Competitors shall be under their authority.

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS.

1. Competitors must make themselves acquainted with the regulations, as
also with the conditicns of the Match for which they have entered, as in neither case
will the plea of ignorance be entertained.

2. The Range Officers will decide disputes on the ground. Appeal from their
decisions may be made in writing to the Executive Committee, whose decision will
be final and without recourse. Their decision to be given in writing to the
Secretary,

3. When at the firing point they must comply with all orders given by the
Range Officer, or Officer in charge

1.—GENERAL REGULATIONS.

I.—No Active Militiaman shall shoot as a member of more than one corps.

II.—No non comissioned officer or private, employed by the P.Q.R.A. for
duty at the firing points or in the butts, shall shoot either for a prize or for practice
during the meeting.

III.—In all competitions restricted to Active Militiamen, or in which they
shoot as such, the uniform of their corps shall be worn, and in accordance with the
R. and O. of M., viz. :

1. Tunic, patrol or regulation fatigue jacket with waist belt. Elbow caps not
allowed.

2. Trousers.

3. Regimental head dress, or a cap cover, with or without a cap under it.

Cap Covers or puggerees may be worn over the regimental full or undress cap
and great coats or waterproofs over uniform.

All officers of the same corps must appear in the same order, as must also non-
commissioned officers and privates, but where a duly authorized undress for officers
exists, they may appear in it, although the non-commissioned officers and privates
may be in full dress, Cross belts need not be worn.
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4. In competitions not restricted to the Active Militia, Competitors must ap-
pear either in complete uniform o wholly in plain clothes, Any objections on the
score of a competitor’s dress must be raised &:fore he takes up his position to shoot,
or while he is shooting.

IV.—Competitors mu t submit their rifles and ammunition for inspection when
required.

V. —Tixed artificial rests will not bz allowed, except in the Skirmishing Match.

VI. —Competitors may use a waterproof sheet, mat or great coat, not folded
up, but laid flat on the ground ; but no cork beds or elbow rests will be allowed
except those furnished by the Association,

VII.—No wiping out between shots will be permitted,

VIIL.—No competitor shall load until he has taken his position at the firing
point, and the Register Keeper has given the word « All clear ! ”

IX.—One sighting shot will be allow ed at each range, Tickets must be handed

to the Register Keeper before competitor fires his first shot,
X.—Sighting shot tickets will be sold at entry wicket, |

rice ten cents each,
which will include one round of ammunition,
