2000 miles in length with an average
hreatdth of not much more than 50
miles.

said, perhaps justly, that the Maritime
Provinces could never agree regarding
their needs. But even admitting this
to be true, the Royal Commission has
finally got at the facts, crystallized
the handicaps, and made - its recom-
mendations. So that, any such charge
today is rendered abortive.

One of the fundamental complaints
of the Maritimes is the fact that the
population of these three provinces has
shown no growth. The Upper Cana-
dian will immediately ask “Why should
it?” If Upper Canadians feel that the
population should have shown no
growth in these provinces, the Mari-
time Provinces feel in their turn that
they should not have been called upon
to make their contribution towards the
settlement of other portions of the
Dominion, more especially when such
colonization has been accompanied by
no increase in the traffic through Mari-
time ports. In other words, much of
the colonization in the West for which
the Maritimes have helped to pay, has
benefitted none but western and central |
Canada. The Maritimes rightly feel |
that they are deserving of consideration
in this regard.

ABSENTEE OWNERSHIP.

There is another handicap under
which the Maritimes labor, which per-
haps falls into the psychological rather
than the actual class, namely, what
might be termed absentee ownership.

This is perhaps best exemplified by
the remark of one leading Saint John
business man, who said: “When they
need a new hospital in Montreal or
Toronto, business leaders go out and |
raise half a million dollars with com- |
paratively little effort. When we here,
in the Maritimes, put on a charity
drive, we go to all the business firms,
many of whom say to us, ‘We are sorry,
but our head office is in Montreal or
Toronto, and you must apply there for
donations” . Consequently,” said this
business man, “if my wife falls ill, I
must send her to Upper Canada to one
of the hospitals there to obtain the
best treatment.” This, of course, is
but a minor grievance; nevertheless it
simply adds fuel to the fire.

Then, many of the industries of
these provinces are languishing, through
one cause or another.

Marked Decrease in Export of

MONCTON, N. B., Nov. 22.—
All cities in the Maritime
Provinces have recorded increas-
ed express business during the
last year, H. R. Hauch, superin-
tendent of the Canadian Nation-

morning. e increase, while
not large, is indicative of the
general trend of business in the

three provinces.

The upward movement began in the
latter half of 1925, and has continued
since that time, every month with the
exception of October last, recording
better business.

OCTOBER DECREASE.

The *decrease in October is account-
ed for largely, Mr. Hauch said, by the
falling off in fox shipments which are
later this season than they were last.
Movements of lobsters from New
Brunswick has been somewhat heavier,
but a marked decrease was shown in
the exports of small fruits, principally
strawberries, owing to unfavorable
weather during the growing season.

SYDNEY, Australia, Nov. 22—Ex-
citing scenes occurred in the Legisla-
tive Assembly of New South Wales
this morning when ‘Premier Lang’s
Labor -government  was beaten by one
vote, following' last ~week’s election.
Ex-Minister Louhglin and two others
voted with the Opposition, the vote
being faken on a minor motion, but
the great defeat is critical and a cen-
sure motion by the Opposition is a
foregone conclusion. Dramatic week-
end negotiations were made to bring
in the insurgents in line but they were
unsuccessful, and when the vote was
taken epithets were hurled at the in-
surgents while the members of the
Opposition cheered wildly. It is now
forecasted that the parliament will be
dissolved and a premature election
will be held early in the new year. It
is believed Premier Lang could have
healed the breach by resigning the
leadership of the Laborites but he told
the insurgents in strong language to
go to a warmer climate.

CHANGE KING'S TITLE.

“The precise constitutional position
of the representatives of the crown
have never yet been clearly defined,”
the Guardian continues, “and they each
have the combined functions of a con-
stitutional representative of the crown
and an agent for the practical purposes
of the home government, hence there
is much confusion concerning their ac-
tual powers, of which an unfortunate
example was recently seen in Canada.
This is now to cease, and a dominion
governor will henceforth stand precise-
ly in the same relation to his govern-
ment as the sovereign to the British
government, while the official relations
between the home and dominion gov-

ROME, Nov. 22—Pope Pius, in an

encyclical, condemns the “blood
tyranny” suffered by the clergy
and faithful in Mexico, exhorts
those in other lands to continue
prayers in behalf of the Mexicans,
and expresses faith in the final
victory of the church.

The description of conditions in
Mexico, the encyclical says, recalls
the atrocities of the worst periods
of persecution, including the
French Revolution, whose martyrs
the Pontiff recently glorified,
“thnking also of their imitators,
the martyrs of Mexican persecu-
tion.”

In contrast to the gloomy piuc-
ture of the horrors of the perse-
cution, the Pope describes the
splendid spectacle of resistance of-

fered by Bishops, priests and lay-

men, especially the members of the
principal  Catholic  associations,
which he praises by name,

He mentions principal heroes in
the fight for religious I{berty, re-
calling “with especial love and
pride” those youths who, being
asked to cheer for their persecutor,
preferred death, which they met
with rosaries in their hands, exalt-
ing Christ as King.

He also recounts the even more
‘horrible fate of Christian virgins,
who, the encyclical says,, have
with “Satanic hate” been ilnpris-
oned and subjected to the wost ill-
treatment,

The Pope then recalls the divine
promise of future victory and the
immortality of the church, even
amid the most terrible storms, and
expresses the hope that the per-
secutors themselves may repent,

realizing how much their country
and they themselves owe to the
church and the Catholic religion.

MEXIOO CITY, Nov. 21—Con-

demnation of the Mexican
authorities by Pope Pius in an en-
cyclical published at Rome yes-
terday is declared by Mexican
officials to be based wupon false
premises; they deny that there has
been any torture of Catholics in
Mexico.

These reports, which are being
disseminated through the world
the officials think are of a political
character, in attempting to show
that Catholics are being persecuted
in Mexico. Catholics, like the
adherents of all other religions, it is
declared, are being merely required
to obey the Mexican constitution
and laws.

While the Nova Scotian coal or steel
worker well realizes that these Upper
Canadian plants are-adjacent to their
markets, yet he feels with some justi-
fication that the Dominion revenues
obtained in protecting steel might be
devoted to a bounty or subsidy, so that
the one plant in Canada which is able
to manufacture steel from raw mater-

- jals drawn from only British sources

should not languish and thus reduce,
not only the Nova Scotian output of
steel, but also its production of coal,
which plays such a prominent part in
steel manufacture.

The confederation of the nine prov-
inces has undoubtedly directed the
flow of capital in Canada away from
There are many rea-
sons for this. In the first place, there
are many idle plants along the Atlan-
tic seaboard. This has been due, in
some instances, to consolidations, which
have closed the Maritime plants and
which have kept their mills in oper-
ation in central Canada, where they
are more adjacent to their markets.
Then, other plants have been closed
through competition with larger oper-
ators in central Canada, who have been
able to cut costs through larger pro-
duction. Thus, capitalists hesitate to
invest in provinces whose past record
shows so many failures, due to one
factor alone, namely, confederation.

Upper and western Canadians some-
times charge the Maritime Provinces
with lack of initiative. The mere repe-
tition of such charges naturally does
not make them any the truer. In fact,
the evidence all points the other way.
One of the finest products of the Mari-
time Provinces is young men; these
have migrated to the United States,
to other parts of Canada, and to other
parts of the Empire. The success

‘ ‘whieh they have achieved in other

fields is so well known as to not need
any enlargement. Every Canadian ad-
mits the prominent part which men
born in the Maritime Provinces now
play in the political, business and in-
dustrial life of Canada. Two of our
biggest banking institutions had their
inception ‘in the Maritimes, and are
still largely guided in their course by
those who come up from the sea in
trains.

There are other factors which con-
fute any charge of lack of initiative
in the Maritimes. There are its suc-
cessful companies, such as Moirs, Stan-

:  tields, Red Rose Tea, Connors Brothers,
.. the pulp and paper

companies and the
sugar refineries. Then, little Prince
E.ward Island shows that she is
awake also, by her ventures into fox
farming, and by her remarkable suc-
cess in the seed potato field. That
province now exports large quantities
of seed potato to the States annually.

GROWERS WIDE AWAKE.

Occasionally also, the Pullman car
smoker critic points to the apple grow-
ers of the Annapolis Valley as the ex-
ample of the lack of initiative in the
Maritime Provinces. These apple grow-
ers have been criticized for packing
their apples in barrels instead of in
boxes, which, say the critics, find a
better market. But these criticisms do
not appear to be’ borne out by the
facts, which are that the apple grow-
ers in the Annapolis Valley find that
they obtain a wider margin of profit
through packing in barrels than by
packing in_ boxes. They may or may
not obtain as high a gross profit, but

. there is no doubt that they ohtain

bigger net profits.
The same thing applies to the fisher-
men on the Newfoundland banks, who

find that their profits are larger by

ing field in the Maritime Provinces is
but another indication that there is
just as much initiative on the Atlan-
tic seaboard as there is elsewhere in
Canada. In the meantime, the tendency
seems to be to combine fox farming
with mixed farming rather than to
form companies for the purpose of
breeding foxes only.

The fact that the fruit growers are
awake is seen in the establishment of
co-operative marketing companies. And
some of these efforts have been carried
further into the manufacturing field
by the erection of evaporators and
canning factories, which have made sat-
isfactory progress.

One of the other criticisms hurled at
the Maritimes is the fact that the
Maritimers themselves are rather skep-
tical of the future possibilities of this
section of the Dominion. This is only
natural, and easily explainable on the
ground that there are many plants idle
today in the Maritimes, due to the
competition with central Canadian
plants. And due also to the fact that
until now the handicaps of industry in
these provinces has never received pro-
per study from the rest of Canada.

BRINGING IN TOURISTS.

The Maritimes by means of provin-
cial Tourists’ Bureaus, supported in a
large. measure by voluntary contribu-
tions, are bringing more and more tour-
ists annually within their borders.
These associations are wide awake, and
are obtaining good results from the
work which they have accomplished.
This, again, shows no lack of initia-
tive,

The Maritime Provinces feel also
that their ports are not given sufficient
of the Canadian export and import
trade. The rallway rates for export
trafic through Saint John and Halifax
are the same as for shipments via New
England ports. There is a strong feel-
ing, though, in the Maritin}e Provinces,
that the railroads should’be required
to ;route their goods through €anadian
ports.

Moreover, the Maritimes point to the
fact that Montreal, Quebec and Van-
couver harbors are operated under a

- federal commission, whereas the ports

of Halifax and Saint John are operated
by the eity. These cities have been
under the necessity <of raising large
capital sums to enable them to increase
their harbor facilities despite the fact
that the railroads have already spent
some sums at both ports.

RAILWAY PROMLEM.

Broadly speaking, the Maritime Prov-
inces feel that the section of the Can-
adian National Railways which com-
prises the old Intercolonial Railway
should not necessarily be -under  the
urge of operating at a profit.

The Intercolonial Railway was only
built to assure a flow of traffic bet-
tween the Maritimes and central Can-
ade. Every time the federal govern-
ment has given a subsidy or other aid
to any railway in Canada it was al-
ways accompanied by promises to the
Maritimes of increased traffic through
these provinces—these promises have
never been fulfilled. Undoubtedly the
Maritime Provinces would never have
entered Confederation but for the dis-
tinct understanding that traffic orig-
inating in this country would be made
to flow through Maritime ports and
that the Maritimes themselves, through
cheap transporation costs would be en-
abled to obtain the benefit of selling
fn Upper Cdnadian markets. Thus, it
is that the Maritimes have asked for
the extension of the Atlantic section
of the C. N. R. from Riviere de Loup
to Montreal so that the earnings from
this more westerly and more profitable
section of the road -connecting the
Maritimes with the rest of Canada
should make themselves felt in profits
in the Atlantic region.

At the present time, whenever the
Maritimes ask for better rates, they
are met with the reply that the Atlan-
tic section of the C. N. R. is losing
enough money already. It is under-
stood that the Duncan Commission has
recognized the justice of this claim and
has recommended that the eastern ter-
minus of the Atlantic region be moved
further west so that the more prosper-
ous sections of the road should show
earnings in the Atlantic section.

MUCH PAID FOR CANALS

Then there are many other points

ma)ie by the Maritimes in presenting
their case for more consideration at
the hands of the federal authorities.
These provinces point to the n.any ex-
penditures made by the federal gov-
ernment for railways, for canals, for
immigration, on harbors and for a
hundred and one other purposes, all
of which have benefited the Maritimes
not at all.

Each of the provinces obtain from
the federal government an annual sub-
sidy based on a population basis. At
present, it is 80c. per head in the
Maritimes. These three provinces ask
that this annual subsidy be increased
to offset to some degree all the expen-
ditures which the Dominion govern-
ment has made elsewhere and for which
the Maritimes have paid their share
but through which they have received
no benefit.

It is understood that the Duncan
Commission recognizes the justice of
these claims, has recommended in-
creased subsidies to these provinces
with immediate interim payments of
$875,000 to Nova Scotia, $600,000 to
New Brunswick and $125,000 to the
province of Prince Edward Island.

NO SPECIAL CONSIDERATION.

There are many other lesser com-
plaints made in the Maritimes. The
Royal Commission has dealt with the
plight in which agriculture now finds
itself there. Some suggestions for its
betterment have been made.

The commission has also studied the
provincial railways of New Brunswick
and has made the suggestion that these
provincial roads, perhaps, should not
be a burden on the provincial treasury.

But broadly speaking, the foregoing
summarizes the  chief Maritime
“Rights.” The Maritimes readily
acknowledge that it is extremely diffi-
cult to build up a country which occu-
pies such a peculiar geographical posi-
tion as Canada. They acknowledge
that burdens must be borne by all to
accomplish what to them is still a
"desirable end. Nevertheless the Mari-
times feel that ever since Confedera-
tion they have been called upon to
bear more than their fair share of the
burden necessary to the upbuilding of
the nation as a whole.

The Maritimes then, are not asking
that any special consideration be given
them. They merely ask that the re-
mainder of Canada consider their prob-
lems and make such adjustments as
will make these three loyal provinces
bear only their fair share of the bur-
dens of Confederation. And who shall
say that these claims are unfair to the
rest of the Dominion?

DEARBORN, Mich., Nov. 20—Henry
Ford believes in the five-day
working week because it is good busi-
ness; he believes in it, also, because
with two days of weekly leisure more
people will go to church.
The new week that Ford sees com-
ing comprises:

Monday
labor.

Saturday, recreation.

Sunday, religious devotion.

Both physical and spiritual recrea-
tion, he declares, are essential to the
perpetuation of the human race.

INTERLOCKING

In a remarkable discussion of the
interlocking of man’s spiritual with his
material welfare, the billionaire manu-+
facturing genius asserted: !

People of today have stressed
the physical to the neglect of the
spiritual. In the “squirrel cage
round of work and recreation
which they have devised, thcz have
left no place for the church.

The solution of the problem of
spiritual development lies in great-
er leisure.

The five-day week provides the
opportunity for physical recrea-
tion on the sixth day and leaves
the seventh free for moral and re-
ligious observance.

No one should be more zealous
in his insistence upon the preserv-
ation of Sunday than the work-
ingman.

The church will receive rewards
from new leisure commensurate
with the force it exerts in directing
the intelligent use of it.

Revelation of his convictions of the
importance of religion in daily life
was the first of its nature that had
come from Ford. He said:

“The five-day week has been con-
sidered heretofore largely in the cold
jight of business.

Progress of necessity
brings with it unfamiliar difficulties;
but it also brings their solution.

“Progress brought about the con-

gested city—the concentration of men |

within a small, limited area where
they could co-operate im their work
and thus produce more efficiently and
abundantly. That evil conditions re-
sulted from this congestion was evi-
But progress now furnishes the

transportation.

“Men can live farther from their
work thgn ever before in history.
There is not the remotest necessity
for the continuance of city slums,
where physical, mental and moral
qualities are at lowest ebb.”

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SUCCESS ATTENDS
SCALLOP FISHING

PR

CAMPBELLTON, Nov. 21—When
the results of summer fishing activi-
ties are taken into account a survey of
the scallop-dragging operations in the
Bay Chaleur reveals that fishermen had
a very satisfactory season in the vi-
cinity _of Carleton, Que., where a very
prolific scallop bed was discovered last
year. Continued unfavorable weather
proved a great hindrance to dragging
operations but in spite of these condi-

tions large quantities were secured and
shippec to the American market.

Operations at Carleton are carried
on exclusively by Messrs. Robichaud
& Bugould, who leased the bed from
the government and also can and ship
their own catch.

On the New Brunswick side of the
bay several fishermen have become in-
terested in this new phase of the fish-
ing industry, but the work was not car-
ried on as extensively as was at first
expected. However, the estigouche
waters have several promising beds,
according to a survey made last year,
and it is expected that with the com-
ing of spring scallop fishing will take
a more important place on the list of
local industries.
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THE IMPERIAL CONFERENCE

AS a definition of the mutual relationship of the
self-governing components of the British
Empire, that issued by the Imperial Conference
should satisfy the most exacting, and in spite of
the fact that it enunciates no new principle nor
¢changes by a hairsbreadth the status quo as under-
stood within the Empire, it should serve notice
on foreign powers, who have heretofore refused to
_the Dominions recognition of competence to treat,
that in future dealings must be with the literally
autonomous government concerned. The British
Commonwealth of Nutions is a free association.
_Its only link is the Crown. Foreigners—especially
those whose conception of government is republi-
. can—may think it is a fragile bond, but therein
‘they are mistaken, most wofully mistaken.
 For the Crown is the symbol of the Great
‘PBritish Ideal. It may center in a personality, a
‘personality loved and reverenced, but it is utterly
impersonal and it is everlasting. It means Liberty
‘and Justice, the free exercise of democratic prin-
_diples, and an equality more absolute than is
‘attained in any other community. It is the very
soul of the Briton. That is the Crown, that is
the link ,the strongest ever forged in the work-
shops of high selfless endeavor, and when that
i’}.-reaks the soul of the Briton will be dead.

With such a definition as 2 guide the declara-
tion that Governors-General represent the Crown
und not the Government of Great Britain is only
‘logical. Also be it noted that the recognition that
geographical considerations bar federation, and the
unqualified assertion of absolute autonomy rules
cut once and for all any further contemplation of
‘the Imperial Parliament envisioned in some quar-
fers as the solution of inter-Imperial relationships.
ff.est the announcement that it had been found
.r.ecessary to make an alteration in the title of His
;Majcsty the King occasion alarm, let it be made
quite clear that this is no attack on the dignity
of the Crown. Instead of being “His Most Ex-
cellent Majesty George the Fifth, by the Grace of
God King of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland and of the British Dominions beyond
‘the Seas, Defender of the Faith, Emperor of India,”
it appears to be the intention to alter the words
“%of Great Britain, Ireland,” into “Great Britain,
reland.” Treland—or the greater part of it—is
jiow a Dominion, but hardly “peyond the seas.”

All in all it is good work that the Imperial
Conference has done.

WHAT NEXT?

THE leaders of the British coal miners accepted

—possibly without enthusiasm—the proposals
\of settlement offered by the rovernment and re-
Aerred the terms to the rank and file to decide by
Vﬁ_istrict vote with recommendation of acceptance.
The result has been rejection by a large apparent
majority vote, made up, one understands, of the
‘tie-hard element in South Wales and in Scotland,
‘and rendered more difficult to estimate in view of
the fact that those miners who had returned to
swork were not numbered in the votes, whereas to
the outsider it appears logical that they should
have been included amongst those voting for accept-
ance. It is a sickening situation for the people
of Great Britain, for the Government and for the
miners’ leaders. The people will be the ultimate
sufferers from the continuance of this bankrupting
strike; the Government is faced with the alter-
native of allowing to continue a situation in which
fhey have already been blamed for passivity, or
of adopting measures which the extremists will
have no difficulty in construing as coercive; and
the leaders find themselves, technically at any rate,
at loggerheads with those they claim to represent.

The talk now is of taking a direct ballot of
the men. Presumably this. is a last desperate
aitempt to prevent the disintegration of the Miners’
Federation. One wonders whether the result of
this will be substantially different unless those
who have returned to work be permitted to vote.
One realizes that it might show quite a different
result and one hopes it will. For instance, a dis-
trict worth, say 10,000 votes now standing against
acceptance might show 5,001 against and 4,999 for.
But the reverse is also possible, and one is given
to understand that districts are fairly solid when
they stand against the proposals, whatever they
raay be, on the opposite side.

What will be the Government’s action, if the
men’s ballot fail, it is impossible to forecast. Pos-
sibly it might feel justified in proceeding to dis-
“grict settlements in the accepting regions. But one

" ‘thing is certain, the British Government will have
to face the communism which is undoubtedly at
1be back of the recalcitrant miners and which has
been definitely rejected by the bulk of British
Labor.

ment. That their activities are not without menace
may be admitted. But our society has the strength
and self-confidence to defend itself against attack,
and it must be remembered that a fanatic in
prison may be more dangerous than a fanatic at
lurge, because of the disciples that his ‘martyrdom’
may raise up.

“The Communists challenge society. Their pro-
gram {8 extraordinarily vague, and to practical
men the absence of any clear idea as to the unit
of government forbids it to be taken seriously.
But In one respect it is serious. It believes in the
dictatorship of a small minority, and can point
$0 other countries besides Russia in which such
a dictatorship has been exercised. How may its
achievement be made impossible? Only by a
demceracy which believes in itself and is con-

tinually, ready, to justify itselt by #p actions, and

strong measures,

The

which therefore welcomes challenges as giving it
new occasions to show its mettle.”

That is the ultimate solution perhaps. When
Democracy realizes that Communism is not ad-
vanced democracy as it claims, but a force utterly
antagonistic to democracy—a fact grasped by
British Labor generally—then will Democracy fight
Communism as it should be fought. But even if
that be the final struggle resulting out of the
present coal strike it cannot be the first step.
Therefore we ask ourselves what next?

Canada’s favorable trade balance has mounted
steadily for the last three years, according to figures
just issued by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics.
For the twelve-month period ended in September
this year, the excess of Canadian produced exports
over imports for consumption totalled $323,120,759,
as compared with $305,741,498; for the same period
ended in September, 1925, and §247,297,568 for year
up to September, 1924. This is encouraging, but
the question naturally arises, “When will the
Maritimes be afforded a share in the accomplish-
ment of this national prosperity?”

Must Get Immigratio
From Many Countries

(Montreal Herald)

THE presidents of the two great railway systems
and others prominent in the commercial life

of the country, as for instance, Mr. W. M. Birks,
ex-president of the Board of Trade, are agreed that
Canada will not make material progress without a
greatly increased immigration. The desirability of
increasing the country’s wealth in material things,
we assume, is accepted. Therefore immigraticn
is our immediate need.

We come now to ways and means. We ask

what types of immigrants do we need, what types
can we get? It is absurd to suggest that we need
only one type. It will be found equally absurd
to continue a policy which produces only one type.

The chief restrictions at present have reference
to health and training. There can be no dissent
from rules which prevent persons unhealthy in
mind, morals or body from becoming Canadian
citizens. No true Canadian wants his country to
become a dumping ground for the world’s scum.
Neither can there be serious dissent with a policy
that requires a certain proportion of immigrants
to possess agricultural experience.

* * *

When to the foregoing requirements are added
unlimited barriers as to racial crigin we are going
too far. Those who say, for instance, that we
must have healthy immigrants, one quarter of
whom will have farming experience and all of
British origin, we are actually creating a wall of
exclusion to immigration.

There are something over seven hundred thou-
sand experienced agriculturists in England. Eng-
lish soil furnishes perhaps 12 per cent. of England’s
farm product requirements. England has the land
and markets within its own borders for maintain-
ing five millions by agriculture. It must be ob-
vious' that her experienced farm labor will not
emigrate. They are the best housed and fed por-
tion of her laboring population. It will not likely
be so obvious why more of her dole-takers do not
go in for farming in England itself. The landed
estates question is one very good reason, but is a
large subject and not necessary to this discussion,
since an even better reason is at hand. This better
reason lies in the fact that Englishmen are traders,
pot farmers, and that in every country to which

they emigrate they flock to the towns and cities, |

as the late Lord Northcliffe told England, on the
conclusion of his last tour of the Empire.
hundred years azo Napoleon recognized the trad-
ing instincts of Englishmen.

- -

Seventy-five years ago Disraeli pointed out that
in the event of.a world war England would be
dependent on the outside world, for its military
success unless there was a successful effort made
to build up the nation’s agricultural production.
The world catastrophe came, and England became
dependent on its navy and merchant marine to get
enough food for its mere existence, but there has
been no improvement in its farm production. The
simple fact is, as Napoleon said, “England is a
nation o? shopkeepers”—using the latter term in
the larger sense.

If, therefore, there must be immigration into
Canada, and if a fair proportion must be experi-
enced farmers, we must go outside the British
family to procure them. After all, is it not reason-
able to suppose ithat a development of our agricul-
tural lands by decent peoples from any country
will be effectively balanced by immigration from
the British Isles?

Maritime Co-operation

P. E. I. Potatoes

(Toronto Mail and Empire)

WHILE the Maritime Provinces undoubtedly

have some grievances, it is a pleasure to note
that Prince Edward Island has been unusually
successful this year with its argicultural products.
It was a banner season for potatoes, the most of
which are grown for export and the export busi-
ness is said to have been the largest on record.
Moreover, there was the happy coincidence of a
good crop and good prices.

One of the most profitable branches of agricul-
ture on the Island is the raising of seed potatoes
which are shipped all over the continent.. The
Potato Growers’ Association is estimated to have
exported 600,000 bushels of seed, and independent
growers an additional 100,000, making 700,000
bushels which, at $1.25 a bushel, would realize
$875,000. One steamer alone loaded at Charlotte-
town last week 149,886 bushels of seed potatoes
for Brooklyn, N.Y. and Norfolk, Virginia, said
to be the largest cargo of seed potatoes ever ship-
ped from any Canadian or American port. In
addition to that 2,800,000 bushels of table stock
will be shipped which, at 75 cents a bushel, would
realize $1,725,000, making a total of $2,600,000 for
potatoes alone. “One of the most far-reaching
advertisements of this province has ever had,” says
the Charlottetown Guardian, “is the legend in con-
spicuous red letters on each of the hundreds of
thousands of potato sacks now going to the south-
ern markets: ‘Seed Potatoes from Prince Edward
Island, the Garden of the Gulf.’”

Whatever success may attend the potato-grow-
ing business, the Guardian points out that the basic
industry of the province is dairying and this, too,
has been successful. In addition, by way of extra
measure, the value of fish caught was $1,142,253,
most of which came from lahsters. Altogether the
Garden of the Gulf hmdyi‘w a Merry Christmas.

Sea-S pider

ORTHWEST of the tip end of

Cape Cod lies the famous “Spider
ground.” This is a well-known and
productive fishing ground, but it is
avoided by the fishermen because here
their gear comes to the surface with |
great quantities of “sea-spiders” fast-
ened to it. The hooks get caught in
them so that the fishes cannot take the
bait.

What is a sea-spider? This name in
different places is given to several dif-
ferent kinds of creatures. On our
coasts it is applied to a kind of star-
fish with branched and many times
divided arms which is also sometimes
called the basket-star. -

Basket-stars of one kind or another
are found in every, sea, but they are
commonest in the north Atlantic and
the Arctic, and in the north Pacific,
where in some places acres of the bot-
tom are.thickly strewn with them.

They live mostly down in the quiet
water beneath the movement of the
waves, and extend downward to depths
of more than 6,000 feet.

The one shown in the picture is from

the West Indies and is often found
to plant-like creatures in rath-

er shallow water. Those found on out
coasts, both east and west, have much
more branched and almost tree-like
arms.

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'TWO MORE TABLETS

TO BE ERECTED INCITY

Inventions of Robert Foulis and Benjamin F. Tibbits To
Be Commemorated By Historic Sites and Mon-
uments Board; One Native of Queens County

Tablets commemorating Robert Fo ulls and Benjamin F, Tibbits and their
inventions are to be erected in the city by the Historic Sites and Monuments
Board of Canada, it was announced by Dr. J. C. Webster on the occasion of
his public address in the Vocational School on Thursday evening.
Foulis was the inventor of the first st eam fog alarm in the world, which was
built at Partridge Island at the entrance to Saint John harbor. Benjamin F.
Tibbits discovered how to unite high and low pressures of steam and made the

first compound marine steam engine.
The majority of the citizens of Saint
John know little about these two men

and in view of the present interest in
{heir achievements some incidents from
their careers are given.

BORN IN QUEENS COUNTY

Benjamin F. Tibbits was born in
Canning, Queens county, the son of
Andrew Tibbits, and when fire con-
sumed the homestead in 1822 the fam-
ily moved to Grand Lake. Eight years
later another move was made and the
family took up residence in Frederic-
ton. Benjamin Franklin was the
youngest son and he early showed
traces of that genfus which has since
enrolled liis name on the pages of his-
tory.

His skill first exhibited itself ln,thc
art of painting and he practiced for'the
amusement of his schoolmates. Several
portraits painted by him still exist in
Queens county. After attending school
at Fredericton for four years young
Tibbits was apprenticed to a walch-
maker, Mr. Robertson, in Woadstock,
and worked in his employ for two
vears and then returned to Fredericlon,
where he worked under Mr. Woolhop-
ter, a watchmaker in that city.

STARTS WORK

It was at this time that he devoted
his leisure moments to the pursuit of
inventing some easy process of moving
machinery by steam. A miniature en-
gine formed of two old-fashioned Eng-
lish pennies, pounded and bolted {ic-
zether and surmounted with n peculiar
intricate contrivance which moved by
touching some intricate pojnt was long
preserved as a curiosity in the Tibbits’
family.

At length, after serving an appren-
{iceship in various workshops and foun-
dries in the United States, he accom-
plished his long cherished scheme of
uniting high and low pressures of
steam. To bring the invention to a
practical test it was necessary to con-
struct at great cost an engine and a
vessel, and in this undertaking he was
nobly assisted by Thomas Pickard,
father of a former principal of Sack-
ville' Academy and at that time a weal-
thy citizen of Fredericton. This boat
it was at first intended to call Alas-
took but lest it might degenerate into
“Lost Duke,” it was changed to the
Reindeer.

LAUNCHED IN 1842

She was launched in the spring of
1842. Many were the prophecies con-
gerning the impending failure of the en-
terprise, but notwithstanding the doubts
of friends and the ridicule of enemies,

when on launching day the little white !

craft shot out into the river her paddles
began to fly and the practical demon-
stration of the great problem was com-
plete. A short time afterwards, with
the assistance of his brother, Henry
M., Mr. Tibbits built the steamer Ben-
jamin Franklin, which was afterwards
burned on Grand Lake.
Consumption, which had already car-
ried off the greater number of the Tib-
bits family, then showed itself in Ben-
jamin F. Tibbits’ attenuated frame.

PASSES AWAY

Thinking to restore his declining
health, he moved to the home of his
early years but six months later he

ssed away. He was interred in the
Indian Point cemetery at Grand Lake,
where a humble marble slab marks his
resting place.

The foregoing account of Tibbits is
taken from an essay written by Dr. E.
Stone Wiggins, a copy of which was
seen in the local office of the Dominion
archives. The late Archdeacon W. O.
Raymond tells of the building of the
steamer Reindeer at the mouth of the
Nashwaaksis and says that it was in
1846 that the vessel was launched. She
was a particularly graceful Fralt and,
according to her admirers, “walked the
waters like a thing of life.” She was
placed on the route between Frederic-
ton and the Grand Falls, being the first
steamboat to run above Woodstock. It
was found that she made the run from
Fredericton to Woodstock on four cords
of wood against nine cords consumed
by other steamboats because of her

HER FIRST TRIP

Archdeacon Raymond tells how on
her first trip the Reindeer was wel-
comed at every village on her route, |
and Benjamin Beveridge, the father |
of the community at Andover nailed
on the front of the pilot house a fine
pair of caribou antlers, which remained
there for years. On Monday, May 6,
1850, the Reindeer and the “Forest
Queen,” fastest boat of the Hatheway
& Small line, raced from Fredericton
to Woodstock to determine which was
the fastest, and the Reindeer performed
the voyage in eight hours, the fastest
time that had been made till then.
She beat her rival by some forty or
fifty minutes.

The Reindeer was rebuilt in 1862
and her name changed to the Antelope,
which was a still faster boat. The
Antelope tried speed conclusions with
the Tobique over the same route and
made a return trip from Fredericton
to Woodstock in 12 hours, a feat that

again be equalled. On the
single trip the Antelope arrived an
hour and a half ahead of her rival.
The novel idea of combining high
and low pressures of steam has since
been adopted by all the great steam-
ship engine builders and has also been
applied to heavy freight locometives.
Iike most inventors, Mr. Tibbit profit-
ed little by the success of the idea of
which he was the originator. The en-

From the local office of the Domin-
fon Archives much interesting infor-
mation concerning Robert Foulis has
been obtained. Not only did he invent
the first steam fog alarm in the world,
the alarm at Partridge Island, but he
plso invented the system of signalling
by steam at sea in foggy weather. He
also started the first iron roundry in
born in
Glasgow, Scotland, on May 5, 1796, the
son of Andrew Foulis, of the Glasgow
publishing firm, Andrew and Robert
Foulis. 'The son, Robert, attended
school at Glasgow and entered the
university to study surgery, but fail-
ing health-caused him ‘to take a sea
voyage and on his return he engaged
in engineering.

Later he established himself in Bel-
fast as a painter under the patronage
of a nobleman. In Belfast he married
Miss Elizabeth Heatham, and on her
death shortly afterwards he took pas-
sage to the United States, but rough
weather was encountered and the ves-
sel was cast upon the shores of Nova
Scotia. For a time he lived in Halifax
and obtained considerable reputation
as a portrait painter.

MOVES HERE

He moved to Saint John in 1822 and
was engaged in painting minatures. He
again returned to the pursuit of en-
gineering and made researches in vari-
ous fields of chemistry and science. At
that time his residence was at the
corner of Sydney and St. James streets.

In 1825 he started the first iron
foundry in New Brunswick in prem-
ises near the corner of Prince William
and Duke streets, north of the present
custom house. This small foundry
was purchased by Thomas C, Everett
and others and enlarged in 1831. In
1826 the provincial government, hav-
ing in view the application of steam
navigation to the trade connected with
the upper portion of the Saint John
river, appointed Mr. Foulis to make
a survey from Fredericton to Grand
Falls. In exactly two months he sub-
mitted his report, which was very de-
tailed, giving by levels the drop in the
river for the entire distance covered.
Mr. Foulis was employed by Messrs.
Ward to fit up the steamer John Ward,
the second boat placed on the Saint
John river, which was equipped with
very costly boilers and engines.

Mr. Foulis was a lecturer on scien-
tific subects:and for a time conducted
a school in arts for the instruction of
youth in mechanical and experimental
philosophy and the fine arts. He in-
vented some - apparatus for making
gas from coal and other hydro-carbons.
He also drew attention to the mineral
wealth of Albert County and at great
cost sunk a mining shaft there, only to
find he could not work it because it
was on another man’s property.

Prior to 1754 there was no fog horn
on Partridge Island, but a bell oper-

ated by clock work gave warning to
mariners. Mr. Foulis was tne first to
invent the steam horn and agitated for
its adoption, but T. T. Vernon Smith
became possessed of the Foulis’ plans
and secured permission to erect” the
fog horn. .

After an investigation Mr. Foulis
was admitted to have been the invent-
or, but he received no pecuniary re-
ward.

It was said of him that he was sur-
geon, mechanical and civil engineer,
artist, engraver, inventor,
man, lecturer and scientist, he was
more or less successful in each line of
endeavor, but as a business man he was
not so successful. His trusting dispo-
sition was his undoing in the business
field.

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NOT long ago I saw a film bearing

the elaborate raonogram of Samuel
Goldwyn, in which there was a scene
showing a weazened-faced, pallid, bare-
foot lad, his cheek pressed against the
window of a bakery shop.

There could be no doubt; the lad
was “registering hunger!”

And I wondered if Goldwyn had had
a personal finger in that scene. For,
to all intents and purposes, that lad
was Samuel Goldwyn just 30 years ago,
or thereabouts.

This man, who now can command
millions of dollars to march up and
how before him, was, at the age of 12,
a penniless boy in the streets of Lon-
don. Between him and starvation was

Samuel Goldwyn

one loaf of bread. ‘And this one loaf
of bread was to provide his entire bill
of fare for one week. At the end of
that time he had enough pennies to
get a few papers and start selling them.

MIRACLE OF 32 YEARS.

Just 12 years from that time the
“penniless boy” of the London streets
became chairman of the board of a
$25,000,000 corporation—the merger of
the Lasky Company with Famous
Players in 1916. Today Goldwyn has
his own unit, headed by Ronald Col-
man, Vilma Banky and Henry King,
the director.

But in the meantime—the newsboy
saved up enough money to come to
America. He was 14 years old when
he landed in New York and, looking
about for a trade, he went to Glovers-
ville, N.Y., to become a piece worker
in a glove factory.

At the end of five years he thought
he knew the glove making business
backward and forward. - He asked to
go on the selling end and got the job.
He was shrewd at dealing and just
eight years after he had entered as an
immigrant worker became a stock-
holder, with an income of $15,000 a
vear.

One day, with time hanging on his |
hands, Goldwyn wandered into a movie
theater. That was in 1918.

“When I went out, I had an idea,”
he relates. “I thought of all the fa-
mous people of history and of all the
characters in books and plays and I
wondered why they couldn’t be repro-
duced on the screen. The stuff I had
seen was largely the old wild west,
shoot-from-the-hip subject.”

CONSPIRES WITH LASKY.

Within a few weeks he was in busi-
ness c@hspiracy with Jesse Lasky and
the Lasky corporation had been form-
ed. Furthermore, the subjects they
had in mind could not be taken in a
couple of reels. Longer pictures had
to be made. They secured “The Squaw
Man” as their first feature and together
put up about $10,000. That was the
beginning of both great fortunes.

They borrow another $30,000 or so
and the film was made. Their trou-
bles were just beginning. When they
went to run it off, the picture all but

jumped off the screen. They hadn’t
learned how to arrange the film per-1
forations so that a picture would run’
smoothly.

As I get the story they got some
first aid from Lubin, a leading film
figure of the day and the picture finally
was produced after all concerned had
kissed their investments goodby. It
was a great success and Goldwyn’s
reputation was started.

An interesting commentary it is that,
just a few months ago, he put up a
million cold dollars for the filming of
“The Winning of Barbara Worth”
without fear that it would not come
back with fat interest.

Middle-Aged Man

Warnings To

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

S MAN approaches middle age and

his body begins to lose its powers
of recbvery from degeneration and dis-
ease, certain symptoms may appear
which must be taken as danger signals

on the road of life.

They are definite warnings to slow
down, to keep to the centre of the road
and to avoid complications. Chief
among these are obesity, high blood
pressure, albumen in kidney excretions,
gout and diabetes.

There is a tendency in persons past
middle age to take on fat. All medical
authorities are agreed that it is well
for a person after 60 years of age to
diminish in weight, and that if he fails
to do so, the deposits of fat must be
regarded as a bad sign. It is well for
the man of middle age to realize that
the time to begin to take off fat is be-
fore he reaches 60.

FAT ELDERLY  MAN.

The insurance companies have found
from an investigation of their records
of deaths that the elderly man with a
large amount of fat is likely to have a
shorter life expectancy than the one
who is lean. A large amount of fat
beneath the skin probably means also
a great amount of fat around ‘the heart
and liver.

A heart surrounded with fat hardly
has sufficient elbow room for the extra
work it may be required to accomplish
should the person become infected with
pneumonia or some other disease that
places an unusual burden on that
organ.

The liver, which is a mass of fat,
is able to respond only with difficulty
to any unusual burden which may be

placed upon it by the digestive tract
after middle age.

_Hvigh blood pressure is a disease con-
dition associated frequently with in-
toxication of the body of various types.
The person with a very high blood
pressure is placing a burden on his
arterial system which may cause a rup-
ture at some weakened point.

Frequent bleeding of the nose in a
person past middle age may be a symp-
tom of high blood pressure and should
not be belittled until its importance
is understood.

The appearance of albumen in ex-
cretions from the kidneys indicates
that this organ is not functioning ade-
quately, and must be taken as a warn-
ing sign. When it is the only symptom,
it is not a cause for extreme anxiety,
but it is always a signal for careful and
complete investigation.

WARNING SIGNALS,

Gout is less common now than for-
merly. Its exact cause has not, how-

tver, yet been established. The “big |

toe” gout of the irascible, retired mil-
lionaire is now seldom seen, probably
because of the increasing temperance
in both food and drink.

When  this form appears, or when
the persén beyond middle age has the
other manifestations, inclug;:lg pains
in the muscles, nerves and joints, these
must be taken as warning signals for
lessened speed and lessened quantities
of body fuel.

Diabetes represents difficulty in the
body’s ability to handle sugars. It is
a disease that can be controlled easily
by modern methods, but, unless seen
early, may Rroduce effects that are
promptly fatal It demands a scien-
tific consideration_of the diet, such as
only a trained physician can give.

Carrots and Celery.

Cook in slightly salted boiling water
equal parts of diced carrots and celery
cut in small pieces. Use just enough
water for cooking so that the vegetables
will not have to be drained. When
they are thoroughly cooked, add a lit-
{le cream with no thickening.

Glnger Ale Jelly.

Soak one-half box gelatin in one-half
cup cold water. Pour over it three-
quarter cup boiling water and stir in
three-quarter - cup sugar. Cool and
add one and one-quarter cups ginger
ale, one-quarter cup lemon juice, one-
quarter cup orange juice. When partly
set stir in fruit—orange and red cher-
ries or pineapple and prunes—cut rather
fine. This is even better if hot pine-
appe or prune juice is used instead of
the boiling water.

e

Cooking Cranberries.

In cranberry sauce the fruit is cook-
ed until the berries have popped, but
the skins are left in the liquid. In
cranberry jelly the mixture is put
through a collander or sieve. A wire
sieve, by the bye, is much easier to
use than a collander.

The general rule for cranberry sauce
or jelly is as follows: To two parts
berries add one part water and one
part sugar. That is, for one quart or
four cups of cranberries use two cups
of water. The fruit is cooked in this
until the berries have popped. Then
two cups of sugar are added and the
berries are cooked for five minutes
more. If the mixture is put through
the collander the sugar is not added
until after the pulp is ready. Then
cook with the sugar for three to five
minutes.

For glazed cranberries use a heavy
aluminum saucepan. Wash the berrics,
picking out the stems and soft ones.
Put one quart of berries in saucepan.
add one cup sugar and cook slowly
over a low flame for twenty minutes.
Shake the pan occasionally as the ber-
ries cook, but do not stir lest “you
btreak them. They will be glazed
sweet and delicious.

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Sunday School Worker Here
From West Gives Address On
Work In Diocese of Kootenay

The hairbreadth escapes which she
had had in her caravan Sunday school
work in the diocese of Kootenay dur-
ing the past summer are related by
Miss Hasell, volunteer worker and orig-
inator of the Sunday school by post and
caravan Sunday schools which was
started in 1920 in British Columbia.

Miss Hasell is an Englishwoman and
her work in Canada is financed almost
entirely by her own efforts in collect-
ing money in England. She is now in
the city and spoke yesterday before the
Sunday school of St. John’s (Stone)
church and at a meeting of members
of St. Paul’s church in the Sunday
school after the evening service.

Miss Hasell sails on Nov. 26 from
Montreal to England on the Montcalm
to raise more funds for carrying on the
work. Last winter she raised $7,000
in England and this paid for the new
van which she used in Kootenay dio-
cese and the traveling expenses of the
workers. Half of the workers are Eng-
lish women and half are from eastern
“‘anada.

Miss Hasell herself and her compan-
ion traveled about 8,000 miles during
the summer, 2,120 being by road, 400
miles in walking where there were no
roads or where the roads were im-
passable, and they also journeyed 300
or 400 miles on boats, sometimes hav-
ing their van ferried across lakes or
streams. In that journeying they or-
ganized 21 new Sunday schools and en-
rolled 1,300 children for the Sunday
<«chool by post and visited 800 lonely
10mes.

She found that in that district the
problem of religious education for the
children had been one the people could

not cope with. There was no Bible
teaching in the schools and in many

districts there were no religious ser-
vices. Miss Hasell said she had met
one clergyman whose parish was 1,000
square miles in extent and who had 11
points at which he held services. Dur-
ing the 19 years that he had been in
charge of that parish he had never had
a holiday.

There were all kinds and conditions
of people that Miss Hasell and her com-
panion visited. lumbermen, miners, fruit
growers, retired British ex-service men
and many others. Doukhobors, who
were breaking away from their com-
munal life and were losing their relig-
jous beliefs, and the Finns, among
whom there were some of “Red” sym-
pathies, were among the most difficult
people with whom the two workers
came in contact. All other people wel-
comed them most cordially. Language
was never a difficulty, Miss Hasell said,
as in every case the children were able
to speak English.

BACK NEXT SEASON

Miss Hasell means to return to Brit-
ish Columbia next season and will take
her van into the East Kootenay dis-
trict and the Windermere highway.
L.She was most enthusiastic in describ-
ing the beauties of British Columbia
scenery and the marvellous fruit pro-
duced in the Kootenay district. Fruit
was very abundant this season but be-
cause of high freight the returns were
comparatively small and peaches were
fed to the pigs. Cherries, which had
won the first prize at Wembley ex-
hibition, sold at one cent a pound.

Trophy Won By
St. David’s S. S.
Is Presented

During the summer months of June,
July, August and September, the Sun-
day schools in connection with Ger-
main Street Baptist Church and St.
David’s United Church held a Sum-
mer Sunday school attendance contest.
The trophy offered is a handsome
silver cup on a mahogany base, and
was donated by L. W. Simms, super-
intendent of Germain C:reet Baptist
Sunday School." When the returns
were compiled the percentage of at-
tendance in connection with the aver-
uge attendancé was won by St. David’s
Church Sunday School by a small mar-
gin. Their points totalled 19.8 per
cent.,, while Germain Street Sunday
School was 19.1 per cent.

The contest covered the attendance
at the home school or the school
where the teacher of scholar made their
home during the holidays. The con-
test will continue until such time as
one of the two Sunday schools win
for two years in succession.

On Sunday afternoon L. W. Simms
visted St. David’s. Church "Sunday
School and presented them with the
trophy, bringing greetings and con-
gratulations from his Sunday school.
Robert Reid, superintendent of St.
David’s Sunday School, in accepting
the cup, expressed the thanks of St.
David’s and extended greetings to Ger-
main Street Baptist school.

Rev. Hugh Miller followed with a
few happy remarks regarding the con-
test.

Paris Art Critics
Are Stirred Over

Picture In Louvre

PARIS, Nov. 21—While a picture
purporting to be Leonardo De Vinci’s
famous “Mona Lisa” smiles enigmati-
cally behind an iron railing at the
Louvre Museum, French newspaper
critics are debating heatedly whether
it is real or a copy painted hastily to
replace the original which was stolen
in 1911.

The newspaper Oeuvre has printed a
denial that the Louvre picture is real,
contending that the original lies in the
dusty basement of an art dealer’s es-
tablishment near the Place Vendome
in Paris. The painting found in Flor-
ence by the Italian government in 1918
and returned to the Louvre in reality
is only a copy, say these critics,

Following the statements in the
Oeuvre, the national museum council
of experts held a hasty meeting. They
studied again Italian reports of cir-
cumstances of the recovery and also
examined tears and other known dis-
tinctive marks on the original. After
the meeting a commique was issued
repeating that the Louvre “Mona Lisa”
was the real one.

Now the Oeuvre has retaliated by
printing a diagram of the exact posi-
tion in the dealer’s basement where
the Mona Lisa they refer to is sup-
posed to be stored. The basement
owner has told numerous callers that
the painting is not in his possession.

PULPIT REFERENCE
RECALLS GRIM DAYS

Mention of Boxer Rebellion Stirs
Rupert Taylor, Who Fought
in it

Wlhen Rev. E. E. Styles, in Exmouth
stridet church last evening, made refer-
ente to the Boxer uprising of 1900 in
China, he carried the thoughts of one
of the congregation bavk to very stre-
nupus experiences. This was Rupert
‘Taylor, postmaster at East Saint John,
who was dangerously wounded in that
rebellion.

Mr. Taylor, when asked about the
matter today, said that he was on H.
M. S. Barfleur. It was in July, 1900,
and this warship took part in the at-
tack on Tien Tsin. A companion by
his side, a young Englishman named
Brown, was instantly killed. Another
Englishman of his company, namned
Guy, was later awarded the V. C. for
his heroism in that fight. This was
on recommendation of Admiral Beatty,
who was in command of the Barfleur,
and who took part in this fight although
he had been slightly wounded a day
or two before.

Mr. Taylor said that the city was
surrounded by two great walls, with
a moat between. A narrow foot and
trafic passage led from the outer to
the inner wall and the rain of bullets
from the city on that passage was ter-
rific. F. A. Graves, a sailor from the
Barfleur, was killed just outside the
outer wall and was buried by his com-
panions in a grave dug with their
bayonets.

Some eight allied nationalities took
part in the attack on the city and the
chsualties within the walls were be-
‘ween 700 and 800 on that one day.

Desired That Canada Govern
Her Own Affairs

in Skating

OFFICIAL WORD
RECEIVED HERE

Communication From Louis
Rubenstein, President of
Canadian Association

Reasons for the withdrawal of the
Canadian Amateur Skating Union from
the international body as referred %o
on the sport page, are given in a letter
received here today by Frank White,
vice-president, from Louis Rubenstein,
secretary, who says that the general
opinion was that skating in Canada
should be governed by a Canadian
body. A copy of the official notifica-
tion of withdrawal has been forward-
ed to Mr. White, who is also president
of the New Brunswick Skating Associ-
ation. While international union is
broken off, the letter points out this
would in no wise interfere with com-
pletion of arrangements for interna-
tional tourneys.

TEXT OF LETTER

The letter is as follows:

Montreal, November 18, 1926.
International Skating Union of
America.

The President:

Dear Sir,—I have to ‘inform you of
the withdrawal of the Amateur Skat-
ing Associatio nof Canada from mem-
bership in the International Skating
Union of America.

This action was taken at the annual
meeting of the Amateur Skating As-
sociation of Canada held in Montréal
on November 17, 1926, where the fol-
lowing resolution was passed:

“Resolved, that the Amateur Skating
Association of Canada withdraw its
membership from the International
Skating Union of America and that
notification of this action be sent to
the International Skating Union of
America, informing them taht the
Amateur Skating Association of Can-
ada intend to conduct their own cham-
pionships and supervise all skating
events in Canada.”

ENTIRELY CANADIAN BODY

The feeling of this meeting was that
in the interests of skating and of the
sport in general in this country, that
it should be governed by an entirely
Canadian body.

It is probably quite unnecessary. to
point out that all amateurs in this
country, including all skaters, come
under the Amateur Athletic Union of
Canada. The Amateur Skating As-
soclation of Canada is affiliated with
this_asgociation and has jurisdiction
over all' Canadian skating matters.

With reference to future interna-
tional skating championships, this as-
soclation will be pleased to discuss
with your association and the Inter-
national Skating Union of Europe, any
conditions and make any arrangements
for such events either for world or any
international championships on this
continent.

We regret having to take this ac-
tion, but you will appreciate that it is
in the best interests of all concerned
that each assiciation should have a
free hand in their national sports, and
co-operate only in international com-
petition.

REQUEST FOR $2,387.52.

The common clerk read a notice
from the Board of school Trustees stat-
ing that $2,887.52 would be required
to- meet payments due on December 1,
by the vocational committee and Com-
missioner Wigmore moved the amount
be paid, provided the comptroller was
satisfied.

Commissioner Harding asked if a
close watch was being kept on this
account to see that everything was in
order and the Mayor said he did not
think much would get past the city
comptroller. He was having a report
prepared on the amount paid to the
vocational committee and would pre-
sent it at the next meeting of the
council.

Commissioner Frink sald it seemed to
him that the city was to get a rebate
when' the Government paid its share
of the salaries to the teachers! in the
Vocational School.

Commissioner Wigmore sald he did
not think this could be so as it was
not understood that the city would
finance payments. .

The Mayor said he was not just sure
on the point yet but was under the
impression that the city was paying
the full salary and would get a re-
fund from the Government.

VESSELS 0F C.P.
BN 40,600 T0
ST, LAWRENCE

Fewer Ships But More Immi-
grants Is Record for
Season

Bringing to an end the summer im-
migration season of the Canadian Pa-
cific Steamships fleet, the S.S. Mont-
clare and Empress of Scotland dis-
charged over 1,500 third class passen-
gers at Quebec at the week-end, to be
permanently added to Canadian popu-
lation almost exclusively through the
agricultural industry.

Parties of single workers, married
couples, and families, traveling under
the Farm Labor Service of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, made up the
bulk of the newcomers, being bound
for Montreal and Winnipeg for dis-
tribution into assured employment in
Western Canada. British nationality
predominated among them, the Nor-
wegian and Swedish elements being
also strong. Parties of domestic work-
ers under the aegis of the Dominion
government and the Canadian Pacific
Railway were moving into household
employment in all parts of the country,
and 100 were moving in charge of the
Salvation Army. Special parties of
newcomers were moving for placement
and supervision under the direction of
the Lutheran Immigration Board, the
German Baptist Board, the V. D. C.
K. and other organizations assuming
responsibility for their reception and
placement. Smaller groups of farm
workers were going to fill blanket or-
ders submitted by various local col-
onization boards in Western Canada.
A further party of Norwegian bush-
men were bound for lumber camps in
Ontario and Quebec. Nearly all phases
of the new immigration movement
were represented in the season’s last
arnivals.

RECORD SEASON.

The gratifying impetus to the im-
migration movement experienced
throughout the present year, and con-
fidently believed to be the commen-
cement of a new ascendancy towards
figures more closely approximating
re-war records, is reflected in the
gandﬂinsg of the Canadian Paciflc
Steamships for the summer season. In
the 1926 St. Lawrence season there
were 74 arrivals of Canadian Pacific
steamships at Quebec, as com-
pared with 80 in 1925, and 93 in 1924.
Despite the fewer sailings, however,
40,600 immigrants were brought into
Canada under the service in the season
just ended, as compared with 28,841 in
1925, and 89,479 in 1924. The average
carryings of immigrants per vessel by
the Canadian Pacific Steamships in
1926 was 549, as compared with an
average of 360 in 1925 and 424 in 1924.

The: 1926 St. Lawrence season, as
reflected in the arrivals of the Can—(
adian Pacific Steamships, has very,
clearly demonstrated the effects of
the organization and improvements in
fmmigration machinery gradually and
laboriously effected in the post-war
period. While satisfactory and encour-
aging in itself, it is to be considered
more gratifying as indicating what may
‘be expected in the way of new popula-

tion in the years immediately ahead.

To Be Made

Nursery at Sand Point For
Children of Immigrants

Much Larger

It was announced this morning by
C. P. R. officials that the nursery con-
ducted by the Canadtan Red Cross
during the winter months at Sand
Point would be much enlarged imme-
diately. It is in the detention immigra-

tion building at West Saint John,
erected jointly by the C. P. R. and the
Federal Government, and is equipped
for the accommodation of babies and

small children. It has electric cooking
stove, special cots, beds, baths and

other equipment and it now is proposed
to increase the size. The present
nursehy is 85 by 19 feet, and an addi-
tion of 28 by 29 feet will be made, giv-
ing 12 square feet more space.

‘The proposed changes have been
authorized by the Government and
will be mare by the C. P. R., 50 per
cent. of the cost to be borne by the
Department of Immigration and a like
amount by the railway.

NOT ALL THE

Absence of Commissionel:
Bullock, Ill, Draws Refer-
ence to Situation

CHANGE IN CHARTER
DEEMED NECESSARY

Matter Informally Presented
Before Mecting of Com-
mittee Today

E need of a change in the
city charter to provide that
the city business would not be
held up when one commissioner
was away from the city, was
stressed this morning by Mayor
White, speaking in an informal
way before the Monday morn-
ing committee meeting began.
His Worship said that the absence
from the city of Commissioner Bullock,
who had been compelled to go away in
search of health, made it impossible.for
the council to pass a bond issue. for
any purpose whatsoever and, should
one of the remaining four be not able
to attend to his duties, the business of
the city was entirely at a standstill.

MAJORITY QUORUM.

He was of the opinion that some
provision should be made so that a
majority of the council could form a
quorum for the transaction of ordin-
ary business and that some method
should be devised for getting around
the present requirement of a unani-
mous vote for a bond issue. The city
had to pay 51-2 per cent. on any
overdraft it might have at the bank,
he said, and it did not pay more than
5 per cent. on its bonds.

EGG HATCHERY FOR
HERE IN NEXT YEAR

Will Have a apacity of About
20,000 Chicks During
Season

A large egg hatchery will be in-
stalled in Saint John this winter and
will be in operation next spring,, ac-
cording to a decision reached on Satur-
day by the directors of the New
Brunswick Poultry Exchange. The
plant will be operated by the exchange,
but is being financed by private capital.

An order has already been placed for
the installment of a 7,00 egg incu-
bator, which will start operations early
in March. It is proposed to start
with about one-third capacity, add an-
other third the second week, and a
similar amount each week, averaging
a hatch of about 2,000 chicks a week
over a 10 or 12 week period, according
to the demand. Thus if kept in full
operation, something like 20,00 chick-
ens will be hatched during the season.

The idea behind the move is said
to increase and improve the laying
flocks of the province. The eggs will
be purchased from only inspected
flocks and after hatching will be
shipped by parcel post all over the
province at practically the cost of
hatching, which will average from 20
to 25 cents each.

The New Brunswick Egg Exchange,
which was established here about two
years ago, already has met with de-
cided success. In the first year the
amount of eggs and poultry handled
totalled some $65,000; during the last
year the overturn has reached between
$100,000 and $125,000 and according to
present indications from $200,000 to
$300,000 will be the achievement next
year.

4 DRINKS NOT TOO
MUCH FOR CANADIAN

NEW YORK, Nov. 21—The drink-
ing capacity of Canadians received
some publicity in a New York police
court yesterday.

Charles C. Russell, 60, a white-haired,
ruddy faced, genial looking chap from
Toronto, was arraigned on the charge
of disorderly conduct.

AFFARR BOBS UP

Gould Denies Being Party to
Paying $100,000 in Action
Without His O. K.

PORTLAND, Me., Nov. 21—The
eight-year-old affair of the Saint John
Valley and Quebec Railway bobbed up
in Maine’s senatorial campaign to-
day. Arthur R. Gould, Republican
candidate, replying to charges made by
the headquarters of a Democratic op-

Wheat Pool May Have Some i
Effect is One |
View

L

That shipments overseas from Mont-
real this season are about 25 million
bushels behind last year is a matter of
some concern, and in transportation
circles there is a question as to whether
the creation of the Wheat Pool has not
had something to do with it, says the
Montreal Standard. Last year the
Wheat Pool was an experiment; this
year it is an accomplished fact, an or-
ganization carrying on operations on so
vast a scale that it cannot fail to have
reactions on the grain trade of an im-
portant character.

The demand for tramp tonnage to
carry American coal, and the resultant
increase in the ocean rates, are explana-
tons given. But the outward move-
ment of grain has been relatively slow
all this season, as compared with last
year, and Europe seemed to be in no
hurry to order grain even’ before the
British coal strike began to seriously
affect the Atlantic shipping situation.
Up to mid-September of this year, the
number of ocean sailings, from Mont-
real was somewhat greater than last
year, despite the demand for tramps
to carry coal, and not all these boats
left here with full cargoes. So for a
large part of the season of navigation
there were apparently other factors in
the situation than the question of the
availability of ocean tonnage at reason-
able rates.

quick sales and deliveries. Traders
were anxious to get old stocks off their
hands, in order to prepare the stage for
the new crop. Then when the new

ed the market, tending to ‘weaken
prices, a condition which made the
European miller anxious to place his
orders early, to take advantage of the

glutted  market and forestall specu-
lators.

WHEAT POOL OBJECTIVE.

With the Wheat Pool, which now
controls a large proportion of the crop,
the question of making trading profits
is of less importance than securing for
the growers the highest price possible.

And this implies a’policy of avoiding,

the new crop on the market and thus
depressing prices, and the adoption

rather of a plan of regularizing offer-
ings in the hope of keeping up prices.

At the same time, the European
miller finds the advantage of placing
early orders for quick delivery reduced
by the ability of the Pool to withhold
supplies that would otherwise glut the
market and force down prices, while
he knows that the Pool will be as much
interested as he is in keeping the sup-
plies it controls out of the hands of
speculators.

There are other ways the Wheat
Pool may affect the customs of the
grain trade, and the traffice movements
to which it gives rise. What the effect
upon the. position of Montreal as a
grain port will be remains to be seen.
At the cldse of St. Lawrence navigation
there will certainly remain in Canada
a  much larger proportion of the crop
available for export than last year.
‘I'his may be held during the winter in
Canadian elevators, and produce a
larger movement of grain through
Montreal next spring than is usual. It
may be moved to tide water by rail
during the winter, and in that case
probably . produce a more intensified
competition between the routes via
Buffalo to the American Atlantic
ports and the routes to Canadian At-
lantic ports.

If the effects of the Pool upon the
grain trade are of a nature to slow up
the movement of the new crop and
spread it over winter shipments,
Montreal would lose a certain propor-
tion of business. But this is not a
necessary consequence. The -Pool is
such a big factor in the situation that
it is bound to cause some disturbances,
and inevitably it will make adjust-
ments to the new conditions which it
helps to create. As it builds up its
business relations with European mill-
ers, it may find it to its advantage to
speed up export through Montreal, and
so bring to this port much of that pro-
portion of the grain which in the past
has been diverted to the American
ports.

In any case, and notwithstanding
that -the Atlantic shipping situation
may have been largely responsible for
the fact that the grain movement
through this port has not been up to
expectations, the efforts of the opera-
tions of the Wheat Pool will be
studied closely by the transportation
and harbor interests, the paper says in
conclusion. .

PRAISED BY KING

Canadian Premier Says Each
Dominion Now

Master

By GEORGE HAMBLETON
Staff Correspondent Canadian Press

ONDON, Nov. 2l—Among
the members of the Canadian
delegation there is keen satisfac-
tion tonight over the Dominions’
charter.

This report of the Premiers’
Committee of the Imperial Con-
ference with its ringing sentence,
its precise statements, is regard-
ed as a great milestone along the
way of imperial relations. It
does not so much indicate grave
constitutional departures—such
is the comment one hears—as it
crystallizes and applies princi-
ples of self-government which
already were recognized, if at
times somewhat nebulously.

Premier Mackenzie King is reserving
his considered comment. Nevertheless
he was warm tonight alike in praise

of the report and in appreciation of the
spirit of good fellowship which dom-
inated the committee’s proceedings.

PRINCIPLE OF AUTONOMY

“The report states clearly those prin-
ciples of dominion autopomy for which
Canada always contended,” Mr. King
said. “As the great charters of Eng-
land set down liberties which had been
won, so the report, in unmistakable
language, sets down the principle that’
self-governing communities are equal
in status.” :

More detailed examination of the re-
ports reveals to what extent it carries
the principle that, in its own words,
‘“every self-governing member of the
Empire is now master of its own des-
tiny.”

In no aspect of domestic or external
affairs is one autonomous community
within the Empire to be subordinate to
another. So far as the dominions are
concerned the term “Imperial” disap-
pears, although curiousiy enough the
report frequently used the word “Em-
pire” as well as the British Common-
wealth of nations. In the changing of
the King’s title the term “United King-
dom” also disappears.

PRIVY COUNCIL APPEALS

The effect of the report, it is ob-
served, is that where what some regard
as anomalies remain they remain by
wish of the dominion concerned. In re-
gard to Privy Councll appeals, for in-
stance, the report does not pronounce
on the question of retention or aboli-
tion. But it makes it clear that it is no
part of the policy of “His Majesty’s
government in Great Britain” as the
report phrases it, that questions affect-
ing such appeals should be determined
otherwise than in accordance with the
wishes of the Dominion concerned. The
Irish Free State, which is particularly
interested in the question of appeals,
did not press the matter further in
view of this general understanding, al-
though it reserved the right to raise
the matter agaifi at the next Imperial
Conference.

COMMUNICATIONS.

As forecast some days ago, probably
the most important constitutional de-
velopment the report recommends lies
in the methods of communication as
between 'the Dominions and Great
Britain. It was recognized by the com-
mittee that there had been great im-
provement in recent ‘years in com-
munication by cable and letter between

London and the Dominion -capitals.
‘ At the same time it was felt that more
could be done by way of personal
discussion. As the governor-general
now becomes the representative of the
Crown and not of the British govern-
ment, the Canadian delegates proposed,
iit is understood, that Britain have a
| special representative at the Dominion
capitals who would be in a position
to present the views of the British gov-
ernment. The probable development
of this idea will be the representation
of the Dominions as between them-
selves.

The report records that all repre-
sentatives at the Conference were im-
pressed with the desirability of closer
personal touch between Great Britain
and the Dominions, also between the
different Dominions. But the question

William James, the great psycholo-
gist, had shown the tremendous in-
fluence of mind over body and the
value of faith. While recognizing the
good work accomplished in some cases
by faith cults. Mr. Bonnell said it
was not necessary to accept or be car-
ried away with their frantastic and ex-
travagant theories. Whenever a faith
healing cult taught its people that
they could safely dispense with medi-
cal science it became a menace to the
life and health of the community, he
declared. He showed how medical
science had been wonderfully blessed
of God in advancing the health of the
human race, citing the following in-
stances, Pasteur had robbed rabies of
all its frightful terrors, in nineteen
years statistics showing 28,000 cases
treated, and the annual mortality rate
was less than one-half of one per cent.
In early days the death rate in small-
pox was 50 per cent. and today it was
3-10 of 1 per cent. because of the
advances in medical science.

EMMANUEL MOVEMENT.

Mr. Bonnell stated that the most
sane faith healing movement today
was the Emmanuel Movement, where
every patient appearing for faith cures
is first examined by a competent physi-
cian, to see if the patient needs sur-
gical or medical treatment for organic
diseases and only when the doctor has
completed his diagnosis, is the invalid
taken on for faith teaching and prayer.

In conclusion he stated that every
blessing in the matter of healing, and
the knowledge of God and of prayer,
was available to the humblest Chris-
tian in all of the churches without the
necessity of adopting irrational teach-
ings of the modern faith-healing cults.

The sermon was the second in the
series on “Faith Healing a Fad or a
Fact” Next Sunday night Rev. Mr.
Bonnell will deal with “Can the Dead
Speak to Us?” and will give a study of
spiritualism.

STORY OF CYCLES

Variety Performances Re-

flect Times and

Fashions

NEW YORK, Nov. 20.—Vaudeviile
programs since America’s first organ-
ized variety performance a hundred
yvears ago have reflected, and some-
times anticipated, the life and fashions
of the times.

They promise for the present to “go
Spanish,” the Keith-Albee exchange
reports. And there is a French “craze”
just around the corner. The vaude-
ville managers find these fads profit-
able, because of the theatre-goers’ de-
sire for something new or novel

The story of vaudeville from its es-
tablishment in this country at the old
Lafayette Theatre on December 18,
1826, has been a story of cycles. Their
average life has been about four years,
although in many. instances the best
acts of a mode become more or less
standardized. Thus the piano act, the
song and dance team, the monologist,
and the comedy sketch are familiar
features of the modern program.

Sometimes an event furnishes the
motif for a new mode in vaudeville,
and sometimes it is an outstanding
personality. Of the former were the
cycles of the Irish, German, Jewish,
Italian, blackface and “rube” comed-
ians. Each type had its heydey as the
Irish, the Germans and the others suc-

cessively became factors in Americnn‘
life.

Personality entered into vaudevilie
fashions when Lydia Yeamans Titus
decided to do her songs and imperson-
ations in variety. She decided her hus-
band, Fred Titus, should play the piano
for her.. For a long time the act had
the field to itself. Then came a verit- |
able landslide of piano acts. Maurice
Barrymore was another personality
who marked a turning point in the
history of variety.

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St. David’s Pastor Expresses
Thanks for Work of

Congregation

Rev Hugh Miller before entering
upon the presentations of his sermons
yesterday extended his hearty thanks
to the congregation of St. David’s for
their efficient response to the anniver-
sary appeal, for the activity of the
various church organizations and for
good spirit of the entire congregation.
The Sunday school attendance last
Sunday was the largest for many years
he stated.

The “Home Base” was the title of
his morning sermon. At last evening’s
service “The Virgin Birth” was the
third sermon in the series of “Modern
Relgious Difficulties.” He impressed
upon his congregation that everything
connected with the life and ministry of
Jesus is of interest.

“FEvery word He uttered and every
work He performed had an integral
place in His minisiry. The great cen-
tral fact,” said the speaker, is the
Atonement, but the Cross was related
to the manger, His death to His birth.

“What was the manner of His
birth? Many are pot troubled about
the virgin birth. They accept it and
that is all. But there are many who
are troubled about jt. If Christ is or
was the representative of man, then
His birth must be after the manner of
men. For many the virgin birth.is an
aid to faith, to others it is a hindrance.

“The great Authority is Jesus in all
matters pertaining to faith and con-
duct. It is natural to ask what did
Jesus ‘teach regarding His birth? Jesus
made no reference to it. That for many
settles the question. The next court of
appeal are the four gospels written by
His followers. If it was a part of their
teaching and accepted as necessary to
faith it will have a prominent place in
their writings. But only two, Matthew
and Luke mention it, and they were
satisfied with a reference to it. In the
remaining part of the New Testament
it -has no place. Consequently many
have difficulty in accepting the doctrine
of the virgin birth.

“The convincing proof of the virgin
birth is Jesus. We do not start with
His birth but Himself. Instead of His
birth determining His divinity, His
divinity determines the virgin birth. We
start with the moral character, the
conscience and the religious conscious-
ness of Jesus and argue back to the
manner of birth. The virgin life of
Jesus makes it possible to accept the
virgin birth of Jesus.”

In closing, Mr. Miller dealt with the
question if one could be a Christian
and not believe in the virgin birth.
Many claimed one could. It was Christ
for Christ’s sake. “Believe in Him as
the Son of God and you will have life.
What Jesus did not teach we dare not
make essential.”

Next Sunday evening The Unpardon-
able Sin will be the subject. At both
services yesterday special music of ex-
cellent character was rendered by the
large choir. Among the special solo-
ists were Mrs. McKiel, Mrs. Ferris and
Mr, Smith.

THE BIBLE NEEDED

In the Coburg street Christian
church yesterday morning, Rev. W. J
Johnston, the pastor, spoke on the
need of Biblical teaching in the city,
making reference to recent reports in
circulation..
