DEFENCE OPENED
IN CASE AGAINST
" SLAYERS OF BOY

State Attorney Declares the
Question of Mentality will
Void Guilty Plea.

COURT SAYS NO

Judge Overrules Objection
Against Evidence by De-
fence Alienists.

(By Canadian Press.)

Chicago, July 30.—A possi-
bility that the judicial hearing to
determine the punishment of
Nathan Leopold, jr., and Rich-
ard Loeb, for killing Robert
Franks, may be annulled and a
jury sworn to pass on their san-
ity, appeared today with the de-
fence planning to submit testi-
mony of its alienists in spite of
the State’s declaration to oppose
any evidence touching mental re-
sponsibility.

The defence bases its hope of
mitigation on the reports of its
alienists. If the mental condi-
tion of the youths is touched
tpon, State’s Attorney Crowe
set aside their pleas of guilty,
and Judge Caverly must call 2
jury to decide the issue of sanity.
The state will demand such

action.

In that event the state’s
“mountain of evidence,”” pains-
takingly built up during a weelt
of testimony, will go for naught
and must be reintroduced.

States Case Ended.

The prosecution’s case was com-
pleted yesterday with the confessions
of the defendants. The state rested
at 10.07 a.m., as soon as court opened,
and the defence started.

There is the possibility that Judge
Caverly, upon whose mercy the de-
fendants threw themselves by their
pleas and who permitted the state
considerable latitude in submitting its
evidence, may permit the defence to
carry out its plan and later consider
only the competent evidence of both
sides in considering his decision.

State Attorney Crowe, however, has
declared that under a ruling of the
Supreme Court, the judge must auto-
matically call a jury to test the mental
responsibility if the defence raises
such a question. Mental capacity is
not a mitigating circumstance the
prosecutor contends.

“There is no such thing in the law
as distinguishing whether a man is
25 per cent. or 30 per cent. normal,”
Mr. Crowe said: The only provision
in the law is that of mitigating cir-
cumstances. By that is meant if the
deceased indicated he was going to at-
;ack the defendant or there was some
little provocation for the murder, or
<ome set of similar facts.

will Insist on Jury.

“Mitigating circumstances means the
act surrounding the crime and not the
degree of mental capacity of the de-
fendant or the measuring of his men-
tal responsibility with a yvard stick.
The only way a court can tell the pun-
ishment to be meted out is by hearing
all the facts and that is why I have
introduced all of my witnesses. I con-
fend there are no mitigation circum-
stances and that the defendants should
be hanged. “If there is any attempt to
raise the isstie of insanity I will insist
that a jury be called at once.”

Frank A. Sheer was the last Witness
for the state. He testified merely that
he took Loeb’s confession the night of
May 90.

Handcuffs Clerk To

New York, July 30—With two
traffic policemen on duty less than a
bfock away and scores of persons
passing on the sidewalk, a robber
handcuffed the manager of the
Thom McAn chain shoe store to a
pipe in the wash-room and got away
with $130 in cash. The police be-
lleve he is the same man who two
months ago handcuffed the clerk
and manager of the Beck-Hazard
chain shoe store and robbed the safe
there. There have been at least
thirty robberies of Thom McAn shoe
stores in Manhattan, Brooklyn and
Newark in the last year.

Benjamin Gotlieb, the manager,
was alone In the store, and waited
on the robber, who selected a pair of
$8 tan oxfords and then stuck a pls-
tol Into Gotlleb’s face.

The robber ordered Gotlieb to step
into the washroom at the rear of the
store, where he chained him up.

SAO PAULO QUIET;
CIVILIANS  RETURN

Population Finds Many Fine
Buildings Damaged—Few
Rebels Sought.

Buenos Aires, July 30.—The civil

population of Sao Paulo has started
returning to its homes, according to
mesgsages from Santos today and re-
storation of normal life in Brazil’s great
coffee capital is only a matter of a
short time.

Thousands of Paulistas, wearied by
weeks of danger from bitter civil war-
fare, straggled down the highways
leading from the interior to pick up
the threads of daily life so -rudely
broken at midnight July 4.

They found their magnificent muni-
cipal theatre, one of the finest theatre
buildifgss in the world, shattered by
shell tire; great public biildings
scarred by machine gun bullets and the
huge red brick Lux Railway station

Military patrols were still “active and |
many of the refugees were questioned |
closely.

Some Rebels Still About

Private messages 1o newspapers here

in the interior of the state.

It was not believed, however, that
the strong Federal forces will have
much trouble in dispersing them.

HOPOFF ON FLIGHT

Smith and His Companions
Leave England ‘for Ork-
ney Islands,

SIX HOURS FLIGHT

Trip Will be Resumed To-
morrow or Friday to
Iceland.

., (By United Press)

Brough, Eng., July 80—The U. S.
world fliers resumed the flight today,
Lieutenant Lowell Smith and his com-
radev taking off for Kirkwall, in the
Orkney Islands 450 miles to the north
ward at 10.80 a. m.

At dawn the three planes, spic and
span for the start of the last long
trans-Atlantic journey, were whecled
to the slip-ways, launched on the river
and four hours later were in the air,
roaring northward. A large crowd
cheered the departure.

The weather was calm in contrast
to the rainstorms that have hampered
the airmen in their final preparations
during the past week.

Waiting for the fliers at Kirkwall is
Major Howard C. Davidson, air at-
tachee of the American Embassy in
London. He and Lieutenant Smith will
consult weather reports from Iceland
and Greenland when the aviators ar-
rive. 'The next “hop” will take the
world planes to Iceland.

Brough. England, July 30.—(Cana-
Adian.. Lresg. Lable).—The - U.-S...army
aviators, ‘continuing theéir world flight,
hopped off at 10.34 o’clock this morn-
ing for Kirkwall, capital of the Orkney
Islands, off the northern coast of Scot-
land.

Kirkwall town of 8,500, is situated
on Houton Bay, on the northeastern
side of the Island of Mainland, some-
times called Pomona, the largest of
the Orkney group.

Globe this morning states that it is in

Simcoe street printing office and leav-
ing by the back door of the establish-
ment. The officers watched the car
most of the night, but Matthews never
returned. 'This is the first word that
has been heard of him or his where-
abouts.

SET FOR OCTOBER

Arrangement of Dominion Rep-
resentation is Chief Item for

Debate.

London, July 30—Sensational rises
in the wheat market in the United
States have been followed by equal
increases in the price of wheat and
flour in England.

Flour in English markets has jumped
10 shillings a sack since July 1 and
total of 17 shillings since May.

The standard four-pound British
loaf, already increased from the old
eight penny price, will jump to 10
pence next Monday. .

To the English farmer, wheat grow-
ing is profitable for the first time since
the war, but to the great majority of
the population—the wage earners—the
high price of bread means only added
strain on the family budget.

Spectacular advances in flour prices

- during the present month, have caused

consumers to start an agitation for
resumption of the war-time practice
of government wheat buying, but Sid-
ney Webb, President of the Board of
Trade, (equivalent to the U. S. Sec-
retary of Commerce), flatly denies a
rumor that the Government is plan”
ning to resume such buying.

There is no reason to believe a
world grain shortage is in sight, Webb
says, and, Inoreover, it is impossible
to forecast how long present high
prices will be maintained. Harvesting
of. the 1924 crop in the northern hemi-
sphere, is not yet completed, and final
figures may cause a const!derable
change in the situation, he believes.

No Fear of Shortage.

According to the latest reports to
the Government Board of Trade, the
situation is as follows:

“The factor most influencing the out-
look at present to the uncertainty of
the Canadian crop to which may be
attributed the recent rise in prices. This
situation undoubtedly has been aided
as is usual in such cases, by specula-
tion in the market.

“There seems no reason to believe
at present that the world supply of
wheat during the coming season will
be under requirements.

«Although prices for a time may con
tinue at higher levels than during the
corresponding period last year, there is
no justification at the present time for
suggesting a pending shortage or even
a scarcity of wheat.” :

In the great world market at Liver-
pool there is a strong opinion that
the present rise in wheat prices in the
U. S. is not due to any attempt to
corner world wheat supplies, as such
a procedure would involve tremendous
risk, owing to the uncertainty of the
_Canadian yield and prospects for the
coming crop in Australia and Argen-
tine.

secure a new contract for pulpwood.
It is believed that the attempt will
be successful.

The committee of the New Bruns-
wick creditors is composed of G. R.
Sloat, W. W. Boyce, J. K. Flemming
of Woodstock; John Giddens of Roll-
ing Dam, T. W. Pirle, Grand Falls.

THE NEW TRANSCONTINENTAL BUS AS IT STARTED FROM TIV.ES SQUARE, NEW YORK CITY.

En Route, Transcontinent, July 80.—
Another covered wagon is blazing a
new trail across the country.

Instead of being a prairie schoner of

the Roarin’ Forties, it is a motor bus
of the busy Fifties of Broadway,
where America’s automobile row be-
gins its stetch from coast to coast.

In the wake of this machine may
come a new method of transcontinental
travel in which you will be able to go
to the nearest: cross-roads, hop into a
bus and continue onward in comfort
until you reach San Francisco or New
York.

For Dave Fassett, veteran autoist, is
bent on showing the nation that it can
be done.

Boy Convict Proves
Costly To Sheriff

Middletown, N. Y., July 20—A pecu-
liar condition ‘gf affairs exists in $he
case of Elmer Washburn of Susque-
hanna County, P. A., who was senten-
ced some time ago to from seventeen
to twenty-nine years’ imprisonment for
the murder of Silas Payne of Brush-
ville, Pa.,, an aged recluse, in Octo-
ber, 1922.

Washburn, who is 14 years old, was
imprisoned in the Eastern Penitentiary,
Philadelphia, after being sentenced in
March, 1923, and was transferred to
the jail in Danville.

Sheriff Schuyler claims that since
Washburn’s arrival at Danville he has
spent about $300 of his own money
to maintain the prisoner, and neither
the Susquehanna County nor Montour
County officials are paying for his sup-
port. ;

AUSTRALIA SELLS
SURPLUS SHIPS

Vessels Costing $200 a Ton
to Build Sold at $15
a Ton,

London, July 30—Though the Aus-
trglian Government has decided to stay
in business as a shipowner, dimensions
of its fleet, like that of the United
States Government, are proving embar-
rassing and it is now engaged in dis-
posing of its eurplus vessels. That
transaction is proving decidedly un-
profitable as shown by a single in-
stance where a group of nine ships,
whose original cost was around $8,000,-
000, sold to Japan—one of the few
countries in the world that is extend-
ing its merchant fleet—for less than a
third this amount.

A still larger loss apparently will
be suffered on another class consisting
of six ships whereof only one, which
cost $200 a ton to build, sold at $15 a
ton. The five other vessels of this class
have been idle more than a year. Sev-
eral other vessels sold at less than
half the price pald for them by the
Government. To date twenty vessels
have changed hands and the Common-
wealth Government is now seeking
buyers for twelve more, ten of which
are lying idle in Sydney and Mel-
bourne.

An attempt to develop the ship-
building industry in the Common-
wealth apparently also is going into
the discard as the Government has
decided two proposed new cruisers will
be constructed in England.

Numer-
ous visitors from Washington, Mil-
waukee, Pittsburg, Boston and To-
ronto, who are vitally interested in the
spiritual welfare of the masses, have
expressed their approval of this unovel
way of preaching the gospel, and re-
ports from these centres indicate that
similar methods have already been
adopted with much success.

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FAVORABLE INDICATIONS

Canada’s trade balance with the
United States shows considerable im-
provement. During the last twelve
months Canadian exports to the United
States were higher and the imports
lower than in the preceding year.. A
statement issued from Ottawa shows
that while our imports are still consid-

erably larger than our exports toSthat’

country there has been an improve-
ment of about $44,000,000 in the bal-
ance during the last year. Another in-
tePesting item of news regarding Can-
ada’s relations with her neighbor is the
announcement that the price received
for a Canadian National loan of $29,-
000,000 is the best obtained in New
York this year for any similar class of
security. A third item of interest js
the announcement from Ottawa that
during the month of June 4,720 Cana-
dians came back from the United
States, and that of these 8,962 were
native born Canadians. Another very
satisfactory item in the news is that
the Canadian dollar is getting closer to
par in New York, the discount now
being but a very small fraction. It is
worth while now and then to remind
ourselves of facts such as those just

LAFOLLETTE'S FOLLOWING

. The LaFollette boom in the United
States is having some interesting re-
sults. The United Brotherhood- of
Maintenance of Way Employes and
Railway Shop Laborers have endorsed
him as a ¢éandidate for the Presidency.
The American Association for the
Recognition of the Irish Republic en-
dorses him “as the only candidate who
has announced himself in favor of free-
dom for Ireland.” It endorses him
“in his campaign to save the nation
from Wall Street and British Control.”
Since the Association has only seven

thousand active members and seventy

thousand associate members it may not
cut a large figure in a campaign. In
New York, also, a group of one hun-
dred “liberal professional and business
men and women” have assured Sena-
tor LaFollette of their support.
Representatives of labor organizations
}k\‘Baltimore have come out for him
and will call a state convention. The
South Dakota Branch of the National
Conference for Progressive Political
Action is also in line. The Senator
will have a somewhat nondescript fol-
‘owing, and it is a little difficult to
understand how they can coalesce in
support of any individual or any pol-
icy.

FAVORS BRITISH METHODS.

The Loeb-Leopold affair in Chicago
and the manner in which this tragedy
has been treated prompts the Tribune
of that city to make spme comparisons
in which the British method of dealing
out justice is placed in contrast with
the American. We quote:

“The Franks case has been a three
wmonths’ moral pestilence imposed upon
our people before the trial. It is an
aggravated instance of what has hap-
pened with increasing frequency for
two decades since the Thaw trial and
before. The injury to justice is in pub-
licity before the trial. Newspaper
trials, before the case is called, have
become an abomination. The danger-
ous initiative that newspapers have
taken in judging and convicting out of
court is journalistic lynch law. Pros-
ecuting attorneys now hasten to the
papers with their theories and confes-
glons. Neither dare do otherwise.
Half-wit jurles or prejudiced juries are
the inevitable result. There is one rem-
edy and it is drastic restriction of pub-
licity before the trial must be imposed
by law. England by custonr and by
law imposes such restrictions. English
papers print only the briefest and cool-
est statement of the facts before the
trial.

RESTORING HUNGARY.,

One of the great accomplishments
of the League of Nations has been the
financial restoration of Awustria. A
like course is nowt being pursued in
_the case of Hungary. The London
Statist says that the flotation in Lon-
don of a portion of the Hungarian re-
construction loan was a _success, and
adds that its most important aspects
“do not lie in its immediate bearing on
the financial and economic rehabilita-
tion of Hungary itself, but are firstly,
Its reflections on the methods to be
sdopted for European reconstruction in
general; and, secondly, its effects on
the prestige of the League of Nations.”
The policy pursued by the League in
yegard to Austria and Hungary em-
bodies two main principles. The first
is the abandonment of the depreciating
. paper currency es 1he unit of accrunt,

* gubstituting a st:Ll¢ monetary stan-
fiazd; and the second the proma>tion
of an internatinal loan sufficlent to
cover budget deficits until such time
as the Government of the country, can
balance the budget needed. It is
through the action of the League that
Austria and Hungary have been en-
abled to secure loans which in their
bankrugpt condition they could not

otherwise have secured. The Statist
is of the opinion that it will eventually
be necessary to apply the same policy
in the case of some other countries,
notably Germany, Russia and Turkey.
It says the League has acquitted itself
most creditably in the cases of Austria
and Hungary, and has “unquestionably
performed a real service to humanity.”
In providing for such loans the invest-
ors are protected, and the success at-
tained in the case of Austria promises
to be repeated in the case of Hungary.
The Hungarian issue offered in Lon-
don amounted to nearly £8,000,000, and
the prospectus says that the bonds will
be secured as a first charge on the gross
reecipts of the custom dutics, the sugar
tax and tobacco monopoly. and on the
net receipts of the salt monopoly.
These receipts are paid into a specia!
account controlled by a Commission-
General, who will act until the financial
stability of Hungary is assured, iwhen
the account will be controlled by\t-u<-
tees. If the Commissioner-Genera
deems it necessary, other specific rev-
enues and assets must also be furnished
by the Hungarian Government as se-
curity for the loan. The whole Issue
of bonds, The Statist informs us, has
been heavily over-subscribed.
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A visitor from Connecticut testifies
that he regards the summer climate of
New Brunswick as the most agreeable
he has found on the continent. That
climate would bear a good deal more
advertising than it gets. Occasionally
one picks up a New York or other Am-
erican newspaper to find in it a very
attractive advertisement about the
summer attractions of Nova Scotia.
Our own province does not receive
nearly as much publicity of this sort as
it ought to get, and which would yield
profitable dividends in tourist traffic.

OLD AGE PENSIONS.

(Toronto Star.)

The revived interest being taken in
Canada in the question of old age
pensions is a pleasing sign of the times.
The country is not in as good a posi-
tion as formerly to finance pensions.
Yet the operation of old age pensions
would remove s0 many conditions
which are a- reproach to a civilized
people, that the inauguration of this
form of relief should not be put off
indefinitely: :

Sir Richard Cartwright once declared
that it would be'a slur on Caneda and
its opportunities. to establish old age
.pensions. The public is coming to en-
tertain a different view. The Canadian
premier has made the gratifying an-|
founcement that during the legislative
recess the co-operation of the provinces
will be sought with a view to the ulti-
mate establishment of a pensions
system.

The provinces have plenty of finan-
clal problems of their own. But they
should sympathetically approach the
joint consideration of the question qf
providing for aged and indigent citi-
zens.

TO ENGLAND FOR LAWV.

(Bangor News.)

Four hundred members of the Am-
erican Bar Association have left for
England to attend an international bar
convention in London.

It is a good thing for those lawyers
to go and talk ‘things over with their
professional brethren in England. It
may be a good thing for their coun-
try, too. They will undoubtedly be
impressed with the simpler, more direct
and more effective court procedure_ of
England, especially in criminal cases.

The two countries started even in
the theory and practice of law. Our

American law is based upon the Eng- §

lish common law. There was a time
when American administration of jus-
tice was much improved over the Eng-
lish system. Court procedure was
pretty effective and satisfactory in
this country when England still had
its Star Chamber delays. Then some-
how law in each country seemed to
develop in the opposite direction. In
the last century England has greatly
simplified its judicial methods and ex-
pedited justice, by emphasizing essen-
tials, while America has developed a
judicial system that is complex, tech-
nical and dilatory beyond any in his-
tory.

It is an old maxim that “justice
delayed is justice denied.” Thousands
of Ameriacns have justice thus denied
right along, in eivil suits, because they
lack money or patience to see them
through the long trials, re-trials, ap-
peals, reversals, etc. Communities
over and over again have justice, de:
nied because technical and frivolous
objections are allowed to interfere
with the punishment of guilty crim-
inals. In this matter, at least, Am-
erica should not be too proud to learn
from present-day England.

CHILDREN AND ENVIRONMENT

(New York Herald-Tribune.)

It is a little surprising that in the
perennial discussion of the influence of
heredity and environment on character
so few people have thought of the
adopted children. It has remained for
the State Charities Association to run
a three-year test on a group of 910
adopted children, and to arrive at the
optimistic, if somewhat disturbing,
conclusion that environment wins
hands down. It was found that 80
per cent. of these children had come
from backgrounds “predominantly
bad” and that 77 per cent. had “made
good.” Further, while 86 per cent, of
the children placed before they were
five years old “succeeded,” only 72 per
cent. of those placed after the age of
five came up to the survey’s standard.

These conclusions throw a gently
statistical haze over the subject which
conceals somewhat the inexactitude of
the terminology. “Success,” for ex-
ample—and it is the difficulty of all
sociological writers—is hardly capable
of scientific definition, while the sur-
vey is compelled to admit that most
of the cases studied are not yet over
twenty-five years old. But if such a
survey cannot be precisely scientific
it- can be interesting, and for practi-
cal purposes it seems to get us at
least as far as either the biologists or
the intelligence testers; and it is as
good a substitute as could be expected
for that hypothetical experiment in
which all the babies born in France
in one year were to be exchanged for
all those born in England, and the re-
sulting generations studied to see
which exhibited * “Gallic wit” and
which showed ‘English reserve.”

Visitor.

A motorist from Montana remark-
ed to a garage man in St. John a
few days ago that the best roads he
had found on the trip he had travel-
ed after he entered New Brunswick.

ELECTRICITY IN BURMAH.

Up the Irawaddy River in Central
Burma, 300 miles from where it emp-
ties into the Bay of Bengal, lies the
great Yenangyoung oil field, which for
a hundred years has been worked by
the natives with crude hand drills and
buckets. A generation ago the British
introduced steam power, then the white
man’s most approved method of drill-
ing for oil, and more than a thousand
wells were sunk in a district but two
and a half miles long and half a mile
wide. Now steam power has been
superseded by electricity and the Yen-
angyoung field, deep in the Burmese
jungle, is one of the most completely
electrified crude oil developments ln1
the world. -

A twenty thousand horsepower
electric generating station using nat-
ural gas for fuel has been built upon
the bank of the Irawaddy and a ring
of high voltage transmission lines sur-
younds the field Electric drills and
the oil to the
Fsurface at about one-third the cost of
steam driven apparatus. All of this
new electrical machinery is opera’ed
by native Burmese, Hindoos and Chi-
nese coolies.

Electricity from this generaitng plant
alsc pumps water for the workmer,
lights their bungalows and runs elec-
tric fans through the hot days and

| Report on Trestle.

The report of Mayor Potts on the
investigation into the rebuilding of No.
5 trestle was read as follows:

“It is evident from the road engi-
neer’s report covering the reconstruc-
tion of trestle and cribwork in connec-
tion with the approaches to No. 5
wharf and warehouse, that a bad or
even serious condition exists in the
upper and lower timbers used in the
original construction, and in the sub-
sequent repairs made to make the tres-
tle sufficiently strong to bear the heav-
ily loaded trains which operate there.

“The Common Council passed an or-
der authorizing the purchase of a large
amount of timber for this restoration
and repair, which repairs were contem-
plated and apparently approved before
I assumed office as Mayor.

To Have Check Off.

“If the information received by me is
correct, it would appear that sufficient
limber was purchased to construct the
whole work anew, which from the re-
port of the road engineer would have
been unnecessary, as the pine and hard
pine lumber in the existing trestle,
which for the greater part of the tinic
is water soaked, is as good as new ana
probably better than that which coulc -
be purchased today, and this same fact
warranted me in stating originally
that ‘there was better lumber being
taken out than that being not put in
and used, although I must admit that
the actual lumber had not been taken
out, but it was contemplated.

“In any case, I will direct that mea-
sures shall be taken to have a check-
off on all the lumber taken from -the
storage yard or place, and an accuratg
accounting of its use in the work, and
a check-off on all lumber purchased for
and unused on this work, so that 1
may be able to confirm or contradict
statements which have been made to
me by reliable persons, that goods and
materials purchased with the ratepay-
ers’ money are turned to private use
and profit.”

Commissioner Bullock said that, act-
ing on the suggestion of Mayor Potts,

DAVIDBELASCOIS
LL WITH GRIP

Theatrical Producer Has
Been Working 18 to 20
Hours a Day.

David Belasco is abed in his gpart-
ment.in the Hotel Marie Antoinette,
New York, with his most serious ill-|
ness in years. For once, he is being|
compelled, as far as is possible, to for-|
get his business affairs. Dr. G. W.|
Colby is his attending physician.

“Mr, Belasco,” said Dr. Colby, “is a
pretty sick man, although I can say
that he is in no imminent danger.”

The theatrical producer is suffering
from the grip and his illness has in-
terrupted the day in and day out rou-
tine which David Belasco rigidly fol-
lows twelve months in a year. He
works eighteen and twenty hours a
day; he sleeps only four or five hours |
in every twnety-four. He never takes
a vacation. He never leaves the city
save on business. T'he present summer,
one of exceptional inactivity along the
Broadway curb, has been one of tre-
mendous activity to him, despite the
fact that his own plans have been
veiled with more than the usual
secrecy.

Energy Induces Relapse.

This activity, however, came to an
abrupt halt about two wecks ago. The
producer was ill. He was placed under
the care of Dr. Colby and, until last
Thursday, stuck to the hotel, remain-
ing away from his cloistered retreat
in West Forty-fourth street. On Thurs-
day, there was a meeting of the Pro-
ducing Managers’ Association, mean-
ing those tenacious “round robin” man-
agers who have not vielded to Equity. |
Mr. Belasco decided that, sick or well,
he ought to attend that meeting. He
went. As a conscquence, he suffered
a relapse and, since Thursday night,
he has lain flat on his back—no read-
ing on his part and no reading to him.
“A pretty sick man,” he qas been
treated as such.

Mrs. Belasco is in Europe, but Mr.
Belasco’s secretary, Thomas A. Curry,
and a nurse have remained with him. |
Mrs. Morris Gest, Belasco's daughter,
has been a frequent caller. !

Before his relapse the producer car- |
ried on his work as best he could. A|
play of foreign authorship which Mr.
Curry read to him was accepted while
he was in bed and a cable was sent

“Mr. Belasco dislikes sickness be-'
cause it stops his work,” said Mr.
Curry. “He works twelve months a

year, thirty days a month. Ile never
leaves New York except to attend a
try-out of a play. A vacation would|
bore him to death. His work is his
play.” |

Finds Diversion in Theatre.

The producer’s only dlverslon is
theatre-going and this he considers
more as work than as pleasure. “He
wants to see why they're bad.” ‘

I'he dean of the Broadway producers, |
when in good health, adheres to a set|
routine._He ustially reaches the Belasco |
Theatre at 9 or 9.30 a.m. Before going

there he has a light breakfast. He cats|

lunch in his studio, which consists of

eight or nine rooms, and then genegally
goes without food until late at nikgk ’
carly in the morning—about 1 or"Y
o'clock. Often at that hour he goes to
Child’s, in Broadway, near Sixty-sixth
street.

When not rehearsing or interviewing
callers or writing the producer is busy
reading plays. Many times, after read-
ing until 1 o'clock in the morning at
his studio, he reads manuscripts for
another hour or so after returning to
the Marie Antoinette.

Purchasing Agents Will Meet Today
to Plan Participation in Campaign.

Boston, July 80—The New Englan
Purchasing Agency’ Assoclation, repre-
senting a buying power that runs into
many millions of dollars, has entered
the New England week movement and
will hold a meeting at the Federal
Reserve Bank in Pearl street this after-
noon, to plan participation in a cam-
paign to boost New England.

John S. Lawrence of Boston, chair-
man of the general committee, sums
up New England weck as follows: An
unselfish, unpaid movement seeking to
sell New England to its own residents.
“The campaign is being conducted
practically without cost,” said Mr.
Lawrence. “There is to be no price
cutting, no radical change in the
methods of distribution, no competi-
tion through booths or shows, no big
fetes that would draw the purchasing
power from one community to another,
and no speical advertising solicitations,
but a real stimulation of the usual
channels of trade.

“The all New England week com-
mittee has no printing expenses, no
salaries to pay, no rent. Time, service,
paper, offices, news columns and street
car advertising are practically all con-
tributed for the benefit of thé general
situation. Interest in and love for
New England are our stimulants and
the spirit which draws labor, capital
and management into this movement.
The words ‘can’t’ and ‘knock’ have
been eliminated, and ‘can’ and ‘boost’
have been substituted.”

$100 prize offered for the best phrase
of not more than ten worils empha-
sizing the “selling” of New England
to New Englanders.

U. S. Power Report Says Not
Over Quarter Demand
Otherwise Met,

Washington, July 30—LEstablishment
of large, centralized steam-electric
plants located at strategic points, de-
velopment of large hydro-electric pro-
| jects and extension of interconnection
Ibetween the different systems are ad-
vocated in a report made public by the
Engineering Subcommittee of the North-
east Super-Power Committee headed by
Secretary of Commerce Hoover.

Effect of these recommendations for
the industrial development of the North-
eastern States from Maine to West Vir-
ginia and Maryland, according to the
committee, will be a saving of over $4,-
000,000 tons of coal annually, production
of power at less cost, security in power
| supplies against interruption with losses
Ilhl'ough disturbed production and un-
employment, larger reserves of power
through which other industrial develop-
ment need not lag awaiting péwer con-
struction, electrification of transporta-
tion with an iIncrease in its efficiency
and extension ¢f power uses to the farm
and saving of %uman effort.

{Many States Are Interested.

The report is an outgrowth of a con=
ference held in New York City last
October, with the consent of President
Coolidge, between Mr, Hoover and the
chairman of the State Utllities Commis-
sions of the eleven northeastern states.
The conference led to the formation of
the Northeastern Super Power Company,
1composed of representatives of the
| States and of the Federal Government.
!An engineering sub-committee under-
|took a comprehensive survey of the
{ technical aspects of super-power de-
' velopment in these States. Its report
|as made public today will be considered
}:{ltla meeting of the full committee next
i fall.
i The Engineering Subcommittee 1S
iheaded by Secretary Hoover, who also
|is chairman of the full committee. The
| subcommittee includes the chief engineer
or other representatives of-ten of the
States, together with George Otis Smith,
director of the United States Geological
Survey; N. C. Grover, chief hydraulic
| engineer of the Geologica] Survey; Col.
Ewmlam Kelly, chief engineer of the
 Federal Power Comimttee; Major G. R.
| Young, Corps of Engineers, United
| States Army, and H. W. Hobbs, War
Department. The survey of water pow-
er facilities and power needs covers the
States of Maine, New Hampshire, Ver-
mont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Con-
necticut, New York, New Jersey, Penn-
sylvania, Delaware, Maryland and the
District of Columbia. There also has
been included some reference to the
States of Ohio, Virginia and West Vir-
| ginia, since under certain circumstances
power in these regions will be ' con-
tributory.

Power Demand Concentrated.

The whole region comprises one of
i severa] power areas into which the U.
| S, naturally divides itself, according to
the engineers. Forty per cent. of the
country’s population consuming 50 per
cent. of the nation’s electrical power-
production and operating 60 per cent. of
the primary power of the country is
concentrated in this particular area.
The use of eiectrical power therein has
been increasing at the rate of ten per
! cent. per annum and in the commis-
| sion’s opinfon demand will reach 30,800,-
1000 kilowatt hours in 1930. The demand

for electrical power within this area is
supplied from water and from coal, -says
the report. ‘The present developed
water power is about 3,036,000 horse-
power: the total potentfal water power
available 90 per cent. of the time I8
5,425,000 horsepower. This is Increased
to 7.914,000 horsepower available 50 per
cent. of the time.

| Must Rely Chlefly on Coal.

At present we have developed about
38 per cent. of the total water power
ultimately available in this area. But
| practical development of water power
| will probably be such that not over 23
i per cent. of the total power demand in
any year can be met from this source.
Principal dependence therefore must be
placed under generation of power from
coal.

There are in this area nearly two hun-
dred different utility companies engaged
in power production and distribution.
many under common ownership. Of
these about 45 per cent. are technically
intercoriencted, but ahout 8 per cent. of
the interconections have capacity large
enough for effective interchange of
power.

Canadian Growers Plan to
Market Grain Crop
Collectively

—

Winnipeg, July 20—A wheat pool
merger which contemplates the mar-
keting of the entire wheat crop of
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta
by one co-operative organization, is
being planned. The greater part of
the wheat crop of these provinces has,
in the past, been marketed by separate
provincial pools.

Whether the merger will be effected
in time to market this year’s crop is
uncertain, but those behind the move-
ment declare they will begin wholesale
co-operative marketing operations at
least by next year.

“Canada has been a pioneer in ad-
vancing the interests of its farmers by
the adoption of a co-operative market-
ing system,” an official statement de-
clared. “The co-operative movement
in the nation is more than 20 years old.
Practically every product of Canadian
farms is now marketed co-operatively.
The system has enabled the farmers
to get the highest prices at a minimum
cost of marketing.”

BETTER TRADE ON
ND FOUNDATION

Sentiment as Well as Actual
Conditions Brightens
After Rise.

New York, July 30—Business is
better. While there may be a few
specific trades or individuals within
different trades that have not yet felt
the upward trend in trade there Is a
distinct general improvement that is
too self-evident to be denied. There
