Although harvesting throughout the 

West was two weeks or more later this 
year than last year, marketing and 
loading of grain on the Canadian 
Pacific lines for the six working days of 
the week ending Saturday, September 
22, fell little short of the totals for the 
samp period last year.

Two million eight hundred and nine­
ty-eight bushels were marketed on Sat­
urday, according to statistics received 
at the Canadian Taciftc head offices to­
day. On the same day 1,836,000 bush­
els of grain were loaded into 1,334 cars. 
This was at the rate of 66 cars an hour. 
During the preceding week 17,981,274 
bushels were marketed and there were 
loaded 8,356 cars, or over 12,116,000 
bushels. This is compared with the 
marketing of 17,888,954 bushels and the 
loading of 8,762 cars or 12,700,000 
bushels during the same period in 1922.

An average of 1,888 cars a day, or 58 
hour, were loaded on Canadian 

Pacific? lines last week. The daily aver­
age for the same period last year was 
1.460 cars, but at this time last year 
loading activities had reached the peak, 
whereas this year they are just about 
well started, and this may be consid­
ered an indication that grain 
ments this year will be considerably In 
excess of last year’s.

At a committee meeting of the Com­

mon Council this morning tenders were 
opened for the tearing down of the old 
Reed building in Water street, which 
is owned by the city and was formerly 
occupied by T. McAvity & Sons and 
still later by the Memorial Workshops.
