Britain is entitled to recover from the
aggresor such compensation as the lat-
ter can be made to pay, says: “When
the United States defeated Spain she
annexed Spanish possessions without
making any noise about the matter.”

2. The Chronicle, while approving the
mandatory plan, says: “It is the coun-
sel of perfection rather than of neces-
sity, and if some governments remain
blind to its merits it is not a case where
they can be cudgelled into seeing them.

The Mail, noting that the arrange-
ments are officially described as pro-
visional, assumes they may. be modified
in the future, and says that in the pro-
cesses of ‘modification the opinion of the
dominions will certainly be considered,
with assurance of Great Britain’s sym-
pathy and support. The newspaper,
. however, maintains that the British Em-
pire is based on the principle of trustee-
ship, so in its fundamentals there is
nothing opposed to President Wilson ’s
ideas.”

The Daily News, agreeing that there
is a concensus of opinion that the col-
 onies should not be returned to Ger-
many, adds: “But to press unduly the
claims of this or that country to their
control is imprudent and to press’ such
claims in terms which tacitly imply that
the league of nations does mot exist or
is an ineffective sham is worse than im-
prudent.”

Other Points,
“With regard to the first, second and
third points in Mr. Wilson’s programme
we are in perfect accord with him. In
connection with point No. 4 it may be
mentioned that Germany is about to
abolish obligatory military service,which
thus far has been considered the corner
stone of her exposed position in Eu-
rope.” As for point No. 5, we welcome
free, open-minded and absolutely im=
partial adjustment of all colonial claims,
as proposed by Mr. Wilson, and accept=
ed by the Entente governments, and we
are looking forward to a discussion of
these claims in the peace conference in
the spirit outlined by the American
president.
“Regarding point No. 6, we are com-
pletely disinterested concerning all ‘ques-
tions relstive to Russia except insofar
as they concern our own frontier. Natur-
ally, however, we do not desire a spread
of Bolshevism over Germany and other
eountries.

“As for point No..7, we are prepared
to pay for all damage done to the Bel-
gian civil population and their property
as far as will be proven to have been

FILLING SHIP NEEDS

From a ship famine to a ship surplus
is a wide sweep, and yet that is what
is now causing anxiety in more than one
country, says the Toronto Globe. A few
months ago the shipbuilders of the En-
tente countries were working at top-
most speed to overcome the ravages of
the German submarines. Now there is
a fear in some quarters that the job
will be overdone. On the one hand,
Lord Pirrie, controller of merchant ship-
ping in Great Britain, said in a recent
interview that he thought it would re-|
quire ten years to .catch up with needs.
A Washington statement shows that 526
ships were built in the United States]
last year totalling 2,982,977 deadweight |
tons. The reduction on Monday by the
British ministry of shipping of its rates {
by 60 per cent brings future conditions |
into sharp relief, and may well cause|
thought as to how ships built on this |
side of the Atlantic and costing so much |
more than those built in Europe, can |
compete in the world’s carrying trade. |
The submarines and other war devices |
caused the destruction of 9,500,000 tons |
of shipping, but already 6,000,000 tons
have been built, and within the next!

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To Open Lands
~ at Peace River
for _\_N___n_e_at Grop

(Boston Monitor.)

At a time when two of the greatest
needs of the world are. raw. material
and an increased grain supply, there is
something peculiarly satisfactory in the
news that the great bridge which will
carry the railway across the Peace Riv-
er, in Northern Alberta, is completed.
Millions of acres of hard wheat country
are thus made available for immediate
colonization. The task of  constructing
the bridge and the railway connecting
this far-northern point with Edmonton,
and so with the rest of Canada, has not
been an easy one. Many difficulties
have had to be overcome, but they have
all been overcome, and now the ‘old
Peace River crossing is spanned by a
bridge opening the way for the Canadian
railways to push on into the vast fertile
stretches north of that. river.

That the Peace River lands have a
great future cannot be doubted. (As
was pointed out in the recent article on
the question ,appearing in this paper,
the territory, which extends approxim-
ately from laitude 54 to 59 degrees
north, and from longitude 112 to 125 de-
grees east, is peculiarly well adapted for
settlement. ‘It is a country with a cli-
mate in every way excellent, and re-
markably moderate, considering the lati-
tude. The winters are at times temper-
ed by the Chinook winds from the Paci-
fic; the seeding time is much the same |
as it is farther south, and practicallyi
the entire district of some 3,500,000 actres
is suitable for raising grains, grasses and
vegetables. It is, moreover, in places,
thickly wooded with ‘valuable timber,
whilst both -metallic’ and non-metallj¢
mineral deposits are known to exist in
great quantities. In'addition to all this
there is every evidence of a high grade
coal supply, whilst springs of natural
gas and tar rising to the surface indicate
the presence of a considerable supply of
these valuable commodities in the river
valley. f !

All these resources are only awaiting
developmeént, and that the work will
be carried on with the utmost energy is
practically assured by the action of'the
federal authorities, who have indicated
that all vacant agricultural lands in ‘the
Peace River district, within fifteen miles
of existing or projected railways, must
be held for soldier settlement. Liberal
loans are to be provided, and every help
and encouragement is to be afforded by
the authorities to the returning soldiers
settling there.

The new colonists will find an outlet
for their energies in many directions, for,
according to the agricultural experts, the |
Peace River section must not only de-
vote itself to the growing of hard wheat
‘on a large scale, but, in order to secure
the best possible returns from: the land,
the settlers must resort to mixed farm-
ing. Thus the térritory promises to be-
come, not only a great grain district, but
also'a great cattle distriet. Alto-
gether the outlook is ‘encouraging, and
represents a welcome development not
only from a Canadian but from a world
point of view. During the long period,
of the war, each year, as it passed, wasi
more remarkable than .its predecessor for

#the whole-heartedness with which the|

ipeople of the allied fations threw thm- '
selves’ into' the ‘work of achieving the
great task which had been laid upon
them. To this end, each nation con-
tributgd what it could best contribute,
each its dpecial produets .and. ability,
and to the 'utmest it was able. There

break in this great effort. The war is
won, but the stupendous task of recon-
struction lies before the nations, and
every nation must once again bear its
share, Canada with her vast natural re-
Sources and almost limitless lands, has
a special duty to herself and to human-
ity, and those who know Canada, and
are mindful of what she has done in the
past, hav!: no doubt that she will rise to
the occasion, once again, and do her duty
and more than her duty in the days of
peace, as she did in the days of war.

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EOUCKTONAL DEALS

(Toronto Star.)

The conflict between the technical or
vocational and the cultural view of edu-
cation is an old one. The right educa-
tional system would neglect neither. The
pupil is to be not only a worker but &
citizen, a man or woman having varied
and important social relations. The
hours of leisure are to be considered as
well as the working hours. Education
largely determines what is read and
talked about in the home, what kind of
plays, concerts, lectures, public’ meet-
ings are sought as means of spending
the evening, what use is made of our
public libraries. .

All but a small percentage of the peo-
ple receive only the education given in
the primary schools, the age limit for
which is fourteen years. We believe this
limit should be extended. The years
between fourteen and eighteen are most
critical, and in them a 'right or wrong|
direction may be given to the whole life. '
But even if the limit be extended for a
year or two, it must always be remem-
bered that for a considerable time after
leaving school the boys and girls will be
thrown upon their own resources. It
is most important therefore that during
the school age they shall be inspired with
a love of good literature, and a thirst
for truth. They. should be taught to
read in the fullest’ sense—that is, t] Y |
should be taught how to continue tR€ir'
education by reading, how to pursue
courses of study. They should be taught
to think. -

All this is not to minimize the im-
portance of agricultural, technical, or
vocational training. One’s occupation is
a large part of his life, It is not to
be considered merely as a means of earn-
ing a living. Much depends upon the
spirit in which.the work is done, the
element of pride in the work or the lack
of pride. Agricultural college education,
for instance, has other aims than in-
crease in production. It has helped to
dignify agriculture, to show it in its
true light as a noble science, Technical
training is not intended to make useful
drudges for industry, but to elucidate
for the mechanic the principles under-
lying his calling, so that while he is
working at his trade his mind is con-
tinually .-being developed.

Commerce may be either mere money
grabbing or intelligent service. Much
may depend upon the impulse given by
education. Bookkeeping, stenography,
typewriting, do not exhaust the possi-
bilities of commereial education. A
youth destined for a commercial life
should have a grasp o6f the principles!
and objects of commerce, and the bene-
fits which it may confer upon mankind.

Establishment.

W ard Occupations.

¢ Soldiers who, on account of their in-
juries, are confined to wards or to their
beds in hospitals are taught handicraft
work of various kinds. ., This work is not
meant to train a man in work by which
he could earn a living. It is encouraged
rather because it diverts the soldier’s
mind from his disability, and gives him
light exercise. In this. way it assists
wonderfully in the soldier’s recovery.

Occupational Therapy.

This work is conducted in hospitals.
It is intended mainly to help in the cure
of the patient. . But it often serves as
the ground-work for a course in Industrial
Re-training. The following gives some
idea of the breadth and scope of the
subjects taught in these classes:—Me-
chanical drawing, woodworking, boot
and shoe repairing, machine shop prac-
tice, gardening, poultry raising, civil
service instruction, book-keeping, sten-
ography, telegraphy.

Industrial Re-Training.

When a man is so injured by war
service that he cannot follow the occupa-
tion or trade that he worked at before

This work is in the charge of the Department of Saldiecs' Civil Re
It is divided into three classes,
"~ emlisting, the Department trains him for

a new occupation.
For this work, use is made of Technical
Schools and Universities at fourteen

centres throughout the Dominion. Here -

primary training is given by specially
planned courses.

Most of the re-training is given in
actual factories and shops. Hundreds of
large and small concerns have co-operated
whole-heartedly in this work—placing at
the disposal of the Department, without
charge, their equipment and the services
of many of their staffs. "

Ninety-five per cent of those who have
been granted “Industrial Re-training”
courses by the Department have been
successful in becoming self-supporting
in a new trade or occupation. |

These benefits are given by the De-
partment to ex-members of the Canadian,
British and Allied forces living in Canada,
who come within the classes for which
these benefits are provided.

AT THE CONFERENGE

Paris, -Jan, - 31—(By 'the .Associated
Press)—While the supreme council of
powers was® occupied today with some

of the lesser controversies—those in the!

Balkidns and Poland—the chief business
was in private conference as a sequel to
the decision on the German colonies.

Having accepted the American plan
for supervision of the colonies by the
League of Nations, it has now become
necessary to give body and substance to
a League of Nations in order that it
may perform the important tasks which
are committed to its care.’
