Turks Have Now 400,000

Constantinople, Oct. 11—(By wirgless
from a steamer in the Dardanelles, Kaus-
tende, Roumania)—No fewer than 11_40,090
Turkish  troops from Asia Minor will, it
is estimated, be concentrated within a
week in European Turkey. This will bring
the effective force of the Turkish army
there up to 400,000 men. Turkish officials
say that the day of trial has shown that
the money and effort devoted to the re-
organization of the army have mot been

wasted. :

All the military depots are full of stores
and the army equipment is complete and
of good quality. If the Bulgarians are
counting on the superiority of their organ-
ization and greater repidity with which

deferices and concentrating troops in the
important zoné comprising Adrianople and
Kirk-Kilisseh, just south of the Bulgar-
ian ' frontier. Since the general. mobiliza-
tion was ordered, a great stream of men
has been pouring into the district, lately,
at the rate of 20,000 daily.

Thanks to the smoke and soot which fill

the atmosphere of the British metropolis
to the extent of thousands upon thousands
of tons, gccording to recent chemical in-
vestigation, public buildings and private
residences have to be submitted perigdic-
ally-'to cleaning, scraping, and re-painting
on the outside. Every now and again big
blocks of this svoty deposit are removed
from the externa! stonework of St. Paul’s
Cathedral, Westminster Abbey, the Na-
tional Gallery and other places, while
every London householder finds it neces-
sary to re-paint the front of his house at
least once in three years.
“ The facade of Buckingham Palace alone
has received no scraping or painting for
more than sixty years, and that is why
it presents so extraordinarily grimy end
dingy an appearance, now rendered all the
more noticeable by reason of the white-
ness of the great marble memorial of
Queen Victoria at the entrance of the
Mall, and to which the palace furnishes
i an extremely sombre background.

The exterior of King George’s metropol-
itan residence 'has remained so long so
because his grandfather, the Prince Con-
sort, haf a theory that if the facade were
treated with oil, well forced into the ma-
terial, a surface would be produced capable
of resisting the deleterious effecte of ihe
 London atmosphere. While this object has
| been accomplished as to actual deteriora-
| tion, that is to say, crumbling away of the
'atone (Westminster Abbey and the House
of Parliament need constant and costly
repaire, owing to this process of disinteg-
!ration of the etone through the chemical
iinfluences of the soot) mo paint can be
{applied to the palace; and when at the
| outset of the reign of Edward VII., par-
| liament voted about $60,000 for the- paint-
!ing of the exterior, it was found that the

1in 1837, the revenues of the crown prop-
i erty about equalled the civil list voted to
her by parliament.

sion built by the Duke of Buckingham at
the beginning of the seventeenth century;

George IV., af-
ter his accession to the throne, enlarged
and repaired the palace at the cost of sev-

SHEEP LED HIM T0 WEALTH

Former Officer of British Army, Hin -
ing, Came Upon Rich Gold Quartz

Tacoma, Wash., Oct. 11—Captain Guest,
former officer of the British army, dis-
covered a gold quartz mine, said to be
worth one million dollars or more, because
he followed mountain sheep whose shadow
was reflected on Lake Atlin, Northern
British Columbia, from a mountain 6,000
feet above.

Fruit Lands on the St. John
River Valley

(Fredericton Gleaner)

Prof. F. T. Shutt and Prof. W. T. Me-
Coun, of the federal department of agri-
culture, returned to Ottawa last evening
after inspecting the new Dominion Ex-
perimental farm here. —

Yesterday they visited Sunbury county
with W. W. Hubbard, and inspected the
bearing orchards and the progress of the
new plantings. At A. G. Turney’s farm
at Burton they saw 2,500 young trees aid
in a thrifty condition and a good potato
crop among them.

They also spent some time at the St.
John River Fruit & Farm Land Company’s
property and were greatly impressed with
the extensive work being carried on there.

‘| Before leaving for Ottawa Prof. McCoun,

who is dominion horticulturist, said that
he .was convinced that the St. John Val-
ley could grow euccessfully a- much wider
range of apples than the Ottawa Valley
and even at its present stage of develop-
ment compared favorably with the natur-
al possibilities of the Annapolis Valley in
Nova Scotia. After' looking at a 50 vear
old Northern Spy tree on the Hubbard
homestead farm .at Burten he declared
that it .demonstrated the a(}aptability of
the climate to such later winter apples as

Northern Spy, which® had not yet’ been|

successfully grown in the Ottawa district.

CANADA T DOMINATE
ALL NORTH AWERIC

Opinions of New Imperial Trade
- Commissioner on Business Mat-
ters :

Toronto, Oct. 11—C. Hamilton Wickes,
newly appointed imperial trade commis-
sioner to Canada and Newfoundland, re-

called in an interview here a remark ma:de
by him in a car between Toronto and Wih-
nipeg more than ten years ago, to the ef-
fect that Canada’s ultimate commercial
destiny was to dominate the whole of
North America. He reiterated that opinion
but declared that the day would never
come until Canada had dominion commer-
cial legislhtion and a standard of her own

Saying that Canada, by accepting the
tests of the Underwriters’ Laboratory
Corporation of Chicago voluntarily shuts
herself off from the manufacturers of ti:e
rest of the world, Mr. Wickes asked:

“Is- Canpda always to play the part of
the baby, holding wp her hands ‘o the
United States?”’ i

“To put it plainly,” he“continued. “‘Can-
ada humbly accepts the dictation of the
United States as being the sole repository
of wisdom in the whole world in respect
to articles of public utility.

“In this way the Canadian manufacturer
lays himeelf open to the competition of
his neighbor just across the border, and is
content to accent his orders, instead of
throwing the market open to the whole
world, and thereby profiting by .the ex-
perience of other countries.”

SUPREME COURT FINDS
NRS. EDDY. BEQUEST
-~ IN VIOLATION OF LAW

Boston, Oct. 11—The full bench of the
supreme court of Massachusetts has decid-
ed that the bequest of $155,000 left to the
Christian Science church by the late Mrs.
Mary Baker G. Eddy was in violation of
the so-called church statute of the state.

Under the will Mrs. Eddy created a
public charitable trust, the supreme court
found. Because of this fact, the gift Joes
not become null, and the trust can be ad-
ministered by trustees to be appointed by
the court, the full bench decided.

The finding of the full bench affezted
the old home of Mrs. Eddy in Common-
wealth avenue and the Chestnut Hill home
where she died.

The decision brought an end to the liti-
gation which has been going on for more
than a year Gver the $2,000,000 estate left
by Mrs. Eddy. Most of this estate is in
New Hampehire and under the jurisdie-
tion of the eupreme court of that state.

Last spring the New Hampshire supreme
court decided that the $2,000,000 trust ‘und
created out of her estate by Mrs. Eddy
for the benefit of the Mother Church was
valid. Mrs. Eddy in her will left most of
her fortune to .the Christian Science
church in Boston for the dissemination
of Christian Science.

The decision of the Massachusetts full
bench dealt with the charge made by law-
yers for the commonwealth that the teach-
ings of Mrs. Eddy were against public pol-
icy, The court ruled it could not determine
this issue, as it did not have sufficient in-
formation in regard to this point.
