"LIVES AGAN HE
LOVE TRAGEDY

Betrayed and Scorned, Door
Slammed in Her

Face ;

On Stand Makes Arraign-
ment of Martelliere for
Acts Which Led Up to
Death and Trial on Charg

: €

New York, March 8.—Mrs. Paulette
Saludes relived in the Court of General
Sessions, where she is on trial for mur-
der, the incidents of the tragic love
affair which culminated in her shoot-
ing Oscar Martelliere. Under ques-
tioning by James A. Turley, her attor-
ney, she frankly admitted she had been
jealous of Martelliere, but said that
when she found she had been betrayed
her only desire was to kill herself.

She testified that she first began to
be jealous of Martelliere last June,
when he made frequent visits to Free-
port, L. I. She thought he was going
to call on a woman, but he assured her
that he was not, saying that he was
conferring with a man “about the
whiskey business.” . .

Her attorney read to the jury a
letter which Mrs. Saludes had sent to
Martelliere on September 7, thirty-nine
days before she shot him. It “asked
him to make a settlement, of money on
her because he had sold her automo-
bile and mortgaged the house her hus-
band had given her. "

“You have failed me in all your
promises and accumulated lies one on
top of the other,” .it read. “When I
intrusted my house to you it was with
the understanding that we were to be-
come man and wife, which you prom-
ised within a year. You sold my car
and forged a bill of sale.

“You have made me lose everything
I had in life, so 1 have nothing mcre
to lose. But you have everything to
lose if you do not settle with me, for
I shall take steps immediately to have
you arrested,”

Pleas Scotned, She Says.

In spite of this threat Martelliere
never did make any settlement, she
said, nor did he ever give her any
gglcounting for the sale of her automo-

ile. .

“Did “he call on you after receiving
the letter?” Mr. Turley asked.

“Yes, sir,” she replied. “He came
and took me in his arms and kissed me
and told me he could not live without
me. He told me -how happy we were
going to be together. I tried to break
off our relationship many, many times,
but he begged me not to.”

Fighting back her tears, she then
told of making an appointment with
Martelliere’s wife and meeting her in a
department store. She said she told her
of the love of her husband for herself.

“lI asked her if she loved Martel-
liere,” said Mrs. Saludes. “She. told
-me that she did not and that she only
hoped she would meet with an accident
so that all she would have to do would
be to bury him.

“She repeated twice that on many
occasions she had wanted—oh, I’can’t
say that. I can’t! I can’t!”

Hides Tears From Jury.

Her voice trailed off until it was
uintelligible, and, pressing her hand-
kerchief to her eyes, she groped her
way from the witness stand to a chair
back of the jury box, where she could
not be seen by the hundreds of eyes
in the crowded court room. In a few
minutes she came back, more com-
posed, and resumed her testimony.

“She told me that on many occasions
she had wanted to kill him,” she said.
“She said if he were dead or killed she
could get back her money, but she
didn’t explain what $he meant by thjs.”

Mrs. Saludes then related how she
had called Martelliere on the telephone
and told him that his wife would grant
him his freedom and that “everything
would be all right.” To her surprise,

ELEVEN DEAD IN
_MINE EXPLOSION

Twenty-seven Rescued from
Virginia Pit Only Slight-
ly Injured.

Bluefield, W. Va., March 8—Rescue
parties early today again entered the
mine of the Weyanoke Coal and Coke
Company, at Arista, Mercer county, to
search in its blast torn passages for
five miners still entombed for nearly
twenty-four hours after a terrific ex-
plosion yesterday, when thirty-eight
workers were imprisoned.

It was expected that the death list
would be. definitely 'fixed at eleven, as
mine company officials held out lit-
tle hope that the five men still en-
tombed would be alive. Six bodies
were recovered last night. The re;
maining twenty-seven workers, trap-
ped when the walls of the mine crum-
blde, were saved by rescuers. They
were only. slightly injured.

The force of the .explosion tore
through to the surface 8,200 feet away,
scattering timbers and huge boulders
several hundred feet. Tongues of
flame shot through these openings.

An overcharge of dynamite used in
blasting probably was the cause of
the disaster, A. Craven, superintendent
of the mine, said last night.

As
soon as the insulators are replaced ser-
vice to other places along the line will
resume normal and the C. N, R. service
will be restored as soon ag the two re-
maining transformers have been recon-
nected, so C, O. Foss, chief engineer
of the N. B. Electric Power Commis-
sion said this morning.

The C. N. R. transformers were
placed in position only recently and
only the Moncton yard was being serv-
ed with hydro, The shops have not
yet been connected. While the trans-
formers were on their way to Moncton
from the Canadian General Electric
skops in Upper Canada, some snow got
into them which necessitated the re-
moval of the oil before installation. It
is presumed that one of' the transform-
ers was not completely dried out be-
fcre being put in place and the trouble
developed on this account.

At any rate, between 9 and 10 o’clock
this morning, the current, whica is nor-|
mally 66,000 volts, suddenly surged
back in the line, raising the ' voltage
considerably, The sudden *“jump” was
detected at the power station at Mus-
quash and immediately the service to
the C. N. R, stopped. At the same
time the unusual high voltage in the
line caused two of the porcelain insula-
tors, one at Pokiok and the other near
Millidge avenue, to break and a sheet
of flame rose from the place where the
highly charged wire came in contact
with the steel supporting towers.
Gordon Kribs, consulting engineer,

apparatus and possibly make the neces-
sary repairs, :

Mr. Foss said that when the broken
‘nsulators are replaced, which will be
\ccomplished this afternoon, the service
to Moncton City, as well as to Hamp-
ton, Sussex and other places along the
ine, with the exception of the C. N.
R. plant, will resume as usual. The
damage done to the transmission line,
he said, would not amount to more
than $16 or $18 for the two new in-
sulators.

Asked if it was possible to forestall
the possibility of a further occurrence
of this kind, Mr. Foss said that Mr.
Vandervoort was planning the installa-
tion of a small metal band on each of
the poles and towers carrying ‘the
transmission line, so that, in the event
of a sudden surge of current back in
the line, the excess voltage would be
taken by this band and carried off to
sarth, thus protecting the insulators
from damage.

While the broken insulators were be-
ing replaced the current was shut off
on the whole line from Musquash to
Moncton, but it was expected that the
repairs would be completed early this
afternoon. The current will then be
turned on again.

Regarding the hydro service  to
Hampton, Mr. Foss said that. houses
on only one side of the railway track
vere now receiving the current, and
‘he commission was unable to extend
farther on account of the impossibility
o get poles, due to the heavy snow in
the woods. The town committee, how-
aver, anxious to get the service, agreed
to procure the necessary poles, and as
soon as they are obtained the service
‘o the other side of the rajlway track
.nd to Hampton Village proper will
be extended.

There is also a loss of $300 per day
every day the work is held up, because
the City must begin to pay for the
Musquash current on May 1st, and
because of delays at City Hall the
current will not then be in course of

distribution. . It is well for the mem-|.

bers of the Council to profess an
earnest regard for the City’s interests.
The way to prove that regard is to get
off the track and let the hydro train
proceed. The City wants that orna-
installed. What
costs Halifax $100,000 -a year will cost
St. John only $40,000. We want the
benefits of liydro and we want them
without vexatious and very costly de-
lay at City Hall The citizens are
growing restive under a curb that is
not needed and that is very ex! ve.
"The members of the Civic Power Com-
mission are just as anxious as the
members of the City Council to get
the best results. They can put in a
distribution - system within the esti-
mated cost of $600,000. Thus far the
actual costs incurred are away below
the estimates. ay, however, adds
to the cost of material, and payment
for current begins on May 1. The
Commission should be given full au-
thority to go ahead within the limits
of the $600,000 estimate. Those re-
sponsible for loss through delay will
be held to account, and no citizen will
be persuaded that any further delay
can be in the City’s interests. The
City Council must act, and let the

Commissibn get on with its work.

ONTARIO AND LIBERALS.

Mr. Thomas Marshall, Whip of the
Liberal party in the Ontario Legisla-
ture, says he believes the electors of
the Province “will welcome the first op-
portunity to place the affairs of the
Province in the safe and sane hands-
“of the Liberal party” This, says the
Toronto Globe, “indicates that the Lib-
erals of Ontario do not propose to lose
their identity in the coming general
election, but will enter the contest
without hyphens or affiliations of an
entangling nature.”

“The Globe welcomes the intimation.
It believes that “the mission of Liber-
alism in Ontario is not yet completed ;
that there are reforms still to be under-
taken, ideals to be realized, abuses to
be remedied, along the line of past
achievements of the historic Liberal-
§sm that during a long and arduous
struggle secured for the people of On-
tario responsible government, the
abolition of religious and political
privilege, the fullest possible control of
Jocal affairs by local authorities, and
the undisputed ownership and admin-
istration of the public domain for the
benefit of all the people.”

In other words, the Globe would not
look with favor upon an alliance be-
tween Liberals and Progressives, of
which there has been some talk in On-
tario. It says some Liberals who a
year ago were not settled in their
“gre convinced ‘now, as Mr.
Marshall is, that the Liberal party
must go into the conflict unfettered and
unpledged, looking forward to the time
when the electors will turn again for
good government to the party which,
under the leadership of Sir Oliver
Mowat, gave Ontario. for a quarter of
a century administration that was effi-
cient and economical beyond compari-
son with that of their Conservative or
U. F. O. successors, and legislation of
a forward-looking nature in accordance]
with the social and business needs of
the Province.” ;

It follows that there should be Lib-
eral candidates in readiness, and on
this point the Globe says:—

«The nomination of Liberal candi-
dates in alp the constituencies of the
Province would provide indisputable
evidence that the rank and file stand
behind Mr. Marshall in his declaration
that Liberalism intends to fight to win
4n the coming general election.”

There is of course a possibility that
the Liberals might win more seats than
the Farmers and Conservatives com-
bined, but that will depend upon
whether there has been a real reaction
in the Province- against the Drury
Government, which remains to be de-
monstrated. Undoubtedly the next
‘elections will be marked by “a cer-
%ain liveliness.”

CITY AND COUNTRY LIFE,

Referring to the growth of towns and
cities at the expense of the rural’ sec-
tions, the Ottawa Jotirnal says:—

“Thirty-four thousand people left
rural communities in New York State
last year and removed to large urban
centres. There is nothing to show that
t}:is was an unusual migration. Whether
t was larger in 1922 than in previous
years is not of any particular_signific-
ance. It was, under any circumstangces,
merely indicative of a movement which
has been in process for fully three de-
cades, the chief underlying cause of
which has been pretty clearly defined.
That cause on the positive side, is the

accretive power of the cities, and, on|

the negative, the growing inability of
the country districts to hold people on
the land. The two things work t
gether. Thus the cities grow and the
riral sections shrink; and this is a
phenomenon which may be witnessed
in Canada quite as strikingly as in the
United States.” v

The Journal does not believe those
who migrate to the cities, taking them
all, are better off in the end, and a care-
ful census would probably sustain this
view. The Journal says:—

“All things considered, the average
farmer is better off than the average
city dweller. His life may be simple
and lacking in variety, at times ardu-
ous, but he usually has plenty and
lives-long. His taxes are light and he
is invariably his own landlord, Nowa-
days he has his automobile, and for a
few dollars he can now install a radio
set and be in touch with many forms
of enfertainment at no eost to himself.
Whether or not that wil contribute to
his contentment may depend a good
deal on temperament and environment.
The main thing, however, is his prac-
tical independence. He lives in a little
kingdom all his own, and, if he would
only believe it, he has right on his farm
a more profitable field for the use of
seience a means to wealth than he
is apt to find in the city.”

Of course the man in the codntry
does not realize the contrast because he
has not lived in the city, and the eager
young people see greater advantages
and pleasures for them in the larger
centre. And yet there is force in this
other remark by The Journal:—

“That is manifestly a faulty educa-
tion which so influences youthful
minds. It ignores real values. The final
test is human happiness, and when all
the factors have been taken into the
reckoning, the lure of the bright lights
leads thousands away from the goal at
which they are really aiming. They
do not win either opulence or content-
ment in the big cities.” i

It is true that the farmer has serious
problems. These can be in part solved
by education and the application of
science to his tasks in larger meastire
than has yet been done by the great
majority. Co-operation is another
means of getting better results, and in
this part of the world at least it has
not been given a fair opportunity. In
what rura] district do we find all the
farmers taking counsel together? They
should learn a lesson from the com-
mercial and industrial bodies which are
more and more using the association
as a means of mutual advancement.
The farmer must solve his own prob-
lems, and it can best be done in co-
operation and insistence upon the kind
of education that does not educate the
young people away from : the farm.
Premier Bracken of Manitoba had
something to say at the recent annual
convention of the Manitoba School
Trustees Association which closely
touches the question’ of a right educa-
tion. There were, he said, five weak-
nesses in the rural school system. These
were:—Irregularity of attendance, in-
experienced teachers, too frequent
changes in teachers, falling off in at-
tendance after the fourth grade, and
want of understanding on the part of
teachers of the needs of rural life. In
his view education will be inefficient
and inadequate until more men take
up the teaching profession. ~ That in-
volves more expenditure for salaries,
but the returns would justify the ex-
pense. Too much economy in educa-
tion and not enoigh attention to its

vocational aspects are the great weak-

nesses of the system of today, in the
country as well as in the city. In On-
tario it has been found that keeping the
boyb and girls longer in school, under
the Adolescent Act, and with proper
regard for vocational training, has had
a most beneficial effect.

European opinion—. The club is rigidly
“white” But the Viceroy and the Com-

mandant-in-Chief were so incensed at’

this action and its flagrant failure to
support high Government pelicy, that
they compelled their staffs to resign
from the club—one of the finest in In-
dia, Baving Ludlow Castle for its home.

Lady Hailey was telling us after
luncheon during a long drive through

the ancient monuments of Delhi, which®

her energetic and courageous husband
had rescued from the filth and decay
of centuries, that, when Parliament is
in session, Sir Maldolm brings native
members over to' “tiffin” almost every
day. Lady Hailey herself was instru-
mental in starting *“Purdah” clubs in
Delhi, where native ladies living “in
purdah” could come and meet English
ladies, play games, chat and generally
get acquainted. Woman franchists will
be sorry ‘to hear that the “purdah”
ladies are often quite cultured, speak as
good English as anybody, and yet are
entirely satisfied with their position —
think it much more influential than
it would be if they jostled men for
their places in business or politics.

However, what I wanted to say was
that it seemed to me that a very con-
siderable element in the creation of
Indian unrest is Social and not political
in its origin. The Indians don’t say:
“The British are giving us bad gov-
ernment; so we must take power out
of' their hands and get better govern-
ment, but, rather, precisely what they
say to us in the Overseas Dominions:
“The English don’t think we are as
good as they are, in spite of our Eng-
lish degrees and our English clothes;
they make us uncomfortable; so- we
will make them uncomfortable by stir-
ring up the masses against them.”

Looking at this matter from the hu-
man nature point of view alone, what
have you got in India? A population

largely .uglettered——wholly absorbed  in
the struggle for existence — bound to
be ruled by somebody, “sahib® or
rajah. This population, however, is
fanatically religious. It can be stirred
to' terrible anger by what it believes
to be an affront toits religious institu-
tions. And that is the appeal nearly
always made by agitators to the ignor-
ant es, except for the very recent

The Indian “reforms” are, in a word,
an effort to admit native India to a
share in its own government. No Brit-
ish official to whom I have talked
thinks they came a day too soon. None
think that they could have been with-
held. But many think that they have
been badly drafted. No native denies
that they are a long step in the right
direction; but native opinion is split
into many schools over the questions
whether they go as far as could be rea-
sonably expected yet and of how best
to get the British to go farther.

Native leaders think the franchise is
broad enough—they have no grievance
on that point. In fact, they have no
grievances at all but the withholding
of “the power of the purse,” the slow-
ness of the Indianising of the army
and the insulting attitude of the Over-
seas Dominions. Yet even the many I
have met who have no sympathy what-
ever with the extremists, are obviously
in a state of simmering resentment, the
causes of which it requires a long con-
versation to uncover.

1 can only put it down as it seems
to me. When men who have spent their
lives in India say sadly that they do
not begin to understand the Indian
mind, it would be ridiculous for a holi-

day-maker like myself to pretend to
any real knowledge. But I can report
what I am told. Take a case in point.
I was talking one day to a high-caste
Brahmin who occupies a good place in
a commercial enterprise and is extreme-
ly efficient. He had had one visit to
England. In England, they made mush

of him. He was lunched at the clubs
and invited to English homes. DBut
when he came back to India, the very
men who had shown him hospitality in
England utterly ignored him here. He
could not go to an English club—they
did not ask him to their homes. This
particular man merely shrugged his
shoulders and went on living his own
luxurious and happy life.

he who told me that many of the bit-
terest critics of the British—the most
dangerous  agitators — were young
“pleaders” (the term for lawyers out
here) who had had precisely his ex-
perience of a warm welcome in Eng-
land and the cold shoulder in India.

1 have not tried to write about one
of the most vexed phases of this social
question — the position of the women.
Roughly speaking, the position with
high-class Indians whose women are “in
purdah,” is this:—If they are invited
to ‘an Englishman’s home, -they. meet
his wife and daughters. When he is
invited back—if he goes—he does not
meet the Indian’s wife or daughters.
Indians themselves admit that this is
a serious obstacle to equal. social inter-
course which they do not know how to
remove. Wise English women are
meeting it by meeting the Indian
women in purdah and establishing pur-
dah clubs and having purdah parties in
their gardens. But it certainly is a dif-
ficulty. It is quite obvious that an
Englishman might sincerely resent such
a situation. Yet he cannot put his
own women “in purdah” even if In-
dans are coming to dinner. They
simply won’t go.

The more you study India, the more
you sympathize with the splendid men
and women who are sacrificing their
lives to the solution of this true prob-
lem of the Eastern Sphinx.

REV. DR. MYERS SAYS
SWEEPING REVIVAL
IN RELIGION NEEDED

|
: (Boston Herald.)

The Rev. Dr. Cortland Myers of Los
Angelqs, former pastor of Tremont
Temple, preaching last evening at
Symphony hall, declared that the pres-
ent time is a perilous one for the world,
the nation and the individual and that
tpe only remedy for such a condition
lies in a sweeping revival of religion.
The United States calls itself a Chris-
tian nation, but it is not, he said, be-
cause one-half of the people in it have
never crossed the threshold of a
church.

“The present-day tide is away from
the church,” said Dr. Myers. “The
materialistic attitude of the time sep-
arates us from the spiritual and eternal
things. Americans are guilty of pre-
sumption. We think we are different
from the people in other parts of the
world, and somehow God has marked
us specially.

“We need a revival of morals, a
sweeping ethical ‘revival, but back of
all morality must be religion, and re-
ligion must come down from God. . The
spiritual force is the greatest of all, and
the church of God can saye humanity
by marshalling the forces of Christian-
ity. If we would give God a chance
He would startle the world.”

Referring to the 18th amendmen%
Dr. Myers scored those who break if.
Many citizens who claim to be leading
men break the law and boast about it,
he said.

Speaking of moral conditions in Los
Angeles and Hollywood, he declared
that there was nothing there worse than
in New York or Boston. New York,
he said, seems to be a repetition of
Babylon, and may meet the latter’s
fate.

. Throughout his sermon, Dr. Myers
appealed to his hearers for an awak-

ened spiritual sense.

These children, he continued, should
have a maximum of manual and a min-
imum of academic work. A child of
60 per cent. mentality should devote
only 60 per cent. of the 70 per cent.

academic work; that is, 58 per cent. of
his time should be spent in sensory
motor activities.

In actual practice the. selection of
pupils for such classes is easy, and the
supposed opposition of parents myth-
ical. The three great difficulties are:
to secure and retain efficient teachers,
to provide adequate schoolroom accom-
modation, and to arrange for supervised
“follow-up” work after leaving school.

In these days of double-priced school
buildings ‘and half-time pupils logical
argument is necessary to convince
school boards composed of business
mien' and women that it is false econ-
omy to put a small class of defective
children on half-time or in a discarded
basement room. Such pupils require
longer school supervision than other
classes, and proper ventilation, heating
and lighting. They also require a room
large enough for both academic and
manual work. In the long run it is less
expensive to furnish educational con-
ditions which will train these children
to happy- and helpful citizenship than
to leave them marking time iIn ordinary
classes, where they are a hindrance to
other pupils, until eventually they drift

away, many of them' becoming sacial
derelicts without charts, compass or
motor power, bereft of hope, a burden
on the community and a menace to so-
cial welfare..

Rev. J. E. Park Blames Both
Sides— Predicts Eventual
Union—Analyzes Present
Situation There.

(Boston Herald.)

The Rev, J. Bdgar Park, pastor of
the Second Church in Newton, speak-
ig last night at the February meet=
ing of the Boston Congregational Club,
at Ford hall, on “An Irishman’s View
of Island,” declared that- the only hope
for Ireland was to get rid of its ancient
bigotries; also that the Protestants of
the north of Ireland had lots to learn
from the Catholles and that the Cath-
olics had lots to ledrn from the Pro-
testants, He declared further that
What kept the north and south of Ire«
and from being rolled into one was
“the accursed bigotry of religion.”

He sees, however, with the working
of the Free State the gradual gettin
together of the people og the north an
south of Ireland and, with the aid of
the League of Nations, ultimate inde-
pendence for that countty.

Favors the Free State.

At the outset of his address the
speaker said that he was born in Bel-
fast, spent twenty years of his life
there, had relatives among the leaders
of the Ulster party in the north of
Ireland, and that a great many of his
college classmates were leaders of the
Sinn Fein movement in the south. Dur-
ing his address he decldred that, almost
unanimously, the people of Ireland
were for the treaty creating the Irish
Free State. “All the best people are
for it,” said he. He spoke, in part, as
follows:— :

“There are no facts in Ireland. The
‘only way of getting at the Irish ques-
tion is by trying to get the attitude in
which that question exists. There are
four attitudes in the Irish question
which must be understood. First of all,
the attitude of Ulster, the predominant-
ly Protestant part of Ireland. First of
all, Ulster is terrifically, violently, anti-
Roman Catholic. The Ulsterite hates
Roman Catholicism in a degree that
could be understood nowhere else.

“The second thing about the Ulster
attitude is that it not omly 'hates
Roman Catholicism, but it despises ab-
solutely the business ability of the man

Then the speiker gave the point of
view of the sotith of Ireland.

“The fArst thing that  determines
their point of view,” sail he, “is an
overwhelming sentimental love for Ire-
land “such a8 nobody knows that lives
in a big country. You have to live in

what love of country 18, You have to
have some sense of risk in loving your
country, You have to know what it is
to meet for patriotic purposes behind
hedges and in the lonely places of the
hills and gleps, in order to know what
love of country is. The Irish have got
that sentimfent of unreasoning, irra-
tional love for Ireland. All their hope
and joy and longing all these years has
been to get the ‘stranger out of the
holise} to have their own beautiful
land for themselves.

“The second point about the Irish
attitude is hatred for Great Britain.
The Irish dislike England. They don’t
like the English way of doing things,
and most of all, they dislike English
patronage,

“The third thing about the Irish at-
titude is that they have a&n intense
love for their own religion. If you|
want to see real religion, go to an|
Irish Roman Catholic church and see
these people kneeling in the mud and
rain trying to get a little glimpse of
the gleaming candles on the altar and
a whiff of the incense. You must
understand, if you are going to under-
stand the Irish, that the old Protest-
ant ecriticism that the priests keep
them down and scare them and make
them pay is not the whole truth. Be-
sides that, they love their religion and
are glad to give to it.

“The last thing you must understand
of the Irish attitude is that the people
of Ireland hate practicality and prog-
ress, They hate everything the aver-
age American is proud of. You get in
Ireland a sense of the beauty of life,
the joy of conversation, the love of [
friendship, home, humor and those
things that are the essence of real liv-
ing. That is the attitude of Ireland
toward the Irish question—love for
Ireland, hatred of Great Britain, love
for their own religion and hatred of
practicality and progress.”

Prices Advance, as Warned
by Civic Power Commis-
sion—Citizen Says They
Should Have Free Hand.

It was pointed out by a citizen this
morning that the delay in the opera-
tions of the Power Commission was
bringing home to the light and power
users ‘of the city the advisability of
giving the civic commission a free hand
in order to get on with the job. He
said that Chairman McAvity, when
dealing with the transformer question,
had said that an increase in price was
expected, and the increase actually took
place while the City Council were deal-
ing with the matter, forcing the city
to pay a higher price for its trans-
formers than it otherwise would have
had to do. The latest penalty of de-
lay was the advance in copper prices.

SEA TOOK 216 SHIPS
AS ITS TOLL IN 1922

Total Tonnage Loss Is 407,756—United
%um’ Share 60 Vessels of 94,000
Tons. ’

£

According to the annual report of
the Liverpool Underwriters Association,
216 vessels of 407,760 gross tons were
lost in 1922. Of this number, sixty
were under the American flag, includ-
ing thirty-seven sailing vessels and
twenty-three steamships of a total of
91,000 tons. The British lost forty-five
ships of 112,000 tons. 4

The Japanese lost thirty steamships
of & total tonnage of 42,027 tons and the
rest of the world lost fourteen sailing
vessels of 21,759 tons and sixty-seven
steamships of a total of 140,268 tons.
These vessels were all above 500 tons
gross. !

The losses in 1922 included two from
weather damage, sixty-five founderings
and abandonments, eighty-six /strand-
ings, eighteen collisions, twenty-six
from fires and explosions and nineteen
missing. In the same period the par-
tial losses included 492 vessels from
weather damage, 1,425 by strandings,
1,818 by collisions, 500 by fires and ex-
plosions, 1,041 received a damage to
machinery, shafts and propellers and
1,184 from other causes—a total of B,
460 compared with 5,208 in 1921,

In 1921 the namber of American sail-
ing vessels lost was thirty-seven with
a tonnage of 44,761 and nineteen steam-
ships with a total tonnage of 58,784. In
the same year the British loss .was

twelve sailing vessels or 13,174 and d

thirty-six steamships of a total of 88,-
064. This is a total loss for 1921 of
479,119 tons, a decrease in the past
year of 71,368 tons. A total of 232
ships were lost in 1921.

York, March 1—Sergey P. Se-
menov, Rissian naticnal ‘ writer and
close friend of the late Count Leo Tol-
stoy, has been murdered by fellow vil-
lagers, who believed him responsible
for their misfortunes, according to a
letter received by Herman Bernstein,
author and journalist.

Semenov’s neighbors were suspicious
of him for some time, the letter said.
They would say: “He is forever writ-
ing. But what is the use of his writ-
ings! If he is an educated man let him
go to the city. He may bring misfor-
tune upon us.”

Then, whatever misfortune befell the
villagers, whether in the fields or their
home life, was ascribed to the “accursed
black magic of Semenov.” He got the
name of “Sorcerer.”

The letter continues: “If a cow died
suddenly or a wagon broke-down, the
whole village would  start whispering:
“That is the sorcerer’s evil eye” One
day recently Semenov was on his way
to the neighboring village of Bitzevo.
He was carrying a manuscript to the
local teacher, who would copy it form
him. Gregory Malutin, his son Nicho-
las, and his daughter, Vera, Semenov’s
fellow villagers, were hiding in a clump
of bushes at the bridge approach.

“ “Where are you going?’ shouted Ma-
lutin to Semenov.

FIRST PROVINCIAL
GATHERING OF Th
WOMEN'S COUNGIL

Decision to Make Event an

Annual One

Moncton Sends Invitation
for Next Meeting—Reso-
lIutions Adopted and Sev-
eral Fine Addresses Heard

The first provincial conference of the
local councils of women was held in
the Béard of Trade rooms yesterday

afternoon and evening. Mrs. E. Ather-
ton Smith, president of the St. John
Branch and provincial vice-president,
was in the chair. There was a great
deal of interest shown and it was de-
cided to make the provincial conference
an annual event. The invitation of
Moncton for the next meeting was ac-
cepted. Among those present were Mrs.
C. T. Purdy, Mrs. Norman Shaw, Mrs,
J. C. Graves, Mrs. R. H. Neal and
Mrs~ A. E. Killam, of Moncton; Mrs.
John Hammond and Mrs. A. H, Mc-
Cready, of Backville. Mrs. G. C. Poole
was appointed secretary for the meet-
ing and Mrs. A. J. Mulcahy, Mrs. H.
B. Peck and Miss Alice Estey acted as
ushers.

Miss Muriel Corkery, B. C. L., gave
a very interesting address on the laws
pertaining to women and children in
were
passed dealing with most of the wom-
en’s activities. One resolution called for
the appointment of women to the
boards of all institutions where the in-
terests of women or children were in-
volved.

Afternoon Session.

Following the opening silent prayer.
the provincial vice-president, Mrs. E.
Atherton Smith welcomed the dele-
gatés from Sackville and Moncton.
Sackyille, she said, in keeping with the
ideals of its scholastic institutions, had
been the first centre outside of St.
John to form a Council of Women and
Moncton, the most progressive city,
had been the second. $he hoped other
centres would realize the value of
establishing local councils and the
value of working together. The time
for individual and isolated endeavor
had passed. Mrs. Smith spoke im-
pressively of the aims and objects of
the National Council of Women.

Mrs. Smith paid a glowing tribute
to Mrs. David McLellan, former pro-
vincial vice-president, and spoke of
her pleasure in seeing the outside dele-
gates. She received a further tribute
of hearty applause.

Mrs. John Hammond, president of
the Sackville Council. brought greet-
ings from that council.

Mrs. C. T. Purdy, president of the
Moncton council, regretted that Mrs.
Ferguson had been unable to be
present to give a paper. The Monc-
ton council, she said, now had twenty-
eight affiliated societies. It had been
organized only three years previously
and was steadily progressing.

Mrs. Smith read a letter from Miss
Carmichael, of New Glasgow, national
president, who sent greetings and told
of the recent national executive meet-
ing in Ottawa, when Mrs. Copp had
been the proxy for the Sackville coun-
cil. and Lady Byng had spoken of care
of dumb animals. It had been thought
at the executive meeting that teaching,
care of dumb animals might be the
concern of the committee on conserva-
tion, and that a revision of the hy-
laws should be made.

Mrs. Peck read a New Year's mes-
sage from Lady Aberdeen, the Inter-
national president, urging the councils
throughout the world to strive for uni-
versal peace and take as the year's
motto, “Alitior,” (higher).

A resolutions committee was ap-
pvinted with the following members:
Mrs. H. H. Pickett, Mrs. A. H. Mc-
Cready and Mrs. A. E. Killam.

Miss Dora Coates, superintendent of
the Victorian Order of Nurses, gave
#n address on the work done in dis-
tributing free milk for babies. Since
the council estgblished the fund in
April 1921 it had cared for 115 chil-
dren and only one of-these had died.
The babies cared for had been of all
types. children of widows, deserted
mothers, unmarried mothers, insane
fathers, tubercular parents and fac-
tory-working mothers. The nurses’
alone realized what the fund had ac-
complished. They saw the miserably
thin babies grow strong and well and
knew what the fund had done in re-
ducing the infant death rate. At the
present time between $33 and $35 was
being spent for milk. The nurses had
supervision of the distribution of the
fund and all the babies attended the
V. O. N. clinics. The fund did not
encourage bottle feeding but in many
cases the mothers nursing their babies
were given the milk,

In the interesting discussion which
followed this address Mrs. Killam told
what was being done in Moncton by
the local council in giving free milk to
undernourished children in schools.
This work, she said, was proving a
great benefit and the teachers spoke
most enthusiastically of its success.
The municipal board, of which Mrs.
Killam is a member, she said, provided
milk for cases similar to those referred
to by Miss Coates.

Resolutions sent from the Sackville
council were read and moved by Mrs.
McCready. The first urging the ap-
pointment of two women on the pro-
vincial board of education was second-
ed by Mrs. H. H. Pickett and carried
unani\mously.

A second resolution regarding wo-
men members of the school text book
committee was referred to the resolu-
tions committee for amendment. In
this connection the value of confer-
ences between mothers and teachers
was stressed.

The third resolution urging that
women should be eligible for member-
ship on rural school boards without
property qualification met with unani-
mous approval of the meeting and was
to be reworded by the resolutions com-
mittee.

Mrs. E. A. Young gave an able and
feeling address, speaking on behalf of
mothers’ allowances legislation. She
spoke of the home care as incomparably
better than institutional care and told
how in Alberta and Ontario mothers’
allowances were being given and the
new method was working out satisfac-
torily. Whereas Institutional care for
each child cost $6 a week, with an al-
lowance of $6-a month for each child,

the mother was enabled to keep the

home together. In closing she urged
the need of having mothers’ allowances
in operation in New Brunswick.

Many spoke appreciatively of the ad-
dress and, as the meeting favored
mothers’ allowances, the resolutions
committee was asked to prepare a suit-
able resolution.

Mrs. John Hammond, of Sackville,
gave an excellent address on -motion
pictures. She gaid she enjoyed beauti-
ful pictures and was not attacking all
pictures. She had seen pictures of
strife and murder being applauded by
the youth of the community and she
feared for the future generations. New
Zbkaland had Jegislation against unde-

sirable films and she thought similar

legislation could well be enforced in
Canada,

Mrs. A. C. D. Wilson who, with- Mrs.
A. W. Adams, was appointed to the
provincial board of censors, in moving
a vote of thanks spoké of entertainment
as one of the four essential things, food,
shelter, clothing and entertainment. She
pointed out that motion pictures were
the most universal form of entertain-
ment. She told of what the board had
done in exercising a moral and intelli-
gent censorship. * Sensual pictures had
been done away with, but men would
see boxing and two women on the
board could not condemn boxing pic-
tures. The censors were striving for
clean pictures made by clean people.
Mrs. Adams seconded / the .vote of
thanks which was unanimously given.

Jail Reform,

Mrs. Purdy, on behalf of the Monc-
ton, Council, moved the resolution sent
from its affiliated society, Dorchester
1. 0. D. E., urging the amendment of
laws relating to jails so that long terms
should not be given without labor or
useful occupation. This was seconded
by Mrs. Hammond and heartily ap-
proved by the meeting. The resolu-
tions committee was asked to so word
the resolution as to incorporate the sug-
gestion that industrial forms or work-
shops should be provided.

On behalf of the St. John Council,
Mrs. Lester Mowry moved the resolu-
tion that legislation be secured to place
women as members on the boards of
all institutions where women or chil-
dren were confined. Mrs. G. Wilford
Campbell seconded the resolution, and
it was carried. i

Mrs, Killam, as the first woman ap-
pointed to a Municipal Home Board in
the Maritime Provinces, was called
upon to epeak, and she gave some in-
teresting  facts concerning her work.

Mrs. Smith drew attention to the fact
that there are only a few institution
boards to which women had not been
appointed.

" Mrs.J. R. VanWart, on behalf 6f the
St. John Council, moved the resolution
that the convention go en record as op-
posed to reduction of pensions of dis-
abled soldiers and urging local councils
to form standing committees on sol-
diers’ pensions and soldiers’ dependants.

Mrs. E. A. Young who, with, Mrs.
VanWart, had attended the recent sit-
ting of the Royal Commission on sol-
diers’ pensions in St. John, presented
suggestions to be incorporated in the
resolution. These had been accepted
as suggestions by the Royal Commis-
sion. \

Mrs. McCready moved the resolution
sent by the Sackville council that local
councils should take more active in-
terest in mstitutions, such as the Sul-
grave Institute, in an endeavor to pro-
mote more friendly relations between
Britain and the United States and
looking towards a league of these two
English #peaking nations., Mrs, Mc-
Cready said that with such a League
there need be no more wars. Mrs. A.
J. Mulcahy secdonded the resolution,
which carried. :

Mrs. McCready on behalf of the
Sackville council then presented the re-
solution that means be-taken to have
the marking of ballots made the same
for provincial and federal -elections,
This motion carried .unanimously and
was seconded by Mrs. E. A. Young.

Miss Corkery spoke on the laws per-
taining to women and children in New
Brunswick.
Miss Corkery dwelt particularly on
laws dealing with adoption, inhéri-
ce and property disposal, explaining
also the rights of husband and wife in

roperty. - -
The franchise for women, Miss Cork-
ery spoke of next and she pointed out
that to exercise the federal franchise
the wife of a naturalized British sub-
ject must herself take out naturaliza-
tion papers unless she was a native of
North America. In provincial election
the wife exercised the franchise by
right of her husband’s naturalization,
For the civic franchise women were
assessed on an income of $500 or over
and the first $400 was exempt. Their
civic rights were the same as those of
memr and they voted when tax payers,
with this exception that men, whether
they had any income or not, were-as-
sessed for an income of $150;

Mrs. Purdy moved and Mrs. Ham-
mond seconded , the hearty vote of
thanks extended Miss Corkery and the
young barrister then answered many
questions and a general discussion took
place.

A resolution sent by the Sackville
Council urging that steps be taken by
the women of that town to secure
municipal franchise on the same condi-
tions that prevail for provincial and
federal franchise was not,seconded.

A resolution that the law regarding
¢hildren be amended so as to give the
mother an equal right with the father
in the child was held in abeyance be-
cause of the divergence of opinion at
the meeting.

Mrs. Edmund Flewwelling was
called upon to speak of her work as
assistant food inspector. Speaking. of

magistrate and women present when
women were tried; that the Exhibition
Association be urged to abolish the
“White Way,” or have it more thor-
oughly supervised, Mrs. Flaglor clos-
ed her report with saying that the
committee had gone on record as con-
sidering pictures of boxing and prize
fights were not elevating to the youth
of the country.

vitation to meet in Moncton next year.
Mrs. Killam endorsed the invitation.
The invitation was gladly accepted and
Mrs. Smith hoped that other local coun-
cils would be formed before the next
conference.

The question box was opened by
Mrs., #1. B. Peck. It contained two
queries.  The first as to whether it
was not insulting to have women call
at the door and seeking to influence a
vote which should be a sacred thing.
These sentiments were agreed to. The
second_question was whether it would
not be a great expense to change the
the form of the ballot. This last gtics-
tion was not answered.

Mrs. W. F. Hatheway suggested that
the meeting might go on record in the
matter of fire prevention measures and
Mrs. Smith told of the address on this
subject, recently given before the St.
John Council and urged the other coun-
cils to give this subject special atten-
tion.

The meeting adjourned soon after 11

o’clock.

HYDRD MAKES -
SUSSEX REIICE

Bright Street Lighting and
General Service Declared
Excellent.

(Sussex Record)

At five minutes to three on Satur-
day afternoon, February 24th. hydro-
electric became a reality in the town
of Sussex, when the current from the
main transmission line extending from
Musquash to Moncton was turned on
to the town’s newly installed distri-
bution system, The transfer from the
old system to the new was made with-
out the slighest hitch, and no incon-
venience was caused users of lights as
the service was not interrupted a single
second.

On Saturday night there was a very
noticeable change for the better in the
street lighting, and we now have,
without doubt, one of the very best

lighted towns in the maritime provinces

On the outskirts of the town, seven-
teen highway units have been install-;
ed. This is a new feature in road|
lighting, as the lamp throys a bright|
light, in both directions. It is very
modern and up to the last minute in
highway lighting. One hundred C. P.
Nitrogen lamps have been placed on
n few side streets.

While we cannot boast of having a
great white way, we can say without
fear of successful contradiction, that
at night there is not a single dark
corner or sireet in town. .

The sub-station is situated- near
Floral avenue, Here is located the big
step-down transformer—3 Phase 4 wire,
fed 66 thousand volts, which is reduc-
ed to four thousand volts, using
grounded neutral. This transformer
has a capacity for 2 hundred k. w. The
standard voltage is generally 3 Phase 3
wire, 2,200 volts, but the object in
making the town system 4 thousand
with grounded neutral was for the pur-
pose of extentions to Sussex Corner
and Penobsquis, if required. The
town will get the benefit of any fur-
ther extensions, in the matter of . re-
duced rates. i

At the central statjon, all the electric
appliances work automatically and are
the lﬁtest and most up to date obtain-
able. The new line and plant were
pronounced by an eminent engineer,
‘who recently visited Sussex, to be
modern in every respect®and fully up
to all rules and regulations that such
"plants require.

Everybody is pleased with the com-
ing of hydro to Sussex. A number of
enquiries have 'already been received
from manuf ers in this and other
provinces, regarding power rates.

HAS TRAVELED 975,000 MILES

THE UNITED STATES :
HARDWARE MARKET

Hardware Agéd, in its weekly review
of hardware markets, says: =

Indications point to strong demands
for builders’ hardware, cutlery, hand
tools, .automobile accessories, wire gar-
den tools and the various items which
come under the builders’ hardware
classification.

BUSINESS IN
CANADA MOVES
ON UPSRADE

General Conditions Review-
ed by C. H. Easson in To-
ronto — Favorable Show-
ing.

(By C. H. Easson)

Toronto, Mar. 8—In his address to
shareholders of the Standard Bank of
Canada at the annual meeting held on
Wednesday in Toronto, General Mana-
ger C, H. Hasson discussed the busi-
ness outlook in some detail. Industrial
activity was increasing, he pointed out
and in certain lines of trade conditions
were rapidly epproaching normal, This
applied particularly to pulp and paper,
jumber, texitles, steel and iron, automo-
biles, etc. In other lines, such as boots
and shoes, clothing, whitewear, etc., con-
ditions were not as buoyant as hoped
for.

The past year was a trying one for
the’ business man, and the banker had
been obliged to carry his gshare of the
burdens imposed by conditions, Yet
there was much to be thankful for. “It
can be said, I think,” Mr. Easson de-
clared, “that we are on a more solid
foundation than we weré & year ago,
but the outlook for the future does not
encourage expansion; rather should the
policy of consérvation and caution be
followed until conditions are more
clearly defined.”

Returns to the farming community,
despite the favorable crops, have not
permitted the liquidation of debts and
the acquisition of new wealth to the ex-
tent expected. Live stock and farm
products of every description are still
on a lower price level as compared
with other commodities, a condition
which unfortunately entailed consider-
able hardship on the agricunitural in-
dustry. However, there were indica-
tions, Mr. Fasson added, that farmers
were realizing the necessity of practic-
ing economy, and with a fair erop in
1628, accompanied by an adjustment in
values, he was hopeful for the return
of more satisfactory agricultural con-
ditions.

Burden of Taxes. ¥

Concerning the Bank Aect, he sald
that it had well served its purpose in
its present form, He referrred to the
increasing burden of taxation borne by
bunks in general, and quoted the exper-
ience of his own institution. For the
year ending January 81 last the Stand-
ard Bank was obliged to pay and pro-
vide Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments taxes to the amount of $188,952,
whereas for the year ending January
81, 1914, such taxes only amounted to
$6,797, In addition during the past
year a sum of $74,494 wag contributed
to municipalities on aceount of income,
business and property taxes, bringing
the total tax disbursement for the year
to $217,446. :

LEADERS NEEDED IN :

Educational System Should Embrace
‘Theie Training, W, R, Wood Says.

One of the greatest faults in the edu-
cational system of Manitoba is the lack
of training which it provides in com-
munity leadership. This is the opinion
of W. R, Wood, general secretary of
the United Farmers of Manitoba, who
intends to present a statement on the
subject before the Royal Commission
which the Provincial Government has
promised to appoint.

“There is absolutely no well defined
method of training oeur boys and girls
to take their place in the civic and
social life of our commupity,” Mr.
Wood states. “This training,is left en-
tirely to outside organizations and some
of these are doing splendid work, such
as the Canadian Standard Efficiency
Tests. But the training should start
in the schools, Ability to take his or
her place in the life of the community
is one of the most important things
the young man or woman can'learn.

“Qur teachers are not properly train-
ed to teach this subject. There is a
dry-as-sticks text book on the subject,
I know, in use in the schools, but all
the information it contains is the num-
ber of members in our legislatures,
how they are appointed and when, That
is not nearly good enough. The boys
and girls should be trained how they
can and should go out and take active
part in the affairs of the community.
We need leadership today more than
anything else in our rural areas.”

OIL MEN LOOK FOR BOOM
BEFORE 1923 IS OVER

(Boston Herald)

Some of the best posted financial
men in the country think that before
the summer is over there will be a
kig speculation in the producing oil
shares, particularly those with an out-
put of light gravity oil with a heavy
gasoline content, Although statistics
on oil production and - consumption
show the existence of a comsiderable
surplus stock at the present time, it is
noteworthy that prices have been go-
ing up for the last several weeks in
the leading oil fields.

This is a fair indication that the big
refineries want to stimulate production,
also that they believe the demand for
oil is going to be very heavy before the
year is over, We have been threatened,
on paper at least, with oil shortages
at various interv for a number of
years, but some new source of pro-
duction always seems to be discovered
just in time to keep the automobiles
running, Perhaps that will be the case
this year, and perhaps it will not. The
output in Mexico has been showing a
falling off for some weeks, and the
production of new motor cars at the
presemt time is breaking all records,

Some ofl authorities go so far as to
predict very high prices for gasoline
this summer, Oil men are generally
agreed that whereas last year the re-
finers made the big profits, this year
the ¢ream will go to the producers.

New York, March 2—Charles F.

Mitchell, president of the National City

Bank, returning yesterday from a busi-
ness trip to Cuba, deprecated specula-
tion in sugar as detrimental to the is-
land’s |interests, but said that to date
the erratic fluctuation of the sugar
price had proved harmful only in its
influence upon labor. He said that the

best estimates he was able to obtain

indicated a crop of approximately 4,
000,000 tons, a production that, in con-
sideration normal supply and de-
mand, should assure a satisfactory
price.

Cuba, Mr. Mitchell said, was well on
the road to recovery, and the new pros-
perity was beginning to permeate to
the “last man.”

,PROF.BAIRD TALKS
ON ELECTRICITY

“Economic Control and Trahsmissidn
of High Voltage Electrical Energy”
was the subject of an address last eve-
ning by Professor A. F. Baird, A. M.
E. 1. C, a member of the U. N. Bl
faculty, before the local branch of the
Engineering Institute of Canada. A.
G. Tapley was in the chair. At the
conclusion of the address Prof. Baird
was tendered a very hearty vote of
thanks. .

In introducing his’ subject, Professor
Baird declared - that all engineering
finally resolved itself into a question
of cost. “The day is largely past,” he
said, “when the problem is merely one
of accomplishment. The requirement
for good engineering is that results be
accomplished by the most economic ex-
penditure.” By most economic ex-
penditure was not meant the smallest
outlay of money. The possibilities of
subsequent requirements, guarantee of
continuity of service and permanence,
all may require a large investment first,
but one that would prove most econo-
mical in the end. It was here, said
Professor Baird—in his power to per-
ceive the balance between small ex-
penditure sufficient for immediate re-
quirements and a larger outlay to meet
the demands of the future—that the
real-difference between an engineer and
a mere builder lay.

Speaking about electrical transmis-
sion, Professor Baird pointed out that
there were two general types—overhead
and underground. By far, the greatest
number were overhead, not only be-
cause a larger voltage could be used,
but because the construction cost was
much lower. In Europe, he said, under-
ground transmission was much more
common and voltages as high as
45,000 volts had been used successfully.
The longest transmission line was 240
miles long, operating at a voltage of
150,000 volts, This was the Big Creek
development of the Southern Edison
Company. :

Dealing with the most economical
form of transmission line support Pro-
fessor Baird said that this was some-
thing for which no ruling could be
given which would cover all cases. The
tendency, he said, among electrical en-
gineers in the first days of long distance
high “voltage transmission was to re-
commend steel tower construction. To-
day, the pendulum is swinging. the
other way and some authorities declare
that unless there are special reasons
which make steel towers advisable, the
most economical fofm of structure up
to a load of 12,000 k.w. is a wooden
pole line. At somewhere around this
load, he said, the strains produced by
the necessarily large conductors made
the stronger support necessary. There
was one point in favor of the wooden
pole that often was overlooked, he
said, and that is the fact that the in-
sulators often lasted longer and avoid-
ed puncture better when placed on

wooden supports.
Professor Baird then showed several

lantern slides dealing with the tech-

nical side of his subject.
