forenoon to the German armistice delegates have not as yet
been given out, but it is believed they are of such a nature as
to protect the world from a resumption of the struggle by the
Germans. It is assumed that they call for the demobiliza-
tion of Germany’s army, the surrender of part of her fleet and
the dismantling of the rest and the evacuation of occupled
tions of France and Belgium and of Alsace ine. ﬁ’ i
probable, also, that Germany has agreed to call home all her
troops now in Russia and Roumania.

The terse announcement of the state department did not
tell anything of the scene at Marshal Foch’s headquarters at
the time the armistice was signed. It was stated, however,
that at 5 o’clock; Paris time, the signatures of Germany’s dele-
gates were affixed to the document which blasted forever the
dreams which embroiled the world in a struggle which has
wost, at the very lowest estimate, 10,000,000 lives.

When the war began the Teutonic Alliance was headed
by two of the proudest houses in history—the Hohenzollerns
-and the Hapsburgs Today, William IL. of Germany is a
fugitive in Holland, and Charles I. of Austria, while he may

still in his country, has been strlpped of power and has seen
3 empire shattered into pieces. * Ferdinand of Bulgaria, an-
other of the rulers in the Teutonic combination, has fled from
his country, and Mohammed V. of Turkey, who #lso joined
in the attempt of Germany to dominate the word, is dead;
slain, it is said, by the hand o6f an assassin.

While the curtain was rolling down on the most stupend-
ous tragedy in mankind’s history, events were moving with
terrible swiftness in Germany, the nation about which re-
volved the plot and counter-plot of the drama. Berlin, Leip-
zie, Stuttgart, Cologne, Hamburg, and Frankfort are in the
hands of the revolutionists who last week raised the red flag

at Kiel. Germany’s navy is apparently scattered into -dis-
jointed units, each seeking sanctuary in Danish ports or wait-
inig in German harbors for the latest turn of events.

A republic has been formed in Schleswig-Holstein.

Frankfort, Hamburg, Cologne, Essen, Muelheim, Aix-

France Hears Good News with Grcat&

Joy: Throngs Crowd London Streets
and Cheer I.loyd-George s Announce-
ment that War is Over---The World
Rejoices

Washington, Nov. 35—The world war ended at 6 o’clock this morning, Wash-
ington time, with red revolution in Germany and with William Hohenzollern,
former emperor, a fugitive from his native land.

Announcement that the armistice terms imposed by the Allied and Ameri-
can governments had been signed by the German envoys at midnight last night,
5 o’clock Paris time, and that hostilities would cease six hours later, was made
at the state department at 2.45 o’clock this morning.

Terms of the surrender of Germany were not made public coincident with
this announcement, but they were to be given out later in the day. The moment-
ous news of the ending of the war was given to newspapers correspondents verb-

|ally by an official of the state department. He said:

“The armistice has been signed, It was signed at 5 o'clock a. m. Paris
time, and hostilities will cease at 11 o’clock this morning, Paris time.”

Information that the armistice had been signed was transmitted to the
White House after it was received by the government and President Wilson was
expected to isste a statement to the American people today.

QUIET JOY IN PARIS,

Paris, Nov. 11, 55 a. m.—France is bearing the good news with the same
equable temperament with which it bore the vicissitudes of the past four years.
Quiet joy is visible on every countenance, but there is little outward expression.

The French public is turning its attention to the extraordinary events in
Germany., While a few bands played in the streets and there was much singing
of the Marseillaise, the great crowds in the boulevards paid most attention to
the newspaper bulletin boards, Many Parisians remained up until far into the
night discussing the news in the cafes.

Thete was much skepticism concerning the German revolution. Many pet-
sons expressed the opinion that there was a trick somewhere to cheat the Allies
of the fruits of victory, and it was decided to postpone judgment uatil the
armistice was actually signed.

The authorities had ordered the blueing cleaned from the street lamps and
the cafes were lit from the arc lamps outside.

For the first time in years the boulevards had an appearance of an imitation
and gaiety, but there were no boisterous outbursts. The people apparently were
waiting for the bells to ring out the news of the close of the tragedy which
has cost France two and one-half millions of the flower of her sons.

In the summer of 1916 Lieutenant
Kuhring was quite seriously wounded
and injured, having been buried when a
large shell ‘burst near where his battery
was stationed. A brother, Sergeant Paul
Kuhring, is at present in. France, a
member of Railway Construction Bat-
talion.

Nitrogen From Air,

There has been erected at the United
States Department of Agriculture’s ex-
periment farm at Arlington (Va.), the
largest evperimental plant in the United
States for the production of nitrogen
from air. The nitrogen so produced is
combined with hydrogen to form am-
monia, which can be used in the manu-
facture of explosives and fertilizers. Ex-
periments with the view of increasing the
efficiency of the process are now being
conducted by the Bureau of Soils. The
Haber process of manufacturing nitro-
gen is being employed. This process in-
volves the production of ammonia from
hydrogen and nitrogen. The two gases
are mixed in the proper jroportion, put
under high pressure and subjected to
intense heat. They are then passed over
a spongy iron, whereupon a portion of
the mixture combines to form ammo-
nia,

BOXING IS ASSURED
PLAGE IN WAR DRIVE

(New York Times.)

The extensive boxing programme and
Sunday benefits in other branches of
sports, which have been planned by the
national sports committee of the United
War Work Campaign, will be carried
out as scheduled independent of the
executive committee. In relation to the

executive committee’s attitude on pro-
fessional boxing and Sunday sports,
Chairman Herbert L. Pratt of the sports
committee gave out a statement yester-
day in which he said: “Dr. Mott; as a
member of the commission on training
camp activities, has consistently sup-
ported boxing in the training camps as
a part of the committee’s activities.”
Nothing was said in the statement about
boxing outside of the camps.

In relation to the Sunday sports ques-
tion ,Mr. Pratt said: “As regards ath-
letic contests on Sunday, it was voted
that the promotion of such contests
should be left entirely to the judgment
and wish of individual local commu-
nities, but that the committee, as such,
would not promote “Sunday contests”

The committee has said nothing which
would prevent the sporting promoters

 from conducting their affairs in their

own way ,and Chairman Charley Har-
vey of the local boxing committee said
yesterday that he was arranging bhi
programme under the auspices of the Al-
lied theatrical and motion pictare team,
Jjust as he did when he promoted the big
boxing benefit: at the Garden for. the
Red Cross. Thys all the hoxing frnds
will be turned over to this committee,
as in the former drive.

While the executive committee, “as
such, would not promote Sunday con-
tests,” all branches of sports, including
golf, soccer, track athletics, and numer-
ous others, will carry out their Sunday
programmes as planned.

“All the promoters throughout the
country will handle their sporting
shows independently and the receipts
will all be turned into the fund through
various channels. At no time during
the drive has the national boxing com-
mittee under James W. Coffroth halted
in its preparations for the drive and
the campaign among - the boxing pro-
moters is growing every day. It is now
certain that -a large amount will be
realized for the . fund through this
branch of sport alone.

Important developments may occur
soon in relation to an effort which is
being made to arrange for the appear-
ance of Carpentier, the, French. heavy-
weight champion, and Wilde, the English
flyweight champion, in the ring in this
country for the benefit of the drive. The
proper authorities, military and other-
wise, across the water have been com-
municated with and are .now meoving in
the matter. If Carpéntier comes it is
hoped that he may bei matched with
Dempsey, a bout which would doubtless
pack any indoor arena in the country.
Wilde ,it is possible, will ‘meet Pete Her-
man, the bantamweight ¢hampion. .

Another sporting event of interest
which is being arranged for the benefit
of the huge war fund is a match on the
links between the two véteran ex-cham-
pions, Walter J. Travis and Findlay S.
Douglas. . Neither of these one-time golf-
ing wonders has lost -hiswallop, and it
is believed that hordes of golf enthus-

jasts would welcome the opportunity to

see the veterans in aétion 'against each
other. : - >

The attitude of Willie Hoppe, the
billiard champion, is still unknewn to
thg committee, but yesterday Seci-etary
VV_lIIiam W. Roper of the sports -com-
mittee sent the following wire to
Hoppe’s manager: “Will Hoppe play
Cochran as per conditions in my previ-
ous telegram, which provides for four
nights’ playing, 500 points each night
in a 2,000 point match. Would suggest
that reasons given for net complying
with requests of sports committee seem
trivial”

The committee also announced' that
Frank Taberski, the national, pocket
billiard champion, and J. Howard Shoe-
maker, the amateur champion, would
probably get together. In order to have
the professional play against the ama-
teur it will first be necessary to get a
special permit from the: National As-
sociation of Amateur Billiard Players.

WOULD ABOLISH MONEY.

Paradise of Peace,

We will make here a suggestion which
furnishes us a method to prevent the
appearance of the rich, and avert the
consequent result of the difference be-
tween rich and poor. The suggestion

1, 1918

consists of the entire disuse of the
money over the world, in order to give
the struggle for existence a check, to
make way with the difference of rich
and poor, and thus to promote peace
and equality in the public life of man-
kind. .

1t is through the medium of the money |
that wealth is accumulated, and the ac- '
cumulation entails the difference of rich
and poor, with its resultant struggle for
existence.

This state of things is most undesira-
ble. ‘The end of mankind is not to be
proud of individual talent. or ability, but
to co-enjoy the peace in the world, just
as in a family, and any cause which
brings about any inequality in /public
life must be radically eliminated. It is
for this reason that we dare to suggest
the disuse of the money to prevent the
difference ,of rich and poor.

What! crafty fellow ever introduced the
money for use in human life? Of course,
nationalization of various valuables,
such as gold, silver, jewels, ete., shall be
implied in the disuse of the money and
their ownership by individuals be pro-
hibited. Such valuables retain their
values only when .they are used as a
means of inequality, but will be nothing
more than those pebbles on the road
when equality is to be prevalent. They
may» have some value in giving us,a
good feeling on account of their elegance,
thén they may be used, under public
ownership, for the decoration of shrines,
temples, churches, halls and many other
like buildings’'to the common pleasure
of the public at large. L

Most complicated troubles may arise
from the adjustment of ‘properties after
the enforcement of the disuse of the
money. With the proposed suggestion
mines, railroads, ships, electric and gas
plants, waterworks, and many other
properties essential to the common inter-
est of a nation shall be transferred to
the national ownership, not to say of the
nationalization of land, and they shall
be equally compensated for, as for the
confiscation of money and several bonds,
with a kind of registration ‘hond newly
issued for the purpose, which should
have the characteristic of  temporary
transitional means until an jmproved
feature makes its appearance in a new
society.

In other regards individuals may be
permitted to retain their own property,
personal and real, and maintain their
professions or occupations. Transactions
shall be carried on by the exchange of
kind in kind, or barter. But as barter
is too inconvenient to be gfnforced, a
ticket system may be taken for the
remedy of this defect. As has been
stated, our ideal disuse of the money
does not admit any _accumulation of
wealth, and so the tickets shall be given
each a certain period of time, say ten,
twenty, thirty years or more, during
which they can be in use, and after
which their circulation cgases.

When this is accomplished, there can
be no more complaints, no more dissat-
isfactions, no more contradictions, and
no more misunderstandings, and the
world will be reorganized into a paradise
of peace.—Seijiro Bawashima in Dai
Nippan. - e !

The opporturity for blinded soldiers
as telephone operators, is revealed in
a monthly journal devoted to the inter-
ests of St.- Dunstan’s Hostel for blinded
soldiers and sailors in London, England,
where the Canadian government is also
placing its men for training.

An important article on  the - “St.
Dunstafiner as a Telegraph Operator”
outlines the possibilities afforded in this
particular phase of endeavor. The out-
standing qualification for this work
is self-reliance, as the operator in a priv-
ate branch exchange generally works
alone in a small sound proof room, and
must do everything for himself. A full
description of the necessary operations
involved is given, from which it is easily
seen that the brain, ear and hand of the
operator must work in perfect accord,
and that is possible for the blind man.
Experience has showyn ‘that the blind
soldier can grasp and overcome tlese
difficulties with- remarkable speed, tak-
ing only from two to.three months to
do so.

The blind person cannot of course
work in a public exchange where the
flashlight system is in vogue, but he is
able to use the drop shutter switch-
boards which are to be found in prac-
tically all large buildings, offices and
business houses. !

The training given at St. Dunstan’s
is of a practical nature, on apparatus
similar to that in use in a private ex-
change. An elaborate installation Las
been fitted up in one of the class-rooms
and when a certain proficiency is attain-
ed the novice is given the opportunity of
working the main switchboard of the in-
stitution. The practice on a real live
switchboard completes the training.

A dream of world domination obpses-
sing the mind of Emperor William
plunged the world into war. Upon him
military engine of

_ment, the exponent and the leader rests
“the responsibility of deliberately plan-
‘ning and bringing about the greatest

confli¢ct the world has ever seen.

1t did not matter to the world that the
emperor’s personel share in the swift
events immediately preceding the war
had been obscured. The world convict-
ed him of organizing, directing and main-
taining at the top notch of efficiency the
great German military machine. "It re-
membered that he signed the order for
the German mobilization. It remem-
bered that he stood sponsor for the ter-
rorism and brigandage which, under the
guise of warfare, ravished Belgium, laid
waste the cities of France, depopulated
and outraged Serbia and sent the Lusi-
tania with her freight of women and chil-
dren tc a grave in the Atlantic.

Civilization will never forget that it
was the minions of the emperor who
officially shot to death Edith Cavell the
English girl who befriended the Belgians
in Brussels.

Against these his ery “I did not will
the war” availed as nothing. Before the
bar of humanity William was adjuged
guilty of the greatest crime since the
crucifixion. In him humanity saw the
Jast of the autocrats, the final = Caesar.
Assertions that he was at heart peaceful,

so persistently circulated for years as to
give them the stamp of German propa-
ganda, became branded as certainly false.
He who, had long proclaimed himself the
prince of peace stood revealed as human-
ity’s scourge, and against him and all
that he represented rose the new world
of democracy and freedom.

Doubt Him Wholly Sane.

Many doubt whetheér William, was en-
tirely sane. He said repeatedly that he
possessed a divine mandate to rule, that
the Almighty was his “unconditional and
avowed ally.” It is not entirely clear
whether such outgivings were the pro-
duct of a disordered brain or were due
to unbounded egotism and an effort to
impress his subjects with the idea of
revererit and unquestioning submission.
His speeches to his armies in which he
asserted he and they were “instruments
of divine judgment upon-Germany’s en-
emies” were regarded by many outside
of Germany as pieces of rhetoric, intend-
ed only to deceive his own people.

William’s claim to close affinity with
God was the burden of dozens of his
speeches long before as well as after the
beginning of the war. Of these, perhaps,
none more clearly defined his claim than
his notorious “divine right” speech de-
livered at Brandenburg in 1890, in which
he said he regarded the German people
as “a responsibility” conferred upon him
bv God and that it was “my duty to in-
crease this heritage for which one day I

shall be called upon to give account.

I shall erush.”

In all this the world saw before the
war not a menace but a comedy. It
laughed with the then Captain Joseph B.
Coghlan of the United States navy when,
returning from the war with Spain and
telling of the clash with the commander
of the German squadron at Manila Bay,
the captain recited - the famous poem,
“Hoch Der Kaiser.” In this the con-
cluding refrain was, in the suppositious
words of the emperor:

“Gott pulls mit me—and I mit him—
MEINSELF—Und Gott.”

Few statesmen realized then that the
deluded emperor in his “shining armor”
manoeuvering his armies and his fleets,
building up the German militagy sys-
tem, cementing the Central Empires and
Turkey, and fostering the preaching of
the supremacy of autocracy was erecting
a machine that one day would make war
upon all civilization.

Start of the War,

Yet the world was warned by some
far-sighted men that the emperor would
one day bring catastrophe upon the na-
tions. These men saw in him then and
see him now as a mad inventor given in
his youth the most dangerous of all
toys—his army and navy. They were
his . playthings.. He developed them
throughout the years to the point where
he had to put them to a test. Like 2
crazed inventor, he feared the end of his
reign would find his inventions untried;
so grasped the first opportunity to wage
a world war.

Meantime the German war party grew
with William as its head, and the scheme
of world dominion awaited the hour to
begin its attainment. It came with the
assassination of the Austrian Archduke,
Francis Ferdinand, and his wife at
Sarajevo. : )

Recalled from a yachting trip, William
presided at a conference at Potsdam of
representatives of the German and Aus-
trian armies, navies and commercial in-
terests. There, according to-the best in~
formation obtainable, the decision was
reached to make the assassination of the
Archduke a pretence for the world war
for which Germany had long prepared.

Besides being well versed in army
matters, the emperor «was thoroughly
familiar with naval affairs, having a
technical mastery of the details that go
to make up the efficiency of a fleet.
Study of naval problems was one of hir
pet occupations. His influence was po-

tent in fostering the development of
German commerce, art and science. His
interference in these affairs as- well as
in statecraft often embarrassed German
leaders and evoked from them admoni-
tions to leave diplomacy’ to his chancel-
Jors: - ¢ - !

In everything he was described as
thorough and, withal, one of the hardest
workers in the empire. His rising hour
was 6 o'clock sharp and a long day’s
bard work, which frequently extended
well into the night, followed. Stated
hours were devoted to the task of in-
forming himself on the progress of
events at home and abroad through
reading of the principal German and
foreign newspapers.

Before the war Emperor William of-
ten professed friendliness for America.
He encouraged the foundation of ex-
change professorships by which promi-
nent German educators visited this
country and lectured in the colleges here

 while American college professors simi-

larly filled chairs in German'institutions
of learning.
He was an enthusiastic yachtsman and
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despite his witheréd arm was able to
take personal command of his racing
yachts, and sail them with considerable
success. He spent much time at his pa-
latial hunting lodges and is reputed to
Fave been the champion hunter in the
world in the point of game killed. It
was stated that the emperor had killed
61,730 pieces of game, more than 4,000 of
which were stags.

He was a great reader—his private
library in the Imperial palace at Berlin
Lefore the war was becoming one of the
most interesting collections of books in

‘the world. He posed as a dictator in

music, painting, poetry and acting.

At one time it was announced that he
had composed the libretto of a ballet to
be given in celebration of his birthday.

His Withered Arm.

Physically unimpressive—he was short
and inclined to stoutness—William was
fond of being photographed while strik-
ing a military posture, though taking
good care to veil the deformity of his
left arm, a disfigurement with which he
was born, and of which he was extreme-
ly sensitive. He blamed his English
mother for living a life of self-indulgende
and cursed her repeatedly as being re-
sponsible for his deformity.

No description of the emperor’s per-.

sonal appearance will be complete with-
out mention of his full, bristling mus-
tache. His photographs, which he dis-
tributed with a lavish hand, showed it
with ends twirled up at belligerent
engles.

He married, Augusta Victoria, oldest
daughter of Grand Duke Frederick of
Schleswig - Holstein-Sonderburg-Augus-
tenburg on February 27, 1881. They
had six sons and one daughter of whom
the Crown Prince Frederick is the eldest.
With the Crown Prince, his father
clashed frequently and on one occasion
virtually ‘exiled young Frederick to
Dantzig but soon recalled him and re-
stored him to favor.

- Andrew D, White Was Form-

er American Ambassador—
Succumbs to Paralysis.

Dr. Andrew D. White, Cornell Univer-
sity’s first president and former ambas-
sador to Germany- and minister to Rus-
‘sia, and ome of the foremost .diplomats
and statesmen of the United States, died
in Ithata this week as the result of a
stroke of paralysis.

Andrew Dickson White, educator and
diplomat, was long one of the foremost
public figures in America. For forty
years he served either his state or his
country, writing and speaking on the
questions uppermost in the public mind.
He was an author of authority on his-
torical, economic and educational sub-

He was born in Homer (N. Y.), Nov.
7, 1882, and a few years later his par-
ents moved to Syracuse, which was his
home thereafter. He was graduated
from Yale with the famous class of
1853, one of his associates there being

* Wayne MacVeagh, of Pennsylvania.

Won Honors at Yale,
In Yale he gave evidence of the schal-

° arship which afterward showed In so

many of his writings, gaining the Yale
medal for literature, the De Forest gold
medal and the first Clark prize. He
then went abroad and took post-graduate
courses at the Paris Sorbonne, the Col-
lege de France and the University of
Berlin.

Afterward he entered the diplomatic
service as an attache to the American
legation in St. Petersburg, and in 1857
returned to this countr yto become a
professor of history and English litera-
ture and a lecturer on history in the
University of Michigan. He also lec-
tured in the University of Pennsylvania,
Leland Stanford University and Tulane
University. :

Mr. White became interested in poli-
tics, an interest he neer lost, in 1868,
and was elected to the New York Sen-
ate. He gave most of his attention
there to educational matters, and
through bills introduced by him the nor-
mal school system of the state was
started. But the great achievement of
his work as an educator came in 1867
when he helped in founding Cornell Uni-
versity and became its first president,
personally contributing $300,000 toward
its maintenance.

He founded the school of history am#l

: political seience which bears his name,

and gave to it his historical library of
40,000 volumes. For twenty years Mr.
White was head of Cornell and then
resigned to betome a member of the
commission sent by President Grant to
report on the proposed annexation of
Santo Domingo.

,After several important public posi-
tions Mr. White was sent to Germany
as minister by President Hayes in 1879.
Two years later he returned to this
country to resume the presidency of
Cornell. He resigned finally from his
place as leader of the umiversity in 1885
and passed a few years in the collection
of a large and rare libmry of historical
and economic works, which he subse-
guently gave to Cornell.

He was appointed United States min-
ister to Russia in 1892, and was a mem-
ber of the Venezuela commission in 1896
and 1897. In the latter yecar he was
again sent to Germany, this time as
ambassador by President McKinley, and
passed flve years there. His influence
did much to smooth.over differences he-
tween the two countries arising out of
the trade jealousy of Germany and the

the early days of the Spanish-American
war.
Said Germany Couldn’t Be Starved.
Probably no man in the country, says
the New York Sun had » more intimate
knowledge of the Germans and their
manners of thought and ambitions than
Ambassador White. When the world
war started he was constantly sought
as an authority on the questions which
immediately arose as to Germany’s-uiti-
mate aimhs. He had an early liking and
sympathy for German literature and
science and a distinet gppraisal of them

 as a military people.

Ambassador White never believed
Germany could be starved into -sub-
mission. He had seen teo much of her
resourcefulness to believe that anything

save a military vi¢tory would overthrow'

her.
would never give up the Hohenzollerns.

“I do not foresee a new form. of gov-
ernment in Germany. ‘I doubt that the
Austrians care much for the Hapsburgs,”
hé said, “but Germany has always be-
lieved in the Hohenzollerns. Of course,

if the war lasts long enough the German !

people may become disappointed in their
present ruler and demand further re-
forms. But I do not look for a repub-
lic in Germany. The Germans consider
their government better than ours. It
will always be a military nation.”

After his return from Gérmany Am-
bassador White was sent to The Hague
ag president of the American delegation,
and took a prominent part in the draw-
ing up of the conventions which the
German government has broken so, con-
sistently in the war. He then retired
to private life, save for his constant in-
terest in politics. All his life he was a
Republican, and had attended conven-
tions since the one in 1864 which nomi-
nated Abraham Lincoln.

APOSTLE OF ALASKA

Remarkable Career of William Duncan,
Founder of Metlakatia,’

(Kansas City Star.)

With the death of “Father” William
Duncan at Metlakata, Alaska, a few
days ago, there passed from the stage one
of the unique figures of the world. Born
eighty-six years ago in Beverly, Eng-
land, of Scotch parentage, the self-styled
“Apostle of ‘Alaska” begay his business
life as a commercial traveler, but de-
cided in 1857 to take up misisonary
work. That he was successful is at-
tested by the colony that exists today
on Annette Island, made up entirely of
the descendants of Indians who were
cannibals when “Father” Duncan went
among them. There are even some of
the original members of the colony still
living on the island and practicing the

rts‘of peace near where they performed
the rites of 'superstitution nad savagery
Jn their youth. .

The story of “Father” Duncan’s life
s a. of sacrifice and achieve-
ment. hen he decided to become a
missionary he was sent by the Church
of England to Port Simpson, British
Columbia. There he remained long
enough to learn the Indian language, be-
ginning to preach to the natives as soon
as he had acquired the first smattering
of their tongue. " Later, with sixty fol-
lowers, he founded a village, which he
called’ Metlakatla. The ¢olony of which
the village was the centre flourished, but
trouble with the Hudsons Bay Com-
 pany, which culminated in a bishop be-
ing Sent out from England to take charge
of the church, determined Duncan to
leave Canada. In the early ’80s he came
to the United States and obtained a
promise of sufficient land for his colony
over the line in Alaska.

The Canadians refused to allow the
Indians to remove any of their property
from the country, so a new village of
| Metlakatla was built and equipped
i throughout.

! riage between his Indians and the whites,
{ with the result that today virtually all
jof the members of the colony are pure-
bloods. In fact, white people have never
been welcome for any purpose on the
island, which. is about thirty miles long
and eight or ten wide. It is said to be
rich in minerals, but prospectors have
not made much headway in investigating
its resources.

The attention of the country was at-
tracted to the colony a few years ago
by a dispute that arose petween “Father”
Dunean and the United States depart-
ment of education over who should have
authority in the education of the natives.

KILL MILLIONS OF RODENTS.

' U. S. Government Uses Tons of Poison
! Against Farm Pests That Burrow.

(New York . Times).

! Rodents, ranging from ground moles
| to prairie dogs, are estimated: to :do an
average of pretty close to a billion dol-
lars a year damage to agriculture in
America. Field mice, rabbits, squirrels,
and many other animals that the
thoughtless' obserer would not put into
the same family with rats are included
among the rodents, and in regions where
the population is sparse and hunters are
! not numerous, their fecundity makes
them a constant menace.

So serious are the depredations of the
rodents that the government, through
the bureau of biological survey of the
department of agriculture, maintains
specialists, at large cost, whose sole duty
is to fight the pest and teach farmers
the best methods fot control. Formulas
are prepared that may be had for the
asking, and the government gives finan-
cial aid to communities that raise their
share of the money necessary to make an
cffective campaign.

For example, in the state of Montana
this year $82,800 was spent for rodent
control, of which the government con-
tributed $12,600. This expenditure is
estimated by the farmers interested to
have saved $2,700,000 that was lost last
year. through the ravages of the rat
family. Besides the $12,000 the govern-
ment sent specialists in rodent control
, who gae the trained leadership needed
| to make the work of local agencies ef-
| fective.  The work was carried on in
twenty-five counties and 276 tons of pois-
oned oats prepared under the formula
{ of the bureau of biological survey were
used. The formulas of the survey are
devised with the idea of producing pois-
ons deadly to the pests it is sought to
| destroy and as nearly harmless as pos-
{ sible' to other life. In Montana the prai
l rie dog and’the ground squirrel are the
| most prevalent harmful rodents and mil-
lions of them were destroyed.

FEAR NOT COWARDICE.

The New View is That it is Not Shame-
ful to be Afraid.

(New Orleans Times-Picayune).

An English observer calls attention to
the fact that our world war has de-
stroyed the fear of being afraid. Here-
tofore, even to most alstant antiquity,
the one quality insisted on in the soldier
was that he should be fearless and the
more callously so the better. The faint-
est tremor of timidity was a black mark
against the most resplendent knight as
well as the lowliest bowman or halbar-
dier and the schooling for war was an
utter defiance of the personal risk.

The Germans, if we are to accept re-
ports, induce an apparent bravery, but
a counterfear—the terror of a discipline
disobeyed—yet doubtless even among
the enemy there are many deeds of the
heroism of resolution and certainly
among the Allies this quality has reach-
ed its highest developments. The men
of Verdun admit to ghastly fears, but
they gave no backward step.

Self-deception is no longer considered
necessary or right and even, as the Eng-
lishman first quoted declares, frankness
ip admission of fear has become almost a
convention and has led perhaps to an

overexaggeration as one of the strange |

results of this astounding war.

Ship Knees From Big Tree Butts,

Few people probably have ever made
inquiry about, or seemed interested. in
what is known technically as ship-
knee production, yet this is one of the

most important functions of ship build- |

ing, says Canada l.umberman.

As a matter of fact, the first piece
of material required after the keel of
the ship is laid is a knee for the stem
of the vessel, and another for the stern.
and these are expensive. For the first
woodlden ship built in Portland, the gov-
ernment paid $5,000 for knees.

This was because there were no knees
on the market and a gang of men haa
to be assembled and semt to the woods
to search for the right kind of timber.

the large stem and stern knees, fore and
aft, cost the ship builders from $75 to
$150 each.

One of the chief industries in Maine
as the result of the government’s ship
building activities in the production of
ship knees. Several contractors send
gangs of men out into the fir forests
where they carve ship knees from the
butts of the big trees, and some of
which dre not so very large.

The best material for ship knees is
near the bottom of the tree, often the
roots forming the curved surface neces-
sary. At the present time it is said
enough knees are produced to supply
the demand for a ship a day.

After his death, however, the mystery
was solved. On the  king’s forearm
were tattooed various souvenirs of his
young republican days, including the red
cap of liberty and the motto, Death to
Kings.

A United States Commerce Report
says that of the net area of British
India, which is 619,158,644 acres, exclu-
sive of feudatory and tributary states,
229,620,075 acres are actually cropped,
and of this eropped area 48,008,917
acres, or 20.9 per cent. are under irri-
gation, %y,026,942 acres by government
works. About 8,000,000 acres of this
area were brought under irrigation by
works completed during the year 1916-17.
The capital cost of.government irrigation
to the end of 1916-17 was $281,126,000,
while the estimated value of crops raised
during the year 1916-17 on areas receiv-
ing state irrigation was $298,417,000. The
estimated value of the crops so irrigated

“It should be copvenient to
bighways and to interurban lines, and
in the immediate surrounding . there
should be an absence of trees and tall
buxldmgs, for convenience of ascent and
descent is the important factor in™the
operation of the airplane. Hangars, gas-
oline stations, machine shops and small
hotels should be provided.

“The: number of the pnvately owned
airplanes in a given city will depend on
the establishment and conveniences 31‘

ing place in connection with the resid-
ence of the city. dweller who owns an
airplane is not feasible. That is why
accessibility will be important, in this
connection. The owner  who at the
close of his business now desires to
take a spin in the air will want his ma-~
chine in a place he can get to readily.
At country homes and on farms, I ex-

It will prob-
i ably take longer to teach older men to
, fly, but as they will have reached the
age when they are careful and conserv-
ative, there will be less danger of a mis-
[hup while they are learning. 1 expect
to see men above fifty flying and enJoy—
ing it as they have no other experience
in their lives. It should have the ef-
fect of keeping men young, too, in the
; necessity of mental alertness.

' “The average intelligent person who
'is able to drive an automobile through
the streets of a large city is capable of
learning how to pilot an airplane. I
. think' the American is especially well-
! adapted to flying. Our American boys

| now in training are making the finest
pilots in the world, the most accurate.
“The control of the airplane,” con-

tinued the captain, with regard to the
future use of the airplane, “is simpler
than that of the automobile, the motor
boat or the motor truck. It is the most
comfortable, the cleanest, and is at the
same time one of the safest. The num-
ber of, airplane: accidents is less than
‘those in whieli the automobile js in-
volved. There is one ment for
shfety in the airplane—the-operator must
‘be cool and collected.

| “Out of 200 abcidents which I looked
into all were caused. by the carelessness
of the pilot, the most from over-confid-
ence. There is no reason why a pilot
should not live to old age, provided he is
careful, conservative. He should not
play with the air or tease it; by that I
mean taking unnecessary chances The
air might be:likened to a captured wild
animal, and therefore dangerous if one
is not watchful. It is likely to turn and
bite one‘who teases it in-mere foolhard-

“Showing off, unpecessary stunts,
grandstand work, it is from these that
danger springs. By this T do not mean
to minimize -the importance, or the re-
cessity, of the aviator student going
through the training required for a thor-
ough mastéry of the machine, so that if
he gets in a bad position he is able to
get out, but of the accidents I have in-
vestigated many of them were because
the pilot was trying to show off to the
-public. It is a question of using good
sense, and judgment. The comparison
might be made with the driver of an
automobile who on a crowded highway
tries to squeeze past everyindy, to take
a dmneaby Jjust grazing the curb—con-
sequence is that soomer.or later he fig-
ures in an accident.

“An alert mind, of quick decision, is
called for while navigating an airplane.
There ‘must, for example, be instant de-
cision as to' which angle one should ap-
proach or at which angle one should
arise from a field. There must be judg-
ment of distance; and this while the ma-
chine is moving at & high rate of speed.
The pilot has no time to stop to think;
he must decide right'away. The quallty
points, then, are a strong mind, resting
on a goed foundation; alert, adapted to
act under a high rate of s Alert-
ness, the power of quick decision,’ are
quahties of the. Americm mind, and
therefore I think we may look forward
to the development of ﬂying here, after
the war, more rapidly than in any other
country, especially as by that time this
country will have laid the foundation for

a large annual output of airplanes.”
