I will commence work before June 13
next, if the Provincial and Dominion
subsidies can be procured before that
date, but I think you will agree with
me that this is well nigh impossible, and
it is with this point in view that I write
the last sentence above.

Holts & Boswell’s reports, but they are
in many points general, admitting of
much latitnde of decision: I will
agree to define exactly such amendments
as you wish, and incorporate, if proper
or leave it to arbitration of a committee
of engineers; this last is undesirable for
both sides, provocative of delay and con-
tention. I must say I think the plans as
now existing, including my acceptance
of the two reports’mentioned, are com-
plete. Inany event, I must know defi-
nitely, either the means I must employ
or the object I must attain before sign-
ing the contract.

4th. “Certified expenditure” seems in-
definite to me; how is it to be arrived at
and by whom? I will agree to this if you
can render it “Net cost,with ten per cent
added,” and then allow me a profit which
I consider most necessary to look forward
to. This method of subsidizing will
create much labor, clerical and engineer-
ing, and although you make the innova-
tion on the original method, I will be
put under considerable additional ex-
pense, and I think you should pay at
least half of this. If yvouwill alter as to
cost and expenses mentioned, I will
Tee.

5th. This I will agree to in a compre-
hensive sense, but not in a sense that
would construe time occupied in making
necessary repairs from time to time, as
operating against me.

6th. I will furnish bonds in amount
specified, or double it ; bondsmen to be
satistactory to you.

7th. This is only equitable and I agree
at once.

I have now discussed the matter from
your present standpoint and I wish to

THE LOYALISTS DINNER.

The dinner of the Loyalists’ Society at
the Dufferin last evening was highly
successful in every respect and was an
admirable beginning of what itishopped
will prove a series of annual public
demonstrations in honor of the Loyalists.
In point of numbers the size of the din-
ner party was only limited by the ability
of Mr. Jones to accommodate the guests.
Among ttrose present belonging to the
Society were His Honor the Lieutenant
Governor, the Chief Justice, the Judge
in Equity, many members of the bar,
two members of the provincial legisla-
ture, two editors, and many gentlemen
connected with the commercial life
of the city. The Loyalists Society
already takes its place in line
with the societies of 8t. Andrew and
St. George as a hospitable institution
and it no doubt will equal or surpass
these excellent institutions in point of
usefulness. The dinner was remarkable
from the factthat it was conducted en-
4irely on temperance -principles, a
circumstance that would have somewhat
surprised the Loyalists if they could
Have revisited the scene of their toils and
sorrows for the occasion, but it was not
the less enjoyable on that account. The
speaking was very good and would have
been better if some of the speakers had
abbreviated their remarks a little. In
such matters there is always something
to be learned from experience, and after
last evening no future dinner committee
will be likely to place the toast of the
memoty of the Loyalists after
the toast to the Governor General and
Parliament of Canada and of the Lieu-
tenant Gevernor and members of the
the Legislature, for such an arrangement
puts what is really the toast of the even-
ing too far into the night to give it full
effect. It isnodoubt a matter of thrill-
ing interest to learn from the lips of
Dr. Stockton and Dr. Alward how much
they enjoy being in opposition, but the
particular business of the Loyalist’s
Society is not so much with the present
as with the past. and any speeches
which interfere with the consideration
of the subject for which the Society was
organized appear rather like impertin-
ences than otherwise. Mr. 1. Allen Jack
was entrusted with the duty of respond-
ing to the memory of the Loyalists and
he did his work well, although in a
more philosophical vein than is
generally to be found in after dinner
oratory. Mr. J. Douglas Hazen made an
admirable speech in proposing the com-
mercial interests of 8t. John, and those
who ‘heard him for the first time were
surprised at the ease, fluency aud pre-
cision with which he addressed them.
Nothing need be said in regard to ad-
dresses of the older members of the
Society, who are veterans in after dinner
oratory, except that they were all very
good. The first dinner of the Society
having been in all respects highly suc-
cessful it only remains for it to go on and
prosper and increase in numbers and
influence, doing quietly and effectively
the work which it is called upon to per-
form by its constitution.

THAT TRUST DEED.

We publish eisewhere on this page the
full text of the remarkable trust deed
which the benevolent Miss Maria An-
ning executed in favor of a number
of charities and societies in this
city, and of Mrs. Ellen McPherson, a few
months before her death, This instru-
ment was executed at Sussex at the
house of Thomas J. McPherson, a son of
the woman who was to be benefitted by
the trust deed to the extent of one fifth
of Miss Anning’s estate. As Mrs. Mec-
Pherson was not related in any way to
Miss Anning, it must be admitted that
the latter showed a great deal of gener-
osity in transferring to Mrs. McPherson
8o freely the sum of ten thousand dollars
or thereabouts. But the generosity
of this transaction was surpassed by that
which she displayed towards the
societies mentioned in the trust
deed. Miss Anning had never
taken any active part in the work of
the Free Public Library, or the Protestant
Orphan Asylum, yet she gave to each of
them one-fifth part of her estate. Miss
Anning had all her life displayed asimi-
lar indifference to the claims of the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals, the Young Men’s Christian As-
sociation, the Women’s Christian Tem-
perance Union and the Firemen’s Mutual
Relief Society, yet each of these organiza-
tions received one-tenth part of her
property. The annals of charitable or-
ganizations hardly furnish a parallel
case to that of Miss Anning, or disclose
so sudden a change from a state of
miserly greed to that of extreme liberal-
ity. Miss Anning and her brother were
both misers, too penurious to purchase
themselves the necessaries of life, or pay
for the services of a doctor or a nurse.
They lived in filth and misery yet through
all these years Miss Anning seems to
have cherished a noble purpose of giving
her money to trustees to be divided
among charitable organizations. Nor
did her liberality end here. The woman
who bhad lived 8o long amid filth and
rags and who considered bread and
water a luxurious diet, gaye these trustees
such a percentage of her estate as has
hardly been heard of outside of the realm
of fiction. “The said trustees,” says the
deed, “are hereby authorized to charge
a8 a commission for the management
of the said estate five per centum upon
the sums or amounts which -may come

_ into their hands, and upon all amounts
disbursed or which they may pay out or
hand over, this to apply to the corpus of
the estate as well as to the accumulations
and general disbursements, besides all
necessary legal or other expenses.” It
will thus be eeen that supposing the
estate to be worth $50,000 the trustees

would receive $5,000 of it even if immedi-
ately distributed, snd much more if not
sertled at once, besides legal expenses.
That the estate could not be settled at
once was a necessary consequence of the
provision permitting the trustees to give
something towards the support of the
nephews in Philadelphia, and an enemy
of the trustees might say that
this provision in favor of the

.| nephews was inserted for the express

purpose of preventing the estate from be-
ing wound up until these nephews died.

The government 1s beaten at the be-
ginning of the campaign, It presents a
ragged line of battle, while the formation
of the oppusition is perfect. Itis demor-
alized and despondent, while the opposi-
tion is thoroughly organized and confi-
dent. The government is beaten now.

Look at the signs of demoralization,bad
generalship and rank insubordination in
the government party.

In Cumberland only one straight grit
has been nominated—a half ticket. The
government would take half a loaf from
that county if it could get it, and be
thankful. Butit hasn’t a ghost of a
chance in Cumberland.

In Digby there are fourgrit candidates
in the field, two complete sets. What
hope can the government have of the
election of either of them? It has no
hope. Even though a large majority of
the electors were grits, which is not the
case, the two opposition men would be
sure of election in consequence of the
division in the grit ranks.

In Guysboro there are three grits in
nomination, and the opinion is confident-
ly expressed by gentlemen who are ac-
guaimed with the county that the in-

ependent grit will lead both of the gov-
ernment nominees. What chance is
there for the government in that county ?
No chance whatever.

In Victoria there are three grits in
nomination. The Chronicle tries to de-
ceive the public in respezt to this by
classing one of these candidates, Mr. Mc-
Cabe, as an independent comservative,
but he is a grit, and was one of the regu-
lar government candidates at the last
election.

Here are four counties in which the
overnmentlis beaten, before polling day,
y disorganization of its party, so as not

to have even a fighting chance toelect a
man.

In every county the liberal-conserva-
tives have a full ticket, and no surplus
candidates. They bave good men in the
field, men who have been chosen by
their fellows, men of character and re-
pute, men who merit the confidence of
the electors. They are united, and the
government ranks are divided: united
wE stand, divided THEY fall.

No party in so disorganized a condition
as the grits are in this contest have ever
succeeded at en election in this province,
or ever can succeed. The disorganization
shown by the grit party is the forerunner
of certain defeat: “coming events cast
their shadows before.”

LOYALISTS DINE.

PROMINENT CITIZENS WHO GATH-
ERED ROUND THE FESTIVE
BOARD.

Last Evening Spent in a Fitting Com-
memoration of the Landing of our
Forefathers—Loyal Speeches From
Loyal Men.

Last evening our Loyalist forefathers,
who landed here 107 years ago,were hon-
ored by the present Loyalist society in a
magnificent banquet held at the Dufferin
hotel. This was the first anniversary
dinner of the society, which contains
amongst its members a very large num-
ber of prominent public men, and the
success attending it, and the feelings of
patriotism and of loyalty to the Queen,
80 strongly and earnestly expressed last
evening, give evidence that here in St
John are to be found just as good and as
true subjects of Her Most Gracious
Majesty as in the great metropolis over
which she presides.

Shortly after 8 o’clock the society and
their guests took their places in thedin-
ding room. Sir Leonard Tilley occupied
the chair, with Mayor Lockhart and J.
W, Lawrence on his right, and H. L.
Sturdee, president of St. George’s Society,

C. Allen, supported on the right by Judge
Palmer and Rev. Dr. Wilson, and on the
left, by Recorder I. Allen Jack and Rev.
John deSoyres. Among the other
gentlemen present were:

The dining room was nicely decorated,
having at one end, in red and green
floral figures, the date 1873, and at
the other crossed flags. A beautiful sup-
ply of cut flowers were tastefully distri-
buted aboat the table, while very pretty
little floral favors lay at the side of each
plate. The repast was one which would
do credit to any host, and . the
service proved excellent. Rev. John de-
Soyres said grace before, and Rev. Dr.
Wilson after, meat. Letters of regret
were read from C. N. S8kinner, M. P., the
president of‘the St. Andrew’s Society
and C. W. Weldon M. P. after which Sir
Leonard Tilley rose to propose the
health of The Queen, a toast, which, he
said, took precedence of all others.
He extended a hearty welcome to those
present, and took that, the first,
opportunity of thanking the clergymen
of the city who had so cheerfully ana
ably responded to the request
by referring on Sunday last
to the landing of the Loyalists.
The toast which he was about to propose,
the Queen, was most enthusiastically re-
ceived everywhere throughout the
empire, not because she was sovereign
alone, ,but because of her purity; her
character as a loving wife and
mother; her sympathy not only with
her own people, but with all nations and
with all people. He was satisfied that
nowhere would the toast be more hearti-
ly received than in this city of the loy-
alists and by the assemblage gathered
there that evening.

The toast was heartily responded to
amidst three cheers and “God Save the
Queen,” by Harrison’s Orchestra.

The Governor General and Parliament
of Canada was nexti honored, and in pre-
senting the toast, Chief Justice Allen
said that to the Gov. General and this
honorable body,after the Queen, we owed
our allegiance. He called upon F. E.
Barker and C. A. Everett, ex-members
of parliament to respond, as unfortunate-
ly several invited members of the house
had been unable to be present.

Dr. Barker, who arose first, remarked
that he was resigned to the call because
he fancied that when a sacrifice was to
be made the junior was always chosen.
He thought, however, that if his friend,
the Chief Justice, had called upon those
aronnd the board who looked forward to
becoming members of Parliament, in-
stead of those who had been members he
would have had a much broader field
from which to select. He had bhad the
pleasure of meeting the Governor Gener-
al once, and the Parliament once, but he
hardly felt himself justified in replying
to that toast when the Parliament had
boasted of such men as the Lieut. Gov-
ernor. He was pleased to note that the
only resolution passed unanimously in
Parliament during the last session
was one of loyalty to the Queen.

Mr. C. A. Everett regretted that the
gentleman who represented St. John in
Parliament were not present. He paid
a high tribute to the parliament of Can-
ada in which, during his short stay at
Ottawa, he met many of the finest men
he had e¢ver had the pleasure of
weeting.

Judge Palmer also made a brief reply.
He thought that the main object of the
gathering was not so much with Par-
liament itself as it was with the loyal
sentiment. He was glad that Dr. Barker
had referred to the resolation of loyalty
to Her Majesty, and judging from the
vote, it was quite evident that every man
in the house was loyal or else he had to
say he was. While in the House he
bad had a very delightful time on the
opposition. He was opposed to Mr. Mc-
Kenzie’s government, but one thing he
could and did admire that gentleman
for was that he was always honest and
always loyal. So long as a man possess-
ed these qualities he cared not who led
the government.

Dr. Bayard then rose to propose the
Lieutenant-Governor and Local Legisla-
ture. He had known Sir Leonard Tilley
for many,many years. Both were now
in the evening of their life, and both had
been school fellows together long years
ago. He had once believed his head as
good as Sir Leonard’s, but he had
since found it was mnot. They had
taken different roads in life
and he was now proud to congratulate
the fGovernor-General on the honors
which had been so deservedly bestowed
upon him. He considered Sir Leonard a
great man in every of the word. In the
cause of temperance Sir Leonard Tilley’s
name had always been heard, and as a
man he had always been identified as a
life worker. Through his agency, with-
out a doubt, many bad been saved from
the awful curse of intemperance. As a
minister he had stood the lash

of criticism: no man had ever
stood it better. He was beyond

reproach. No ignominy had ever at-
tached itself to his name; he had never
enriched himeself at the expense of those

whom he had an opportunity to serve. In |,

social life—by his fireside—Sir Leonard

had shown his real nature;in fact he

had not even committed the sin of be-
longing to a club. ;

To the second part of the toast the

doctor humorously referred. He spoke
of the senior body of the local legislature,
on whose sickness physicians were be-
ginning to differ widely. With reference
to the parliament proper he considered
their case needed attention. They were
sick also, not very sick, but there was
some effete matter which should be ex-
pelled. As a physician he recommended
a change of air, early hours, short
peeches, for long speech have a
tendency to injure the voice and throat,
and when it comes to a vote to ask that
still small voice, conscience, which is
right and which is wrong.

Three cheers were given for the Gov-
ernor General and three cheers for the
legislature, after which the company
struck up “For he’s a jolly good fellow.”

Bir Leonard responded feelingly. No
go‘vernment of New Brunswick, he said,
in his experience, prior to confederation
had within it so eloquent a body of men
and such able debaters as did the legis-
lature during the session just past. Of
himself, he wished that he fully ‘deserv-
ed the praise which Dr. Bayard had so
kindly given him. His old friend, the
doctor, had carried him back many
years and had been pleased to
honor him with good words. He had
in his capacity as a public man
been forced into prominence. The
doctor had devoted himself to the con-
stitution of the people instead of to the
institution of the country. Reference had
been made to the honors bestowed upon
him by Her Majesty, the Queen, honors
which he highly cherished, bat he could
appreciate the confidence and good will
of the people of New Brunswick more
than all the honors Her Majesty could
confer.

Dr. A. A. Stockton and Dr. Silas Al-
ward responded happily for the legisla-
ture which they represented, and contri-
buted glowing euloguims to the many
which had already been bestowed on the
Loyalists and on Canada.

Sir John C. Allen in an eloguent
speech, and one fraught with hope and
confidence in the future, proposed the
toast to the The Memory of the Loyalists,
which brought Recorder 1. Allen Jack to
his feet. This gentleman reviewed in a
graphic manner the emigration of the
Loyalists from American soil; their alle-
giance to their king and their country;
their bravery and self-sacrifice. Could
they do otherwise than abandon homes
and comforts for the sake of liberty and
freedom, when they came from a stock
such as they did? The Loyalists were
martyrs of the highest type, for they
were martyrs both in deed and intention.
The speaker paid our forefathers the
highest tributes, and was warmly ap-
plauded at different times during his
brilliant and instructive discourse. He
praised tueir system of laws, and admir-
ed their plain and unadorned manners of
living.

Sister Societies was responded to by
H. L. Sturdee, president of St. George'’s
society, after which Mayor Lockhart
and Warden Peters were called upon to
acknowledge The City and the City and
County of St. John. At the request of
the president, D. Millar Olive sang Rock-
ed in Cradle of the Deep with pleasing
effect and in excellent voice, and ;J. W.
Lawrence gave an interesting address.

Rev. J. de Soyres, in proposing the
toast to the Bench and Bar, gave free
vent to the humorous side of his nature
and his address was received with
abundance of applause and laugbter. He
related his narrow escape from being a
lawyer, but felt, while he realized the
escape, that some of the best men he
knew where lawyers. He was proud to
be able to say that he had made many
friends amongst lawyers during his stay
in St. John and had met them in every
way he thought, except in their profes-
sional capacity. Sir John C. Allen and
Judge Palmer responded.

Our Commercial Interests ably pre-
sented by J. Douglas Hazen, was
acknowledged by J. H. Parks, and the
Clergy by Rev. Dr. Wilson.

A fitting response was made to the
toast of The Press, and Mr. Alex. H. Lind-
day gave a very. pleasing rendition of
Sally in Our Alley.

Mr. Len. Tilley, answered for The
Ladies, and was accorded much applause
for the natural manner in which he ac-
cepted the situation.

After singing the National An-
them and cheering the Queen and
the Loyalists’ society the gathering
dispersed.

Paris Letter to Pittsburg Press.

The house where Napoleon was born,
at Ajaccio was duly honored by Presid-
ent Carnot on his visit to Corsica. It
is situated in what would be called
now an old lane.

A small garden serves as
entrance to the dwelling, and sprigs of ivy
brought from Chiselhurst, commence
to creep around the walls. The rooms
are tiled, cold and poor; that wherein
Napoleon was born, with its chair bed is
still unchanged. It contains the busts of
the great Bonaparte and the Prince Im-
perial—the first and thelast of the Na-
poleons. In the special visitor’s register
kept for rulers and princes, M. Carnot’s
signature follows that of the ex-Empress
Eugenie. The cloth covering an old
piano has been morselled away by visi-
tors for relics. Many of the Corsician
Mayors came forty miles to welcome M.
Carnot, clad in their Sunday elothes—
goat and sheep skins.
