Foretelling Storms.

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THE CITY ASSESSMENT.

The assessment for the current year
has not been ordered. Owing to the
delay in issuing the city accounts itis
not possible to give the public the actual
state of the civic accounts butit isan
open secret that there has been an en-
ormous over expenditure in many of
- The departments. For street work alone
over $76,000 has been expended and in-
asmuch as the receipts from all sources
have only been about $52,000 there is an
over expenditure of about $24,000. There
has also been a large expenditure for
water construction. In fact, taken al-
together, the expenditures of the public
works department are fully double
what they oughtto be. It is time to call
a halt in this matter. While it is neces-
sary to have good streets and to extend
the water service, it is the bounden duty
of the council to keep within the esti-
mates. Nome years ago it was decided
that water extension in the North end
was necessary but when the Portland
city council asked that the water com-
missioners be given permission to ex-
pend $25,000 on water extension in Port-
land the legislature said nay, but with
the understanding that §5,000 might be
spent each year until the sys-
tem was complete. Nearly three
times this amount was expended
last year under the union act which
gives the city power to increase its
bonded debt by a two thirds vote of
the Common Council without reference
to the legislature. There is no depart-
ment of the city where money can be
wasted as easily as in water extension
and no department save that of streets
where the back scratching policy can be
worked with greater ease. The rule ad-
opted by the water commissioners was
to spend the authorized $5,000 on works
that would produece enough revenue to
pay the interest on the debentures issued
for the cost of the work. Butamong
the applicants for water
were some localities where
the revenue would be far from adequate
to meet the interest on the cost. Just
now when much more important matters
are engaging the city it might be well
for the council to consider the advisabil-
ity of allowing the matter of further water
extension to stand over for a little time
at least.

Amid all the extravagance of officials
and aldermen it is pleasing to note that
through the careful manipulation of
Chamberlain Fred Sandall the bonded
debt of the city is less at the close of
1890 than at the close of 1889,while there
is a very considerable reduction in the
interest charge. How Mr. Sandall has
engineered this will be seen when his
report is made public. During Mr.
Sandall’s administration of the office of
chamberlain the debt of the city has
been greatly reduced and the taxpayers
have to thank Mr. Sandall and
¢ him alone for a large reduction
in the interest charges. Had
it not been for his protest, bonds
would sometimes have been sacrificed
and sinking funds allowed to accuma-
late beyond all reason. By a thorough
knowledge of the laws governing the
various funds in his charge the cham-
berlain has been enabled with the con-
sent of the council to cancel a large
number of city bonds thereby saving
the taxpayers in interest alone up-
wards of $3,000 per year, and -it is not
improbable that in the near future the
chamberlain will be enabled to save
citizens an even larger sum than this.
If all the city officials did their work in
the same conscientious manner as the
head of the treasury department the
citizens would have less reason to com-
plain.

There is a feeling in the council and
among citizens who know something
about civic finances that the present
council is too large. It has been suggest-
ed that the council of twenty-six could
be profitably reduced to ten or twelve,
not including the mayor, and that at
least one half of the number should be
elected by the whole vote of the city,
and the other half by districts. The
present apportionment of seats is very
unjust; for instance, Carleton with & pop-
ulation of about 5,000 has four represen-
tatives ; the North end with a popula-
tion of about 17,000 has ten representa-
tives, the East side or city proper
with a  population of about
23,000 has twelve aldermen.
There is no doubt that it would be a
good thing to re-apportion the city, and
destroy to some extent the dividing lines
between the different sections of the old
city, but this should not be done until

?

said that Mr. King has declared that if
he is counted out there will be bloodshed
in Queens, but we trust no such foolish
speech was made. If matters are correct
in Queens Mr. King should welcome a
recount of the votes especially as the
recount isto be before his own particular
friend Judge Steadman. The Telegraph
states that Mr. King has an unmistak-
able majority of the votes polled and
then it goes on to say .—

All the machinery of the election was
in the hands of his political opponents.
First of all the sheriff of the county was
passed over in order that a partisan,
nominated by Mr. Baird himself, might
be made returning officer. He in turn
named the deputy returning officers for
every polling division. Those men, so
chosen, had the work of counting up the
ballots, allowing or rejecting those which
were invalid or doubtful. When they
were in doubt their party proclivities
would not be likely to tend to a decision
in favor of Mr. King! Yet, notwithstand-
ing these extraordinary and unequal
chances the returning officer fclt compel-
led to declare Mr. King elected. Who is
there that doubts Mr. King to be_the
choice of the majority ? Notone! Tt is
under these circumstances that a recount
is called for. We believe that Mr. King
does not fear a fair recount, and we trust
he may receive it.

Why does the Telegraph go through
all this rigmarole to justify its position ?
Why does it call the returning officer a
political partizan? The returning offi-
cer was Mr. James R. Currey who, al-
though he has like every ome else in
Queens county, views of his own on po-
litical matters, was so scrupulously fair
throughout the election that where there
was a doubt Mr. King got the benefit of
it. The returning officers that be ap-
pointed were instructed by him to adopt
this course and they did it so thorough-
ly as to throw out numerous perfectly
good ballots which should have been
counted for Mr. Baird. Mr. King knows
this right well and he is like the
legislators in Iolanthe, shaking in his
shoes in consequence. The Telegraph,we
think might have spared the attack it
makes on the honesty of Judge Stead-
man. “We trust Mr. King may receive
a fair recount” says the Telegraph. When
it is consivered that Judge Steadman is
the man before whom the recount is to
be had we cannot but be astonished that
the Telegraph, above allthe papers in
the world, should insinuate that Mr.
King will not obtain a fair recount. In
the meantime we think it may be said
with safety that enough is known about
the condition of matters in Queens to
justify the belief that Mr. King will not
go to Ottawa when the parliament meets
next month.

CANADA AND THE UNITED STATES.

The New York Sun says editorially :—

Once again it seems necessary that we
should give assurance tothe Canadians
of all the provinces that the American
people are not irritated over the result of
their elections; that the American mind
is not disturbed by the success of the
Tories; that American pri.e has not
been wounded by the foolish remarks of
Tory stump speakers about our country;
that American statesmen have not been
upset by the blow given to annexation-
ism, and that the American Congress
will not “seek revenge” for anything that
has been done by Canadians in their
political campaign. We have a proper
appreciation of the Dominion of Canada
and its people, and we are desirous that
Canadians_shall look after their own
affairs, while we attend to our business.

If these assurances are sincere and if
the Sun speaks for a majority of the
American people there will be no trouble
in future between Canada and the
United States. Any apparent lack of
cordiality to the United States on our
part has been due to the reckless and
absurd spread eagle speeches of certain
orators on the other side of the line who
were for invading and conquering Can-
ada about once a month, and to the
traitorous conduct of a few men calling
themselves Canadians who encouraged
legislation at Washington hostile to our
interests, for the purpose, it was avowed,
of forcing us into annexation. Now
that the elections are over let us have
peace.

OUR CANADIAN ARCHIVES.

Another bulky volume on Canadian
Archives has peen issued by Mr. Douglas
Brymner, Archivist, whose industry and
zeal in regard to the collection and pre-
servation of documents relating to the
early history of Canada cannot be too
highly praised. The published volumes
of Mr. Brymner contain summaries of
the contents of those papers the originals
of which are at Ottawa or which have
been copied for the use of the Canadian
Archive office ahd of which the copies are
preserved at Ottawa. The papers of
which we have summaries in the present
volume relate to the following sub-
jects :—The Administration of Justice in
Canada at the Conquest; The Constitu-
tional Act of 1791 ; North Western Ex-
plorations after the close of the Revolu-
tionary War; Internal Communication
in Canada; Relations with the United
States after the Peace of 1783 and State
Papers containing the Correspondence
of General Murray, Sir Guy Carleton,
Governor Haldimand and others. This
correspondence covers a period from
1761 to 1790 and much of it is of great
interest. There are also in the volume
abstracts of a number of miscellaneous
papers. The whole formsa very valu-
able addition to our historical literature
which has now reached important di-
mensions and promises in a few yearsto
be very complete.

JOHN LESPERANCE.

A more extended notice than we are
able to give is due to the memory of
John Lesperance, journalist and author,
who died at Montreal on the 10th inst.
at the age of 55 years. Mr. Lesperance
was born in St. Louis and finished his
education at Freiburg in Germany,
where he took the degree of doctor of
philosophy. He espoused the lost cause
in the American civil war, soon after
the cl se of which he removed to St.
John’s, Quebec, where he was engaged
as an editorial writer on
the St. John’s News for a period

of about 20 years, during which time he
contributed to several other Canadian
papers and numerous American and
English periodicals. In 1872 he removed
to Montreal, where he was successively
editor of the Canadian Illustrated News
and Dominion Illustrated, and was en-
gaged in literary work of various kinds
until about two years ago when by ill
health he was compelled to relinguish
his pen. Four years he was Provincial
Emigration agent at Montreal, and also
he was one of the founders of the
Montreal society for historical studies.
Mr. Lesperance was a prolific writer,both
in prose and verse and he covered a wide
range of subjects, all of which hetreated
in a clear, forcable and intelligent man-
ner. Had he been more self-assertive
he would probably have been more widely
known: very few of his productions, how-
ever, were of a mushroom character, and
we presume that since he is dead he
will be more read than when he was
alive. Mr. Lesperance published several
novels of unequal merit. We think his
fame will rest on the Bastonnais, a rom-
ance of Quebec, in the last quarter of the
18th century, and his poems which
we hope will be given to the public
complete in book form. We consider
The Canadians of Old, The Bastonnais
by Lesperance, and the Young Seigneur,
the best pictures of life among the French
of Quebe¢ during the past two hundred
years that have ever been produced, and
as such they will always be read and
admired by those who have an interest
in the romantic annals of the early set-
tlers of “New France” and their descen-
dants. /

NOTE AND COMMENT.

We fail to see' the necessity for the
discussion of Domiinion political issues
in the legislature, as 'was done in the
debate of yesterday. Unrestricted recip-
rocity cannot be promoted or kept back
by anything the legislature of New Brun-
swick can do. It is true that Mr. Blair
took the stump for the Liberal candidate
in York in which, we think he was un-
wise, but against that must be placed
the fact that Messrs. Tweedie, Pugsley
and Mitchell took the stump for the Con-
servative candidates in their own coun-
ties. There is plenty ofimportant legis-
lation to be looked-aftef without wasting
time in the discussion of subjects over
which the legislature has no control.

e

The silly Telegraph wants the Legis-
lature of New Brunswick to meet only
once in two years, as is the case in many
states of the union. This it thinks would
greatly reduce the cost -of legislation
and perhaps it might, but it would not
be conformable to the mnecsssities of our
copstitutional system. Once a year the
Legislature has an opportunity of com-
pelling the government to give an ac-
count of their stewardship and any
change in this plan does not commend
itself to our people. There is such a
taing as being too economical and this
we think would prove to be the case in
regard to biennial sessions of the legis-
lature.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

The Debate on the Address in Reply to
the Speech from the Throme—It
Passes at Midnight Without a Dive
isiom. -

FreEpERICTON, March 13.—Mr. Mc
Queen moved the address in reply to the
speech from the throne, making an ex-
cellent speech in which he dealt with
the various matters in the address.
Coming to the paragraph relating to the
legislative council he expressed his
opinion that the country can get along
withodt the legislative council. In this
connexion he paid a high tribute to the
ability of some of the members of the
council, and hoped that the country
would have the beneiit of thelr exper-
ience in the more active field of politics.
All would no doubt be pleased to see
the paragraph relating to mining laws.
The development of our mining resources
would be of immense benefit to the
province, as well as a great source of
revenue. He concluded by moving that
the house do forthwith proceed to the
consideration of the address.

Mr. Colter seconded the address and
spoke at considerable length. In refer-
ence to the proposed legislation in re-
gard to the legislative council, indicated
in the eighth paragraph of the address,
he said it is to be hoped that it will meet
with more success than past legislation
has. Our people are beginning to think
that the legislative council is there to
stay—that it is no use to make an effort
to do away with it; that although we
may pass legislation in this branch it
will be thrown out above. There may
be difficulties in the way, but that is no
reason why the government should not
make an effort to do away with it. The
money spent for its maintenance might
better be spent upon the great public
gervices, and I am satisfied that this
house will support any measure the gov-
ernment may propose, which has for its
object the doing away with the legisla-
tive council.

Mr. Hanington made a long speech
attacking the government. The speech
did not contain much that was new or
important. He echoed the sentiments
of the previous speakers as to the loyalty
of the people of New Brunswick, and
said if any proof of that were required it
had been supplied not only by the re-
ception of the governor general, but by
the elections on Thursday last.

Mr. Hetherington—Do you say the
Grits are not loyal?

Mr. Hanington—Some of them are and
some of them are not. He hoped the
agricultural interests would be benefited
by the visit of the farmer delegates. He
was glad the government were going to
make provision for the importation of
thoroughbred stock. He did not see the
necessity of appointing a commission to
deal with the sheep industry. He
thought the government ought to be able
to obtain all the necessary information
themselves or through their officers.

As to the statement in the speech that
the time has now arrived for the aboli-
tion of the legislative council, he thought
the government had been singularly re-
ticent on this snbject for several years
past. The policy of the late government
and the policy of the present opposition
had been abolition of the council. His
opinion, however, was that when the
bill now proposed got up stairs for treat-
ment it would be discovered that the
time for abolition had not yet arrived.
As to the proposed mining legislation,
the house had no means of knowing
what legislation was intended. The
speech had omitted many things,
among others the question of the fishing
rights of the province and of the eastern
extention claim. Neither was reference
made to the lumber commission—or
what it had done. He hoped the finan-
cial statement w hen submitted to the
house would be more satisfactory than
the last one.

Hon Mr. Blair replied: He thought the
hon. gentleman’s address showed that
there had at least been in his mind some
disposition to shake the Conservative
whip and call out from among the sup-
porters (and even the members of the

government), those who were associated

with that party. If not, he could not see
the propriety of any gentleman in this
house claiming that the last dominion
election demonstrated that the majority
of the people were loyal to the flag, and
thus implying that thcse who were notin
political sympathy with him were dis-
loyal and looking forward to annexation.
He (Blair) wished the hon gentleman to
understand that whatever might be
the political views of any member of this
house, he felt that he was in duty bound
to recognize him as a citizen of this
country to be as loyal as the hon. gentle-
man himself. It might serve a very
good purpose on thestump todrape him-
self with tbe old flag and pretend tobe a
holier man than his neighbor, but before
a deliberative assembly composed of
men of equal intelligence as himself, it
was not becoming in the hon. gentleman
to make a remark reflecting upon their
loyalty. Such remarks seemed to have
been introduced with the hope—and it
must have been a very remote hope—of
seducing from their allegiance some of
the supporters of the government who
happen to belong to the Conservative
party. He knew that the hon. gentle-
man himself despaired of any success in
that direction. The hon. gentleman
contends that the government is not in
earnest in regard to abolishing the legis-
lative council. The hon. member was
opposed to the appointment of a commis-
sion to deal with the question of sheep
farming. He was fully confident of the
ability of the government, but he (Blair)
was free to confess that he had not the
far reaching knowledge of all questions
that the hon. gentlemen possessed, nor
had he made the distinguished success
the hon. member had made as a farm-
er. The hon. gentleman seemed to be
inpain because a paragraph had not
been inserted in the speech on the sub-
ject of the fisheries. If the government
had had the slightest suspicion that the
hon. gentleman’s raging breast could
have been soothed and tranquilized by a
reference to the fisheries, there would
have been the readiest disposition on
the part of the. government to accomp-
lish sodesirable a result. The hon. gentle-
man was grieved because the Eastern
extension claim was not again referred
to. The hon. gentleman, would un-

termed it a “chestnut.” He would have
said the subject had been worn thread-
bare.

Dr.Atkinson, who spoke next, com-
plained thatin the speech there is no
mention made of the readjustment of the
representation in the house? The gov-
ernment promised to deal with the matt~
er this session. Why should Kent,
Gloucester and Carleton have only two
members each? They were as well en-
titled to four members each as were
Kings, Charlotte or Northumberland.

He said he would beartily support the
government in the effort to_abolish the
legislative council if he found they were
sincere.

After supper Messrs, Alward and
Stockton spoke at some length.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley followed. No mem-
ber, unless he came from 8t. John, could
be found to express the opinion that the
attorney general had. ever sought, toar-
ray one county against another, or to
say that the government did not desire
to do justice to all sections of the pro-
vince. The leader of the government
deserved every credit for his effort to put
down religious strife.

Messrs, Alward and Stockton—you
started it.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley denied the insinua-
tion. The oppesition in 8t. Jobn were
responsible for it. He referred to the
circulars in proof of his statement. The
present leader ofthe opposition had con-
demned the action of the St. John parties
in raising the cry they had raised, and
he was sorry to find him (Hanington)
to-day saying that Mr. LeBlanc had not
been appointed to the legislative council
because he was a Frenchman. The
statement that the leader of the govern-
ment had induced Mr. LeBlanc to resign
his seat and run for the commons was
also false. Mr. LeBlanc had told him
(Pugsley) that not only had the attorney
general not induced him, but that both
he (Mr. Blair) and Provincial Secretary
Mitchell were opposed to his resigning
and running for Ottawa. He (Pug-
sley) deprecated the introduction of
dominion politics into this‘discussion.
The government was composed of both
liberals and conservatives, but in do-
minion matters each member of the
government had the right to vote for and
support whatever party he pleased.
The statement that there were differences
between the attorney general and his
colleagues in the government over do-
minion politics or anything else was en-
tirely without foundation. The mem-
bers of the government were in periect
accord on all matters of provincial in-
terest. Mr. Pugsley defended the ap-
pointment of Hon. Mr. McLellan and
also the appointment just madeto the
legislative council.

Mr, McKeown spoke next, followed by
Hon. Mr. Tweedie, Messrs. Powell, Mel-
anson, Porter and Burchill.

The address then passed. Messrs. Mc-
Queen and Colter and Hon. Mr. Pugsley
were appointed a committee to present
it to his honor.

THE PROPOSFD WAREHOUSE.

The Sub-Committee of the Board of
Works A gl for the P '
of the Properties Fronting en the
New Pier—A Large Warehouse to be
Built There,

The lack of warehouse room at the
New Pier, where the Furness line steam-
ers land their cargo, bas often been re-
ferred to in the GAzETTE, and the neces-
sity for providing increased warehouse
facilities at that point has been recog-
nized by the common council. At the
meeting of the council on the 18th of
February, it wasdecided to authorize the
board of works to purchase for the city
the properties fronting on the New Pier,
providing that they could doso at =
price not exceeding $17,000, and also to
advertise for tenders for the erection of a
warehouse covering these properties
and a part of the pier. _Director Smith
and Aldermen Baskin, Robertson, and
Blizard have-been appointed asub-com-
mittee to arrange for the purchase of
the properties. The properties to be
bought are owned by ‘J.J. Kaye, the
estate of Rev. Wm, Scovil, the estate of
Wm. MacKay and Jane E. Chubb. In
consequence of some legal technicalities
attending the transfer of the deed of one
or two of these estate properties, which
necessitate the matter being arranged
in tbe legislature, it is thought that it
will be about a month before the
properties are in possession of the city.
Tenders will be called for, and it is
| probable that the work of erecting the
warehouse will be commenced about the
1st of May.

The old warehouse now used by the
Furness Line, and probably the one used
by the Monticello, will be removed and
the new warehouse will extend along the
wharf for about 500 feet or from near
the new warehouse on the Pettengill
wharves to the southern end of the Mon-
ticello’s present warehouse.

This extentive warehouse will be ar-
ranged so that the carscan berun through
it when the railway is extended along
the harbor front and will be fitted up so
that freight can be handled in it in the
most expeditious manner.

Together with the new warehouse on
the Pettingill wharves, built last year
by the city, and under lease to the New
York Steamship company, the pro-
posed warehouse on the New Pier will
give the city a range of splendid ware-
house room along the harbor front of
about 700 feet in length. These im-
provements will greatly facilitate the
handling of freight from steamers com-
ing to this port.
