RUINING THE FISHERIES.

REVELATIONS OF AN OFFICIAL RE-
PORT BROUGHT TO LIGHT.

in the of

Fish Caught im New Brunswick

Waters.

[Specially Written for the Star 1

The official report of Mr. W. H. Ven-
ning, Inspector of Fisheries for New
Brunswick, for 1888, as published in the
Marine and Fisheries report, shows it is
possible for even the great fisheries of
Canada to be brought tothe verge of
ruin. Mr, Venning is known to be one

served the gublic, and the home truths
which he presents in his annual state-
ment of the condition of the fisheries of
New Brunswick, if painful reading, bear
testimony to the faithfulness with
which he discharges important and oner-
ous duties. As is pointed out farther on,
his conelusions are, adopted and endors-
ed by the Deputy Minister of Fisheries,
and it is to be lioped that the publication
of the facts may strengthen the hand of
the Government and enable the honest
officials to resist the selfish action of
those who care nothing for the future of
Canadian fisheries, provided some
pecuniary end may be momentarily
served. .

Says Inspector Venning, at the open-
ing of his report* “The returns show a
decrease in the aggregate catch of more
than a halfmillion dollars from the catch
of last year, which was halfa million
less than that of 1886. The causes of
this steady decrease I have pointed out
for the last fifteen years—they are over-
fishing and insufficient protection. If
these causes are allowed to exist no
other result is possible but a continued
and an accelerated decline in this great
industry.” After quoting.

SOME OF THE THEORIES
promulgated to account for the decline,
Mr. Venning says: “In the face of plati-
{ndes like these I put the facts I have
faithfully recorded for the last twenty
years, and these show that all our fish-
eries are growing worse instead of better,
that the supply is steadily diminishing,
never increasing. - With these facts in
view, facts which the fish themselves
corroborate, I am compelled to look with
distrust on all fanciful theories and mani-
pulations of assumed figures which
are put forward to explain them, and I
rest firm in the belief that science
teaches—if a cause is removed the effect
will disappear.” In regard to the salmon
fishery in his province, Mr. Venning
points out that since 1874, “the year that
artificial hatching was adopted in the
hope of keeping up-the supply of this fish,”
the fishery yielded 3,214,182 lbs,; but in
1888, with severa! hatcheries in existence

fishing and what may be called foul fish-
ing is seen probably more clearly in
connection with the lobster fishery than
any other. The catchin New Brunswick
was, in 1885, 5,236,253 cans or 3111 tons;
in 1886, 4,661,812 cans or 4290 tons; in
1887, 2,630,559 cans or 3650 tons; and in
1888 it had fallen to 1,843,368 cans or
1948 . tons, a decline in three years of 3,
492,885 cans or 1163 tons.. A special
commission appointed to reporton the
lobster fishery and the cause of its de-
cline, found this was due to over-
fishing and that sufficient protection
had not been provided by the’ re-
gulations. In the same way the
oyster fishery is being ruined. The
once famous “ Shediac” oyster exists no
longer. The catch in 1888 was less than
that of 1887 by 6812 barrels. The oyster
beds of Kent and Westmoreland, once
considered 1nexhaustible, are now prac-
tically extinct. “Yor twenty-one vears,”
says the inspector, “ I have been nurging
protection for our oyster beds, but their
destruction has gone steadily on; year
after year has passed without  -a
single step being taken 1o prevent indis-
criminate raking and wanton waste.”
There is here a remarkable showing.
The Deputy Minister of Fisheries supports
the statement of Inspector Venning
saying: “The returns for this province
(N. B.) show a_decreage . of -more than
half a million ddllars fromy the catch of
1887, hich was itself half a_million less
than in 1886. This heavy falling off is
made up almost entirely of items of sal-
mon, smelts and lobsters. The enormous
drain hitherto put_on these fisheries is
showing its natural results, and it would
be impossible toshut one’seyes to the fact
that this is entirely due to overfishing in
the past. Still with such facts staring
us in the face, fishermen are con-
stantly demanding exemption and press-
ing for additional privileges.” It is
abundantly clear that whoever failed in
their duty to protect the fisheries of New
Brunswick, te provincial inspector did
not. He appears to have warned the
authorities faithfully of what was going
on; he urged proper protection year after
year, and yet the work of rui 1 progressed
unchecked. The parish poli cians prov-
ed too strong for the regunlar wwuthorities.
Thousands of tons of sawuast poured
into the fishing rivers; mill dams
without fish ways ; reckless
methods of fishing: the catch of spawn-
ing fish permitted ; millions of young
fish taken and cast away dead as worth-
less ; every possible device allowed for
the destruction of the larger fishes and
of the small fishes on which the larger
ones live—these things have gone on
under what was supposed to ke the
strong control of the Federal Govern-
ment. Asto what was possible in the
inland waters under the “protection” of
the provincial administration, the de-
struction, a week ago, in a single night,
of seventy salmon by the use of dyna-
mite on the Southwest Miramichi river
fitly caps the climax of a frightfully mis-
managed business.

G ter, Northumberland and Kent—
a steady decrease continues, caused by
past overfishing and the great destruc-
tion of young bass in smelt nets”—that
is the use of bag nets in smelt fishing.
In Northumberland County, in 1874; the
first year of using these bag nets, the
bass fishery yielded 217,179 lbs., last
year it gave only 23,077 lbs. With the
continued use of the bag net, he says,
“nothing can be more certain than the
speedy extinction of the fishery.” The
shad ffshery of the province is also doom-
ed. It, too, has been steadily declining,
the falling off last year being 3681 barrels.
“The cause,” says the inspector, “Is very
plain and has been pointed out constant-
Iy in all annual and special reports for the
last ten years,—over-fishing and the want
of a weekly close time sufficient to enable
the fish to reach their spawning places
and perform their procreative functions.
The plain and simple fact is that
OVERFISHING HAS EXHAUSTED THE STCCK
once so plentiful in our waters, and no
improvement can be looked for by sensi-
ble men until the fish are protected and
the parents allowed to spawn.” Alewives
(gaspereaux) are also overfished. There
was a falling off lastyear compared with
1885 of over 8000 barrels. The smelt fish-
ery has suffered terribly in the same way.
The catch of 6,486,145 1bs. of 1886 had fal-
len to 3,149.468 1bs in 1888 and the inspect-
or states that with the United States
markets glutted with this fish since 1887,
and the price to shippers fallen from 12
cents to 4 cents per b, in those markets,
“afforts are now being made to relax the
insufficient protection which the : present
regulations give to this valuable fishery.”
The catch of frost fish in 1886 was 713,-
875 1bs.; it fell to 174,895 lbs. in 1888; the
catch of flounders in 1887 was 122,470 1bs.
itfell in 1883 to 83,650 lbs, and
yet the demand for both in
the latter year was greater and the prices
higher. The_ inspector attributes the
falling off to the use of bag nets when
the fish were plentiful, vast guantities
being caught and wasted in earlier years
when they were less marketable than at
present. “This,” says the inspector,
“hasg been the history of all our fisheries,
and coming generations will lament the
stupid and wastefal ways of their progen-
itors.” ;
How the unlimited destruction of one
kind of fish leads to a reduced catch of
other kinds is explained by the inspector
in his remarks on the mackerel fishery
of the province. This dropped from 17,-
868 barrels and 70,128 cans in 1886 to
2094 barrels and 8515 cans in 1888. The
inspector says that after many years’ ob-
gervation and after extensive reading
and converse with old and experienced
mackerel fishers, he believes the causes
of the decline in this' fishery to be
due, first to the great destruction, by
purse seines, of gravid parents and half
grown young fish; second, the failing
supply of food in Bay Chaleur and the
Straits consequent on the great destruc-
tion of smelts, frost fish and flounders in
all the counties bordering those waters
where alone this fish is pursued by the
New Brunswick fishermen. “The
myriads of young fry which formerly
crowded all our estuaries are no longer
there. The waters are depleted of this
food; consequently, the schools are no
longer attracted to the inshores. “I have
seen,” he remarks, “our salmon, bass,
shad, alewives, oysters and lobsters all

CHOP PRUSPECTS-

The men who are interesied in putting
the price of flour up to a high figure,
are very active just now in spreading re-
ports of disaster to the growing crop.
For weeks past the papers have been
filled with their dismal predictions, in
regard to the yield of wheat both in
Europe and in America, and if the public
had been content to believe these highly
colored statements, they wonld have had
to come to the conclusion that there
would be hardly any wheat grown in
the world this year. FEvery one knows
the object of such reports,
and, therefore, every one on
reading them is disposed to accept them
with a very large discount. As a matter
of fact they seem to be largely false, and
where there is some busis of truth for un-
favorable crop reports, the real facts are
greatly exaggerated. In Dakota and
other points in the North West the crop
is short because of dryness of the season,
and this seems to be the whole that can
be said against the prospect of a good
crop. In Manitoba there is an average
of 15 bushels to the acre, which with the
very large area under wheat will produce
a large yield. Nor must it be forgotten
that in the Northwest, there is a vast
quantity of last year’s wheat stored away,
far more than enough to offset any pos-
sible shortage this year. When “old
Hutch” was bulling wheat last year; the
farmers refused to sell in the vain, hope
that the price -would reach a dollar
and a quarter, and this wheat is. still. in
their bing. It is to keepthis wheat from
coming on the market that the grain
operators are engaged in spreading dis-
mal reports of a failure of this year’s
crop. This crop, bowever, will soon be
harvested, and then the occupation of
the retailer of rumors of disaster and ruin
will be gone.

THE JESUIT ESTATES ACT.

A despatch from Ottawa states that
some {ime ago it was decided by the
Dominion government to submit the
Jesuit Estates Act to the English law
officers of the Crown, for the purpose of
obtaining their opinions as to its con-
stitutionality. It is now stated that a
reply has been received to the effect
that the act is constitutional and sfrictly
within the powers of the province of
Quebec. This is a result that has al-
ready been anticipated by TuE GazeTTE,
we having long agoexpressed the opinion
that the law was within the powers of
the Quebec Legislature. At the
same time we think that it
would have been better for the
government to submit the ques-
tion of the constitutionality of the act to

the supreme court, a tribunal of compe- |

tent authority to decide such a case. This
is the course that was suggested by the
Montreal Star, and we cannot see any
reasonable grounds of objection to it
The pretence that it would drag the
supreme court into a party quarrel is of
no weight whatever, for the same argu-
ment, if assented to, would hold good
against all manner of decisions by the
supreme court in cases where the consti-
tutionality of any government measure
was involved. While the opinion of the
English law officers of the crown is well
enough as far as it goes, it is in the natvre
of the opinion of a legal adviser and not
the decision of a judge or a bench of
jndges.

THE BEHRING SER SEIZURE.

_ A Canadian vessel named the Black
Diamond has been seized by the Ameri-
can Revenue Cutter Rush for catching
seals in Behring sea, and the seized ves-
sel is now on the way to Sitka no doubt
to be stripped and laid up as other Cana-
dian sealers have been. The Black
Diamond when taken was seventy miles
from any land and was therefore as
much on the high seas as ifshe had been
in the Pacific ocean. Her seizure under
the circumstances was & gross and flag-
rant outrage, and one which will de-
mand immediate redress. Itis based
on the claim, set up by the United States
government, of exclusive jurisdiction in
Jehring Sea, but this is a claim which
cannot for a moment be recognized by
the other Maritime naticns, When tne
Russians owned the territory in Asia and
America on both sides of the sea they
set up this claim, but it was disputed by
all the Maritime powers and no by one of
them more strongly than by the United
States. Now since Alaska has been
purchased from ‘Russia the government
of the United States, with a lack of con-
sistency which is entirely characteristic
of, that nation, pretends to have re-

ceived from. Russia an cxclusive
right which it had always maintained
that Russia did not possess. With re-
gard to the case of the Black Diamond
it does not appear to differ in any re-
spect from the seizures made twoor three
years ago, and it shows that notwith-
standing all reports to the contrary the
policy of the government of the United
States has not changed. We trust that
Admiral Heneage, who is in command
of the British Squadron on the Pacific
Station, will lose no time in sendinga
cruiser to Behring Sea to capture the
Rush and take her to Victoria. This is
the proper answer to the absurd preten-
sions of the United States in Behring Sea,
and the capture of British vessels while
pursuing their lawful business on what
is virtually a part of the Pacific ocean.

OUR TRADE RELATIONS WITH THE
UNITED STATES-

Professor Goldwin Smith has recently
been meeting President Harrison, Sena-
tor Hill and other prominent American
politicians on the subject of trade rela-
tions between the TUnited States and
Canada. His view of the present aspect
of affairs is embraced in the statement
that “there seems to be no ground for
supposing that any unfavorable change
has recently taken place in the attitude
of Americans towards the extension of
trade relations, and I would expect all
whofeel an interest in the subject pat-
iently to await the meeting of congress
and the authoritative declaration of the
policy of the American government.’
This doliverance of the Professor will be’
rather deprésfing to those Grits, who
have been trying-torun the politics of this
country on the narrow gauge platform of
unrestricted reciprocity: with the United
States. The Professor finds no grounds
for supposing that any unfavorable
change has taken place in the attitude of
the Amerieans, and this may very well
be true, for the attitude of the Americans
was so bad before that it could not well
be changed for the worse. But even
Goldwin Smith, optimist as he is on this
subject, and eager advoeate as he is of
unrestricted reciprocity, docs not pretend
to say that there is any change for the
better in the attitude of the Americans
on this question. Therefore, the advice
which he gives his political friends to
await patiently the meeting of Congress
and the aunthoritative declaration of the
policy of the American government,
means simply a total abandonment for
the present, by the liberal party, of the
the agitation in favor of vurestricted re-
ciprocity. This will be small comfort to
those politiciane who have staked their
political existence on the success of this
“fad.”

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The people of British Colombia have
been celebrating the eighteenth anniver-
sary of the entrance of British Columbia
into confederation with much enthu-
siasm. Confederation has certainly been
a great thing for British Columbia, and
our friends of the Pacific province have
good reason to regard it with favor. The
time will come when British Columbia
will be one of the brightest jewels of the
Dominion.

Toroxro, July 20.—I do not find that
the forwarding of mails by the Canadian
Pacific Short Line is expediting matters
any. THE Gazerre of Monday I received
yesterday (Thursday), and the issue of
Tuesday I received tc-day (Friday), If
the post office authorities tried they
could not move the mails at a much
slower pace than this. What is the
meaning of the delay? Express mat-
ter—so I read in the papers—is car-
ried in thirty hours from St. John to
Toronto, and my residence is only half
an hour’s walk from the Toronto post of-
fice. There is something worth investi-
gating here.

In my last I commenced to say some-
thing of the Toronto press, but I had’
only reached the Globe when my space
gave out. I think speaking as a con-
servative, I gave the Globe due credit
for its good points and did not unneces-
sarily exaggerate its weaknesses, Nextin
point of age comes the Mail. You all know
its history. It was established on the
joint stock principle by conssrvative
politicians. It is said by some that
$250,000 was sunk in it, by others. that
the amount was nearer half a million.
Perhaps both figures are excessive. At
all events, it finally passed into the
hands of Mr. T.C. Patterson, (the present
postmaster of Toronto) and was run bv
him for a time as a private enterprise.
Mr. Patterson came under obligations to
Mr. John Riordan, ofthe Merritton paper
mills, for a large amount on account of
paper purchasad; security was given on
the property for the debt; and one morn-
ing or one evering, Mr. Riordan walked
intothe Mail office with a gentleman,
whom he introduced to Mr. Patterson in
these words. “Mr. Patterson, Mr.
Bunting. Mr. Bunting is.  the
new  proprietor of the Mail.”
This was the first intimation Mr Patterson
had received that Mr. Riordan proposed
to have his account settled In this way!
Mr Patterson was obliged to walk out and
Mr. Bunting took possession. Mr, Bunt-
iug has, I understand, proved himself a
capable manager and business man.
Since Mr. Riordan’s death he has had
practically foll swing. As soon as Mr
Griffin, an intense tory, was relieved of
the editorship and appointed libra-
rian to the Dominion Parlia-
ment, Mr. Bunting called in Mrn
Edward Farrar to do the heay ;7 editorial
work, and the first move under the new |
regime was to abjure the heresy of sup- |
porting the government and the Nation- |
al Policy and the liquor interest, and to
come out squarely in opposition to the
government and in support of temper-
ance and of commercial pnion. The
Mail, however, has said and done noth-
ing on the side of t>mperance. True,
all it asked was, “that it might be per-
mitted tocarry a banner in the temper-
ance procession,” but even this modest
evidence of conversion it has not offer-
ed. As a matter of fact, the Mail has let
the temperance question severely alone
from the day of its great somersanlt
As to commercial union, it fought Mr.
Wiman's battle wéry ably for a time-and
now it has abandoned thit also, notin
any timid, sneaking sort of way, but
openty and giving reasons. It continues
to assail the government at every
opportunity and it is riding the Protes-
tant horse full tilt. It may continue to
do thisor it may not. There be those
who have their doubts; there is certainly
nothing very re-assuring to the Equal
Rights Association in the Mail’s treat-
ment of commercial union. One thing,
however, we believe, may be taken for
granted: the Mail will burst up Sir
John Macdonald if it can, and
we fancy that the Mail will take
