Berlin, Oct. 24—The Iibel action
brought by Gen. Count Kuno Von
Moltke against Maxmilian Harden,
editor of the Dio Zukunfl, began yes-
terday. Von Moltke is an - intimate
friend of Prince Philip Zu Eulenberg,
the ex-German ambassador to Vienna
and a kinsman of the present chief of
the general staff, Lieut.-Gen. Count
Helmuth Von Moltke, and of the gov-
ernor of the province of East Prussia,
Frederick Von Moltke, These three
Von Moltkes are nephews of the late
great Field Marshal Moltke,

Harden began last November to as-
sert that Prince Zu Fulenberg was the
head of a group at court that sought
to influence the Emperor in political
actions by subtle, indirect suggestions.
Count Zu EBulenberg, Count Kuno Von
Moltke and Gen. Count William Von
Hohenau, one of the Emperor’s adju-
tants, were mentioned by Harden as
members of the so-calleq Caramilla, or
round table, and he further alleged
that they were spiritualists and of ab-
normal temperaments and habits,

After the clerk of the court had read
of Herr Harden’s articles on the sub-
ject, the defendant said: “I have fol-
lowed political aims along in my ar-
ticles, and in so doing have been com-
pelled to mention Count Von Moltke's
mame. I did not say he had practised
disgraceful vices, but said that he was
abnormal in temperament. Count Von
Moltke had sought to influence Em-
peror Willdlam’s political action often
in a sense contrary to the views of his
constitutional advisors.”

Herr Harden declined to withdraw
anything he had written, but admitted
frankly that he had twice been Im-
prisoned for insults to the sovereign,
each time for six months, and that
ihe had been fined several times for the
i same offence. Harden said he dig not
{®ccuse Von Moltke of criminal acts,
| but he regarded his friendship with
aPrince Zu Eulenburg as erratic in

character, for the plaintiff, he said, had
once pressed the Prince’s handkerchief
| to his lips and cried, “Phili, my Phili,”
and in writing a letter to him had made
use of terms, “My soul and my be-
loved.”

Frau Von Elb, the divorced wife of
| Kuno Von Moltke, testified to the
epigrams that her former husband ap-
plied to married life. She then describ-
ed the handkerchief incident, which she
said she saw from an adjacent room.
Referring to her divorce, she said she
| had asked Von Moltke, “What did his
Majesty say to our divorce?”
° To this question Von Moltke replied,
“His Majesty only hears what I allow
him to know.”

These words created a great sensa-
tion in the court room.

It Is Expected Tram Service Will
be Supplicd from Stere Street

An arrangement has been reached
between the Esquimalt Water Works
Company and the B. C. Eleciric Coin-
pany whereby the steam plant of the
latter corporation is to be brought
into use in order to reiieve the water
situaiion at Goldstream.

Mr Sperling in a letter to T. Lubke,
of the Esquimalt company, submitted

the following as a basis for operating
the steam plant:

That our eompany operate the car and
motor; service with power from our steam
plant until further notice from our com-
pany, your company paying our com-
pany’s actual cost of operating the steam
plant, subject to the following conditjons,
viz.:

That if the steam plant is at any time
insufficient to operate the car and motor
service,. that ther the water power may
be used to make up any insufficiency, if
sufficient water be available.

That the water power plant inay be
used .to operate the car'and motor service
at any time should it become necessary
te shut down the steam plant temporarily
for repairs, provided sufficient water be
available.

That our company during the period of
the operation of the steam plant, pay
only for the amount of water actually
used by us at Goldstream.

That the use of the steam plant shall
not in any way prejudice the present ex-
isting rights of either party.

That the arrangement shall céase to
exist in the event of the present water
supply ceasing to -be sufficient to supply
the electric llghting needs of our com-
pany.

This' was agreed to by Mr. Lubbe
and the difficulty has thus been over-
come.

The intention of the electric com-
pany was to have started their steam
plant this morning. A start was made,
but through some hiteh in connection
with the machinery, the company had
to fall back again on the water power
at Goldstream, after a short inter-
ference on the lines.

By to-morrow it is expected that the
steam plant will be running satisfac-
torily and will be used for the tram
service.

THE NEW SMELTER

H. Cecil Will Soon Leave for Lon-
don With Detaifed Information
on the Subject.

It was intimated some time ago that
a new smelter was in prospect on
Vancouver Island, to be operated in
connection with the copper depesits
owned by the Southern Cross Mining
Company, on the Alberni cenal

For some weeks past H, Cecil, who
is interested in this eéenterprise, and
who, recently returned from an extend-
ed visit to London, Eng., has been oc-
cupied on the company’s property,
going over the ground with engineers
and developing the necessary informa-
tion as to the plans and cost of the pro-
posed smelter, to lay before ‘the ‘direc-
tors of the company in London. He ar-
rived in Victoria this morning, and will
leave for the Old Country. in the near
future. Roughly speaking the smelter
will cost about $140,000, and will have
a capacity for treating about 200 tons
of ore a day. Mr. Cecil has already ob- |
tained estimates on the erection of the |
plant, and it is understood that tenders
for the work will be called shortly after
his arrival in London,

The new smelter will be located on
Uclucklesut harbor, in proximity to
the company’'s property, which already
possesses a good wharf and shipping
facilities. The management is pushing
development on the property with three
shafts, and, it is said, has a good body
A small shipment
ha. been made from the mine thig-year,
and operations will probably be more
energetically pushed, following the in-
stallation of the smelter plant. The
Southern Cross group consists of five
claims, the Southern Cross,  Ballarat,
Little Dipper Fraction, Constance Frac-
tion and North Star. The work, thus
far, has all been done on the Southern
Cross.

After vainly searching the girl’s
home and looking through her usual
haunts. the officers were baffled entire-
ly. By questioning the girl’'s friends
they learned hints of her being carrieq
away, and on communicating with the
border and Canadian authorities, finally
located her in Milltown, B. C. The girl
is in that city, living under the close
surveillance of the person who spirited
her from the jurisdiction of the local
court.

Whether an attempt will be made to
have the Canadian authoritieg turn the
girl over to the sheriff’s office at Bell-
ingham has not yet been decided. As
affairs stand now, both the girl and the
person who took her away are in con-
tempt of court, and if they go back to
Bellingham, or are brought back to
that city, a severe penalty awaits them.
It-is possible, however, that if the girl
makes no attempt to return to Belling-
ham the entire matter will be dropped.

to' Victoria.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

During the past few months there
has been wongerful activity -in  .coal
prospects on Vancouver Island. For
many years the operators were con-
fined to the twb large corporations, the
Wellington Colliery Company and the
New Vancouver Coal Company, which
later .became the Western Fuel Com-
pany.

The increasing demand for coal has
led to the formation of a number of
smaller concerns for the supply of
coal.

Some of these are already in a posi-
tion to put coal on the market. Of
these the syndicate represented by Mr.
Gilfinnan which includes several Van-
couver men has made the greatest pro-
gress and already coal is’'being sold
from their mine in Victoria and Van-
couver. The mine is locatéd at Wel-
lington and is being worked as a slope.

Mr. Gilfinnan tells an amusing ineci-
dent in connection with the, opening
up of his mine. After purchasing the
land from the original owner he went
to the place where the slope was
opened and in a few hours had uncov-
ered the coal bringing samples home
with him.

At the present time the miners are
working in a vein over seven feet
thick. Although it is only a few weeks
since work began the company could
mine 500 tons a day. Shipments are
being made to Victoria, Burt Bros. act-
ing as the agents for the company.

The property at South Wellington,
owned by John Arbuthnot and E.
Hodgson, has already about 50 tons on
the dump. As soon as a switch is put
in from the E' & N. 'line to the mine,
shipping will begin.

The /intention of the company is to
sack the coal right at the mine and
ship it in that shape to Victoria where
it will be disposed of.

The work on the prospects at Mal-
colm Island are progressing very fav-
orably. Mr. Arbuthnot is also inter-
ested in these measures. The drilling
is progressing very well and coal has
been located.

Near Courtenay in the Comox valley,
another discovery of coal has been
made. Hodkson, representing Vancou-
ver capilalists, has located coal at a
depth of about 1800 feet. The drilling
iz still progressing, the object being to
locate the lower seam which is ex-
pected to be reached at about 300 feet
lower. The second seam is expected to
be superior to the upper one, being
much thickér.

The Dalily Telegraph says editorially
that President Roosevelt’s  anti-trust
campaign has done much  to  shatter
confidence in the United States. “The
President’s object is beyond reproach,”
the paper says, “but - is it absolutely
necessary that the sky should be drag-
ged down in order to catch the few
larks the President is bent apon net-
ting. Could not the guilty parties be
brought to book without involving
thousands of investors in their punish-
ment. We fear,” the Daily Telegraph
says in conclusion, ‘““that the innocent
will -suffer more seriously- .than the
guilty.”

The Standard reflects more the gen-
eral opinion, and thinks that a crash
wag inevitable sooner or later, and that
the action of the American government
did not more than precipitate it. ' This
paper says that probably President
Roosevelt was justified in declaring
that he had “only turned the light on.”

Bank Rate Unchanged. .

London, Oct. 24—The rate of dis-
count on the Bank of England remain-
ed unchanged to-day at 4% per cent.

London Markeét Buoyant.

London, Oct. 24.—Trading on the
stock exchange opened with a cheerful
tone. Americans started at 1 point
above parity. Buying orders from New
York and the covering of local bears
steadily drove quotations upward, and
by noon Union Pacific and Canadian
Pacific were 3 points over the New
York equivalent, while Southern Pa-
cific and United Steel received consid-
erable attention at over 1 point ad-
vance.

Announcement that there would be
no change in the Bank of England rate
of discount, which it was feared in
some quarters might be raised as a re-
sult of the situation in New York, im-
proved the tone of the market and
caused a rise of % for consols.

Giant Trust Company of America in Need of
Assistance--London and Berlin
Comment on Situation.

New York, Oct, 238.—Anxiety over the
situation that has developed in the
trust company and banking situation
during the past week continued to
cloud the business horizon to-day, al-
though the nervousness and a}arm S0
noticeable yesterday were considerably
lessened by the presence of Secret?,ry
of the Theasury Cortelyou in the city,
and his promise to remain at the sub-
treasury throughout the day.

Mr. Cortelyou's statement made last
night of the national banks of this city
had. a good effsct on sentiment, and
served to relieve the apprehensions of
business men that the curtailment of
eredits through the situation following
the suspension of payments by the
Knickerbocker Trust Company might
hamper the financing of general mer-
cantile affairs.

The unfavorable development of %he
night was the news that the Trust
Company of America, one of the city’s
jargest financial institutions, with de-
posits approximating $50,000,000, and
total assets and liabilities 'in excess of
$60,000,000, was in need of assistance.
At the same time it became known that
the Trust Company of America had
given a statement of its affairs to other
bankers with a request for aid. It
was also announced that liberal assist-
ance would be given to the Trust Com-
pany of Americs to-day, and also that
tha: institution had in its vault $12,-
000,000 cash with which to begin pay-
ing off its depositors to-day should
there be an unusual demand. It be-
came known last night also that bank-
ers generally did not regard the posi-
tion of the Knickerbocker Trust Com-
pany as favorable, and were inclined
to permit it to go inte liquidation.

Payment Still Suspended.

New York, Oct. 28.—The XKnicker-
bYocker Trust Company announced to
depositors who were waiting at fits
main office’ that it would not resume
payments to-day. The announcement
was made by a police captain on the
authority of the officials of the Trust
Company.

This paper says there is a wide
gulf between the conservative Ameri-
can banks and modern trust develop-
m=2nt. It is the speculators who are
tumbling in the debacle and their fall
is gradually clearing the atmosphere.
Even the soundest concerns may be
temporarily affected, the paper says,
but it would be an absurd error to
suppose that because some reckless
gamblers are in difficulties, the United
States from a finrancial and commercial
point of view is going to pieces.

Favorable Impression.

It criticizes a banking system
which allows deposits of $60,000,000 upon
a capital of $1,200,000, and gives voice
to the gravest apprehension lest the
events of the past few days foreshadow
the disc¢overy of further abuses in the
banks of New York.

“Tf some of these banks are found to
be rotten,” the paper says, ‘“there is
no knowing where the crisis will stop.
We expect to hear of runs on other
New York banks, which ‘hardly all of
them will be ablc to withstand.”

Chicago Uuéasy.

Chicago, Oct. 23.—Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul; Louisville and Nash-
ville and Canadian Pacific showed an
improvement of. one point over the
New York equivaient. The feeling
here, however, was still unsettled at
noon, and the market was inclined to
await the receipt of the New York
opening prices before entering on fresh
commitments. Dealers do not antici-
pate gny trouble at the settlement,
owing to the smallness of the account
open.

HIS MESSAGE 10
SIR WILFRID LAURIER

-

Proud of Cordial Relations Which
Exist Between British Empire
and Japan.

* Ottawa, Oct. 22.—On the 12th of Oc-
tober Sir Wilfrid Laurier cabled to Sir
Claude Macdonald, the British ambas-
sador to Japan, asking him to convey
to his Imperial Majesty the Emperor
of Japan, His Excellency the Govern-
or-General’s and the Canadian govern-
ment’s regrets for the unfortunate oc-
currence at Vancouver, which had met
with the strongest condemnation by
the Canadian authorities, and  asking
the ambassddor to assure the Emperor
that Canada would use its utmost ef-
forts to prevent a recurrence of the re-
greitable events.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has received a
cable dated October 19th, from Sir
Claude Macdonald, stating that the
message was conveyed to the Emperor
and that the following is his answer:

“His Majesty received the message
from the Governor-General of Canada
and the government of Canada with the
greatest gratification, and notes with
satisfaction the earnest intention of the
Governor-General and the government.
He is proud of the cordial relations
which exist between the British Empire
and Japan.”

Count Tayashi adds that the Japan-
ese government deeply regrets the un-
fortunate occurrence at Vancouver, but
has full confidence in the sincere action
which Canada is taking in devising
measures for the future, and has satis-
faction in hearing the expression of re-
gret conveyed by the premier of Can-
ada in the name of the Governor-Gen-
eral and the Canadian government, and
the assurance given that the Canadian
authorities will use all efforts to pre-
vent a recurrence of such regrettable
events. (Signed) Macdonald.

COMPANIES REACH
NO ARRANGEMENT

Is Admitted

Situation Respecting Water Supply at Goldstream

to be a Very

Serious One.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The situation with respect to power
for tramcar and electric lighting pur-
poses in this city for the next few
weeks is a very serious one. This is
admitted by both sides to the dispute
which has arisen between the Esqui-
malt Waterworks Company and the
B. C. Electric Company. A solution of
the difficulty, however, has not been
reached, and there is at present little
prospect judging by the tone of the of-
ficials of the two companies, that an
amicable settlement will be arrived at.

The Times announced yesterday that
the two companies were in communi-
cation on the subject looking to an ar-
rangement being entered into for the
bringing into wuse of the auxiliary
steam plant owned by the electric
company, and which would relieve the
demands upon the Goldstream water
supply.

Yesterday afternoon the electric com-
pany forwarded a proposed agreement
to T. Lubbe, of the Esquimalt com-
pany which was promptly refused by
Mr. Lubbe.

There is thus a deadlock in the situa-
tion as far as these twb companies are
concerned, with the prospect at ptesent
of the two of them standing by their
existing agreements, and if the weather
continues dry for any considerable time
this may result in a cutting off of
power to a considerable extent.

According to Mr. Lubbe the situation
is a serious one, but he says his com-
pany cannot agree to the proposition of
the tram company. He says that some
time ago, early in October, he informed
the mayor of the city of Victoria that
the rapid diminution in water at Gold-
stream led him to believe that his com-
pany’ could not be expected to supply
the electric company with the full
amount of power required beyond the
middle of November unless there was a
considerable precipitation in the inter-
vening time. Mr. Tripp, engineer of the
B. C. Electric Company, was also noti-
fled of the situation shortly after this,
and an opportunity thus given to use
the steam plant.

Later the situation wag brought to
the attention of the management of the
electric company in an official notice

M. Gifford and others,

The letter sent by Mr, Lubbe was as
follows:

Owing to an unusually diy season it fs
possible that the supply of water from
the Goldstream lakes will be insufficient
(rerhaps for a few days, perhaps for
weeks) to supply your requirements to
cperate the ‘motor car and lighting ser-
vice. I would suggest that your company
operate the motor and car service with
yeur steam plant until normal conditions
have been restored, this company paying
yours the actual cost of operating the
same.

This was fellowed yesterday after-
noon by a letter from A. T. Goward,
which was as follows:

We have to acknowledge the receipt of
yours of the 21st inst., and, after consid-
eration thereof, we may say that we are
agreeable to your suggestion, namely,
that our company operate the car and
motor service with power from our steam
plant until further notice from our com-
pany, your company paying our com-
pany’s actual cost of operating the steam
plant, subject, however, to the following
conditions:

That your company bear the cost of
any repairg to the steam plant which may
beccme necessary in its operation.

That if the steam plant at any time is
irsufficient to operate the car and motor
service that then the water power may
be used to make up any insufficiency.

That the water power plant may be
used to operate the car and motor service

sent after an inspection of the Gold-
stream waterworks on Sunday by Hon.

at any time, should it become necessar
to shut down the steam plant temporar
for repairs.

That our company during the period
tlis operation of the steara plant pay 1
for the amount of water actually u
it at Goldstream, and that the use of the
steam plant shall not in any way preju-
dice our company’s present rights 1
exclusive use of the water for the purpose
of generating electricity or electric power

Tkat the arrangements shall cease t
exist in the event of the present water
supply ceasing to be sufficient to suppl-
the electric lighting needs of our com
pany.

On receipt of a letter from your. com-
pany accepting the terms of this letter,
we will immediately take steps to have
our steam plant put in operation.

ALBERT T. GOWARD,
Local Manager.

To this Mr. Lubbe replied very briefly
and quickly as follows:

In reply to your letter of even date,
which was in reply to ours of yesterday
we consider your stipulations too onerous
to be accepted by us. This company con-
sidered the suggestion made in our letter
of yesterday more beneficial to your com-
pany than to ourselves.

Mr. Lubbe explained to a Times re-
porter that the draft agreement sent
by Mr. Goward. could not be accept-
ed by him inasmuch as it states that
the electric company’s rights to the
exclusive use of the water for power
purpose is attempted to be estab-
lished. Such a right 3does not exist,
Mr. Lubbe says. It did in the original
agreement of 1897, but has since been
cancelled. His company could not
therefore become a party to the pro-
posed agreement which would re-estab-
lish the situation.

Another objection Mr. Lubbe takes
to the agreement proposed is that his
company are to pay the cost of put-
ting the steam plant in shape. This
is not regarded by him as a business-
like proposition. The plant is, he be-
lieves in bad shape, and. his company
is not prepared to pay for putting it
in running order. ;

Asked what his company was going
to do, Mr. Lubbe said they would sim-
ply go on as at present rather than
agree to such a proposition. In any
event, should his company be unable to
supply sufficient water for the power
needed they might be called upon to
pay 3150 a day for the failure. His
comipany would do that rather tham
submit to the terms: of the proposed
agreement.

But it was peinted out -that there is
another agreement in ;
{he companies which may be brought
into effect and which allows of the re:
duction of the supply of water at Gold-
stream to the minimum of 4,000,000 gal-
lons a day and this can be put into
effect on .three days’ notice.

Mr. Lubbe says he appreciates the
seriousness . of the situation but his
company is in no way responsible.

Asked with respect to the future Mr.
Lubbe says that his company have
already engaged engineers to go over
ihe work for installing a dam on
Waugh creek and this will be ready
by next May. I{ will increase the
supply by 3,000,000 gallons a day.

With respect to the amount used by
the tramway company, Mr. Lubbe says
that during the past three months the
company has been paying for 14,000,-
000 gallons a day on an average.

Hon. Mr. Gifford, of the tramway
company, when seen this morning,
said that the situation had not altered
any. He contended that no official no-
tice had been ziven to his company of
the situation at Goldstream until no-
tice was served a day or two ago on
Mr. Goward.

Nine Balloons Float Away From St.
Louis Cheered by 100,000
Spectators.

Mount Vernon, Ind., Oct.
balloons in the international
autic cup race passed here before mid-
night. The following message Wwas
dropped by one of them: “We passed
Mount Vernon, Ind., at 1140 p.m.
Please notify C. J, Glidden, of St. Louis,
the official starter. No. 10 balloon, C.
Deforest Chandler.”

The second balloon passed one mile
north at 12.07 o’clock this morning, go-
jng in an easterly direction.

The Start.

St. Louis, Oct. 21.—Drifting along in
. direction just west of morth when
lost to view in the dusk, and with a
fresh evening southeast breeze behind
them, nine big balloons are competing
to-night for the honors attaching to
the second international aeronautic
cup race, A brilliant moon is shining,
and throughout the middle west the
conditions seem excellent for a record
breaking flight. A stiffer wind would
have been more welcome to the occu-
pantg of the wicker cars, but the five-
mile breeze in the lower air stratum
this evening gave promise of splendid
racing currents in the higher alti-
tudes,

The German took the upper course
from the start. The French and Eng-
lish aeronauts were more conservative,
and took a middle course, while the
American rode away at an altitude
which seemed just to clear trees and
housetops.

The St. Louis, one of the largest bal-
loons in the race, came so close to the
grandstand that it was seized by sol-
diers and swung back to a safter
starting point, whence it was sent
away two minutes after the order to
go was given.

Contestgpts.

In the race there are three balloons,
representing America, three of Ger-
many, two of France and one of Eng-
land. The basket of each balloon con-
tains a pllot and his aide. With a
prospect that the breeze would hold to-
wards the northwest, many predictions
were made to-night that the final land-
ing place of the winning balloon would
be in Minnesota or North Dakota.
Others held that the upper currents
would send the balloons further to the
east or near Lake Huron.

The begininng of the race was spec-
tacular, and was witnessed by some
100,000 'people, gathered in Forest
park. All St. Louis gazed skyward
during the late afternoon, but a hazy
pall of smoke obscured the view for
any great distance,

Enthusiastic Send Off.

As many as six of the balloons were
visible at one time, the  American con-
testants being the first to disappear in
the haze, along the horizon.

The German balloon Pomeran, a
bright chrome, yellow globe, containing
77,000 cubic feet of gas, carrying Polit
Oscar Erbslosh and A. Rothwere, was
first away. The start was made 35
seconds after the scheduled hour—4
o'clock. The contestants followed at
intervals of five minutes. Ag each was
got off the crowd broke into cheers,
and the occupants of the baskets kept
bowing and waving their hats in ac-
knowledge of the demonstration. The
American team came in for the greatest
share of applause, and when the St.
Louis, entered by the Aero Club of St.
Louis, took,flight, the cheers were
louder than all that had gone before, A
military band had been stationed in
the grandstand and played the na-
tional anthems of the nations repre-
sented as the various balloons ascend-
ed. The St. Louis was greeted with
Yankee Doodle, and then amid re-
newed cheering the shouts of glee with
“I don’t know where I'm going, but
I'm on my way.” Just before the St.
Louis was dragged into start position,
a dove alighted on the top of the gas
bag and remained there until the bal-
loon was well under way.

Military Atmosphere.

Aside from the international char-
acter there was a military atmosphere
about the event, three ‘hundred soldiers
of the Uinted States being in control
of the balloon grounds, while trained
men from the Ulinted States corps at-
tended to the inflation and ballastings.
Bugle notes filled the air at times, and
just two minutes before the start of
the first balloon the reveille was
sounded by the trumpeters. Hundreds
f toy balloons of different colors were
set at liberty with candy boxes and
ther artifices attached. The Pomeran,
veteran of many European ballooning
ontests, including the international
race of 1906, was the first to start. The

{IMPROVEMENT IN EMPEROR.
Reports. From All° Sources Show That
Austria’s Ruler Is Better.

Vienna, Oct. 21.—For the first time since
the first of October, when ' Emperor
Francis Joseph was stricken with his pre-
sent illness, the information obtained this
evening from all sources unite in declar-
ing that the patient is remarkably better.
Last night was a good night for him, and
to-day has been a good day. The catarrh
and dry cough are still of considerable

has no fever, there is no pain in the chest,
and there are fewer symptoms of faint-
ness.

CONSIDERS OUTLOOK
IS SATISFACTORY

Sir T. Shaughnessy Says Money
Stringency Is Reflex of -Con-
ditions in Other Countries

Winnipeg. Oct. 22.—Last night Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy and the party of
C. P. R. directors left for Montreal
after three weeks in the West. He
denied that he knew anything about
the projected line along the Thompson
river northward to Edmonton.

The more pressing work, he said, was
to develop business along existing lines
of the Canadian Pacific. In this respect
iirigation work along the line be-
tween Gleichen and Calgary had been
very effective in attracting settlers and
the country was rapidly becoming a
land of small farms where gardening
and extensive culture would be carried
on. Beets were already being shipped
to the sugar factory in Raymond and
the Canadian Pacific has received in-
quiries from several capitaliSts about
buying land to promote beet culture in
this strip of land with a view of build-
ing sugar factories. The work of irri-
gation is entirely satisfactory to the
company and will be continued east-
ward as fast as ;circumstances will
warrani.

The C. P. R. company like other busi-
ness institutions, is affected by the
condition of the money market, but it
has no reason to be pessimistic. Its
revenues are steadily increasing and
its expenditures for the purpose of
improving the service are keeping pace
with the increasing ‘revenue. Rir
Thomas denied that there was any
trouble in providing cars for the ship-
ment of coal from the Rockies and
their own mines were working full time
at Anthracite.

Altogether he considered the general
situation most satisfactory and ex-
pressed his personal opinion that the
money stringency could not be of long
duration, as it was only a reflex of ex-
isting conditions in other countries.

SHORTAGE OF

ATER

FOR POWER AND LIGHT

Esquimalt Company, in View of Rapid Diminution in Sup-
ply, Has Asked Electric Corporation to Turn

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The Esquimalt Waterworks Company
has asked the B. C. Electric Company
to put into .operation the auxiliary
steam plant in view of the rapid
diminution in the supply of -water at
Goldstream. The subject is now under
negotiation, and in view of the situa-
tion it is altogether likely that as soon
as the steam plant on Store street can
be put in shape it will be put in opera-
tion, thus providing ‘the power for run-
ning the tramcar service.

For some weeks past it has been
known that the water supply at Gold-
stream has been getting low. In view
of the ‘effect which this would  have
upon the situation in Victoria ecity,
where the tramcar and electric lighting
services were dependent .upon it, some
alarm was felt. . $

A crisis has now been reached; and
the absence of rain has led T. Lubbe,
of the Esquimalt company, to ask the
electric corporation assist by turning
on steam.

The situation-is a grave one as far
as the city is concerned. It is, felt in
many quarters that the available
water at Goldstream has been allowed
to be drawn upon to too great an ex-
tent before the notice was served upon
the electric company to aid in- the
work.

Hon. Mr. Gifford, of the London Di-
rectors of the B. C. Electric Company,
and A. T. Goward, the local manager,
were seen this morning by a Times re-
porter. ‘They admitted that their com-
pany had been asked to supplement the
power by means of the steam plant and
said that they ‘were then submitting
8, proposition looking to carrying out
of this.

They stated

that during the past

on Auxiliary Steam.

year the company had used on an av-
erage about 11,700,000 gallons a day for
power purposes. According to the
agreement with the Esquimalt com-
pany they were to be provided with
15,000,000 gallons if required.

Notice had now. been served by Mr.
Lubbe, asking for the using of the
steam plant as a supplement to the
watter supply at Goldstream it being
represented that the Goldstream water
could not be expected to continue be-
yond the middle -of November unless
the precipitation followed quickly.

Hon. Mr. Gifford, who visited Gold-
stream a.few days ago, stated’ that
from what he saw there it was alto-

! gether unlikely in his opinion that the

supply could be relied upon for nearly
that length of time. He stated that

the reservoirs seemed to be depleting

very quickly.

In his opinion. the situation at the
lakes was such that it would have been
very advisable on the part of the Es-
quimalt company to have notified his
company some time ago of thé situa-
tion instead of leaving it until the
water supply became so alarmingly
small.

By using the steam plant the electric
company can reduce the consumption
of water to one-half what it is at
present, or a little less. The power, Mr.
Goward says, is about equally divided
between ‘the car service and the light-
ing. The steam service can be used
for the car lines. The lighting will
have to depend upon the Goldstream
power supply.

Mr. Gifford regards the situation as
a serious one,. but. points out that his
company is in no way responsible for
any inconvenience which may follow.

Asked as to the ultimate solution of

the situation and the extension of their
systems in Victoria, Mr. Gifford says
that it will mean that his company will
have to seek additional power. He ex-
pects that this will be found at Shawni-
gan. ‘

Asked if anything could be done at
once, he pointed out that it woulq take
a little time. The report wupon. the
Shawnigan proposition had not been
seen by him, but it would be ready, he
expected, by the.time he reached Van-
couver. It would have to be taken to
London and passed upon by the board
there and be financed if endorsed. This
will take a little time.

This morning the council of the board
of trade met Mr. Gifford and pressed
upon him the question of increased
power for industrial purposes and
needed extensions to their systems.

Mr. Gifford put-the situation clearly
before them, stating the position of af-
fairs with respect to the water shortage
at Goldstream, and pointing out that it
was evidenced now that they were right
up te their limit at Goldstream as it

stood, He’showed them that it-was im--

possible to provide any additional sup-
ply of power as mattersg-stood. Before
that could be done the company would
have tq settle the question of increased
water supply.

The present shortage of water at
Goldstream has an important bearing
upon the question of that point as a
source of supply alone for the city. It
is pointed out that were the city de-
pendent upon the water after being
used for power purposes, the situation
under the present circumstances would
have been serious. Either the domestic
supply would have to come short or the
supply of electricity would have to be
cut down.

OPTIMISM IN
WHEAT CROP

———

MONEY 10 POUR INTO
“WESTERN-CANADA

Manitoba Business Man Says Har-
vest Will be Best Paying
One on Record

Vancouver, Oct. 22,—“ The vast ma-
jority of the farmers of Manitoba and
the Northwest are pleased beyond ex-
pression at the splendid results of their
wheat crop and the money they. will
receive for it. In the aggregate much
more money will pour into Manitoba
and Western Canada this year for
wheat than in any single year before.
You can look for hundreds of farmers,
with their pockets full of money, to
come to Vancouver this winter to spend
the cold weather and invest their pro-
fits.”

This statement, carefully and con-
servatively made, was given this morn-
ing by E. W. Leeson, a well-known
business man. He has just returned
from a visit to Manitoba and the new
provinces of the Northwest. Mr. Lee-
son formerly lived near Brandon, Man.,
where he still owns a large farm, and
off this his men are just finishing har-
vesting one-of the largest and certainly
the highest-priced crop that he has
ever grown.

Not only did Mr. Leeson_ carefully
observe conditions regarding crops and
labor and money and prospective west-
ern travel in districts along the rail-
ways, but his affairs took him hun-
dreds of miles, driving across the coun-
try. and he was able to size up the
situation from a broad point of view.

“The crop in all of Central Manitoba
is magnificent,” said Mr. Leeson this
morning. “In the big sections round
Brandon and Portage la Prairie they
have never before had such a large
crop. With the high prices prevailing
you can imagine that the farmers are
feeling in extraordinary fettle. I made
it my business to become familiar with
the situation and found that prospects
are very rosy indeed. The farmers are
rubting their hands at the surprisingly
good results of the season and the
prices being obtlained are, as is well-
known in Vancouver, far better than
anything heretofore paid. Sales of
wheat were being made last week for
some one dollar to one dollar and ten
cents per bushel. And some of the
farmers are sitting back with the an-
nounced intention of selling only when
it reaches a dollar and a quarter. It does
not take a mathematician to confirm
the suspicion that when a man/ has
fifteen or twenty thousand bushels of
stuff that will sell at well over a dollar
he feels well satisfied with himself and
the world at large.

“Away in the south of Manitoba
drought somewhat affected the crop,
and in the extreme northwest the frost
go: in deadly work on some farms.
There are certainly a few districts
that suffered badly from frost, but
that does not alter the proposition
that the crop all the way from Fort
William to the Rocky Mountains will
be the best paying one in the aggregate
that has ever been harvested.

“It was a question right up to the
last minute whether there would be a
good . crop or almost none at all, The
erop was green up .to a very late period,
but suddenly a few days of fine weath-

er came and fields of wheat which the
farmers were preparing to plough un-
der were cut and threshed and turned
out well. In the Brandon district the
crecp ran from 12 to 30 and in many
cases as high as 40 bushels to the acre.
For instance, a friend of mine, Mr.
Robert Hall, of Griswell, Man., a farm-
er Mayor of Brandon, had a.crop of
thirty thousand bushels, which had
averaged 36 bushels to the acre.

‘“Money is close on the prairies and
has been so since: eé.rly in the spring.
But this has its benefits. I talked with
bankers who told. .me too, that money
is not likely to _be anything but tight
for. several monthsg.  The. farmers were
unahle to borrow money in the spring
and consequentiy simply does without
it; what they are taking in now is
practically all profit.

“A great many people will undoubted-
ly come west, some to locate perman-
ently in British Columbia, but more to
stay here for the winter and return to
their wheat farms in ‘the spring.. The
western movement will start about the
first of November. “From near the ‘city
of Moosejaw, an entire settlement is
moving to British Columbia and col-
onizing a section near Salmon Arm.
Many Virden people are also eoming
west.. One..of these, Mr. Willcox, a
merchant -well-known all over ~the
Northwest,” will locate permanently in
British Columbia.”

CONTROLLER OF STATE
ON RESPONSIBILITY

Says ' Situation Is Improving Every
Day--“‘Never So Much Money
on Hand.”

New York, Oct. 22.—“New York City
banks are all right. If there was any
danger it has passed and other state
officials, and myself charged with the
custody of the public moneys feel con-
fident that the large sum the state has
on deposit in New York City is safe.”

This statement was made by Martin
H. Giinn, controller of the state, con-
cerning the local financial situation.

“The situation is improving every
day,” said the controller. “Immediate-
lv on hearing the first rumors that the
New York clearing house deemed it
necessary to take radical action, it has
take to force certain banks to put
themselves in sounder condition—it
became our duty to co-operate with its
committee and we’'have done so with
the best results.

“Our responsibility, was great as the
state never had so much money on
hand as now, containing fhe general
fund, the canal fund, that of the in-
heritance tax, the. forest preserve
money, and, the smaller sums we have
in charge as officials, about $18,000,000
deposited in state depositories all over
the state, about $9,000,000 being . in in-
stitutions in this city.
state is safe-guarded by surety com-
panies. which bond all the state’'s de-
positories far :beyond the amoumnt in
state money deposited with them, so
the danger of the loss of the public,
money through bank troubles is not
great.”

It was learned that at no time did
the officials suggest that they may
withdraw any of the state funds from
the city, but it.is said there was some
shifting of deposits - by unanimous
agreement, after the first day’s report
by the bank examiners.

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A CRISIS, AND THE CITY'S INTER-
EST IN IT.

Citizens of Victoria are vitally inter-
sstad in the apparent crisis which has
developed in the relations between the
British Columbia Electric Railway
and Light Company and the Esquimalt
Power Company. It is admitted by
both parties concerned that there is 2
prospect of an Immediate shortage of
water at Goldstream for power pur-
poses and that unless an understand-
ing can be reached for the conserva-
tion of the water remaining in the res-
srvoirs the energy necessary for the
generation of light for domestic pur-
poses within the city may shortly be
entirely dissipated.

The British Columbia Eleetric Rail-
way Company has an auxiliary steam
plant, unfortunately not of sufficient
cgpacity to meet all the requirements
of its rapidly growing business, which
might be utilized for a time to relieve
the stress created by the shortage of
water. But the tramway company and
the water company cannot agree as to
the terms upon which this plant shall
be placed in operation. If the misun-
derstanding proves incapable of im-
mediate adjustment, something not at
all improbable in view of the well-
known relations. between the two con-
perns, then the interests of the citizens
at’ large will become involved 'and it
will be the duty of the representatives
of the people to intervene with a view
to protecting such interests.

The statements of the representa-
tives of the water works company and
the statements of the representatives
of the tramway company differ consid-
erably as to the amount of water con-
sumed per diem during the past year.
This divergence of statement may be
due to different methods of computa-
tion. But it is evident that the water
works company has not delivered the
guantity of water it has contended it
eonld deliver if called upon, according
ts the maximum capacity of its works.
K may be contended on behalf of the
water company that the conditions
prevailing during the present year
have been exceptional, and that con-
sequently the situation as revealed in
the relations beiween it and the tram-
way company have no bearing what-
sver upon the value of the Goldstream
property as a domestic source of supply
for the corporation of Victoria. But
would not a disinterested authority
fake the position that the value of the
Goldstream property for any purpose
depends absolutely upon its capacity
during a year of minimum rainfall?
What guarantee is there that Nature
may not be even more niggardly in this
respect this year than she was last
year? As we understand the mat-
ter, the estimate of the value of the
Goldstream praperty as submitted to
the civic authorities is based upon a
capacity of fifteen million gallons of
water per day for either power or do-
mestic purposes. Consequently as the

‘ ‘experience of the present year has
demonstrated that the capacity of the
works falls several million gallons
short of the estimate, the value of the
property should be reduced propor-
tionately if the terms of the transfer
of the works from the company to
the city should be adjusted by a court
of arbitration. The fact that if all the
water passing through the pipes of the
power house or down the waterways
of the company could be collected and
utilized for the purposes of  the city
there would be sufficient to supply a
population exceeding several times the
present population of Victoria has mo
direct bearing whatever upon the issue.
Nor is it material that Mr. Lubbe con-
tends all the resources of the water-
shed have not yet been utilized. The
point is that the capacity of the plant
as offered to the city for a certain fig-
ure has been demonstrated to come
short of the estimate of its proprietors.
¥t is therefore not worth the figure
placed upon it. Nature has come to
the assistance of the people of Victoria
and brought to confusion those people
of hasty temperament who, whatever
their motives, insisted but a few weeks
ago that the corporation should either
purchase the property of the’Esquimalt

‘Water Works Company at the ex-
orbitant price fixed by its proprietors
or enter into an agreement which would
finally have had the effect of making
much easier the long-cherished pur-
pose of that company.

Whatever the Immediate result of the
present power crisis as it affects the
relations of the Esquimalt Water
Works Company with the British Col-
umbia Electric Railway Cgmp&ny, the
ultimate result will be beneficially to
the interests of the people of Victoria.
It has shed a new and interesting light
upon the value of the Goldstream prop-

erty; it has proved to the directors of
the tramway company  the absolute
necessity of procuring a new source
of power supply, if the rapidly increas-
ing requirements of the city of Vic-

toria are to receive the attention war-’

ranted by the circumstances of the
case. Fortunately, one of the leading
directore of the tramway company
happened to be in the city just at the
time when he could perceive personally
the extremities of the situation here.
Mr. Gifford can report to his company
what he observed and make recommen-
dations accordingly. The public may
therefore rest assured that no un-
necessary time will be lost in inves-
tigation and negotiation. Power will
be developed independently, and in the
course of a couple of years at the
utmost Victoria should be placed in a
position just as favorable as Vancouver
in respect to the cost of light for do-
mestic purposes and of power for man-
ufacturing purposes. If such be ' the
consummation, as we are convinced it
will be, we shall suffer a trifie of tem-
porary inconvenience with equanimity.

M. BERGERON, HUMORIST, IRRE-
SPONSIBLE.

The end-man of Mr. Borden’s com-
pany of political artists, M. Bergeron,
has been maintaining his reputation as
a humorist, right through the circuit.
Even when off the stage and beyend
the glare of the inspiring tooilights the
artist from the province of Quebec
neéver fails to play the part assigned
to him by his far from humorous chief.
We are told by press correspondents
that when fire broke out in a Sas-
katchewan hotel in which the company
of Mr. Borden lodged that M. Bergeron
appeared in the smoke-laden atmos-
phere of the house heroically bearing
his brush and comb to a place of safety.
It ls‘ not stated in precise terms that
the énd-man performed this highly
humorous feat attired solely in his
nightie—that feature of the perform-
ance was left entirely to the imagina-
tion of the reader. Doubtless M. Ber-
geron ‘enlarged upon his experience in
meetings held later and vastly amused
his audience by his “witty” references
to the most notable episode in the his-
tory of the dreariest and driest of po-
litical pilgrimages.

And, by the way, we notice by reports
in the newspapers that Mr. Borden’s
end-man, who of course as a humorist
is not meant to be taken seriously, has
been diligently repeating the fables he
told in Victoria about his political for-
tunes—about the Gritg recognizing him
as a particularly dangerous man and
making dead sets upon his seats with
the object of keeping him out of the
House, an enterprise which was never
sucecessful. M. Bergeron, according to
his own veracious memory, was im-
pregnable, He was one of the seven
members from the great province of
Quebec who could not be defeated. If
anyone had considered the statements
of the member for Beauharnois ought
to hqve been taken seriously and had
taken the trouble to consult the records
he would have found that that strong
bulwark of the Conservative party had
been defeated not once, but many times
—and all within the compass of a very
few short years—in fact, four times in
as many years. He went down in his
own constituency of Beuharnois in the
year i... and again suffered defeat in
a contest fi: the same seat two years
later. But he is evidently a very de-
termined as well as a most confident
man, confident in his own qualifications
as a statesman and humorist ang well
satisfied that the public ig strongly de-
sirous of securing his services, as we
find that when turned down in Beau-
harnois he thrust himself upon a con-
stituency in Montreal and was rejected
with emphasis there. The truth is that
M. Bergeron was out of Parliament for
four years and only succeeded in get-
ting back in 1904 by a very small ma-
jority. He is not regarded by either
side as a person of any consequence in
the House. ¥y

FAITH AND WORKS.

The Colonist acknowledges that the
former government of Canada failed
to impress the world with the practical-
ly unlimited prospects of the country.
The present administration succeeded
where the other failed. It did this by
an exhibition of its own faith. The
world was impressed, listened to what
we had to say on our own behalf, the
result beingfa tremendous influx of
population from outside sources. Thus
was the foundation for the present
prosperous conditions laid. For this
change in attitude and situation the
government ic entitled to credit.- And
in connection with this 5,\1bject it may
be observed that Canada has merely
entered upon her period of unexampled
expansion, When the new transconti-
nental railway ig finished and in oper-
ation we ghal] realize in Britlsh Colum-
bia what it is to have millions of acres
of land, of as yet unknown value
in the variety of its resources,
in our own province thrown
open to settlement. We understand
dimly what the in-rush of population
to the Northwest means to us com-
mercfal]y and industrially. But we
cannot yet appreciate the activity in all
the natural industries of British Co-
lumbia which will follow the-stimulus
imparted to settlement by the comple-
tion of two new transcontinental rail-
ways through the Northwest.

It is contended that the government
in which Hon, Alexander Mackenszie
and Hon, Edward Blake were the most
conspicuous figures also failed to ap-

preciate the resources of the West, and
manifested their lack of faith by op-
posing the construection of the Can-
adian Pacific Railway. Neither Mac-
kenzie nor Blake opposed the construc-
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway.
The government of Which they -were
members undertook the task of push-
ing that roaq through Canada as a
government work. They did not ap-
prove of the contract with the syndi-
cate which built the road because they
considered the endowment proposed by
the Macdonald government was too
lavish. It will not be denied in the
light of events that their judgment
upon that point was sound. They could
not push the work of building the C. P.
R. as a government road with all the
speed the West ‘eonsidered desirable
because the resources of the treasury
at the time were limited. Thg consoli-
dated revenue of the country up to the
year 1878, we believe, wag less than a
quarter of what it is at the present
time. But if the policy of the Mac-
kenzie government had met with the
approval of the people of that time, as
it would assuredly have been endorsed
by the people of the present day, the
C. P. R. would have been constructed
as a government road, and, mueh as
the company has done for Canada as a
private corporation, it might have been
better for the country if the policy of
Hon. Alexander Mackenzie had been
given a fair trial. The Liberal party
has never at any stage of its history
displayed lack of faith in the future of
Canada. Given a fair chance, it has
exhibited an unbounded confidence in
Canade’s prospects, and the progress
of the past ten years has demonstrat-
ed what can be accomplished by a
government inspired by a spirit of
optimism,

IT WILL NOT DO.

Now an uathority comes forth to
tell the world ballooning is not danger-
ous. It is imagination dwelling upon
the possibmilities of something going
wrong with the delicate machinery,
the gas escaping as a consequence of
.an inconvenient puncture, one of the
wings becoming disabled, or one of the
planes failing to take the atmosphere
at the proper slant, followed of course
by an. abrupt descent and 2 sudden
stop, that causes all the terror that
rises in the heart of the novice who
backs away from the airship. In the
case of any of these things happening
there is little comfort in the reflection
of the Hibernian who averred it was
not the fall that hurt, but the sudden
stop. It is not the fact that the unin-
ftiated look upon the balloon as a sort
of country fair attraction. “Quite the
contrast,” as the old lady said when
she meant quite the contrary. The un-
initiated cannot be persuaded just yet
thal the balloen is going immediately
to be a factor in the practical trans-
portation affairs of the world. It may
be true that in-the hands of an ex-
perienced pilot the airship is capable
of meeting all the exigencies of a voy-
age through the clouds. But in case
of a sudden storm arising, as storms
sometimes do, the experienced pilot
cannot take his frail airship into a
convenient harbor of refuge in the up-
per regions. He cannot scud in behind
a cloud and wait on a sheltered lee-
shore until the squall exhausts its fury
in vain efforts io tear something to
pieces. It may be said the experienced
bolloonists never go up in\untavorable
weather. In that case, of what use can
the machine be as an agency for the
transportation of anything, animate or
inanimate? And what becomes of the
contention that we shall soon be trans-
ported as regularly through the air as
we are now conveyed over the surface
of the earth by railways or over the
face of the waters by steamships? Any
machine which aims at becoming a
thing of utility in the transportation
business must make up its mind, or its
inventors must make up their minds,
that it must run on schedule time if
thisz intensely practical business world
is expected to utilize it in place of the
agencies of demonstrated utility. Con-
sequently we are not in the least im-
pressed by the statement that “the
pilot, who is willing to go up only in
favorable weather and to come down
at the proper time, need never endanger
lives. He knows he has only to open
the valve and he can descend, he has
only to throw out a handful of sand
and he can prevent his balloon from
coming down, or can send it up. When
he is ready to land, he picks out a
favorable spot ahead of him, letg his
balloon come gradually down near the
ground, cuts loose the anchor which
| stops his progress, then opens the
valve again if necessary.”

‘We have heard of experienced pilots
going up in what looked like favorable
weather down below and became any-
thing but favbrable up aloft, We have
heard of them being blown out to sea,
!and‘ doubtless if anyone had been so
unfortunate as to be in close proximity
he would have heard of them praying
for a favorable spot upon which to
cast anchor and land. The trouble is
it is sometimes the ynexpected which
happens in the ballooning business as
in any other business. No; the airship
is simply a toy for mmtary men and
other people who love excitement and
sensation to play with, It may serve
& certain purpose in warfare, it may do
well enough for ‘sports’” to race with;
but as for driving it up to the region
of the north pole or applying it to any
business likely to prove of benefit to
mankind, you cannot do it to-day, and
the chances are you never will be able
to do it. It and the element with which
it has to do are altogether too un-
stable and capricious. The people of
the world prerfer to feel when travel-
ling that if anything goes wrong they
shall not have very far to fall however
far they may be thrown,

A shipment of Kings
came in yesterday from the state of
Washington, and they are fine apples
but not as fine as the local product.

There age a few local cranberries on
the ‘mavket at fifteen cents a pound
retail, the Eastern berries still remain-
ing at 20 cents. California new wal-
nuts are in and are put on the market
at 22 cents wholesale, the Kastern nuts
going yet at 15 cents. Figs are also
coming from California, the new crop
Boing at from ten to twelve cents.

Eggs are keeping their price and it
is thought they will be even dearer
before the season ends, as this is not
by any means the month when they are
dearest,

Hay has not come down any because
it is impossible to get cars to bring
in the Alberta product. The wheat rush
is on just now, so that it is impossible
to sax when cars will be obtainable,

AT VA.COUVER

——

PACIFIC LINER MET
ACCIDENT AT WHARF

An Open Sea Cock Caused Trouble
--Vessel Is Be'ng Raised
To-Day.

Vancouver, Oct. 24.—The Empr
China, which sank at her dock last 1
is being raised this morning. She w
the bottom at ten o’clock and it is j
matter of pumping her out to have he
floating again in normal shape.

This morning there were nine feet of

water in her forehold and twenty-four in
ner after hold.

The steamer Salvor is alongside and
should have the liner clear of the water
by to-night as she is operating two large
pumps. The main deck cabins were
flooded. .The company has not yet an-
nounced whether the steamer can be
made ready to leave on time next Tues-
day or not.

With the water flowing into her hull
through an open sea-cock the C. P. R.
liner Empress of China commenced to
sink at her berth alongsid® the Vancou-
ver wharf about six o’clock last evening,
and, before the trouble could be remedied,
the white liner suddeanly listed to port and
her stern settled down on the mud.

As soon as the e#®w became aware of

the vessel’s condition an effort was made
to close the lower ports, but the flooding
of the engine room caused the dynamos
to stop and plunged the steamship in
darkness. The Chinese crew, almost
franilc with apprehension, seized what
belongings they could find and tried to
gain the shere, but the officers detained
them and kept them, a jabbering, excited
Perd, on the upper deck forward until
after ten o’clock, when they were landed
and placed in the detention shed.
. The news that the ‘liner was sinking
spread like wild-fire- through Vancouver,
and two fire' engines were rushed to the
wharf in the hope.of clearing the water
from the steamship’s holds. All efforts
proved unavaliling, however, and the liner
was soon resting with her stern on the
mud ané her upper works aft only a few
feet above the water. The liner was par-
tially loaded at the time, as her scheduled
sailing was for Monday. It is anticipated
that nearly 1,000 bags of flour have been
destroyed.

As soon as the news of the liner’s pre-
dicament was wired to Victoria the B. C.
Salvage Company hurried together a
number of local divers, who, with their
gear, left on the Princess Victoria this
morning for Vancouver.

REACHES PORT

SHE 1S. FITTED UP
AS AN OIL BURNER

Vessel Will Leave This Evening for
Alaska to Engage in
" Hunting.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

At 11 o'clock this morning a party of
Jocal shipping men and others inter-
ested in whaling, including Capt. Bal-
com, of the Pacific Whaling Company,
and Capt. Grant, of the Victoria Seal-
ing Company, enjoyed a short trip on,
the new twin-screw steam-whaler
Tyee, Junior, built by the Moran Ship-
building Company, at Seattle, for the
new Barneson-Hibbard whaling depot
at Admiralty island, Alaska.

The Tyee came over from Seattle
this morning in charge of Capt. E. E.
Crockett, formerly master of the
Thlinet Packing Company’s tug Anna
Barron, who is taking her on her long
trip to the north. At Admiralty island,
Capt. Hibbard, who has already pro-
ceeded to the station, will take .charge
of her. She will leave this evening
carrying a full crew.

The Tyee is as neat and trim as any
craft that ever sailed from the Sound.
She is very similar t¢ the steam-whaler
Orion, owned by the Pacific Whaling
Company, and operated from the Se-
chart station, but differs greatly in
equipment. She has twin-screws and
is an oil-burner and, although both
oil-burning and twin-screws are ex-
yerimental as far as this coast is con-
cerned it is claimed that they: render
the Tyee far more efficient and easier
handled than the vessels now in use
on the' Pacificc. The Tyee is built ac-
cording to the plans of one of the latest
Norwegian whalers and has a splendid
equipmeht for the handling of the le-
viathans which“she is to hunt.

Forward there is a monstrous com-
pound winch fitted with modern guides
for the ropes and possessing great
strength. Her deck fittings are of the
latest design and her machinery jhas
given the greatest of satisfaction dur-
ing her trials. On her trial trip the
Tyee accomplished thirteen knots an
hour without difficulty but from ten to
twelve knots is her normal speed. She
is 100 feet long, 17 feet in beam and
has a minimum draught of 10 feet. Ex-
cellent quarters are provided for a crew
of sixteen persons and, being an oil-
burner, the Tyee can stay out at sea
for a longer period than whalers us-
ing steam, owing to the amount of
fuel that can be carried.

The whaling-gun, mounted on a
roomy -platform at the bows, is of the
latest “pattern and the apparatus for
whale-hunting is generally similar to
that used by the Pacific Whaling Ca.
On the.trip this morning the Tyee was
taken in a circle about half-a-mile
from the outer wharf and an opportun-
ity was given to those interested to
observe the ease with which she is
handled.

To the Times reporter, who took in
the short run through the courtesy of
Captain Crockett, the local shipping
men aboard the Tyee expressed them-
selves as more than satisfied with the
behavior of the trim little whaler.
Much interest was displayed in the two
powerful engines that drive the
whaler’s propellers as they are of
great power and more than ordinary
dimensions.

The whaler| will be operated .during
the coming winter and, from reports
brought down regarding the whales in
Alaskan waters, the first season should
be a profitable one. Every facility for
handling whales has been installed at
Admiralty island which was completed
only ‘a few weeks ago.

BUSINESS BEFORE
CANADIAN CLUB

Resolutions Passed Affecting Cloth-
ing of Police and Use of
Flag in Schools.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The second business luncheon of the
Victoria -Canadian Club was a record
event in many ways. In the first place
no less than fifty business and profes-
sional.men turned out to spend an hour
discussing questions which affect the
well being and honor of the country.
In the :second, the number of appli-
cants for membership was far more
numerous than on any former occasion
and thirdly the enthusiasm shown was
far greater than had ever been shown
at any such meeting before.

A distinguished visitor from the
Vancouver Club was present in the
person of Archdeacon Pentreath who
gave 'a short talk stating that this
phase of the Canadian club work was
one which had not been adopted in
Vancouver. When he returned home he
would advise the Vancouver club to
move in the direction in which Victoria
had led.

A report was then brought in by F.
Napier Denison on behalf of the com-
mittee appointed at the last meeting
which ran as follows:

To the President and Members of the
Canadian Club of Victoria:

Gentlemen:—Your committee appointed
to obtain information and consult with
the police commissioners of this city with
regard to the adoption of a British type
of uniform, beg leave to report as follows:

We have communicated with Col. Sher-
wood, commissioner of the Dominion
police, with Chief of Police Chamberlain,
of Vancouver, and with other officlals in
Canadian citles, Col. Sherwood states
that he is very much in sympathy with
the desire to have a Btitish pattern of

e
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uniform for the Victoria police force, and
reports that his men throughout the Do-
minion are already attired in a uniform
very similar to that of the Toronto police
force, which is a Canadian adaptation of
the Metropolitan police force of London.
Chief of Police Chamberlain, of Vancou-
ver, says he has'been coliecting informa-
tion and has come to the conclusion that
the Metropolitan police uniform is the
most suitable for this climate, and with
the approval of his commissioners is tak-
ing steps to bring about a change.

We had not an opportunity of meeting
the Victoria police commissioners collec-
tively, but have interviewed the indi-
vidual members, and@ have found their
sentiment to be unanimously in favor of
adopting the new pattern,

Our  opinion, after investigation and
comparison, is that the proposed pattern
is. smarter, neater, more serviceable than
and as inexpensive as the present type,
while, above all, it is in harmony with
the uniform in general use throughout
the Dominion.

We therefore strongly recommend that
this club take such action as will leftd to
the adoption of the pattern in question.

The report was adopted with enthu-
siasm.

A resolution was then introduced by
D. M. Eberts which ran as follows:
“Resolved that this club suggest to
the Victoria Police Commission that
the next issue of clothing for the local
force a pattern of similar type to that
recommended by the special commit-
tee of the club be adopted. Also re-
solved that the Canadian Clubs in the
other cities be communicated with and
urged to take similar action when ne-
cessary.”

The mover followed up the resoiu-
tion by a neat speech in ' which he
dwelt upon the necessity of making
even little things conform rather with.
British than foreign methods. The
resolution was carried unanimously.

In order to overcome a technical
difficulty which had come before the
club, John Nelson then moved the fol-
lowing: ‘“That at all luncheons of the
club members of similar organizations
throughout Canada be entitled to the
privileges of the local organization
upon presenting their certificates of
membership. Resolved also that the
secretary be instructed to communicate
with the secretaries of ‘the other Cana-
dian Clubs with a view .to obtaining
similar recognition for members of the
Victoria Club.”

This also was carried unanimously.

Then ‘came A. 8. Barton with a reso-
lution which he introduced in a speech
in which he spoke of the necessity of
bringing up children as loyal members
of the empire.

He was seconded by Judge Lampman
and supported by C. H. Lugrin, who
dwelt  upon the necessity of teaching
children the elements of civic govern-
ment; by Joseph Pearspn, who spoke
of reverence to the flag, and Canon
Beanlands, who thought that our Brit-
ish form of government should be pro=
perly inculecated so that a recurrence
of the scenes which were lately enact-
ed in' Vancouver when the Lieutenant-
Governor was burnt in effigy, should
never occur in a Canadian city. The
resolution read as follows:

Whereas the purpose of the Capadian
Club is to foster patriotism:

And whereas the display of our nationai
emblem, the Union Jack, is one «f the
best means towards that end:

And whereas the legislatures of the
provinces of Manitoba, and Ontario have
placed upon the statute books an ordin-
ance compelling the display of the na-
tional flag on all school houses receiving
a government grant throughout the pro-
vince during each day's sesston:

And whereas, in the province of British
Columbia (where we are at nresent €a-
joying an unprecedented rush of immi-
gration from all parts of the world), the
use of the national flag in the schools is
“‘more honored in the breach than in the
observance’:

Therefore be it resolved, that this meet-
ing of the Canadian Club of Victoria, B,
C., desires to express' the opinion that
the more general use of the national
flag to the exclusion of that of any for-
eign nation would be in the best interests
of Canada, and thai the example set by
the provinces of Manitoba and Ontario in
this matter might with advantags be
copied by the government of British Col-
umbia.

And be it further resolved, that a copy
of this resolution be forwarded to the
government of British Columbla.

NO REDUCTION IN LUMBER.

General Shut Down of Coast Mills This
Winter Is Not Expected.

Vancouver, Oct. 22.—Two things of para-
mount importance to the trade and to the
general public have been decided upon,
that there will be no general shut-down
of Coast mills this winter, save for the
usual annual repairs, and that there will
be no reduction in the price of lumber.
The latest press and private reports of
conditions in the Northwest have lent a
more optimistic tone to the outlook for
the Coast mills, and those who have an
eye on the future predict that next spring
there will be an excellent demand for
lumber in the Northwest.

It is confidently expected that within a
few months the log market will be as
strong as it was last summer, when the
demand was good, and the supply short.
The local demand for lumber at present is
exceptionally good, and there being a
large amount of building in progress in
the city of Vancouver and vicinity, tnis
demand will be maintained till the end of
the year at least. The large mills are all
holding strictly to their price list. No
irstances of rate cutting among them
have been reported, although some of
the small independent mills are reported
to have made reductions on rough ma-
terial.

BRITANNIA WORKS.

Crofton Smelter Will Start Up as Soon as
Water Is Available.

(From Wednesday's Dalily).

E. B. Schley, of New York, who is in-
terested in the Britannia mines, on Howe
Sound, and the smelter at Crofton, is
visiting the city, and will go out to
Crofton to-morrow.

Owing to the depression of the copper
market mining opecations at Britannia
have been practically suspended, and Mr.
Schley says the management is taking
advantage of the IuH in the market to do
some necessary development work.. A
gang of men is engaged driving tunnels
and blocking out ore, so as to be ready
for the resumption of active operations
when the markets improve. He looks for
a betterment of conditions within a few
months,

At the present time there is no work be-
ing done at the Crofton smelter. But this
is the direct result of a failure of the
watler supply, which, owing' to the un-
usually dry season, has beén depleted, It
is probable, Mr. Schley says, that some-
thing will be done to improve the water
service so that a constant supply may be
assured. There is a consiierable quan-
tity of stock ore on hand at the smelter,
and operations will be resumed as soon as

water is available in sufficient guaatities.

EIGHT MILLIONS
IN THREE HOURS

KNICKERBOCKER TRUST
HOPLESSLY INSOLVENT

Financial Crisis in New York -Ac-
centuated--Banks Request Re-
lief From Treasury.

New York, Oct. 22.—Credit, the un-
der-the-surface foundation of all busi-
ness, trembled for a time to-day, and
before confidence could be restored
New York’s second largest financial in-
stitution had emptied its cash vaults
under pressure of the biggest run ex-
perienced in a generation. A stock ex-
change firm had failed for $6,000,000.
Wall street’s principal securities had
settled down from $8 to $5' a share,
call on money had risen to 70 per cent
and local bankers, unable to stem the
tide of distrust, had been forced to ap-
peal for- relief to the secretary of the
treasury at Washington. All this was
in the face of reassuring statements by
the acting state superintendent of
banks that the suspected bank was
solvent; declarations by ~prominent
bankers that there was no true basis
of alarm; and assurances from Wash-
ington that Secretary Cortelyou would
not hesitate to act promptly in; any
situation where legitimate business
was threatened.

Now that the first scare is over and
the worst of the future discounted, it
is believed that local bank affairs will
soon readjust themselves ,and that the
situation will be found. to have given
way to a saner conduct of financial af-
fairs.

Secretary of the Treasury Cortelyou
reached New York from Washington
at 9:30 o'clock to-night. He was met
at Jersey City by Hamilton Fish, as-
sistant U. S. treasurer, and the two
were in earnest conversation during the
ferry trip to New York. Upon reach-
ing this city they went at once to the
Hotel Manhattan, where several bank-
ers later presented to the secretary the
various phases of local financial con-
ditions. Secretary Cortelyou is here to
thoroughly look into the financial sit-
vation, which he has had under ob-
servation for several weeks. He has
come with no preconceived 1ideas of
how much money will be required to
relieve the situation, and the matter
of treasury relief will be determined by
what he learns to-night. He will do
all he can to relieve the present crisis.

Before leaving Washington late to-
day Mr. Cortelyou directed that $6,-
000,000- be deposited with New York
banks. He issued the statement: “The
secretary of ‘the treasury is keeping in
close touch with the bfisiness’ condi-
tiong throughout' the country.  ‘In the
niatter of public deposits he will at all
times consult the needs of legitimate
business, and will not hesitate to deal
promptly -and adequately with any sit-
uation that may arise.”

Mr. Cortelyou’s statement, when re-
ceived here, did much to put a better
face on things, and it was predicted
that the secretary’s visit would result
in further deposits here of $15,000,000.

The Knickerbocker Trust Company,
the storm centre to-day, paid out cash
to depositors at the rate of $44,444 a
minute for three hours this morning,
and then closed its doors.  The direct-
ors had, as they thought, fully pre-
rared for a run, and caused to be an-
nounced in to-day’s papers that $8,-
000,000 in cash was on hand to meet all
eventnalities. At 9:30 a few deposi-
tors withdrew their accounts, and an
hour later hundreds were in line to
take out their deposits at the main of-
fice an 34th street and 5th avenue, and
at the Harlem, the Bronx and the
down-town branches. The $8,000,000
lasted until 12:30, when Vige-President
Jos. T. Brown, announced that the
bank had no more cash available, and
payments would be resumed at 10:30.
The Knickerbocker, it was announced,
had ample security to meet all de-
mands, was perfectly solvent and it
was only a question of raising the cash
when all depositors ‘who wished to
withdraw could.

To-night desperate efforts were be-
ing made by the officers of the Knick-
erbocker to get in their loans and
otherwise to replenish their cash
vaults. Acting State Superintendent
of Banks Skinner, who throughout the
day had expressed confidence that the
bank would meet all obligations, quali-
fied his position to-night, when he is-
sued the following statement: “This
evening about 4 o’clock, haying re-
ceived no positive assurance of help
for the Knickerbocker Trust Company,
I conferred with the attorney-general,
telling ‘him that while the company’s
affairs were not hopeless they were in
so critical a condition that I thought
he should be prepared to act at any
time. At 5:30 I again communicated
with him, giving as complete a state-
ment of the facts as possible over the
telephone. I have also had a written
statement made to him from the office
of the state banking department in Al-
bany. The Knickerbocker Trust Com-
pany is not without hope that it may
still recejve adequate ald from finan-
cial institutions. If it does, it will
open its doors as usual. It it does not,
it will not open its doors in the morn-
ing, and I, of course, shall act under
the advice of the attorney-general,
who is made by law the legal adviser
of the state banking department.”

Later Mr. Skinner received word
that Attorney-General Jackson had
left Albany for New York, and would
meet Mr. Skinner and representatives
of the Knickerbocker and other banks
i® a conference at 11 o’clock to-night.
Bankers not directly dssoclated with
the Knickerbocker were quite as anxi-
fous that its integrity be maintained,
and many conferences were held to-
night "with a view to putting the
Knickerbocker on its feet if this could
be accomplished without weakening
other institutions. J. P, Morgan and
his partners were in conference at
their Wall street office until after 6
o’clock. Mr, Morgan when asked as

\

to the situation, said: ‘“We are-doing
everything as fast as we can, but no-
‘thing is yet crystallized.”

Geo. W. Perkins, Mr. Morgan’'s part-
ner, met a number of bankers and
trust officials at the Union League
club at 11 to-night, when the financial
sittation was canvassed. There was a
meeting of the Trust company's as-
sociation - after banking hours to-day,
at which a commission, consisting. of
Geo. W. Young, of the Windsor Trust
Co.; Otto 7. Barnard, of the N. Y.
Trust Co., and Clarence H. Kelly, of
the Titic (Guarantee & Trust Co., were
appointed to confer with the officials
of-the Knickerbocker.

This statement was made following
@ confercuce on the local banking
situation held at the Hotel Manhatta
betweer Secretary Cortelyou, J. 2
Morgan, Geo. W. Perkins, Geo. F.
Baker, Frank Vanderlip, Jas. Stillman
ani Jas. G. Cannon, Subsequently it
was learned that the position of the
Knickerbocker Trust Company was re-
garded bty those at the conference as
hoplessly insoivent, no aid was extend-
ed 1o that institution. It was also
learn~d that the Trust Company of
America had applied for and been
granied liberal assistance. The bank-
ers. further decided to extend addi-
tional aid to the Trust Company of
America should it be required. A com-
mission was appointed to make an in-
vestigation of the affairs of the Trust
Company of America, and it will de-
pend upon the result of this investiga-
tion what further action will be taken
by the banking interests in regard to
that eompany. The Trust Company of
America -has _$12,000,000 eash in its
vauilts to meet payments to-morrow.

Other Failures,

The assignment of Mayer & Co.,
broxers and members. of the stoek ex-
change, - with liabilities amounting to
$6,000,000, was announced in ‘the stock
exchange during the final hour of trad-
ing to-day. It was expected that the
assets might be sufficient to meet the
liabilities, and the firtn hoped to re-
sume business.

‘The, depreciation in the value of
securities’ which has been in progress
for weeks, and ‘has culminated in sev-
ere declines within the past few days,
was given as one of the causes of the
faiiuré®  Another was the difficulty ex-
perienced in securing loans because of
ihe stringency in the money - market,
which developed unusua! proportions
late in theday. The firm of Mayer &
Co. consists of Marcus Mayer, George
R. Lelie and Abraham B. Bayless. The
firm has  been known as holders of
large interests in Deleware ‘& Hudson
railway stock; which has been the ob-
ject of an attack by speculators for a
decline. They are also said to be heav-
ily interested in Reading railway stock,
and the stock: of other coalers” which
shared the general decline.

Wm. F. Goldbeck was named as as-
signee. Bainbridge Colby, of the law
firm of Alexander & Co., counsel for
the assignee; stated that with judicious
handling the assets would be sufficient
‘o ‘meet the liabilities.

Mr. Colby, . said: “Mayer & Co.’s
failure is due principally to the money
stringency and the shrinkage in securi-
ties’ values. 'The firm’s liabilities are
approximately $6,000,000, secured. With
proper handling it is believed that the
assets will bgisufficient to meet all lia-
biljties.”’ ) &

CULTIVATION AT
FORT VERMILLION

Dominion Comm’ssioner Establishes
Experimental Farm in Far
North.

Edmonton,” Alta., Oct. 22.—Mr. Law-
rence, who has been commissioned by
the Dominjon government to establish
an experimental station at Fort Ver-
million, four hundred and fifty miles
north of Edmonton, came to the city
on Sunday evening, and will remain
several weeks before proceeding to
Ottawa with samples of products he
brought down from the north country,

Mr. Lawrence is an old timer in the
north, having first gone to Fort Ver-
million in 1879 with his father from
Montreal. He left Edmonton last
spring on his return from Ottawa. He
left Vermillion with his supplies on
the 21st, having driven part of the way
by team to Peace River crossing, and
gone the remainder of the journey down
the river by raft, a distance in all,
from this city, of 700 miles.

He took with him 450 trees of various
kinds, fruit and ornamental, grain,
grasses and vegetables. Only a start
was made this year on the experiment-
al station, twenty acres being put un-
der cultivation, but it is now in order
for next season.” The trees, however,
were all planted this spring, and
about 90 of them grew well. The grains
were not so successful as last season.

Mr. Lawrence also planted strawber-
ries. which he had taken north with
him, and they did excellently. Fifty
varieties of' flowers were also planted
from seeds, and proved successful, al-
though grasshoppers did some damage.
He is taking with him to Ottawa about
7,600 pounds of samples of grains and
vegetables grown in different parts of
the north. They include wheat in
straw and threshed wheat from Fert
Vermillion, pumpkin, squash, cucum-
bers and ' citron from Peace River
crossing. Potatoes also gave an ex-
cellent yield at Fort Vermillion.

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WHAT ROOSEVELT
STANDS FOR

HiGH IDEAL OF
AMERICAN PRESIDENT

His Desire Is to Punish Those Who
Climb to High Places
by Guile.

Neshville, Tenn., Oct. 22.—President
Roosevelt "was heartily welcomed here
to-day, the city being beautifully dec-
orated, and there being thousands of
visitors from meighboring cities. The
president addressed large crowds in
the Roman auditorium, saying smong
other things:

“There has been trouble in th: zteck
market and in the high financial
world during the past few months. The
statement has frequently been made
that the policies for which I stand,
legislative and executive, are respon-
sible for the trouble. Now, gentleman,
these policies of mine can be summed
up in one brief sentence. They repre-
sent the effort to punish successful dis-
honesty. I doubt if the policies have
had any material effect in bringing
about the present troubles, but if they
have it will not alter in the slightest
degree my determination that during
the remaining fifteen months of my
term these policies shall be persevered
in unswervingly.

“Men of means, remember this, that
atonement in this world is largely vi-
carious, that if we sit supine ahd let
men of great wealth set before the
country as a whole the standard of
successful dishonesty, so that young
men are taught to think of -business
trickery, of evasion and violation of
the law, of stock gambling and swind-
ling, ag the chief roads to financial
success—that if we should let such a
state of affairs exist—not .only do we
bring abéut a deterioration of the
public conscience as a-whole, but as
sure as fate we ultimately invite igno-
rant and vile reaction, which in
trampling out the wrong will trample
ou ‘each right at the same time, when
in punishing the wealthy wrongdoer
will inflict the punishment so. brutally
and so unskillfully as to confound in
it many men who have done honestly
and well.

“I want to see the process of gain-
ing wealth by successful dishonesty
stopped before it goes so far as to
invite the very reaction of which I
speak, and the man of property, the
man of great means, will do well to
turn and in the loftiest way back up
a rational movement for reform; a ra-
tional movement for such supervision
and control over the use, over the ac-
cumulation and business use of these
great fortunes as will, if not elimi-
nate, at least minimize the evil of
which I complain. Such a movement
as that in which we are now engaged
is not in“the least undertaken with
any vindictive purpose. It is under-
taken to/ cure evils and to prevent
their recurrence. If the beneficiaries
of these evils sutceed, which they will
not do—they will not succeed—but if
they did succeed in stopipng the
movement, it will merely mean that in
a very few years it would break forth
again, and that time it would be In the
control of men who would Ilegislate
with a vindictive purpose and not as
legislators with a desire to hurt and
damage the men at whom the move-
ment was not aimed. There 1is no
movement in its proper sense that
more properly may be described as
conservative, using the word with its
real significance, than the mbvement
swhich we have seen developed during
the past four or five years, the move-
ment for the proper supervision and
control in the interest of the general
public of these colossal fortunes which,
singly or in combination, are of such
importance in the modern industrial
world—to so0 control and supervise
them that in their accumulation and
their business use there shall be, as
far as we can prove it, no wrong-do-
ing to the small man, which small man
is the competitor, wage-worker or in-
vestor,

“In other wo’ds. gentlemen, our
whole movement is simply and solely
to make the decalogue and the golden
rule of some practical moment in the
business life of the community.”

DROWNED iN NOXTH.

Two Accidents Rcported From Catalla,
Five Men Being Drowned.

News has been brought to Seattle, by
the steamship Saratoga, of the drown-
ing of five men at Catalla, Alaska, on
Sunday, October 13th. The names of
the dead are: J. Higgins, Seattle;
H. Hendrickson, Port Blakeley; Edwin
Olson, Arthur Willlams and Tony De
Pasquale.

The first two were drowned off Palm
Point, a mile from Catalla, and the
others just above the city dock.

The drowning of the three men oc-
curred at 9 o'clock in the morning.
“Kid” Brady, a prize fighter, had gone
out to the wrecked schooner, Martha
W. Tuft, the day before in order, it is
said, to claim salvage. He was com-
pelled to spend the night on the wreck
and although he called for help. it was
impossible to reach him because of a
storm. In the morning his cries were
again heard, and then it was that the
three men decided to go to the rescue
in a row boat. Friends tried to dis-
suade them, and the futility of the
move was pointed out to them in the
fact that in half an hour the tide would
be so low that the wreck could be
reached in safety. They started and a
breaker struck the craft, overturning
it and the men disappeared. in the surf.

The second tragedy occurred at noon.
Nine men left camp No. 1 of the Ca-
talla Company in a small boat to go
to the steamer Seward for cargo. They
rowed to the line of the breakers when
,Ca.pt. Smith, in charge, decided that
the sea was too rough. The boat was
being turned shoreward when a break-
er caught it broadside, upsetting it.
The accident was seen from the shore
and a number of the employees rushed
to the rescue. Seven of the ten were

saved.

ASSIZES AT NANAIMO.

Fritz Plump Sentenced to Fifteen
Years and Twenty-Five

Lashes.

Nanaimo, Oct. 22.—The fall assizes
which commenced here yesterday be-
fore Justice Martin, closed this even-
ing.” There was but one c¢ase that eof
Rex vs. Fritz Plump, a charge of rape,
committed here during August. The
case was a particularly revolting one
the victim being a child of about eight
years of age. Plump pleaded not guilty
and conducted his own case. He at-
tempted to prove an alibi but made &
very poor showing.

The jury, after being out a short
time, brought in a verdict of guilty.
Justice Martin sentenced him to fifteen
years in prison and twenty-five lashes
after three months’' imprisonment. His
Lordship stated that outside of mur-
der the ‘case was one of the worst
that he had to deal with during his
time on the bench. Plump was -smil-
ing when the sentence was being given
but winced visibly when the lashe$
were added. Plump is a married man
with a wife and family living in New
Westminster.

Yukon Murderer Inscribes a Moral on His
Victim’s Tomb.

““He robbed my cache and I shot him.”

Such is the startling inscription cn the
headstone of a newly-made grave at
Purgatory, on the banks of the Yukon,
100 miles below Fort Yukon, according to
mail advices f¥pm the Yukon.

The officers and passengers of the
steamer D. R. Campbell, which has ar-
rived from Gibbon, bring the news of the
foregoing grim method that the leading
cttizen of Purgatory took of announcing
tnat he had murdered a man, and had
buried him in front of his residence.

Some of the. women on the Campbell
swooned, and fell into the arms of the
mien standing by, and others became hy-
sterical and ran to their staterooms when
they read the uncanny sign over the grave
of the unfortunate victim of the man who
had dared to take the iaw into his own
hands, and then had dared to boldly an-
nounce the fact in simple broad italics.

Even.to the men on the boat the unique
method of raising a moral over the bones
of .a slaughtered trespasser sent a chill
up and down the back. ;

TRIPLE TRAGEDY.
Man Shoots Woman and Her Husband
and Commits Suicide.

Cleveland, Ohio, Oct. 23.—What will
result in a triple tragedy was enacted
in a house on Buckley road, in the
southeastern part of the city last
night. Two men are dead, and a wo-
man, the wife of one of the men, is
fatally wounded. 3

The shooting occurred in the home of
the woman, and one dead man ig her
husband, while the other ig the triple
slayer who shot the woman and hus-
band after she had. refused to leave
her husband and elope with him. The
murderer, after shooting the other two,
turned the weapon upon himself.

UNPOPULAR ARREST.

Detective Instrumental Was on Bail—
Charged With Manslaughter.

Winnipeg, Oct. 22.—Wm, Reinhart, man-
ager: of the Euclid avenue store of the
Gibsen-Gage Company, dealers in provi-
sions, was arrested to-day by Detectlve
Geo. Smith on a charge of stealing from
his employers. Reinhart has been in the
employ of the Gibson-Gage Company for
two years, and as manager had rather
good opportunities afforded him for dis-
honesty. It is alleged that he has taken
advantage of these opportunities. The
ckarge upon which the man was @arrested
alleged only the theft of a small sum of
nicney, but it is said that Reinhart’s
stealing will amount to large sums, and
that they extend over a.long period of
time. He is a young man, 25 years of age,
and unmarried. The arrest was made by
the detective who is on trial on a charge

POST OFFICE RECORD.

Surplus Sum For Last Nine Months
Exceeds That of Previous Year,

Ottawa, Oct. 23.—The annual report
of the post office department shows a
surplus on the past fiscal period of nine
months to be greater than for the
whole previous year. It was $1,082,301,
as against $1,011,785 for the previous 12
months.

The number of letters carried for the
nine months of the fiscal year was 273,-
021,000, as against 323,644,000 for the pre-
vious 12 months. On a basis of 12
months the increase would be over
forty millions.

Committee of Exclusion League Will
Prepare Them for Presentation
at Next Meeting

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A series of resolutions on the question
of (Oriental, immijgrdtion " are to be
drafted for presentation -to the Domin-
ion and Provincial governments. These
resolutions, the preparation of which is
in the hands of a committee, will be
framed with a view of urging the im-
mediate importance of this question,
and urging the necessify of  action
thereon.

This was decided upon at a meeting
of the Exclusion League held in Labor
hall last night, which  was presifd
over by John Jardine, M. P. P., and
attended by a large number of citizens.
The league is constantly growing in
membeYship. The resolutions as adopt-
ed by the committee will be submitted
to the meeting of the league to be held
on Monday next.

As to the attitude of the city clergy
toward the exclusion movement, G. H.
Locke said that, as far as he could
gather, they were unfriendly toward it,
referring  particularly to the stand
taken by Rev. G. K. B. Adams and
Rev. T. W. Gladstone. Mr. Locke said
that the former gentleman had refused
to sign the league’s petition on the
ground that he was agent of the Me-
thodist church and connected with the
Japanese misgion. He had also excused
himself ~from . attending the league
meetings., Rev. Mr. Gladstone had also
declined to sign the petition.

J. C. Watters remarked upon the
feeling prevalent that there was iIn-
sincerity in the action of\the local gov-
ernment with reference to the immi-
gration bill, and in order to challenge
their sentiments thereon, moved: “That

{ this league call on the Hon. Richard
.McBride and the membersg for the city

of Victoria to resign their seats as a
protest against the vetoing of the

FRUIT GROWERS
COMPETITIONS

AT THE MEETING OF
THE ASSOCIATION

Prizes Offered and Rules Governing
the Entry and Display of
the Apples.

The Northwest Fruit Growers' Asso-
ciation is to meet in Vancouver, Decem-
ber 4th, 5th and 6th, and will not only
hold a big convention but have a com-
petitive fruit display for the best of
which good prizes will be offered. In
order that members from the states of
Washington, Oregon, Idaho and Utah
may not-be at a disadvantage, the as-
sociation are offering to pay the duty
on exhibits.

It is highly desirable that Vancouver
Island shall be well represented in the
matter of exhibits, and it is hoped that
at least some of the prizes will come
this way.

The competitions will be according to
the following scheme:

Class 1—For the best five boxes of
apples, five varieties, first prize, gold
medal, value $100; second prize, gold
and silver medal, value $50; third prize,
the “Birks” silver medal, value $25.

Class 2—For the best display of fresh
fruit, any design of stand not more than
ten feet high and occupying a floor
space of not more than five feet square,
first prize, gold medal, value $100; sec-
ond prize, gold and silver medal, value
$60; third prize, the “Birks” silver
medal, value $25.

Class 3—For the best box of commer-
cial apples. Each exhibitor, or his re-
presentative, to have the privilege of
addressing the convention. and the
judges for seven minutes on the merits
of his exhibit and the district in which
it was grown. First prize, the *“Birks”
silver® medal, value $25; second prize,
bronze medal, value $15; third prize,
bronze medal, value $10.

The corapetitors are subject to the
following rules:

All fruit must be grown in the dis-
trict from which it is sent for exhibition
but not necessarily all by the exhib-
itor.

The duty on exhibits from Washing-
ton, Oregon, Idaho and Utah, will be
paid from the funds of the aSsociation.

All exhibits should be sent, express
prepaid, to Maxwell Smith, secretary,
N. W. F. G, A, Vancouver, B: C., in
time to arrive in Vancouver not later
than December 2nd. They should also
have ‘the name and address of the ex-
hibitor and the class number plainly
marked on the end of each package.

All entries to be made on the forms
furnished by the association and should
reach the secretary.not later than No-
vember 25th. No entrante fee is- re-
quired: -~ 1

All fruit for competition in classes 1
and 3 must be put up in Canadian gov-
ernment standard apple boxes, measur-
ing 20 X'11 x 10 inches inside.  The most
suitable material for these packages is
clear spruce lumber, or similar soft
wood, of the following thickness, viz.:
ends 8-4 in.; sides 3-8 in;. top and bot-
tom, 1-4 in.; and the top and bottom
should be put on with cleats.

Exhibitors must provide stands and
arrange their own exhibits in class 2;
and all must be completed before 9 a.
m., December 4th.

Any fruit grower or fruit growers’ as-
sociation in Oregon, Washington; Brit-
ish Columbia, Idaho or Utah, may com-
pete for these medals.

Entry forms may be had on, applica-
tion to the secretary.

The membership fee of $1 may be
paid to the secretary between 10 and
11 a. m., December 4th; any person is
eligible for membership.. A copy of
the official report of the convention will
be sent to ‘all members.

Those attending from B. C. points
will be granted a single fare rate, and
from U. 8. paints at the rate of one
fare and a third.

GUARDING COAST
AGAINST BUBONIC

Dr. Montizambert Coming to Victoria
to Direct Arrangements--Fron-

tieg, Inspectors Appointed

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—Dr. Montizambert,
director general of public health, has
been instructed by the Hon. Sydney
Fisher to leave for the Pacific coast
and to_direet arrangements for the
sanitary protection of the Dominion
against the bubonic plague which is
sald to have made its appearance at
Seattle. A health guard has already
been organized and port and frontier
iuspectors have been appointed by tel-
egraph. .

To Investigate at Seattle;

Dr. Watt, the local quarantine offi-
cer,. will probably leave for Seattle to-
night to investigate the report of bu-
bonic plague in that city. Every pre-
caution is now being taken by the
quarantine officers to prevent piague
being brought over here, but, up to the
present, no steps have been taken lo-
cally to place steamers coming from
Seattle under quarantine. It is prob-
able that this step will not be taken,
pending the return of Dr. Watt.

BURR v. ARROWHEAD LUMBER CO.

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—The case of Burr vs.
the Arrowhead Lumber Co. was taken up
to the Suprenie court. Appellants brought
a suit -against the respondents to recover
money- alleged to be due them on a log-
ging contract and for damages for loss of
prospective profits. At the trial Judge
Morrison dismissed the suit and allowed
a counter claim to be withdrawn without
prejudice to their recourse in another aec-
tion.

TIGHTNESS AFFECTS WINNIPEG.

Mayor Did Not Attempt to Float City
Bonds on English Money Market,

Winnipeg, Oct. 21.—James H. Ash-
down, the mayor of Winnipeg, return-
ed on Saturday after a visit to Eng-
land, and is now in Toronto. The mayor
has not been successful in placing the
Winnipeg bonds, and stated that, as
he explained before leaving, he did not
go to England with the intention of
forcing th€ bonds on the London mar-
ket. He went there for the purpose of
studying conditions of the money mar-
ket, and he had come to the conclusion
that the time was not ripe for a satis-
factory sale at a reasonable rate.

The mayor added that he had not
even offered the bonds, but as a result
of several informal talks with the lead-
ing financial men of Throgmorton street
he had come back convinced that it
would be better to wait until the spring
before attempting to place the bonds.
Winnipeg could afford to Wwait until
the present tightness of the money
market lessened. n

OPIUM RESOLUTION
BEFORE COUNCIL

Ald. Hall Has Introduced One at the
Suggestion of the Citizens’
League.

(From Tuesday’s Daily).

The question of prohibiting the sale
of opium in the city in a commert;ial
way has again been brought befdre the
council. It has come up this time on
the 'initiative of Ald. Hall, acting on
the suggestion of the Citizens’ League.
The smotion was introduced last even-
ing and read as follows,

That, seeing the universal acceptance
of the prejudicial effects of the unre-
straiped use of opium, this “council
memorialize the Dominion government to
interdict the importation, manufaecture
and sale of opium except for medicinal
purposes, p

There is trouble over the question
which was manifested early after the
introduction of = the motion. Ald.
Gleason, who introduced a resolution
carlier in the year on the same initia-
tive, failed to see where this resolu-
tion of Ald. Hall’s differed from his.

Ald. Hall, however, points out that
the resolution of Ald. Gleason asked
the Dominion government to pass leg-
islation which could not be pq,‘ssed by
it inasmuch as it would infringe upon
the rights of the provinces,

‘When Ald. Hall introduced his reso-
lution last evening, Ald. Henderson
said that this question was up before
and Ald. Hall had taken objeection to
it. He wanted an explanation.

Ald. Hall sald that educational mat-
ters were left in the hands of the pro-
vincial .governments. It was for this
reason that the provinces passed legis-

lation with respect to the pharmacy,
medical and dental professions. The
former resolution asked the Dominion
government to pass legislation which
would have interfered with . powers
which were within the rights of the
provinces inasmuch as it was specified
that opium should be sold only in
drug stores.

Ald. Hanna seconded the motion.

Ald. Gleason wanted to know why
this was introduced.

Ald. Hall said he introduced it at
the request of the Citizens’ League.

Ald. Gleason said that he had been
a member of the public morals com-
mittee, and Ald. Hall was also a mem-
ber of that committee. A motion had
been introduced before on the subject.
There was no opposition to the former
resolution _in committee.

Ald, Hall, on point of order, said he
wished to say that he had as a mem-
ber of that committee taken exception
to the former resolution. He and Ald.
Verrinder had; in committee, pointed
out that if it was specified what places
should sell opium the resolution would
be rendered useless.

Ald. Gleason said he must contradict
Ald. Hall as he did not raise-the ob-
jection stated. He could not see why
his resolution should have been turned
down and this ong passed.

Ald. Verrinder, referring to the orig-
inal motion, said that Ald. Gleason’s
resolution was lost because the latter
would not consent to a charge, but in-
sistéd that it should be limited to sale
by druggists.

Ald. Meston thought the words “ex=
cept for medicinal purposes™ might be
struck out.

Ald. Verrinder pointed out that this
would render the resolution absolutely
useless -as it would prevent druggists
even from selling it.

CABLES AMBASSADOR.

, Washington, D. C., Oct. 21.—Secretary
of State Root to-day cabled the charge
of the American embassy at St. Peters-
burg regarding the case of William
English Walling, the American who was
arrested there yesterday, with mem-
mers of his family, for associatién with
the Finnish Progressive Party. The
secretary’s message was a short state-
ment of the appeal upon which the Am-
erican embassy was expected to act
for the relief of the persons arrested,
so far as deemed proper, and was
prompted by a telegram dated Indian-
apolis from Wm. E. English, an uncle
of Mr. Walling. The telegram contain-
ed a brief summary of the facts con-
cerning the arrest as set out in the
press  disgatches.

POSTPONEMENT IN
RAILWAY WAR

Fish Responsible for lilinois Central
Shareholders Meeting Being Ad-
journed Until December 18

Chicago, Oct. 21.—Stuyvesant Fish,
to-day secured a postponement of the
Illineis Central stockholders’ meeting
until December 18th. The Harriman
people agreed to the adjournment. The
decision was the result of a conference
keld at three o’clock this morning be=
tween William Nelson Cromwell, for
Mr. Harriman, and former Judge Far-
rar, for Mr. Fish.

Tke overtures came from Mr. Crom-
well, who was informed that the only
agreement that could be reached was
to accept the terms of Mr. Fish, which
would be the adjournment of the meet-
ing until December 18th and a decision
of court, if the Harriman people s0
dezired, to determine the right to vote
the 286,731 shares of stock against

‘which a temporary injunction was is-

sued by Judge Ball a week ago. After
an extended conference, Mr. Cromwell
assented, and this agreement was sign-
ed by him and by Mr. Farrar:

‘“We recognize that the numerous
and complicated legal questions at is-
sue will probably prolong the matter
for a considerable period, and that no
official determination by the inspectors

or tellers as to the shares of stock |

represented in person and by proxy at
said meeting -has yet been reached one
way or the other. .

“In the interest of the company and
its stockhotders at large we consider
it best to postpone the meeting to De-
cember 18th, at 12 o'clock noon, and &ve
agree in behalf of the interests we
revresent that they shall vote for such
adjournment when the meeting con-
venes on the 22nd inst, at 11 o’clock
a. m. without reports being received
or other business transacted, or any
determination of the inspectors.”

AMERICANS RELEASED,

St. Petersburg, Oct. 22.—Wm. English
Walling, of Indianapolis, his wife and
her .sister Rose Strunsky, who were
arrested and taken to jail on Sunday*
because of their association with mem-
bers of the Finnish progressive party,
were released last night. The police
found nothing among the papers of the
trio to warrant detaining them.

No conditions are attached to their
release, but Mr. ang Mrs. Walling and
Miss Strunsky intend to leave St.
Petersburg the day after to-morrow.
They say they have practically finished
their work in Russia, all their papers
and manuscripts having been returned
to them. Officials this evening express-
ed regret at the arrest which they say
was ordered upon the report of an over
zealous official who has been shadow-
ing the Finnish revolutionists  with
whom the Americans had been associ-
ating.

THREATENED FAILURES
ARE TIDED OVER

Bank Refuses to Act as Clearing
Agent for Knickerbocker Trust
--President Res'gns

e

New York, Oct. 21.—The recent ten-
sion in the banking community was
considerably relieved to-day, and the
day passed with no adverse develop-
ments of a serious character, but with
much that was reassuring. At the
same time there was evidence that
some of the banks most effected by
recent events were still in need of as-
sistance, but the clearing houee ac-
corded' it promptly and did much to
allay further alarm.

The genéral improvement was re-
flected in the buoyancy of the stock
market, and the steady advance in
prices from pervious low levels.

On the other hand, the conservative
element preferred to defer an actually
optimistic view until the relief given
by the' clearing house shall have con-
iinued for several days and perman-
ently re-established the stability of
some of the weaker institutions, nota-
bly the Mercantile National bank and
the New Amsterdam National bank.

The clearing house was called upon
to-day to meet debit balances of the
Mercantile and the New Amsterdam
bank to the extent of upwards of $2,-
000,000, of which the Mercantile owed
$1,900,000, and the New Amsterdam
$200,00. The debit balance of the Na-
tional Bank of North America amount-
ed to $850,000. While there is said to
have been some discussion between the
clearing house committee and the offi-
cers of the latter bank as to the ne-
cessity of giving it any support, it was
not found necessary to do so, and Wil-
liam F. Havemeyer, the new president
of the institution, declared that the
bank of North America had not and
would not ask one dollar of aid from
the clearing house.

*“The \s'ltuation," Mr. Havemeyer
sald, “is really far better than expect-
ed. So far only about $150,000 has
been withdrawn. When the bank
opened this morning we had-a million
dollars on hand to pay all comers, but
only a small percentage was used.” .

The fact that the clearing house com-
mittee regards the situation as serious
was shown by the remark of a mem-
ber of the committee that the Mercan-
tile bank’s debit balance was “unex-
pectedly large and disconcerting.” The
committee remained in session the
greater part of the day, discussing a
general plan of procedure with regard
to asgisting such banks as might need
help.” After the committee had ad-
journed. for the day, James N. Wood=
ward, president of the Hanover Na-
tional bank, and chairman of the com-
mittee, said that conditions were im-
proving, and that the committee felt
equal to meeting any emergency that
might arise to-morrow. William
Shearer, manager of the clearing
house, said that the situation was un-
der control, that some of the most dis-
turbing features had been eliminated,
and that from this time on there will
be a new era in New York banking.

On the stock exchange the improved
banking conditions resulted in a rally
of pronounced proportions the more
active issues advancing 2 to 3 points,
with even greater gains in some of the
specialties. Part of this advaniage
was lost later by a flurry in call loans,
which advanced to nine per cent.

One development to-day which did
not tend to ease the prevailing situa-
tion was the application for a receiver
for the firm of Otto Heinze & Co., the
brokers who were suspended from the
New York stock exchange last week,
after a disagreement between that firm
and Gross & Kleeber over the aceept-
ance of a block of United Copper stock.
Argument on the motion for the ap-
pointment of a receiver was deferred
until Wednesday.

Late to-night the National Bank of
Commerce gave 24 hours’ notice to the
Clearing House Association, of which it
is a member, that after to-morrow it
would no longer clear for the Kni¢ker-
bocker Trust Co. The directors of the
National would not comment on their
action. The National has for some
time acted as clearing agent for the
Knickerbocker. Following the action
of the National there was a conference
of the directors of the Knickerbocker
Trust Co. at an uptown hotel. The
conference was continued after mid-
night. In the meantime nothing of
what was being done was given out.

New York, Oct. 22.—Shortly after 1
o'clock this morning, G. Louis Bossivi,
one of the directors of the Knicker-
bocker Trust Company, issued this of-
ficial statement from the room in
which the conference was being held:
“For reasons satisfactory to Mr. Bar-
ney, and with which the Knickerbock-
er Trust Company is in no way iden-
tified. Mr. Barney, consulting the best
interests of the company and of him-
self as a stockholder, has resigned as
president of the company.”

The conference of the directors of
the Knickerbocker Trust Company and
officials of other prominent trust com-
panies broke up shortly before 2
o’clock this morning. Among the fi-
nanciers who were at the conference
was J. Pierpont Morgan, a director of
the Knickerbocker Trust. Company,
and he said at the close of the meet-
ing that the trust companies of New
York had agreed to stand by the
Knickerbocker and were ready to ex-
tend aid to the amount of $10,000,000 if
aid was required.

The Proper Way to Use a

Pattern

FIRST of all, get the separate

parts of the pattern thorough-
Iy fixed in your mind. Observe the
clusters of notches which denote
how a pattern is to be put together.

Bae that the goods have the right
sides fclded together, with the grain
of the goods running ‘the same way.

Cloth should bs cut with the nap
of the goods running down, velvet
up. For plain or striped goods, be-
fore cutting arrange the material
so that the stripes or plaids match.

Pin on the several parts of the
pattern to the goods, noting espe-
cially if there are any pieces stamp-
ed “to lay on the fold” and “to be
cut straight,” and be sfire to follow
these directions.

Have a piece.of sharpened chalk
and mark all the edges, notches and
perforations.

As to seam allowances, when the
attern is stamped 3%-inch seam af-
owance, the goods should be cut

Concerning the New Coats.

THE smartest of the new coats are
made with semi-fitting or tight
back and a rippled coat skirt.

To those who are entirely inex-
perienced in the use of patterns,
quite the best method is to cut at
least and fit at least two unbleached
mauslin ones and put them together
before attempting the produetion in
the materials to be finally used.

This will bring in a practiesl
knowledge of every point necessary
to satisfactory and artistic results.

Color Combination.

COLOB combination plays an im-
portant part in the matter of
proportion.

A solid effect increases the height,
while a. contrasting combination de-
creases it.

The little woman must see that
her blouse or waist matches in color
with the skirt.

Goodfellow,” “but we have no acommo-
dation for it until our new terminals
are made available.”

IMPROVED EQUIPMENT.
Local Post Office Has Had an FElectric
Stamper Installed.

The Victoria post office is now equipped
with the most up-to-date .invention on
the market for the rapid handling of let-
ters and post cards. This fact is import-
ant for two reasons, first of all because
it will greatly facilitate the transmis-
sion of mall, and secondly because its
complete success depends partly upon the
public. A

The new machine is the Hay & Dolphin
Flier, an electrically-driven stamper hav-
ing a capacity of somewhere in the neigh-
borkood of one thousand letters and post
cards a minute. It is a machine that is
being installed by the Dominion govern-
ment in all the larger post offices, and is
looked upon 28 the greatest inveation
yet placed upon the market to facilitate
post office work. The letters are placed
in bundles, the stamped edge down, in a
feeder, and are automatically carried into
the machine, stamped with the pos: office
name and date and the postage stamp
cancelled. Anybody who has worked for
a few hours during a busy season in a
post office disfiguring two cent stamps
with a hand stamp will appreciate what
a wonder the miachine is,

Postmasters are urging the publiec to
keep in mind an old rule regarding let-
ters and post cards which is often for-
gotten. ' They ask that the stamps be
placed "in the top right-hand corner so
that they can be easily cancelled. Whers
there are more than one stamp on a let-|
ter orgeard the stamps should be placed in
a row for ihe same reason.

Thus & successful warrior who - had
carried out, tant bien que mal, an in-
significant campaign, or an insignifi-
cant portion of a campaign, was not
compelled to make modest speeches
about himself for the rest of his
life.

Napoleon's generals were scarcely
social lights. Ney, the hero of the re-
treat, the bravest of the brave, was a
rough man who ate horse-flesh without
troubling to cook it.

Hanna, judging from a short
statement made by him at last even-
ing’s sitting of the council, has de-
cided to take a prominent part in the
settlement of existing troubles between
the city and the E. & N. Railway Com-

pany.

The city solicitor by request, explain-
ed the standing of the street crossing
case on the old Esquimalt road. He
said the railway commission had given
a decision against the city’s conten-
tion for a crossing. The matter was
now in the hands of the city barrister,
who was looking into the guestion of
the right of the city to remove the ob-
structions at the crossing.

If the city barrister decides that the
city has the right to do this and ihe
council acts on it, there may be a re-
newal of the old Craigflower road dis-
turbances.

Before the question was taken to the
railway commission advice was given
that the fences across the street should
be removed, leaving the street open.
In some quarters it is contended that
this can be done as the streets cannot
ba legally blocked. On the other hand,
however, it is said that an agreement
existg covering the subject and dating
back many years before Victoria West
became a part ef the city.

Ald. Hanna last evening seemed to
cause no little surprise to several of
the aldermen when he rose and stated
that he had been in telegraphic com-
munication with R. Marpole. He nad
glven Mr. Marpole to understand that
if the Esquimalt crossing was satisfac-
torily settled there might be a solution
of the Store street extension question.
Mr. Marpole had stated he anticipat-
ed no trouble respecting the Esquimalt
crcssing, and would go into the ques-
tion when he came to the city.

Ald. Hanna thought it best to al-
low the Store street matter to stand
also.

Nothing was done in connection with
either question by the council.

FIGHTING CONSUMPTION.

Y.ocal Anti-Tuberculosis Society Held
Its Regular Meeting Yesterday.

The Anti-Tuberculosis Society held its
regular monthly meeting in the city
hall yesterday afternoon, at which rou-
tine business only was transacted.

water system, distribution, hydrants,
etc., and to show what work requires to
be done to place the city in the best pos-
sible position to fight fires. A copy eof

TRAVELLERS PUT
TO INCONVENIENCE

Complaints Are Registered Against
Governrents Lilyory Methods
in Bridge Construction

There -are at least fifty hunters in
Victoria who are only waiting for the
next provineial election to register
their dissatisfaction with the incom-
petent way in which the provincial
government is carrying on- its public

works. The fifty in question are those
who from time to time take holiday in
the Sooke Lake district.

Some ‘two years ago the old bridge
over Deer Creek became unsafe from
age. The government was asked to
renéw it. After much petitioning the
engineer was sent up to see if he
could find a better place to bridge the
stream. He went some two hundred
yards down the creek and built the
bridge in a much worse location than
the old one was. The difference between
the old location and the new is so great
that formerly a team of horses could
draw a load of nine passengers up the
walkhill. Now the passengers have
to walk up and the horses have a diffi-
cult matter to take even a wagon up
the steep.

Complaints have been made by those
who drive automobiles that their power
will not take them up the hill; so now,
just in the middle of the hunting sea-
som, the provincial government has de-
cided to build a new bridge on the
same site but about ten or twelve feet
higher than_ the other. . Two carpen-
ters have gone up and torn things to
pieces so that it is impossible for s rig
to cross the creek or get within two
and a half miles of the usual ren-
dezvous for hunters. For two weeks
this has been the case and at the pres-
ent rate of progress it will take three
or four months more to complete the
work.

Even when this new bridge is fin-
ished it will not be anything like as
convenient -as the old one that was
there two years ago. Those who have
visited the spot say that the work
shows gross incompetency @r care-
lessness and they condemn the pres-
ent government for the careless way
in which this as well as other public
works are being handled.

It has been stated that the reason
for putting only two men on the work
is so that the job may give favorites
of the government, work for a long
time. Several others who visited the
spot say that the men do not work all
the time and that it will take six
months® to complete the work at the
present rate of progress.

It is a certainty that those men who
have-to pack their kits two and a half
miles whenever they want to fish or

‘h;mt for a day, will have an opinion

when they have a chance to again ex-
press themselves at the polls and it
will not be favorable to the present
»government.

Man Who Was Represented as

and talkative. At such times he
elaimed to be the notorious outlaw
whose name at one time became a

| household -word in the southern states,

a name with which to frighten children

{ and to enthuse growing boys.

The story as it is brought down from
Quatsino, is that . John Sharpe was
drinking with a half breed and that
during a quarrel the old giant ‘'was
knocked down and badly beaten, from
the effects of which he died. Further
it is stated that in the bottom of his
trunk were found two pistols marked
with the initials W. Q. This is thought
by some to substantiate the claim of
the old man, but the difference in stat-
ure of the two men makes this impos-
sible. The probability is that he dig
actually belong to Bill Quantrell’s band
and that in some way he got hald of
the outlaw's pistols after his death.
It is further thought that Sharpe be-
came a brigand on his own account at
the close of the war, for he would tell
marvellous stories of his escapes when
he was in the humor.

EARTH UNREST IN

Women Killed by Falling Houses at
Samarkand--Seismograph Re-
cords Prolonged Shock

T.ondon, :Oct. 21.—A prolonged earth-
quake. shock, begnining at 5 o’clock
and lasting for several hours, has been
recorded on the instruments on the
Isle of Wight. The distance from the
disturbance is estimated at over.three
thousand miles.

Teiegrums received-from St. Peters-
burg, repoft an earthquake”shock in
Central Asia “at Lattakguan, Samark-
ani, Khokand and elsewhere, - which
caused the injury and collapsé of many
buildings. At Samarkand the shock
intermittently lasted from early morn-
ing until this afternoon. Two women
were killed by famng houses, and the
population of Samarkand is now camp-
ing out.
