A JAPANESE VIEW

Count Okuma Talks About Hawaii—

/ Japan Only.Desires a Treaty
of Rights.

Has No Idea of Menacing Its Inde-
pendence—1Is Not Politically
. Ambitious,

Washington, D. C., July 7.—The
Washington Star publishes a noteworthy
interview wjth Count Okuma, Japaness
minister of foreign affairs.

This interview was secured by Theo-
dore Noyes, one of the editors of the
Star, who. is now travelling in Japan.

The count protests vigorously- against
. the new American tariff, which he says
will greatly retard development .of an
important reciprocal trade between Ja-
pan ‘and the United States.

News that the United States has taken

‘Japan recognizes that the relations be-

A BIG POWER PLANT.

Pians of the West Kootenay Light and
Power Company.

Readers of the Miner have no doubt,
noticed an advertisement calling for bids
on a'large amount of rock excavation in
the Kootenay river. The purpose of this
excavation is to provide a place for the
great electric power plant, for which Sir
Charles Ross obtained a charter at Viec-
tcria. The company is known as the
West Kootenay Light and Power Com-- -
pany. The incorporators: are: . Oliver
manager of the Centre Star
mine, and a large owner thereof; Chas.
R. Hosmer, general manager of the
Canadian Paeific Telegraph Company,’
and P: A. Langley, president-of the Cen-
tre, Star. Mining Company.

The charter obtained by Sir Charles
' Ross'is a very broad one, and gives the
projectors of the enterprise the right
from the Pend d’Oreille, Kootenay, or
other tributaries of the Columbia  river.
It was originally. proposed to econstruct
the plant on the Pend d’Oreille river near .
‘Waneta, but upon a close examination
of all the physical and economic’ con-
ditions it was determined to go to the
Kootenay river. i

Sir  Charles . .went .to Secotland two .,
months ago, and on his réeturn to New
York be immediately beégan ‘the comple-
tion of his financial arrangement for the
great, undertaking. He arrived in Nel-
son last Saturday, bringing. with him his
consulting engineer, Robert Jameson,
and meeting there Oliver Durant and
J. B. MecArthur, of Rossland.  Martin
King, of Rossland, was algo present, as
be had been sent for with a view: of
his taking charge of the exeention of
the work at the middle falls of the
Koofenay river. It may be said that
all arrangements are now practically
comnleted for the beginning of th~ work
or: the plant.

- FIGHTING FIRE AT SEA.

| Further Particulars of the Loss of the
Ship Belle of Bath.

/

New York, July 6.—Seventeen ship-

on the Prinee line steamship Sardinian
Prince, from South America and Woast
Indian ports, tell of a battle with that
most dreadful of all enemies at sea—fir-.

The men embarked at Barbadoes, hav-
ing ‘been forwarded from there by the
United States consul. The men belonged
to the . American ship Belle of Batk,
which was burned at sea on June 18,

Their trip was one which they are never
likely to forget.

The Belle of Bath left this port on
June 2, clearing for Hongkong with a
corgo of case oil. All' went well until
June 9, when the first week's journey was
at an end. The ship was sailing along

Captain Curtis ordered all hands to the
pumps promptly. - The water gained up-
on them steadily and_every moment it
looked as if the vessel would go to the
bottom. After 24° hours of constant
work the water was reduced in the hold,
but the leak could .not be stopped, aad
the crew worked in relays for nine days
remping the water ogt.

1In a few minutes
dense clonds of smoke were issuing from
the fore:astle, accompianied by flameis
The fire was soon shooting in the air
uxd, fanned by a breeze, was theatening
the ihole ship.

Captain Curtis realized at once that
the vessel was doomed and that to =n-
decavor to fight the fire would be useless
and dangerous. Boats were hastily pro- |

visioned. ‘The order was given by the
captain to lower them at once. Witn
marvellous rapidity the flames spread al
over the ship and the men were forced to
make haste to get into the boats. The
bcats dropped away to the leeward and
the men were put to the oars and row xl
away to a'safe distance. .

TRYING TO CAUSE A REVOLT.

The Anti-British Element in India In-
cited by Fanatics.

New York, July 6-—The Herald says:
The present anti-British feeling in India
is partly due to unserupulous agitators,
who, by means of seditious leaflets, both
in Enghsh and in 'the vernacular, circu-
lated in Poona, Bombay and at other
points have inéited fanaties to vengeance
against individuals and to atte mpt
a tevolt against the government.

A dispatch to the Tondon Mail from

these 'pamphlets, which is signed “Thrw
handred millions of human beings.”
After referring to the approach of the
jubilee festivities, it reviles the Qu
and the government, and appeals to the
civilized nations of the world to hear
the ery of the oppressed Indians, lnu_
in slavery, declaring that there are mil
lions ‘of their Aryan brethren who are
more entitled to their consideration than
the inhabitants of either Greece or Asia
Minor.

It asserts that heartless apathy for the
sufferings of the people have been shown
by the invading of /Zenanas and the pol-
lution of temples and mosques, under the
pretext of operations for suppressing
thf: plague, and continues as follows:

Not even a demon would venture to
celebrate his eonquests in a time of fam-
ine, plagne and earthquakeq An ancient
and noble nation is being killed by
Christian government. Will none lift a
finger to eheck the excesses of the Eng-
lisk''tyrants who have been riding over
us rough shod for more than a century ?”

The Times of India, referring to the
Poona attacks, says the facts are incon-
sistént with the theory that the outrages
were actuated by private revenge.
