The Situation at Glace Bay is Quiet Today — Disputes as 

to the Authority of the Special Police—Canadian Typo­
graphical Union Declares Against the United Mine 
Workers.

The proceedings at the court house to­
day when candidates were nominated to 

■ contest the vacant seat for the legislature 
for St. John county, caused by the eleva­
tion of Hon. H. A. McKeown to the su­
preme court bench, were very quiet.

The two candidates whose names have 
been before the people for some time—A. 
F. Bentley and J. P. Mosher, were the 
only nominees, and as arranged beforehand 
there was no speech-making.

High Sheriff R. R. Ritchie opened his 
court at 10 o’clock, and was sworn in by 
Charles F. Sanford, a justice of the peace. 
He then read the election proclamation, as 
required by law, although Mr. Sanford 
composed the entire audience. The first 
papers filed were Mr. Bentley’s, the Liber­
al candidate, at 10.30 o’clock and shortly 
after Mr. Mosher's papers were presented, 
each nomination being accompanied by the 
payment of $100 in legal tender, as the law 
provides. The court waa open from 10 to 
12 o’clock for the receipt of nominations 
and from 12 until 2 p, ni. for any objec­
tions that might be raised.

The election proclamation provides for 
-the polls to be open from 8 a. m. until 4 
p. m., or in case of delay in opening, for a 
full 8 hours. ‘

The steel company has to get 80,000 tons 
of coal a month. There is a strike clause, 
however, by which in the event of ' a 
strike a large percentage of the output has 
to go to the Steel Company. The Steel 
Company is unlikely to have its require­
ments met.

Moncton, N. B., July 13—(Special)— 
Waiting the result of the report of the 
commission appointed to enquire into sev­
eral charges made against Magistrate Kay 
for alleged injustice. Judge McKeown has 
issued an order laying the case of Rideout 
vs. Patrick-Gallagher for Scott Act viola­
tion over until the November term of the 
supreme court at Fredericton. The papers 
were served on Magistrate Kay and Chief 
Rideout this morning when the case was 
about to come up. It asked them to give 
cause why a writ of prohibition should not 
be issued to prohibit the Police Magis­
trate from taking any further action upon 
the information recently laid against Gal­
lagher. The affidavit of Gallagher states 
that he does not think he will receive a 
fair trial from Magistrate Kay.

With a hundred and twenty men work­
ing the double tracking of the I. C. R. be­
tween Moncton and Painsec Junction it is 
expected to be finished by the 10th of 
August.

At the sitting of the equity court this 

morning Chief Justice Barker delivered 
judgment for the defendant in the case of 
Dyer vs. McGuire, a Charlotte county 
suit, wherein the plaintiff sought to recov­
er $754.67 from the estate of Robert Mc­
Guire by moving to set aside a* conveyance 
to Archibald McGuire, the defendant’s 
son, on May 28, 1908, of a house atid land 
owned by the father and valued at $900. 
In turn the son mortgaged the property 
back to his father, claiming that $400 for 
labor performed and money loaned was 
due him. The plaintiff contended that this 
was but a ruse to deprive Dyer of the 
amout of the verdict he obtained for 
goods in Charlotte county court. However, 
his honor held that the son possessed a 
right to share in the estate and dismissed 
the bill with costs.

In Earle vs. Harrison a dispute over Re­
feree C. F. Sanford’s decision, his honor 
allowed two exceptions and over-ruled 
two exceptions and that no costs be given 
to either plaintiff or defendants The 
amount obtained by the plaintiff was 
$578.61.

w. B. Wallace, on behalf of the plain­
tiff in the case of Hon. William Pugsley 
vs. New Brunswick Coal and Railway 
Company, and fifteen other defendants, ap­
plied for an order of appearance in court 
of Charles A. C. Bruce, the only one of 
the defendants who has not been served 
with a summons.

The suit is instituted to demand an ac­
counting for expenditures pn the road 
from subsidies obtained from the Domin­
ion government. Mr. Bruce was once a 
director of the company, and has never 
been in New Brunswick. His stock certi­
ficates were signed by the late E. Byron 
Winslow, barrister of Fredericton. His 
present residence is unknown, but he 
formerly resided in Newfoundland.

His honor suggested that Mr. Wallace 
should communicate with the Mayor of St. 
John’s, Nfld., and other parties in the col­
ony with the object of ascertaining the 
place of residence of Mr. Bruce, and insti­
tute further enquiries to locate him. The 
application was therefore temporarily 
withdrawn.

bled away, but photographs were made 
of them and have beep sent to the Royal 
British Museum.

The anthropology of these ancient peo­
ple was decidely Mongolian. That is, the 
cast of features and the skulk showed 
strong resemblance to the Tartar races. 
Just what this will be interpreted to 
mean by scientists cannot, of course, be 
forecasted, but it apparently points to 
the same origin for all the ancient races 
of the earth. The copper war axes found 
alongside these mummies proves the race 
not to have been acquainted with iron, 
but the workmanship in these weapons 
shows that the race was advanced in the 
crafts to a marked extent. Huge wooden 
war clube were also found strangely 
carved. Gold and silver coins were also 
found with the bodies.

It now seems more probable that man­
kind really originated in some continent 
over which now the waves of the Atlantic 
Ocean roll, and that from this point civil­
ization spread toward both Asia and th* 
South American Continent.

The most wonderful of all the finds in 
this prehistoric Peruvian burial ground is 
a quantity of massive jars of pottery. 
Some of them fully six feet high and 
several feet in diameter. On them is a 
fine high glaze,, said to have been practi­
cally uninjured by 6,000 years’ under­
ground existence.

Astounding discoveries in Peru have 
now apparently demonstrated that the 
civilization of the ancient of the ancient 
Incas is at least as old as any Egyptian 
era of which there is authentic trace. 
This is established by the recovery of a 
quantity of Peruvian mummies which are 
said by scientific authorities to be 9,000 
years old, that is antedating the Chris­
tian era by 7,000 years. This is as old, if 
not older than any Egyptian mummies 
ever brought to light and antedates or 
equals in any ^ige any authentic inscrip­
tions of Egypt.

The Peruvian mummies were found un­
der another ancient Peruvian burying 
ground. That is, the mummies were dis­
covered in a stratum of earth beneath a 
cemetery thousands of years younger than 
the one underneath. This marvelous re­
pository of civilization 9,000 years old in 
South America is situated 200 miles in­
land from Lima, capital city of Peru, and 
high up in the mountains.

The soil in which the bodies had been 
interred is a peculiar silicate, and this 
chemical property of the earth surround­
ing the bodies had soaked the mummies 
with a solution best suited to preserving 
the body entire. As. a result the hair 
of these mummies was in a splendid state 
of preservation, and the skin, teeth and 
the very clothing was intact. When ex­

Wherever a few great minds 
have made a stand against violence and 
fraud, in the cause of liberty and reason, 
there has been her spirit in the midst of 
them, inspiring, encouraging, consoling— 
by the lonely lamp of Erasmus, by the 
restless bed of Pascal, in the tribune of 
Mirabeau, in the cell of Galileo, on the 
scaffold of Sidney.

INTERESTING ITEMS Deputy Consul-General Ulysses J. By­

water reports that a Dresden engineer 
has invented the latest and, he thinks, 
the best burglar alarm now in existence. 
The appliance has been tested by the 
Dresden police department and found 
very , effective. The 'appliance itself is 
very simple, consisting of a curtain or 
portiere wired with fine conductors. At 
certain places on the curtain are fixed 
small metal knobs, which are connected 
with the conductors. The curtain ia then 
drawn across the w.-nuow or door, or

If the 
burglar should happen to notice the 
knobs and cut several of the wires the 
breaking of the circuit would also start 
the alarm.

public play ground was opened and 300 
happy children presented themselves at 
the opening and all through the day made 
use of the various means of childish enjoy­
ment which were provided. The children, 
according to the St: John papers, ranged in 
age from two years to fourteen. The play 
ground is under the supervision of a com­
petent person who not only looks after 
the means of amusement but likewise 
guards against accidente and quelle such 
disputes as are bound to arise when a 
large number of children are gathered to­
gether. It is the custom at grounds like 
this one mentioned to have a series of 
physical drills which are a great benefit 
to those taking, part and for the amuse­
ment and instruction of the smaller chil­
dren a kindergarten tent is usually provid­
ed. Then there are swings, sand bins, 
bean bags, blocks and in fact all devices 
calculated to appeal to the childish fancy. 
The expense is not great in St. John. The 
grounds used belong to one of the schools 
and the cost of the equipment and other 
incidental expenses are. we believe, de­
pendent upon the generosity of the public.

The idea is a grand one and will be pro­
ductive of much good. It might well be 
duplicated in Yarmouth. Once in a while 
one hears talk of parks being established 
•here. A supervised play ground would be 
vastly more valuable from every stand­
point. We expect that the most of our 
town readers have noticed the tendency on 
the part of the children to play on the 
edges of the streets and frequently in the 
middle of them. Years ago, in a town as 
small as this one, one would never find 
the children at play on the public thor­
oughfares.

Wright this evening made a very success­
ful flight in the Wright aeroplane at Fort 
Myer, Va., remaining in the air five min­
utes and 30 seconds, during which time the 
machine attained the exceptional speed of 
about forty miles an hour. He circled the 
parade grounds half a dozen times, a total 
distance of about three and a half miles.

After keeping a crowd of nearly a thous­
and expectant people, including a number 
of persons prominent in official life, wait­
ing for an hour and a half on account of 
unfavorable wind conditions, the aeroplane 
started on its flight at 7.07 p. m.

Orville Wright mounted into the seat, 
and when the signal was given the ma­
chine shot forward instantly and mounted 
gracefully into the light breeze. Mr. 
Wright guided the flyer to the tower end 
of the large parade ground and circled 
around toward the starting-point gradually 
rising higher. Applause greeted him as he 
passed the starting-point and sped away 
on the second round. Six times he round­
ed the course, the machine making an av­
erage speed of about forty miles an hour, 
according to the Wrights.

Th 
result is a perfectly human illusion, ever 
movement of the lips of the character on 
the screen forming the sound of the words 
as the audience sees and hears. The phono­
graphs are. of course, directly behind the 
sheet on which the pictures are thrown. 
Two phonographs are used in order to pre­
vent pauses or lapses in long performances 
Some pieces, for instance, such as an act 
of an opera, last 20 minutes or loâger, and, 
as no phonograph record can Be made 
longer than for a four or five minute 
dition, the two phonographs permit of one 
record following another without a break. 
The opera “Mikado” has been produced 
with slight condensation, each act contain­
ing all its allotted musical numbers 
the requisite comedy dialogue to make it 
a satisfying and complete presentation of 
the opera.

The molt wonderful developments are 
crowding each other in an educational 
scope for motion photography and motion 
picture projection. The United States 
government has adopted the motion pic­
ture for me in stimulating enlistments in 
the Army and Navy. In England and Am­
erica elaborate motion views have been 
made by the score, illustrative of natural 
history studies; motion pictures of the 
fishes of the sea, the birds of the air, of 
insect and microscopic life. Views of sur­
gical operations upon the human body. All 
these stndjps, together with geography, 
meterology. sociology and other sciences 
are being taught with wonderfully illumin­
ative effect by the motion picture.

It is impressive to see a statesman of 
national lame fa the motion picture. 
Imagine having his personality presented 
to your gflze a thousand miles away and 
hearing and seeing him address you upon 
one of the live issues of the day! One 
will now to able to hear a sermon deliver­
ed by a great preacher in New York, or 
Boston, or Chicago, without leaving one’s 
home town.

Those who live in cities are growing more 
and more familiar with the phrase “talk­
ing pictures,” as customarily displayed on 
the front of moving picture shows or the­
aters. And if, his curiosity piqued by the 
oddity of the idea, one pays his nickel or 
dime to enter one of these places of won­
der, he usually finds ordinary—often very 
ordinary—motion pictures projected upon 
the screen and accompanying a few of the 
pictures hears the sound of voices coming 
from behind the screen. In a few mo­
ments, from the inane dialogue and the 
crudities of cheap diction and cruder en­
unciation which reach his ear, he detects 
the truth, that some cheap actors are do­
ing the talking, improvising dialogue to 
presumably fit the action of the • charact­
ers thrown on the screen. These charact­
ers, by the way, having been posed by ac­
tors before the motion-camera without the 
faintest idea of speaking dialogue, and en­
acting .the scenes purely in pantomime, 
without uttering a word or opening their 
mouths.

But genuine talking pictures exist, nev­
ertheless, and are astounding spectators 
and listeners in many cities of the United 
States, not only with dialogue perfectly 
fitting the scenes on the film, with the 
very movements of the lips by the char­
acters in the picture, forming every word, 

presenting entire plays, whole operas 
and all kind of musical performances.

» The exhibitor or theatre manager re­
ceives each week in a small padlocked box, 
measuring 13 by- 15 by 18 inches, the or­
chestra, stage hands, posters and photo­
graphe, figuratively speaking, of an opera 
company presenting “The Mikado," or 
“Pinafore” or "The Chimes of Normandy.”

The sound volume is astounding, being

There was a 
time when the civilized world hardly knew 
what to do; these were dark days. Spain 
had stretched forth her Kind and wiped 
out all. religions not in accord with her 

•religion. William III came to England and 
from that day liberty took upon itself a 
new life and freedom dawned upon man- 
'kind.

Liberty was preserved only by institu­
tions. He referred to the American re­
volution when the colonies were lost to 
Britain and said if things had been other 
than they were at that time he believed 
these colonies would today be one with 
Canada, Australia and the other British 
colonies.

Rev. Allan A. Rideout, grand chaplain, 
was then introduced by, the county 
for.1 In doing so he referred to the fact 
that every speaker on that occasion could 
say what he thought best and express his 
own individual opinion. The Grand Lodge, 
he added, was not in any way bound by 
the views of the speakena. It was only 
when the Grand Lodge spoke ex cathedra 
at its annual meeting by resolution that 
its action was binding on the members.

Rev. Rideout was received with much 
applause. He was proud of the fine turn 
.out. They were probably all very wet with j owners, 
the rain, but not as wet as King William 
when,he .crossed the Boyne to win the bat­
tle for English liberty, 
cheers.) It was often asked why the battle 
of the Boyne should be celebrated as it 
was, and how it differed from Waterloo.
There was this difference. The battle of 
Waterloo was political and affected the 
empire, the battle of the Boyne affected 
the religious: life of England. The result 
brought liberty or the ration would be 
under the sway of Rome today.

There was all the difference between a 
Protestant England and a Catholic Eng­
land. The Boyne quenched the fires which 
burned the martyrs and was a victory for 
education. The speaker did not altogether 
agree with the coronation oath and quoted 
an extract from an address by Cardinal 
Manning urging the vital importance of 
breaking the imperial stronghold of Pro­
testantism in England and of the far- 
reaching results to the Catholic church if 
it were crippled.

That he said was the attitude of the 
Roman church to Protestant England to­
day. If the faith of the English people 
came under the sway of the heirarchy on 
the banks of Tiber the seat of the em- 
.pire would soon be transferred from the 
Thames to the Tiber also.

The voice of the order, 350,000 strong, 
spoke with no uncertain sound.

Boyne. It dates from November, 1688, 
when, shortly after the arrival of King Wil­
liam at Exeter, the Earle of Winchelsey 
suggested the forming of an association ana 
Sir Edward Seymour obtained the “Trl- 
National Orange Association." Dr. Brunet, 
afterwards Bishop of Salisbury, drew ; up the 
declaration, which reads as follows: “Wq, 
whose names ate hereunto subsçrltted, who 
have now Joined the Prince of Orange for 
the defence of the Protestant religion and 
for maintaining the . ancient government and 
the laws and liberties of England, Scotland 
and Ireland, do engage to Almighty .God, to 
his highness the1 prince, and to one* another 
to stick firm to this cause, In the defence of 
it and never to depart from it till the re­
ligion, laws and liberties are so far secured 
to us in a free parliament, that they shall, 
no more be In danger of falling Into popery 
and slavery.

‘And whereas we are engaged in,this com­
mon cause, under the protection of the 
Prince of Orange, by which means his per­
son is exposed to danger, and to the cursed 
attempts of bloody men, we do therefore 
solemnly engage to God and to one another 
that if any fluch attempt be made upoft him 
we will pursue not only those that majse It 
but all their adherents and all that we And 
In arms against us, with the utmost severity 
of a Just revenge, to their utter ruin and de­
struction; and that the execution of any 

impt (which God of His infinite 
bid) shall not divert us from pros- 

ig the cause which we now undertake ; 
hat It shall engage us to carry it on 

with all the Vigor that so barbarous an at­
tempt shall deserve."

This declaration was adopted by the asso­
ciation on the 14th day of November, 3£$8, 
and, having been read on the following. Sab­
bath, in the cathedral at Exeter, was adopt­
ed by the army, subscribed to by all clàsèes, 
and was the Institution of the association to 
which we belong apd which has bad an un­
interrupted history since that day.

Our order has been misrepresented, and 
Its objects misconceived. It has been al­
leged that we are the toes of the Roman 
Catholics. This is not true. The sacred 
obligation of the Orangemeb provides that 
he is prepared “to ‘resist encroachments of 
the Oburoh of Rome, at the flattie time be­
ing careful always to abstain ftfom 'all un- 
kibd words and actions towards- ita mem­
bers." The Roman hierarchy has always 
been assertive, always positive. For this it 
deserves every credit. Men who have a 
belief in the justice of their cause should 
.always be so. Protestantism has frequently 
and improperly been apologetic. There is no 
need for it to be so. Our religion, our be­
liefs, our principles are of a positive nature ; 
and we, as believing in them, should take 
an assertive stand.

We stand, or should stand, if we are true 
to our principles, for a religious and politi­
cal equality, for a religious and political 
freedom of the individual; in short, for 
equal rights to all and special privileges to 
none. We believe in the ultimate authority 
of the Bible, and that the authority of the 
Bible is supreme and above that of councils 
and bishops. We are absolutely opposed to 
the interference of any church in matters 
relative to the government of our country, 
and condemn as usurpation the claim of 
temporal authority by any church or clergy­
man, or spiritual head of any religious 
body.

In connection with the question of civil 
and religious liberties, we claim that the 
constitution of our country should not dis­
tinguish between Catholic or Protestant, Jew 
or Gentile, Hindu or Braman. Essential to 
the carrying out of our beliefs is the main­
tenance of a free school system, as it exists 
today in the great republic to the south of
