I have visited a largo majority of the Subordinate Lodges during 
my terin of office!, and liaVe much pleasure and gratification in reporting 
the general uniformity and correctness which exists throughout the 
jurisdiction in the unwritten' work of the Order. The result is no 
doubt mainly owing to thé faithful performance of duty by their 
respective Representatives.

It was my purpose and desire to have visited all the Lodges through­
out Ontario, but principally owing to ill health, I was prevented from 
so doing. z

I regret to have to reiterate the remarks of my predecessor in office, 
Past Grand Master, John Barr, relative to the neglect of a large 
majority of the D. D. G. Masters to send in their reports, as it is 
mainly by, and through the reports of the said D. D. that the 
Grand Master is supplied with information upon which to base his 
report ; and would respectfully suggest that some immediate action be 
taken by the Grand Lodge to remedy this neglect.

From among the almost innumerable questions which have been sub­
mitted for my decision, I deem only the following of sufficient « 
importance to embody in my report:

1. That Withdrawal or Clearance Cards must be granted by ballot.
2. A member who is debarred from benefits by the Aon-payment of 

dues, cannot by paying his dues entitle himself to benefits for a sick­
ness commencing while he wras so disqualified.

Clause 5 — Application having been made as per resolution, to that 
effect, (page 604 of Journal ’09), by the R. W. Grand Encampment, 

hundred dollars of the Grand Lodge funds was loaned to thatone
body.

Clause 6.—.Agreeably to resolution, page 601 of Journal ’00,1 asked 
for a price list of Regalia from the several leading manufacturers in 
the United States, which were duly received, and by direction of the 
Grand Master, I requested Messrs. Sisco Bros., uf Baltimore, B. B. 
Harrington of Chicago, J. 0. Melick of Detroit, to send samples, which 
was done. That sent by Bro. J. O. Melick of Detroit, from the fac­
tory of Mrs. Wm. Curtis, being deemed tlm best, 
with the set of Jewels accompanying them, and seeing the necessity of 
some secure recepta.de for the same, 1 had made a leather case for 
thjîn ; there were no liooks to the Jewels, which want I have supplied. 
I sent Charters to the following Lodges : Bissell Lodge No. 51, Mitch* 
ell ; Covenant Lodge 52, Toronto; and Niagara Falls Lodge No. o3, 
Clifton.

Clause 7.—In pursuance of resolution of Rep. J. AX. Ferguson, 
page 603 of Journal ’00, 1 subscribed for one copy of the “ Canadian 
Star of Odd Fellowship” for each Subordinate Lodge, paying therefor 
the sum of $25.

Trunk Railway, and the Canadian Navigation Co., with a view to a 
reduced rate of fare for the members of1 this Grand Lodge and their 
families ; the application was most favorably considered by each Com­
pany, and special rates granted. The correspondence, together with a 
copy of the Circular issued, is herewith submitted. »
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Clause 12.—The returns of all Lodges for tTT&sfcerm ending 31st of 
December, 1869, were duly received ; and also for tluNerm ending 30tli 
June, have been received, many of which show that dhp care has not 
been exercised in their getting up. A little extra trouble taire* in 
making out the semi-annual Reports would sjive your Grand Secretary 
much trouble and anxiety.

^Clause 13.—The financial statement, assets, &c.,of the Grand Lodge 
is herewith submitted. The large amount expended is accounted for, 
by the purchase of Regalia and Jewels, printing Report of Committee’ 

Revision, and for supplies purchased for the new Lodges instituted, 
many of .them requesting me to procure them an outfit of Books, Forms’ 
&ci, which I did ; allowing each Lodge to pay for the same when pay­
ing for the usual supplies at the end of the term ; this course has been 
I believe, appieclated by the Lodges, and I have to ask your approval 
of the course pursued.

Clause 14.—A number of appeals have been sent me ; one by P.O. 
Thus. Brown, of Eureka Lodge, against the action of that Lodge, 
in the matter of Bro. McIntyre ; by P. G. G. B. Taylor, late of 
Avon Lodge, against the action of that Lodge in expelling him ; M. 1). 
Dawson, of Forest City, against'the action of that Lodge in its action 
with the family of Bro. Lester ; by P.G., J. M. O’Connor, of Mitchell, 
against the action of Bissell Lodge in its élection of Representative; 
Bro. Wigmore of Eureka Lodge, against the action of that Lodge in 
tile case of J. 11. -Irwin. All of which aré submitted herewith.

Clause 15.—The following accounts have been received, viz : From 
the Grand Lodge of the United States, for Representative Tax and 
Supplies,. $331.00. From Union Lodge No. 16, for expenses‘incurred 
at the institution of this Grand Lodge, $128 60. From Gore Lodge 
No. 34, for the same purpose, #40 00.

Clause 16.—I received from the Grand Secretary of the R. W. 
Grand Lodge of Vermont, a letter, asking if we had any blank Char­
ters for American jurisdiction to sell ; I replied that we had, and 
would supply them at #2 00 each. 1 have received from them an order 
for six blanks, but on looking over 1 find that the supply has been ex­
hausted. Messrs. Chewett A Co., of Toronto, have on hand one hun­
dred copies of blanks, from the stones belonging to thv Grand Lod"e, 
which we can purchase for #50 00. Î have to ask you whether it would 
be advisable to purchase them to fill.so small an order. Finding that 
the expenses of the primary session would reach a very high figure, in 
order not to be short of funds, I withdrew again from the”Post Office 
Department the sum of #290 00.

First.—A Brother of the Scarlet Degree in good standing, desiring 

a Certificate of his grade, to enable him to join an Encampment, 
is entitled to receive the same from the Secretary of the Lodge in due 
form upon application, and no vote of the Lodge is necessary for such 
certificate.

Second,—The Grand Sire has no power to authorise Royal Purple 
Degree Members to wear Aprons at the celebration on the 26th of 
April, 1869, or on any other occasion.

Third.—The Grand Sire has no power to authorisp-fubordinates 
under the jurisdiction of the State Grand Bodies, to apply to sister 
Lodges outside the jurisdiction for pecuniary aid for building Odd 
Fellows’ Halls.

Fourth.—The costumes worn in the G. R. D. cannot be used on pub­
lic occasions.

Fifth.—A Brother of the Patriarchal Degree is entitled to receive the 
Semi-Annual Password.
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Sixth.—Voting in a Lodge is by the usual sign of an Odd Fellow, 
except olf "ballot for membership, and is prescribed by the work.

Seventh.—A Patriarch under suspension in his Encampment is not 
eligible to office in a Grand Encampment ; and should such a Patriarch 
be elected it is not competent to install him.
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Eighth.—It is unlawful for the Charge Books, or others containing 
or relating to the Secret Work of the Order, to bo taken from the Lodge 
Boom.

Ninth'—The N. G. of a Lodge being the proper custodian of such 
book, may entrust them to his subordinate officers for the purpose of 
qualification while in the Lodge Room.

Tenth.—The laws of the Order prohibit the writing of the Initiatory 
Charges, as well as all other parts of the Secret Work.

Eleventh.—The O. B. N. of N.G. page 30 of the Charge Book fully 
answers. „

Twelfth.—A Lodge or Encampment has the right to visit other 
Lodges or Encampments when accompanied with its presiding officers, 
outside its own jurisdiction without cards or A. T. P. W. 1

Thirteenth.—Not adopted.

Fourteenth.—Grand Officers should address the Chairs as other 
members ; Grand Honors should be given them immediately after their 
recognition by the Officers of the Lodge.

Fifteenth.—I do not understand that gloves are dispensed with for 
members of R. P. Degree.

Sixteenth.—A Lodge is bound to recognise and give a member a 
P. G. Regalia who is admitted by card certifying that he is a P. G., if 
he has not P. O. Degrees.

Seventeenth.—Suspension for cause cannot be indefinite nor for any 
unreasonable length of time.

Eighteenth.—Not adopted.

Nineteenth.—A member visiting a subordinate Lodge by card, fehall 
be examined in the A. T. P. W., and also in the degree in which the 
Lodge is open.

Twentieth. —An Encampment cannot expel from the Order only from 
its own body, hence trials should, if possible, be had in the Lodges, 
as loss of membership in a Lodge, severs connection with an Encamp­
ment.

Twenty-first.—A Grand Lodge of a State may confer the power on 
the Grand Master during the recess to grant a petition from a subor­
dinate Lodge to restore an expelled member to said Lodge.

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PREAMBLE.
Wiif,r.EAS, it lias been found expedient, and of the utmost import­

ance to the well being of all organized Institutions, to govern the same 
by sound and uniform laws and regulations";

Tiiebet’oue, the Grant.» Lodge of Ontario, of the Independent- 
Order of Odd Fellows, with a view of ensuring a co-operation and 
uniformity of action, of providing for the bust interests of the Order, 
and of securing more effectually the permanence of the blessings to be 
derived from the right exercise of those ennobling and Heaven-born 
principles, of Friendship, Love and Truth, on which it is founded, doth 
ordain, declare and establish, the following Articles as the Constitution 
for the government thereof.

ARTICLE. B.
TITLE AND POWERS.

TITLE.

Clause 1.—This Grand Lodge shall be known and hailed by the 
name, style and title of “The Right Worthy Grand. Lodge of 
Ontario, of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows.”

POWERS.

Clause 2.—This Grand Lodge shall have jurisdiction in Odd Fellow­
ship, within that section of the Dominion of Canada called and known 
as Ontario, being the Superior Tribunal of all Subordinate Lodges 
within its jurisdiction.

Clause 3.—No Lodge can ho formed, nor continue to exist, with 
its jurisdiction, without the express sanction of this Grand Lodge.

Clause 4.—It possesses within its jurisdiction the right and power 
of granting, suspending or annulling Charters for proper cause ; of
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695CONSTITUTION.

freceiving, hearing and determining, appeals from the decisions of 
Subordinate Lodges, and of redressing all grievances arising therein ; 
of regulating the means of its own support ; and of performing all 
'such other acts and things as shall have for their objedt the promotion 
of the true and best interests of the Order, or shall appertain to it by 
ancient usage or custom, and are not in violation of the laws of the 
land, or the regulations of the Order.

.ARTICLE II.
MEMBERSHIP.

Clause 1,—This Grand Lodge shall be composed of all duly quali­
fied Past Grands within its jurisdiction, who shall be entitled to all the 
privileges pertaining to their rank, as prescribed by the Usages and 
Laws of the Grand Lodge of the United States ; but for Legislative . 
purposes it shall be purely a representative body.

Clause 2.—Any Past Grand on presenting a Certificate of his offi­
cial services, and after satisfactory examination in tlio Degrees pertain-. 
ing thereto, shall be entitled to receive the Grimd Lodge Degree.

Clause 3.—No Past Grand shall be admitted as a representative in 
this Grand Lodge mil. as duly uvrliliud as having been elected thereto ;

until he has been inslruotod in the G rand Lodge Degree, and has 
signed a promise faithfully to support, maintain and abide by the Con­
stitution and By-Laws of this Grand Lodge.

Clause 4.—Every Past Gran.} ?,taster,.in good standing in a Subor­
dinate Lodge under thi • j ! : • :;on, and all elective officers in this
Grand Lodge, shall have the power of debating and making motions.

ELECTION OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Clause 5.—Every Lodge within the jurisdiction, shall, at its first 
meeting, in the month of July, annually, elect by ballot from amongst 
its Past Grands in good standing, a Representative or Representatives, 
as follows : that is to say, one Representative where the number of mem­
bers in good standing, returned in the next preceding semi-annual report, 
shall be. 50 or less, one Representative ; and if over 50 and under 100, 
two Representatives ; and if over 100, three Representatives, and 
so on.

Clause 0.—Any Lodge not having a properly qualified P. G., may 
choose one so qualified from any other Lodge within the jurisdiction, 
to represent it in this Grand Lodge for the like period.

Cl au le 7.—In all ballotings, only one name shall bo written upon 
any ballot.

Clause 8.—The resignation by any member of his office of Repre­
sentative, must be addressed in writing to the N. G. of his Lodge, 
which shall proceed at its first opportunity to consider the same, and
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either accept or refuse the resignation, as may seem expedient, and if 
such resignation be accepted, the Lodge may at once proceed to elect 
another qualified member to till the vacancy.

TRIAL OF MEMBERS.

Clause 9.—Whenever charges affecting the character or standing of 
any member shall be submitted to*tho Grand Lodge in writing, by one 
or more members thereof,*the same shall bo immediately referred to a 
Committee of five members, to be elected by ballot, who shall, with 
as little delay as possible, examine carefully into the charges, and re­
port the result of such examination to this G. Lodge.

Clause 10.—Should the Committee report such charges unfounded, 
or as not having been proved, such Report shall be accepted as final, 

' , and the charges dismissed.

Clause 11.—Should the Committee report the charges as proved in 
whole or in part, the Grand Lodge,/ after having heard the member 
thus charged, in his defence, shall proceed to. determine the case, bv__ proceed to, determine the case, by
the acquittal, reprimand, suspension from his seat in the Grand Lodge, 
or expulsion therefrom of the implicated member, as the Grand Lodge 
may deem tit and proper.

Clause 12.—In case the Committee shall find the charges proven in 
whole or in part against an Elective Officer, (the Grand Lodge not be* 
ing in session) they shall communicate the fact to the other Elective " 
Officers ; should such Officers deem it advisable, they shall convene a 
Special Meeting of this Grand Lodge for the purpose of proceeding as 
provided in Clause 11 of this Article.

Clause 13.—Whenever any member shall bo suspended or expelled, 
intimation of the saine shall be forthwith given to the N. G. of his 
Lodge, and the Grand Lodge may require that lie be tried by the Su- 
bordinate Lodge to which he belongs.

Clause 1.—The Elective Officers of this Grand Lodge shall be :

To be elected by ballot.
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Clause 2.—These Elective Officers shall be elected by ballot, such 
election to take place at the annual Session of the Grand Lodge, and on 
the second day of the Session, at 4 o’clock, P. M.

Clause 3.—At each Election the presiding Officer shall appoint two 
of the members present as Tellers, who shall preside at the ballot box, 
and allow each member as his Lodge is called by the Grand Secretary, 
to deposit his ballot, and when the balloting is completed, shall examine 
the same and report the result.

Clause 4.—Each Elective Officer, the G. Representatives excepted, 
shall be chosen separately, by a majority of the votes given. Should 
there be no choice of such officer at any ballot, a new ballot shall forth­
with take place among the members present ; and after each ballot the 
name of the Candidate who shall have received the smallest number of 
votes shall be withdrawn.

Clause 4.-—Such charge shall be made for .Dispensations .issued 
der this Section, as the Grand Lodge may from time to time direct.

723RULES OP ORDER.—SUBORDINATE LODGES.

BULE^ OF ORDER.

Rule I.—As soon as the Presiding Officer shall have taken the Chair, the Offi­
cers and Brothers present shall take their respective stations, and the Lodge 
shall then be opened in ancient form.

Rale II.—The order of procedure, after opening, shall be as follows :—
1. —The calling of the Roll of Officers.
2. —The' consideration of any excuses which may be offered by Absentees from 

previous meetings. «
3. —The reading by the Secretary of the Minutes of the last Lodge night ; the 

consideration of any obje tions which may be made to any part thereof, and 
their approval, with or withoutpinendment, as the, case may require.

4. —The receiving and consideration of any Reports from the Visiting Com­
mittee. or from other Brothers who may have-to report tile fact of any Brother 
being sick or in distress.

5. —Th^Nomination or Election of Officers, on the evenings designated for 
such Nomination or Election.

6. —The receiving and consideration of Reports of Committees on Character, 
and balloting thereon.

7. —The Initiation of Candidates for Membership!
. 8.—The receiving of Propositions for Membership, and their reference to Com­
mittees on Character.

9. —The receiving and consideration of any Reports of Officers or Standing 
Committees, which may require to be made in pursuance of the By-Laws-

10. —The receiving and consideration of any Reports of Specâal 'Committees, 
in the order of their seniority.

11. —The reading and consideration of Accounts and other Communications in
the hands of thé Secretary. "

12. —Good and Welfare : being first, /unfinished Business, in order of priority
former Meetings ; and necoruilt/, New Business. / - •

13. —The closing of the Lodge.
Rule ///.—Any member offering a motion must do so in writing, if a request 

to that effect be made by the Secretary, the Presiding Officer, or the Lodge.
Ruh', IV.—No question shall bo pub by the Presiding Officer, unless regularly 

moved and seconded ; nor be open for consideration until so put ; and, when put, 
no other motion shall be receivable, unless it be a iribtion—

1. —To adjourn;
2. - To lay on the table ;
3. - -To put the previous question ;
4 —To postpone ; \
5.—Torvfvr ; or
6 - To amend.

These several motions, if made, shall have precedence in the order above stated, 
and the first, second and third thereof, shall be decided' without debate.

Rule K—-The Previous Question shall be put from the Chair, only after it 
shall have .been ascertained that the call therefor is sustained by a majority of 
the Members of the Lodge present, and then shall always be put in the words 
following :—“ Shall the question be now pat V which words shall be Understood to 
have reference to whatever question may be pending, immediately before such 
call for the previous question may have been so made. f

Rule VI.- -If the vote of the Lodge, taken pursuant to such call for the Pre­
vious Question, be in the affirmative, the Presiding Officer shall thereupon forth­
with put to vote the question so pending, immediately before such call, and shall 
allowSio amendment or further debate thereon ; and if, on the other hand, the 
vote of the Lodge be in the negative, the Presiding Officer shall be thereby pre­
cluded from putting to vote, during the remainder of the current term, the ques­
tion so pending as aforesaid.
