Saturday morning neighbors as-
sisted the coromer, Dr. Clark, to
search the ruins for the bodies and
only four were found which eould
be recognized. The other two were
eharred beyond recognition.

During the night of Friday it
was believed that two of the child-
ren might have got away and so
the fields were hunted all night,
but no trace of the missing ones
found.

The children ranged in age from
nine to two years.

The cause of the fire i unknown,
