J. Winslow Jones &Co., a packing firm 

doing business in Portland and owning 15 
corn factories and 5 lobsters factories in 
Maine, and 14 lobster and salmon factories 
in the Provinces, have to-day failed for 
8182,000. Attachments were served on 
them last night at the instance of Boston 
and New York parties.

Their assets two years ago when the 
corporation was organized were 8299.000. 
To this had been added 8 new factories 
during the past year at a cost of $50,000. 
A remote cause of the failure is the fact 
that Jones has been doing business with 
little movable capital, having put all his 
earnings in new factories. The immediate 
cause is that the company built new fac­
tories during the past year expecting a 
heavy yield of corn. They have on hand 
at least $20,000 worth of empty cans. 
They are indebted to farmers all over the 
State, who will lose a large part of it. 
Their other indebtedness is largely in New 
York and Boston. The creditors include 
some of the most responsible Portland 
firms, but none for heavy amounts. The 
total iudebtediiese is $92,000 in accounts 
aud $90,000 in business paper. The latter 
is wiiolly unsecured.

Some New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
people will be interested in this failure. 
J. Winslow Jones &Co. were incorporated 
in England in 1880 with a capital of $500,- 
000. They bought the canning business 
from Mr. Jones, giving him $217,000 for 
hie factories, etc. Mr. Jones was manager 
of the business in America ; Mr. Rath- 
hurne Bacon conducted the business in 
England.

A despatch of 6th inst. from Oskaloosa, 
Iowa, says that on the previous day a 
number of boys were amusing themselves 
near a magazine about half a mile north of 
the public square and a few hundred yards 
from the main street of the town.

Another was blown through a wire fence, 
one hundred yards away, and fearfully 
torn. Another was found in a creek one 
hundred and fifty yards away, with hie 
head almost completely gone. The boys 
had been warned to quit The damage to 
the city is very great. Most of the 
houses in the north part of Oskaloosa are 
badly wrecked. Doore, windows and 
wood work are broken. Stables are com­
pletely wre.ked, chimneys toppled and 
flues cracked from top to bottom. The 
wreck of plate glass on the principal 
streets of the city is nearly complete and 
cannot be covered by $30,000.

Birthday Cards !In Store, The man who shot the Munro children 
atEmt Dallnmeie, N. S., ami whose un­
truthful account of his life (he claimed to 
come from the Southern States) was pub­
lished the other day, rt-ally belongs to 
Annapolis County. The Bridgetown 
Monitor sketches his career :—

The prisoner’s name ie Arthur Foster, 
and he is a son of the late Corbitt Foster, 
who was n respectable man, ind lived in 
this County near Bridgetown foz a number 
of years. The prisoner’s life has been a 
chequered and eventful one. He attend­
ed school at Carleton’s Corner for some 
time, and while there was chiefly diatin- 
guished by the number of whalings the* 
master bestowed upon him. He was of a 
quarrelsome disposition, aud a young man 
living in this town told us he has had as 
many as twenty fights with him ; but was 
always wary of him from the fact that he 
continually carried on his person some 
kind of a weapon or other. Foster’s 
father, finding he could do nothing with 
him, shipped him ou board of a ship 
bound for the East Indies. This ship he 
deserted and went out to Texas aud to 
New Mexico, and there mixed and parti­
cipated in the wildest life of those wild 
countries. While in a gambling saloon 
he got into a fight with another man, and 
was getting the l>etter of his antagonist, 
when the latter’s friends interfered iu a 
rather forcible manner. W hen they got | 
through with Foster he was a badly used 
up man, as he was shot through the thigh, 
stabbed in the back, part of one finger 
shot off. a piece cut out of his nose, and 
he was bruised from head to foot by kicks 
inflicted with the heavy prairie boots of 
his antagonist’s friends. He w»s left for

A captive balloon is to be used at the 

Paris Observatory for making meteor­
ological observations at a height of 
mile and a half above the surface of the 
earth.

In a recent address, Dr. Siemens 
commended the open fire-place for its 
sanitary advantages. Unlike radiating 
stoves, it warms the walls and furniture 
of a room more than the air.

If the air within a room is hotter than

A Russian savant offers the novel but 

absurd hypothesis,that hail is of cosmi- 
cal origin, and is captured by our world 
in its journey through space in the 
way that meteorites are attracted to this 
planet.

A new celluloid, made by treating 
potatoes with sulphuric acid, is said to 
make pipes equal to meerschaum, and 
is employed for tl^at purpose in France. 
Under heavy pressure the material be­
comes so hard that billiard balls may be 
manufactured from it.

Balloonists iia>e a unique method of 
taking “soundings” to learn their 
distance from the earth when travelling 
in the air at night. A loud shout is 
given, and the seconds are counted un­
til the echo from the ground is heard. 
From the time required for the return 
of the sound it is easy vto compute the 
height of the balloon.

When a drop of nitric acid is allowed 
to remain a few moments upon the sur­
face of a piece of metal, filed until bright 
and clean, a pale ashy-gray spot is left 
if the metal is wrought iron, a brownish 
black,if steel, a deep black if iron. The 
carbon present in various proportions 
produces the differences in color. This 
is therefore considered a sure test.

The curious phenomenon of phosphor­
escent ice, observed in the Arctic regions 
has been described by Mr. J. AUen<- 
Whenever the obseirer saw a lump of 
ice shattered at night by the vessel carry, 
iug him, he perceived a peculiar light 
emitted by the frozen fragments. The 
light is very like that produced by 
breaking a piece of sugar in the dark.

Mr. E E. Fish has noticed that many 
birds seem to possess powers of ventrilo­
quism. From a distance of a few feet, 
the cuckoo makes its voice appear to 
come from a furlong away; singing on a 
low branch, the thrush seems to be in 
the tree-tup; the vesper-sparrow and 
the field-sparrow are apparently in a 
distant field, although really on a neigh­
boring fence. The robin and the cat­
bird are endowed with a similar power; 
and the oven-bird, singing at a distance, 
almost causes the listener to believe it 
to be within reach, by its sharp ringing 
notes.

Many coffee-drinkers have undoubt­

edly been disturded by the widely-pub­
lished theories of Dr. Bock, of Leipeio, 
who pronounces coffee and tea to be the 
chief causes of nervousness and peevish­
ness so common in our time, 
this point, however, doctors disagree, 
and we find Dr. Henry Segur arguing 
that the effects of these beverages are 
far from injurious. As a remedial 
agent he believes coffee to be of great 
value, while its use promotes digestion, 
and otherwise exerts a healthful iuflu. 
uence upon the system. To confirm 
this belief he points to the fact that 
habitual coffee-drinkers are generally 
healthy, and live to a good old age.

A curious application of electricity is 
now employed in the Spanish army. 
Conscripts wishing to escape military 
service have, *!t seems, often resorted 
to the trick of bending the body while 
being measured, so as to bring their 
stature below the limit prescribed for 
the service. To prevent fraud of this 
kind is the object of the new device. 
When the man is standing perfectly 
erect the backs of the legs at the knees 
press against electric contacts, causing 
two bells to ring; while a third bell is 
similarly rung by pressure of the head. 
For a correct measurement the three 
bells should ring simultaneously. The 
ringing ceases when there is the least 
bending.

The ancients had theories to account 
for earthquakes—and very curious they 
become in the light of modern investiga­
tion. Anaxagoras, the Rhodian, saw 
in them a sort of cosmic flatulence— 
winds which had strayed into caverns 
having no outlets. Aristotle believed 
them to be duu to the infiltration of 
water through a rocky sea-bottom, pro­
ducing vapors. Pliny ascribed them to 
the pressure of ніг confined in deep 
caves, reacting against the collapse of 
over-lying rock-strata; while St.Thomas 
of Aquinas, most ingeniously explained 
that earthquakes may arise from the 
struggles of defunct misbelievers trying 
to escape from a pit of torment.

America thinks she wants a lot of new 
ships, but does not see how the orders are 
to be placed at home for delivery during 
a generation or so. A report of the 
United States N ival Advisor^Board just 

issued, states that the United States navy 
has only twenty-one ships fit to float. U' 
these, it is added, not half a dozen are tit 
to do anything in time of war except float, 
and that only on condition that they are 
kept out of range of the enemy. Tire 
majority of the Board report in favour of 
building at once forty-one ships in several 
classes, two of over 5,000 tous, to steam 
fifteen kuots an hour ; six of over 4,000 
tons, to steam fourteen knots ; thirteen oi 
3,500 tons, to steam thirteen knots ; and 
a number of gunboats to steam ten 
knots. It is thought that the promotion 
of American shipbuilding is likely to be a 
leading subject of the approaching Tariff 
Convention. The American Protectionist 
says on this subject :—“ In our opinion 
the Protectionist ship question will be the 
prominent topic. It is the complement of 
the productive system. We thus far hav*- 
been able to reduce the manufacturing ami 
industrial preponderance of England, and 
now must reduce her maritime prepon­
derance. Our trade passes through Eng­
land. We do a triangular business with 
every country, and England reaps the 
profit both ways on all,we do, for she i> 
the point of the triangle through which all 
must go. We must have direct trade 
with other countries, and to do this must 
grant certain facilities to our shippers 
which can only be done by encouraging 
the shipbuilding interests.—Engineer.

174.’’ He has increased them to abont. 
twenty-five per cent. “It is not tru 
that Sir John Macdonald advocates a 
35 per cent, tariff, or any increase in th" 
volume of taxation.” The simple question 
is “ How shall thirteen millions required 
from Customs be levied ?” It that wai 
the question, why has Sir Tilley in six 
months alone taken sixteen millions? “I 
am prepared t» say,” said he, *' that the 
taxes ought not to have been increased to 
the present rate by about a million dollars 
a 3’ear,” and yet Sir Leonard has increased 
them five or six millions ! If there is any 
man in $t. John who can explain away 
this inconsistency we should like to hear 
him do it.

The reconciling of Sir Leonard’s pro­
fessions and practices in political mat. 
ters is a task which none of the Tory 
organs care to attempt. He was once a 
free trader. He is now a protectionist. 
He was once a Liberal. He is now a 
Tory of the Tories. He pledged his 
word at Confederation that the tariff 
would not, for over a quarter of a cen­
tury,be greater than 15%. He has with­
in about one half the time himself led a 
political party in making it about thirty 
per cent. Sir Leonard is both a false 
prophet and false political friend.

of the hill rising from the brook it should 
have been located fuither to the west by 
about sixty feet, so that it would have 
been full of water at all times. Instead 
of this, however, it is not sunk into the 
ground more than half its depth, while 
one end is as much as a foot higher than 
the other, the whole thing looking more 
like a poorly constructed butt for target 
shooting than a reservoir built and placed 
by mechanics to *erve an important public 
purpose.

It may be said that this or that mishap 
took place while the work was being done, 
but nothing happened which prudence 
and a competent foresight might not have 
prevented.

The Canada Temperance Act is to come 
into effect in Northumberland on Tuesday 
next and there is considerable interest 
manifested in the matter. As the ques 
titm of the constitutionality of the Act is 
still pending before the highest court of 
appeal in the Empire, some of the dealers 
feel disposed to go on with their business, 
and run the risk of prosecution. That, 
however, would be an expensive process 
and it is quite probable that there will be 
a general closing of the bar rooms next 
week. It is to be hoped that the places 
where liquors have heretofore been sold 
without license will be closely watched, 
and their proprietors severely dealt with 
should they be caught violating the law. 
It is these, much more than the licensed 
places, that have worked the evils so 
justly complained of by the public and 
which have rendered harsh restrictive 
legislation necessary. If respectable and 
honest persons are forced out of the busi­
ness, let the others be compelled to aban­
don it.

The Fredericton Capital says that a new 

point has been raised in conviotione under 
the Scott Act. It ia reported that in the 
caae of Thomas Duuphy, convicted of a 
fourth violatiou of the Scott Act and 
sentenced to two months’ imprisonment, 
Judge Weldon has granted a rule nisi to 
remove the cnee into the Supreme Court, 
with a view to quash the conviction on 
the ground that the Act does not recog­
nize a fourth offence as such ; but that a 
party charged with an offence, after hav­
ing been convicted of a third offence, 
must be proceeded against and, if convict­
ed, fined for a first offence.
