LONDON, Aug. 31—M. Koretiyo Tak­

ahashi, the financial commissioner of 
Japan In an Interview today said; 
“The Japanese government in prose­
cuting the war never had In mind the 
question of having to depend upon an 
Indemnity. The government had pre­
pared Itself for an emergency and at 
the present moment there Is no less 
than $176,009,000 untouched in London, 
Germany and the United States. This 
being the case I can, see no necessity 
of indemnity. Had peace not been con­
cluded, my government would have 
raeied an Internal loan of 100,000,000 
for the further prosecution of the war. 
This was the plan of the government 
at the time the conference met. I con­
sider that the present resources ot, Ja­
pan are ample for clearing up the war 
and meeting the Incidental expenses 
thereby Involved. So if Japan has In 
view a new plan for the Issue of a 
fresh loan It will be for the purpose of 
converting a previous loan bearing 
higher Interest I have not heard that 
my government has any such inten­
tion.”

OLD MAN SUICIDES.FREDERICTON NEWS.
Almshouse Inmate Choked Himself to 

Death Kast Night by Jying a Hope 
Around His Neck.

Illegal Fishing Stopped—U. N. B. Pro­

30. — Mrs. A peculiar case of suicide took place 

yesterday afternoon at the Almshouse. 
An aged inmate, Joseph Alsley, was 
found sitting on the ground Under some 
trees, with a rope tied tightly round 
his neck, quite dead, but in such a 
natural position that though he had 
been observed sitting there some time 
previous to the discovery, no one sus­
pected any tragedy. It was only by 
the accidental passing of Superintend­
ent Woods close to where the man was 
seated that the truth became known.

Alsley was a man of 75 years of age, 
of German descent, who had entered 
the Almshouse in February last. . He 
was quiet and harmless, but It is 
thought he gave way to a melancholy 
which in time developed into suicidal 
mania.

He .was comparatively weak and 
helpless and did only little odd chores 
about the house. Occasionally cleaning 
knives or doing other light work. Ex­
cept that he came from the vicinity of 
Fairville nothing else was known about 
him at Crouchville.

Enquiry in Fairville elicited the fact 
that Alsley had lived at South Bay. 
Years ago there lived in a little shack 
near South Bay bridge John and Jos­
eph Alsley, and the two brothers were 
well known in Fairville and the vicin­
ity. About seven years ago John died, 
and his wife moved away to the states. 
Joseph worked around the mills for 
some time, but was unable to provide 
for himself, being old and feeble, and 
he finally was forced to go to the 
Almshouse. It is not thought he has 
any living relatives.

FREDERICTON, Aug.
Harry Scovil, who has been visiting 
her sister, Mrs. Dr. Steeves, in this 
city, left for St. John this morning, 
called there by the news of her hus­
band’s serious illness. Mr. Scovil, who 
has been occupying a lucrative posi­
tion at Regina, is a victim of consump­
tion, and reached St. John yesterday 
in a very weak condition, and his 
friends have little hope of his recov­
ery.

PECULIAR P. E. I. CASE.

Children Arrested for Assaulting Mother- 
Horse Ran Away in Answer to Prayer 

—Insanity Alleged!

CHARLOTTETOWN, Aug. 28,—Shall 
Samuel McArthur, aged 21, and Cath­
erine McArthur, aged 18, be sent up to 
the supreme court to stand their trial 
for an aggravated assault on their 
mother ? Such is the extraordinary 
question that is engaging the attention 
of Stipendiary Brehant The parties 
live at Bonell, Lot 30, and yesterday 
the preliminary hearing commenced at 
Darlington.

The evidence of Mrs. McArthur was 
to the effect that on the morning of 
July 8th, just after breakfast, her son 
and daughter suddenly seized her and 
notwithstanding her struggles bound 
her ankles and wrists with a muffler 
and rope. They then dragged her to 
the back door, where she saw the horse 
and buggy standing. Seeing these and 
realizing that they were about to take 
her away she said: “Lord have mercy 
on me," whereupon the horse ran 
away. Her children started after it, 
and she having freed one of her hands 
hopped to a dresser and got a knife 
and cut the cords around her legs. She 
then fled barefooted to a neighbor 
named McQuaids.

As a result of this treatment she 
was bruised from the top of her head 
to the soles of her feet and besides 
had a number of lumps on her head. 
Her evidence respecting bruises, etc., 
was more or less corroborated by wit­
nesses who examined her after the al­
leged assault. Mrs. McArthur was 
subsequently sent to the asylum, but 
was released by the authorities .

A. J. B. Mellish, counsel for the 
prisoners, brought out in cross-exam­
ining Dr. Murchison and other wit­
nesses that Mrs. McArthur had been 
confined in Falcon wood Asylum on at 
least two previous occasions, being a 
person of weak Intellect and at the 
time of previous confinements having 
a suicidal and homicidal mania. Mr. 
Mellish also Intimated that the defense 
in this case would be that the child­
ren believed that their lives were in 
danger and that they were trying to 
get her back to the asylum, both for 
l**r own good and their own safety, 
and that any marks on her body were 
caused by struggling.

FIERCE TORNADO
IN PENNSYLVANIA.

SCRANTON, Pa, Aug. 80.—A tor­
nado struck the northern part of Car- 
bondale at 8.60 tonight and demolished 
a score of houses, barns and railway 
cars, but fortunately caused no fatali­
ties. The storm came from the west 
and had a path of ,200 feet. Its centre 
had the appearance of a funnel-shaped 
cloud, not black but luminous. There 
was no accompaniment of lightning, 
thunder or rain, and the stars were 
shining Immediately before and after 
it passed. A peculiarity in its effect 
was that adjoining buildings were 
blown in diametrically opposite direc­
tions. William Pope, his wife and 
two children, of Green street, had the 
most thrilling experience thus far re­
lated. Their home was picked up by 
the wind, and after being carried 40 
feet, was hurled against the residence 
of Mrs. William Clune. The Pope 
house was completely demolished, yet 
no one was severely Injured.

Three dwellings were totally destroy­
ed, ten were overturned or carried 
partly off their foundations, and fully 
fifty were more or less damaged.

A BAD SMASHUP
ON THE I. C. R.

HALIFAX, Aug. 30.—The regular 
freight train from Halifax and points 
west for Cape Breton was derailed this 
afternoon in Antlgonlsh and fifteen 
cars were badly wrecked. The engine 
Jumped the rails and went sideways 
across the track. The accident Is one 
of the worst that has occurred on this 
division for some time. The track was 
badly torn and the road will not prob­
ably be cleared until some time tomor­
row. Fortunately none of the train 
hands sustained any injury, though 
they had a very narrow escape. The 
accident is believed to be due to the 
spreading of rails.

Japan Is overcrowded and every year 
more are being forced to leave the 
homeland and seek subsistence, if not 
fortune, abroad. Before the war West­
ern Canada and the United States, by 
reason of accessibility and opportun­
ities, were the most attractive fields 
to these. But now the tide of emigra­
tion will undoubtedly be turned toward 
the new territory in Asia, which Ja­
pan will hereafter control if not actu­
ally own. Even In Korea there Is more 
room than In Japan, while Manchuria 
offers unrivalled attractions. A rich, 
pastoral country, it is thinly settled 
compared with Japan, having about 
one-tenth the population per square 
mile. Besides Its agricultural possi­
bilities It has great undeveloped min­
eral wealth, including extensive depos­
its of iron and coal In convenient con­
junction. Taking also into considera­
tion its nearness, its climatic similarity 
and the fact that a son of Japan dwell­
ing there will still be under the shelter 
of his nation’?- flag and that it will be 
obviously in the interest of the gov­
ernment to encourage emigration in 
this direction rather than abroad, it is 
clear that, for a time at least, Cana­
dian laborers are In little danger from 
competition from this direction.

* Now Is The TimeThe report that the Grand Trunk 
Pacific line through Manitoba Is to be 
allowed to run parallel and in cloee 
proximity to existing lines, instead of 
opening up new territory, which was to 
be its chief mission, is received by the 
west with astounded Incredulity. Even 
the Winnipeg Telegram, generally not 
difficult to convince concerning the un­
reliability and foolishness of the gov­
ernment, Is unable to credit that the 
government will consent to such a be­
trayal of parliamentary pledges. “Were 
the enormous public assistance, the 320,- 
000,000 of watered stock, and all the 
rest of the ‘good things',” It asks, 
“voted by Parliament for the sake of 
getting the C. P, R. double-tracked In 
patches through old-settled districts In 
Manitoba and the C. N. R. parallel for 
the rest of the way to Edmonston ?”

“And what about all those solemn 
declarations in Parliament and the 
promisee made by Liberal agents 
through the West that the G. T. P. was 
to open up new country?" It enquires.

"Think," It concludes, "of asking the 
people to give a guarantee of 318,000 
per mile, and to undertake to pay in­
terest on about 380,000 per mile of cap­
ital for a road within a mile or less of 
the C. P. R. main line from Portage la 
Prairie to Austin, and the same for a 
section within sight of the Wellwood 
branch, and for another section still 
closer to the Lenore branch, and for 
still another section within the width 
of a street from the Minlota branch.”

And yet, apparently reliable Informa­
tion Indicates that the G. T. P. Intends 
to make that use of the enormous am­
ount of public assistance given it and 
the government intends to allow it. 
And, in view of the conduct of the 
government with reference to this 
scheme since It was first mooted we 
fail to see why this latest indication 
of Liberal subservience to the capital­
ists should prove astounding.

Battling Nelson also began his work 
of preparation today. Nelson today 
stepped on a weighing machine in the 
presence of the writer, his object being 
to prove that he had put on consider­
able flesh since his last fight In his 
street clothes Nelson weighs 164 pounds. 
It was estimated that his attire weigh­
ed nine pounds, which makes Hi net 
weight 145 pounds. This means that 
Nelson will have to reduce twelve 
pounds during the next three weeks. 
Considering that he Is a very earnest 
worker, he should have no difficulty In 
removing the surplus.

Nelson, like Britt, Intends to do the 
bulk of his training in the open air. 
The question of a postponement of the 
contest to some date other than Sep- 
ember 9, requested by the natives, Is 
still In abeyance.

The feeling around town Is that the 
orignal scheme will be adhered to and 
that the fight will takep lace at Colma 
on the afternoon of September 9. Mat­
ters are In such shape, however, that 
Manager Cofforth will not make a de­
finite statement In regard to his plane 
until Saturday.

Now that Battling Nelson and Jimmy 
Britt have come to an agreement and 
signed articles to .meet in the ring, the 
rival lightweights intend to give the 
public quick action. The date set for 
the match is Sept. 9, which means that 
the much talked-of battle for the cham­
pionship will be fought within three 
weeks' time. The limited time In which 
the men will have to train for the bat­
tle Is in marked contrast to the time 
demanded by principals in other cham­
pionship battles. A few year» ago It 
was customary for the fighters to have 
eight, ten and sometimes 12 weeks in 
which to prepare themselves for the 
fray. This was often to give them the 
opportunity to reap some easy money 
working theatrical dates while others 
really believed that It was necessary 
for one to confine himself at least two 
months In the training camp to fit him­
self for the battle.

Nelson and Britt, however, show 
their sincerity and eagerness to battle 
by the date agreed upon. Never before 
has there been so much at stake In a 
contest between small men 
which Nelson and Britt will battle for. 
Besides the $20,000 purse there will be 
a side wager of $10,000. As the winner 
Is to take all, $30,000 Is the total amount 
of money at stake, to say nothing of 
the prestige that will go with, the vic­
tory.

If Britt and Nelson were to fight for 
one-tenth of that amount, however, 
there would be almost as much Interest 
In the outcome of the mill, for there 
have never been two boxers of their 
class who have been considered so 
evenly matched.

Both fighters have many admirers 
who will be prepared to back them to 
the limit when the proper time arrives. 
Even the backers of the rival fighters 
will not admit that either man has an 
easy task before him to win the cham­
pionship. On the contrary, every fol­
lower of the game looks for a great 
fight, one that will long be remember­
ed. It is expected it will be a record- 
breaker so far as betting is concerned. 
That there will be a winner, and a de­
cisive winner at that, is evident by the
