The most horrifying fatality that has
ever occurred on the St. John river
took place early this morning at the
West Wharf, Cole’s Island, Queen’s
County, sixty miles from this city,
when the steamer Crystal Stream, of
Indian town, caught fire and~burned,
bringing death to four of her crey,
and injuring to a greater or less ex-
tent a half dozen others. Besides this
the boat was totally wrecked and in
drifting against the new bridge nearby
was the means of communicating the
fire to that structure causing it. to be
almost totally destroyed.

Word of this terrible catastrophe
reached town by ’phone from Cody’'s
Station, five miles distant from the
scene of the fire, at 7 o'clock this
morning from Capt. Fred Mabee, of
the ill-fated steamer, but during the
day further particulars filtered througa
from the distant village, each report
being more dramatic and awful.

The cause of the accident is not de-
finitely known, but judging from news
so far to hand, it looks very much like
a repetition of the David Weston dis-
aster of a few years ago, when three
lives were sacrificed, though the Cry-
stal Stream burning is more shocking
and horrible to contemplate. The fact
of four men being penned up between
decks in their bunks asleep, while fire
over which there could be no control
raged above them, cutting off escape,
introduces a horrible phase to the fa-
Despite the heroism of other
members of the crew and shore people
the able-bodied men were lost in the
flames, the incinerated remains indicat-
ing that they died as rats in traps.

The fact that bales of hay were in-
cluded in the steamer’s freight, in-
spires the belief that this dangerous
commodity madc the accident what it
turned out to be. sieamer was
ready to start e in the day, and
all hands were asicep seundly, when

THE START OF THE FIRE.

The fire started a half hour after mid-
night. Mrs. Coleman, the cook, who'
slept on the upper deck,” was the first
to discover it. ‘She arose in her night
clothes and yelled “Fire!”. At this
time the whole boat was enveloped in
smoke and flame, She called Mrs.
Chase and Nrs. Chase started calling
“Fire!” as well, which woke the other
members of the crew. Capt. Mabee,
who was sleeping in the wheelhouse
cabin heard the shouting and grabbing
his clothes threw them out on jfge
wharf. Then he crawled over the side
and helped Mrs. Coleman to the wharf.
. Engineer Roberts, who was sleeping
in a stateroom also heard the shouting,
but considered he was dreaming. How-
ever, on jumping to his feet and throw-
ing open his stateroom door the smoke
burst in so thickly that he took a shoe
and burst open a stateroom window
reaching the deck by this avenue of es-
cape.

MEN, WERE SHUT'IN

By this time, which was merely a
matter of five minutes after Mrs. Cole-
man discovered the fire, the- whole
steamer was a mass of flame, and
those who were present say that it
was absolutely impossible to board
her, so intense was the heat and blind-
ing the smoke. In less than two hours,
the big boat was burned to the wa-
ter's edge.

The predicament in which the four
men, Messrs. Logan brothers, Smith
and Baxter,found themselves was most
pitiable. The post mortem conditio
indicate that they had striven tor fol-
low Mate McAlary in his wonderful
escape through the cabin trap door,
but that their efforts in that direction
werc cut off by the awful heat and
choking smoke. There was nothing
left for them to do but to return
their berths Dbelow decks and await
relief which proved impossible. After
the steamer had been burned so the
bodies of these men could be recover-

to-

ed, it was found that three of them
were headless, which indicates their
terrible struggle in trying to reach the
upper deck.

ESCAPED IN THEIR NIGHT

CLOTHES.

John West, a mill hand, who sleeps
in the mill house handy to the wharf,
heard the cry of fire and rushed to the
scene, assisting Engineer Roberts as
before mentioned, in saving Mrs.
Chase. He says the fire increased with
incredible rapidity and the loss of life
is attributed to that cause anly. In
fact all the member .of the crew who
escaped unhurt, did so in their night
clothes. 3

The fire started on. the main or
freight deck on which was stored over
two tons of hay and 22,000 hoop poles,
excellent fuel for a catastrophe of this
kind.

When the steamer was mostly caon-
sumed, she was cut adrift in hopes of
saving the wharf, but further damage
was done when the blazing hulk
crashed into the new covered bridge
and burning it to a very serious ex-
tent. The new piers alone will be all
that will be saved of this structure,
which is one of the finest in the coun-
ty and was built in 1903 by the T.
Simms Co., of Fredericton, at a, cost
of $5,000. Its two spans are 25 feet
long each and its approaches 100 feet
more.

Dr. Earle, of Young’s Cove, who was
summoned as coroner, empanelled the
following jury this forenoon:—Albert
West, foreman; Elijih Kierstead, Char-
les Arthur, Bradford Northrup, B. Tay-
lor, J. E. Coles, J.N. Taylor. The jury
viewed the remains before their remov-
al and the evidence of Captain Mabee
and Engineer Roberts was taken.

Mate McAlary, because of his cuts
and other injuries, was allowed to take
his departure from the city on the
steamer Aberdeen. The inquest will
be resumed on Tuesday upon the arri-
val of the steamer Aberdeen

A legal official at the scene of trag-
edy told the Star today that there is
possibility of some highly sensational
developments at the resumption of the
coroner’'s court, which statement he
made on the strength of incendiarism.
During the whole progress of the fire
not a pail of water was used in trying
to quench it because of the great start
the blaze attained and the flerceness
of the heat and smoke.

DIAMONDS MORE NUMEROUS.

South African Output Next Year Will
Increase 90 Per Ceni.

WASHINGTON, June 20—Consul
Frank D. Hill, in a report on diamond
mining from Amsterdam, estimates
that the 1908 production from South
Africa will be 1,580,000 carats greater
than the production according to the
last available returns, which were for
1905. These show about 3,000,000 carats
as the total South African production
annually, if Mr. Hill's figures are cor-
rect the output of diamonds from
South Africa will increase next year
about 50 per cent.

THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND AND
. THE UNION.

If the coa,djuto’:- bishop of New
Brunswick has been correctly reported
in his remarks at King’s College, and
judging from the tone of the address,
it'might be supposed that he has been,
he has taken an unfortunate view.
Eminently qualified though Rev. Mr.
Richardson may be to express the
feelings of the Church of England in
Canada, he is still a young man, very
woung in his new position. And while
youth is no disgrace, there are no doubt
others of riper years who would feel
extremely backward about making
such an emphatic declaration. The
Church of England is a large organiza-
tion and includes many men of many
minds. It differs not at all in this
respect from the various other impor-
tant denominations, and some three or
four of these latter, it will be noticed,
are endeavoring to set aside all indi-
wvidual ideas of doctrine and to find &
basis for united efforts. It may be that
in the Church of England in Canada,
perhaps even in New Brunswick, there
will be found some who feel that a un-
jon with other bodies is not impossible.
Surely the teaching of the gospel does
not command that any one particular
denomination must hold tenaciously to
its own theories with the idea that all
others are wrong. Bishop Richardson
{s known to be unfavorable to the un-
fon proposal, and while the ultimate
success of the. plan may now seem
most difficult of accomplishment, it
will become impossible if those who
should be ‘leaders in the one great
work so:strenuously oppose it. How-
ever, one coadjutor bishop is not the
whole church.

British Blue Book on Prefer-
ence Debate Reveals it.

S

What Mr. Asquith Sald About British
Free Trade Convictions—Possi-
bilities of Future.

The report of the proceedings at the
Imperial Conference has been issued
in the form of a Blue-book of 622
pages under the title of ‘“Minutes of
Proceedings at the Colonial Conference’
It contains full reports of most of the |
speeches. The general effect of the
minutes is to show that the attitude |
of British Ministers toward the Pre-|
mier's scheme of Preference was, as
reported, a negative and unsympathe-
tic “one. $

Thé episode of Sir Robert Bond's ap-
peal on behalf of Newfoundland, with
which the main proceedings of the
conference closed, is not fully report-|
ed. Sir Robert Bond’s speech is given, |
and in it he uses the phrase, “Humil-|
fating circumstances,” of the manner '
in which the modus vivendi of 1906 was |
enforced upon the colony, This modus |
vivendi was concluded between the|
British Government and the United
States without consulting Newfound- |
land. The report of the speech is fol- |
lowed by & note to this effect: “Afteri
& short adjournment, the conference, |
after discussion in private, agreed that |
Sir R. Bond’s statement should be Te- :
corded.” Lord Elgin’s answer to th
statement is not printed. :

SOME PLAIN SPEAKING.

There was some plain speaking, the
Blue-book shows, by Mr. Deakin in}|
the discussion on the New Hebrides, |
when he complained that Australia’s
anxiety to help the settlers was not
mentioned by Mr. Churchill in a reply
in Parliament to a question directed
against the Commonwealth tariff.

Mr. Churchill said that the authority .
for his statement was the High Com- |
missioner in the New Hebrides. Mr. |
Deakin said that his government ime |
mediately challenged the “unintention- |
al misrepresentation.” Mr. Churchlll‘
gave the effect of the report in ques- |
tion, and said that if he had known
what Australia was doing he would,
have stated it. -

Mr. Deakin: Of course you would, |
but the statement which was made was
wrong, and that which you are nNow |
repeating is wrong again. |

Mr. Deakin later spoke of “ridiculous !
imsinuations of those behind the poli- |
tical responsible heads who committed:
these oversights,” and of “such slan- |
ders’” telling against Australia, l

Mr. Winston Churchill: I should be
very sorry if the answer I gave in any
way appeared detrimental to the inter- j
ests of-the Dominion affected and was |
at the particular time contrary to thet

l

fact.

Mr. Deakin: It has been detrimental; |
these answers are also cabled out,
and our people cannot understand how
it happens. It has had a very bad ef-
fect here because it is one of a strain
of the same sort of misrepresentations.

I take it that what we are entitled to
expect on these matters is that some-
body in a great office like this should
be kept sufficiently well informed of!
our ordinary public matters so as to |
be able to put accurate answers into
the hands of ministers.

In the official prgcis of the Confer-
ence igsued on the night of the above
debate the subject was not even men-
tioned.

It should be noted that the first
day’s proceedings show that Sir Fran-
cis Hopwood, the Permanent Bécretary
was asked to undertake the precis.

PREFERENCE DEBATE.

It is impossible to print the full re-
port of the Preference debate, which
was not merely a series of speeches,
as the precis su_ggested, but a constant
interchange of argument and answer
between the home and colonial min=-
isters. The following are extracts:

Mr. Asquith: I am not sufticiently
conversant with your (Australian) poli-
tics to say whether you will be able
to pass any tariff which does not con-
tain this condition about ships being;
manned by white labor, : {

Sir William Lyne: It does not affect;
it very much.

Mr. Asquith: It affects us enormous-
ly. It is a thing which to us is ab-
solutely inadmissible, and I say that!
There is
nothing that we can give you that we
do not give you.

Sir 'William Lyne: You can give us
our wine.

Mr. Asquith: . . . . We do not tax
your wine more than other_ people’s.
We give you, I say, everything that is
possible for us to give, and under no
system of Preference could we give you
more.

Dr. Jameson: Is not. that coming
back rather to the fetish of Free
Trade?

Mr. Asquith: . . . You can call it a
fetish if you like; you can call any-
thing a fetish, but with us it is a con-
viction.

Mr. Deakin: - English protection sixty
years ago was a fetish and nothing else.

Mr. Asquith: . . . It may be in time

you will persuade the people of Great|

Britain that Free Trade is a'fetish.
Mr, Deakin: We think it is 80 now.
Mr. Asquith: Go and persuade the

people of that, if you can persuade
them, and we will have another colon-
fal conference, and we will see what
happens. But you have first to per-
suade the people. . . . I do not like
these questions of terminology which
are apt to generate heat, but never
conduce to light. We may be an abso-
lute set of lunatics, wandering in twi-
light and darkness—fiscal twilight—
and the time may come when we shall
have a rude awakening, We may think
on the other hand, that Free Trade
within the empire will be recognized as
an ideal which all the various com-
munities of the empire ought to ald in
constructing.

“You think, no doubt, that our econ-
omic system belongs to the age of the
dodo,” was another of Mr. Asquith’s
remarks.

Mr. Deakin’s first speech on Prefer-
ence occupies (with interruptions) thir-
ty-four pages, and he spoke at length
several times later. Mr. Lloyd-George’'s
speech occupies thirty-eight pages, but
it is not really a speech but a series of
answers to the innumerable questions
and interruptions of the premiers.

TALKED ROAD BUILDING

CAMPBELLTON, June 20. — The
highway superintendents for Restigou-

commissioner outlined the duties of
road officials as follows:—All repairs
on roads must be done prior to the
first day of August. Everybody must
be offered an aopportunity to work on
the roads. There should be no politics
shown in the administration of the
road law. All culverts must be made
level with roadway Strict attemtion
must be paid to skirtings and drain-
age All waterways must be cleared.
All roads must be crowned so as to
lead the surface water into the gutter.
Construct ditches along the side with
a free and uniform fall to a certain
outlet. All obstructions must be re-
moved from the highways, Bridges
and culverts must be frequently ex-
amined to prevent any accidents. No
money to be expended on private
roads and no private jobs to be given.
The road machines and road scrapers
were a great saving, Detailed accounts
must be furnished by the superinten-
dents for every dollar expended.

Hon. C. H. LaBillois and Wm. Currie,
M. P. P., were present. They briefly
addressed the meeting. The former
mentioned that every man must be
given a chance to work, irrespective of
his political feeeling.

FRENCH TROOPS MUTINY

AND JOIN

NARBONNE, France, June 20.—The
riotous element of the populace of this
place cast off all restraint this after-
noon and the city became the scene of
wild excesses.

A secret police agent was patrolling
the promenade des Barques, when the
mob suddenly invaded the street. They
seized him and clubbed him until he
was genseless. Then they riddled the
body with bullets and pitched it into
the water.

Later they fished the body from the
water and attaching a rope to it dragged

it through the streets acting ferocious-|’

ly all the while. When the troops ar-
rived the mob attempted to rush the
soldiers, but the latter fixed bayonets
and repelled the assaults. Revolvers
were drawn by the rioters and ‘the
troops were fired upon until they were
forced, in self-defense, to shoot. Num-
bers of the mob fell, four persons being
killed, among whom was a girl twenty
years of age. IEleven others are known
to have been wounded while many
others were carried off by friends. Sev-
eral casualities occurred among the
gendarmes.

Police officers were attacked and sav-
agely ill-treated and maimed but none
qvere killed.

Gun stores were raided and the re-
volutionaries, who were armed with re-
volvers, appeared to be fearless of the
infantry. Frequent cavalry charges
were necessary to disperse them. Bar-
ricades were common sights in the
streets but were torn down by the
troops.

Fvery one accused of publishing
a defamatory libel may plead that the
defamatory matter published by him
was true, and that it was for the pub-
lic benefit that matters charged !
ghould be published in the manner and
at the time when they were published.
Such plea may justify the defamatory
matter in the sense specified, if any,
in the count, or in the sensé which. the
defamatory matter appears without
any such specification; or separate
pleas justifying the defamatory matter
in each sense may be pleaded separ-
ately to each as if two libels had been
charged in separate counts.

2. Every such plea must be in writ.
ing, and must set forth the particular
fact or facts by reason of which it was
for the publie good that such matters
should be so published. The prosecu-
tor may reply generally denying the
truth thereof.

3. The truth of the matters charged
in an alleged libel shall in no case be
inquired into without such plea of jus-
tification unless the accused is put upon
his trial upon any indictment or in-
formation charging him with publish-
ing the libel knowing the same to be
false, in which case evidence of the
truth may be given in order to nega-
tive the allegation that the accused
knew the libel to be false.

4, The accused may, in addition to
such plea, plead not guilty and such
pleas shall be inquired of together.

5. If, when such plea of justification
i{s pleaded, the accused is convicted,
the court may, in pronouncing sen-
tence, consider whether his guilt is ag-
gravated or mitigated by the plea.

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STEAMER CRYSTAL STREAM
BURNED AT GOLE'S ISLAND

(Continued from Page 1.)

At 7 o’clock this morning when David
H. Nase, agent for the Crystal Stream
Steamship Co., réceived word of the
catastrophe from Capt. Fred Mabee he
to meet D. J.
Purdy, M. P. P., chief owner of the
steamer, who arrives daily from his
summer home at Riverside. Naturally
enough Mr, Purdy was greatly shocked
by the news.

“It’s not so mich the boat 1 care
about,” said Mr. Purdy to the Star this
morning, “but the awful loss of life en-
tailed. It's simply terrible!”

Myr. Nasc said the word he received
from Capt. Mabee stated that the fire
broke out about one o'clock in the
morning and spread with resistless
force and speed. As to the predicament
of the crew, when the blaze commenced
he gave no details, but it is supposed
that the deckhands were asleep in theiz
bunks below decks, which, if true, re-
veals a more strikingly horrible state
of affairs that appears to the casual
listener, In such a caged-in position
the men would have little chance for
escape, Capt. Mabee reported slight in-
juries to Engineer Wentworth Rob-
erts, serious burns to Mate Herbert
McAlary, and more or less injury to
Purser H. Purdy Belyca and Steward-
ess Mrs. Chase. The cook, Mrs. Cole-
man, and Capt. Mabee alone escaped
unscathed.

HOW THE NEWS SPREAD.

It was no time before word of the
terrible affair spread about town, and
the community was shocked beyond

and because of its acquaintance with
the dead men. All St. John in fact was
awakened to the true seriousness of
the accident, and Mr. Purdy, and others
of the company were besleged all day
with words of regret and sympathy.

THE FOURTH MAN DEAD.

At 11 o’clock this forenoon word from
Cody's station to the Star stated that
a fourth man, Baxter, a deckhand, was
dead. At first it was thought that he
had beén saved, but when the excite-
ment of the fire-fighting subsided, and
the hulk was mostly consumed, his
charred remains were found in the
sleeping quarters below decks, along
with the unrecognizable bodies of Wil-
liam Logan, Allan lLogan and Fred
Smith. This man Baxter was a deck
hand aboard the Crystal Stream this
year, and was formerly a serving man
with F. H. J. Ruel accountant in the
Bank of Montreal in his home, corner
of Main and Cedar streets, Indiantown.
For a time also he drove the delivery
wagon for Francis and Vaughan, boct

The conference opened at 2 p. m. Af-
ter devotional services the order of
the day was taken up. Dr. J. G. Shear-
er, secretary of the Lord’s Day Alli-
ance, addressed the conference. The
speaker referred to the Lord’s Day law

in France, as explained by Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, some few years ago, when
the alliance undertook to get a Sun-
day law through the parliament of
Canada, which law was passed, and
although there are many weaknesses
in the law, the speaker claimed it was
the best law on the statutes of any
country in the world. The passing
of the law was a great stimulus to
moral suasion, a test case is now on
in Toronto, a rallway official and a
laboring man being before the eourts,
charged with violating the Lord’'s Day
act. They are being prosecuted, not
by the Lord’s Day Alliance, but by
the crown.

The following resolution was moved
by Dr. Rodgers, seconded by Dr. Pais-
ley, that this conference has listened
with deep interest to the address of
the Rev. Dr. Shearer, secretary of the
Lord’s Day Alliance of Canada, and
desires hereby to express its sense of
the great importance of the work of
the alllance, believing that it is vitally
connected with the moral and spiritual
well-being of our country and also as-
sures the alliance of the support of
the members of the conference.

Rev. Dr. Huestis, the book steward,
addressed the conference in regard to
the book roll and publication of the
Weslevan.The several standing commit-
tees of the conference were read and
posted in the church lobby and the

committees were called to meet and
organize.

This evening the conference mission-
ary anniversary was held in the church
President James Crisp presiding. The
meeting was opened with the hymn,
“Onward Christian Soldiers,” after
which a psalm was read and prayer of-
fered by Rev. Samuel Howard, of St.
John. Rev. Thomgs Marshall then read
the report of the Missionary Society
which was highly gratifying. The re-
port was read by districts and show
a big financial gain over last year.

The total receipts were $9,359.16, a
net increase of $512.03.

The grant:this year from the Gener-
al Missionary Board of Canada to the
conferencé of New Brunswick and the
Prince Edward Island conference is
$11,325.

After the réading of the report, Mrs.
J. D. Chipman, president of the Wo-
man’s Missionary Society, gave a very
interesting account of the work of the
Society, speaking especially of the
wgrk in China and Japan. Three mis-
sionaries were sent out by this society
last year, The receipts were $8,814.30.
The address was one of the clearest
and most interesting ever presented to
the conference by the Woman’'s Mis-
sionary Society.

Rev. T. D. Shaw, assistant secretary

spoke of the great work being done in
all parts of the world.

Rev, J. Allen, representing the home
mission department of the missionary
board, laid the work done by that de-
partment before the large audience,
which was enthusiastically received,
and the collection which was then
taken showed how the mission work
had taken hold of our people.

SENSATIONAL CHANGE IN
LIBEL SVUIT SITUATIO

®

Judge Landry Overrules Crown’s Demurrer to

Plea of Defense, But Intimates He Will Allow

. Reference to Full Bench—This Will | Postpone
Casc Until September—A Day of Argument

W

FREDERICTON, June 20.—As was
expected today’'s proceedings in the
Emmerson-Chocket libel suit consisted
entirely of argument on the demurrér
filed by the prosecution against the
pleas of the defense together with
Judge Landry’s decision on the same.
This afternoon at 2.30 Hon. Mr. Pug-
sley resumed his argument for the al-
lowing of the demurrer and the over-
ruling of the pleas. There was a cer-
tain amount of surprise shown by the
numerous spectators when His Honor
after some minutes meditation decided
not-to allow the demurrer. This sur-
prise was increased, when Dr. Pugsley
for the crown asked that the case be
referred to the full hench of the sup-
reme court, giving as his reasons the
fact that a commission would have to
be arpointed to take the ‘evidence of
one of the. crown witnesses and that
two other witnesses could not be
brought into court. His Honor promis-
ed to reply to the request tomorrow
morning after hearing the affidavits of
the crown. There is much speculation
concerning what will take place to-
morrow, whether Dr. Pugsley will ob-
tain his desire and the case will go to
the full bench of the supreme court in
September or January or whether the
suit will go ‘on before Judge Landry.

The existing ’situation is most un-
usual and complicated. The tactics
adopted by the defense have changed
the whole aspect of the case. Instead
of meeting the indictment fairly and
attempting to prove, as they. claimed
they could, the truth of The Gleaner’'s
charges, Mr. Crocket’s counsel have
taken refuge behind abstruse technicali-
ties. If the trial should proceed under
the existing arrangement, the plea of
the defense having been accepted and
the crown’s demurrer disallowed, all
the defense would have to do would be
to convince the jury that Mr, Crocket
believed the rumors regarding Mr. Em-
merson and wrote the alleged defama-
tory article with the intent to perform
a public service. The question ot
whether the charge is true or false
would be'relegated to a secondary posi-
tion if, indeed, the jury might not be
directed to ighore. it altogether. Natur-
ally the crown ig fighting to avert this
and rather than to have the case tried
under these conditions is moving to
have the point referred to the full bench
with the hope of having Judge Lan-
dry’s decision overruled. .

That the libel suit is the great attrac-
tion was well shown this afternoon,
when on the adjburnment of the case
the crowd poured’ from the court room,
leaving but a corporal’s guard to listen
to the St. Croix trespass case, which is
on the civil docket, and to learn such
interesting detailg gas whether McNab’s
pasture was feneéd with rails or brush,
or whether the/rfoad did not use to run
down by the orchard instead of be-
tween the two hauses.

The witnesses seem to be enjoying
themselves and npt worrying concern-
ing the time the case will take up.
Harry Dean of Montreal, an important
witness for the defense, turned out last
evening in the uniform of his regiment,
the 5th Royal Highlanders of Canada,
and in company with a friend from the
military school strolled about Ilisten-
ing to the band playing on the Officers’
Square. The newspaper men also find
time for relaxation from their ardu-
ous labors and when not narrowly
escaping watery graves in the beauti-
ful St. John river find other means
of enjoyment. The ranks of the scribes
were augmented today by the arrival
of Geo. H. Maitland of the Toronto
Star, making thé third representative
of the Toronto press at this trial.

At 2.30 o'clock this afternoon, Dr.
Pugsley resumed his argument. He
first alluded to the intolerable state of
affairs that would exist if an wunre-
stricted press were allowed to pry into
the private lives and the characters of
public men. Such license had never
been asked for in any country.

Again it was necessary to show the
libel to be both true and in the public
interest. On the court devolved the
duty of deciding whether the . state-
ment in question was for the public
benefit and in the public interest, and
upon the defense lay the burden of
proving that such was the case. The
crown should. hawe the benefit of any
doubt, as in the case of decision against
the demurrer the crown could have no
rémedy of an appeal:. Dr. Pugsley then
prcceeded to enumerate matters of
public interest, as had been determined
by a long list of judicial decisions.
The list included affairs of state, ad-
ministraton of justice, public institu-
tions, ecclesastical matters, books, the-
atres, concerts, architects, turf and
other appeals to the public.

“Would you include parliament under

the head of public institutions?” queried !

his honor.

«Yes, I would,” answered Dr. Pugs-
ley.

“What do you mean by other appeals
to the public?” was Judge Landry's
next question.

“Well, the advertising of a business
would belong to that class,” was the
answer.

Referring again to parliament being
a public institution, Dr. Pugsley said
that the action of a member in sup-
porting or promoting a bill would be
a fit subject for public discussion, but
the private life of that member would
not bhe.

“1 defy my honored friend to point
out any case since Lord Campbell's
act in the sixth or seventh year of
Victoria showing that newspapers were
given- power to pry into the private
life of a member of parliament. My

| honored friend has said I differed in

opinion from Sir Wilfrid Laurler. The
latter said he did not feel called upon
to act as a detective. I do not doubt
that if any one manfully and with de-
cer.cy got upon his feet and made spe-
cific charges instead of .vile ‘insinua-
tions that the Premier would have re-
ferred the matter to a committee of
the Housc.

Dr. Pugsley then proceeded to read
a definition of the matters allowed to
be discussed. He laid particularly stress
on the section that said, “The public
life of public functionaries.”

“Suppose -a paper attacks any public
official, say a collector of customs.
Suppose it says Mr. A. B., collec~
tor of customs, was seen doing some-
thing that if known by the public would
give rise to the opinion that his char-
acter is not what it should be, would
that man have to be dragged before a
jury in order that he could prove -his
innocence? The proper way to deal
with such a matter would be to bring
it to the notice of the governor gen-
eral; no doubt his excellency would:
act.” Dr. Pugsley next referred to the
section of the demurrer stating that the'
livel mentioned that Mr. Emmerson
wds ejected from more than one hotel.
“The plea stated that St. Lawrence
Hall was the only hogel from which ho|
was ejected. The argument seems to
have some weight with your honor. I
submit that your honor should be guid-
ed by the indictment and not by the
plea.

“It is further necessary that it should
ba stated in what way-the women were
of ill-repute, If they were leading a
fast life and were addicted to card
playing it should be stated. What right
has this man to state in his paper that
these women were of ill-repute? What
right - has ' he to spread it abroad
throughout the world? It is bad enough
to say it about a man, but worse to say
it about a woman, who is not in as
good a position to defend herself. If;
Mr. Crocket did not know in what way
these women were of ill-repute the ar-
ticle was most reckless. If he did, he
should say in what respect, so the offi-
cers of the crown could look into the:
matter and become prepared to act.:
The time and circumstances of the ejec-i'
tion should also be given for the same!
reason.

“My colleague, Mr. White, mention- |}
ed another matter.Seditious libel is not
affected by Lord Campbell's act.

“This libel is defamatory in its nature ;
The defense by these arguments have ,
made it a seditious libel. The libel was i
published, jit is said, because Hon. Mr.
Emmerson was minister of parliament
of Canada. By law libel against the
Governor General or his advisers is
seditious libel.”

Dr. Pugsley closed his remarks by
making a brief resume of the prosecu-
tion’s argument and asked His Honor
to allow the demurrer and to over rule
the plea. The defense, he said, had
made much of the fact that Mr. Em-
merson had been allowed to go on the
stand and give his story. However,
it was much more important than the
rights of the individual and the power
of the press be defined than such a
minor point shodld be considered.

His Honor then retired for a short
time. On his return hec gave his de-
cision as follows: :

He said that he had not had time to
examine the cited authorities.

The point concerning which the most
trouble arose was the definition of the
word “lll-repute.” He could not see
that the prosecution was placed at a
disadvantage by not having the term
explained. The defense had presented
the plea that the libel was true. Noth-
ing more was necessary. The truth
did not have to be dilated upon. Again
with regard to the question as to
whether or not the libel was a mat-
ter gf publiz interest, he would not
say that it was. He would decide the
demurrer in favor of the defense.

Dr. Pugsley was at once on his feet,
with the request that the case be re-
ferred to the full bench of the supreme
court. His reasons for this request
were that a commission would have to
be appointed to take the evidence of
the porter, O’'Brien, who was out of
the country, that a very important
witness, Mrs. Allan, was ill and unable
to attend the trial, that another wit-
ness who was located on Friday was in
Quebec at some distance from a rail-
way and it would take considerable
time to bring him into court. He un-
derstood the court met in Fredericton
in November.

Mr. Hazen vigorously opposed the
proposed adjournment. The defense,
he said, were ready to go on with the
case at once. The witnesses had been
brought from distant points for the‘
trial. It was not in accordance with
British  justice that an adjournment
should be made. An adjournment
would mean that the case would not
come up until January, when the first |
sittirg of the supreme court would take |
place.

In reply to Mr. Hazen Dr. Pugsley
explained that im order to procure wit-
nesses an adjournment was necessary.

Mr. Hazen—*'Mr. Emmerson elected
his own time. At the Moncton conven-
tion he stated that he would go to
Fredericton, take criminal action and
vindicate his character. The defense|
has witnesses here from Hamllton,‘
Montreal and Sydney. The crown knew |
what the plea would be.

I think it
would be a miscarriage of justice if ad-
journment is now made.”

Dr. Pugsley—*It is not the fault of
the crown that the witness is out of
Canada. I intend to apply for a com-
mission to take his evidence.”

Judge Landry said he would prefer
that the full bench of the supreme
court would decide on the matter. The
case was one of tremendous importance
and he would like the othep members
of the bench to bear a part of the re-
sponsibility. Tomorrow morning he will
decide definitely.

These were secured in Scotland from
the firm of A. & W. Montgomery, who
are known far and wide as dealers and
breeders, owning over eighty stallions,
the get of which they retain options on.
Consequently Mr. Farris had the oppor-
tunity of a very large number of ani-
mals to select from.

After having purchased all of the
Clydes he wanted Mr. Farris crossed
over to ‘France, and in Normandy, the
home of the Percheron, he bought ten
fillies of this famous breed and two
French coach fillles as well. The Per-
cherons, Mr. Farris thinks, are as fine
a lot as ever came into America, and
he is confident that they will come up
to the highest expectations of the farm-
ers of the province.

The horses will be shipped from Glas-
gow on the 29th of this month, on the
Donaldson liner Athenia, and should
reach here about the 7th or 8th of July.
They will be offered for sale at public
auction, probably at Moncton and Fred-
ericton. The average cost of the ani-
mals was about $300 each.

Mr., Farris believes that their im-
portation will be of great value to the
province.

Although the new regulations are
very stringent the horses are all eligible
for registry in Canada.

Ora P. King, M. P. P.,, who accom-
panied the commissoner on his trip, is
having re-
mained to look after the shipment of
the horses. He will return with his
bride on the Athenia.

Hon. Mr. Farris made the trip both
ways on the C. P. R. steamer Empress
of Britain, and he has nothing but the
highest praise for the luxury and com-
fort provided on this magnificent ves-
sel.

ORDERING

The inquest into the death ot Michael
Gillen, who was killed some time ago
while at work in the Royal Bank build-
ing, was continued before Coroner
Berryman last evening, Three wit-
nesses were examihed, two of whom,
Charles Ross and John Jones, differed
greatly in their testimony.

Daniel Mullin, K. C.,, and F. R. Tay-
lor, who were present as counsel for
Mrs. Gillen and the White Engineering
Co. respectively, examined these two
witnésses at considerable length.

The inquest will be resumed this
evening at 7 o’clock. THere are four
four more witnesses to be examined.

Charles Ross on Stand Again

Charles Ross, laborer, was the first
witness. He was working at the safe
on the day the accident occurred. He
told how the door of the vault was
placed before the accident.

He had been on the stand on the first
evening of the inquest and was submit-
ted to extensive examination by Mr.
Taylor and Mr. Mullin, the counsel.
His new piece of evidengé was the
statemént that after Gillen’s last words,
when he said “You should not have
taken away the plank,” the Englishman
(Jones) said “O! hush?”” This was
brought out by the witness as the cor-
oner was reading over his testimony.
Mr. Taylor desired to examine the wit<]|
ness again regarding this _quota.tion
from the Englishman, as he said this
remark was duite startling. To Mr.
Taylor the witness said there were a
lot of people present when the Eng-
lishman said “‘Hush.” He did not know
the name of any person there, nor could
he tell the number of persons,

Jones Contradicts Ross

' John Jones was the next witness. He
was working at the door of the vault
on the day of the accident. He went
into the particulars of placing the door

‘in the position it occupied just before

the accident occurred. Gillen, Ross,
four carpenters and the witness were
employed on the job.

He went inside the vault, chipped
away some of the bricks, and auggest-
ed to Ross‘and Gillen to pry the door
in a bit. They did so. After  doing
this, having moved the door two or
three inches, witness saw the door and
casing cant out. He saw it lying down
outside the vault. /He did not imagine
anyone to be underneath it. After he
stood there for a few seconds he saw
the carpenters run and shout, “Lift
the door off him,” By the time wit-
ness was outsidé they had removed the
door partly up,’ “and -witness could see
Gillen lying underneath. He went and’
placed his two arms underneath: Gil~
fer’s arms and lifted him up a little..
Others came, caught hold of him,picked
him up and carried him to the office.
Mr. Gillen was placed on the floor of
the office. Witness knelt down, hold-
ing him in the same position. ‘Witness
safd Mr. Gillen’s words were: “The
vault door fell and did it, lift me up
a’ little.” He repeated the same words
several times. Witness was not aware
of Mr. Gillen saying anything else.
Ross was present for a few minutes
while  Mr. Gillen’'s mouth was washed
Witpess said the accident was due to
the flange on the casing slipping over
the end of the plank Gillen was the
manager of witness’ gang, Witness
took his orders from Mr, Gillen. Wit-
ness said he did not order a board to
be pulled out from under the door. He
said it would have been impossible for
him to have removed the board from
the inside. He gave no orders for any-
thing to be removed. Witness did not

REPORT COMES THAT

FREDERICTON MAN SHOT
HIMSELF WHILE INSANE

Suicide This Morn'ng of John Boyle, Jr.,
Well Known - Butcher of the
Capital City

FREDERICTON, N. B. June 21—
John Boyle, Sr., of the well known
firm of John Boyle and Sons, butchers,
committed suicide at his residence,
King street, at 10 o’clock this morn-
ing. The news came as & shock as Mr.
Boyle was well and favorably Lknown
throuzhout the city.

For the past couple of weeks de-
ceased is said to have suffered some-
what in his head and’on Wednesday
last visited the country in connection
with his business. On his return/he
complained of feeling unwell as it he
had suffered from sun stroke. Yester-
day he remained about the house, and
this morning, still feeling unwell, he
kept his bed. About 10 o’clock his sis-
ter heard a noise and went. to her
brother’s room where she found him
lying on the bed and blood pouring
from his mouth. She immediately tele=-
phone Dr. Irvine and on his arrival he
found that a bullet had passed ‘right
through the breast entering the heart
and death must have been instantan-
eous, The revolver was found lying be-
side the bed and it was apparent that
the man had taken his own life while
temporarily insane. \

Coroner McNally was summoned and
viewed the remains..The evidence of
suicide was so plain that it is hardly
expected that an inquest will be held.
The deceased was about 47 years of
age and unmarried. and leaves besides
his father, four brothers and two sis-
ters, one of the latter being the wife
of .James Minehan, butcher, in the St.
