SEA VICTORY EXPECTED.

(By a Military Expert.)
Viewed from a purely strategical 

standpoint, the existing situation In 
Manchuria is by no means unfavorable 
for the Russians.

True, the Japanese have been stead­
ily victorious, they have out-manoeu- 
vred and outfought their opponents,but 
these victories have cost them heavily 
In men and material, and, paradoxical 
as it may seem, every defeat has 
strengthened the Russian position, 
while with every foot of advance Into 
Manchuria the Japanese have weak­
ened theirs.

As the campaign stands at present 
Japan has expended great energy In 
striking a series of blows which have 
only forced her antagonist to a strong­
er position strategically.

The weak feature of the Russian po­
sition at the outbreak of the war was

BITTER STRIFE FOR NOTHING.
Ineffective and useless positions were 

bitterly contended for. The carrying 
of these positions by Japan and the 
contesting of them by the Russians, 
however, entailed a loss which the Rus­
sians could very much better afford 
than the Japanese.

The only aggressive move made by 
the Russians during the entire war 
was the dispatch of General Stakel- 
feerg's corps to the south to reopen com­
munication with Port Arthur. This, 
seems to have been dene by special or­
der from St. Petersburg. It certainly 
would rot appear to be a well planned 
move from a military standpoint.

In tactics—the actual handling of 
troops in battle—the Russians have 
shown little to be proud of. Bravery, 
of course, is not brought Into the ques­
tion. That both armies have proved 
themselves magnificent fighting forces 
Is undoubted. But the Russian officers 
have shown a lack of cleverness In 
tactics, with one exception, and that 
Is the splendid way In which General 
Kuropatkin extricated himself from 
the perilous position which confronted 
him at Liao Yang, with Oku on his 
front and Kurokl on his flank and rear 
In force.

. But, on the other hand, an ordin­
arily prudent general would have an­
ticipated and provided to meet such a 
movement. And from the reports to 
hand at present It is difficult to see 
why Kuropatkin did not make a more 
eerious effort to crush Kurokl during 
the four days at Zarubaieff with his 
devoted corps were holding both Oku 
and Nodzu at bay.

With the fall of Liao Yang and the 
Russian retreat to the north the at­
tempt to defeand southern Manchuria 
has apparently ended. From Mukden 
to Harbin is a long journey. The 
evacuation of Mukden Is expected. 
But even at Mukden the Japanese are 
far from their base. The further the 
Russian army is driven northward the 
better they are off.

There may be a battle at Mukden 
or at Tiehling. One Is almost sure to 
occur somewhere in that neighbor­
hood, because the whole plan of the 
Russian campaign is to fight and wear 
out the enemy.

Winter sets In early In Manchuria. 
October Is regarded as the first winter 
month. It seems reasonable to ex­
pect that Kuropatkin will eventually 
fall back to his real base, Harbin, to 
reorganize his army for a campaign 
next year. It Is quite unlikely to sup­
pose that the Japanese army is strong 
enough to follow up closely such a re­
treat. The Japanese forces have been 
more than severely tested already. 
Their victories have cost them very 
dear. And it does not seem probable 
that they will attempt a winter çam- 
paign.

JAPANBSB HAVE DONE WELL.
In contradistinction to the Russians 

the Japanese have shown excellent 
strategical and tactical ability. The 
Japanese soldiers have given an ex­
hibition of bravery and devotion to 
their cause which has never been ex­
ceeded in history. Their artillery has 
been proven to be of the highest class 
and splendidly handled. Their trans­
port, commissary, ordnance and medi­
cal departments were thoroughly or­
ganized, and without an exception 
proved to be efficient.

But for all this, the Japanese suc­
cesses seem inadequate In view of the 
efforts that have been put forth. Mlll-

This fact of the Japanese ability to 
move with a flying base is the one fac­
tor In the campaign that makes their 
advance to Harbin a possibility. Ord­
nance, and not commissary stores, 
make up the bulk of their supplies. 
The Japanese soldier eats little and 
endures much. The serious question 
of rations has been reduced by them 
to a science attained by no other na­
tion. The Japanese ration of a cake 
of dried rice and fish is quite suffi­
cient and takes the placé of the beef 
and bread on which other armies are 
supported.

It Is quite evident that General 
Kuropatkin did not expect to be driv­
en from Liao Yang. That place had 
been thoroughly fortified and well 
supplied. That he was forced from it 
With unquestionably a sevefe blow to 
bis plans.

Although the numbers actually en­
gaged In the battle of the Yalu on 
May 1 on the Russian std4" really 
amounted to only 20,000 combatants all 
told, It Is probable that other regi­
ments of Cossacks in the vicinity 
would have swelled the fighting force 
to 30,000. This was the number giv­
en by General Kurokl In his first re­
port.

When General Kurokl, after a diffi­
cult and fatiguing march from Chen- 
ampho and Seoul, reached the Yalu 
River and began to feel for his enemy 
at various points of passage he ap­
pears to have threatened the Russians 
over a wide front. The earlier Rus­
sian reports mention the appearance of 
the enemy a long distance up the river, 
while the Japanese have distracted at­
tention by threatening descents at 
various parte of the coast.

His fighting force consisted of three 
divisions, with artillery, or some 45,- 
000 fighting men and 18,000 coolies in 
the transport corps.

The reports concerning Japanese 
movements were forwarded to General 
Kuropatkin. He decided the position 
had been held long enough to delay 
the enemy and that, in view of the ease 
with which either flank could be turn­
ed and of superior numbers of the 
enemy, an obstinate stand In such an 
exposed position was an unjustifiable 
risk. He may, however, have expect­
ed that a strong and confident force of 
30,000 Russians would be able to look 
after itself and to fall back fighting 
If unable to resist a passage of the 
river.

He also may have reckoned that his 
lieutenants could occupy successive 
positions until the Motien-Ling was 
reached, where it became absolutely 
necessary to arrest the enemy or ac­
cept the loss of the whole position In 
the Liao valley.

General Kashtallnsky semes to have 
taken a correct view of the situation, 
but it is evident that his senior meant 
fighting and gave him a direct order to 
hold his ground.

The prime responsibility for this dis­
aster to the Russian arms necessarily 
fell to General Kuropatkin, but it 
must be admitted that the chief sub­
ordinate on the Yalu served him ex­
cessively ill. General Sassulitch knew 
that his flank was turned on the even­
ing of April 30. He also knew that a 
strong force was approaching the 
banks of the Ai, that the stream was 
fordable and that the failure to hold 
his position there would jeopardize the 
whole line of battle and would roll up 
his corps disastrously. Despite all 
this he did nothing and left his sub­
ordinates to fight unaided for several 
hours with an almost Insignificant 
force, consisting of two batteries, some 
machine guns and six battalions 
against an overwhelming force of ar­
tillery and twelve battalions, backed 
tip by two fresh divisions.

JAPANESE PLUCK.

of Klnchow ranks as a proud one 
among the list of Japanese victories. 
With almost everything In Its favor a 
strong, fresh and confident Russian 
army, solidly Intrenched behind almost 
inaccessible fortifications and well 
supported by artillery, the position was 
fairly swept by the Mikado's forces.

In this engagement, as at the Yalu, 
the sister services of artillery and In­
fantry were most happily blended by 
the Japanese. From that time on the 
Investment of Port Arthur was only a 
question of days. The navy was 
epually well employed and the result 
was the bottling up of the Russian 
fleet and the Russian garrison.

The valleys of the Liao and Yalu 
are separated by a formidable ridge of 
mountains, which in a measure ex­
tends almost in an uninterrupted line 
up the coast to Vladivostok. These 
mountains, whose ranges are known 
by various confusing names, cover 
nearly all of the territory In which 
the Important and active operations of 
the two armies have been carried on.

It Is, to ‘put it mildly, a difficult ter­
ritory for military manoeuvres. The 
roads in the low lined districts are in­
variably bad. In wet weather they 
are a little better than mud ditches. 
Even In the mountain districts the 
best cart tracks are not good. These 
natural obstacles have served to keep 
the energetic Japanese fervently en­
gaged, in addition to their aggressive 
operations.

The Liao plain, to which the cam­
paign has now practically moved, Is 
a rich district agriculturally. The 
characteristic crop of the country is 
a form of tall grain, there called 
maize, but which in this country is 
better known as sorghum. A num­
ber of the recent engagements have 
been marked by Infantry operations 
under cover of these fields of maize.

FIGHT FOR PASSES.
After a succession of operations on 

the 26th and the 27th of June, the 
Japanese succeeded in gaining control 
of the mountain crest between the 
valleys of the Liao and the Yalu. Dur­
ing these operations the passes of Fen- 
Shui, Motien and Ta fell into the 
hands of the Japanese. The famous 
Motien Pass, which was considered to 
be almost impregnable, was carried by 
the Japanese after a six hours’ fight 
and a loss of only a hundred men. 
That the Russian general, Sakharoff, 
was less acquainted with the topo­
graphy of the country than his ad­
versary is proved by the fact that 
here again the Russians allowed their 
flank to be turned by the Japanese 
and this was done in the most simple 
manner. The Japanese found and oc­
cupied a mountain track of which the 
Russians did not know.

The Japanese entered Dalny on 
May 29. During the night of May 
26 the city had been evacuated by the 
Russians. In the interim Dalny was 
given o ver to disorder, pillage and the 
torch. The fate of the town, how­
ever, had less immediate interest to 
the Japanese than the condition of 
Talien-Wan Bay, which they wanted 
to utilize as soon as possible for a new 
and advanced base. The occupation 
of Dalny served the only purpose ne­
cessary,which was a landing point for 
heavy ordnance.

OYAMA IN COMMAND.

On August 25 Field Marshal Oyama, 
who had taken command of the en­
tire Japanese forces in Manchuria, 
moved against Liao Yang. The Rus­
sian lines extended In a wide semi­
circle from Anshanshan to the Taitse 
river. General Oku commanded the 
Japanese left, General Nodzu the cen­
tre and General Kurokl the right. 

■The engagement opened with a dash­
ing attack by Kurokl and Nodzu, the 
important position at Liandiansian be­
ing carried by the Japanese in a des­
perate night attack which drove a 
wedge Into Kuropatkin's lines.

Oku then moved against Anshan­
shan and after two days' fighting the 
Russians fell back to tfielr second pos­
ition, still encircling Liao-Yang at a 
distance some eight miles from the 
city. After pushing br'. k the forces 
opposed to him, Kurokl threw almost 
his entire force across the Taitse 
River and suddenly appeared near 
Yentai, twelve miles above Liao-Yang, 
threatening Kuropatkin’s rear and en­
dangering the railroad.

He almost annihilated General Or- 
loff’s corps, which opposed him near 
Yentai, and when Stakelberg came to 
Orloff’s rescue he was driven back and 
for a time cut off from the main army. 
Kuropatkin immediately began to 
withdraw from Liao-Yang and* con­
centrate at Yentai. The operation 
took three or four days. All this time 
his heroic rear guard withstood the 
desperate assaults of Oku and Nodzu, 
and it was not until September 4 that 
the Japanese entered Liao-Yang.

Wilmot Lewis, whose splendid de­
spatch In the Herald has been the only 
one to reach an American paper, says 
that the Japanese captured neither 
stores nor guns at Liao-Yang. Thus, 
while Kuropatkin was outmanoeu­
vred by Kurokl, the splendid fighting 
capacity of his men enabled him to 
hold Kurokl at bay at Yentai and Oku 
at Liao-Yang until his army had 
safely retreated toward Mukden.

This retreat has now been practical­
ly accomplished, and will certainly 
compare with the famous retreats of 
history. The Japanese have again 
shown remarkable slowness in taking 
advantage of their position to harrass 
and break up a defeated army.

It is doubtful If Kuropatkin" will 
make a stand at Mukden, military cri­
tics say. Tleh Pass, a more easily de­
fended position, is generally selected 
as the next battle ground. If Kuro­
patkin is again defeated, he can re­
treat to his base, Harbin, and prepare 
for a new campaign in the spring. In 
the meantime the siege of Port Arthur 
will be pressed and possibly Vladivo­
stok may be besieged. But as long as 
Kuropatkin’s army is Intact, with all 
the resources of Russia behind him, 
Japan must keep prepared for hard 
work next spring.

In no great war has cavalry played 
such an unimportant rule. The Jap­
anese hofsemen were always regarded 
as weak, but have done more than was 
expected of them. Those picturesque 
incapables, the Cossacks, have again 
demonstrated their absolute worthless­
ness against regular soldiers.

On the sea Japan’s success has been 
marvellou. Russia’s naval power on 
the Pacific has disappeared so far as 
this war is concerned.

Under pressure from St. Petersburg, 

Kuropatkin ordered General Stakel­
berg to advance and relieve Port Ar­
thur. Oku promptly turned north with 
two divisions, took a division from 
General Nodzu’s army and met the 
Russians at Telissu, or Wafangow. Of 
this battle General Stakelberg naively 
reported that when about to turn the 
enemy’s right he found his own right 
in danger.

Stakelberg appears to have concen­
trated his forces too much, which left 
him an easy prey to the deadly Jap­
anese artillery. The Japanese march­
ed on a wide front In three columns, 
drove in both the Russian flanks and 
got a regiment In their rear. The Rus­
sians fought well, as usual, but were 
hardly able to reach the waiting trains, 
which carried them out of danger. The 
Japanese followed very slowly, as 
usual. One of the weak points in a 
Japanese campaign Is their failure to 
follow swiftly and attempt to break up 
a defeated arm. The Russians retired 
on Kaiping, which was abandoned af­
ter a brief engagement, and the Rus­
sians took up a position at Tashichiao, 
a town at the junction of the branch 
line leading to Yinkow and Niu- 
chwang.

General Stakelberg retired further 
up the line with his beaten army and 
General Zarubaieff took command of 
what has been practically the Russian 
rear guard from Tachikaio to Mukden. 
Oku moved agâinst Tachikaio from the 
front and west while part of Nodzu’s 
forces nreatened a flank movement on 
the east. The Russians made a rather 
poor defence, burned the town and fell 
back to Haicheng. The Japanese as a 
consequence of this movement obtained 
possession of the fine port of Yinkow 
and the city of Niu-chwang.

In the battle of Tachikaio the Jap­
anese made the first of their night at­
tacks. It was very successful, giving 
them possession of the first line of 
Russian trenches.

The next engagement was at Hai­
cheng, on July 31 and August 1. The 
battle began in the mountains between 
General Mlstchenko’s forces and a 
Japanese army of 10,000 men with 
forty-five guns. The battlefield was a 
narrow valley, with high mountains on 
each side. The centre of the valley 
was occupied by General Mistchenko 
with artillery, and one regiment on his 
right flank and one on his left. The 
Japanese began the fight at daybreak.

They took a position on the moun­
tains at the left of the valley and 
placed their batteries in position. 
When the Japanese shelling became 
unbearable General Mistchenko chang­
ed his position, fighting bravely until 
four o’clock in the afternoon on July 
31. Then began a flanking movement 
by the Japanese, which finally drove 
the Russians out of Haicheng. The 
pass of Simoucheng had been taken on 
July 31 and on August 1 General Ku­
rokl’s army 
both to the eastward 
This forced the evacuation of the lat­
ter place on August 2 and opened the 
way to Liao Yang.

In the meantime Kurokl had been 
steadily advancing through the moun­
tainous country between Feng Wang 
Chang and Liao Yang, fighting prin­
cipally outpost engagements. The 
Japanese had occupied the celebrated 
Motien Pass without trouble, elabor­
ate fortifications constructed by the 
Russians having been abandoned for 
some mysterious reason. General Kel­
ler decided to try and retake the pass. 
He attacked In the early morning In 
a dense fog and reached the key to the 
position, a temple held by a Japanese 
battalion.

MORE FRENCH SHORE TROUBLES.

ST. JOHNS, Nfld., Sept. 13,—The dif­
ficulties between French and colonial 
fishermen on the FYench shore are dally 
growing more acute. On Saturday a 
British warship, on the demand of the 
FYench commodore, stopped a party of 
colonial lobster catchers there. On 
Friday, on the fishing banks fourteen 
■men, armed with knives, from a FYench 
fishing vessel, which had previously 
defaced her name with a piece of sail­
cloth, boarded a colonial vessel and 
carried off her whole stock of bait. A 
few days previous another French crew 
did the same thing, the French cap­
tain being armed with a revolver. In 
another section a French vessel delib­
erately ran down and nearly sank a 
colonial fishing smack. Grave appre­
hension Is felt respecting these out­
rages. British warships will be asked 
to punish the offenders.

The effciency of the Japanese pon­
toon train was also here brought in­
to prominence. It performed most use­
ful and effective service.

The Trans-Siberian railway and its 
continuation in Manchuria is practi­
cally the sole line of communication, 
not only for the army, but also for 
the Russian navy and the civil popu­
lation throughout Russian East Asia. 
The assistance of water traffic by the 
rivers Volga, Amur and Sungari is 
practically of little account and will 
come to an end in a few weeks now 
with the return of cold weather. This 
long drawn out and limited connec­
tion between the Russian army and 
Russia has been the chief difficulty 
of the Russian position. It is hard 
to transport and supply a large ac­
tive army over such a slender con­
necting thread. To be sure an army 
may clear a whole district of supplies 
and live upon those supplies and little 
else for a certain length of time. But 
that harvest is reaped only once In a 
campaign and then famine reigns.

"While this serions condition con­
fronts Russia, Japan, now that she 
has command of the sea, is practical­
ly at home so long as it is not carried 
too far from the coast. She can throw 
troops into Manchuria with greater 
facility, greater speed and in more ef­
ficient condition than Russia. But 
whether her supply of troops will hold 
out is doubtful, and her new battal­
ions will certainly not be the equals 
of the magnificent fighters полу in the 
field.

His sales will then bring him 
$750 per year and his purchases will 
cost him $550 per year, so that he will 
be able to save $200 annually, instead 
of $100 as he did before, and at the 
end of five years he will have saved 
$1,000 and accumulated interest instead 
of $500 and interest as he did during 
the preceding five years, 
circumstances the farmer will have no 
reason to complain of Increased prices.

It may be asked if prices for farm 
produts go up 25 per cent, why would 
prices in general not go up more than 
ten per cent, 
farmer’s profits would be largely due 
to the fact that a market near at 
hand is more profitable than

There is a saving in 
transportation charges on what the 
farmer sells as well as on what he buys 
when the factories are In towns with­
in a few miles of the farm instead of 
being In a distant country. Moreover 
many classes of farm products deterior­
ate when shipped to distant markets 
and consequently bring lower prices. 
However, if prices In general Increas­
ed 25 per cent, 
farmer’s purchases would cost him 
$625, while his sales would bring him 
$750 per year, so that even then he 
would be able to save $125 more during 
the five years than he could when the 
prices were 25 per cent, lower.

But higher protection would not 
cause such a general rise in prices and 
consequently the advantage of the im­
proved home market would be far 
greater to the farmer than would ap­
pear from these figures. No doubt the 
higher duties would in some cases 
cause a slight Increase in prices of 
certain classes of manufactured goods 
for a short time, until Industries were 
established In Canada on a large scale, 
but the prices would soon come down 
as the result of home competition while 
the farmers would be permanently 
benefited by the increased con­
sumption of farm products In Canadian 
towns and cities.

HAMPTON, Kings Co., Sept. 15.— 
Many of the older inhabitants of St. 
John will remember one of its former 
merchant citizens, doing business on 
Dock street for many years, William 
Henry Tyson, who died about nine 
o’clock on Wednesday evening, at the 
home of his only child and daughter, 
Mrs. Joseph W. Barnes of Main 
street, Hampton Station, in his 89th 
year. He was born at Harrington, 
Cumberland county, England, in 1815, 
and three years later came with his 
parents to St. John, where they lived, 
died and were buried, his mother aged 
90 and his sister 89.

EIGHT DROWNED.

Tugboat Crew in Delaware
River

Went to Their Death When the Boat 

Was Swamped During the Storm.HOW A LIBERAL VICTORY WAS 
WON.

WILMINGTON, Del., Sept. 15.- 
Eight men were drowned early today 
by the sinking of the tug Israel D. 
Durham in the Delaware River

Her captain 
and crew of five men and four 
ployes of the American Dredging Com­
pany were aboard when the tug sank. 
Of this number fireman Clarence Jack- 
son of the Israel W. Durham and John 
Williams, an employe of the dredging 
company, were the only ones saved. 
The dead are Capt. Wm. Graham, 
Philadelphia; Harry Matthews, mate, 
Philadelphia; Wm. Ennis, engineer, 
Clayton; Wallace Sharp, New Jersey; 
Milton Townsend, Ludlow Townsend, 
all carpenters of Camden, N. J.; a fire­
man and the cook, names unknown.

Jackson and Williams clung to the 
pilot house of the tug, which became 
detached and floated away. They were 
rescued by the crew of a sand schooner 
and brought to this city.

The sunken tug lies in twenty feet 
of water at low tide with her smoke­
stack upright. An empty barge broke 
loose when the tug went 
probably drifted on the New Jersey 
shore. No one was aboard the barge. 
The Durham was utilized in carrying 
coal from Philadelphia to the dredgers 
of the American Dredging Co., four of 
which are at work in the Delaware 
Bay. The tug left Reedy Island at 11 
o’clock last night bound for Philadel­
phia after the storm had apparently 
subsided. At six this morning, when 
off Newcastle, the storm broke again 
with unabated fury. The wind blew 
seventy miles an hour, the rain 
ing down in torrents, and the waves in 
the river quickly reached a height of 
ten feet or more. Suddenly, when a 
half mile from the mouth of the Chris­
tiania Rivei^ the waves broke in her 
front cabin. She began to fill at 
and all hands made for the boats. All 
on board with the exception of Jack- 
son and Williams reached the lifeboat, 
which after being loosened from the 
tug quickly filled, but the eight 
who were drowned held on to the sides 
until the row boat went down, and 
then they perished.

Jackson and Williams were in the 
cabin when the heavy sea broke over 
the tug boat. They went down with 
the craft, but came to the surface and 
swam to the smokestack, where they 
held on until the pilot house was

NO PROHIBITION IN PORTLAND. men

The question of the enforcement of 
the liquor law was before the electors 
of Portland, Maine, in Monday’o elec­
tion. There the sheriff is an elected 
officer, and he is held responsible for 
the enforcement of the prohibitory 
law. Two years ago Portland had a 
sheriff who closed the bars and kept 
them closed. Then came the present 
officer, Sheriff Pennel, elected as a 
democrat. His policy was to allow a 
certain number of dealers to sell liquor 
under conditions which produced a 
revenue. In short he adopted the Ban­
gor plan. He was a candidate for re- 
election on Monday and did not dis­
guise the fact that he proposed to con­
tinue the permissive policy. The re­
publicans nominated a candidate and 
declared for the strict enforcement of 
the law. Then a prohibition candi­
date was named and of course an­
nounced a policy of strict enforce­
ment. The result of the vote was the 
re-election of the sheriff on the per­
missive plan. He had 8,795 votes 
against 7,103 for the republican and 
4,286 for the prohibitonist. There was 
a majority of 2,600 in favor of closing 
the bars, but it was divided and lost.

Those who attended the Borden 
meeting in St. John need not be re­
minded that the speaking was alto­
gether free from sectionalism. Noth­
ing was spoken which could not have 
been said in any part of Canada eith­
er in English or French. The Dun­
donald matter was not mentioned by 
Mr. Borden, who confined his atten­
tion to certain main lines of argument. 
Mr. Foster made one reference to it 
by stating that the government had in­
troduced party politics into the mili­
tia, and had driven out of the coun­
try one of the best of British gen­
erals.

"I have been trying for the last few 
months to keep up with my father,” 
said the younger man, recalling the 
confession of Premier Hault&in of the 
Northwest, who though under fifty, 
confessed at an Ottawa banquet that 
Sir Charles had tired him out during 
a campaign tour in the west five or six 
years ago.

Sir Charles, who has just crossed the 
ocean for the fifty-seventh time, says 
that he never found the political situ­
ation in England more Interesting than 
It is now. He finds that the Chamber­
lain movement has made a great Im­
pression in the country, and has no 
doubt that the policy of imperial trade 
preference will prevail. It would not 
surprise Sir Charles if the Balfour 
government should be defeated in the 
general elections, as the administra­
tion has long passed the usual life of 
a British administration. But no Lib­
eral administration can be formed that 
will last long, and Mr. Chamberlain 
will soon have his chance. Sir Charles 
thinks that Mr. Chamberlain conceded 
altogether too much in even suggesting 
that the small duty he proposed might 
raise the price of bread. He Is himself 
sure that it would not cause an ad­
vance In the price of wheat in Work 
Lane, but it would make Canadian 
wheat worth two shillings and a quar­
ter more on the seaboard than United 
States wheat, and that would turn the 
current of immigration toward Can­
ada.
