P'ie Iniss Eveerions.—The ascertnined resnlts
of the Irish elections far exceed our most sanguine
expectations, We had, it will be recollected, esti-
mated the probable gain of the Conservatives in
ireland at only six, That has been already secnr-
ed, and the Conservatives are in a fuir way of ad-
ding as many mora to their nambers. The ejection
of Mr. O'Connell and liis nominee from the repre-
sentation of Dublin eity—a victory second in impor-
tanee and significance to none yet aclieved, has
been followed by the expulsion of the two Whig
candidates—one being a Lord of the 'I'reasury, from
the city of Waterford—one from Athlone, and one
from the Quueen's County, making in all a gain of
#ix votes. T'o thess wa may add two for the Coun-
ty of Dublin, where the Conservative ecandidates
dre at the head of the poll—one for the Connty of
Wicklow, and most probubly one for Curlow,
Louth, and Longfurd, increasing tho Conservative
gain to twelve.

The rasult, is, as must be confessed, as gratifying
as it was unexpected. [t was obtained in gpite of
the fiercest dennnciati against all who had the
moral courage to vnm%ml priestly and mob dic-
tation, and 1u epite of a eystem of the most mur-
derous violence, In Clare and Tipperary the Con.
worvative candidater, unuble to bring their suppor-
ters to the poll, in consequence of the dreadfiil and
savago manner in which they had been assailed and
obstructed by hired roffians, resigned at the close
of the second day’s polling, with n protest against
the legality of the proceedings, and a determination
to seek from an impartial committee of the House
of Commons, those seats that had been wrested
from them by brute force. Wherever there has
been anything at all like fair play, or where the
Conservative voters have had access to the polling
boothe, the Conservative candidates, have trinmph-
ed.

Connell, the rejected of Dublin, and Member for
Meath, was started with the hope of preventing,
by the influence of his name amongst the Roman
Catholic electors of that county, the return of at
lenst one of the Conservative candidates. This
clearly shows to what shifts he and his party have
been driven, to maintain even the low position they
do on the returns.  Nor is it alone in the success-
ful issue of the etruggle in [reland that we see much
ground for corgratulation ; thero were many inci-
dents attending it, which greatly enkance its cha-
rac among which we may reekon, as at once
