A vast majority of our people are opposed
to the liquor law under which we are now
living, and it it is not surprising that it is
difficult, it not impossible to enforce its
provisions. .
Then Brother Banks' friend next went
on to say that he had a large amount of
office work to perlorm which made it im-
poesible to watch the dealers as he other-
wise doubtl :ss would.

“But how is it that th3 police show
themselves able to do much towards en-
forcing the law while Mr. Banks seems to
do comparatively little?”

“He does not do comparatively lit:ls.
He does comparatively much,” was the
answer. ‘‘Bat why oa eirth should the
police enforce the law. Their duty is to sce
that no law is broken, and why should an
exception be made in the case of liquor-
selling ? There is exictly the same reason
for them apprehendiag a liquor seller who
breaks the law as a bicyclist who 1id:s on
the sidewalk, or a drunken man who makes
a disturbance on our streete. They draw
their wages for seeing that law-breakers
are kept in order. Why thou'd they except
the liquor d:aler who breaks the law any
more than that they should ex:ept anyone
elee who treaks apy other law. Every
aspersion that is cast on Banks for neglect
of duty in the matt:r can be thrown with
equal force against the police.”

It was thus that this citiz:n, who was
not defending the liquor law, which he
considered a farce, spoke upon bebalf of
Banks, who bay lately been a much-abused
man.

This citizan went an to say that he be-
lieved Banks to be thoroughly honest, far
above any taint of bribery. He is honest,
he said, for two reasons; first because
Banks would not touth a cent of money
other than his lawful salary; and secondly
because, with a possible halt dczen excep-
tions, thera isnot a liquor dealer in Hali-
tax who can afford to pay outa dollar
after bis $100 license fee is prid. The
most of them find it a precious bard
piece of business to raise the $100, and if
it came to parting with any more of their
cash they simply could not do it, for they
have ot the money to part with.

“Yes,” Banks’ friend said, ‘‘the in-
spector is honest and ths I'quor dealers of
Halifax, with the balt dozen exceptions I
have mentioned, are poor.”

It did one good to hear Mr. Banks thus
praised when from the Mayor and Recorder
MacCoy down, so many criticise him, and

COLLEQOTING BIRD SKINS.,
Some Hints for Those Who Thiuvk of Eon.
gaging in the Pastime,

B. H. Warren, State Zoologist of Penn-
sylvania, tells in Bulletin No. 6 how to
colle:t, skin, preserve, and mount birds.
The collector having, of course, a permit
granted by the State in which he lives,
starts out after his birds with the best shot-
gun he can procure; usually it is a 12-
gauge, but 8 16 or 20 preferable, and he
should have shells loaded with shot of a
size for anything from a warbler to an
eagle. An auxiliary barrel that will shoot
a 32 or 38 calibre shot shell is also useful,
and a metal tube five or six icches long to
fit into the gun barrel the same a3 a cart-
ridge, loaded with 22 calibre shot shells, is
also useful tor small birds like the warblers.
Smokeless powder is best for the 32, 38
and 22 calibre shells, because it makes lit-
tle noise to disturb the other birds in the
vicinity.

When several large birds are taken it is
best to skin but the body, leaving the
wings, legs and ‘head whole. Of course,
under such circumstances facts about the
bird are jotted down in the note book.
The note book should be kept in ink,because
a pencil mark blurs easily. When a bird is
shot it should be picked up by the legs or
bill, unless it is & crippled heron, bawk, or
owl. The wounded birds are killed by
pressing the heart from either side close to
the wings. All wounds and openings are
|top£:d with cotton to prevents the plum-
age being soiled.

To be of value each specimen chould be
labelled with name, sex, date, and locality,
especially in the case of young birds, since

n adalts can always be identified. The
pame of the collector, color of the bird’s
eyes, and contents of its stomach may
also be put on the label, besides abbrevia-
tions indicating adult (ad.), or immature
(g. or yuy.), and the state ot plumage,
wiethcr nuptial (oupt.) or migratory,
«'Hornot” means a yearly bird.

The aversge collector, man or woman,
who from a love of nature secks the fields,
will not care to do more than skin the birds,
leaving it to some regular texidermist to
mount them. For skinning birdsand blow-
ing eggs sixinstruments are needed, namely
apair of spring forceps, an egg drill, 8
carnlage knife, & pair ot surgical scissors,
a pair of stuffing forceps, anda bloﬁlpe to
blow the eggs. Any taxidermist will show
how to skin & bird far better than words
can describe the pr Once d
the bird ekinis preserved with common salt,

itatad trom the taxidermist, as in
a camp for instance. .
“The eggs sre blown through s single

hole in the side, not through the hole in
each end after the usual style with hen's
eggs. A small circulsr hole is drilled
through the shell, a small wire is

to break up the contents, then the blow-
pipe is inserted, and, with the hole down,
a gentle steady blowing insures the cleans-
ing of the egg.

Tke Csptan General wculd tken
occupy his castle in security; the troops
could be drilled atany convenient t'me
in the putlic tquare; the warships wcu'd
ride at eace atd the people generally lead
a paacalul lite urd.r the spanich flag.

All these causes
m'y combine to produce a certaia fa'se
standard of life which impels individuals
to ruth headlong into authorship without
mercy to tkemselves or a very patient
public. This stendard disregards the
dignity of a1l labor. Thke men a1d women
who acknowledge it thiak that poor unpro-
feesicnal work is mora honorable than
skilled labor of the trades. A gool me-
chari:is ruined to make a bad novelist.
An expert seamstress is spoiled to make a
burgling writer. Honor is to the honor-
sble. The age needs specialists in every
department from laying bricks and fitting
& gown to the elucidation c¢f Sanskrit. The
dignity of wen and women depsnds not on
the work they do but how they do it.
Talent will expre:sitselfin a well laid side-
walk as in well writen books. Conserva-
tism of energy demands that men know
what they cendo be:t. The:e is no sadder
spectacle than dissipated power. Pun, ink
and paper caunot farnish creative force by
being brought into {riangular combination.
Capability alone with long and severe
training can produce capabls werk.

The rays gathered from planetary space
will be reflected horizontally through a
mammoth tube 60 motres long, laii on
piles ot masonry. The lenses of flint and
crown glass will be 1 matre 25 centi-metres
the largest in the world, and the images,
enlarged 6,000 times, will be thrown on to
a screen, which thousands of people will
view at & time.

The moon will, il all goes well, be
brought witbin thirty-eight miles, outit is
most doubtful whether images on this scale
will prove correct. M Loewy, the assist-
ant director ot the Paris Observatory, who
has submitted some splendid photogarphs
of the moon, believes that the limit of
ninety-four miles he har reachad is the
utmost practicable for along time to come.
Larger images will be indistinct.

Tte ncok in our small library devoted to
Robert Burne,and literature concerning him
is enlarged by an *‘Essay” on the poet’s
¢Li’e and Gerius,” from the pen of Thomas
Hutchiton, Esq.* of Pegswood, Morpeth,
Northumberland, England. It is written
neatly and clearly, with enthusiasm, yet
with judgement, and with full knowledge
of his subject. He guotes his author freely
and aptly almost at every step, and rela‘es
the familiar narrative with a zest of his
own, arranging the whole trochure in
convenient sections. He relates the first
intercourse cf Burts with Jean Armour,
afterwards his wi‘e, as follows :

“The origin of their acquaintanceship is interest~
ing. There bad been a race in the vil'age, follow-
ed in the evening by s ball. While Burns was
dancing, his collie dog caused much merriment and
some by bim most faithtull
through all the figures. Tae Jassies 1au_hed among
them-elves st the performance. Burns, notall dis-
comfited sai it would be wel! if he could get s lass
to love him as faithfu'ly as did his dog. Jean,
though present, did not dance with him. However,
s day or two afterwards, whilst she was washing
clothes—in the Scotch fashion ~he happened to be
shooting by the riverside. His dog ran over the
clothes she had laid out to dry. Jean threw s
stone at it. This led to conversation, and she gaily
acked him if he had yet got a lass to love him. Baid
he, ‘Lassie, if ye thocht ocht o’ me, ye wadas hurt
my dog.’ Jean tells us she thought to herself, ‘I
wadna think much o’ you at onyrate.’ Notwith-
standing this, they became intimate, aud courtship
soon followed. It was carried on during the whole
011785. Early in 1786, however, ‘a secret and ir-
regular marrisge with a written acknowledgement,
had to be effected.” This acktowledgement, when
the news reached their ears, poor Jean’s paren!s
compelled her to destroy. ‘The rake helly Burcs,
as they termed him, they drove from their doore.

This little book, of sixty-four pages de-
rives additional interest from the fact that
it is issed from the press of Jam:s Mc-
Kie, 2 King strcet, Kilmarnock,—the
town whers the fi:st edition of Burns saw
the light. Mr. Hutchison is an English-
man, however, a teacher, a book-fancier,
and an amiable, estimable man.

A Perilous Experience of a Mall Carrler
in the Southwest.

Judge Francis Adams, now a San Fran-
cisco attorney, was one of the early pio-
neers of the great West, and few of the old-
timers have witnessed more thrilling events
than he.

*Perhaps the most narrow eseape I ever
had,’ eaid the Judge a few days ago. in re-
calling scenes that antedate the gold dis-
covery, ‘was in an encounter with hostile
Indians in the year 1847. And here is
the story.

military mail between El Paso, Tex., and
Albuquerque, N. M. The greater portion
of the country through which ke passed
was a desert waste.

MINING WITH A STRAMBOAY.

How Gold is Extracted From the Bars of
the Snake River.
The Svake River mining boat Leota bas
commenced operations on the gold-lined
bara of the Snake. The water is pumped
from the river by two largs pumps. Ooe is
a centrifugal that throws water through a
15 inch pipe for sluicing. A cylinder force
pump forces the water through an 8-inch
pipe to the giant, which tears’ down the
bank and forces bydraulic pressure 1000
yards of gravel into the sluice boxes every
twenty-four hours. Tte main sluice box is
twenty-four inches wide, and its bottom is
covered with stcel plate and steel rifles.
From the main siuice box, are six under-
currents which lead off into six riffle
tables ; from these the sand passes
into smiller boxes over brussele
and blankets on to burlap tables, wkere
the slime and black sand are separaced
from the sand. The tables and smaller
sluice boxes are treited four times every
twenty-four boars by the blavkets, brutsels,
and burlaps, thoroughly washed, and the
fins gold, slime, and black sands going
through & chemical preparing it
for amalgamation. 1t is then put through
