Paris, France, July 7.—The Indian 
editor, Krlshnavarma. who>e writings 
in the “Indian Sociologist" are held 
largely responsible for the murder of 
Lleut.-Col. Sir William Hutt Curton 
Wylllti. in London, ridicules the idea 
that he was at all to blame. He said 
that no such name as Madar Lalof 
Dhinagri existed on the book of any 
Indian society and that the murderer 
acted on his own initiative. “It is 
all due to the repression of the right 
of free speech In India," declared 
Krishna vanna. “In India killing be­
cause of British oppression, 1 may 
have declared, is not murder, but 
merely the logical consequence of a 
racial position with brutality on the 
one side and unconquerable pride on 
the other. Every patriot of whatever 
country admires the action of the 
American colonies in 1776 amid condi­
tions which in principle were very 

uch the same as those now confront­
ing the Indians under British domin­
ion. On our own ground 1 counsel any­
thing and everything looking towards 
(jellvérance horn this Intolerable yoke 
—the knife and the rifle, if necessary 
—but on British soil I have never ad­
vised bloodshed. The assertions of 
the British press against our patriotic 
Indian Journals will fall to the ground 
If they are Investigated.

••One certain consequence of this as­
sassination will be the limiting of the 
privileges of Indian students in Lon­
don. It may stop their studying in 
England altogether, and lt may pro­
voke still sterner measures in India. 
If then I ,ee a real reign of blood 
shed In the near future. Indian backs 
have borne all burdens and they are 
able to stand British laws all right 
at home, for Britain is a free country, 
bitt* the native Indian will support no 
furtnbr oppression from foreign ty­
rants. The only detail which is cor­
rect in the present discussion of the 
situation by the London press Is that 
our patriotic publications have work­
ed the native population up to the 

ng point. That is true. Just a 
few more repressive measures applied 
for whatever cause and over the top 
of the pot will come a seething deluge 
that will sweep sway a foreign race 
which believe.
