Allegations of the existance of con-
Mlitions that constitute a serious me-
nace to the moral standing of the
<ommunity were made yesterday at
the annual meeting of the Local
Council of Women, when in & com-
mittee report Mrs. Paterson deait
‘with cases coming under the attention
of members of the council. It was
stated that by means of an advertise-
ment in one of the local papers young
girls were lured to places of evil,
under the impression that they were
to be engaged as domestics.

The opinion was expressed that
white slavers were at work in a sec-
tion of the city not far from the best
business district, and that their ope-
rations were more extensive than
was generally belleved. There was
a general feeling among those at the
meeting that the conditions existing
were most serious and warrantad at-
tention from the authorities.

Dealing with tha practice of luring
young women to places of infamy
under the impression they were go-
ing to respectable houses for service,
cases were cited which seemed to go
far to prove the allegations. In cne
instance a country girl applied for
work, was hired and after a faw days
tn her new place was found living
under depiorable coaditions.

Another place was told of where
a girl who had been living an evil
life entered the employ of a factory.
Other girls in the factory learning
of her past had complained to the
management and she was discharged.

On the other hand encouraging re-
ports were received of the good work
being accomplished by the Travel
lers Aid of the Girls’ Association in
protecting and caring for strange
girls arriving in the city. It was felt,
however, that there was a great need
for a home where wayward girle
could be reclaimed and made usefu!
members of society.

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REDISTRIBUTION PLANS

If the plans for the redistribution
in the Province of New Brunswick
are carried out along the lines sug-
gested by the committee, there can be
po complaint from Liberals on the
ground of unfairness. In fact, from
a cursory survey of the constituencies
a8 rearranged, it appears that the Lib-
erals have what advantage there is in
the situation. The Globe, last even-
ing, was pronounced in this view and,
basing its opinion on the resuit by
counties in the last election, express-
ed its belief that the rearrangemeat
i8 entirely fair.

Under the new plan Albert county
is to be added to St. John and
-two members will be returned from
the newly formed coustituency.
Whether this will be as at prescat,
one member for the City of St. Johm,
and one for the constituency of St.
John-Albert, or whether St. John will
be abolished as a separate constitu-
ency and both members be clected by
the whole vote of the reconstructed
constitueucy wiil uot be krown until
later. Tha City of St. Joln, at thu last
election, showed a Libcral majority
of sixt:-five votes, while in the city
and county, the Conservative ma-
jority was 110. Albert county, at the
last election, showed a small Liberal
majbri(y which was more than offset
by the Counservative majority in
Kings. With Albert joined to St.
John the contest should be very close.

As Madawaska and Restigouche
both showed Liberal majoritics in tho
last election the joining of the two is
5 unlikely to change their political com-

plexion. Both are largely Acadian in
their population and their union was
probably the best solution that could
be obtained. The addition to Carleton
county, of the Victoria county portion
of the former constituoncy of Victor-
ja-Madawagka may not be so favor-
able fo Mr. Carvell as appears at first
glance. If results in a provincial elec-
tiou can be taken as having any bear-
ing on the political complexion of a
riding in Dominion affairs, then Vie-
toria county should show a Conserva-
tive majority. In the proviucial elec-
tion in 1908, Messrs. Tweedale and
Burgess, Liberals, were elected in’
that county by majorities of about 200
each. In the provincial election of
1912, the Conservative candidates in
the same riding had majorities of
about 100. Mr. Carvell's majority in
Carleton county in the last Dominion
election was tloven votes, so that in
the united coustituency it does not ap-
pear that ho has a ce rtainty of re-clec-
tion. Sunbury county has been added
to York 2ad the united constituency
should easily return a Conservative
candidate, while in Kings and Queens
the Conservative majority in the for
mer should overcome the Liberal ten-
dency of Queens, The otlier counties
are unchanged.

Reference to a map of the province
will show that in the redistribution
the committee as far as possible has
followed county lines, and the recon-
structed constituencies are all well
within the population requirements of
the act under which the redistribution
has been made.

The loss of two members for the
provinco was inevitable, and while
there may be much disappoiatment, it
is not a condition that caunot be rem-
edied before the mnext redistribution
period arrives. If the province con-
tinues to make headway at the same
rate as it has since the last census,
there may be a measure of restoration
in prospect.

The result of the arrangement in
this province, as well as the merging
of Digby and Yarmouth in Nova Sco-
tia, which, it is understood, has been
agreed upon, should remove all ground
for the argument advanced by some
Liberals that the government majority
on the redistribution committee would

' NEWFOUNDLAND AND CANADA

_ Reports froi the colony of New-
indicate that & time of pro-

their opportunities to the limit of pos
sibility.

With the two united, Canadian capl-

tal naturally would be attracted to
the industries of the anclent colony,
and this would mean a quickening of
interest and activity in the mines, for-
ests, fisheries and other avenues of
endeavor thdtzwould surely be for the
great benefit of Nowfoundland. New-
foundlanders themselves, no matter
ow doep and strong their love of
country, cannot have escaped notic-
ing that their colony, despite its
claim to seniority, is gradually losing
caste In the outside world. It is slow-
ly being swallowed up in the pro-
gress of Canada, Australia, South Af-
rica and New Zealand which are every-
where looked upon as the stars of the
first magnitude in the Empire’s con-
stellation. It should not be so. Orig-
inally when Newfoundland attractced
world-wide attention #c its fisheries
its other resources suffered by reasen
of the prepounderating value of the
one. The fisheries are still of great
value, but researches on the Island
bave brought to light the fact that
there are also vast mineral and for-
ost resources which need but capital
and attention to develop them. Much
has been done in this direction by Sir
Alfred Harmsworth, now Lord North-
cliffo, but with Newfoundland a Can-
adian province, it would naturally
draw more attention from Canadian
capitalists and the result could not
but be materially bencficial.

While the suggestion of union be-
tween Newfoundland and Canada is
being most widely discussed in upper
and western Canada, yet no portion of
the Dominion would benefit ag zreatly
rom the union as would the Maritime
Provinces. The redistribution bi']
now before Parliament affords an il-
lustration of how the influence of
these provinces must continue to de-
creasé unless something is done to
check the movement, It is not alone
that New Brunswick, or Nova Scotia,
or Prince Edward Island will lose rep-
resentation, but the whole eastern
part of Canada will suffer in influence,
as compared with the larger and more
populous western provinces. The ad-
mission of Newfoundland to the Can-
adian cenfederacy would add materi-
ally to the influcnce of the east and,
at the same time, bring to this coun-
try resources, of great value.

To the people of Newfoundland it
would bring a future, for it can hard-
1y hope for distinction as a Dominion.
No matter how much its population
or wealth may iucrease, it will always
be overshadowed by the influence of
Canada, off whose shores it lles and
in whose system it should be incor-
porated. With Newfoundland in the
Dominion tho people of the Maritime
Provinces could more effectually co-
operate for the promotion of our com-
mon ends which, after all, must be
very similar to those of the island
colony.

The confederation of the Canadian
provinces has proven tho greateat
step in advance in the history of any
of them. There was much opposition
to the plan when it was proposed,
just as there now is a strong senti-
ment in Newfoundland in favor of
maintaining its separate entity but, as
time goes on, that will be overcome
just as it was prior to 1867, and it is
not unreasonable to hope that tlie Do-
minion of the future will include not
only the present Canada but also New-
foundland, and at least some of the
West Indian islands. Then will be a
country that for wealth and infizite
resource cannot be equalled in any
other quarter of the known world.

Dr. Paul Ehrlich, the eminent Ger
fhan scientist and physician who has
devoted a large part of his life to the
study of that terrible scourge which
has been aptly called the “black
plague,” will pass his sixtieth mile-
stone today. As an investigator in
the realm of medicine he has made
many important discoveries, but he is
chiefly known as the inventor of “sal-
varsan,” alleged to be a remedy for
the most dangerous of contagious dis-
eases. Dr. Ehrlich’s drug has been suc-
cessfully used by physicians all over
the world, but it has lately been sub-
jected to bitter attacks, notably by
Dr. Dreuw, a Berlin police specialist,
who publicly announced that in view
of the deaths and cases of blindness
caused by “salvarsan,”’ the remedy
should either be forbidden or the
amount of arsenic it contains reduced

To the statement that
273 deaths were attributable to “sal-
varsan,” Dr. Ehrlich replied that “that
is not a large proportion considering
that over a million patients have been
treated,” and added that it is “uncer
tain that all these deaths were direct-
ly caused by the remedy.”

“It is always wrong to use ‘salvar
san’ at all in cases where the disease
has gone so far that a cure is really

said recently. “If the advantages did
not outweigh the disadvantages, or if
thers were a more satisfactory reme-
dy, T would not hesitate a moment to
withdraw ‘salvarsan’ from use.”
Whether Prof. Ehrlich’s remedy will
realize the high hopes of its discov-
erer, and be instrumental in wiping
out one of the worst scourges that
afflict humanity, is apparently a mat-
ter for the future to decide. Prof.
Ehrlich recently asked the heads of
all the great hospitals of Europe and
America to report on the results ob-
tained rom “salvarsan,” giving the
number of deaths, cases of blindness,
and cures, and these reports will
probably decide whether the remedy
will continue to be used or be con-
signed to the medical scrap-heap.

MAXIM GORKYS’' BIRTHDAY.

Alicksei Maximovitch  Pieshkov,
known to fame as Maxim Gorky, “the
Bitter One,” was born in Nijoi Nov-
gorod, Russia, forty-six years ago to-
day. In his yéuth and young manhood
Russia’s greatest novelist was succes-
sively a scullery-boy, baker's appre:®
tice, gardener, watchman, peddler,
tramp and painter of ikons. For many
years he has been an exile from Rus-
sia; on account of his revolutionary
and socialistic opinions, but he was
recently pardoned by the Czar and will
be permitted to return to his native
land whenever he pleases. Gorky visit-
ed America in 1906, but was socially
spuhbbed because he was accompanied
by a woman not his wife, Mlle. An-
dreyeva, an actress. After retnrning
to Europe they lived together for sev-
eral years at Capri, but when the nov-
elist fel i1l last year his “affinity”
deserted him.
