Department of Agricultun Seoures 5,000 Bushels— Part of
Campaign toincrease Crop Acreage— Graded Wool Cen-
tres to be ,EstaMished Throughout Province.

Fredericton, March 7.~Five thous-

and bushels of seed wheat will be &is-
tributed among the farmers of New
Brunswick by the Provineial Depart-
ment of Agricultute within the next
few weeks as part of the campaign to
increase the acreage and yield per acre
in this province.
" The demand for good wheat seed has
become so0 great as & resilt of the ac
tivity being shown by farmers since
the inauguration of the patriotism and
production campaign that the Depart-
ment of Agriculture deemed it advis
able to secure the seed required.

Hon. J. A, Murray, Minister of Agri-
culture, visited Ottawa recently in this
connection and interviewed the offl-
clals of the Federal Department of
Agriculture ag well as the Canadian
Seed Growers' Assoclation. He was
able to secure 5,000 bushels of good,
well cleaned seed wheat, which will be

‘| shipped to ‘thig province in a short

time,

For the most part the seed purchas-
ed 18 white fife with a small quan-
tity of white Russian, It will be all
bagged and shipped here in carloads

‘|and placed in different sections of the

province.

The Department of Agriculture will
gell this seed to the differemt agricul-
tural societies or individuals at cost
price, all transactions being made on
a cash basis. The department is receiv.
ing applications for this seed and are
thus able to ascertain where the cars
can be most advantageously placed.
Hon. Mr. Murray has also announc-
ed that free samples of Todder, corn,
alfalfa, and Swede turnip seed, would
be distributed by the department this
year. In 1914 samples of fodder corn
and alfalfa seed had been distributed
to farmers free and this year Swede
turnip seed was to be added. Swede
turnip is very excellent for feed, 1t
being the aim of the department to
secure cheap feed in any way possible,
Hon. Mr. Murray stated that experi-
ments with fodder corn had far ex-

ment. The success attained in this re-
spect last year caused the departs

Graded Wool Centres. '

Graded wool centres are also to ba
established in the different sections
of the province by the New Brunswick
Department of Agriculture accord
to the announcement made by Hon.

In ¢oncluding his address Mr. Pugs-
ley refers to a long account of these
vessels in the Seattle Times. The
Times is a very well known paper
published in our neighboring city, and
I suppose it has a perfect right to give
to the public what news it likes.
They found a great deal of fault with
the vessels and said they had been re-
fused by Chile. I read the Seattle
Times occasionally and no one can
claim that since the war began its ar-
ticles have favored the Allies. The
article camd out in July, some days
before the declaration of war, and it
was very pointed in its references to
these vessels. Perhaps the article
was inspired by Germany, because
there was some fear that as Chile was
unable to complete its bargain, Great
Britain might take over the ships.

I do protest that the ex-Minister of
Public Works had absolutely no war-
rant because of this newspaper story,
to advise the House of Commons and
the people of the country, that these
vessels were ineflicient, that they had
been unloaded upon the government
of Canada by me, and that the whole
operation was carried out simply and
solely because there was a quarter of
a million dollars to be placed in some
one’s pocket in British Columbia.

[FRENCH ARTILLERY FIRE
DRIVES GERMANS PANIC-
 STRICKEN FROM FARMHOUSE

French War Office Announces Lively Artil--
lery Engagements Along Frent Near Nieu-
port and Ypres — Repulse Attacks in Cham-
pagne — German Lesses in Killed and

Wounded Estimated
War Began. '

at Three Millions Since

Paris, March 6, (via London)—The
War Office gave out the following ac-
count of the events of yesterday at
the front:

“Somewhat lively artillery actions
occurred around Nieuport and Ypres.
From the Lys to the Aisne there was
an intermittent cannonade.

“In Champagne our progress yes-
terday in the ravine, northwest of
Beausejour, caused the Germans last
night to undertake fresh counter-ai-
tacks which we repulsed. All our ad-
vance in the region of Perthes, report-
ed in yesterday evening's communica-
tion, has been maintained. Near Vie-
ville-En-Heye, northwest of Pont-A-
Moussen, a well directed fire upon a
farm caused a panic among the sol-
diers occupying it. They fled to the
woods, pursued by our shells. Near the
forest of Narroy whole bodies of Ger-
mans unsuccessfully attempted attacks
on our outposts.”

German Losses 3 Millions Since Was
™ Began.

Paris, March 6.—An official note is
sued by the French press bureau de-
clares that the German losses sinca
the beginning of hostilities in killed,
wounded, sick and prisoners reaches
the enormwous total of three million
men.

It speaks
volumes the patriotism, steadiness
and valor of our own boys, that while
not in the way of knowing all about
these ships they were prepared, with-
out a moment's hesitancy, at the call
of the commanding officer to go on
board and do their best.

V.,
Paterson, its president and - general
manager, which X will tronble ihe
House to listen to, It is not a private
communication, and even if it were,
I certainly should have pressed Mr.
Paterson to allow me to make its con-
tents known to thig House. Under date
of February 22, Mr. Paterson writes:

“Dear Sir Richardy—

“Friends in Vancouver had sent me
cuttings from their newspapers con-
taining  brief statements about
speeches made in the House of Com-
mons by a certain Willlam Pugsley up-
on' his motion for copy of all corres-
pondence relating to the purchase of
and payment by the Government for
two submarines, ete, but only today
have I been abie to read the official
report of the debate,

“I read Mr. Pugsley’s speeches with
amusement and scorm. I regret very
much that the city of St. John, with
which my father's boyhood was iden-
tified, is represented (I trust misre-
presented) by this Mr. Pugsley.

“Mr, Pugsley was misinformed
about the matters he discussed with so
much assurance. He was misinformed
as to the events leading up to the sale
of the submarines; and he was evi-
dently the ready dupe of a low order
of partizanship, and the willing tool of
clumsy but abortive malice in his ab-
surd general criticism of the desigu
and efficiency of those boats.

I am usually fairly wide awake, and
i have been aware of the activities
here of pald agents of the enemies of
your administration in working up a
case of what is vulgarly called “graft”
in the matter of the purchase of the
submarines. Far from discouraging
those activities among the more or
less needy and irresponsible workmen
who had any connection wita the sub-
marines, I was quite diverted by the
imbecility of the persons who supplied
the money, and I directed our intelli-
gence department to put nothing in the
way of the commerce between the fools
and the knaves. It i8 easy to recog-
nize in the matter of Mr. Pugsley's

ed. It is true that the contract with
the contractors gave the Chileans the
right to load the vessels in this way,
but that is the fault of the terms of
the contract and not the defect of the
boats as-fighting submarines, and it
was for fighting that I sold the vessels,
and you bought them to fight and not
to carry cargoes of provisions.

It is untrue that the Chileans have
ordered two new vessels. The Chil-
eans were unable to receive the ves-
sels for very good reasons, and the
technical reason afforded by the
looseness of the contract was and is
as good or as bad as any other.

The question as to the value of the
boats occupies a great deal of spaca
in Mr. Pugsley's speech, and that is
an interesting subject. Whoever ex-
pressed the opinion that the boats
could be bought for $375,000 was
talking wildly. It might interest you
to know that the figures approved by
the U. 8. Navy Department for a very
much smaller type of submarine are
$425,000 each.

The statement that we had no
market for those two boats and the
inference that we could have been
forced to reduce our figure to $375,000
each are absurd. The vessels had
passed all the tests that any similar
submarine is required to pass and had
passed them very well. It was only
as a diving cargo vessel that they
were slow in action, just as every oth-
er submarine existing or yet to be
built would be.

The statement that the Seattle Con-
struction and Drydock Company did
not construct the vessels but assem-
bled them only is false. Some items
were sent from the East, but the ves-
sels were built by my company.

The final statements by Mr, Pugs-
ley have been answered above, I
have written the above as I read the
ramblings of Mr. Pugsley as report-
ed, therefore the lack of order in the
remarks.

Price of Submarines.

It is absolutely and positively true
as Mr. Paterson says, that he did not
come over here to interview me, and
that he had never met me before his
arrival in Esquimalt with the subma-
rines. Mr. Pugsley said there were
two new boats ordered by Chile.
Mr. Paterson says not. There is no
question that the ships were good
ones, and that in buying them at the
time, the transaction was a sound and
wholesome one. In addition to what
Mr. Paterson says about the United
States Navy Department figures for
submarines, I have been reading the
navy estimates of the British Admi-
ralty, and find that the average price
for submarines ranges up to $600,000.

This is a letter from a very re-
sponsible gentleman in Seattle, easily
followed, easily understood, and, by
any fairminded person ought to be
taken as a full and complete reply
to Mr. Pugsley, anyway, so far as this
charge goes, that there was this
$250,000 graft or commission. I re-
gret very much that I have had to ask
the House to listen to me today at
such length on a guestion of privilege
of this character. It seems to me too
bad at this time that we have not got
sufficient confidence in our public men
of Canada whether Comservative, Lib-
eral or Socialist, a8 = not to believe
they would carry out anything that
had to do with this terrible war with
the greatest amount of ability,
strength and honesty they have.

It is a most reprehensible thing
that I should be asked today to rise
on & question of privilege under the
circumstances that have brought about
the utterances I am now responsible
for. If Mr. Pugsley had first secured
the papers, studied them over, and
then launched his charges, his posi-
tion would be stronger and safer.
But does not wish to wait, and rushes
Leadlong into the House of Commons

with what he considers a charge that

and wreck the administration with
which I have been associated all these
years,

In the purchase of these vessels I
make no claim for any extraordinary
operation so far ag I am concerned. I
believe any other man would have
done precisely what 1 did under the
circumstances, and, moreover, in con-
cluding this purchase I had the valu-
able advice of my colleague. There
was nothing of a nature, done or suff-
ered to be done, that could possibly
reflect on the Integrity or business
sagacity of the government of British
Columbia. In taking over the vessels,
we made sure, before taking them
over and paying the money, that they
were of a modern and efficient char-
acter. As to the price, it is quite true
the price was fixed by Mr. Paterson:
It is also true there was no time to
haggle. It was a case of taking them
or letting them go and doing without
the protection.

I would like to know the public man
in Canada, or the elector either, who
would not have acted as I did, and as
the provincial government supported
me on the occasion in question.

In concluding his remarks, Mr.
Pugsley asks for an investigation. 1
may say that I telegraphed the Prime
Minister of Canada and said that I
wanted an investigation. I have noth-
ing to hide, nothing to conceal. I
want a most searching investigation
of the whole transaction.

Finally, Mr. Speaker, I would have
thé House believe that while person-
ally I feel very badly over this affair,
because it was a mean and unmanly
thing to do, it does not at all lessen
my enthusiasm for anything that falls
to my hand as a public servant. I
know there are Pugsleys in the Do
minion, and that no matter how zeal-
ous one may be in the discharge of
the duties of our common citizenship,
he 18 bound to be attacked by persons
like Mr. Pugsley. You will find men
like Mr. Pugsley  contemptible and
mean enough to do anything possible
to besmirch a man. There was one
thing gratifying to me, and that was
to find Sir Wilfrid Laurier took no
part in it. I have known Sir Wilfrid
for years, and yleld to no man in my
admiration for him. True it is, I do
not agree with.his political views, and
when an election came on never spar-
ed myself to tell the people so, but it
speaks well for hig ethics, his jude-
ment and his highmindness that he
could not be drawn into a miserable
debate like this, even through the
powerful influence of Mr. Pugsley, ex-
Minister of Public Works for Canada.

I have read the explanations of Hon.
Mr. Hazen, of Sir Robert Borden and
Mr. Barnard, and am grateful to them
for their references made to me as a
public man. I realize the gravity of
the charges made by Mr. Pugsley, and
the value of the friendly references
by gentlemen I have mentioned. I am
also grateful to Mr. Barnard, who has
tried to advise the Dominion Parlia-
ment that we in British Columbia are
equal, at any rate, in time of war, to
carry on things as they should be
done.

I have nothing more to say than
this, that if I could possibly acquit Mr.
Pugsley of a deliberate attempt in
trying to wrong the administration
of which I am head, as well as wrong
me personally, I should quickly do so.
There is no desire on my part in time
of war to raise such questions. But I
am unable after reading his speech
and carefully analyzing it, to go this
far, and I cannot acquit him of the
charge I make that, as & public man
of Canada, he is prepared to do any-
thing right or wrong to try to injure
those who cannot agree with him in
political affairs.

1 want to add this before I sit down,
that I wish it noted and understood,
that after all, while we may count
ourselves fortunate in the possession
of these ships, had it not been for the
splendid and timely action of Captain
Logan, we would not have become
possessed of them. I do trust and I
would like to feel that in some. way
the government of Canada may, later
on, be able to extend to Captain Lo-

gan the recognition that such®an act
as his so clearly deserves, (applause).

 CHOYNSKFS GREAT PUNCH
MADE HIM REAL RING DEMON

It is just fourteen years since the
Californian, Joe Choynski in three
rounds knocked out Jack Johnson in
Galveston, Texas, and as a result
Choynski was arrested for breaking

‘the law.

In speaking about the fight Johnson
said that he wasn't the least bit sor-
ry when the sheriff jumped into the
ring, because he thought the top of
his brain had been knocked clean off.

Choynski was born in San Fran-
cisco, November 8, 1868, and although
he fought the biggest and best men
of his time, was never lucky enough
to grab a title. He was a bit shy on
weight, always scaling 165 or there-
abouts, and often fighting men such
as Jeffries, who tipped the beam at
220.

Choynski started his career in the
burg by the Golden Gate, and was
amateur champion at the time Jim
Corbett was teaching the boys at the
Olympic Club the trick of hitting and
getting away. The pair lived in
Hayes Valley, a part of Frisco, and
were rivals, both having plenty of
brothers who helped the thing along.

Corbett and Choynski fought foar
times, Corbett winning three of the
events. Their third contest was a
private affair, which was stopped by
the sheriff.

The best of the quartet of battles,
and, according to Billy Delaney, the
best fight he ever saw, was the one
on a barge at Benicia, some miles
from Frisco. It was a grudge affair
and on the side each man backed
himself for $1,000. Corbett wore two
ounce bag-punching gloves, while
Choynski, whose gloves had been lost
jn some mysterious manner, wore
ordinary driving gloves.

For 27 rounds they fought as no
bulldogs ever tore at one another.
Both were cut and bruised, and
Choynski had been fighting with a
broken nose since early in the battle.
Corbett broke both his hands in the
fifteenth round, and from then on;
fought with him palms, hitting as well
as he could with the heel of his
mitts.

In the twenty-seventh round Choyn-
ski was so weak from loss of blood
that Corbett with his “Wreck of the
Hesperus” left pushed rather than
hit his opponent on the chin and Joe
dropped for the fatal ten.

Choynski was far from through
with the game then, though, and

lips away from the teeth with his
knife between rounds, That was in
a twenty-round affair in Frisco, which
was refereed by Jim McDonald, &
well-known baseball umpire.

In telling of the bout Choynski said
that at one time during the fight,
thinking that Jeff might break his
hands if he hit him on the head, Joe

Sharkey. The sailor had just arrived
in San Francisco and was some xid.
Joe agreed to stop the tar in eight
rounds. He failed, but he handed the
old deck scrubber a neat lacing. The
posts of the ring at that time were
thinly padded and after beating Shar
key up and seeing that the wallops
had little effect, Joe figured out a new
scheme. He would feint Tom arourd
until he backed him up near a nost
and then bounce a left off his ckinm,
sending the tar’s head back against
the post with a bang, Groggy but
too game to knew that he was being
beaten, the sailor fought like a wild-
cat and finished up even with tricky
Choynski.

Old freckled Bob Fitzsimmons was
anothér man who never stopped talk-
ing about the wonderful kick packed
by Choynski. He fought Joe a six- |
round thing once in Boston um!}mr&i
ly weathered the storm. In the fifth |
round Choynski nailed the Cornish-|
man on the chin with is right and
the air was immediately filled with
freckles, while their owner reposed
on the canvas. Fitz was so dazed
that he says he thought up was down
and down was up, and kept trying to
push his bald knob through the bot-
tom of the ring.

“It is planned to have two active
branches of the Legion,” sald Captain
Johnston.

All this may be speculation, but it
looks like fact soon to be accom-
plished. Having proceeded thus far to-
ward the rich prize, the united naval
forces will hardly relinquish it, no
matter what the cost of capture.—Bog-
ton Post,

CANADA SHOULD
SEND MORE MEN

Rev. F. S. Porter urges
True Spirit of Patriotism
for Canadians.

“Is Canada Taking the War Serious-
1y?” was the subject of a strong ger
mon by Rev. Frederick 8. Porter in
Germain Street Baptist Church last
night. He thought the questibn ghould
be answered in the negative for he
felt that the people of Canada had
not yet fully realized just what was at
stake,

Our national existence was at stake.
Should the Allies lose Canada. would
be the first to feel it This Dominion
would become German with its mili-
tarism, and other institutions opposed
to the public welfare. The fight was
for our spiritual inheritance. The boys
in the trenches were fighting for this.
There was at present a meagre repre-
sentation of our military forces in the
army of the Empire.

*Patriotism was not the waving of
flags and shouting but the quiet giving
of our lives for the Empire. In Britain
they had 8,000,000 native born in the
amny. That was'one man out’of evry
fifteen in the kingdom was on active
service. If Canada were sending the
same proportion there would now be
500,000 Canadians under arms. In-
stead of that Canada was working
slowly and very laborously to reach
the 100,000 mark., In the Canadian
troops how many were Canadian born?
When the list of Canadian contingent
casualties was examined we found in
many cases the next of kin was in
some British hamlet.

Rev. Mr. Porter also referred to the
liquor traffic and spoke of the example
of Russia and France. There were al-
80 politcal evils and graft.

Mr. Porter pald a glowing tribute to
the work of the women of Canada for
they were making greater sacrifices
than the men.
