PUT AN END TO STRIKES Appeal Made On Behalf of the

$1,500,000 NEEDED

Erecting of polos and then the re­
moval of them is one of the newest 
games at Port Stanley, begun only the 
last week. The game is said to have 
been started by Sir Adam Beck, who 
provided the construction part of it, 
while Commissioner F. G. Mitchell fur­
nished the destructive portion. Whether 
the end of the play has been reached is 
not known.

Sir Adam is alleged to have started 
the ball rolling by causing to be erected 
a barricade of stout poles across the 
highway leading to Invererie Heights at 
the Port. These poles had the effect 
of preventing, vehicular access to the 
Invererie Hotel and adjoining property 
except by a roundabout route.

Just Above Brow.
The barricade was constructed just 

above the brow of the hill, and extended 
crosswise of the highway for a distance 
of nearly forty rods. Not only did the 
row of poles form an effective barrier, 
but it is believed by many who saw it 
that it would have constituted a very 
serious danger to motorists at night, 
since no lights were placed on the poles, 
and a motorist, they say, taking as a 
matter of course the road which has 
been in common use for many years, 
might easily have collided with the poles 
and have been thrown with his car down 
the steep Incline.

Commissioner Acts.
However, that danger was averted, 

because F. G. Mitchell, a member of the 
utilities commission, after trying In 
vain to discover by whose authority 
the poles were erected, ordered them 
taken down on Saturday afternoon, and 
himself assisted in removing the ob-

filled tn, and the work of lifting out the 
poles and filling in the holes did not 
take long.

Sir Adam Confesses.
Afterwards Mr. Mitchell met Sis 

Adam, who Mr. Mitchell says, acknowl­
edged that the poles had been placed on 
his instructions. The commissioner 
says Sir Adam explained that the 
reason he had them erected was be­
cause the L. and P. S. intended to pur­
chase the adjoining property, on which 
he thought a big hotel should be built. 
Mr. Mitchell assumed that Sir Adam's 
intention was to depreciate the value 
of the property he hoped to acquire by 
preventing vehicular access to it.

Belongs to City.
“It was a piece of autocratic imper, 

tinence," said Mr. Mitchell. “The road­
way and part of the property, on which 
the poles were placed, belongs to the 
city, and the other part is privately- 
owned property. Sir Adam Beck had 
absolutely no right to block a public 
thoroughfare, and incidentally to en­
danger the life of every motorist who, 
not knowing of the obstruction, might 
use the road."

Caretaker Not Present.
Mr. Mitchell said he was told at the 

Invererie Hotel that the L. and P. S. 
caretaker had ordered the poles put up. 
He tried to find the caretaker, but 
could not. and therefore took the law 
into his own hands.

After accomplishing the demolition 
of the barricade Mr. Mitchell told Sir 
Adam Beck what he had done and Sir 
Adam, he said, made no reply.

The Advertiser attempted to get Sir 
Adam Beck’s side of the story today, 
but found he was out of the city.

Wreaths Deposited At Foot of 
Cenotaph in Honor of 

Dead.
Ottawa, July 14.—Sir Robert Borden 

has communicated to the press the fol- 
|lowing with respect to industrial and 
labor conditions:

I "As announced in the governor-gen- 
Ieral’s speech at prorogation, it is the 
intention of the Government to sum- 
mon, within a few weeks, a representa­
tive conference for the purpose of an 
intimate and friendly discussion of the 

|relations between employees and em­
ployers and for consideration of the re­
port of the industrial relations commis- 
sion. The provincial governments will 
be invited to attend, and various or­
ganizations of employers and employees 
will be requested to appoint representa­
tives. It is hoped that such a con­
ference will be productive of better un­
derstanding and a more thorough co- 
op eration.

Meantime, it is most important that 
actual world conditions should be fully 
realized by the Canadian people. For 
five years the world has been wasting 
the productive capacity of about fifty 
million men actually engaged in war­
like activities. The remainder of the 
producing population has been to % con­
siderable extent occupied in producing 
munitions and implements of destruc­
tion. Millions of men must now resume 
the normal activities of peace. The 
business of the world has been com­
pletely disorganized and a long period 
Will probably lapse before it can be com­
pletely re-established. After the present 
period of inflation has passed Canada 
will probably face a period of depres­
sion.

To Provide Employment.
"To meet the possible imminence of 

such conditions, the Government has 
pledged the credit of the country to a 
very large extent in order to provide 
employment for the gallant men return­
ing to our shores from war service, and 
for those engaged in war industries 
which have now ceased. Many employ­
ers of labor have undertaken work at 
little or no profit in order that their 
lines of industry might afford every 
possible opportunity for employment. Up 
to the present such opportunities have 
been fairly abundant, but this condi­
tion may not continue indefinitely. Ef­
forts to provide employment will obvi­
ously be of little avail if the energy of

the country is exhausted in lockouts or 
strikes occasioned by differences which 
ought to be composed by peaceful meth­
ods and without constant Interruption 
of the nation’s task.

The industries of the country have 
a very direct and intimate relation to 
each other, and serious disturbance or 
stoppage of work through differences 
between employer and employed makes 
its effects felt in every allied or re­
lated industry.”

Strikes Destructive.
"No one would claim or even sug­

gest that injustice in respect of hours 
or wages should not be redressed by 
reasonable and effective means. But 
lockouts and strikes are almost as 
destructive as war itself in the waste 
and loss which they occasion, and in 
their disturbing influence upon the 
industrial life of the country. They 
remove large numbers of men from 
productive employment, they react de­
trimentally upon other industries and 
create unemployment through lack of 
orders; they embitter relations be­
tween employers and employed, they 
discourage efforts to continue or ex­

Toronto, July 14.—Financial assist­
ance to those soldiers who, having 
served overseas, desire to continue 
their education, and prove their capa- 
bility for doing so, has been asked of 
the government by the universities of 
the Dominion. Representatives of the 
universities is a committee, of which 
President Sir R. A. Falconer of the Uni- 
versity of Toronto is chairman, and the 
following members: W. A. Kerr, Uni- 
versity of Alberta; J. J. Tompkins, Uni. 
versity of St. Francis Xavier; Joseph 
Sirois, Laval University, and R F 
Ruttan, McGill University.

In a communication addressed to Sir 
Robert Borden, the committee states Its 
case and makes an earnest plea on be­
half of the returned men who wish to 
realize their ambition in a scholastic 
way. The communication makes a plea 
that Canada should not lag behind 
Great Britain and Australia in this 
matter, and concludes with the follow­
ing summing up of what is wanted: 

$1,500,000 Needed.
Our proposal is that the government 

should grant every returned soldier who 
can prove his need and his capability, 
maintenance and fees for at least one 
year. The sum of at least $350 would 
be required for subsistence, and at the 
highest the fees should not average 
more than $150. In view of the fact that 
there are probably at least 1,000 re- 
turned soldiers now in the higher edu­
cational institutions of Canada, and 
about the same number undergoing in­
struction either in the khaki university 
or in British universities, it is probable 
that not less than 2,500 or 3,000 may be 
expected to seek an education next 
winter in our Canadian institutions. 
The amount, therefore, that may be 
required for carrying out this scheme 
should be placed at $1,500,000.

Paris, July 14.—The triumphal march 
of allied troops through Paris began at 8 
o clock this morning. The weather was 
brilliant, being more like October than 
midsummer.

A thousand wounded soldiers with 
crutches or in wheel chairs and clad 
for the most part in civilian clothes, led 
the parade, being preceded by a drum 
corps.

Guns began firing at minute intervals 
as President Poincare placed a wreath 
at the foot of the Cenotaph at the 
Arc de Triomphe, this morning. This 
empty casket, placed there in memory 
of the allied dead, was also decorated 
by other wreaths, these being placed by 
Premier Clemenceau, a French soldier, 
a French sailor, an Alsatian girl, a girl 
from Lorraine, and Col. Edmund Groh. 
This last wreath was in memory of 72 
members of the Lafayette Escadrille, 
who lost their lives during the war.

Joffre and Foch.
Marshal Joffre, the victor of the first 

battle of the Marne, passed under the 
Arc de Triomphe at 8:45 o'clock. He 
rode alone. Behind him came Marshal 
Foch, the commander-in-chief of the al­
lied forces during the final campaign of 
the conflict. A storm of applause arose 
from the vast throng as the two mar­
shals passed the president’s stand and 
moved down the brilliant avenue.

Gen. John J. Pershing, with a num­
ber of American generals, came next in 
line, and was received with equal en­
thusiasm.

Record of Return Trip of R-34 
Describes Novel Sights.

MADE GOOD "GET AWAY”

Fastest Ocean Newspaper 
Delivery On Record.

Weather—Fair and warm.
Italian Provost Marshal Is in 

Control of Situation.

Pulham, Norfolk, England, July 14.— 
The log of the R-34, on its eastern trip, 
as on its voyage westward, was kept by 
Brig.-Gen- Edward F. Maitland, rep­
resentative of the British air ministry, 
on the dirigible.

The log says that after an extremely 
good "get-away" New York looked won­
derful at midnight and was a veritable 
fairyland of twinkling lights. The 
searchlights at first made a very un­
successful search, "but finally got us 
fair and square.” The great electrical 
signs of New York, the log says, illus­
trate the great importance of aerial ad­
vertisements.

At a distance of 2,000 feet above 
New York, the air was disturbed, partly 
because of the heat rising from the city 
and partly because of an approaching 
cyclone from the Great Lakes. The 
airship was very steady under the cir­
cumstances.

At 1:10 a.m. Thursday the R-34 head­
ed for its Scottish base at an estimated 
speed of 74 miles an hour, getting the 
full benefit of a. 35-knot wind from the 
southwest. At 2:17 o’clock the dirigible 
crossed the American coast line. Four 
engines were running at that time, 
while a fifth was being rested.

By 9:15 o’clock Thursday morning 
the dirigible had covered 430 miles from 
New York. The mail was then sorted. 
It included letters for King George, the 
British foreign office, other govern­
mental departments and a number of 
newspapers, the log adding:

Fast Newspaper Delivery.
"We hope this journey will prove 

the fastest newspaper delivery between 
New York and London yet accomplished 
and will be the forerunner of a regular 
exchange of mail between the east and 
west—the old world and the new.”

At 10:45 o'clock the R-34 was making 
72 knots an hour on four engines, the 
forward engine having been stopped.

"If all goes well," the log continues, 
‘Scott, commander of the R-34, will go 
straight to London to see how long it 
takes to cross from Broadway to" Picca­
dilly Circus, from the heart of one 
capital to the heart of another. At noon 
we had lunch with a ration of rum. The 
latter was much appreciated, as the 
weather had turned. Much secondary 
meteorological information in the Atlan­
tic, it was agreed, could be obtained 
cheaply by equipping cable repair ships 
with observer kites and instruments."

who died December 1, 1918, leaving ap­
proximately $20,000,000.

The singer does not specify the 
amount she seeks to iccover. but says 
it is the difference oetween the present 
market value of certain securities and 
what they were worth when she made 
the investment. She says she bought 
the stocks at the suggestion of Capt. 
de Lamar several years ago, and that 
he guaranteed her against loss.

U. S. Diplomat To Italy 
Returns On Carmania.

Halifax, July 14.—Among the pas­
sengers aboard the Carmania, bound to 
New York, was Thomas Nelson Page, 
American ambassador to Rome. He Is 
accompanied by Mrs. Page, their daugh­
ter and son-in-law and grandson.

When interviewed on board the 
steamer Saturday night, the ambassador 
highly praised the work done by the 
Canadians in Europe. "They had made 
a great record, and Canada need be 
proud of them," he said. He was glad 
to have the opportunity of coming 
across with some of the Canadian boys, 
and took a deep Interest In the disem­
barkation of the troops.

ORONTO PREPARESVienna, Friday, July 11.—King Fer­
dinand of Rumania, according to reports 
received here, is endeavoring to find 
among the European princesses a wife 
for Crown Prince Charles. Among 
those mentioned in this connection is 
Princess Yolando, the eldest daughter 
of the King of Italy.

Crown Prince Charles last September 
married Miss Zyslz Lambrino without 
the sanction of the king. He was dis­
ciplined for his morganatic marriage, 
and it was reported at the time that the 
crown prince said he would rather lose 
his throne than give up his wife. A re­
port received in Paris on June 11 said 
that the crown prince had shot himself 
In the leg because his father Insisted 
on his leaving Rumania for six months 
in an effort to forget his morganatic 
wife, from whom his parents had forced 
him to obtain a divorce. The dispatch 
added that Charles was still deeplv at­
tached to his former wife.

Paris. July 13.—Twenty-five thousand 
French soldiers died from tuberculosis 
during the war, and 120,000 men were 
exempted from service because of the 
disease, it was stated today in the sen­
ate. during a discussion of a bill to 
establish tuberculosis sanatoriums.

FOR GRA ODGE New York, July 14.—Although 
shackled after an unsuccessful attempt 
to hang himself in the Tombs prison 
today, Christian Vanderberger, charged 
with larceny, succeeded in a second 
attempt last night, while another pris- 
oner, Thomas Connors, held for an al­
leged violation of the health law, was 
discovered just in time to be prevented 
from ending his life in a similar man­
ner. After Vanderberzer was cut down 
the first time, a keeper stood guard at 
his cell door over an hour, watching him 
constantly. Then he left for five min­
utes to make a hurried inspection of 
other cells under his jurisdiction. When 
he returned he found Vanderberger's 
body hanging against the bars of the 
cell door, swinging by his belt, which 
had been quickly looped about his neck 
and tied at the top of the door as soon 
as the keeper had taken his eyes from 
him.

Screaton, John Green. Thomas Green, 
Sheriff Glass. James Eaton, R. J. C. 
Dawson, George Robinson and others. 
These men were associated with the his­
tory of the First Methodist Church and 
Methodism of this city.

Mark Their Passing.
"We should not pass lightly over the 

passing out of men of their type," Dr. 
Peever said, and added that it was quite 
appropriate to speak to young people 
words of appreciation of such men and 
women as were given to the Church of 
Christ. The outstanding facts connect­
ed with these men: They came of a 
sturdy stock, the pioneers of the coun­
try, clearing forests, building schools and 
churches. and establishing commerce 
and trade. "Their school was largely 
the school of stern experience, which 
compelled the adaptation to the chang­
ing experiences of life in a new coun­
try. They got up early and quit late, 
under the force of compulsion, for a 
livelihood, and very many of them pos­
sessed splendid ambition, guided by 
principles of honor, integrity and busi­
ness dealing.

“Another quality was their simple re­
ligion born out of experience and the 
grace of God. Many of them were gen­
erous even to liberality in the support 
of all good causes, and above and over 
everything their personalities and char­
acters were the outstanding facts of 
their lives.

Of Fine Type.
"Mr. Robinson was of this type. He 

combined the qualities of tender sym­
pathy, gracious simplicity, and strong 
conviction, all dominated by an energy 
and aggressiveness which made him 
conspicuous in business as well as re­
ligion. He was great, human, a godly 
and good man. A picture of his life 
is well furnished in these words by Kip­
ling:

Inspector McCallum stated today that 
he was not sure whether a prosecution 
would be instigated in this instance, 
but he declared that he was determined 
to prevent, if at all possible, continu­
ance of the practice of selling short- 
weight butter on the local market.

When they asked 
us who we were, we said we were a 
British airship from New York to Eng­
land. Their wireless operators ex­
pressed surprise. They had been at 
sea some time and did not know about 
us."

Practical for Commerce.
Brig.-Gen. Maitland the representa­

tive of the air ministry on the R-34, 
who kept the log of the voyage, said:

"We were sent by the air ministry 
to demonstrate that airships can do a 
long sea voyage with the ultimate view 
of their commercial value later. Air­
ships undoubtedly will be used in the 
future oversea and overland. They 
will not conflict in any way with the 
airplane or seaplane, but all will work 
together. The airship will go on long 
voyages, (while the other fliers will 
radiate for short distances from the 
airship terminal.

"Our reception in America was ex­
traordinary. The people there. im- 
pressed with our voyage, fully realize 
the commercial possibility of the big 
airship. It was a wonderful sight as 
we passed over the great electric signs 
in New York, the signs being particu­
larly bright spots below."

Keen for Another Trip.
The members of the crew of the 

R-34 were disappointed because they 
were not able to land at East Fortune, 
where most of them have their homes. 
They were taken in charge by the of­
ficers at Pulham and provided with 
clothing, as they had nothing but their 
flying clothes on the ship. All were 
clad to get back, but said they were 
anxious to make another trip, being 
confident that their successful adven­
ture was only the beginning of a life 
which will include not only trans-At­
lantic flights, but regular trips to 
other countries, particularly Europe 
and Asia. All agreed that a long voy­
age entailed no hardship or harder 
work than many other duties of flying.

The R-34 rested today in the shed 
beside her sister ship, the R-33. Major 
Scott and the other officers of the diri- 
gible, after resting today, will prepare 
tomorrow to return the R-34 to East 
Fortune, her home port. The officers 
will make a careful examination of the 
machinery and the envelope in order to 
ascertain how they stood the test of 
the long voyage. They expressed the 
belief that the. stern engine had been 
damaged beyond repair as the con- 
necting rod had broken and wrecked 
the engine. The other engines worked 
perfectly to the last minute, but they 
will he gone over in a search for strain 
defects before the ship again takes the 
air. Major Scott will also examine the 
envelope, which appears .to have stood 
the test well.

No date has been fixed for the re­
turn of the R-34 to East Fortune.

ROWELL’S STATEMENT.

Hon. N. W. Rowell, president of the 
privy council, has made public a letter 
he had written to W. J. B. Davison, 
one of the leading Liberals of Port 
Hope.

"Ottawa, July 11, 1919.
Dear Mr. Davison, —
"You have asked my opinion as to 

what the Liberal Unionists in Ontario 
should do in view of the hostile atti­
tude shown at the recent provincial 
Liberal convention in Toronto toward 
the Liberal-Unionists and the choice 
by that convention of Mr. Dewart as 
leader.

"In the fall of 1917, the Liberals 
of Canada were actually divided over 
a great national issue, involving the 
future of our country and the support 
of our gallant defenders overseas: but 
this division did not extend to provin­
cial politics in Ontario—both sections 
of the party co-operating under the 
temporary leadership of Mr. Proudfoot, 
whose sound Liberalism, integrity, 
courage and unselfish patriotism must 
be appreciated by all Liberals.

"Illiberal and Intolerant."
"Prior to the meeting of the Toronto 

convention I confidently anticipated 
that this co-operation would continue 
and that the policies for which the 
provincial Liberal party in Ontario had 
fought for so many years would he 
supported by a united provincial Lib­
eral party. The convention has changed 
the whole situation. The illiberal and 
intolerant attitude of one section of the 
party, apparently largely represented 
at the convention, toward Mr. Proud­
foot and other Unionist-Liberals, shows 
that co-operation at the present time:

"The treaties which are to bring the 
war to an end have not yet been ratified 
and the war is not officially terminated 
and will not be officially terminated un­
til some times after the August conven­
tion. It is quite clear therefore that

the task for which the Union Govern­
ment was formed and the platform on 
which it was elected has not yet been 
carried into effect.

"If it is the duty of the Government 
to carry on, it can only do so by the 
support of the Liberal-Unionists in the 
House.

,The celebration of the crossing of 
Boyne stands for the triumph of civil 
and religious liberty over bigotry and 
intolerance, the winning of freedom of 
worship for Roman Catholics as well 
as Protestants, in other words, the 
giving of people the right to worship 
God according to the dictates of their 
own consciences. "Is it not probable," 
he asked, ,that out of the war in 
which she has been defeated, Germany 
will enjoy a liberty not previously en- 
joyed? ... Mentioning the reports to the 
effect that the embargo was being 
lifted on Germany Saturday, he stated 
that it came on a fitting day, the day 
dedicated to celebration of enlargement 
of liberty. Mentioning the numbers of 
members of the L. O L. who offered 
their services in the war, numbers of 
whom will never come back, Col. Luff 
made an eloquent appeal on behalf of 
the proposed orphanage for children of 
men of the order who made the su­
preme sacrifice.

Making passing reference to strikes 
and rumors of strikes, this speaker 
declared he was urging the women to 
strike for an eight-hour day. “Then 
God help the men," he commented amid 
laughter.

We 
know that the Orange Order stands for 
the great brotherhood of man. There 
is no color line in the order. That is 
why I love it.

"Some day, the greatest period in 
the history of the world is coming, 
the day of the greatest peace the 
world has ever known.

"You can rest assured, the Indians 
will celebrate peace day with all their 
hearts. You can rely upon the devo­
tion of the Indian to this country and 
the great empire. You can depend 
upon him to defend its glorious llag."

Many Members “Over There.”
Past Master E. T. Essery, mention­

ing the “double-header" nature of the 
celebration, enumerated the many 
times that members of the L. O. L. 
have served the colors in Canada, under 
the British flag, the good old Union 
Jack. He would have no other flag 
for Canada. Flags shown as "Cana­
dian" flags may be all very well for 
river barges and merchant marine.

The Union Jack is the glorious flag 
of empire and of Canada, the Dominion. 
Mr. Essery at this point, explained the 
significance of the details of the flag 
that “for a thousand years has braved 
the battle and the breeze."

Punish Kaiser.
He would have the kaiser punished 

to the extreme limit of the law. If a 
man is hanged for one murder, why 
should a criminal of the magnitude 
of the "shrivel-armed son of Satan" be 
dealt with more gently?

Yes, and 
some Canadian profiteers have been attracted by 
it. But are we to be led from the scent by this 
kind of herring drawing? We all know that 
there are rascals as great in England as in 
Canada. Perhaps, because Uncle Sam made an 
example of some profiteers, there has been less 
of that sort of thing during the war across the 
line than in any other country. Specialists like 
Col. Allison in the shell game, as well as Govern­
ment favorites like Grant Hugh Brown, came 
across to this side of the line to be at the feast. 
One of them has been placed under arrest by 
Uncle Sam. Canada has never arrested a single 
grafter since war began. She has been forced to 
turn them from the House of Commons, but it 
was more in sorrow than in anger.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
Having had over forty years' experience in 

a retail store I have seen many changes and re­
forms in the method of doing business during 
that period, and my knowledge thus gained may 
be of some value in the much-discussed problem 
of Saturday early closing.

An old friend of mine whose grocery Store 
was on Dundas street during those good old days 
when London, with a population of less than 
2,000, had not less than fifty barrooms privileged 
to stay open until 11 oclock Saturday nights, 
kept his store open for the many orders which 
came from the homeward-bound bar patrons. He 
thought that if he closed at an earlier hour this 
trade would be lost to a more accommodating 
grocer. At last he awoke—came to himself and 
said no matter what the loss might be he would 
close his store at a more reasonable hour Satur­
day night. He did so, and never missed the bar- 
room patrons’ orders. They were replaced by a 
better class of customers.

Again, in those good old days, the errand 
boys and junior clerks came to work as early as 
7 :30 to take down the old wooden shutters, sweep 
out the store. etc. They then proceeded to hang 
and pile up goods on the outside of the store. By 
8 o’clock the senior clerks and often the boss 
himself were on hand and took part in waylaying 
the passersby and corralling them into the store.

On market days a boy was sent to litter the 
market square with bills, and these methods were 
then thought the way to do business. It took a 
long time to teach these merchants that attractive 
window-dressing was far better than a display of 
goods on the outside of the store, and that per­
sistent newspaper advertising is the magnetic 
trade-getter.

In the days above mentioned the store did 
not close until 7 p.m., and the smartest trade of 
the day was done between the hours of 6 and 7 
o clock. When the 6 o’clock closing was first 
mooted, to do so the average merchant thought 
he would be throwing away a good hour’s busi­
ness, but after three weeks of 6 o’clock closing he 
forgot that he had ever kept open until 7 o’clock. 
And Saturday night closing in these days _ well 
in many stores any old time up to midnight Also 
the opening up of new goods, etc., was done after 
store closing, and worse yet on the Sabbath be­
hind closed shutters. Many a merchant pored 
over his books and papers (he just thought he 
had to, having no time throughout the week he 
was so busy). And what was the result of this 
strenuous life? Well, for the best of reasons none 
of these merchants rode in limousines; no and 
many of them could not afford a one-horse chaise 
And the cemetery headstones tell that many of 
these men never reached the age of 40 years.

Now from this perhaps too lengthy epistle. I 
appeal to the retail merchants of today for the 
early Saturday closing. What? Are you afraid 
to act for yourself in this matter—are you afraid 
you may lose some of your business? The chances 
are you are overestimating your loss. And know 
this—the worthwhile things a man does in his 
lifetime arc done with sacrifice.

Saturday night early closing. Do it now and 
be glad.

IRISH ACTIVITY IN
U. S. AMAZES EDITOR.

MONTREAL, July 13.—Clement K. 
Shorter of London, England, well-known 
as editor of the Sphere, and director of 
the Tattler, stopped at the Ritz-Carlton 
yesterday on his return journey to Eng­
land. Touching on the general political 
outlook in England, he said:

“I think it possible that Lloyd George 
may be premier of some quite different 
combination than at present in three or 
four years’ time. He is the only poli­
tician on the horizon in Great Britain 
with an immense personal magnetism, 
and is what they can on this continent 
‘a live wire.’

Should Settle Irish Issue.
"Personally 1 am very anxious that 

Lloyd George should get to work on a 
solution of the Irish question. He has 
shown some apparent insincerity in the 
past, and one of his friends told me 
that he hated the Irish. Another friend 
of his assured me just before I left 
England that directly Lloyd George re­
turned from the peace conference he in­
tended to concentrate all his energies 
on that question.

"How vital it is has been greatly im­
pressed upon me during my visit to 
the United States. The political activity 
of the Irish in that country far exceeds 
anything that I for one moment be­
lieved possible. And I can see that 
there is a real danger to the future 
friendly relations of the United States 
and Great Britain, especially in the 
west, if this question be not settled 
speedily and with a great element of 
generosity on the lines of dominion 
home rule."

A party of 8 officers and 271 other
