D. A. Railway to Build New Boat for
Wolfville-Parrsboro Route

PARRSBORO, March 31.—Subsidies
totalling $8,000 have been granted the
Dominion Atlantic Railway towards the
re-establishing of the steamship service
between the ports of Parrsboro, Kings-
port, and° Wolfwille, and, as a result of
these grants, a new steamer capable of
accommodating the increasing tourist
traffic over this route will be constructed
at an earl e.
George 1{ Graham, general manager
of the D.AR., F. J. G. Comeau, general
passenger agent, and Laurie Ells, super-
intendent, were in Parrsboro foday in-
terviewing shipbuilders with reference to
the construction of the steamer.
The service between the ports mention-
ed was only recently discontinued by the
railway because of the fact that insuffi-
cient government subsidies were given.
A few days ago, however, a delegation
from the Parrsboro Borad of Trade, con-
sisting of President E. B. McDade and
H. T. Smith, had a conference with the
government at Ottawa, and succeeded
in obtaining a federal subsidy of $5,000
per annum for the line. In addition to
this a telegram received from Hance J.
Logan, M.P., yesterday, announced that
a further mail subsidy of $1,000 per an-
num had been secured from the Post
Office Department for the proposed ser-
vice. These amounts, with a subsidy of
$2,000 a year from the Provincial Gov-
ernment, bring the total grant to $8,000.
It is understood that the officials of
the D.A.R. will leave here today and
will make their report to the head office
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, after
which matters with regard to the con-
struction of the vessel will be settled.

NEW VARIETIES OF 'APPLES
A new sweet apple is announced by

the Dominion Horti ist in the re-i
port of his Division for 1 Itisa
seedling of the McIntosh and has been
given the name of “‘Sweetmac”. It is
described as of attractive appearance,
crimson color, with white flesh showing
traces of red. It has the further desir-|,
able qualities of juiciness and small core, |
Its season of use is given as October to|’
January, / ~ 2ol

This is but one of six new varietis
named during the year. Three varieties|
are Spy seedlings gnd are named “Spi-|
land”, “Spimore”, and “‘Spiretta”, and
they all resembie the Northern Spy in |
one or more respects. “Rosetta”, a
seedling of ‘“Winter Rose”, resembles
the variety “Sops of Wine” in color
and flavor, *Toshkee”, a cross of Mec-
Intosh and Milwaukee, resembles the
MclIntosh in color, flesh and flavor and
bears a resemblance to Milwaukee only
in shape. It is a longer ke¢per than the
Mclntosh.

A new crab apple, the “Toshprince”,
is also reported., It is a cross of the
Prince with McIntosh. It bears an at-
tractive fruit up to 2 1-8 inches in diame-
ter, mildly flavored and of good quality,
resembling the MclIntosh in color.

Of the many new varieties of apples
fruiting at the farm during the year un-
der review, these are the ones considered
to be sufficiently promising to justify giv-
ing them a place in commercial apple
varieties.

OUR STANDARD OF LIVING

So great is the desire on the part of
Italians to earn their own living apart
from any state aid, that women opera-
tives in the Iseo region near Brescia are
working at the phenomenal wage of 18
centimes per hour (which is less than
4c.). It is even claimed that the works
in question can be kept in operation day
and night, so anxious are the people in
the district to be self-supporting.

The products of this cheap labor are
being offered in Canada in competition
with Canadian made goods. As in Italy,
so in France, in Germany, in Belgium
and other countries of Europe, the peo-
ple are working at wages which permit
the marketing of goods at prices which
cannot be contemplated by the mapu-
facturers in this country on the present
level of wage costs.

The Canadian manufacturers in the
face of this situation are demanding that
the government increase the tariff pro-
tection. It is not hard to understand the
difficulty of their position and the pro-
blem with which they have to contend.
And contrary tc the opinion commonly
held by workers—at least as expressed
by their spokesmen—there is no general
effort on the part of the manufacturers
to reduce wages. Manufacturers will
tell you, when asked on this point, that
they want to pay wages in keeping with
our present standard of living.

Manufacturers are seeing their home
market supplied with foreign goods and
they do not want to be accused of grind-
ing down the wages of their workers to
meet competition. Their attitude is
worthy of commendation in one sense.
No one wants to take a step which seems
