18. The Steward shall visit all the occupied
wards in the Hospital at least once every morning
and evening, and oflener when required so to do by
the attending Medical Officer; he shall also be
prepared to report to the attending Medical Officer
the state of the patients since the last visit.

19. In any case of an urgent nature, the Steward
shall immediately summon the attending Medical
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Officer
;
and if he cannot be found, he shall call

upon the nearest member of the Medical Board.
20. He shall have charge of all the surgical

instruments and medical stores belonging to the
Hospital, and shall be responsible for the same.

21. He shall be responsible for the affixing of the
names and other particulars of all the patients at
their bed's head

; and he shall enter in the register
of patients the name, sex, age, religion, country,
place of residence, and time of admission of every
patient received into the Hospital ; also, the name
of the person by whom the patient has been
recommended.

22. It shall be his duty to notify the members of
the Medical Board whenever a consultation is
required.

23. He shall draw up a quarterly report of the
state and number of patients admitted and dis-
charged previously to the meetings of the Governors
and the Committee of Management.

24. He shall deliver to the Nurses the different
medicines, &o., ordered for the patients of each, the
directions for which shall be legibly written or
printed, and affixed upon each phial, book, or parcel.

CHAPTER VI.

OF THE.MEDICAL BOARD.

1. The Medical Board of the Jeffery Hale Hospital
shall consist of the consulting and attending Phy-
sicians and Surgeons.

OF THE PATIENTS.

1. No patient shall smoke in the house or on the
galleriesv make use of obscene or pr>fane language,
nor leave the ward in which hei or sh*» Ahaii howp.

2. The patients shall not play at cards or dice, or
any other game.

3. They shall conduct themselves with due respect
to the Matron, Nurses, and Servants of the Hospital.

4. No male patient, under any pretence whats'--
ever, shall enter the apartments or wards for females,
unless required by the Physician to give assistance

;nor shall a female enter the apartments or wards
lor males,

5. No patients shall allow their friends to bring
to them, nor shall they use, anything whatsoever
except the diet prescribed, without permission from
the attending Physician or Surgeon.

6. Every patient shall retire to bed at nine, p.m.,
Irom the first of May to the first of November; at
eight, p.m., from the first of November to the first of
May; and those who are able shall arise atscvea,
a.m., during summer, and at eight, a.m., during
winter.

7. Such patients as shall be considered able shall
assist the Nurses and other Servants of the Hospital
in nursing the patients, making the beds, cleaning
the wards, and doing such other work as the attend-
ing Physician or Surgeon may direct.

9. The body of any patient dying in the Hospital

shall not be removed for interment until twenty-four

hours, in summer, and thirty-six in winter, shall

have elapsed after the death of the patient, without
a written permission from the Medical Officer.

10. That, for the purposes of pathological investi-

gation, the attending Medical Officers of the Hospital
shall have the power of examining, post-mortem^ the

bodies of patients deceased within it, at their dis-

cretion
; and such examination shall only be made

in the presence or by the order of the same.

CHAPTER XI.

OF THE PENALTY OF RECEIVING ANY FEE OR REWARD.

1. No Grovernor, Officer, or other person connected

with the Jeffery Hale Hospital, shall at any lime

presume, under any pretence whatever, on pain of

expulsion, to give to or take from any tradesman,

patient, servant, or any other person or persons, any
fcvvard Or gratuity, of whatever kind, directly or

indirectly, for any services done or to be done, or
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proposed to be done, on account of or relative to

the said Hospital, except in the case of Physicians
to the Institution, who, for tie accommodation of

their private patients, may bring them into the

pay-ward of the Hospital when it does not interfere

with the objects of the Institution.

CHAPTER XII.

When a pauper dies in the Hospital (if the body
be interred), the Steward shall give notice thereof

to the minister to whose congregation or church he
or she may belong; and the Porter shall, if neces-

sary, assist the Sexton at the grave ; and in such
cases the Committee of Management are authorized

to request ihe different religious communities to

which they may have belonged to provide for the

funerals of such, unless the bodies are otherwise

disposed of by law.

CHAPTER XIII.

or ALTERING, REPEALING, AND MAKING REGULATIONS
AND STATUTES.

No additional By-law, Regulation or Statute shall

hereafter be made, nor shall any of those already
existing be in any way altered or repealed, except
a special motion for such alteration, repeal, &c., be
made and received at one of the quarterly meetings
o. the crovernors, and passed at the next quarterly
meeting.
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
