The man began by in­
terrupting the service, asking 
questions of an infidel character, 
ridiculing religion, and reviling 
Methodists. He was met by two 
or three staggering truths that 
fairly knocked his self-confidence 
out of him ; and then ho lost his 
temper and made use of the vilest 
language. Mr. Marsden said :

He is not 
tit for any decent woman to live 
with ; and now he comes forth as 
the champion of infidelity and sin. 
O Lord, save this “frog of the 
devil," this bad husband, this 
wicked man.’ But before the 
praj’er was ended the objector 
found the place too hot for him 
and prudently departed. I did 
not know till some time after­
wards that be had worried his 
first wife to death by his wicked­
ness, and was divorced from his 
second wife ; but these facte lend 
additional importance tombât re­
markable prayer. I afterwaids 
aeked Mr. Marsden why he called 
the man a ‘ frog of the devil ; ’ 
and he referred me to Rev. xvi. 
13 for an explanation, though bo 
added that the passage was the 
inspiration ot the moment and 
exactly suited the case.

On the following evening the 
drunkards bad some difficulty in 
finding a champion. As we were 
singing in the street, they were 
drinking in an adjoining public- 
house. One of tbe ringleaders 
said to an impulsive, reckless 
young fellow in the room : ‘ Tom, 
tha dare not go an harken to yon 
telly praychin. If tha does, tha’ll 
get converted ! ' Tom said : * If 
iba’il pa}- for a gallon o’ ale, I’ll 
go.’ The ale was paid for, and 
consumed by the company, and 
alter our preliminary service in 
the street was over he followed us 
to chapel, lie took a back-seat 
under the gallery near the door, 
intending to keep up a running 
tire ot opposition as long as lie

Iirudentty could, and then retreat. 
>ut the preacher spied him, and 

I fancy he recognized him as one 
ot In» triends from the'bush shop;’ 
for he soon brought him promi­
nently before the congregation in 
liis prayers after this fashion :

‘ O Lord, save that young man 
by the door. He is a gambler and 
s]>endthrift, and will soon drift 
away to a drunkard’s hell, if Thy 
hand does not save him to-night. 
He promised his sainted father he 
would meet him in glory ; and he 
promised his pious mother that 
lie would follow her to heaven. 
But he has forgotten his promises, 
and is like the prodigal, jar from 
home and peace.’

So the hie and character of poor 
Tom were sketched in that prayer, 
till the ujtow of conviction was 
driven deeply into his soul. He 
fairly roared for mercy, and two 
or three of his companions follow- 
cd his example. They spoiled an 
admirable sermon that night, but 
they gave us a most successful 
pruver-meet ing.

Among those who followed us to 
i lie cliapcl were a number of 
navies, t hey bad been attracted 
by tlie commotion and uproar 
in the street.*, and doubtless ex­
pected some excitement at the

AERIAL NAVIGATION.
Germany and Russia are both 

pushing forward experiments in 
flying machines for uee in war or 
otherwise. It appears that tbe 
direction in which these are work­
ing is tbe only one likely to be 
successful. It ignores the ridiee- 
lous inflated gas bag,which ia enor­
mous in size, difficult and costly 
to till in war, and floats-a gigan­
tic derelict—at the mercy of every 
current of air, a huge mark for 
tbe first gunner who ean bit and 
bring it to the ground. Baumgar- 
ten, in Germany, and Barunovski, 
in Russia, adopt the principle of 
the incline plane pressed against 
the air, and thus capable ot mak­
ing some attempt at least to regu 
late its own course. In the kite 
the power that presses the incline 
piano is the hand ot a boy acting 
through the string. In the sail 
of a boat the resistance of water 
to the sidelong motion keep» the 
sails pressed against the wind. 
In flying machines the pressure is 
given by an engine carried by the 
machine, and acting by means of 
fans of one sort or the other.'The 
difficulty at present is the weight 
of engine and fuel, but withtlie new 
development of electrical practi­
cal knowledge we inay fairly ex­
pect to see accumulators which 
will supply the maximum of pow­
er with the minimum of weight. 
Then tbe problem of flying in the 
still air will be solved. Whether 
we shall ever bo ready to ride tbe 
storm is another matter.—Pall 
Mall Gazette.

TRAINING THE MEMORY.
The late Thurlow Weed had a 

wonderful memory. He retained 
faces, names, dates and facts. In 
answer to one who had asked him 
if he had ever done anything to 
strengthen his memory, Mr. Weed 
replied by giving an account of 
a method which had accomplish­
ed two things—it made his wife 
a confidant, and it developed a 
surprising memory.

“ I had to adopt a regular me­
thod, and I bit on one that was 
very effective. I will tell you 
about it lor the benefit of other 
young men. I goj, married in 
1818, when 1 was working in 
Albany as a journeyman printer.

“ In a few months I wont into 
business, establishing a newspaper 
for myself, and some of my friends 
thought 1 was ‘cut out lor a poli­
tician’—that is, 1 probably im­
pressed my views strongly on 
those about me.

“ But I saw at once a fatal 
weakness. My memory was a 
sieve. I could remember noth­
ing. Dates, names, appointments, 
faces—everything escaped me.

“I said to my wife: ‘Cather­
ine, I shall never make a success­
ful politician, for I cannot remem­
ber, and that is a prime necessity 
of politicians. A politician who 
sees a man once should remember 
him forever.

“ My wife told me that I must 
train my memory. So when I 
came home that night I sal down 
alone and spent fifteen minutes 
silently to recall the events of the 
day.

“I could remember little at 
first; now I remember that! could 
not then remember what I bad lor 
breakfast. Finally I found I could 
recall more. Events came back 
to me more minutely and more 
accurately.

“ After a fortnight or so of this, 
Catherine said: ’Why don’t you 
tell your business to me ? It 
would be interesting, and my in­
terest in it would stimulate you.’

“ Then I began a habit of oral 
confession, as it were, which 1 
followed for almost fifty years. 
Every night the last thing before 
retiring 1 told my wife everything 
that 1 could recall that had 
happened to mo or about me dur­
ing the day.

“ I generally_recalled the very 
dishes I had had for breakfast, 
dinner ar.d leu ; the people I had 
seen and what they had said; the 
editorials I hud written, and an ab­
stract of them ; the letters I hud 
sent and received, and the very 
language used as near as possible;

I- when 1 had walked or ridden— 
everything, in short, that had 
come within my knowledge.

“ 1 found I could say my lessons 
better and better every year, and 
instead of growing irksome, it got 
to be a pleasure to run the events 
of the day in review.

"l am indebted to this discip 
line tor a memory of somewhat 
unusual tenacity, and I recom­
mend the practice to all who ex­
pect to have much to with influ­
encing men."

According to the figures com­

piled by the clerks in the Bureau 
of Statistics, in 204 out of the to­
tal number of 11,085 marriage* 
in 1882, the bridegrooms were un­
der twenty years of age.

Tbe bridegrooms be­
tween 20 and 25 years of age 
numbered 3,922, the brides 4,602. 
There were 3,382 men married 
who were between 25 and 30 years 
old, and 2,121 women between the 
same ages. The bridegrooms be­
tween 30 and 35 years ol age were 
1,655 in number, and the brides 
747. But 880 men and 435 wo­
men were married who were be­
tween 3b and 40 years ot age. 
The old bachelor.* who became 
benedicts between 40 and 45 years 
of age numbered 447, and the wo­
men who when mun ied confessed 
to the same age were 205 in num­
ber. Tuere were 270 men and 
loll women married between the 
ages of 45 and 50,and 150 men

They sent unto them. The hatred 
between Jews and Samaritans was 
excessive and unrelenting. It would 
therefore be in the higbtest degree 
important that it should be shown 
to the Church at Jerusalem that 
these Samaritans, by the agency of 
the same apostles, were partakers of 
the same. Peter and, John. Peter 
was sent by the body of apostles. 
Hence he could not have been chief 
or primate, as the Romanists assert.

Receive the Holy Ghost —The pray­
er clearly pointed to such a gift of 
the power of the Spirit as had been 
bestowed on the day of Pentecost. 
Luko speaks not in this place of the 
common grace of tbeSpir.t, whereby 
God regenerates us that we may be 
his children, hut of those singular 
gifts wherewith God would have cer­
tain endowed at the beginning of 
the gospel to beautify the kingdom 
of Christ.

The restriction of the conveyance 
of such gifts to the apostles is a very 
strong presumption in favor of the 
view that miraculous poweis ceased j 
with the. generation among whom 
there survived some on whom the 
apostles had laid their hands.

Laid . . . their hands cn them— 
This was part of that miraculous su­
premacy of the apostles—Christ’s 
own choabn, original, witnessing 
twelve—which they could not com­
municate to any fellow, or transmit 
to any successor.—Receive the Holy 
Ghost. We have here,as atCæiarea, 
(chap. 10. 44—48), and at Ephesus, 
(chap. 10. 5—7), a miniature Pente­
cost, in which a new inauguration 
seeaia to take place by the repetition 
of the same charismatic effusions, 
each time under apostolic supervisi­
on.

Simon was one ot those magicians 
or sorcerers who were then frequent 
in the East. It was a period of a 
great religions ciisis ; there was a 
general expectation throughout the 
East of the advent of some great de­
liverer ; the Messianic notions of the 
Jews were spread abroad, and, hence 
many impostors, taking advantage 
-of this fact, decîived the people. The 
Simon of tradition was a native of 
Cyprus ; professed to believe the 
Oriental philosophy of his day; 
claimed himself to bean eon or eman­
ation from the deity ; traveled about 
with a beautiful prostitute, whom he 
represented as another divine eman­
ation ; aided Felix in seducing Dru- 
silla, the queen of Emesa ; and sub­
sequently came to Rome, where he 
continued to practice bis magic arts, 
piobahly until h's death. When Si­
mon sav;—-Its effects were, therefore, 
visible, and consequently the effect 
of laying on of the apostles’ bauds 
was not the inward but the outward 
miraculous gifts of the Spirit.—Si­
mon the Magus, intently gazing 
on Simon the Apostle, sees a woik 
performed on the young Samaritan 
converts that raises th-m above 
themselves. He notes how beautiful 
and miraculous the results, 'through 
laying on of the apostles’ hands lie 
regarded tbe capability of imparting 
the Holy Spirit, rightly as a derived 
power, (see Matt. 10. 1 ;) bat wrong­
ly, as one to be obtained by an exter­
nal method, without an inward dispo­
sition, and since in internal commerce 
every thing may be had for gold, he 
wanted to buy it. He offered them 
Whether he openly proposed to buy, 
or whether -his act was a secret one, 
in the nature of an attempted bribery, 
the account does not indicate ; the 
latter supposition is the more inher­
ently probable.

From his name a mercenary trame 
in holy things has, through tbe 
Chi istran ages, been called simony. 
Clearly, from the narrative, Sim>n 
himself did not receive the Spirit by 
the Laying on of hands. His nefari­
ous attempt to treat with the apos­
tles was before he himself had been 
presented to them for this purpose. It 
is piubable enough that he was im­
pressed by the sign that Philip 
wrought ; that he felt himself in tbe 
presence of a Power above his own ; 
ttial he aceep'.ed Philip’s statements 
as to the death and the resurrection 
of the (Jurist. It was suuti a faith

that of which Jaaics speaks. 
James 2. 14, 19.

J udas sold the Son, Simon would 
have bought the Holy Ghost.

7 Th g money perish with f/tec—This 
is not an auatUema with the sense 
of a consignment of Simon to de­
struction, for in tbe next sentence 
Peter admonishes him to pray for 
forgiveness.

Repent therefore— A wicked man 
may pray, and ought to pray.—As 
had as Simon Magus was, St. Peter 
doth not drive him to despair, but 
directs him to his duty. if pet haps
__Heie evidently a doubt as to tii-
mon’s obtaining forgiveness is ex- 
piessed. Some suppose that Peter 
here expressed bis doubts whether 
Simon, in desiring to purchase tbe 
Holy Ghost, may not have commit­
ted the unpardonable sin. Others 
refer the doubt to Simon’s repen­

tance. Tbe sin against the Holy 
Ghost excludes the idea of forgive­
ness. Peter here, then, expresses no 
donbt of God's forgiveness, no limi­
tation of his mercy ; but the doubt 
refers to Simon’s repentance, which 
was hardly to be expected.

In the gall of bittern*»*—The poi­
son of serpents was considered to be 
seated in their gall ; so “ the gall of 
atps is within him.’ Job 2U. 14. 
Bond of iniquity—Hemmed around 
by habits and principles of iniquity, 
as it bonnd fast by a fetter or bo> d 
from which he cannot energetically 
even will to escape.

Pray ye the Lord—His conscience 
reads “ between tbe lines” of Peter's 
address what was not actually fonnd 
there. That “ if perhaps” is to him 
as the knell of doom. He prays, not 
for deliverance from the bond of ini­
quity,” bnt only from the vague ter­
ror of a future penalty. He turns 
not, as Peter has bidden him, to the, 
Lord, woo was ready to forgive, but 
tv a human mediator. Peter must 
pray for him who has not faith to 
pray for himself.

A GOOD HINT.

“ Rational Dress” is becoming a 
recognized topic of the day. It is 
very certain that the interests of the 
nation demand its careful considera­
tion. Many curious things may be 
said about what mea wear. Tbe 
mischief, however, is chieliy on the 
other side of the house. We shall 
have a word to say ah >ut it at an 
early opportunity. If many of our 
weakly sisters and delicate mothers 
would only weigh the clothing which 
they carry about with them they 
would be astonished and confounded. 
John Gilpin’s famous bottles strap­
ped with care about his waist would 
have to be multiplied again and a- 
gam in order to provide an average 
weight for a fashionable lady’s dress. 
As for tight-lucmg, they deserve it 
who use it. Some tilings are only 
exceedingly stupid, hut tight-lacing 
is exceedingly wicked. Its injurious 
effects upon health render it a horri­
ble sin. No Christian young l*dy 
should allow herielf to practice it, 
any more than she would commit 
suicide by slow poison. Let her ask 
any sensible doctor if, through ig­
norance of the elements of physiol­
ogy, she doubts that there is danger­
ous evil in the nractice.—Methodist 
Rec.

PRESERVE THE FORESTS.

One of the encouraging signs of 
the times is the fact that America is 
waking up to the value of its timber 
lands. “ Tbe lumber interests of tbe 
United States, ard in fact of tbe 
whole world,” says the Southern 
Lumberman, “ have assumed such 
important proportions that it is due 
to the people that our State Govern­
ments should es tablish a series of 
surveys and investigations, with a 
view of determining the exact amount 
of their forest wealth, and that in 
time the general Government,through 
ifs proper department, should pub­
lish in statistical form the result of 
each State’s timber resources. While 
this authentic report would be of 
great value to commerce, tbe pre­
sence ofc tbe botanists and their " as­
sistants in every portion of the 
States and Territories would arouse 
the people to a sense of the wealth 
contained in their forest possessions, 
and would perhaps stimulate them 
to a more economical use of the tim­
ber, and make them more careful 
about preserving it ; at any rate, the 
timber, its extent, variety and value, 
should be made known at as early 
a date as possible.”

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THE EASTER SEASON.

The tendency of holy-deys to be­
come holidays is evident to any 
thoughtful observer. So far has this 
tendency already carried us that the 
observance of days and seasons is as­
sociated in the average mind with 
customs which, to say the least, are 
not conducive to piety. Compara­
tively little of sincere worship is, it is 
to be feared, inspired by Christmas ; 
and but little hope respecting resur- 
xection seems to be awakened in the 
ordinary mind by the return of the 
Easter season.

In spite, however, of all this the de­
vout Christian is cheered by the 
thought that in his private and pub­
lic worship at this season many hun­
dreds of thousands heartily commem­
orate with him the great and solemn 
fact out of which the world’s life 
springs. ‘Careless as to the accor­
dance of the date with the actual 
event, forgetful of the superstitious 
purposes for which Good Friday has 
been used, uninterested quite in the 
holiday pursuits of their neighbors, 
they visit in spirit the cross wherç
|b*ir .R^-émer died,

are generally admired, even when 
their aims are not of the highest order, 
but when their professed purpose is to 
make men better, the world in gener­
al, slow as it is to applaud the Mas­
ter’s work, makes not a little allow­
ance for what it deems enthusiasm. 
In this mood the movements of the 
“ Salvation Army’’ have been hither 
to witnessed. Not a few English Me 
thodist ministers of prominence have 
espoused the cause of “ General” 
Booth and his co-laborers, and more 
than one Episcopal Bishop has coquet­
ted with them, because unwilling to 
venture the repetition of a course 
which cost—to use mere human lan­
guage—the Episcopal Church in the 
last century the loss of Wesley and 
his numerous followers. Many oth 
ers, who have had little patience with 
the music, and marchings, and ridicu­
lous titles and sometimes grotesque 
actions of the various corps, have 
nevertheless kept pen and tongue in 
check lest they might speak lightly of 
an agency God had blessed.

Any organization of this kind must 
necessarily outgrow these conditions, 
if prosperity attends its efforts. The 
forwarding of detachments to France, 
India, Switzerland, and South Africa, 
where they come in contact with a 
state of society Containing elements 
or option which men of compara-

iéehlirtg âgaitl tJvély experience cannot clear
to see the mountain of sin flow down
ithis presence; and stand on that Resur­
rection morning With the women 
where the stone was rolled back from 
the sepulchre, the earliest assurance 
to us of immortality was given, and 
the world for the first time laid its 
hand with absolute certafrity upon a 
future life. To each devoted search­
er for the risen Jesus he seems to 
speak with that voice which first start­
led and then reassered the seeking 
Mary, and each su«h worshipper men­
tally exclaims on bended knee, “Rab- 
boni,” which is to eay, “ Master." 
To these the 11 hackneyed truths” are 
a “ new, new story," and decorated 
churches, introits and pretty cards 
sue no screen to hide the resurrection 
power. Behind the rolling music and 
the Easter lilies are Jesus and the 
Resurrection—the facts which made 
mighty those men who turned the 
world upside down. In view of them 
they will not argue as Thomas, not 
-reason as did Cleopes upon the ef­
fect upon Jewish politics, but with 
the sinner forgiven turn to him with 
-the humble yet adoring cry of “ Mas­
ter !”

“ I do especially exhort the minis­
ters of the Gospel,” said the Governor 
of a New England state in a recent 

■fast-day proclamation, “ on that day 
to feed their flocks with the Divine 
Word and not to discuss upon politi­
cal and other secular topics which 
may divert the serious thoughts of the 
people from the humble worship of the 
Father. ” The past record of the 
official cannot detract from the wis­
dom of his counsel. We commend it 
to the ministry of our church. The 
winter has been fruitful in revivals. 
Many have made their way to the 
cross of Christ in trembling peni­
tence, to find that “ there is life in a 

look at the Crucified One. ” To such 
the sermon and the love feast of Good 
Friday and the sermons of Easter Sun­
day will be in marked contrast with 
the exiHsriences of such days in the 
[last. Let prayer and labor be used 
to impress upon their hearts those 
newly-apprehended truths which are 
instinct with life and salvation.

Let 
such be pointed to the cross of the 
Atoning One, and as they stand be­
wildered by “ love so amazing, so di­
vine," they too may be able to cry, 
“My Lord and my God,” and the day 
of their espousals be rendered for ever 
a red-letter day in their calendar.

which to say the least they have borne 
themselves with credit,

The French and Swiss missions have 
called forth from an unexpected quar­
ter a presentation of objections to the 
Army which must have serious conse­
quences, The unfavorable estimate 
by that great friend of the English 
masses, Lord Shaftesbury, was receiv­
ed with regretful surprise ; Spurgeon’s 
recent remark that the point beyond 
which long-suffering charity cannot 
go was nearly reached, and that it 
was time somebody spoke, has awak­
ened thought, but the pamphlet from 
the pen of the Countess Agénor de Gas- 
parin,entitled “ Armee—soi-disant— 

j du Salut,” now being read every­
where in France and Switzerland,con­
veys the views of that eminent woman 
in trenchant style. We give an ex­
tract :—

There was even one who anticipat­
ed Mr. Booth in calling himself ‘Gen­
eral’—the General of the Jesuits.
. . . If Jesus should descend to
us, He would break your trumpets 
and crush your platforms, tear the 
epaulettes from the shoulders of your 
officers, bid your women return to 
their hearths, follow their domestic 
duties, cultivate humble virtues, ful­
fil their feminine mission. Your 
young girls ! Do you believe that Je­
sus, tearing away their veil of modes­
ty, would expose them on your 
mountebank’s stages and let them 
make public speeches ? Do you be­
lieve that He would send them in full 
uniform braving the fire of ques­
tionable gallantries, to sell your pam­
phlets in the streets of Paris, and 
make them beat tambourines in your 
bacchanalian processions Î Jesus 
Do not pronounce His name. Invok­
ed in your theatres, it is a profanation 
the more.

THE SALVATION ARMY.

The European public is now watch­
ing the “ Salvation Army" with deep 
interest. That organisation has enter­
ed upon a period in which it is likely 
to be tested “ so as by fire. ” Hither­
to it has been received with a degree 
of favor which in some quarters caus­
ed surprise.

Through its influence many 
have been directly saved from the 
depths, and through its earnestness 
the several branches of the Church in 
Brrain, our own included, have evi­
dently been roused to more earnest

To meet his difticulties 
he asks his friends to use the Army 
as a bank of deposit and to invest 
sums there for longer or shorter peri­
ods at certain rates. With the past 
injdew, it seems possible that the fi­
nancial question ma}* do him harm.
In the mean time we hope for the 
best, and remember the wise counsel 
of Gamaliel.

A WHOLESOME LESSON.
It is difficult for some men to learn 

that they are not living in the days 
of their grandfathers. To this class 
belongs Bishop Coplestone, of the dio­
cese of Colombo, Ceylon, who has just 
been forcibly reminded by the Imper­
ial Government of the progressive- 
nees of the present age.

“ Be courteous” is a scriptural in­
junction which the bishop is inclined 
to set at nought, at least where Non­
conformists are concerned. An Epis­
copal teacher,in a school in his diocese 
controlled by the Society for the Pro­
pagation of the Gospel, was 
about to marry the daughter of the 
resident Wesleyan native minister. 
In accordance with native custom the 
teacher invited the bishop to be pres­
sent, and by this act of common 
courtesy drew from his superior the 
charge of “ impertinence. ’’ This how­
ever, was not enough ; and the teach­
er received at once the privilege of 
choice between instant resignation 
and certain dismissal, only because of 
his marrying a Methodist in a Metho­
dist church. And, by way of brine to 
a bleeding back, the bishop added, “I 
am deeply grieved that you have not 
had loyalty or courage enough to save 
you from the wretched fall you con­
template !”

British law allows, and very pro-

ecclesiastical freedom. A maq may feel 
towards others as he pleases, the law 
only takes cognize,.,, 0f his words or 
acts. He Inay button his coat behind 
if he thinks best, the only penalty is 
in the comments the public have per- 
feet liberty to make. He may be a 
Christian gentleman or a narrow­
minded bigot, but public opinion 
alone has to do with him until he pass­
es certain limits. Beyond these lim­
its the Bishop of Colombo, fortunate­
ly or unfortunately, saw fit to go, 
when he used his privilege of frank­
ing letters to send the above mes­
sage stamped “On Her Majesty’s 
Service.”

A memorial from the Rev. J. 
Scott, Superintendent of Mathnditt 
missions in South Ceylon, met with 
little satisfaction from Colonial offic­
ials, but correspondence by early poet 
found its way to England and there 
prompted a question in the House of 
Commons. The TCn^Hai, Government 
could scarcely believe the statement 
to be true, but readily acknowledged, 
that, if true, the ecclesiastic had ex- 
ceeded*his rights, and the Earl of Kim- 
berly at once called upon the Gover­
nor of Ceylon to report upon the case 
and show him copies of all corres­
pondence. A despatch from the Earl 
of Derby, successor to the Earl of 
Kimberly at the Colonial Office, gives 
the sequel. Our friends in Bermuda 
may be encouraged by this illustration 
of British fair play to seek from the 
British Government those rights 
which Colonial officials in these is­
lands yet dare to withhold. The fol­
lowing is an extract : “ The Bishop 
as the head of a religious body is not 
responsible to Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment, nor do they claim to exercise 
any control over his language or his 
actions. I do not, therefore, desire 
to take into consideration the contents 
of the letter in question. But Her 
Majesty's Government cannot be in­
different to the fact that letters which 
are not on the public service, and for 
thecontents of which the Colonial Gov­
ernment cannot be in any way answer- 
able, acquire an appearance at least 
of official sanction when purporting to 
be earned free by the Government 
4 Her Majesty’s Service ;’ and 
am of Opinion that it is convenient 
on all grounds that the privilege of 
franking letters should be confined to 
those officers over whom and whose 
official correspondence full control 
can be exercised. I therefore request 
you to intimate to the Bishop of Co- 
lombo, who should receive a copy of 
this despatch, that, without express­
ing any opinion upon the letter of the 
19th of May, I am satisfied that the 
Bishop ought no longer to be in^ded 
among those who as Government of­
ficers, have the privilege of franking 
letters. The same conclusion is 
announced in another despatch in re­
ference to Mr. Scott’s memorial, in 
which Earl Derby says : “ The Bish- 
op's letter, having no official character 
and relating to affairs which are not 
in any way under the control of the 
Government, I have not thought my­
self ratified in taking cognizance of 
its contenta You may at the same 
time inform Mr. Scott that, with a 
view of making it clear that letters 
written by the Bishop are ndt official 
documents, I have determined that 
henceforth they shall not be franked 
nor addressed externally as ‘ On Her 
Majesty’s Service.’”

The youthful preacher sometimes 
agreeably—sometimes disagreeably al­
so—disappoints the expectations of 
his early friends. An illustration 
may be found—of the happier sort— 
in the life of the late James 1. An­
drew, a bishop of the M. E. Church, 
South, whoee plan in preaching, as 
Bishop Pierce remarks, was to “ hold 
to one great leading idea which he 
made to revolve upon its own axis un­
til every spot was bathed in sunlight,” 
and whoee inspiration, in his palmiest 
days, “ used to bear him along quite 
above the level of common men. ” A 
reader of the recent memoir of Bishop 
Andrew says of this powerful preach­
er, in the Richmond Advocate : “ Af­
ter a hard scuffle, he was recommend­
ed, in his nineteenth year, to the 
South Carolina Conference, but hie 
old friend, John Marks, said to him, 
after he heard his first sermon : 
‘James, I voted for you to be a 
preacher, but if I had heard that ser­
mon I wouldn’t have done it.’ But, 
as Dr. Adam Clarke said of himself,
‘ something broke in him,’ and light 
poured in and flooded his mind and 
filled his heart. In a few brief years 
he was at the top of the ladder—the 
great preacher and the popular and 
beloved Bishop of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church, South.

Complaints reach us in reference to 
an advertisement of “ Beatty’s 
Organs. ” An agent reports the loss 
of subscribers through this cause, and 
a gentleman of this city, who saw a 
similar advertisement in the N. Y. 
Wittiess, and was led to make a pur­
chase tor a public institution, con­
demns the concern. Good offers have 
been declined by the publisher of this 
paper, because he believed certain 
advertisements to be worthless, but 
the insertion in papers of the highest 
character of the one now condemned 
led him to accept it. Hereafter such 
advertisements- will be declined.

In some homes it is yet the fashion 
to color eggs and present them to 
friends at Easter.

Branches have been formed, in the 
Maritime Provinces, in the Halifax 
North, the Halifax South and St Ste­
phen circuits. From the first of these 
$140, including a special donation of 
$60, had been forwarded ; from the 
second $210, including a special dona­
tion of $100 from Mr. and Mrs. Geo.

MISSION CHURCH 
SONAGE AID

AND PAR- 
FUND.

Rev. W. Scott, Superintendent of 
our French and Indian Missions in 
theProvince of Quebec,has publisheda 
“ Report relating to the affairs of the 
Oka Indians made to the General 
Superintendent of Indian Affairs.” In 
this report Mr. Scott decides in favor 
of the Seminary, and advises the re 
moval of the Okas—with some pecu­
niary consideration—and the discon­
tinuance of the Methodist mission at 
Oka. Mr. Scott’s appearance as an 
apologist for the oppressors of the 
1 ndians has called forth strong com­
ments from Protestants of that Pro­
vince. The Christian Guardian thinks 
that in popular phrase,*he has “given 
us away,” and the officials of a Mon­
treal Methodist church have passed a 
resolution strongly condemnatory of 
his action. We have hitherto been 
at variance with the views maintained 
by Mr. Scott, and while men who 
have given years of study to the 
question hold the conviction that on 
every point of equity and honor the 
Indians have a right to the lands at 
Oka on which they have lived for four 
generations, it is not strange that we 
should continue to differ in opinion 
with him.

Joseph Cook says : “ When I was 
in London I took much pains to as­
certain exactly the facts as to the ex­
perience of British life assurance so­
cieties in making a distinction between 
moderate drinkers and total abstain­
ers. Every one knows, or ought to 
know, that for nearly half a century 
now many of the best life assurance 
societies of England have insured mo­
derate drinkers in separate sections, 
and that a bonus has been paid to the 
section made up ot total abstainers of 
seven, thirteen, seventeen, and in 
some cases twenty-three per cent, 
over that paid the section of moder­
ate drinkers. Here is a commercial 
view of the largest philanthropic sig­
nificance. ”

We desire to call the attention of 
all the lovers of the cause of God to 
the above-named Fund, which has 
been formed tor the express purpose 
of assisting the cause of Methodism 
in Manitoba and the North West 
Territories. The late Rev. Edward 
Morrow, with characteristic fore­
thought and prevision, saw the coming 
wants of Methodism in that country, 
and donated a certain portion of his 
property for this purpose, which by 
rapid rise in values will now bring 
into the Fund aboat $10,000. The 
organization of the Relief and Exten­
sion Fund contemplated some aid in 
the same direction, and there wilPbc 
about $6,000 available for this object. 
Several gentlemen who have travelled 
extensively in the North West, have 
become so impressed with the growing 
needs and pressing claims at many 
points, that they have promised to 
contribute liberally. One brother in 
Toronto promises the handsome sum 
of $5,000 provided a total of $50,000 
is raised, and five friends in Manitoba 
have subscribed $1,000 each.

Now wo earnestly desire the Meth­
odist public of this Dominion, young 
and old, to take this matter into their 
prayerful consideration, and give as 
God may enable them. We do not 
want to interfere with any other fund 
or object of charity that may press 
upon the church, but so many have 
made money in buying and selling in 
t,he North West, that we think, if for 
no other reason, this should stimulate 
them to help in this good work Be­
sides a dollar vested now will do more 
good than five times the amount five 
years hence. We mustgo up and possess 
that land. The sons and daughters of the 
older Provinces are thronging into that 
country ; they have been used to all 
the privileges of the church, and will 
feel the need of them in that strange 
land. They are quite willing to do all 
in their power, but cannot, unaided, 
undertake the work they see needs to 
be accomplished.

Interest 
accumulated amounts to $140,799, 
making a working loan fund of almost 
one-third of a million of a dollars, 
loaned on 660 churches valued at $3,- 
600,000. It has also been suggested 
that any person desiring to contribute 
any sum to be loaned in Ontario, Que­
bec, or the Maritime Provinces can do 
so, and the committee will see to the 
investment of the same for the bene­
fit of the Conference or Province 
named, and report all such invest­
ments annually, and possibly by the 
next General Conference the way maw 
open for the organization of a General 
Loan Fund for the Methodist Church 
of Canada.

This circular will be sent to all our 
Ministers, who will please present the 
object and aim of this fund to their 
respective churches in the way they 
may think best. Persons reading thia 
circular need not wait to be called on 
for a subscription, but can send the 
amount, or any intimation of the 
amount and the time of payment, to 
the Treasurers.

THE LONDON TERROR

A heavy explosion occurred on the 
evening of the 15th, in the Local 
Government Board offices near the 
Houses of Parliament The concus­
sion was felt in the House of Com­
mons and caused much alarm. The 
noise was heard at a distance of sever­
al miles. At first it was thought that 
an explosion of gas had taken place, 
bat later investigations indicated that 
either dynamite or gunpowder had 
been used in an attempt to blow np 
the Government offices. No one was 
injured. The actual damage was not 
great, although from the immense 
number of windows broken the scene 
appears one of great destruction.

The Tribune'» London letter says 
that public opinion instinctively fas­
tens on the Irish invincibles the re­
sponsibility for this attempt The 
public realize with no pleasant feeling 
that if this has been effected so easily 
st the very doors of Parliament, with­
out the police having any warning of 
the attack, or any clue to the perpe­
trators, a mere handful of despera­
does can hold the city at their mercy. 
Great efforts sre being made to pre­
vent future attempts of the same sort. 
Most of the clubs have put on night 
watchmen, and at the Band of Eng­
land the nightly military picket, al­
ready quite formidable, has been 
doubled. Sir Wm. Harcourt said the 
police force would be increased by 500 
men. U util that was done the mili­
tary would protect the public build­
ings.

The unsuccessful attempt made on 
the proceedin^night to blow up the 
London TimeJBhi-e, seems to have 
been connected with some of the em­
ployes, who are profoundly discon­
tented and would stand at nothing 
which would injure Mr. Walter ai 
his unpopular manager. Fears are 
also entertained that the destruction 
may be attempted of some of the most 
precious national buildings, especially 
of Westminster Abbey. The Govern 
ment has offered a reward of £1,000 
for the discoveries of the authors of 
the explosion. Dublin detectives are 
assisting the London police in their 
inquiry concerning the explosion.

Abont 125 houses have been swept 
sway or damaged. At least 700 per­
lons are liable to disease. At Casey- 
▼flle, DL, where no relief had been 
furnished, there were 45 esses of 
sickness, mostly typhoid fever, snd 
one death. One hundred houses had 
been under water. Half of them are 
rained. Rose Clair, 111., had been 
entirely covered by water. The com­
mittee found a family of ten persons, 
the father and mother sick, living in 
an engine room of an old saw mill. 
New Liberty, 111, had been entirely 
submerged, and sickness to an alarm­
ing extent prevailed. This informa­
tion is obtained from reputable physi­
cians and agents of the Board of Trade 
Relief Committee of Indianapolis, 
sent with supplies. Governor Porter 
snd » commit tee of the Board of Trade 
are now on an inspecting tour from 
Lawrenceburg and Cairo, on the Ohio 
River, with a boat load of provisions.

FOURTH ANNUAL CONFER. 
ENCE OF THE SOUTH A ME- 

RICAN EVANGELICAL AS- 
SOCIATION.

The following is s brief synopsis of 
the doings of this Conference, which 
has just closed its sessions at Santia­
go, Chili

The Conference was opened on 
Wednesday, Jan. 3. The Rev. Wm. 
Taylor, who has been under God, the 
founder of the movement, presided at 
all the sessions. There were twenty- 
two members present.

The opening session was largely oc­
cupied by a most interesting snd pro­
fitable season of prayer for the bap­
tism of the Holy Spirit. The following 
officers were then elected for the ensu­
ing year —viz. : J. H. La Fetra, vice- 
president ; L. C. Smith, secretary ; 
and A. T. Jeffrey, treasurer. These 
constitute an executive committee, to­
gether with the superintendent, for 
the supervision of the work during 
the ensuing year.

The Rev. Wm. Taylor then pro- 
ceeded to explain the results of the 
action of the General Missionary Com­
mittee at its recent session in New 
York—viz., the withdrawal of the 
Missionary Society from this work, 
and the cunseqnent separation of the 
work from the episcopal jurisdiction 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church of 
the United States.

17. S. METHODISM.

We take this synopsis of the Statis­
tics of the Methodist Episcopal Church 
from the N. Y. Independent. Oar 
readers will remember that no account 
is here taken of Southern Methodism.

The Methodist Episcopal 
reporte for 1882 a net gain at 
36,000 members and probationers 
The magnificent total ie now 1,748,021 
of whom 175,844 are probationers and 
1,582,177 members. The net gain in 
probationers is 16,080 ; in members 
18,837. The number of deaths was 
22,377. There sre 18,152 churches, a 
gain of 256, valued at $65,467,032, a 
loss of $744,619. Of the travelling 
preachers, 171 died ; 116 “ located,” 
as against 43 in 1881 ; 1,337 are on 
trial; 1,432 are classed as superannuat 
ed, and 913 as supernumerary, leav­
ing 8,675 ranked as “effective.” There 
is a decrease of 235 in the “effective’ 
list,and of 194 in the whole list in con­
ference, not including those on trial 
and those located. Of local preach­
ers there are 11,967, a decrease of 295. 
The Sunday-schools, 20,901 in num­
ber, have decreased by 106, but there 
is a gain of 31,351 in scholars, the 
total being 1,029,358. The annual 
conferences now number 99, besides 
14 missiofts. In the finances of the 
Church there lias been an increase in 
every item save one, the collection for 
the Sunday-school Union. There was 
raised for missions $624,186, besides 
$107,073 collected by the W. F. M. 
S.; for church extension, $110,900 
Tract Society, $15,320 ; Sunday 
school Union, $16,991 ; Freedmen’s 
Aid Society, $56,808 ; Education, 
$49,030 ; American Bible Society, 
$29,209 ; for ministerial support, $6,- 
995,860 ; conference claimants $167,- 
693 ; current expenses, Sunday- 
schools, $1,847,596.

CORRESPONDENCE.

FROM IOWA.
Dear Sir ;—As Nova Scotians in 

Iowa are interested in the Wesley- 
ajt, perhaps Nova .Scotians may be 
interested in a brief description of 
L,wa. My hi other and I have been 
here four months. We have met a 
ntimber of N >va Scotians—McDon­
alds from Perea'aX ; Jackson, from 

v Church St , Cornwallis ; Webster, 
’ from Sheffield’s Mills ; Moore, from 

Economy ; Harvies, from near Wind­
sor; Foster front Wilmot, and Glover 
from Preton. Nova Scotians out here 
are as clannish as the Scotch. All 
seem satisfied with the country.

Much ot the unbioken prairie re­
sembles in appearance poor dyked 
mai sb,but it hears acquaintance well. 
Blue j but is found on the best land. 
Broadleaf grows in the sloughs/ 
which are numerous but not large. 
Prairie grass grows everywhere else. 
Prairie grass is wiry and slippery 
and easy to “ make, ” and in many 
places can be had for cutting it. 
Now—mid-winter— prairie bay sells 
at about $2 per ton, but it is better 
than timothy for horses that are ac­
customed to it. It is also an unfail­
ing cure for the heaves, so common 
among horses in Nova Scotia, Eas­
tern horses, however, will not eat it 
at first.

The soil is dark and rich, and from 
one to four feet in depth. It is deep­
est where the prairie is level. Good 

- crops can be grown without manur- ■ 
in■/. Corn has been grown on one 
piece of land in this vicinity for fif­
teen successive years without any 
thing being leturned to the land, 
and there has been no appreciable 
decrease in the yield. But the crops 
ate as greatly benefited here as in 
other places, by enriching tue soil. 
Corn is the staple product. A com- | 
plete failure in the corn crop would 
cause a famine. The yield of corn 
is from 30 to 50 bushels per acre. 
One man and team can plant, culti­
vate and bin vest forty acres of corn 
each year, besides raising an acre of 
potatoes and a few acres of oats,

- wheat and flay. The market value 
of the corn varies greatly. This 
winter it is only 30 cents. But it 
is valuable for feeding. Cattle, 
sheep and bogs bring good prices. 
Po'atoes will net average more than 
125 bushels per acre. Wheat does 
pi oily. Root crops, vines and small 
L uits do well. Neatly all the fences 
are of wire, and have gi owing wil­
low posts. Wood is not used for fuel, 
but good soft coal sells just now for 

•$> .50 per ton, the usual price is 
5 I/O.

Game is plenty. Last autumn th,- 
lakes literally swarmed with wild 
ducks ard geese, and they were easily 
shot. The spring, however, is said 
to be the best time for shooting. 
Piairie chickens, quails, muskiata, 
prairie wulve--, pocket gophers and 
rabbits that ou hot change color are 
plenty. There are a few rattlesnakes.

: ti "id sc all fi»b are caught in the 
lakes.

The weather tl rough the autumn 
w.is deligbtfu'. During the winter 
vve have bud steady cold and a num­
ber uf blizzaids. An Iowa blizzard 
is he same thing as a Novi Scotia 
bad snow storm. The most intense 
Cohl we have had was 34 below zero. 
Tins winter is s.vd to be the C > I deal 
kn.-wii to the presi nt inhabitants of 
the state. Tbeie are no rains in 
winter. In summer there are some­
times tornadoes and cyclones so that 
in: ny ot the people have dug-otits 
near iheir houses in which to take 
n-iuge in times of danger. The cli­
mate is n it.i'dy li ilt hful. The most 
j :eva etit disease is. catarrh F >r 
e m-uuiptives low.i offers much bet­
te: ctiAn'-es of life than Nova Scotia.

The populate i, i* ui ide up largely 
of A i.encan, Bi msh, German, Swed­
ish uni lush. The ieligious denomi­
nations aie Methodist, C' ngregation- 
ii is’, U.mian C'athol « and Lutheran. 

T tie ret a le a few Campbeilltes, Bap­
tists. Adventists and Spiritualists. 
Tue Sabbath day is lightly regarded, 
and a thoughtless infidelity is ramp­
ant, but a great change for the better 
is being affected.

Cities are numerous, almost every 
town of 500 inhabitants is incorpor­
ated and called a city. Nearly every 
city has one or two drug stores. 
Drug store is another same for rum 
shops, where drugs and patent medi­
cines are also sold. In every city 
also are land agents, whose business 
is to sell a man another man’s farm 
and then surprise the purchaser by

presenting his claim for another $100 
for hie services as agent. Or be 
borrows $1000for a man on mortgage 
and gives him $975. The borrower 
pays interest on $1000. The rates of 
interest range from 6 to 10 percent. 
These little cities, of which I hive 
mentioned the evils only» ere all astir 
through the autumn, and I suppose 
through the sommer, and are. very 
different from towns of their site in 
the east.

This is a good place for a poor man 
to start. The towns are building 
rapidly. Wages ate tolerably good. 
Living is not expensive for house­
keepers, but board and lodging, if 
hired, are usually $4 a week. Tbe 
prices of land range from $5 do $30 
per acre. Farms are almost always 
sold at so much per acre, buildings 
included. Men of capital can find 
splendid chances for profitable in­
vestment.

A 
unanimous vote in its favor was the 
result, and also a hearty vote of 
thanks to tbe respective members of 
tbe committee who proposed said 
basis of union, for their valuable set - 
vice in said committee.

Tue Rev. Levi S. Johnson, Supt.
! of the cncuit and Rev. J. W. Tait, 

second minister, were cordially ii- 
1 vited to return to the circuit tin 
next year, and votes to that effect 
were unanimously passed.

Allow me to give in a few sentences 
the views entertained and expressed 
by those présentât the meeting upon 
the different features of the Basis. 
With regard to the Gen.Sup’t., as to 
his presence and position at the An­
nual Conference, they could not see 
any leal objection; though they Lave 
read what has been written in tbe 
papers lately and advanc'd in other 
ways against it they considered it 
was in harmony with onr usages as a 
Church. We see it in the chairman 
of District’s allowed presence and 
position at the Quarterly Boards.

The financial bearing they con­
sidered was all that thpy could rea­
sonably expect, as was clearly shown 
by some of out- best financiers:—Dr. 
Pickard and others. The third point, 
vit : the admission of the laity in 
equal numbers with the ministers in 
the Annual Conference, the laity 
were warmly in favor of, but thought 
it did not go far enough. They con­
sider this part of tbe scheme the 
missing link in Methodism, tbe most 
important of all to the Church, and 
expressed themselves very freely and 
at length with regard to it. The 
argument that the laity were repre­
sented in the other courts such as 
the District Meetings and the differ­
ent Committees meeting at Confer­
ence time was met in this way—that 
inasmuch as thq^ work of the Con­
ference was largely the final dispos­
ing of thousands of dollars and other 
important business deeply aff.-cting 
the interests of the Methodist 
Church, and a mutual interest hav­
ing been acknowledged in the dele­
gation ot laity to the District Meet­
ings at which this money and busi­
ness was deliberated upon, that the 
final disposing of the same should be 
mutual and an equal number of 
ministers and laymen compose the 
Conference for that purpose. It was 
considered that tbe laity would take 
a deeper interest in all the funds of 
the Church had they more to do with 
them, and were their right to do with 
them to the end acknowledged in 
i a«ing the privilege of meeting in 
Conference they would be more anxi­
ous to meet in committee, for instead 
of meeting for two or thiee hours 
only at the first meeting of committee 
they would be at hand to meet in 
committee as often as the same 
might be in session, and their inter­
est in tbe whole work be materially 
incieased. The laity is the missing 
link of power acknowledged by neat­
ly all d nominations and by our Mo­
ther Church in England and will 
prove beneficial to all concerned.

EBENEZER BRACE, ST. JOHIl’S, H. F.

Bro. Brace did not possess- mueh 
of this world’s goods, and in *1 bis 
bodily presence was weak,” yet, if 
“ mind” be tbe standard of tbe man,” 
he was no ordinary man.

On Friday evening, the 2nd inst, 
a “ memorial service” was held in the 
Gowei St. Church, when a very large 
congiegation assembled to show the 
respect with which they cherished 
the memory of our departed brother. 
A suitable sermon was preached by 
the superintendent of the St. John’s 
East circuit, and at its close, testi­
monies were given with regard to the 
many virtues of tbe deceased Jay bro­
thers Woods. Ayer, Mews, aul Rog- 
erson, who have been associated with 
him in church work for very many 
years.

Tbe following notice, from the 
DoiZy Telegram of this city, is better 
than any obituary that could proceed 
from my pen. I will ask you there­
fore, kindly to reprint it in the Wes­
leyan and oblige many of your 
readers in Newfoundland.

“ Yesterday there was nnoetenta- 

ciovsly and quietly buried in tbe 
cemetery at River Head the mortal 
remains of one who earned for him­
self more than the brief and ordinary 
obituary notice at the bands of the 
j mriialist. Ebenezer Brace was a 
native of Newfoundland, and,except 
while serving an apprenticeship in 
G-eat Brita'n, had been a resident of 
his native country during the whole 
of bis life of sixty-thr ee ) esrs. For 
nearly half a century be was connected 
with the Methodist Church, and dcr 
ing a considerable portion of that 
time, held official positions in ci n- 
uection therewith. Into the per­
formance of hie work in this connec­
tion be brought abilities of a very 
high order, and he never tired in his 
woik for the Church. But he brought 
to this wo. k something better than 
great abilities—he brought a good 
name and after his fifty years of 
church connection.wecan point to him 
as a man of spotless reputation. For 
neatly half a century he held tbe 
highest official positions in connec­
tion with tbe Temperance organiza­
tions of this community, and during 
his long career was instrumental in 
saving many from the evils of intem­
perance. His correspondents were 
scattered ail over the country, and 
with them his name was a synonym 
for all that was just and good. He 
was well posted in English litera­
ture and was blessed with a logi­
cal mind and a wonderfully retentive 
memory.
