right kind of material and installed
in the proper way. From a financ-
ial report of the Nissouri Farmers’
Fire Insurance Company, in 1921
this company paid for fire losses in
the township of Nissouri alone, $29-
669.82. Of ths amount $17,682.75
was paid for losses caused by light-
ning. This loss in one township is
enormous and the aggregate of all
losses in the province from this one
cause would be simply appalling
and shows the advisability of pro-
tection from lightning rods: of their
protective influence.

The report goes on to say: “In-
formation gatehred from insurance
companies who make a practice of
ingpecting the lightning rod system
on all farm buildings on wheih they
give special rates goes to show that
lightning rods, when properly in-
stalled, are 99.9 per cent. effective
That is, only one building in every
thousand properly rodded, is liable
to be burned.”

The inference is plain, -that if
rodding is so great a protection
thousands and thousands of dollars
would be saved by having buildings
thus protected. The report says
further: “In a record of eighteen in
surance companies in the province
it was learned that of every 7000
unrodded buildings insured by them
37 were struck by lightning, while
in every 7000 rodded ones only 2
were struck by lightning. This, if
true, and we have no reason for
doubt, is strong eyvidence in- favor
of lightning rods as a protection a-
gainst lightning.

MUNICIPAL RATE HIGH

In many Ontario cities, towns and
villagaes the municipal rate of tax-
aton is oppressively high and prop-
erty owners complain that the taxes
afe equivalent to a fair rental. In
most cases the high rates in this
province come from bonuses to or
guaranteeing the bonds of industrial
concerns that have failed to make
good. However, though the rate in
some of the municipalities of th;s
province. most deeply involved in
debt often exceed 50 mills, there. is
no probability of the sheriff being
called in to levy on the municipal
property such as has occurred in
Swift Current, Sask., a town with a
population of about 5000, ' The
Bank of Commerce has also started
an action against the town to re-
cover a loan to $200,000. The Sas-
katchewan Government is trying to
help out the bankrupt town by spec-
ial legislation. There. are several
other towns and villages in Sask-
atchewan also on the verge of bank-
ruptey.

DAYLIGHT SAVING

The Daylight Saving question s
up again. Toronto changes its
clocks May 14 and again Sept. 17.
It’s all right where its popular, says
the Owen Sound Sun. Otherwise it
is irritating and confusing.

There are frills in connection with

the Eugenia plant that the users of
power have to pay for, and that
the said users are neither interest-
ed ingnor parties to.
