Because even
in the United States it is subject to the strang-
est misconceptions, it is resroduced herewith
as it appeared  in the message ofs President
Monroe to Congress, Dec. 2nd 1828. In the
discussions to which this interest has given
rise, and in the arrangements by which they
may terminate the occasion has been deemed
proper for asserting, as a principle in ‘which
rights and interests ot the United States are
involved, that the American continent, by the
free and independent condition which they have
assumed and maintain, are henceforth not to
be considered as subject for future colonization
by any European power. . . . ' We oweit.

those powers to declare that we should consid-

Text of the Lesson, Luke xiii, 18.35
Memory Verses, 18, 19—Golden Text,
Matt. vii, 21—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

The topic of this study is entitled

“Lessons by the Way.,” and in the

verses for today we have lessons for
all the way, always centering upon
Him who is “the way,” hated by His
adversaries, rejoiced in by His people
(verse 17). There is much in the les-
son concerning the kingdom, for which
He taught us to pray to our Father in
Hearen, saying “Thy kingdom come.”
We must distinguish between the pres-
ent age. during which the kingdom 1Is
postponed and which our Lord spoke
of ds “the mystery of the kingdom ot
(God” tMark iv, 11), and the kingdom
itself to be set up on this earth at
His second coming in glory.

The two parables of our lesson must
be studied in the light of their setting
not only here, but as first recorded in
Matt. xili. The closing verses of our
lesson chapter tell of the desolation
of Jerusalem until He shall come

ag=in. But when the kingdom comes
Jerusalem shall be the throne of the
Lord, a city of truth .nd a praise in
the earth (Jer. iii. 17. Zech. viii, 3;
Isa_ Ixii, 67, In Ps. cii, 16, it is written
that the Lord will build up Zion when
He shall -appear in His glory. The
kingpdom was at hand when our Lord
was here in humiliation, as was-
preached by our Lord Himself, and by
