NEEDED “BUCKING UP
Document 11—A letter from Capt
fvon Papen to his wife, dated New
! York, ugust 20. in which the Gezc-
man military attache says: “We are
in great need of being ‘bucked up,” as
they say here. Since Sunday a new
storm has been raging against us.
Because of what? I'm sending you a
few cuttings from newspapers that
will amuse you. Unfortunately th2y
stole a fat portfolio from our good
Albert in the elevated. The Englisn
secret service, of course. Unfortu-
nately there were some very import-
ant things from my report, among
them such as buying up liquid chlo-
rine and about the Bridgeport Pro-
jectuc Company, as well as docu-
ments regarding the buying up of
phenol and the acquisition of Wright
aeroplane patents. But things like
that must occur. I send you Albert’s
reply for you to see how we protect
ourselves. We composed the docu-
ment to-day.

“It seems quite likely that we shall
meet again soon. ‘The sinking of the
Arabic may well be the last straw.
Hope in our interest that the danger
will blow over. How splendid on thc
eastern front—I always say to these
idiotic Yankees they better hold their
tongues. It’s better to look at all
this heroism full of admiration. My
friends in the army are quite differ-
ent in this way.”

DR. ALBERT PAPERS

Document 13—A letter from Am-
bassador Dumba to Baron von
Burian, Austro-Hungarian Ministar
of Foreign Affairs, on the subject of
the disclosures of the secret activi-
ties of German Embassy and Ge-
heimrat Albert, reporting the thett
of papers from Dr. Albert and their
subsequent publication in The World.
The letter concludes:

“There are, however, very few im-
partial people in New York. The tor-
pedoing of the Arabic, should she
have been sunk without warning or
should any American passengers have
lost their lives, will have a more
unfavorable effect as regards Ger-
many on public opinion in the United
States than all the newspaper revela-
tions.”

Document 14—A letter from Capt
von Papen to the Minister of War at
Berlin in which the writer states that
he learns that the Netherlands and
Norwegian Governments are buying
war materials and asking to be in-
formed if there is any objection to
the sale of war material by Germany
to the saill countries.

cally negligible, but since the war the
dramatic rapidity and the horribleness
of its effects make it more dreaded
than any other form of disease, even
tetanus. which the war has produced.

Injections with a quinina solution
were made at once at the points
}Where she had inoculated the deadly
i bacilli., She was sent to the nearest
hospital for observation and further
ltreatment. Quinina injections were
) given a second time. Symptoms of
a slight degree of infection developed
within 24 hours, but they subsided
without an operation becoming neces-
sary. She is now completely recover-
ed.

The young heroine, who is not yet
thirty, will be the first to regret that
the story of her act has become
known. She is a hard and conscien-
tious worker, absprbed by her duties
| and absolutely ffee from any impul-
sive tendencies or the wish for publi-
city, her sole interest in the danger-
ous experiment having been its value
as a test of the efficacy of a certain
form of treatment. She has since de-
fended her action. saying that experi-
ments with microbes are just as just-
ifiable as those with new types of
aeroplanes or with the anti-gas res-
pirators. - She took as calm and. sci-
entific interest in her own treatment
as if she were one of the laboratory
guinea pigs.

DESCRIBED SYMPTOMS

She calmly described the symptoms
and pointed out how they compared
with those observed in an animal’s
leg, the stiffness of the leg muscles
being the same as watched in an in-
jected animal.

Dr. Kenneth Taylor, of the Univer-
sity of Minnesota, pathologist at the
American Ambulance, who has been
directing the researches with the
quinina treatment of gaseous gan-
grene, told a newspaper correspond-
ent that while no one could feel ‘high-
er admiration for the young woman'’s
readiness to risk her life for the cause
of science than himself, the scientific
value of the experiment must not be
overestimated.

“There are too many unknown fact-
ors concerned in any infection to war-
rant the conclusion that recovery in
this case was the direct result of the
treatment,” he explained. “However,
it forms an important addition to the
results already obtained by the experi-
ments with guinea pigs.”

It should have a sustaining effect on
British credit, for we are the only
belligerent power which has made
ample provision for interest and a
sinking fund on its new war debt.

“The increase of postal and tele-
graph tolls is hard on newspapers,
which have suffered heavily by the
war, owing to the enormous decline
in advertising.

“One effect of the budget will be
to ridicule our conscriptionists in their
efforts to show that this country has
not done its share.”

FVERY PERSON
RESCUED FROM
"LINER ATHENA

Splendid Discipline and
Courage Shown Under
Trying Circumstances.

New York, Sept. 22—The Anchor
liner Tuscania arrwved in port last

night with members of the crew of
the Greek steamer Athenai, which
was abandoned at sea late Sunday
afternoon after she had been atfire
for thirty-six hours, Every soul on
board the burning vessel was rescued.

The officers of the Athenai said last
night that they did not know what
caused the fire, It was discovered at
eight Saturday morning, which was
her third day out from New York.
It appeared to have broken out sim-
ultaneously in four different parts of
No. 2 hold, which was largely filled
with cotton bales, printing paper and
other inflammable merchandise.

Although there was much excite-
fent among the passengers wh:zn the
seriousness of the fire was :earned,
the officers succeeded in allaying their
fears, and until all were safely aboard
the Tuscania before dark the next
day, the passengers behaved coolly,
with a few exceptions in the steerage.
There were thirty-two Americans
aboard, among them several bound as
missionaries to Turkey, and they
united in drawing up a memonal
praising the conduct of Capt. McLean
of the Tuscania and his crew tor the
“cool courage with which they dealt
with a very dangerous task.”

The crew of the Athenai, reinforced,
by a number of passengers, tought
the fire all day Saturday with appar-
ent success and at dusk they thought
they had it under control. The
flames broke out again, however dur-
ing the night with increased herce-
ness, and at g a.m., Sunday Captain
Boziatbiois decided to send out "S.
0. S.” calls, to which the Tuscania,
La Touraine and the Roumanian
Prince responded. The Tuscania, pro-
ceeding at full speed, arrived at noon,
and sent a crew aboard with chemi-
cal fire extinguishers and smoke hel-
mets with which the Athenai was not
provided, First Officer McNeill ot the
Tuscania and some of his men went
down into the hold and reported that
the fire could not be controlled. How-
ever, Capt. Boziatziois kept up the
fight for the rest of the afternoon
before deciding to abandon the ship.
The wireless then brought eight life-
boats from the Tuscania and with a
few of the Athenai’s boats the pas-
sengers were transferred without ac-
cident, the weather being mild and
the sea calm,

Women and children went first, and
although several of the men steerage
passengers sought to enter one of
the first boats, they were so roughly
handled by the crew that they were
content to wait their turn, Four of
the steerage passengers themselves
launched one of the Athenai’s koats
and made for the Tuscania, but when
they tried to board her ahead of the
other boats were beaten off by the
Tuscania’s crew,” and were forcedto
wait until all the women and child-
ren had been safely transferred.

Meanwhile the Roumanian Frince
had arrived and took off 61 of the
470 souls all told.

One second class passenger, Thos.
Satir of Meadville, Pa., died of heart
disease on board the Tuscania the
next day. Most of the passengers lost
all their baggage.

The Athenai was last seen a blazing
torch against the night sky. Her oftfi-
cers belicved that she must have soon
gone down,

COMMANDERS
OVEN STRET
ORDERS AGAIN

Not to Sink Liners If There
is Slightest Risk of
Error Attached.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Berlin, Sept. 21, via Londoa Sept.
22—Commanders of German sub-
marines have been given strict orders,
it has been learned authoritatively,
that in case of doubt as to the inten-
tions of liners they are to take the
safe course and permit the ship to
escape rather than run the slightest
risk of error.

This order supplements the instruc-
tions as communicated to the Wash-
ington government by Ambassador
von Bernstorff on Septeber 1. There
is reason to believe the new regula-
tion already is known to Washington
as it probably was embodied in the
message of instructions sent tc the
German ambassador a few days ago.

SUCCESS WILL
ATTEND LOAN,
OPINION TO-DAY

Americans Close]y in Touch
With the Commission
Are Optimistic.

SUCCESS WILL
By Special Wire to whe Courler.

New York, Sept. 22—The success
of the Anvlo French financial com-
mission, eekmg to establish a big
credit loan here to Great Britain and
France, was virtually assured in the
opxmon to-day of American financiers
in close touch with the situation.

An announcement setting forth that
an agreement had been reached, was
expected by Wall Street within 48
hours. The ootimistic view of the
situation, which was entertained by

adtaohr

many of the bankers who have been

conferrmg with the commission dur-
‘ng its twelve day stay here was not
dimmed by the report that two details
were yet to be agreed on by the com-
mission and its American confreres.
These two details; it was reported
were not regarded as of prime im-
portance, and an agreement on them
was expected shortly, possibly to-day.

As outlined by American bankers,
the proposed credit loan will be for
approximately $700,000,000. It will b2
issued on five year joint Anglo-
French notes which probably will be
convertible on maturity at the holder’s
option into joint Anglo-French four
and one-half per cent bonds, matur-
‘ng twenty years, ot therzabouts, frcm
the date of issue. The five year notes
will be sold to the investor at par and
to the big underwriting syndicate at
something less than par, estimates as

to this figure ranging between 97 1- 2i

and 99 per cent,
