After three hours of session, a deadlock was reached at last night’s union meeting.
: Two names were placedJbefpre the gathering, those of W. R Geekshutt and M. M. 
f MàdBride, and eleven votes were cast for each candidate, the other ballots being re­
turned blank. The name of Mr. Lloyd Harris was not proposed.

The sensation of the evening was sprung when M. W. McEwen, John Muir and 
others among the Liberal delegates, opposed the nomination of candidates, declaring 
the meeting to have been called purely for a get-together convention to discuss the sit­
uation. The point was over-ruled by a large majority, who established clearly that the 
meeting had been called by the Liberal Association for the purpose of selecting, if 
possible, a fusion candidate, and as a result the majority of the Liberal delegates cast 
no ballot.

The meeting endorsed the Union Government platform, and agreed to select only 
a candidate who would do the same, one prepared to take energetic action for regu­
lation of food prices and supply, and one removed from any suspicion of war profiteer- Copenhagen; nov. s.—unwming 
ing.

liberty war loan by subscribing $4,- 
617,533,300, an over-subscription by 
fifty- four per cent of the three bil­
lion dollars asked and only $383,- 
000,000 less than the $5,000,000,- 
000 maximum fixed by the treasury.

Tabulations completed last night 
showed that every federal reserve 
district exceeded its quota and 9,- 
400,000 persons subscribed In the big 
war financing operation.

By Courier Leased Wire. Flash:—Kerensky haabeen deposed.
,London, Nov. 8.—The Maximalists have obtained control of Petrogradjand issued a proclamation saying the new Government will propose im­

mediate peace, the semi-official news agency announces. The Maximaliste were assisted by the Petrograd garrison, which made possible a coup d’ 
etat without bloodshed.

Leon Trotzky, president of the Central executive committee of the Petrograd Council of Soldiers’and Workmen’s delegates, issued a declaration 
to the effect that the provisional government was no longer in existence and that some of its members had been arrested. The prelimi ary parlia­
ment has been dissolved. * *

An Exchange Telegraph despatch from Petrograd says a strong detachment of troops, of the Soldiers’ and Workmen’s Delegates occupied the 
Baltic Railway station and that the government commandeered all motor cars, confining the troops to the barracks.

The Russian news agency, which, as reported last night was seized by the Maximalists, sends the following from Petrograd, dated 9.50 p.m.
“The day brought certain changes in the general situation in the capital. The Maximalist move ment made fresh and fairly appreciable progress, 

but no disorders have taken place. “Towards five o’clock i j the afternoon the mili tary revolutionary committee of the Soldiers’ and
Workmen’s Delegates issued a proclamation stat-ing that Petrograd was in its hands, thanks to the assistance of the garrison which enabled the coup 
d’ etat to be brought about without bloodshed.. j

“The proclamation declares that the new government will propose an imnaediate and just peace, ;will hand the land to the peasants and will sum­
mon the constituent assembly. .

The name Ezra signifies “help,” as 
in I Sam. vfl, 12, margin, where we find 
I he meaning of Ebenezer given as “the 
stone of help,” and ih the book of Ezra 
we saw how marvelously the Lord did 
help. For many years, more than forty, 
Isa. ill, 13, has beeh to me a strong 
message from God, “I, the Lord thy 

0.60 to 1.00 God, win hold thy right hand, saying 
unto thee, Fear not, I will help thee.” 
Nehemiah signifies “the comfort of Je­
hovah,” and we certainly see It Illus­
trated In the story of Nehemiah. 
Hachallah signifies “hidden of Jeho- 

/vah" and reminds ns that our life Is 
hid with Christ In God (CoL til, 3), but 
it Is sadly, true that the God of aU 
comfort (H Cor. i, 3) does not seem to 
be known as such by many of His peo­
ple, and His comfort seems to be hid­
den from them. When the final resto­
ration of Israel shaU have come and 
they shaU have seen and received their 
Messiah, then they shaU be comforted 
Indeed, according to Isa. xl, 1; lxvl, 13. 
We saw In a former lesson that Ezra 
found a very sad state of affairs In 
Jerusalem upon his return thither, and' 
now, some thirteen years later, Nehe­
miah learned from some who had Just 
returned that things were still very 
bad, the wall broken down, the gates 
burned and the people In gréât afflic­
tion and reproach (verses 2, 3).

It seems Incomprehensible that It 
should be so after the return of Ezra 
with so much wealth and such authori­
ty from the king of Persia. But then, 
as now, patient continuance and con­
stant zeal are necessary, and people 
are Inclined to grow weary In weU do­
ing. Nehemiah, like Ezra, was a man 
given to prayer and fasting, and these 
sad tidings sent him to the God of 
heaven with weeping and mourning 
(verse 4). Lesson verses 6-11 give us 
his prayer at that time. Another great 
prayer of his Is found In chapter lx, 
and these, with such prayers as those 
of Asa, Jeboshaphat, Hezekiah and 
Daniel, are most helpful studies if we 
would learn how to prày (II Chron. 
xiv, 11; xx, 6-12; II Kings xix, 14-19| 
Dan. lx). The Incomparable prayer la 
that of our Lord Jesus In John xvll.

Note In the prayer of our lelson the 
confession of sin and unworthiness

day by his father, Mr. Chas. G., Pat­
ten. of St. George.

Lieut. Patten enlisted with the 
215th Battalion, Second Brants, in 
March, 1916, he trained at Niagara 
Camp in the summer of that year 
and having obtained a commission 
as lieutenaant was sent over to 
England in a draft in October. After 
taking courses at the Military 
Schools at Crowborough and Shorn- 
cliffe, he was attached to the 8th 
Reserve Battalion and in July last 
was tarnsferred to the 58th Bat­
talion for active service in France.

Patten was educated in the 
St. George schools and in the Brant­
ford Collegiate Institute; he was 
brilliant student and on entering 
Toronto University stood first in 
the Province in mathematics.

On 
leaving the university he at onec 
enlisted and now in the service of 
his country he has made the 
preme sacrifice. Most unassuming 
and retiring in disposition, he pos­
sessed a personality which endeared 
him to all who enjoyed his acquaint­
ance or friendship and general re­
gret will be felt that a life of so 
great promise has been cut off at 
its very beginning.
