A GRASTLY SIGAT.

The Faithiul Epgineer at His Lever atthe
Bottom of the River,

A Bratsleboro despatoh eays : A visit to
the roene of the sad acoident of last night
8t West River bridge shows a terrible
wreok, The river at this point is about 160
feet wide and was spanncd by an iron and
wooden structure resting upon stone abut:
ments, $0 the north side of which extended
a trestle work about fifty feet in length.
Oane end rested on the north stone pier and
the other upon the bank. Below this
trestle, whicli is about fordy feet high, there
is at present no water, while between the
piers of the main bridge, whioh are filty feet
high, the water is from eight to fifteen:foet
deep. Here lie seven oars and the engine of
the train. The engine lies upon the tracks
covered by only about two feet of water,
through which at an early hour this morn-
ing oould be seen the ghastly face of En-
gineer Bmith, though dead atill ay his post.
His body was so thoroughly held down
that it oould nob be secured until power
was obtained for the removal of the engine.
O! the three remaining oars one, a freight
oar, 18 resting against the stone pier,
standing on end. J. Worthen, the conduo-
tor, was reen at his house on Platt strees.
He was suffering from his wounde, which
coneist of & broken ankle, a sprained right
foot and other bad bruises. He says: “Af
the time of the accident I was sitting on
the top of the rear freight oar next the
passenger car. I heard a orash, and look-
iog ahead saw the front part of the train
sinking, I made a jump for tkie brake and
remember olinging to it, and that is the last
I remember until I was found by Buperin-
tendent Brooks, who had come from the
station with medioal aid. I was carried on
a door 0 a honse near by and from there
%0 my home. I think I must have lain on
the platform 10 or 15 minutes.”

TEMPESTUOUS STORMS,

Much Loss of Lite and Property on the
Newifoundiand Comst.

A Bb. Jobn's, Nfid, despatoh says:
Accounts of the destruction caused by the
recent gale«are fast coming in. The storm
that swept over St. Pierre on Wednesday
night was the fieroest storm for a quarter
of & century. Buildinge were blown down
in every direotion and i ble damag
was done to ehipping. Two vessels were
driven ashore and wreoked, several men
being badly hurt. Dog Island is strewn
with wrecks of fishing vessels, and grave
fears are entertained for the safety of the
Grand Banks fleet. At Black Island a
fishing skiff drove on the rocks and all
hands peri Five Freepassey skiffs are
migsing, and in  all probability they were
lest with all hands, as they drove to sea in
the gale. At Bird Island Oove great havce
was oaused by the storm and tumaultuous
sea. Five fishing vessels were there. The
fishing stages were wrecked wnd blown into
the sea. At Old Perlican a fishing vessel
was swamped and all hande perished. Two
crafts drove ashore at Lead Cove ; one man
was drowned and several seriously irjured.
At Baoalien, where a large nuomber of
vesrels were fishing, it is feared the lozs of
life and property is great. The banker J.
K., Mundell was driven ashore at Bisoay
Bay and wreoked. The ship's side was
broken in; and suoh was the fury of the
sea that the orew with difficulty olung to
the bottom of the wreck all night, beicg
surf.washed till 9 o’clock the cext morring,
when they were resoued. It is feared the
fishing fleets on the Labrador coast have
suffered heavily.

THE PORT OF BATOUM.

Lord Rosebery's
phatic Protest
Closed

A Locdon cable saya: Lord Rosebery’s
despatoh of July 13th to the Russian Gov-
erument, relating to the closing of the port
of Batoum, is published. The despatch
8ays in eubetarce: There is one direot,
supreme and perpetual interest at stake in
the transaciion, namely, the binding force
and esnotity of international pledges,
Eogland is always ready to uphold this
prinoiple, and it will .not palter therewith
in the present instancs. Therefore the
Eoglish Government cannot recognize or
ass.oine itsell in any sbape or form with
fhis aob of the Ruesian Governmens, which
is & violatioa of ihe Treaty of Berlio, and
which will tend to make the conclusion of
similar treaties in future diffioult, if not
impoesible, aud oast doubt at least upon
tbos? aiready oconcluded. The cther Powers
must judge how far they will acquiesce in
this bresch o! international engagement,
M. De Giers, the Russian Foreig » Ministor,
in reply, expressed himpelf us painfully
surprised by this despatoh. He maintained
that the Ruseian Ewmperor's promise was
not equivalent to an obligation. Rassia,
he states, was still anxious to contribute to
the consolidation of the general peace, snd
he expressed the hope that the Powers
whioh fixed and guaranteed its basis wounld
themselves respeot them. M. De Giers dis-
p!ays throughout much irritation, and his
tone is decidedly menacing.

CAST AWAY IN THE PFPACIFI10.

A Peor Amlian Whe Was for Mamy
Years a Slave Among Caniibals.

The orew of.the barque Rambler, which
returned 40 London late in May from a
trading trip among the islands' ot the
Western Pacifio, reported having seen in a
orowd of native New Britainers the unfor-
tunate Italian of whom sailors have now
acd then brought tidings. Asfar as known
no attempt has ever-been made to restore
bim to hia native land. For years he was
a soiitary oaptive among the fierce natives
of Bougainville, one of the largest islands
of the Bolomon group. He was starved,
maltreated and overworked. His suffer-
iogs made him almoss an imbeocile. Twenty
years of life among the worst savages of
the Pacific so changed him that he is
bardly recognizable as a man of Earopean
origin, The crew of the Rambler say he is
a8 big a cannibal as any Polynesian, wears
one long lock of hair in & coil on the top cf
his head, is dreered in native bark oloth,
will not visit the vessels that ab rare inter-
vals oast anohor near the tribe with whom
he now lives, and will not open his lips to
white men, exoept to ask for food.

‘When Mr. Romilly was oruising in the
western Paeifio in 1881 he saw & man and
tried unsuccessfully to talk with him. His
name, it is eaid, was published years ago,
but every recent writer who has mentioned
him geems to have forgotten it. He was a
member of the calebrated expedition which
the Marquis de Ray sent to New Ireland.
This large party of French and Italian
ooloniats, deceived by the glowing acoounts
and richness and salubrity of the country,
left their homes to settle in the new EI
Dorado. They were landed on the most
inhospitable coast of New Ireland, and the
ship sailed away, leaving them %o their
fate. Bome of them died of hunger or
fever. Others were lost while making
their way to other islands in small boats,
A few were eventually resoued. The last
relio of this melancholy enterprige i the
Italian whose wretohed existenoe is sbill
prolonged. With five comrades he rowed
200 miles to Bougainville, where, ‘a8 soon
a8 they touohed the shore, his companions
were killed and he was reserved for & more
terrible fate. He was sold as a slave to a bush
tribe in the interior, Years of oaptivity so
completely changed the man that when he
was offered to a Queencland labor ship for
two tomahawks the trade was made, His
new owners thought he was a native, and
expeoted to make a fine profit by disposing
of his gervioces t0 sBome Queensland planter.
They discovered, however, atter a few days
that he was nothing but an unfortunate
Iwalian, and eo they shoved him ashore on
New Britain a8 an object of no commeroial
value. There he still lives, a miserable re-
mainder of the most unfortunate party of
Europeans who ever went to the Western
Pacifio.

A pnumber of white men long held in oap-
tivity among eavages are known to have
been greatly weakened in mind by their
cruel experiences. Joseph Forbes, a young
Enuglish sailor, was & prisoner on the little
islands of Timor Laut, northwest of New
Guines, for seventeen years. When he was
rescued, in 1839, he could not talk to his
rescuers nor even understand & word of
Eoglish, The knowledge of his mocther
tongae, however, rapidly came baok to him
as he improved in mental health. He died
only & few yeara ago in Australia,

Before
he arrived Dr. Mitohell decided to perform
trephining and tracheotomy. The two
operations are seldom performed at the
same time.

Hillman has about one chance in five
of recovering.

Beveral months ago we chronioled for the
Enguirer an acoount of one John Owen
Bnider, who at that time had been walking
at least eighteen hours a day for eighteen
months, and travelling at the rate of five
miles an hour, or eighty miles in twenty-
four, says & Hariford letter. Now it is
over two years gince he commenced his
tireless tramp, and, instead of resting
from his upparalleled walk, on he goes,
and instead of slacking his speed he has
inoreased it, until he is as fleet of foot as
a deer. Over two years ago he was seisad
with the hallucination that three layers
bad suddenly and as mysteriously formed
op the soles of his feet, and he reasoned in
his diseased mind or- imagination that no
remedy other than wi g would ever
remove them. He at once took up the line
of march in the rear of dwelling—on
his farm, seven miles sodtheast of this
city—walking in a oircle from right
to left. At first he walked with measured
tread, and would oconverse with neigh-
bors and friends rationally uwpon any
topio except the mania that had taken pos-
session of bim, and no advice, device or
restraint could be brought into requisitien
to induce him to forego his tramp. As
time went on his speed was acoelerated,
acd the hours of tramping inocreased, until
eighteen hours of every twenty-four found
him walking about his beaten track. His
meals were handed to him, and he ate as
he walked. He never removed his clothing,
but about 2 &.m, he occupies & chair near
his cirole provided for him, and at once
falls ulear._

At 5 o'clock- promptly he is n upon
his tireless round. A room has been pro-
vided for him for use in colder weather,
and he walks abou$ bhis apartmens, or
rather runs, It is asserted by his friends
that he walks about while sleeping so
soundly that his snoring is sudible in
another apartment of the dwelling. In
summer and fall, in all kinds of weather,
however inclement, he may be found ous of
doors, going about the ocirele long sinocs
established, at & rate of speed that 18 mar-
velous. Hie mind is olear upon all sub-
jeots but the strange hallucination that has
warped and dwarfed his better judgment.

After having tramped about for a year or
more he conceived the idea that 50,000
miles of travel were necessary in order #o
relieve him of the peculiar malady that
afflioted bim, but now he has travelled
nearly 60,000, and his speed is guickened,
his pace accelerated and hours of walking
increased. His disposition is melancholy
in obaracter, yet at times he enjoys the
jokes and jests of friends who ocall upon
him. He was sent to the asylum a year
8go, walked all the time while on the cars,
continued his tramp during his stay at the
asylum, and when returned home as harm.
less made the same journey as going. Dar-
ing his stay iu this ocity waiting for she
train he walked about the court house yard.
Hundreds of citizens were attraoted $o the
soene to witness the strange procedure.
When restraived from walking his
feet alternately were lifted from the
ground. He avers that if he would
stop walking his limbs and body would
fly into & thouneand fragments. He
never seemingly grows hungry, never asks
for food or drink, and eats and drinks whas-
ever is given bim uccomplainingly, all the
time continuing his endless round. His
limbs are as firm as iron and the sendons
like whipeord. He is a man of more than
ordinary intelligence. His domestic rela-
tions are such as to preclude the idea of
his malady originating from domestio difl-
culties, and no assignable eause is known
for the strange and unaccountable freak
that has come over him. He seems to be
gitted with powers ol divination, and can
acocurately foretell coming events with a
ision and oorr that bring to him
many who wich to be more fully informed
a8 to their future * weal or woe,” and just
now the score or more of oandidates are
seeking his knowledge of their future suc-
cess or defeat.
