# “Nearly all those who have embarked
on the theatrical sea have strewn the
ghores of that sea with the wrecks of
actors and actresses,” declared Rev. F.
W. Hollinrake, pastor of Zion Taber-
nacle, last evening, in the course of a
sermon on “What Harm Is There In
the Theatre?” = His text was Matt. vii.
20, “Wherefore, by their fruits ye shall
know them.” ‘Ihe question might be
Faised, he said, that Lecause he was not
& frequenter of the theatres he was not
in & position to discuss their merits and
demerits. It was not necessary to visit
saloons to discuss the liquor traffic or
see what it was doing. ‘The only valid
Teason given for the theatre to-day was
that it was a place of amusement, Peo-
ple must and should have amusement.
He admitted that, but seldom if ever
Was the reason given that people went to
theatres for educational advancement.
Mr. Hollinrake said the, theatre origin-
ted in the church, was fostered and
utilized by it for imaprting religious in-
struction to the people.
atfe was the church and the first actors
the priests. It was later observed that
it bad a degenerating effect on - the
church and it was abolished, the Chris-
tian and Jewish churches taking excep-
tion to it as producing immoral influ-
eices. The theatre then became a di-
voreed and separate institution, bidding
for the patronage of the public.
v “We ask,” said Mr. Hollinrake,” “is
its influence for good or evil! What are
its demerits and merits? The question
# often raised by young people: ‘What
Barm is there in going to the play? It
B a significant thing, the' very asking
oi that question, and shows doubt. You
do not hear people asking if there is
any harm going to the Y. M. C, A, to
Zorontv, to church, and so on.

Taking the one valid reason that it
gave amusement, Mr. Hollinrake em-
phasized that this must be attested by
principles that should govern amusement,
and not by rules, There was a wide dif-
ference ‘between principles and rules. It
was possible to make a rule but not a
principle. Rules came within man’s pow-
er but principles did not. Did the thea-
tre recreate? Did it help man to work
better? Did people go ihere under the
best moral influences? Was their going
there apt to lead others to do  what
might harm themw? Life, he emphasized,
was to be spent in work and not play.

Amusement was but a side issue. Mr. |

Holligrake spoke of the diiferent forms
under which the theatre was known, the

and the drama.

RAIN OF METAL.

POURED DOWN ON WORKMEN OF
STANDARD STEEL COMPANY.

Four Men Killed and Twenty Fatally
Injured in Explosion, Caused by
Upsetting of Metal Pot in Cupola
—Nearly All Were Foreigners,

Butler, Pa., Oct. 6.—An explosion in
No. 1 cupola of the Standard Steel Com-
pany here late to-night caused the death
of four mien, fatally injured twenty and
seriously injured ten others. The large
wheel - plant, 150 by 100 feet, was de-
molished, causing a loss estimated at
$100,000.

The condition of the thirty men in-
jured is pitiable. The features of a
majority are mutilated beyond recogni-
tion. The hot metal was showered
over them, causing horrible injuries, and

at nddnight the physicians attending
them said that at least twenty would
die.

The explosion was caused by the up-
setting of a metal pot in the cupola,
which contained 5,000 pounds of molten
metal ready for casting. A span in the
pot broke, allowing the liguid iron to

spill over the we md.  An explosion
followed so quickiy that none of the
workmen in the building had a chance
to escape. Streams of the burning metal
poured out on the workmen. some of
whom were engulfed and literally
cooked. Twenty men near the cupola
had every shred of clothing biown off by
the force of the explosion. Many were
buried under the wreckage, and were
not rescued for an hour after the catas-
trophe.
