The Pennsylvania Horror.

One of the most appalling disasters of
modern times is that which befell
Johastown :and other Pennsylvania towns
last week. Heavy raine caused the
breaking of a reservoir above Johnstown,
when the flood of water let loose thereby
swept down upoo the surrounding country
destroying everything within its reach.
The resorvoir, whieb lies about 2} mil-s
Northeast of Johnstown, was foru.erly
kuown ugh Lake and is from
200 to R0 feet above the level of Johus-
town, ihru about 3% miles long, 1 to
10 miles in - width, and in some places
was 100 feet deep.

The exact number of lives lest by the
disaster will_never be kuown but a des-

bridge. The latest
estimate places ghe mumber of viotiws at
sbout 16.000. The disaster 18 too horri
fying for contemplation- and its magni-
- tade cannot be grasped by wind of mau.

Shediac as a Summer Resort.

“Its Present amd Possible Attractions.”

Shediae is prettily situsted on Shediac
llarbor aad is surrounded on all vides
with beautifal seemery. Looking north
and west we see a maynificent sheet of
water stretohing as far as the eye can
reach. Nearly a mle distant from the
shuve rests the small, though somewhat
historical, ‘‘Little Island.” - A litsle
farther apovears, oomspicuously, the
Beacon Lights along the shore of Shediac
Island. Io the north-west is seen Shedise
Cape with windiag shores, fine trees, ver-
dunt fields, or farther o where the ad-
joining Parish of “Grand Diguc” rises
pracipitously in view with its neat little
o.ttages and chapel dotting the shore.
While towards the east, looms up the
extensive dook of Pt. duChene, where
may be seen the P. E. Island steawmor
daily steaming its way io and out of the
harbour, and also the numerous sailing
versels and pleasure boats, with their
brillisnt flags floating gently in the
breese.,

With respest to the climate, we need
but say that it is unsurpassed, in this
provinee n‘:' least, having all the essential
qnalities for heall that pure-
uL-m aod refnnhllg‘h’ m:gknonponly
in country air, and which slone might
prove attraction enough as a ‘‘summer
resort”  We all know how glad the city
and town people are, to hasten from
their close, stifling, orowded streets, to
some oool sequestered spot, and why
should Shedisc .nnt be the place for
them ? Perhaps the principal and most
attractive feature is the salt water, being
excellent for bathing, boating, ete. Bath-
ing houses are conveniently sitmated
along the shore, and one, in connection
with the Hotel, being especially so. 1t is
built upon an old seow out in the water
and donneeted with the mainland by a
wooden walk, thus presenting rather a

picturesque appearanee. There the
bnhen are cosbled to step right into
water deep enough for swimming, instead
of wading out as they do from those on
the shore. Close by is a small wharf,
built out in the water and to which
oumbers of re boats are attached
iv command at all times and where the
pleasure soeker is able to exercise his
<kill in sailing s boat over “the billowy
foam,” or strengthen the muscle, toughen
th: hands in rowing. The beach is hard
aud sandy, so that when the tide is out,
horses aod carriages are frequently seen
winding siowly along and enabling the
occupants s drink in the “salt sea
breeses” in a very leisurely and commo-
dious manner, The beech also afforis
them much amusement and attraets the
attention of children in d.gging the soft
shell elams which abound in great quan-
tities. Maekerel fishing is attraetive
speoially to the male sex, who always do-
light in sueh sport. We have many
other features equally attractive and
sullable to the most fastidious taste ; for
instance our woods where wc are at
liberty to ramble, our fields to roam over
and where we can at leisure gather the
ferns, mosses and wild flowers growing in
such profusion, and many pretty places
for pionies, ebarming emough in them-
selves to attract the most aesthetic eye,
also numbers of pleasant drives in whioh
all lovers of seenery may delight.  Per-
baps one of the prettiest and most in:
teresting drives is the roand whioch goes
into Smith's mill, about 2 miles. Driviog
.slong this one ean get an excellent view
of Seadoue River winding in and out
with the trees over its banks.
This river snd road beeame quite famous
a few years ago from their conuection
with the MoCarthy murder and has con-
scquently attraoted many wvisitors, |
may also mention the base ball elub, who
have a large field where they play every
evening and whieh does not fail to draw
the attention of many persons interested
in sach s game,

In regard to its possible attractions, I
uppose there are many  which might be
added and tend to its improvement and
making it popular as a summer resort.
From the faot of it being centrally situa-
ted, trains eoming and going at all hours
convenient for busincss men, and but &
iew houss drive from our principal city
and town is much in its favour. The
p'ace is provided with an excellent hotel,
where the genial proprietor has every-
thing for the conveniens:, ocomfort and
pleasure of his guests, haviog a “lawn
tconis and eroquet grounds,” and every
day a large waggon is scen driving off
{rom the hotel filled with women and
ohildren, who are bound for the shore.
The mpronmnntof our strects,by haviag
deccni sidewalks, and plauunr ol trees,
weuld do much lownrda beautifying and
wouldprove the most attractive ot anything
I koow of, not only to visitors but to na-
tives themselves.
