ILLINOIS HONORS MISS WILLARD.

In the national capitol at Washington
is Statuary Hall, in which each state in
the Union is entitled to place a statue of
its two most illustrious citizens, by cour-
tesy of Congréess. One of the niches al-
lotted to Illinois remains vacant, and a
bill has just been presented to the state
senate which calls for an appropriation of
$9,000 for a bronze statue of Frances

{ E. Willard, on a granite pedestal, to oc-

cupy this place of hounorin the halls of
the nation. . The resolutions which ac-
company the bill give a list of the illus-
trivus statemen who have made Illinois
famous and concludes as follows:

Whereas, The fame of none of those
was more hervieally won or more richiy
deserved thar. that of one of our deceas-
ed citizens, -distinruished for civic ser-
vice in Europe and America in a new and
unexplored field of Christian endeavor,
the effect of whose efiorts and achieve-
ments and the influence of whose spot-
less life and .sublime example have been
so marked that the world has wondered
and admired tle author, organizer and
advocate of purity and temperance, Lli-
nois’ ‘most illustrions deceased citiven,
Frances E. Willard, the uncirowned queen
of purity and temperance, whose ashes
repose in peace on the shores of Lnake
Michigan, at Evanston, Ill.

Her grand life is a beacon light to' the
good and true of all scets, races and creeds
in the civilized world, and her wonderful
achievemcents are lights and landwnarks
on the chiffs of fame, which will for all
time illuminate the paths of millions of
women wherever civilization has a foot-
hold, which is where woman is duly ap-
preciated; and

Whereas, The priceless heritage of
such a life belongs of rizht to Illinois;
and

Whereas, She glories in it and deems
it worthy of nationsl commewmoration;
therefore, to immortalize it and te show
how exalted a sphere woman occupies in
this great state, the following law is here-
by placed on our statute beoks.

MISS WILLARD'S STATUE FOR STATUARY

' HALL.

Newspaper correspondents have been
cauzht napping. . This is one more shock
L to our historic faith in the infallibility of

the press, but there is, nevertheless,
great comfort in it this time. . Had the
correspondents of some of theé Chicago
dailies as well as thuse of Washington,
D. C., and some other cities been correct,
Miss Williard’s statue could not go into
the national Statuary Hall at Washington
D. C., for they declared that the federal
bill of 1864 expressly stipulated: that
statues shal! be erected to ‘‘illustrious
men,” or words to that effect. They ex-
patiated upon this ‘‘stumbling block” and
exhorted those who were pushing the II-
linois bill to “‘watch out” for the United
States Congress was exceedingly jealous
of its prerogatives; but then they general-
ly soothed the anxious fears of their read-
ers by saying that the disability might be
removed by amending the federal law to
read “‘illustrious men or womei.”  Some
of the brethren are even yet a little s-ared
over the word ‘‘anconstitutional” which
continues to float about with a big ques.
tion mark afier it.

There was a sure cure for all of this
had the quill drive»s only thought of it.
It was simply to tuke u small dose of the
original federal bill of 1864. Two grains,
‘*deceased persons,” would have been
sufficient to kill all the doubting micro-
bes in the councry. It was at hand, too,
for all these public insiructors had they
used it, and those pushing the bill at
Springtield sat down and laughed at the
printed advice and quoted to themselves
old Hesied, who said, ‘‘a man couldn’t
see over his own eyebrows.” 1t is only
another instance we counclude of one bell-
sheep who went astray and all the others
followed.  But we are so happy over the
fact that the bill is now passed and sign-
ed by the governor that we forgive every-
body and everything, including the archi-
tect of the capitol at Washington who
was 8o *‘surprised,” and said it would be
a violation of precedent to have a wo-
man’s statue there, and that it would
h: ve to be decided by Congress.

The most important section of the fed-
eral bill reads as follows, and puts to rest
all tzlk of necessary-amendment,” ete.
Sec. 2. And be it further enacted

And the President is hereby
authorized to invite each and all the states
to provide and furnish statues; fn marble
or bronze, not exceeding two in number
for each s*ate, of deceased persons who
have been citizens thereof, and illustrious
for their historic renown or from distin-
guished civic or military services, such-as
each state shall determine to be worthy
of this fational commemoration, and when

so furnished the same shall be placed in

the old hall of the House of Representa-
tives in the Capitol of the United States,
which is hereby set apart, or- so wmuch
thereof as may be necessary, as a nation-
al Statuary Hall, for the purposes herein
indicated. (U. 8. Statures, Thirty-
eighth Congress, July 2, 1864, p. 347.)

‘To be sure there is no precedent for
putting in the statue of & woman, but Il-
linois has established one. There was
need of such, the opportune time came,
and IHinois declared Frances E. Willard
worthy of the honor of having her statue
in the national Statuary Hall at Wash-
ington, D. C., and it is sure to go there
unless the great national government
 should put itself in the place Hf that no-
torious judge, who declared that a woman
is not a person.  We beg pardon for the
offence of even naming the pos:ibility of
such an inane proceeding on the part of
our republie. !

What this statue means will eontinue
to grow upon us. It will have something
to do, not siniply with the history of our
great leader, with the progress of reform
with the due recognition of -woman’s
worth and work, but with the progress
of the world. Every recognition of right
prineiples, every recognition of a great
character, every honor paid to one whe
exemplified the truest ard best tegchings
of ancient philosophers and of the Divine
One, is a.great object lesson to humanity
and serves to lift it higher.

It is right that Frances E. Willard
should stand among statesmen, patriots,
warriors, philanthropists, for she was all
of these. Her statue will be at home
there even us her spirit is now at home
with the spirite of all the great thinkers
and sacrificers from Abrabam, Moses and
the prophets, down to Wilherforce, Boli-
ver, Toussaint L'Ouverture and Lincoln.
Hail, to our great leader, the first woman
to be given a place in our national group
of statuary! Hail, but not farewell!

Sewing Clover Seed.

Very many more fields of clover are in-
jured by heat .and drought after the re-
moval of the gramn crop tlan by freezes
in late spring immediately after the plants
grow up. Late seeding to clover gives
small and tender plants at the time the
grain crop is removed; and while such a

a favorable season, it is less safe and sure
than an early seeding. It isa rare thing
that a good stand of plants is not carried
through all spring freezes. The seed can
be sowed while the ground is frozen, and
sreferably when the surface has been
checked thoroughly by several fréezes
and thaws. It rolls into the small
crevices. and usually sprouts before all
spring frosts are past; but serious injury
from them is rare. Start the clover early,
so thut it will be well rooted before dry
weather.

Cook's Fcnoetrating Flasters.

A deep moist clay soil is the best for
caulifiowers, although good crops can be
grown on any good garden soil,
the ground two or three inches deep with
stable manure and plow it in. Then har-
row and furrow two and one-half feet
apart. If I have well rotted manure, I
scatter it in the furrow and mix it with
the soil with the cultivator, or, if the ma-
nure is not at hand, I set the plants and
in a few days apply around them a little
commercial fertilizer that is rich in nitro-
gen. Vegetable, of which the leaves or
stalks are the edible parts need plenty of
nitrogen in an available form, The plants
are transplanted at different .times from
May to June. Cauliflower plants from
the hotbed should not be set too early un-
less they are well hardened, for they are
more easily injured by frosts than cab-
bages.

In addition to the foregoing sugges-
tions given in Vick’s Magazine the writ-
er says that to insure success one must
have some means of irrigation. The
plants should not stop growing at any
time; hence the importance of irrigating
themn during a drought.

“Well, well,” says the old man, *if neither
words nor grass will do, I must try what
virtue there is in stones.’’ So the old man
pelted him heartity with stones, which
soon made the 'young chap hasten down
‘f,rom the tree, and beg the old man’s par-

on.’

‘‘Now, when I first read that story, some-
thing more than 50 years ago, no -doubs
entered my mind that it was made in Con-
necticut. And the picture accompanying
it—was not that little house Jerry Gris-
wold’s, and the ‘old man’ Priest Pruden?
And the boy, did he not bear a striking
resemblance to me in my best white tron-
sers? All these impressions remained un-
til recently, when I saw the picture in the
Universal Spelling Book, where it looked
wonderfully Irish to me. I wish some of
you fellows would find out whether Noah
Webster was a plagiarist or the victim of
British publishers. :

¢In the‘Universal Spelling Book’ under
the headline ‘Words of Seven Syllables Ac-
cented on the Fifth Syllable,’ I find cir-
cum -na-vi-ga-ti-on, and, under the line

‘Words of Five Syllables Accented on the

First Syllable,’ fa-shi-on-a-ble, and having
got eo far I didn’t wonder any more that
some of my Irish brethren find it difficuls
to catch on to the pronunciation of HEng-

. lish words. But that is only a small part

of what the ‘Universal Spelling Book’
contains. It has a treatise on English
grammar, followed by the principles of
politeness by Philip Stanhope, earl of:
Chesterfleld, and a number of fables,
stories, etc., besides the ‘Boy and the Ap-
ple Tree,’ *’ concluded the old man.—Utica
Observer.

An Eastern Shore Question.

Strangers tell us it is a fact that after
the formalities of an introduction to an
eastern shore man at his own home al=
ways follows the question: ‘‘Is this your
first visit to the edstern shore?”’ ‘The
origin of this custom was set forth by an
eastern shore man at a Cincinnati ban-
quet at Newport, R. I, some years ago,
when he was twitted about the peculiarity -
of his countrymen. The story is a true
one.

‘When General Lafayette accepted the in-
vitation of congress in 1824 and came to
this country as the nation’s guest, a great
reception was tendered him at~ the state-
house in Annapolis officially by the state.
The governor of Maryland at that time
was an eastern chore farmer, who lived
on his farm excep® *hen the general as-
sembly was in sessice or when he was
called to Annapolis at other times on offi-
clal business. Of course his presence was
indispensable at the Lafayette reception.
Hie funetion, indeed, was to introduce the
distinguished guest. The governor made
the trip on horseback around the head of
the bay, clad in a homespun suit made on
his own .looms. The roadsand weather
being worse than he caloulated for when
be left home, he did not reach the capital
until the day of the reception and after all
the other notabilities were there and wait-
ing for the governor, who was hastily ush-
ered into the senate chambir, his clothes
splashed with mud just as he was when
he dismounted.

Frepcricrox,” April 17.—Bills  to
amend chpter 3¢, 61st Victo ia, so far as
relates to the county of G'oucester; to ex-
empt a pulp industry at Bathurst from
certain taxation; to amend chapter 68 of
35th Victoria and chapter 89 ot 38th Vic-
toria; authorizing Northumberland county
council to control and regulate peddling
within Northumberland eounty; amend-
ing the act incorporating the Sheer
Boom Improvement Company; to  better
define the bounds of the parish of Spring-
field; authorizing the trustees of school
district No. 16, Bathurst parish, Glouces-
ter county, were agreed to with amend-
ments |

Progress was reported on the bill amen-
ding chapter 53 of 59th Victoria, relating
to collectors of rates and constables in
Viectoria county.

Mr. Carvell comitted the bill authoriz-
ing the town of Woodstock to take a vote
of the ratepayers on the question of
taking stock in _a pulp mill or other in-
dustry to an afiount not excesding $50,
000. !

Mr. Emmerson taught the propriety of
passing legislation enabling towns and
cities to become partners in local indus-
tries, a: this bill proposed, was very ques-
tionahle. :

Mr. Carvell said -the town council was
unapimous in favor of the bill. He (Car-
vell) must ccnfess that he saw a great
deil of force in the remarks of the pre-
wier, and would not be unwilling that
the matter should stand over, so that he
would have opportubnity to confer with
the town authorities.

Progress rveported, with leave to sit
agaio.

Mr. White introduced a bill changing
the terms of the Sunbury county court;
also in the absence of Mr. Dunn, a bill
respecting the fisheries of New Bruns-
wick.

Frepericron, April 18.—The event of
the session was the presentation of formal |

charges to-day by Mr. Hazen in the mat-
ter of the alleged bridge scandals. Mr.
Huz:n tirst referred to the following
bridges: Mill Cove bridge, Restigouche;
Grand Maunan bridge, Charlotte; Saun-
ders Brook bridge, Queens; Dingee
tridge, Queens; Lefebvre bridge, West-
moreland; Blackville Lridge, Northum-
berland; Campbell bridge, Kings; True-
man’s Point bridge, Westmoreland; also
to the sub-structure and superstructures
of Petitcodiac bridge and Port Eigin
bridge, ‘Westmoreland; ot Mill Cove
bridge, Restigouche. Then he charged
that the Hon. Henry R. Emmerson, the
chief commissioner of public works,
wholly failed in his duty by giving the
construction of many of these public
works to his personal and political friends,
with out public competition and ten-
der, and for the purpose of assisting the
parties constructing these public works,

or supplying the material, knowingly and
wilfully, and in dereliction of his duty as
chief commissioner and as a member of
the executive government paid out of the
public moneys of this province two prices,

and in some cases even more, above mar-
ket rates for the comstruction of said
works. He further charged that the in-
spector of some of these works, appointed

by the chief comnmussioner, was financially
interested in the contractors, persons, or
corporations, doing the work, or supply-

ing the waterial, and that in consequence

of this dereliction of duty on the part of
the chief commwissioner, he knowingly and

improperly allowed these contractors to

take from the public treasury many thou-

sands of dollars to which they would not

have becn entitled had proper methods

prevailed. He further declared that to

enable such contractors, persons or cor-

porations to improperly make large sums

of money out of the province, the chief
commissioner ailowed alteratioens to -be

made in the plins and specifications of

some of the above-named works after the
contract was'awarded, thereby Iessening

the cost of the work to them, but not to

the province. He concluded by declar-

ing that “‘with the knowledge of the said

Hon. Henry R. Emmerson and through

his said dereliction of daty and his desire

to aid his personal and olitical friends,
and to strengthen the goveynment of
which he is a member, the treasury of the
province has been defrauded out of large
sums of money.”

Mr. Emmerson expressed his pleasure
at Mr. Hazen taking a definite step at
last. He gave the cliarges the most em-
phatic denial. The charges are not based
on facts. He would ask the fullest in-
quiry and investigations into the charges.

Mr. Tweedie said that now that the
leader of the opposition has made his
charges, it seemed to him that he skould
have gone further and asked for a com-

‘mittee to investigate them. He would
like to ask the leader of the opposition if
he intended to ask for the appointment
of a committee.

Mr. Hazen snid it was for the depart-
ment to say what course it intends to
pursue. If steps be not taken for an in-
vestigation it was his intention to follow
his statement by a further motion.

This discussion occurred at the after-
nocn session.  In the evening Mr. Em-
merson said: Although Mr. Hazen had
not asked for a comwitree of inguiry, I
feel it incnmbent upon myself to ask for
an immedinte investigation of these
chargas. I court the fullest investigation
into these charges. The question of the
cost of our bridges is one of policy, and I
have frequently stated that I was willing
to be judged nct only by my contempor-
aries, but by history with respect to
whether the bridges we have erected were
not in the best interests of the country.

The resolution was seconded by Hon.
Mr. Labillois, and is as fullows:

Whereas, Mr. Hazen. one of the repre-
sentatives of this house from the county
of Sunbury, has from his place in this
House this day formulated - charges
against the Hon, Henry R. Emmerson,
Premier of the provinee and Chief Com-
missioner of the Board of Works, which
g:id chavges arve: (Here follow the
charges.)

And whoreas, the said Hon. Henry R.
Ewmerson from his place in the House
has demanded that the said Mr. Hazen
should move for a committee and have
the said charges, so  formulated, investi;
gated and tried out in the u8ual and Con-
stitutivnal manner, but the said Mr. Ha-
zen has refused to ask for such commit.
tee;

And whereas, the Chief Commissioner
has from his place in  the House denied
the truth of said charges, and have asked
that the same may be investigated forth-
with;

And whereas, this house regrets that
the Hon. member for Sunbury should
have delayed formulating his charges to
so  late a period in the session, it is
nevertheless of opinion that the ch: Arges
are of so grave a character that it is im-
purtant'in the public interest, notwith-
standing the large additional expense
which thereby will be entailed upon the
province by the prolonging of the sessivn,
that they shonld lmuwdmtc.l_y be fully m-,
vestigated.

Be it therefore resolved, that a com-
mittee of this House consisting * of seven
members be forthwith nominated by Mr.
Speaker to examine intu the said charges
and report whether they find that the said
Henry R. Ewmmerson gave the construo-
tion of many of the jublic works set
forth in said charges to his personal and

political friends, without public competi-
tion and tender, etc., ete.

And the said committeo have power to
call for papers and ducuments and to sum-
mon aud examine witnesses upon the said
charges under outh; and

Further res lved, that said committee
50. proceed with such investigation as
speedily as possible, and .continue their
labors from day to day until they have
fully investigated said charges and report-
ed upon the same to this House.

Mr. Emmerson said while these charges
did not directly impute him any witng-
doing, yet as they alleged that he know-
ingly and wilfully permitted others to
extract from the treasury large sums of
money; they amounted by' application to
a direct charge against himself. He
therefore, felt it in his own interests,
and in the interests of the position he
held that he was entitled not only to the
fullest and freest investization, but to an
immediate investigation and inquiry.

Mr. Hazen said: I protest against
the passage of a resolution that puts me
in a position that I did not take. The
resolution, with a view of influencing
public opinion in advance, says that I
refused to ask for a committee—na state-
ment that is entirely at variance with the
facts. This afternoon when I made the
charges after some little tiine 1 was asked
by the honorable gentleman opposite
what course I proposed to take. I said I
had made the charges and I was awaiting
to see what course the honorable gentle-
man himself would take before I decided

what course to follow, and I most dig-
tinctly object to having it placed in that
resolution that I refused to ask fora
committee, and I ask the hunorable
gentleman to strike those words out.

Aftey some remarks. by Mr. Tweedie,
the resolution was adopted without divi-
sion.

The Spdker appointed as such com-
mittee Messrs. Carvell, Robioson,
O’Brien, (Northumberland), Gibson,
Veniot, Shaw and Glasier.

The house in committee further con-
sidered supply. Of the item of agricul-
ture, additional, &500., being reached.
Mr. Hazen asked what this was for.

Mr. Labillois said it was to increase
the salaries of the two dairy superintend-
ents, Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Tilley, $100.
each, and the salary of Mr. Peters,
deputy comwissioner of agriculture, $200.
and %100 to Mr. Alward on account of
increased work in the department. Mr,
Alward now receives $100; this will make
it $200. Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Tilley
receive $900 and will now receive 81,000.
Mr. Peters has been receiving $1,000.
this increase will restore the salary to
toat formerly enjoyed by Mr. Inches and
Mr. Lugrin.

On the item of butter. and cheese fac-
tory, increased grants $1,000 being reach-
ed, Mr. Lahillois spoke at length on the
affairs of his department. Gratifying
progress had been made, he said.

Mr. Hazen said that in any intelligent
and practical «fforts put forward by the
government to aid the cause of agricul-
ture he could rely upon the hearty sup-
port of honorable members on his side of
the House.

Mr. Smith said he believed that - a
brighter day had dawned for the farmers
of the province since the present premier
became the head of the government.

Mr. Carvell was satistied that the
government  was  pursuing the right
course.

Mr. Robinson urged that a grant
should be given for an exhibition at
Sackville. He congratulated tbe gov-
"ernment upun the great success that had
attended its agricultnral policy.

Mr. Porter said the agricultural de-
partment was second to none from the
standpoint of building up the province.

Mr. Tweedie said that an appropriation
would be made for holding exhibitions
this year, the exact details of whick Lad
not as yet been decided upon by the
l government.

The item was passed.

sale or to vurchase any goods, chattels or
other personal property, real estate, br to
do any worldly labor or busiuvess.  Con-
veying travellers or Her Majesty’s mail
by land or water, the sale of drugs and
medicines; and the prosecution of works
of charity and necessity are excepted.

The fine against corporations requiring or
allowing employes to violate this act is
$100. A sub-section permits the delivery
of milk orice to customers, the working
of telephone and telegraph lines, the op-
eration of livery stabi c% es, necessary Sun-

day working on Monday morning papers,
the exercise of their natural labors by
clergymen and physicians, church organ-
ists, choir singers, sextons; the going to
sea or coming to port of ships; going in
search of shipying by tugs and pilot buats,

or the earrying on of any mill or manu-
facturing process that must be continu-
ously proceeded with to prevent injury
to materials in course of manufacture.

Other sections make illegal tippling in
tavern or other establishments; the pub-

lic exhibition of himself by an iutexicat-
ed person; brawling or using profane lan-
guage in the street; playing at skittles,
ball, foot ball, rackets or other noisy
Enmes gamblmg, running races on_foot,

rseback, in carriage or other \'eh'cle%

tishing, hr.thmg in-the limits of an incor-
porated city, or within view of any place
of worship or any private residence. Sun-
day excursion by boat or train, or part by
boat and part by train, h»wmg for their
principsl object the carriage of passen-
gers for amusewzent or pleasure only, is
made an offence punishable by a fine of
$200 for each ot ence, and action can be
taken in any place from which the ex-
curgion started, passed or stopped. One-
half the fine wria go to the plaintiff and

the other half to the wmunicipality in
w hich the offence was created. The con-
ductor of the train or captain of. the
steamer is also liable under the first rec-
tion for perfurming Sunday labor. This
does not in any way apply to rezularly
operated ferries. Penalties for a viola-
tion of any of the provision of the act are
pot less than $1 nor more than $20 and
costs, in addition to all special penalties.

The bill does not apply tp Indians. Other
Sabbath obsérvance acts are incorporat-
ed with and made part of this act.

The Signs of The Times,

Every man in Canada is interested in
the upholding of British fair play or
should be. - The common people can only
judge the drift of public opinion by the
utterances of our public men, in the dis-
charge of their duties, and private utter-
ances on public matters. My attention
has been called tothe utterance of the
Hon. J. Israel Tarte in Parliament. He,
Tarte, branded those Settlers, who resi-
des at Fox Bay, Anticosti; as professional
wreckers (murders of -the worst class).
Now the public calls on Mr. Tarte either
to substantiate his utterance, or to apolo-
gize or give a substantial reasons for such
a grave charge, coming as it has from a
member of the Dominion Government.
Was that charge made because these un-
fortunate people happened to be Metho-
dists and not French or Catholics? If so
the people of Canada wants to know; and
place the public in a position to form a
corréct judgment of the drift of the pres-
ent administration at Ottawa. I noticed
that Mr. Tarte made frequent reference
to Catholics and Catholic influence ete.,
etc.

I consider such remarks uncalled for in
a representative of British Parliament.
The great-majority of the people of this
country cares very little whether he,
(Tarte) is a Catholic or a Pagan. We ask
for even handed justice and no favors so
far as our religious views] are concerned;

brought up by a certain class of peliticians
that have unfortunately worked their way
in the Parliament of Canada; and they
imagine that the world was created for
them and their church; as was proved at
the Costigan Banquet in St. John, N. B.

John N. B. Telegraph of April 7th:

WHY WE OPPOSE THE RUM TRAFFIC.

The argument usually employed in favor
of the sale and use of intoxicating liquors
as a beverage may all be reduced, I think
tothese three, viz: First, the financial
benefit which the traffic confers upon the
country at large. Second, the benefit of
alecoholic drinks to the consumer, when
used in moderation and third, the right of
man to do as he pleases. The first pro-
position in answer to this offence is that
the country gains nothing in & financial
point of view by the traffic. in strong
drink. In order to show that any busi-
ness is a finaneial benefit to the country
we should 'be prepared to show that it in-
creases the awcunt of active capital, or
else that it develops some branch of na-
tional industry. That a large ameunt of
capital is invested in the business is un-
deniable; but a little consideration will
convince any unprejudiced mind that the
same money directed in other channels
would be of far greater good to the
country. It istime the government re-
ceives a large income butit is equally true
that it expends a Jarge sum on account of
the rum traffic. On the credit side you
may put the amounts received for licence
and for excise and import duties, then on
the debit side put the salaries paid for
collecting tl.ose duties; the sums paid for
the suppression of crime caused by ths
uge of strong drink; the amounts paid by
public and private charity for the support
of paupers made so by the same means.
The value of the property which streng
drink aonually destroys—and you will
have more figures than on the credit side.
And this is not all; for we have yet to es-
timate the loss which the industry of the
country sustains through the drinkiug
customs of theday. Let it be remember-

ed that every duy spent in idleness by a'

working-man—say a mechanic—is not
only so much lost to himself and his fam-
ily but it is so wmuch taken frow the ag-
gregate wealth of the country at large. If
any one doubts this let h'm caleulate
what would be the result financially if all
the laborers, farmers, mechanics ete.,
were to suspend labor entirely for one
year. The result would be national
bankruptcy and universal famine. Every-
day, therefore, which is lost to productive
labor tends so much to impoverish the
county. The second preposition is that
the use of intoxicating liguors as a bever-
age is never beneficial to the -individual.
He it not benefited finaacially. Every
year hundreds of men are reduced to
poverty by drunkeness, but who ever
heard of the drinking habit helping its
victim to fortume.

He is not benefitted physically. It

has always been a strong point with our |

opponents that by the - muderate use of
alcoholic liquors a man can be made
strongérand better fitted to eudure fa-
tigue and that the habit conduces to
health and long life. Alcohol inteifers
with digestion in two ways, by iwpairing
the actiou of the gastric juice and by in-
juring the coats of the stomach. Be-
sides injuring the stomach alcohol hurts
the action of every other oigan of the
body with which it comes in contact with.
The principal effect is upon the great
nervous centres especially the brain. At
first the result is pleasing but as thequan-
tity is increased and the habit grows the
effoct becomes frigntful. That which at
first gave rise to a pleasing exuberance of
fancy now rouses up a whirlwind of bale-
ful passions. Reason losesits controlling
power and the shattered bark drifts hope-
lessly onward until it strikes upon the
rocks of crime and then goes dewn for-
ever, Neither is he bettered in a moral
and social point of view; for strong drink
so blunts all his moral preceptions that
the most solemn appeals are thrown away
and it so destroys all of the finer feelings
and sympathies of his nature, so that the
once slaved husband and affectionate
father becomes a mere brute—nay worse
a fiend.  Example upon example might
be given to illustrate this point, but they
are so frequently met by usall that I
need not go farther. If these are some
of the cffects produced by strong drinks

who will dare to say that a man is made

better. physially, morally or socially by
the use of them.

Temperance Workers "and the
Piebiscite.

Mr. Goorg,e A. Wilson seems greatly
exercised' over some of the plebiscite talk
lately published in your .paper. He de-
serves’ the undying gratitude of Mr.
Pearce for coming up to his help “‘against
the mighty.” But he seems to have lost
sight of the cause of all the trouble.

The people of Queens County have,
during the last ten years, become quite
accustomed to hearing political speeches
from active temperance workers, de-
nouncing the Iate Conservative Govern-
ment and its attitude toward prohibition.
If I mistake not, one of the forgmost of
these orators was Mr. Pearce.  When
the late Government appointed the Royal
Commission to mvestigate the Prohibi-
tion question, he and others took ‘the
high moral ground that intemperance was
cn the same: plane as any other crime.
We wanted no commissioners to decide
whether or not murder or theft should be
legislated against; we needed none to in-
quire into the ‘advisability of enacting

| laws against the importation ana sale of

alcohol. Many will remember the fine
scorn to which these gentieman held up
the party who would waste twenty-six
thousand dollars, (I thick" that was the
sum), collecting evidence oun a question
that any child, who knew the difference
between right and wrong; was cowpetent
to pronounce upon., In’those ‘‘jiping
times,” we heard nothing of inability to
enforce prohibitory legislation.

We have had a change of Government,
We were volanteered a plebiscite. We
were allowed to enter the campaign in the
belicf that, in this, as in other cases,
where there has been an appeal to the
popular vote, the will of the wmajority
would rule. If not this, what was the
Plebiscite for? In the Province of Quebec
we had three memhérs of the govern-
ment and one imitation member working
against us. " Oneof these was J. Israel
Tarte—the man who not long since caus-
ed the discharge of & teacher in an” In-
dustrial School out west. because he

would not allow Mr. Tarte and his friends

to bring liquor into the institution, when
they were out there on a janketing tour.
In this same province there were shame-
ful irregulavitics allowed in the voting
in order to roli up a majority against
prohibition.. Despite all this, the tem-
perance people beat the rum party by a
majority. large enough to constitute a
good sized army. Then we were told
that we bad been expected to beat the
rum party—dead men, stay-at-homes, re-
sidents, repeaters and what not—by get-
ting a ‘majority of all the  re-
corded votes in the Dominion. No party
ever did that since North America was
settled. The' Premier deliberately ad-
mits he steered us up against what any
child knows is an impossibility.

But in this Plebiscite campaign the
Governnient distributed a quarter of a
million dollars amongst its devoted fol-
Jowers. In the parish of Cambridge two
polling stations were opened in the same
house and two sets of _ ofticers. employed
that a larger number of-the faithful might
participate in plebiscite dividends. Now
where are those gentlemen who were so
fiercely denunciatory when the Royal
Commission was appointed? They ave
either silent, or waking excuses for the
Government. . Their reference to 23 per
cent of the electorate as ‘‘asmall percent-
age” is not very consistent when we re-
member that the great Government they
support holds power by virtue of

{ the votes of twenty nine per cent of the

same. The moral aspect of the question
has changed since '91. It is little won-
der then that they dislike the mention of
the word ‘‘Plebiscite”; and still less that
those who now kaow for a certainty what
the major part of their tiery oratory real-
ly meant, hesitate not to stir them up s
little, by reminding them of their change
of base.

Of religious and temperance workers
tampering with rum, inthe recent Pro-
vineial election, I know nothing save by
report. But I do know that on the day
Mr. Blair was elected to the Dominion
Parliament, two cases of liguor stood for
some time on the piazza of a Queens
county religious and temperance worker;
that later they were transferred to his
barn, from which, durmg the day, their
contents were distributed to ““Good Lib-
erels,” as well as thirsty and, presumab-
ly purchaseable Conservatives.  The
writer also knows - that a menber of the
church and Chief Templar of an L. O. G.
T. Lodge, well known to Mr. Wilson, as
well as several other ‘‘temperance work-
ers” of the same strive violated their
pledge that day. He believes, with good
reason, Mr. Wilson is cognizant of these
facts Therefore, the less he says about
*‘religious and temperance workers,” and
the elections, the better—unless he is
tryif)g for a record in the chief character-
istic of his wing of the temperance party
— inconsistency.
